it-| MAKING COUNTRY OASDS SAFE

FOR PEDESTRI

That accidents can occur easily and
often in city streets filled with bus;
throngs is not difficult to’ understand,
It would be surpriging if it were other-
wise, Much study has been given to the
problem of making city streets as safe
as possible’ for pedestrians, and many
rules have been formulated with this
object in view. Now the time has come
to consider the safety of rural and sub-
urban thoroughfares as they affect the
dweller in the country.

One of the most glaring instances of
carelessness, even absolute di d for
their own safety on the part of pedes-
trians is the manrer in which many peo-
ple walk on paved highways on the out-
skirts of cities. It is advisable for these
pedestrians to walk on the left hand
side of the road facing the direction from
which automobiles may be approaching.
Some cities have adopted means of en-
couraging this precaution by placing
warning signs on their highways direct-
ing the pedestrian to w: on the left
hand side of the road.

The time of greatest danger is the
evening, It is astonishing how “many
people will deliberately walk on the
right hand side of the road in the dark,
where at times it is almost impossible for
a’ motorist to see them until he is so
close that it is extremely difficult for
him to stop without hitting them.

When the motorist is driving with
dimmed lights to accommodate a car ap-
proaching from the opposite direction it

& thriving town on Vancouver Island, rapidly becom-
ing f: for its shooting and scenery, and
as one of the most interesting spots on the coast of
British Columbia.

This coast is yearly becoming more popular with
tourists from the South — California, Seattle, ete.,
Eastern Canada and practically everywilere else. But
that detached portion of the coast, known as Van-
couver Island is y attractive, It possesses
beauty of a mountainous, rugged, arboreal type, ex-
celled in magnificence only by the Rocky Mountains
and unexcelled anywhere for its bunting and fishing.
