Park Board Members Talk 0/ 
Forcing the Issue.

Children of Permanent Beach 
Residents Are Hit Hard.

Cost About $4.35 a Month to 
Send Them to School.

The attitude of the Beach Commission 
on the city’s proposal to purchase pro­
perty on the sand strip for a park, and 
the prospect of the scheme being de­
feated unless something is done at 
once, may result in the Parks Board 
forcing the issue. Parks Commissioner 
Ijoes, who is a warm advocate of a civic 
park on the Beach, was at the City Hall 
this morning with the patent for the 
Freed and Grossman properties. The 
descrintion of one of these properties 
aaya that it extends from the Beach 
road to the bay shore, 270 feet more or 
less. The distance from the shore to 
the road now is about 800 feet. Mr. 
Lees says the explanation probably is 
that it was only 270 feet at the time 
the survey was made, and the shore 
has receded since then. The fact that 
the patent says the land runs to the 
bay shore he thinks disposes of the 
alleged discrepancy in the title.

Mr. Lees thinks that what the board 
should have done, when a majority was 
in favor of the scheme, was to have 
purchased the property, the same as was 
done with all the other park lands, and 
then applied for authority to issue de­
bentures. Mr. Lees also declares that 
the purchase could not be upset by a 
ratepayer on the ground that the board 
has no right to purchase property out­
side the city limits. The board, he says, 
has power to purchase or expropriate, 
property for parks within ten miles of 
Hamilton.

At present Mayor McLaren, Mr. Lees. 
Albert Pain and George Hope are the 
members of the board who favor the 
Beach park. Mr. Wild is not opposed 
to a park at the water’s edge, but is 
advocating the purchase of Oakland», 
because a park is already made there.

The matter will come up at the next 
meeting of the board, and there is sure 
to be a lively discussion. Some of the 
members think Chairman Bruce had no 
business going to the Finance Commit­
tee meeting yesterday in his capacity as 
chairman and stating that the scheme 
could not be financed, when a majority 
of the members of the board'decided it 
could. If the other members think the 
same as Mr. Lees, the board will likely 
act on its own initiative and purchase 
the land.

Secretary Foster explained to-day that 
the Board* of Education’s stand in re­
fusing to give Beach pupils, attending 
the Public Schools, resident rates, was 
based on the ground that the depart­
ment has more than it can do now to 
provide accommodation for resident pu­
pils. When the Beach Commission first 
took the matter up with Chairman Hob- 
eon he agreed to let the children attend, 
paying the resident rate, until the com­
mittee decided the matter.

The Beach residents find themselves in 
a had way through the mix-up. Their 
children cannot attend the Van Wagner 
school in Saltfleet. although it has room 
to spare. To come into the city will cost 
them $2.00 a mouth fees and about $1.85 
ear fare, making a monthly charge of 
$4.35. At that rate a Beach resident 
with four children of school age would 
have to pay $17.40 a month. The Beach 
permanent residents say t-he Ontario 
Government and the Reach Commission 
got them into the trouble, and should 
gel them out.

Chairman VanAllen. of the Beach Com­
mission, when asked to-day if other 
■accommodation would be provided for 
the Reach children, said that he had 
heard nothing officially from the Board 
of Education yet, but that as soon as 
he did the commission would take the 
matter up.

Chairman Allan plans to have the 
committee on good roads map out the 
plan for next year’s work next week. The 
delay has been over street railway mas­
ters. Secretary Brennan, City Kuginepr 
Moca Hum and Traction Manager Cole­
man will check up the city’s share of the 
exist of the concrete work on Monday, 
and the company will likely give its an­
swer at once.

The waterworks department is being 
criticised for its delay in placing $35,000 
construction debentures on the market. 
Secretary James began to-day to pre­
pare the information for the Finance 
Committee. He explains that the delay 
lias been. because Engineer Macallum 
preferred knowing exactly how much 
the department required before issuing 
the debentures. It was impossible to 
ascertain this until most of the work 
was done.

Aid. Crerar has called the attention of 
the Board of Works to the condition of 
the Jolley Cut. The John street store­
keepers say that people who used this 
route to come into the city now go 
down the east end incline and as a re­
sult they lose this business. They also 
point out that the city may be soaked

SPRING BULBS.
Improvement Society Announces 

Another Competition.

The City Improvement Society's ef­
forts have been so successful in creating 
a love for flowers that it has encourag­
ed them to offer prizes next spring for 
flowers grown from bulbs planted this 
fall. This should encourage many to 
plant bulbs who have not Uilherto done 
so. As these come into bloom at a time 
when everything looks more or less bare, 
it should greatly add to the appearance 
of the home and the city at large. The 
Lulhb selected are crocus, narcissus, hy­
acinthes and tulips. They are not expen­
sive, are easily grown, and with care 
can be used three or four years. It is 
hoped there will be a large entry list.

The city will be divided into four dis­
tricts, King and John streets being the 
dividing lines, and the judging will take 
place next May. Prizes amounting to 
$20 will be given in each division, or 
$80 in all, viz. : First prize, $7 ; second, 
$5; third, $4; fourth. $3; fifth, $1.

Entries must be made to the secre­
tary, Charles Peebles, 155 Sanford ave­
nue south, on or before December 1st.

Those employing gardeners are debar­
red from competing.

Bulbs can be secured from J. A. Bruce 
A Company, or the Steele, Briggs «Seed 
Company, who will supply catalogues on 
request. The bulbs should be planted in 
October or November, and cultural di­
rections will be supplied by the above 
named firms, both of which have been 
generous donaters to the prize list.

The awards will be given for the most 
attractive display of spring flowering 
bulbs, as viewed from the street.

In the City Council chamber this even­
ing the successful competitors will re­
ceive their prizes, awarded for summer 
competition. The public are invited.

GERMANS AMD POTASH.
Berlin, Oct. 8.—A committee, headed 

by Herr Scbudekupe, manager of the 
export department of the German potash 
syndicate, is planning to leave for New 
York on Oct. 21 for the purpose of nego­
tiating direct with the American fertil­
izer companies in the hope that some­
thing may be done to save part of the 
American market for the syndicate’s pro­
ducts. The syndicate has up to the pres­
ent time controlled the potash business 
cf the world, inasmuch as Germany has 
a monopoly of these salts, and it is now 
in danger of losing the whole American 
market, amounting to 60 per cent, of the 
export trade, valued at $7,000,000.

CANNOT RUN 
FOR BOTH.

Candidate for Controller Cannot 
Stand for Alderman.

Law is Different in Ontario Than 
in Quebec.

Dominion Securities Company to 
Get the Debentures.

As a result of a fine point raised as 
to whether a man can run for controller 
and alderman, too, City Clerk Kent 
thought for a few minutes this •morn­
ing he would have to arm the deputies 
with stop watches to avoid a mix-up. 
The statute says that a man nominated 
for both offices has until the following 
day to declare himself as to the one he 
desires to stand for, and failing in this, 
be shall be taken as a candidate for the 
office for which he is first nominated. 
This might lead to a lot of trouble if 
the aldermanic and controller nomina­
tions were at the same hour. The con­
trollers, however, are nominated be­
tween 10 and 12 o’clock and the alder- 
meu at noon. This will avoid any trou­
ble. Some of the controllers, it is said, 
talked of taking a shy at both offices, 
the same as some of the Montreal alder­
men are doing. The law, however, is dif­
ferent in Quebec.

The Finance Committee yesterday af­
ternoon practically decided to accept the 
tender of Acmilius Jarvis, of Toronto, 
for the $80,000 school debentures, but 
agreed to leave the matter over for a 
day or so. Mr. Jarvis bid 97.377 or $77,- 
901.60. After the aldermen left the 
room City Clerk Kent discovered that 
Chairman Peregrine had overlooked one 
of the tenders, which proved to be the 
best of the lot, that of the Dominion 
Securities Company, of Toronto. The 
committee met this morning and opened 
it. This company offered $78,296 or 

97.81. and the Council will be asked to 
accept the offer.

There is sure to be a warm debate in 
the Council on Monday night over the 
re-division of the city into wards, as re­
commended by the Finance Committee. 
Nearly every alderman in the Council 
has different views, and there is no tell­
ing what a majority of the Council will 
decide on. City Clerk Kent savs that if 
the city is to be divided into five wards 
lie thinks the best arrangement will be 
to divide south of King street into two 
wards and north of King street into 
three wards.

Although some of the civic accounts 
are overdrawn the aldermen say they 
will undoubtedly make good their pro­
mise early in the year that the 1909 
Council would finish up without an 
overdraft. There has been a lot of un­
looked for expenditure, but the Finance 
Committee has everything well in hand.

Althought the assessment increase was 
so small this year that it was expected 
few appeals would be filed, the assess­
ment department reports that appeals 
are pouring in as fast as ever. The 
time for appealing expires on October 15 
and the Court of Revision will begin its 
work early in November.

Stewart A Witton took out a permit 
to-day for a reinforced concrete build­
ing, 80x80, for the Moodie Company, on 
King street, between Wentworth street 
and Sanford avenue.

