The Scott Act was enforced in 
Douglastown, Whltneyville, Redbank, 
Millerton. Why? Because those who 
seek to enforce It there were not 
, -«vented from doing so. If an In­
spector was to do his duty his hands 
must not be tied. But he was paid 
$600 a year as Inspector and $400 as 

Policeman, and iput wholly In the 
hands of a committee of men. If that 
committee refused to do their duty— 
if they dictated to the Inspector— 
what happened? Either the Inspec­
tor failed to do hie duty or lost hie 
job. He had incontestable proof that 
that was what had happened.

If the people wanted to stop the 
sale of liquor here they could. Busi­
ness men had told him that business 
would be better If no liquor were 
sold. The churches would be better. 
A man could not be made better by 
law* but temptation could be taken 
from him. If the citizens took hold 
of this matter their clergymea would 
follow and support them. He asked 
the audience as citizens tp relieve 
htai of the shame of being a party 
to the non-enforcement of the law* 
He asked that the Inspector be made 
Independent—that when he wants to 
put on second and third offences his 
hands be npt tied.

But there was a 
law, and the town officers took an 
oath to carry it out Did they car­
ry It out? No! The officer is given 
to understand that If he cairles out 
the law he will be dismissed. All 
who interfere with law enforcement 
are guilty of the crime of perjury 
(punishable by 14 years In peniten­
tiary) before man and of sin before 
God. Morally *-nd civilly they are 
guilty. It was the duty of every 
men who enters the Council to sim­
ply carry out the law. If the Inspec­
tor was told he could not enforce the 
law he should appeal to the people. 
All the people are not fooled all the 
time. The people would support 
him. If not, let him resign doceitly 
—not compromise with sin.

One could not go down town any 
day without meeting a crowd of 
young mon, many of them intellec­
tual, makhig themselves nulefl nces, 
and who would go homo with their 
stomachs full of wood alcohol.

man and beast. Given the effective 
combination of ability to produce 

and. profitable demand for the pro­
duct, with the further inspiration of 
patriotic necessity, surely such a 
year of farming activity may be an­
ticipated for 1915 in Canada as has 
never before been seen and as will 
long live in our annals as the ban­
ner year in Canadian Agriculture.

Canadian wheat, coarse grains, 
meats, dairy products and hay are 
certain to be greatly in demand by 
Great Britain and her allies during 
the period of this war and for many j 
months thereafter. These products I 
of our farms are such that, for the 
most part, but little time is needed 
to permit of a material increase in 
the output. True, only a slightly i 
larger acreage can be devoted to 
each or any 6ne of these crops than 1 
was contemplated or planned for in 
the fall of 1914.

(2) Lose not a minute when seed I 

time arrives. Get on to the land at 
the very first opportunity. Earlier 
seeding usually means bigger crops.

(3) Perform every operation thor­
oughly :—Do the ploughing well- 
Disc and harrow the land until a 
perfect seed bed is prepared. Sow 
the seed carefully, with no misses 
from bad driving, no blanks from 
plugged drills, seed sown not too 
deep but deep enough, according to 
character and condition of soil. Af­
ter seeding, roll if the soil is not too 
damp, then lightly harrow.

(4) See that water furrows are 
run where needed.

(5) Keep weeds in check.
(6) In the case of hoed crops, even 

more thorough work, extending Until 
August, will ensure success.

(7) Do not economize in labour at 
seed time. A last stroke of the harrow 
after the seed bed seems perfect 
usually means extra bushels.
To Summarize: —

Get ready for seeding now.
Prepare land thoroughly for seed.
Use good seed.
Sow seed early.
Sow seed well.
The result:—Much larger crops of
better product.

It has bought rails on the 
other side of the line only when sup­
plies were not available on this s de 
and, sometimes, has paid a higher 
price in the patronising of home in­
dustry. But trie C.P.R. looked at the 
proposition in this way : that by buy 
ing steel rails from the Canadian Soc 
it helped materially !n the mainten­
ance of several hundred workmen 
whose economic welfare, in turn, 
meant traffic to the railway which 
carried supplies of various kinds to 
their town.