The aldermen say that notwithstand­
ing the fact that, some of the. accounts 
are overdrawn, this year’s Council will 
undoubtedly make good and get through 
the year without an overdraft.

SOME CLASS.
Lawyer's Bill of $35,000 Is Be­

ing Disputed.

«The Divisional Court at Toronto yes­
terday beard argument and reserved de­
cision on the appeal of W. N. Ferguson, 
on behalf of J. Walter Ourry, K. C., from 
the judgment of Chief Justice Meredith 
in Chambers, dismissing his appeal from 
the order oi the Master in Chambers, 
setting aside, on application of A. E. 
MacLaren and E. R. Clarkson, an order 
obtained by Mr. Curry referring to the 
taxing officer for taxation of his bill 
of costa as solicitor against Alexander 
Ferguson MacLaren, ex-M. P., formerly 
of Stratford, now of Toronto; E. R. 
Clarkson, of Hamilton, and James purry, 
of Toronto, as remuneration for services 
in connection with the purchase and sale 
of the Peterson Lake mining property. 
Mr. Curry’s bill was for $33,000. Of this 
he was paid by James Curry $11,200, 
and claims a balance of $22.400, either 
in cash or in stock. The order referring 
to the taxing officer was dated the 19th 
of March last, and the senior taxing offi. 
cer made an appointment for taxation, 
dated March 20. Mr. R. 8. Robertson, 
of Stratford, opposed the appeal, repre­
senting A. F. MacLaren and E. R. ClarlT- 
son, who resist the bill as an excessive 
one for what they allege was only twen­
ty-five days’ work. The Master set aside 
tlie bill as not in proper form, and Chief 
Justice Meredith held that Mr. Ourry 
should let his case go to triAl.

BLACK HAND 
CASE STANDS.

Developments In Taglerino Case 
Change Mailers

And Prisoners’ Lawyers Were 
Not Ready to Go On.

Judge Snider Not Willing to Ac­
cept Even $2,000 Bail

The trial of the three alleged Black 
Hand agents, Samuel Wolfe, Ca-rmelo 
Colombo, and Ernest Spevanzia, who are 
accused of having sent Salvatore Sanzone : 
a threatening letter demanding money, 
which they endeavored to secure from 
him on the Dundas road on Sept. 7, 
which was to have taken place this 
morning before Judge Snider, was laid 
over until Thursday, Oct. 21, at the re­
quest of T. C. Robinette, K. C., who is 
acting for two of the prisoners.

The three prisoners, when taken into 
the Sheriff’s office at the Court House, 
appeared to think little of their position, 
and talked and laughed with one another 
and one quietly smoked a clay pipe.

Mr. Robinette, when asking that the 
prisoners be remanded, said his reason 
for doing so was that the circumstances 
of the case had been materially changed 
by certain evidence which had been given 
at the Police Court at the trial of John 
Taglerino, and he had only learned of the 
evidence of one of the witnesses, John 
Corto, yesterday. The evidence of Corto 
at the Police Court was to the effect 
that he had been invited to join in their 
scheme to obtain money from Sanzone, 
but refused to do so, and, instead, noti­
fied Sanzone of the plot, so that Sanzone 
was aware of whfct was on foot.

Mr. A. M. Lewis, who appeared for the 
third prisoner, said that at the trial ot 
the three men Sanzone failed to make 
any mention of the fact that he had 
been notified by Corto as to the plans 
which were being laid, but when in the 
Police Court on Wednesday. Corto gave 
evidence in which he told of how he had 
kept Sanzone in touch with the move­
ments of the prisoners. Corto bad been 
previously charged by Taglerino with 
having stolon some money, and sinc° 
that time had turned against him, Mr. 
Lewis said.

Judge Snider said he saw no reason 
why the trial should not go on, as two 
days had elapsed since the preliminary 
trial of Taglerino, when Corto had given 
evidence, but Mr. Robinette said that 
it would be unsafe for him to go on with 
the case, as he had not expected such a 
cltange. He did not wish to delay the 
matter too long, and suggested Tuesday, 
Oct. 19. if it was suitable.

His Honor stated that Thursday. Oct. 
21, would be suitable, and Mr. Robinette 
and Mr. Lewis were both agreeable.

Mr. Robinette asked that Speranzia 
be allowed out on bail, and suggested 
$2,000, but His rfonor refused to grant 
it unless S. F. Washington was agree-

AN INQUEST
Will be Held on Man Killed at 

• Dundas.

The body of Thomas Vassal, who died 
in the City Hospital yesterday after an 
operation, was taken back to Dundas 
yesterday, and last night Coroner Ryck- 
ert empanelled a jury and opened an 
inquest. The jurors elected J. F. Cum­
mings foreman, and, after viewing th.e 
body, adjourned until Monday afternoon 
at 4 o’clock.

PIGOTT CASK
Plaintiff's Side About In—Two 

Weelts For Defence.

The suit of M. A. Pigott against the 
Guelph A Goderich Railway is still drag 
ging its weary way before Mr. Justice 
Britton, at the Toronto, non-jury as­
sizes. This is the third week that it has 
been running and Mr. Pigott's side of 
the case is now about all in. The ease 
took on an added interest yesterday 
morning, when an unusual exhibit was 
brought into court.

GAS TRUST.
Company Trying te Buy Oit Distri­

buting Station*.

Chatham, Ont., Oct. 7.—Arrangements 
are under way for the formation of a 
gigantic natural gas trust, to control 
the supply of natural gas in the western 
peninsula. The Volcanic Oil & Gas Com­
pany, said to be backed up by Standard 
Oil capital, has now got its main all 
but completed to Windsor, Sarnia, Blen­
heim and scores of intermediate places, 
as xvell as Chatham and Wallaceburg, 
and it is said it contemplates purchas­
ing all the distributing stations at 
these places.

In Chatham, the Chatham Gas Co. 
has received a bid of $1.10 a share for 
their gas and electric light plant. The 
company has refused the offer, and arc 
holding out for $1.16. This is signifi­
cant in view of the fact that Chatham 
gas stock sold a few years ago at 48

THEFT CHARGE.
Toroele Conductor Taken Off 0e« 

of The Can.

Company Supect* Men of Manipu­
lating the Fare Box,

Toronto, Oct. 8.—With the arrest of 
Conductor Herbert Hood at noon yes­
terday on a charge of stealing money 
from a fare box, the Toronto Railway 
Company . inaugurated a campaign 
against alleged dishonest practices 
amongst a few of their employees upon 
the cars. The railway officials would 
not say whether any more arrests would 
be made, but it is understood that sev­
eral men suspected of manipulating the 
company’s boxes will be quietly dis­
charged within a few days.

Conductor Hood was taken from a 
Dundas car at the corner of Victoria 
and Richmond streets on a warrant by 
Detective Guthrie, and when searched 
at Court street police station it is al­
leged that a marked coin put in his 
fare hox by a “spotter” was found upon 
him. He is 23 years of age, is married 
and lives at 36 Columbus street. He 
had been with the company for four

"We continually lose a great deal of 
money by this fare-box manipulation,” 
said an official yesterday, in talking 
of the arrest. “And when the loss 
assumes serious proportions we put on 
the brakes, that is all. We are hoping 
that this arrest will serve kn a good 
example to other men. I cannot say 
that there will lie any, more arrests,” 
he said, “hut there are sex-eral other 
men suspected, ami we will likely find 
means of letting them out quietly.

“We hax’e several men travelling upon 
the cars all the time, whose duty it is 
to see that the company receives all the 
money that goes into the boxes. There 
are many wax's of telling when a man 
becomes dishonest. A ‘run* should re­
turn to us an average number of fares, 
but many times there arc some startling 
discrepancies along this lino. That is 
when a man is watched. Some of these 
rneq, «s I understand it,” he continued, 
“hax-e become quite expert in getting 
the money out of the boxes. But I 
cannot say just how it is done.”

siiuiiar case at Castlereagh. Mr. 
Barry said it was a breach of the 
Irish Licensing Act and the prosecu­
tion of McGrath xvas pending. The Soli- 
cit«»r-Geenral said there was no desire 
whatever to insult the American flag.

John David Rees. Liberal member for 
the Montgomery district, asked if the 
American Embassy had made any repre­
sentations on the matter to the Gov­
ernment.

“None whatever,” replied the Solici­
tor-General.

CONSUL REMOVED AT HARBIN.
St. Petersburg, Oct. 7.—The Foreign 

Office issued a statement to-day that 
the trouble at Harbin between Ban 
millier, the German Consul there, and 
the Russian authorities had been 
settled. The Foreign Office says the 
iBt^ery company had no claim on 
Gennan protection and the Consul hid 
expected the German flag hauled down 
from the brewery building, where it had 
been raised by order of Baumuller.

During the trouble over this affair 
it xvas alleged that the German Con­
sul had thrashed a Russian official. 
Another Consul is to take charge of the 
Harbin office and proceedings hax-e been 
begun against Germans who insulted the 
Russian officials.

Edmonton. Alta., Oct. 7.—Between 5 
ami 6 o’clock last night three pris­
oners escaped from the R. N. W. M. P.

Compromise.

Unionists Won’t Appeal te Feeple 
—The Irish Bill.