Agitation is Necessary 
In short, the purpose of the ‘Made- 

in-Canada’ movement is told in that 
commercial relationship which exists 
between the C.P.R. and the Canadian 
steel Industry. Just now it Is very 
necessary that every wholesale and 
retail establishment through which 
the consuming public must purchase 
their supplies of food, clothing, and 
shelter should sell, in the largest 
measure possible, goods made in Can­
ada. The Globe already has endeavor­
ed to show that the salesman has a 
more practical ' part to play in the 
furtherance of home Industry than 
the purchaser. If the wholesale and 
retail trade of the country would un­
dertake, In honor bound, to sell Can­
adian-made articles Instead of those 
of foreign manufacture, wherever the 
former were available, and thus to 
develop the Canadian character of 
their stocks to the utmost, all the 
agitation urging the consuming public 
to buy ’Made-ln-Canada” goods would 
be unnecessary.”

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THE TALE OF THE DESPATCHES

A careful consideration of the des­
patches from the theatre of war, 
brings the reader to the conclusion 
that Germany, to try and retrieve 
lost ground, and re-establish lost 
morals, has attempted to assume the 
offensive in France and Flanders. A 
despatch from Russia states that 
several army corps that have been 
operated in East Prussia have been 
sent to Flanders. The progress be­
ing made by the Belgians along the 
Yser is very gratifying to the friends 
of the Allies. This army has been 
reconstructed and is fighting with a 
brilliancy that is surprising when 
their past defeats by overwhelming 
odds had sapped their life blood and 
made fighting at all most difficult, 
are considered. They had lost heart 
and morale at the devastation of 
the'r country, but they have now 
taken on a new life.

Another reason for sending more 
troops into Flanders, is the Kaiser's 
desire to retain Lille, that is being 
seriously threatened by the advance 
the Allies are making in that part of 
the line. Lille is an important point, 
and realizing this a council of war 
being held by the Kaiser in the vi­
cinity peints definitely to the fear 
that the German general staff enter­
tains that gradually their hold on 
this section of the country is slip­
ping away from them. If they intend 
to try and hold it, the last fight at 
Neivve Chappelle has proved that it 
can only oe done by large reimorce- 
ments.

By using up their new army and 
having their ranks ser'ously broken, 
they will be then able to withstand 
the shock that is sure to come when
the Allies assume their promised 

offensive. The day cannot be far off 
now; only bad weather can keep it 
back, for as soon as the roads are 
dry enough to allow of the passage 
of heavy vehicular traffic, there will 
begin what promises to be the great­
est battle of the ages, not only be­
cause of the number of men engaged, 
but because of what is involved in 
it, viz., the re shaping of the map of 
Europe and the stamping out for 
ever of military despotism.

' Failing any unforeseen happenings, 
the fall of Constantinople cannot be 

^ long delayed.

DAYLIGHT SAVING

Gradually the way :s being opened 
for Italy to come into the conflict. 
Austria persistently refuses to ac­
cede to the demands of Germany in 
the matter of making territorial con­
cessions to Italy. The government of 
Italy is now realizing that If this ter­
ritory is to be added to their coun­
try, then It must be won by actual 
participation in the strife. It is not 
satisfied with the promise of the ces­
sion of territory after the war, as a 
bribe for continued neutrality, as it 
realizes quite well npw that when 
the war is ended, Austria will not 
have any say in that; so that at any 
time now the news may come that 
Italy has formally cast in her lot 
with the Allies, and has brought 
Greece, Bulgaria and Roumania In 
with her.

That the German offensive In Po­
land has failed altogether, seems to 
be conceded on all sides. It Is large­
ly due to the utter rout of the Aus­
trian army In Eastern Galicia. Ger­
many la said to be abandoning posi­
tions In Poland that the army operat­
ing there may be used to prevent 
any further advance being made by 
the allies In Prance or Galicia. The 
alow, but steady advance of the Al­
lies In both spheres of hostility, is 
said to be causing grave alarm to 
the Kaiser and his Staff.

Gold in Germany
'A great matter of anxiety with 

Germans at piesent is how to accu­
mulate gold in the coffers of “Reichs- 
bank” They are storing in as much 
as possible, fueling the necessity 
there is for offering better security 
for the Bills they are issuing; this 
security being far from reliable, as 
the rate of exchange for German 
money in Neutral Countries shows 
clearly enough. A short time ago 
German papers hastened to announce 
that the gold reserve In the “Reichs- 
bank" amounted to over 2 milliards 
in cash, but it was no easy matter 
for this gold to find its wray into the 
Bank’s tills, so the Government con­
siders things somewhat unsatisfac­
tory. The press itself betrays this1 
feeling too, for on December 23rd., 
the Berliner Tageblatt headed an 
article: Where is the Gold? as over 
five milliards of this metal were coin­
ed, the Government thinks three 
milliards in cash must be in private 
hands. The writer of the article in 
the Berliner Tag'-blatt says this es­
timate is wrong, because goldsmiths 
have been melting down quantities of 
coined gold. The same old paper 
advises people to show a patriotic 
spirit, by sending all their old 
fashioned or damaged gold articles 
to the smelting works, and letting all 
or part of the profits go to the war- 
funds.—Such calculations and advlcè 
prove the lack of gold In Germany.