London, Oct. 7.—The King thus far 
luxs been unsuccessful in arranging a 
compromise in the budget contro­
versy. His Majesty is still trying, 
however, to prevent a crisis, and to-day 
had another consultation xxith Premier 
Asquith, who prolonged- his visit at Bal­
moral Castle.

As time passes the difficulties to- 
xvarU avoiding a conflict between the 
Commons and the Lords increases, 
the strong party men of both sides 
being eager for the fight. The Liberal 
members, who scattered to their con­
stituencies when the debate on the 
finance bill adjourned, in tlieir 
speeches contend that the concessions 
made since the bill xvas introduced 
should satisfy its opponents, and express 
themselves as strongly opposed to any 
compromise.

On the other hand, the Unionists, 
win have ‘made all preparations for 
the election, are urging the leaders 
to do nothing that might prevent an 
immediate appeal to the people. They 
have seized on Mr. Redmond’s state­
ment that the last obstacle to home 
rule would hax-e gone xvith the dis­
appearance of the veto of the House of 
Loids and are declaring that a vote for 
the budget is a vote tor home rule.

In the meantime the House of Lords 
is radically amending the Irish land 
bill. The landlords threw out the 
clauses prox-iding for compulsory pur­
chase, thus raising another issue be- 
txveen the txvo Houses. The National­
ists already have anonunccd that they 
xvill insist upon restoring these clauses 
when the bill returns to the House of

SWIFT DEATH.
Three Men Crushed to Palp à En­

gine Cylinder.

Marier Mechanic a Raging Maniac 
in He*pital,

Canal Dover, Ohio, Oct. 7.—Three dead 
and one man at the Union Hospital is 
the awful result of an accident at 3.30 
o’clock this afternoon at the plant of the 
Pennsylvania Iron à Coal Company.

The dead are: John Gerber, Wm. Lang 
and David Harry.

The three victims of the accident were 
engaged with two other men in repairing 
a giant engine, which had a defectix.t 
cylinder several feet in diameter.

Lees said that the property included the 
water lotd, for which the owners held 
patents. He did not think there would 
l*e any difficulty getting the Govern­
ment’s consent t<f* use that part of the 
shore controlled by it. Some of the park 
properties, he admitted, were a little 
neglected at present, but this was be­
cause the Board was eager to purchase 
property while it was reasonable. George 
Hope, a member of the Board, had agreed 
at any time within the next three years 
to give what the city paid for the pro­
perty, if the Parks Board could not han­
dle it.

Aid. Hopkins painted a rosy picture 
■of what the BAach Commissioners were 
going to do in the way of establishing 
parks at the piers. He said the Commis­
sion was figuring on a twenty-five acre 
park; wrth-ftH necenwiry equipment for 
pleasure seekers. The property the city 
proposed purchasing would cost from 
*40,000 to *60.000 before it was in pro­
per shape. It would be nothing hut a 
frog pond for many years. “The Chair­
man of the Board has told us they can't 
finance it, and we have no business vot­
ing the people’s money away,” he added.

Un the suggestion of Mayor McLaren. I 
the Parks Board will confer with the | 
Beach Commission and the Government 
to ascertain if the Government will give 
the city the use of its part of the hay 
shore in common with anyone else who 
wants to use it.

SCHOOL DEBENTURES.
A dozen tenders were opened for the 

purchase of the *80,000, twenty-year, 4 
per cent, school debentures offered for 
sale. The highest bid was from Aemiliua 
Jarvis, of Toronto, who offered 97.377, 
or *77,901. The aldermen thought this 
was a very bad time of the year to sell 
the debentures, and it was suggested 
that the Board of Education be request­
ed to permit the matter to stand over 
for a few months. A representative of 
the Wood^Gxmdy Company, who tender­
ed, offered to take an option at a little 
better than 08, but the aldermen did not 
think they would be dealing fairly with 
the other tenderers to do this. It was 
agreed to consult with the Board of Edu­
cation before Monday night.

An old account of $160 from Munro A 
Meade, wdio prepared plans for enlarging 
the jail, was ordered paid. In connection 
with this Chairman Peregrine announced 
that the miscellaneous fund was over­
drawn. It was decided to transfer $4,000 
from the contingency fund to the mis­
cellaneous fund.

The Board of Health’s request that the 
Council change its mind about spending 
$10,000 enlarging the isolation hospital, 
was filed without comment.

OPTIONAL TAXATION.
The committee decided to defer action 

on the request of the “Central Canada 
Citizen,” asking that the City Council 

a petition requesting that legia-

lower rate than land values. The aider- 
men thought it was best to wait until 
it is seen what changes the Government 
will make in the assessment act.

The company asks the city to establish 
a station, at a cost of $2.500.

“I think it is a good thing, if we can 
get messages that cheap,*’ said Aid.

SPILLS KEROSENE
Freeland Woman i* Enveloped in 

Flame* and Frightfully Burned.

Saginaw, Mich., Oct, 8.—Mrs. Sophia 
Brown, a widow, who had resided in 
Freeland many years and who had three 
children, died in the Woman’s Hospital 
here to-day from frightful burns she re­
ceived when she spilled a can of kero­
sene over the kitchen range. The ulaz- 
ing oil enveloped the woman in a mass 
of flame from head to foot. Neighbors 
heard her screams and rushed to her as­
sistance, saving her from cremation. She 
was, however, so badly burned that 
death came as a relief to her terrible 
suffering. The hair was burned entirely 
fronr her head and her body and lace 
and neck were frightfully blistered.

Saver.

Milk Commission’s IVork For 
Three Months.

Medical Society Hears Interesting 
Address.

The Hamilton Medical Society held its 
regular meeting this week and the mem­
bers heard some very interesting reports 
on the work of the Hamilton Milk Com 
mission, and an instructive address bn 
the campaign that is being conducted 
for clean milk in Canada and the United 
States was given by Dr. Hastings, To-

A few weeks ago some figures relative 
to infant mortality during July were 
published, and these showed that there 
Had been but a slight decrease in the 
rate as compared with July of last year. 
The members of the Commission were 
not in the least disheartened by these 
figures, because clean milk had at that 
time been supplied to only a limited 
number for aoout half of that mouth, j

The figures that were submitted for 
August and September told a very dif­
ferent tale, and were received with ev­
ery indication of satisfaction by the 
members of the Medical Society. The 
most striking figures were with refer­
ence to cholera infautum. The larger 
part of the deaths among infants dur­
ing the summer months is caused by 
this complaint, and it was shown that 
the number of deaths from it during 
the two months mentioned in this year 
was 30 per cent, less than the number 
for the corresponding months last year.

The report of the commission was pre­
sented by its chairman, and in doign so 
he gave a brief resume of the clean milk 
campaign in Hamilton. A few years ago, 
he stated. Dr. W. F. Langrill, who was 
then medical health officer, urged that 
some effort be made to supply bottle- 
fed infants with clean milk during the 
summer months, but not enough inter­
est could be aroused at that time to 
start the matter. The appalling number 
of infant deaths last year in the baby 
ward at the City Hospital brought at­
tention to the question again, and a 
number of medical men in the city con­
sidered it carefully, with the result that 
efforts were made to interest the Board 
of Health. These were successful, and 
then the matter was taken before the 
Finance Committee, which was asked for 
a grant with which to establish a plant 
in which the clean milk should be 
bottled. The Finance Committee refus­
ed this, but the Victorian Order of 
Nurses advised the commission to go 
ahead with its work, and guaranteed 
to supply the needed funds. With this 
assurance a farm was selected on the 
mountain on which there was a herd 
of cattle entirely free from tuberculosis, 
and on this the* plant for sterilising all 
utensils used in handling the bottling 
the milk was placed and work was be­
gun. Everything about the place was 
sterilized, said the chairman, with the 
exception of the milk itself, which was 
bottled direct from the cows in its nat­
ural state, and put up in feeding suit­
able to the ages of the babies for whom 
it was intended. In July when the milk 
was first offered for sale 31 feedings 
were taken, and when its sale was ceas­
ed 850 feedings were being distributed 
daily, this supplying 338 infants. The 
commission obtained reports on 216 of 
these infants, and compiled them for 
the inspection of the medical men of the 
city. During the period that clean milk 
was supplied to these infants only 22 of 
them died, and this was considered a 

number, while on the other 
the infants who were

given it increased in weight and improv­
ed greatly in health.

Inis report was supplemented by some 
mortuary statistics which seefed a con­
vincing argument in favor of clean 
milk. During August and September of 
1909, the total infant mortality from 
cholera infantum was 59, compared with 
90 for those two months last year, and 
the total number of deaths from all 
causes was 91 compared with 126 last 
year.

The commission intends to continue 
the work next year on a larger scale 
than it was able to attempt this year, 
and the results will be closely watched 
by the medical fraternity.