It Is sufficient to call to mind that 
on December 10th the coffers of our 
Bank held 4,141,766,844 In gold cash, 
to see such anxiety and precautions 
aie unknown in France 
Meat and Bread Supplies in Germany

Make no cakes; the stock of 
wheat is inferior by one-third to 
what is required for ordinary con­
sumption.

“4—Be sparing with meat, dripp­
ing, lard and butter. Just now there 
are large offers of animals for the 
slaughter-house, owing to a shortage 
of forage,—but this is no reason for 
extravagance in meat. We may soon be 
short of meat, and must learn to be 
sparing at once. If possible, people 
should gradually, and quietly, lay 
In a stock of tinned fcod, ham, 
bacon, etc.

“5th The prlncipr.l articles of 
food should consist of home-grown 
corn and vegetables: potatoes, rye, 
wheat, vegetables of all kinds and 
fruit. There is no reason to be spar­
ing with suga^ of which we have al­
most too great a quantity, it may be 
used instead of lerd and butter. Eat 
cheese, and drink milk.”

We can se by this practical ad­
vice the dearth of certain food sup­
plies in Germany.
..Germany’s war in the a'r.—To­
wards night on January 19th in fog­
gy weather, some German air-ships 
of the Zeppelin class reached the 
East Coast of England, and dropped 
powerfully explosive bombs over 
Yarmouth, Cromer, King’s Lynn and 
Sheringham. There were in all 13 
victims:—2 persons killed and 1 In­
jured at Yarmouth; 2 killed and 8 
injured (4 of whom were children) 
at King’s Lynn.

The Press in Neutral Countries 
comments upon this feat, for which 
Count Zeppelin was warmly con­
gratulated by the German Emperor, 
as follows:—“Killing civilians, wo­
men and children out of the zone of 
action, and without any military ob­
jective or necessity, Is murder and 
not war.” (Secolo, of Milan)—“This 
raid may be coupled with the worst 
acta committed by German Mllltar-

the Red-Skins upon the Colonists in 
the early days of our history, when 
houses were burnt down, and women 
and children ecalped" (New York 
Times). The Scandinavian press is 
no less severe, for the Politlken of 
Copenhagen says that no better stim­
ulus to recruiting In England, could 
have been found; for after the Zep­
pelin raid voluntary enlistments in­
creased in quite a remarkable way. 
On their return voyage, ignoring all 
International Conventions and Laws, 
the Zeppelins flew over Dutch terri­
tory whose government has demand­
ed an explanation, on this point, 
from the Gorman government.

On January 22nd, a number of 
German flying-machines dropped 80 
bombs over Dunkirk, making 25 
victims, amongst whom 9 were killed, 
and all were civilians. The Consul­
ates of the United States, Norway 
and Uruguay were damaged, and Mr. 
Benjamin Morel, the United States 
Consul, was Injured.

A telegram from Petrograd (26th 
Jeruary) states that a “Parseval" 
airship seen over Liban harbour, the 
Russian naval base In the Baltic, has 
beep destroyed by Russian Marine 
guns, and the crew crptureft.

Battle In the North Sea—Engl'sh 
Vlctorlou*—Early in the morning of 
the 25th of January an English fleet 
consisting of ironclads and llght- 
cruisers, under the command of Ad­
miral David Beatty, encountered four 
German ironclads, with several light- 
cruisers and destroyers, in the North 
Sea, making for the English coast. 
The Germans took to flight and were 
pursued by the British cruisers. A 
short and sharp battle took place In 
which the German big cruiser Blu 
cher was sunk, and two others be­
longing to them badly damaged.

The English, on the other hand, 
lost no ships, and but few men. This 
fresh check at sea, added to previous 
losses lessens by half Germany's ef­
fective forces In Cruisers.

An act relating to the election of 

Aldermen for the Town of Newcastle.
BE IT ENACTED by the Lieuten- 

ant-Governor-in Council and the Leg­
islative Assembly as follows:

1. Notwithstanding any provision 
to the contrary in the Town's Incor­
poration Act the Aldermen of the 
Town of Newcastle shall remain in 
office for twc years except that of 
the Aldermen first elected after the 
adoption of this Act by the Ratepay­
ers of the said Town as hereinafter 
provided four of their number re­
ceiving the smallest number of votes 
cast shall go out of office at the then 
next annual Town Election.