After these reports were presented Dr. 
Hastings gave an interesting address on 
the campaign for clean milk in Canada 
and the United States. He stated that 
the American Milk Commissions, of 
which there were 56 in the United 
States, were formed on a plan originated 
by Dr. H. L. Coit, of New Jersey. Up 
till the present time the work of the 
commission has been limited to certify­
ing to the cleanliness of milk. Dr. Hast­
ings here made the statement that- only 
one-tenth of one per cent, of the milk 
supplied to the people of the United 
States came up to the standard set, by 
the milk commissions, and he added 
that as a result of the educational cam­
paign among milk producers in Toron­
to they were in a position to more than 
supply the demand for it, and he 
thought that there was plenty of room 
for educational work among the people. 
They did not care to pay J5 cents a 
quart for clean milk when they could 
get it ordinarily for 7 and 8 cents, be­
cause they did not appreciate the super­
iority of the certified milk.

Dr. Hastings then gave statistics of 
what had been accomplished in various 
parts of the w«*rld. but particularly in 
the United States and Germany, by the 
use of clean milk by infants during the 
summer months. In concluding he advis­
ed that, all milk that did not reach the 
standard of certified milk. as “clean 
milk’’ is commonly called, be pasteurized 
under the supervision of the hoards of 
health in the various municipalities, and 
that as soon as possible the entire milk 
supply of the Dominion be placed under 
the rigid inspection of the various health 
departments so that all milk, from pro­
ducer to consummer. might be supplied 
clean and germ-free to all.

BABY~STRANGLES.
Saginaw Metier, Searching For Her 

Miasing Child, Find* Tet Dead.

Saginaw, Mich., Oct. 8.—“Why, there’s 
the little fellow, tangled up* in the 
swing,” exclaimed Mrs. Shepherd, a 
neighbor, to Mrs. George H. Rambo, 236 
Webber street, as they were searching 
for the latter’s 18-months*-old boy, Geo. 
Henry. But when they went to the 
swing in the yard between their homes 
and unwound the ropes, the boy’s head 
fell limply to one side and it was dis­
covered he was dead. The child had been 
playing with Mrs. Shepherd’s children, 
and on the way home climbed into the 
swing. He accidentally fell out in such 
a manner that the rope twisted about 
his neck and strangled him to death. 
His tiny feet were just touching the 
ground,* but he was powerless to extri­
cate himself or cry out.

Prince Rupert to Have a Telephone 
Exchange.

Winnipeg, Oct. 7.—Mr. A. B. Smith, 
manager of telegraphs of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific Rkilway, left on 
Tuesday evening for Prince Rupert, and 
vicinity. He will also proceed eastward 
along the Skeena River to Hazleton.

Under the general powers contain­
ed in the charter of the Grand Trunk
Pacific Telegraph Company, arrange­
ments are now being completed for 
the establishment of a modern tele­
phone exchange in Prince Rupert. The 
Dominion Government is also erecting 
in that city a wireless telegraph station.

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TARIFF^ WAR.
Te Protect a Let of Wora-Oet 

Payer Mill» U. S. i» Facing

A Retaliatory Struggle in Which 
Canada Hold» the Whig Hand.

The following has been issued by the 
committee on paper of the American 
Newspaper Publishers’ association:

New York, Sept. 27, 1909.
To protect a combination of worn out 

paper mills, some of which have been 
abandoned for news print paper making 
purposes, the United States goverument 
has been forced into a tariff war with 
Canada, which promises to be far reach 
ing in its scope. The Canadian authori­
ties say they sell $90,000,000 to the Un­
ited States and buy from it $160,000,- 
000. If it comes to a tariff war, they 
claim they have the whip hand, and 
while they regret the situation, they 
do not propose to be forced to terms.

The stages of the trade war thus far 
indicated as follows:

1. A circular of the United States 
treasury department, dated Aug. 26, 
imposing a retaliatory duty of $2 per 
ton on print paper and $1.67 per ton on 
mechanically ground wood, made from 
wood cut from crown lands, in the pro­
vinces of Quebec and Ontario. This $2 
per ton duty supplemented the duty of 
$3.75 per ton fixed by the Payne bill.

2. The announcement of Premier 
Gouin, Sept. 6, 1909, that the province 
of Quebec would join with the province 
of Ontario, and prohibit the exportation 
of unmanufactured wood cut from crown 
lands.

3. Beginning March 31, 1910, the
Payne law imposing 25 per cent, ad 
valorem duty, or $10,500,000 additional 
duty on $42,000,000 worth of imports to 
the United States from the leading pro­
vinces of Canada.

4. Threat by Canada that if the max­
imum tariff of the Payne law is enforc­
ed Canada will retaliate by applying its 
surtax act of 1903, adding one-third to 
duties on articles from any country 
which discriminates against Canada. 
This is equivalent to an addition of $7,- 
500 duty on articles sent from the Un­
ited States to Canada.

6. Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion, at Hamilton, Ontario, last week 
asked the Canadian Government to stop 
the exportation not merely of wood cut 
from crown lands, but of all unmanu­
factured wood, whether cut from crown 
lands or private lands, in all of the 
nine provinces of the dominion.

6. Threat by Canada to stop importa­
tions from the United States to Can­
ada, which amount to $167,000,000 per 
annum.

Altogether the threatened war men­
aces interchanges of the two countries 
amounting to $250,000,000 per annum, 
and this has been brought about to bol­
ster a combination of paper mills.

Exports from the United States to 
Canada which would be affected by such

The monthly meeting of the Public 
Library Board was held yesterday after­
noon. The reports of the various com­
mittees were received. It was decided 
that the secretary write to Ottawa and 
othei cities to obtain particulars about 
their libraries, as some good suggestions 
for the new building here might be ob­
tained by doing so.

The librarian’s report of the main li­
brary showed that the number of books 
had been increased by 273. The number 
of books issued was 12,139, an increase 
of 130 over the corresponding month of 
last year. The cash on hand amounts 
to $124.44.

The Library Committee recommended 
that accounts aggregating $460.50 l>e 
paid and further recommended that 140 
volumes be purchased, at an estimated 
cost of $210.

The report of the Building and Fin 
ante Committee recommended that ac­
counts, aggregating $1,270.23, be paid. 
Of the amount $101.70 was charged to 
the branch library.

The Barton Street Branch Library re­
ported 838 borrowers’ cards now in cir­
culation. The number of books tissued 
was 1,646, which was an increase of 634 
over the corresponding month for the 
previous year. The cash received for 
fines and cards amounted to $7.81.

At the outset the Dominion claimed 

that if the American paper mills wanted 
to obtain their supply of pulpwood from 
Canada free of any export charge, the 
American paper-makers should not vl/ 
jeet to a reasonable rate of duty on 
paper made in Canada from pulp word. 
A committee of the House of Repre­
sentatives. after a ten months* study 
of the subject, approved of that view, 
which was confirmed and ratified by 
the Ways and Means Committee, and 
by the House of Representatives. Sen­
ator Hale objected to such an arrange­
ment, and the United States Senate, to 
please him, upset it and raised the rate 
above that passed by the House. The 
provinces of Canada now declare that 
since the United States has refused to 
admit print paper upon reasonable terms 
they will protect Canadian interests by 
meeting retaliation with retaliation, and 
will force many of the American paper 
mills to move to Canada.

Canadian retaliation will strike Amer­
ican exports as varying as coal and 
cotton, iron and meat, fruit and auto­
mobiles, oil and live stock. But the 
most serious feature of the prospective 
war is that which affects wood products, 
valued at $30,000,000, brought into the. 
United States from the Dominion.

Directly or indirectly, all the masses 
who read for amusement or instruction 
must pay a tax upon knowledge for the 
benefit of derelict paper mills, and trade 
between the two countries is to be par­
alysed.

A Great Suffragette Demonstration 
Held In London.

London, Oct. 7.—There was a big Suf­
fragette demonstratedn to-night to bid 
farewell to Mrs. Pankhurot on her de­
ar tu re for America, and to protest 
against the compulsory feeding of the 
arrested Suffragettes, who attempted to 
starve themselves in Birmingham. In 
the course of the evening donations were 
invited to complete the proposed cam­
paign fund of $250,000, which lacked $70,- 
000. Within ten minutes $15,000 was 
raised.

A resolution was adopted warning the 
Government that continued repression 
would rouse women to a more deter­
mined rebellion.

a lex el teaspoonful of soda, one-half cup­
ful each of New Orleans and Porto Rico 
molasses, two teacupfuls of sifted flour.

Mix the egg, sugar, and butter till 
light, then add the ginger, cinnamon and 
mollisses; dissolve the soda in the sour 
milk and add that; then add the flour, 
mixing all well together. Bake in * 
moderate oven.

Bent one egg, one cupful of sour 

cream, one cupful New Orleans molasses, 
one teaspoonful of ginger, one of salt, 
and one of «oda. Mix well together; 
add one and three-fourths cupfuls of 
flour; beat well.

Pittsburg's victory has been widely 
predicted since May 1, when the team As­
sumed an aggressive lead. Chicago has 
held an intimidating position all alonar. 
however, ami the result was not clinched 
until Sept. 16 . On that date the Illinois 
squad suffered defeat at the hands of 
Pniladelphia, and. although Pittsburg 
came out with the little end of a game 
With New York, her hold on the pennant 
became none the less secure. Chicago is 
the mçt dub in the National Iicague to 
finish seooml with a record of more than 
100 games won.