2. At each annual election there­
after four aldermen shall be elected 
in place of those whose term of of­
fice is about expiring, and the term 
of every such alderman shall be two 
years.

3. This Act shall not come into 
force until it shall have been sub­
mitted to the Ratepayers of the said 
Town and its adoption determined by 
a majority of the votes cast.

4. Such votes shall be taken at 
an annual election for Mayor and 
Aldermen for the said Town and as 
far as practicable in the same man­
ner and upon the same qualifications 
and restrictions as to voters as In 
the case of such annual election for 
Mayor and Aldermen.

Aid. McGrath wanted the submis­
sion of the Bill to the Legislature 
postponed till after it had been vot­
ed upon by the people. The plebis­
cite could be taken next month. 
Then it might be enacted into law 
by an Order-tn-Council.

The Mayor- Supposing the Legisla­
ture should z eject it what would 
have been the use of a plebiscite?

Aid. McGrath—Why not take the 
voice of the people first? It would 
save the expense of submitting the 
Bill in case the people should not 
want the change.

Aid. Do.xle d'd not see why there 
should be two elections held when 
one would do. If the people reject 
the Bill it the time of the regular 
election, well and good.

Aid. McGrath—Just what I said— 
Why hold two elections? v

Aid. Kethro asked if the election 
would not take place before the Bill 
could l>e passed.

Town Clerk—No.
The Mayor said that the usual 

method was to send the Bill to the 
Legislature first and submit it to the 
vote of the people afterwards. That 
had been done with Water and Sew­
erage Bills, etc. Why should this 
Bill be delayed for two years?

Aid. Miller did not think that the 
promoticn of tiie Bill would be ad­
vanced by submitting It to the Leg­
islature first. He did not think the 
Government would deal with it by 
an order-in-council. He did not like 
the wording of the Bill a id feared 
It would be torn to pieces in the 
Legislature. He agreed with Aid. 
McGrath re the plebiscite first.

Aid. Mackay did not see why refer­

ence to tile people would delay mat- 
1 ters. If the people rejected tue Bill, 
j the cost of putting it through the 
! Legislature would be saved. The 
I Legislature would be just as apt to 
! pass the Bill after the plebiscite had 
been taken as before.

Aid. Doyle said that Aid. McKay's 
suggestion would delay the Bill a 
full year. If it were sent now to the 
Legislature and passed It could be 
brought into effect next year.

The Mayor reminded the Council 
j that at last meeting the Council had 
{decided to apply to the Legislature 
, for what this Bill embodied. The 
j time for objections was then. After 
i having been decided upon the Bill 
| might have been sent on to the Leg­
islature without coming before this 
meeting at all.

Aid. McGrath, seconded by Aid. 
McCabe, moved in amendment. 
That the Bill be placed on file and a 
plebiscite concerning it be taken at 

I the next annual Town Election.
The Mayor declared the Lmend- 

I ment out of erder, as it destroyed 
i the original intent of the Bill.
| Aid. McGrath protested that his 
amendment was in order. It did not 
destroy the Bill, but merely delayed 
it until after the people should vote 
on it.

| The Mayor replied that the amend- 
] ment would destroy the Bill, for the 
' Bill said that the Legislature be 
consulted first and the people af­
terwards. The last meeting of the 

I Council had ordered the preparation 
and submission of a Bill, and the 

'amendment moved that the Bill be 
not submitted.

| Aid. Miller said the Council were 
going too swiftly. The Bill was j 

1 ambiguous. It needed more discus­
sion.

j Aid. Stothart asked why not sub­
mit the Bill to the Legislature and 

' let them pick it to ,pieces and cor­
rect it? Then when it came to the 

i people it would be all right.
! Aid. Doyle—We are going to the j 
Legislature to get something for the | 
people to vote on. There #is no rate- j 
payer in town who will not know j 
what he is voting on. 

i The Mayor put t e motion, and it ! 
was defeated on the following vote: i 

j Yeas—Aid. Doyle, Step hart and j 
Mackay.

| Nays—Aid. McGrath, McCabe, Mil- ' 
1er and Kethro.

| On motion of Aid. Doyle and Mc- i 
! Cabe, Council adjourned till the 25th. j