New York finished third with a record 
of 92 victories out of a total of 153 
games played, and Cmdnnati, under a 
new manager, came out fourth. The dis­
appointments of the year were the 
Brooklyn, St. Louis and Boston dubs. 
Brooklyn won 56 games-*—just half of the 
number of the league leaders—while Bos­
ton brought up the tail end of the pro­
cession with only 45 victories out of a 
possible 153.

Future decisions by the Board of Direc­
tors may affect slightly the present, 
standing of the clubs somewhat. Protest­

ed games between Brooklyn and Chicago 
on Sept. 3 and Boston and St. Louis on 
Sept. 29 are still to be adjudicated.

PITTSBURG HAS GONE
QUITE BASEBALL CRAZY.

Hiwdreis Are Sleep»* ea Cob at tke Ticket Wicket» Waiting For the 
Rash Sale—Ticket* Sold Fer $50 Last Night.

ITTSBURG, PA., 
Oct. 7.—Pittsburg is 
the most excited town 
on the map. A city 
gone mad is this 
home of iron and 
steel all over base­
ball. The Detroit 
Tigers purred their 
way into town this 

morning and prowled about all day with 
claws sheathed temporarily, getting for 
the opening game with Pittsburg in the 
world's series to-morrow. The town is 
filled with visitors, and getting worse. 
It is estimated that 40.000 people will 
see the opening game at Forbes’ Field 
to-morrow, and that more this many 
more will try to see it.

To-night about 1,000 persons are camp­
ing about the gates at Forbes’ Field 
ready to make the rush for the ticket- 
wind'ow when it opens to-morrow morn­
ing at 10 o’clock. There are at least 
100 cots being occupied in the open acre 
by those who are determined to get in­
to the line near the first, while scores 
of others have brought chairs. Many of 
the waiters have the game down to a 
system working in pairs, some in trios. 
While one keeps watch, the other or 
others will stray away, and. returning 
to take the place of the watcher in line 
while he in turn takes the air. The 
formation of this line began at mid­
night Wednesday. Daybreak .found 
scores in the line outside the main tick­
et office window and they are still hold­
ing their place, being relieved at inter­
vals by friends. The police who tried 
tc break up the line, got worsted, and 
proned for help. Headquarters told the 
officers to let the persons in line or 
thereabout remain, that they were 
harming no one. There is every reason 
to belief that a portion of those in line 
are there for the purpose of selling out 
their place to the highest bidder, when 
the ticket office windows are about to 
be opened to-morrow. Some of the wait­
ers have come with great baskets of 
food prepared to camp the entire week 
in case it should be raining in the morn­
ing and the first game of the great 
series called off.

Late this afternoon a Mrs. Mary Mey­
ers appealed to the police to pull her 
husband John out of the waiting line 
before the gates, saying he should be at 
work and had not the money to spare 
for baseball tickets. The police, how 
ever, refused to interfere and John is 
still in line.

The well intended efforts of the Pitts­
burg Ball Club and the National Com­
mission to prevent tickets from getting 
into the hands of speculators appears to 
have gone wrong. There is evidence to­
night that the spéculât ore have pretty 
fair control of the tickets and they are 
boosting the prices to the sky. At noon 
well-known sports and gamblers an­
nounced that they wanted 1.000 more 
tickets, and they would pay ten dollars 
a piece for them until that number was 
received. The standing of some people 
who gave up their $1.50 seats to the 
gamblers for a crisp $10 bill each, would 
crest a sensation if printed, l^ate in the 
afternoon the speculators were announc­
ing that there wa* a limited number of 
tickets for $20 each, and to those who 
protested against this price it was told 
that the same ticket* would be selling 
at $50 before midnight, and at $100 to­
morrow forenoon. Three reserved seat 
tickets in the first row of the big grand 
stand was sold for $100 to a broker.

It was discovered to-day that the 
Pittsburg Ball Club, at the last nio- 
mert, fearing they had not J)$cn able to 
block the gamblers entirely, held lsvk 
*1 out one thousand tickets to sell to 
good friends of the club, who they fear­
ed might lie squeezed by the gain'.Vers. 
These tickets haxe been retailed out 
very judiciously at the usual rate of 
$1.50 apiece, and in this way the eiub 

I lias saved many friends, for there were 
| at least 20.000 "fans in and about Pitts- 

t I burg who have been busily engaged in 
1 scoring tke dub and friends of the ap­

parent corner in ball tickets. The Pitts­
burg Club to day appealed to the police 
and asked that a certain hotel which 
was filled xvith gamblers and speculators 
be raided, that they were arranging to 
throttle sports to-morrow by holding up 
the price of tickets which they were se­
curing at prices already beyond reason. 
The police, however, could not see their 
way clear to raid the place.

Late to-night the rumor gained 
ground that there had been wholesale 
forgery of tickets for the ball games, 
and there xvas much trouble for ticket 
brokers who have been reaping a har­
vest. There is good ground for the be­
lief, too, that forgery has been commit­
ted—so much so that the police were 
closeted at midnight xvith a great bun­
dle of the alleged forged tickets, com­
paring them with the known originals 
of Barney Dreyfuss. Late to-nigh ttwo 
xvell-dressed men, known to Ifittsburg 
sports, entered the Colonial Annex Ho 
tel, where the Detroit ball team was 
stopping, and offered great bundles of 
reserved seat tickets for sale. They ap­
peared to want to deal only xvith the 
Detroit fans who are now in Pittsburg, 
but when the pair began offering tickets 
at $5 and $10, when the Detroiters had 
been paying from $20 to $50 early in the 
evening for good seats, the gang liecame 
suspicious, and a cry was raised that 
the tickets were counterfeit. A rush 
was made for the ticket vendors, who 
managed to get away, but one of them 
dropped a bundle of the tickets, which 
were later turned over to the police.

Reports from other hotels show that 
oilier pairs of ticket brokers entered 
them about the time the pair inxaded 
the Detroit crowd at the Colonial An­
nex, and in each case many sales were 
made very quickly, the ticket men get 
ting away with much money. To-niglit 
there are about one thousand holders 
of tickets—high-priced tickets—who are 
not at all sure that their tickets are 
genuine. If they are not genuine there 
will be much trouble at Forbes’ Field to­
morrow.

James Hatfield Cemiag to Canada 
to Avoid It.

Aged Warrior Seeks Land ef Peace 
Far From Old Home.

Minneapolis, Minn.. Oct. 8.—James H. 
Hatfield, vf Cynthiana, Ky., one of the 
last survivors vf the notorious Hatfiekl- 
McCor feud of the mountain district of 
eastern Kentucky, is fleeing from bul­
lets that hav*1 begun to whiz again.

This fad developed to-day in Minne­
apolis, where lie was seen while on bis 
way to a fat-off land, thousands of miles 
from the ha toil McCoys.

I held oui the little grocery store in 
Cynthiana,*’ Hatfield .said, "ami left 
enough money with the old woman and 
children to keep them, but I am going 
far away from Kentucky—to British Co­
lumbia— to begin life all over again.

"The reason 1 am leaving my native 
State, never to return, is that the feud 
we thought all over years ago, when 
most of the Hatfields and most of the 
McCoys had been killed by each other, 
is on again. Jim McCoy has just shot to 
death another Hatfield, n distant rela­
tive of mine. My woman couldn't sleep 
nor eat for fear that 1 would be the next 
to be killed or thaï I would kill some 
M«-Ct>y who tried to kill me. <0 at H7 
yea^s of age I am on my way to make a 
new home for my family.

“The McCoys won’t kill women or chil­
dren .any more than the Hatfields would 
kill women and children.

ii Germiy Increases the Price of 

Bread.

Why Poor ef This Great Empire Are 
Embracmf Socialism.

i (By Clyde H. Tavenner iu the Buffalo 
Times.)

Berlin—The story of how high protec­
tion has increased the price of bread in 

i Germany, goes a long way toward ex-

ilaining why the poor of this great ent­
ire are embracing Socialism in con- 
tantly increasing numbers.
The story is not a long one to re­

late, because it is simply another in- 
Itance of increased tariff rates beget­
ting increased living expenses.

After it is explained that the Ger­
man duty on wheat is $2.84 a quarter 
1480 pounds), four paragraphs will suf- 
W>e-to show how the bread tax is plund­
ering the German workman :

I.—At the beginning of August, 
1908, the Berlin workman paid for 
t quarter of wheat $10.48. At that 
lime the price of wheat per quarter 
In free trade England was $7.64. 
l'hus it will be seen that the Berlin con- 

* turner paid the English price and the 
Emount of the tariff. This is not all, be- 
tause tariff beneficiaries are seldom sat­
isfied to allow the consumer to escape 
ty paying simply the amount of the tar­
iff in excess of the prices that prevailed 
previous to the advance of rates. They 
invariably demand a small percentage of 
tommission in excess of the amount of 
the increase.

II.—In the middle of October the 
Berlin consumer was forced to pay $10.- 
Ü6 for his quarter of wheat. This am- 
Bunt represented $7.48, the average Eng­
lish price of wheat at the time the Ger­
man tariff of $2.84, and a shilling ex­
tra.

GERMAN CONSUMERS PAID.

IV.—On March 10, 1909, the Berlin 
rcftiburner was forced to pay $11.78 for 
». quarter of wheat. This represented 
ihe prevailing English price of $8.36. the 
$2.84 tariff tax and 58 cent steal.

In 24 of the principal wheat markets 
Ef Germany the price of “good market­
able native wheat" on June 9, 1909, 
tanged from $12.84 to $14.53 per quar­
ter of 480 pounds. The price of English 
kheat at Mark Lane in the week ending 
inne 14th, ranged from S9.84 to $10.74.

Last year the wheat harvest was 
ehort, and the price rose all over the 
World. Sut while the price reached 
$8.62 per quarter in free trade Great 
Britain it went to $11.56 in high-pro­
tection Germany.

Between October, 1905. and March. 
1908, the price of bread rose 32 per 
cent, in Berlin and subsequently ad­
vanced still higher.

The importance of a 32 per cent, in- 
brease in the price of bread may be un­
derstood at its full value when it is 
considered that the official Prussian in­
come tax statistics show that 21,-000,000 
out of 38.000.000 Prussian people are be­
low an income line of $4.14 a week. 
What adds to the gravity of the situa- 

. lion is that not only has the price of 
bread advanced since the German tariff 
schedules were revised upward a fe 
years ago. but the price of meat and 
practically all foodstuffs has likewise 
gone up.

In Germany, as in all protection 
countries, the tariff schedules are not 
framed for the benefit of the people, 
but for the lienefit of the interests in 
control of polities.

GREEDY AND VNSCRUPI LUl 
In Germany the agrarians, a class 

whose greed and unscrupulous poli­
tical methods compare favorably with 
those of the American oil, steel and 
Si^gar trusts, dominate the Reichstag 
sufficiently to dictate occasional up 
ward revision of the tariff on grain 
ind meat. These men are not fârm- 
esr in the American sense of the 
Word, but landlords in possession of 
vast tracts of land that have been 
handed down to them from past gen 
erations. Some of the agrarians as 
sert ownership to their estates by 
divine right. While keeping their 
tenants in practical serfdom, they take 
advantage of their strength as a group 
by having laws paseed which compel 
German consumers to pay them tribute 
•n every morsel of bread or meat con-

NOTORIOUS RISE IN PRICE OF MEAT 
f Imported fresh meat was formerly

ttys must be added the not incon­
siderable cost of examination. to 

] which all imported meat is subjected. 
The rise in the price of meat has be­
come notorious. With the decrease 
in the per capita consumption of beef, 
the consumption of horse flesh is in- 
creasing.

‘ I® Germany all animals slaughtered 
far food are subject to official iospec- 
ifa», and the records are accessible to 
fee public. Ia 1907, 135,239 horses were

officially returned as having been killed 
for food. In 26 out of 33 large German 
cities, the use of horseflesh as food is 
general. It should not be construed that 
German workmen “live on horse flesh." 
It is true, however, that a very consid­
érable amount of this meat is consumed 
by the working classes, and that the 
consumption and prohibitive price of 
other meats, which has been brought 
about by revision upward of the tariff 
on meat.

HORSE AND DOG MEAT.
“Horse flesh is very generally ad­

vertised in the German newspapers," 
reads a report .pf the United States Con­
sul in Annabarg, Saxon (U. S. A. Consu­
lar Reports, vol. 323, p. 127), especially 
in those of the large industrial centres. 
Neither ia it unusual to find advertise­
ments of dog meat or for the purchase of 
dogs for slaughter.

“Complete figures in regard to the 
slaughter of dogs for food in the 
German Empire I have not been able 
to secure, but fragmentary statistics 
indicate that the total number was 
about 7,000 — probably more, rather 
than less. In the city of Chemnitz 
alone 698 dogs were slaughtered in 
1906, an increase of 88 over 1,070 horses, 
an increase of 87 over 1905."

The working people of Germany 
are far from satisfied with high pro­
tection. Not only the Socialists are 
attacking the system, but many prom­
inent newspapers. Here is an extract 
from the Berliner Tageblatt, one of 
the leading Berlin newspapers:

“If it is desired to place the finances 
of the German Empire on a sound basis 
one must get a clear view of the causes 
of the perpetual deficit, and remove 
those causes, instead of always invent­
ing new taxes from every corner and 
laying fresh burdens on the shoulders 
of the German people.

MISTAKEN FINANCIAL POLICY.
“There can be no doubt that the 

reason of the evil lies in our mistaken 
financial policy.

“Our customs duties and indirect 
taxes have necessitated a gigantic 
army of officials, have increased the 
price of everything, and have added 
enormously to the expenses of the 
empire, the States, the municipalities 
and the communes by the necessity 
of paying more for all materials re­
quired. At the same time, only a small 
portion of these duties, which are paid 
by the German people in the increased 
price of their necessaries of life, flows 
into the treasury.

A much greater part goes into the 
pockets of a few great landowners 
and manufacturers, and the greatest 
part of all disappears iu wasteful 
production.

Baron Rlieinbaben remarked last 
year that England is paying off her 
debt while we are increasing ours, but 
it must be remembered that Eng­
land could not attempt to pay off her 
debt until she had adopted free trade 
and that her period of protection was 
also that of a perpetual increase of 
her debt.

‘Germany could obtain far more 
revenue from brandy, wine, beer and 
tobacco, if it were not that the neces­
saries of life—bread, meat, eggs, but­
ter, in fact everything—are made so 
dear bv the customs duties."

BARRIE DIVORCE.
Guilbtrt Ciinin, a Writer, is Nam­

ed a> Ce-Respendent.

London. Oct. 7.—News of .1. M. 
Barrie’s suit for divorce has created 
widespread interest. It came as a 
complete surprise even to his closest 
friends. Even those who wore aware 
that his domestic horizon was not un­
clouded had little expectation that the 
dramatist would take any steps en­
tailing publicity, for his aversion to 
notoriety amounts to a positive pas­
sion.

METHODISTS.
Annual Meeting of the Million 

Beard at Ottawa.

Queitien ef Educating Immigrant! 
—Eitimate* and Appropriation!.

Ottawa, Oct. 7.—The eighty-fifth an­
nual meeting of the General Board of 
Missions of the Canadian Methodist 
Church, which controls an annual ex­
penditure of about $550,000, and the al­
location ond upkeep of about 700 mis­
sionaries in Japan, China, Canada and 
Newfoundland, was opened to-day in Do­
minion Church, with the General Sup­
erintendent, Rev. Dr. Carman, presid 
ing.

The Treasurer of the Finance Com­
mittee, Mr. H. H. Fudger, of Toronto, 
presented the report of the appro­
priations for 1908-9 as follows: — 
Foreigns and miscellaneous, $375,618; 
domestic, $180,965. Total, $556,583.

The Committee on Estimates re­
ported tor a total appropriation of 
$538,622 for 1909-10, but in addition 
to this there are special estimates 
amounting to $80,418 for the foreign 
field. The report was provisionally 
adopted, but will be considered later 
in detail. The appropriation for the 
ensuing year is allocated as follows:

Home department, $225,200-; miscel­
laneous, $78,519; Indian work, $100,- 
000 ; Asiasties iu British Columbia, 
$8,620; Japanese work, $35.138; West 
China, $91,145.

Rev. Thomas Marshall, who fôr 
some years has been Superintendent of 
Missions for New Brunswick and New­
foundland, was given also the werk of 
looking after the mission work of the. 
Church in the Province of Nova Scotia.

A communication was read from the 
London Missionary Society, which is 
withdrawing from the field at Chung 
King, China, offering to sell mission 
property there, valued at $23,000, to 
the Methodist Church in Canada. The 
taking over of the mission will in­
volve the employment of seven addi­
tional missionaries. Rev. Dr. Kil- 
born, until recently a missionary in 
that district, strongly advocated the 
acceptance of the offer.

At the evening session Chairmen of 
the standing committees were appoint­
ed as follows: Foreign Work, Rev. 
Dr. Langford ; Home Mission Work,
Rev. Dr. Ryckman ; Forward Move­

ment, Rev. C. II. Huestis; Finance, 
Rev. George Steel. Il was pointed out 
that among 130,000 European immi­
grants in Ontario and Quebec very Ht Me 
educational work was being done by the 
churches outside of Toronto or Mont­
real. Some of the delegates from the 
west declared that much more ag­
gressive work was needed on the part 
of the churches. In Alberta and Sas­
katchewan there were 160,000 Euro­
pean immigrants, for whom practically 
no provision was made at all in respect 
to religious education.

A WEIRD VIEW.
A Dreary Picture ef Canada ii The 

rrrcman’sJobrnal.

London, Oct. 7.—In the course of a 
remarkable editorial article, the object 
of which is to restrain the Irish people 
from emigrating to Canada, The Free­
man’s Journal says the reason Canada 
requires emigrants is that “it must get 
inhabitants, at any cost in suffering 
to the new-comers. When wolves howl 
round the cow byres many of the new­
comers will go mad with the despera­
tion of loneliness and the bitter hard­
ship of the life. Many will fall in utter 
misery by the wayside, but some will 
live through it all. The bands of victims 
are romantically called pioneers. Then 
afterwards, on the ruins of those hap­
pier throngs, we will reap in joy where 
others sowed in sorrow."

TO OUST G0MPERS.
Cleveland Union! Will Lead right 

to That End at Toronto.

Cleveland, O., Oct. 7.—The real ani­
mus of the conflict now being waged 
between the ousted Central Labor bod­
ies of Cleveland and the American 
Federation of Labor is discontent 
among the rank and file with the rule 
of Samuel Gompers and other na­
tional officers.

HYDRO-ELECTRIC.
ARE ONTARIO POWER ACTS CON­

STITUTIONAL?

Dominion Government Asked to j 
Either Veto the Legislation or to j 
Allow of an Appeal Being Taken 
to the Supreme Court.

Ottawa, Oct. 7.—A sub-committee of 
the Cabinet Council, composed of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and Hon. Or. Pugs 
Icy, heard to-day the arguments of 
Messrs. Chrysler, K. C'., Moss, K. 
L\,^and German, M. P., K. C., respect­
ing^ the alleged unconstitutionality of 
tbe electric power acts of the Ontario 
Legislature.

It was contended, first : That the 
acts were unconstitutional in purpoit- 

to give the Hydro-electric Power 
Commission power to provide « l< e- 
tricity from water in the Niag.ua 
River, said to be controlled by °tuc 
Queen Victoria Niagara Falls * Park 
Commission, under the authority of an 
Ontario charter, when in fact the con­
trol of the river, as a navigable and 
boundary river, is vested exclusively in 
the Dominion Government. Second!v : 
That the acts were therefore unconstitu­
tional and hence the assumption by the 
Province of Ontario of the power to stsrt 
competition against the Electrical De­
velopment Company, in which millions of 
British capital are invested, was uncon­
stitutional and invalid, and dctrimeutal 
to^t.he public credit of Canada .ns a

Mr. German and Mr. Moss supported 
Mr. Chrysler s argument. Mr. German 
appeared also on behalf of a number of 
bis constitue Ac through whose property 
the Provincial power transmission lines 
run, and whose claims for compensation 
have not yet been settled by the Hydro­
electric Power Commission.

The legal points involved in the 
case were presented at considerable 
length, and the Government was usk- 
ed either to veto the Ontario legisla­
tion'on the grounds set forth, or the to 
allow of an appeal being taken to the 
Supreme Court to test its validity, the 
Attorney-General of the Province hav­
ing refused a fiat, to Major Murray to 
allow the case to come lief ore the On­
tario courts.

Sir Wilfrid and Dr. Pugsley j.tom- 
ised that the arguments advanced 
would receive due consideration. Inn. 
A. B. Ayleswortli, Minister of Justice, 
is expected back in the capital fiom 
London to-morrow, and his opinion 
on the constitutional points at issue will 
be asked. The Federal Government, un­
der thé British North America Act, is 
allowed one year’s time in which *0 veto 
any Provincial act deemed to be uncon­
stitutional.

RUSTON ACQUITTED.
Jury, After One Hour, Free Him of 

Arson Charge.

Brampton, Oct. 7.—After exactly cue 
hour's deliberation, the jury at U o’­
clock to-night returned a verdict, of "not 
guilty" of the charge against Frank 
Ruston of burning his house for the in­
surance. The charge of Justice MavMa- 
hou was favorable to the prisoner on 
nearly all points.

Ruston, in his own behalf told the 
whole story of the fire, saying that when 
he was awakened the kitchen, parlor and 
hall were all on fire. He caught up his 
child, rolled her in quilts, and with one 
blow from a chair, smashed the win­
dow. The room was thick with smoke. 
The child was partly atupified. He car­
ried her to a cutter, some distance from 
the house, returned to the room and ga­
thered up the remainder of the bedding, 
the feather tick and mattress, together 
with his clothing and the valise which 
contained his child’s clothes. He then 
rushed to a closet off the room, took 
out a box of 20 inches square, which 
was full of heavy china, and got it out.

CHINESE PORK.
Tubercules» in Hog Carcases Im­

ported Into Britain.

London, Uct. 7. — No fewer than nine 
per cent, of the carcasses of Chinese 
hogs recently imported into England 
and thus far inspected by the sanitary 
committee of the city of I.ondon have 
been fourni to be affected with tuber­
culosis. This remarkable outcome of the 
inspection lias occurred in spite of the. 
fact that the carcasses were labelled at 
the port of shipment in China “medical­
ly examined and certified to Ik* free 
from disease.”

The first shipment of 3.01kl hogs was 
brought from China in a refrigerator 
ship. They arrived here .011 August 7. 
and sold well in the wholesale market. 
Although they were offered by the re­
tail butdiers at 23 per cent, below the 
prices charged for other imported hogs, 
they did not find favor with the public, 
who displayed great prejudice against 
them. The butchers were then obliged 
to raise the prices of American and 
European pork in order to dispose of 
their Chinese stock.

The steamship company which endeav­
ored to introduce the Chinese pork was 
of the opinion that, it would prove, 
owing to its cheapness, a strong" com­
petitor with frozen beef and mutton.

No More Privileges For Beach 
Children In City Schools.

Appointment and Adjustment of 
Salaries Made.

Crowded State of Schools Causes 
Some Comment.

At the meeting of the Internal Man­
agement Committee of,the Board of Edu- 
cation last evening considerable time 
was taken up with the discussion of mat­
ters that have recently come to the

The applications for vacancies on the 
Public Schools’ staffs were considered, 
and, incidentally, the old matter as to 
whether second class teachers should be 
employed when first class ones could not 
be had, came in for considerable discus­
sion. It was finally explained that sec­
ond class teachers "started on a lower 
salary than first class. The teachers se­
lected to fill the vacancies were : Misses 
Kate A. Smith, C. A. Locheed, Ruth 
Macklem and J. M. McKenzie.

The advisability of appointing assist­
ant teachers for kindergarten classes 
with more than fifty scholars in them 
was taken up, but no definite action was 
taken in the matter. Inspector Ballard 
explained that there were two very large 
classes, Ryerson having over sixty kin­
dergarten scholars and Picton sixty-five.

Trusted Lee said hie object in bring­
ing up the matter of securing reports of 
the number of matriculation and en­
trance scholars, had been mistaken by 
some of the members, who apparently 
thought he was working against certain 
persons. In that they were entirely 
wrong, as his object was to make it pos­
sible to make comparisons, and, by so 
doing, secure improvements.

Principal Thompson, of the Collegiate, 
explained that such information was 
given in the blue book, which, however, 
would not be issued for some time. He 
further pointed out that such informa­
tion would not be altogether reliable, as 
in many instances the. scholars are put 
up for the express purpose of making 
the number of matriculation students 
greater. Of the total number of those in 
Ontario who tried their examination*, 
for teachers, 27 per cent, were successful.

A motion was carried that the Secre­
tary secure the necessary information.

trustee Wm. Bell sprang a surprise 
when he stated that he had heard it said 
that when a student failed m examina­
tions all that was necessary was for him 
to see the Chairman of the Board, and 
the word would be passed along to the 
Principal, w'ho would “pass him.”

Principal Thompson replied that such 
a statement would ttot have been made 
had the person known the exact manner 
in which the scholars are passed. Prac­
tical! v no scholars were passed during 
the past year—three" or four who were 
unable to try their examinations on ac­
count of sickness having been allowed 
to try the work, provisionally.

During the past month an unusually 
large number of the teachers have been 
affected by sickness, and the question as 
to whether they should receive salaries 
was discussed, but no definite action 
was taken.

W. J. Moffatt was appointed to the 
Collegiate staff as assistant at a salary 
of $500 a year.

An offer had been made the board 
bv a person who is issuing a map of the 
city that for $75 the various schools 
would be marked on the map. but the 
members voted such a proposition down 
without considering it.

“One thing that I cannot understand 
is how the number of scholars increases 
so much more rapidly than would be 
supposed by t he populat ion ; is it the 
non-resident pupils that make up the 
numlier?" asked Trustee Bell.

Principal Thompson said there were 
only about a dozen more this year than 
last. The non-resident pupils numbered 
103, and they were charged $25 a year. 
The Beach scholars for a short time 
back have been paying the same as 
scholars residing in the city, but from 
now on will lie assessed the non-resi­
dent dates.

Miss Strong requested that she be 
granted an increase in salary, as of late, 
she has been doing considerable extra 
work, having attended the evening cook­
ing classes. Some of the members were 
in favor of granting her the regular 
salary of $2 per night for overtime, but 
the matter was finally left over.

Miss Smith, teacher of modern lan­
guages at the Collegiate Institute, was 
granted an increase of $100, which 
makes her salary $1.100.

J. B. Turner reached the maximum 
of $2,000 salary last year, but as he is 
doing. some additional work he was 
granted an increa«e of $100, and will 
receive a like increase next year.

Secretary Foster stated that the 
teachers who commenced in September, 
October or November would not receive 
their first increases of $50 until their 
year was up.

Miss Bed ley. who was recently ap­
pointed to the staff of the Model School 
at a salary of $450. will receive an in­
crease on January 1.

It was decided that Miss Riach should 
not be paid for the month of September, 
when she was ill, but that her salary 
be continued from Oct. I.

The public school report showed the 
following enrollment : Central School 
525, Caroline Street 305, Ryerson School 
690. Charlton School 163,* Hess School 
496, Strathcona School 754, Murray 
School 23H, Cannon School 341, King 
Edward School 452, Picton School 721, 
Victoria School 513, Wentworth School 
705, West Avenue School 347, Barton 
School 367. Wellington School 149, Queen 
School 529, Stinson School 467, Boys’ 
Home 67, Girls’ Home 39, making a total 
of 7,858. which it but five in advance of 
the same period of last year. The total 
fees for the month amounted to $785.60.

A BRITISH VIEW,
A High Fiuicial Authority on Whit­

ney’s Bed Faith.

The editor of the London, Eng., Finan­
cier" and Bullionist, who has always 
taken a deep interest in things Cana­
dian, has been giving some study to the 
statement made in the London Econo­
mist by Sir James Whitney, in defence 
of his power legislation and the breaches 
of faith which it involves toward British 
and Canadian investors and the public. 
His conclusion is that Sir James’ course 
has been a serious detriment to Canada, 
and that his effort at defence “has not 
weakened the conviction that a grievous­
ly mistaken policy has been pursued 
and grave injustice done—that legality 
as well as equity has been grained to 
coerce and despoil those who backed 
Canadian development with their cap­
ital.” And he continues:

Just because that belief is universal 
here, and there is serious risk of Bri 
ish sentiment being estranged, 1 venture 
to ask whether, even at the eleventh 
hour, a basis of agreement cannot be 
devised, a rankling sense of wrong as 
suaged. and the diversion of British cap­
ital averted? The Provincial Govern­
ment has might if not right, on its side, 
and it may be impregnable to attack. 
It may ride roughshod over opposition; 
but it should not be impervious to rea­
son, justice and expediency. Surely, if 
the most despotic powers of Europe 
shrink from repudiation or confiscation 
—if even Central American republics 
realise now that honesty is the best pol­
icy—it ill-becomes the. Government of a 
free, enlightened and progressive Pro­
vince like Ontario to treat, the British 
investor in ruthless and arbitrary fash

Sir James Whitney complains that 
“reputable financial and other journals” 
in London have condemned the policy of 
his Government without endeavoring to 
elicit all that might be said in its favor. 
Well, he lias now been given the oppov- 
tuntv of presenting his own case, but 
the judicial instinct of the British public 
perceives that he has neither explained 
the motives of aggression nor justified 
the extraordinary action of his Govern-

Is it surprisir g under the circum­
stances, that “routable financial and 
other journals” in Ixmdon condemn the 
action of the Ontario Government? That 
the incident is regarded as the most de­
plorable in recent financial history ? 
That (Canadian credit has suffered in 
the dominating money market of the 
world ? 'That unpleasant comparisons 
are being made between Ontario and cer­
tain l>atm-American republics, that are 
held in odium by the British investor?

Imagine how embarrassing it must, be 
for anyone who, like myself, has been 
persistently" commending Canada ns a 
field for investment, to hear the re­
proaches of those who acted on such ad­
vice. As editor of The Financier & 
Bullionist, i made my first Canadian tour 
of investigation in the autumn of lOiKi. 
1 was so impressed by what I saw that 
I committed the paper to the whole­
hearted advocacy of Canadian invest­
ments, and in my book entitled ‘Can­
ada's Century” I was still more em­
phatic. I contended that nowhere in the 
world could capital reckon on better 
security against loss or confiscation than 
in Canada. I even urged the inclusion 
of Canada’s Provincial loans within the 
scope of tile Trustee Act. and I cited 
Ontario as t«.r excellence the Province 
whose bonds were entitled to rank ns 
gilt-edged securities! But now that the 
Government of Ontario has irked the 
good opinion of British investors, such 
improved status for Provincial loans on 
the London'market no longer seems feas­
ible. It is a fact, however, that, during 
the past three years—thanks to strenu­
ous advocacy here—there has been an 
enormous increase in the flow of British 
capital to Canada ; hence the great un­
easiness excited by the Ontario incident.

That incident is regarded as a. test 
of Canada's probity-—of its claim to 
prime consideration from British cap­
ital. 1 doubt whether Sir James Whit­
ney and hie colleagues realize the sur­
prise and mortification their action lias 
excited here—whether they apprehend 
the ill-results that may ensue. Well- 
wishers of Canada are grieved beyond 
measure that the British investor has 
been smitten in the house of a friend - 
that his reliance on lCanadian integrity 
may seem to him a broken reed, that 
Canadian credit has suffered in the 
Homeland’s estimation. It is useless to 
aYgue that only one instance of seeming 
repudiation has occurred. The answer 
is that if the Government of a Province 
like Ontario violates and rides rough­
shod over property rights, and declines 
to play the fair game, then anything 
may happen in Canada. * * *

The whole Dominion of Canada is 
smirched in British estimation by the 
Ontario Government’s treatment of the 
Electrical Development Co. The Ontario 
Government may be absolute in its own 
Province, and the Dominion Government, 
with its experience of the United Slates 
and other federal nations in mind, may 
conceivably shrink from raising the 
risky question of Federal vs. Provincial 
rights. I rather venture to suggest that 
a scheme of pacification should he de­
vised—and that, in furtherance of such 
settlement, the friendly co-operation or 
counsel of the Dominion authorities 
might be invaluable.

Unquestionably, till the Ontario |>ow- 
er question is closed. Canada as a whole 
will be prejudiced in this financial cen­
tre. It may be recalled that the pros­
perous Republic of Argentina, whose re­
markable development has been foster­
ed mainly by British capital, was ill- 
affected for years in European estima­
tion because the Province of Buenos 
Avres happened to be a contumelious de­
faulter. It. was argued from Argentina 
that the federal republic was not re­
sponsible for provincial default, and had 
no power to interfere or coerce—just 
as it may be urged from Canada that 
the Dominion as a whole is not respon­
sible for the Province of Ontario. Rut 
European investors maintained that if 
there was a willingness to redress a 
long standing grievance a way could be 
found. Eventually, pressure was ap­
plied from various quarters, and a set­
tlement was arrived at. Since then, the 
credit of the province, which had sunk 
to a low ebb. has been restored and 
the republic as a whole has greatly gain- 
ed—to its owh immense advantage—in 
European estimation.

(Vmsider what the estrangement of 
British capital from Canada means. At 
a meeting of the RoyaJ Statistical So­
ciety in June a paper was read show­
ing that the total of Britain's capital in­
vestments in other lands amounted to 
£2.700,000.000; that its increase to £3.-

year was expected ; and that the in­
crease in the seven years from 1905 to 
1911 would average £100/XH>,000 per an­
num.

ALL ATEDÜRUM.
Scheme to Popularize the Grain in 

North Dakota.

Grand Forks. N. D.. Oct. 7. - In com­
pliance with a proclamation of Gov­
ernor Burke, North Dakotans to-day 
ate durum wheat only. The pro­
clamation was issued in compliance 
with a request of the grain-growers of 
North and South Dakota and Minne­
sota for the purpose of establishing 
durum as a bread grain.

The day was observed throughout 
the State. All bread and wheat foods 
were made of durum, and the sales of 
that quality of flour in consequence 
were heavy. A widespread interest has 
been taken by the farmers in pushing 
the sale of durum, as with the price 
equal to that of other varieties of 
wheat the income from their land would 
be much increased. A test to-day show­
ed it to be equal to standard hard var­
ieties for bread and other food products.

THE MODERN MOTORMAN,

Who Personifies the Difference Be­
tween Old Ways and New.

| He was an able citizen in his way, 
the old .time horse car driver, and pic­
turesque withal in his more or less 
negligee outfit. He could drive horses 
all right; he could get through where 
any man could If he was running on 
tracks; and standing there on the plat­
form with the line* In one hand and 
the other resting on the brake and hold­
ing a whistle between his teeth on occa­
sion. and wearing in winter an ubter 
of marvellous color and construction, 
and in summer something less, he was 
at all times a man to eomman our re­
spect an admiration. And we’ll never go 
back on him. An yet we must amit 
that, there is something worth looking 
at about his latter day successor, the 
moern motorman.

He stands on . the front platform, to 
lie sure, ns did his predecessor, the 
driver: but in every other respect how 
differed! In a trim uniform, the 
motorman. with a uniform coat in win­
ter, holding no lines, for his car is not 
drawn by horses. Down under his feet 
runs an invisible current with the power 
of thousands of horses, a power which 
he can let into the ear or shut off or 
control at will be the mere twisting 
of a little lever. No tugging at lines 
or chirruping at horses for him.

If he wants to stop he has no frantic 
twisting of a hand brake, but with his 
hand on lever scarcely longer than 
your finger, he works now an air brake. 
The motorman is truly an expert. He 
can bring his big car, weighing ten tons 
more or less loaded, up in short order, 
but so smoothly and gently that you 
may not know when it stops. Or if he 
should chance to find ahead, turning 
out upon another track. car that had
