THE LIBERAL PLATFORM

AS ADOPTED AT THE

CONVENTION HELD AT OTTAWA,

—ON——

June 2oth and 21st, 1893.

FIRST DECLARATION — THE TARIFF.

We, the Liberal Party of Canada, in Convention assembled, declare:

1. That the customs tariff of the Dominion should be based, not as itis now,
upon the protective principle, but upon the requirements of the publie service ;

That the existing tariff, founded upon an unsound: principle, and used, as it
has been by the government, as a corrupting agency wherewith to keep them-
gelves in office, has developed monopolies, trusts and combinations;

It has decreased the value of farm and other landed property ;
It has oppressed the masses to the enrichment of a few ;

It has chec}_ed immigration ;

It has caus:ed great loss of population ;

It has impeded commerce ;

It has discriminated against Great Britain.

In these and in many other ways it has occasioned great public and private
injury, all of which evils must continue to grow in intensity as long as the present
tariff system remains in force.

That the highest interests of Canada demand a removal of this obstacle to
our country’s progress, by the adoption of a sound fiscal policy, which, while not
doing injustice to any class, will promote domestic and foreign trade, and haste
the return of prosperity to our people.

That to that end, the tariff should be reduced to the needs of honest, econo-
mical and efficient government.

Tt it should be so adjusted as to make free, or to bear as lightly as possible
upon, the necessaries of life, and should be so arranged as to promote freer trade
with the whole world, more particularly with Great Britain and the United States.

We believe that the results of the protective system have grievously disap-
pointed thousands of persons who honestly support it, and that the country, in
the light of experience, is now prepared to dedare for a sound fiscal policy.

The issue between the two political parties
defined. £

The government themselves admit the failure of their fiscal policy, and now
profess their willingness to make some changes; but they say that such changes
must be based only on the principle of protection.

on this question is now clearly

We denounce the principle of protection as radically unsound, and unjust to
the masses of the people, and we declare our conviction that any tariff changes
based on that principle must fail to afford any substantial relief from the burd-
ens under which tlt:xe country labors.

This issue wéf&hesitatingiy accept, and upon it we await with -the fullest
confidence the verdict of the electors of Canada.

joining countries, with many mutual interests, it is desirable that there should be
the most friendly relations and broad and liberal trade intercourse between them ;

That the interests alike of the Dominion and of the Empire wonld be ma-
terially advanced by the establishing of such relations;

That the period of the old reciprocity treat& was one of marked prosperity
to the British North American colonies;

That the pretext under which the Government appealed to the country in
1891 respecting negotiation for a treaty with the United States was misleading
and dishonest and intended to deceive the electorate ; .

{That no sincere effort has been made by them to obtain a treaty, but that,
on the contrary, it is manifest that the present Government, controlled as they
are by monopolies and combines, are not desirous of securing such a treaty ;

That the first step towards obtaining the end in view, is to place a party in
power who are sincerely desirous of promoting a treaty on terms honorable to
both countries; :

That a fair and liberal reciprocity treaty would develop the great nataral
resources of Canada, would enormously increase the trade and commerce between
the two countries, would tend to encourage friendly relations between the two
peoples, would remove many causes which have in the past provoked irritation
and trouble to the Governments of both countries, and would promote those
kindly relations between the Empire and the Republic which afford the best
guarantee for peace and prosperity ;

That the Liberal party is prepared to enter into negotiations with a view to
obtaining such a treaty, including a well considered list of manufactured articles,
and we are satisfied that any treaty so arranged will receive the assert of Her
Majesty’s Government, without whose approval no treaty can be made.

3. That the Convention deplores the gross corruption in the management and
expenditure of public moneys which for years past has existed under the rule of the
Conservative party, and the revelations of which by the different parliamentary com-
mittees of inquiry have brought disgrace upon the fair name of Canada. ¢

The Government, which profited politically by these expenditures of public
moneys of which the people have been defrauded, and which, nevertheless, have
never punished the guilty parties, must be held responsible for the wrongdoing.
We arraign the Government for retaining in office a Minister of the Crown
proved to have accepted very large contributions of money for election purposes
from the funds of a railway company, which, while paying the political contri-
butions to him, a member of the Government, with one hand, was receiving
Government subsidies with the other.

The conduct of the minister and the approval of his colleagues after the
proof became known to them are calculatel to degrade Canada in the estimation
of the world and deserve the severe condemnation of the people.

4. We cannot but view with alarm the large increase of the public debt and of
the controllable annual expenditure of the Dominion and the consequent undue tax-
ation of the people under the governments that have been continuously in power
since 1878, and we demand the strictest economy in the administration of the gov-
ernment of the country.

5. That the Convention regrets that by the action of Ministers and their sup-
porters in Parliament, in one case in which serious charges were made against a
Minister of the Crown, investigation was altogether refused, while in another case
the charges preferred were altered and then referred to a commission appointed upon
the advice of the Ministry contrary to the well settled practice of Parliament; and
this Convention affirms: :

That it is the ancient and undoubted right of the House of Commons to in-
quire into all matters of public expenditure, and into all charges of misconduct
in office against- Ministers of the Crown, and the reference of such matters to
royal commissions created upon the advice of the accused is at variance with $he
due responsibility of Ministers to the ITouse of Commons, and tends to wealfen
the authority of the House over the Executive Government, and this Convention
affirms that the powers of the people’s representatives in this regard should on
all fitting occasions be upheld.

6. That in the opinion of this Convention the sales of public lands of the Do-

terms of settlement, and in such areas as can be reasonably occupied and cultivated
by the settler.

7. That the Franchise Act i .ce its introduction has cost the Dominion Treas-
ury over a million of dollars, besides entailing a heavy expenditure to both political
parties; -

That each revision involves an additional expenditure of a further quarter of
a million;

That this expenditure has prevented an annual revision, as originally inten-
ded, in the absence of which yvoung voters entitled to the franchise have, in nu
merous i1stances, been prevented from exercising their natural rights;

That it has failed to secure uniformity, which was the principal reason as-
signed for its introduction ;

That it has produced gross abuses by partizan revising barristers appointed
by the Government of the day ;

That its provisions are less liberal than those already existing in ‘many
Provinces of the Dominion, and that in the opinion of this Convention the Acts
should be repealed, and we shonld revert to the Provincial Franchise.

8. That by the Gerrymander Acts, the electoral divisions for the return of
members to the House of Commons have been so made as to prevent a fair expres-
sion of the opirion of the country at the general elections, and to secure to the party
now in power a strength out of all proportion greater than the number of electors
supporting them would warrant. To put an end to this abuse, to make the House of
Commons a fair exponent of public opinion, and to preserve the historic continuity
of counties, it is desirable that in the formation of electoral divisions, county boun-
daries should be preserved and that in no case parts of different counties should be
put in one electoral division.

9. The present constitution of the Senate is inconsistent with the Federal prin-
ciple in our system of government and is in other respects defective, as it makes the
Senate independent of the people and uncontrolled by the public opinion of the
country, and should be so amended as to bring it into harmony with the principles
of popular government. >

10. That whereas public attention is at present much directed to the consider-
ation of the admittedly great evils of intemperance, it is desirable that the minds of
the people should be clearly ascertained on the question of Prohibition by means of

Game Law Amendmgnts.

The amendments to the game laws will
prove of interest to al sportsmen. As re-
gards big game — moose and caribou—
the bill prevents hunters from snaring
or trapping them and places the open
season, September 30 to January 15, to
September 15 to January 1 for each year.
It is also provided that all hunters must
get a liceuse from the game warden of
their county, paying therefor a fee of $2.
The other provisions of the bill refer to
the shooting of birds. One section pre-
vents, for three years, the shooting for
sale of partridges. The section does not
interfere with the shooting of birds by
sportsmen. The provision of the game
law regarding black duck and teal are
extended to all sea duck and all other
wild duck. Killing after dark by any

| means of ducks, geese, etc., is prohibited.

A section prevents the destruction of
gulls’ eggs along the Bay of Fundy after
the 24th June.

WOMEN WITH MOUSTACAES.

One of the old fogies who spend their
days compiling disagreeable statistics,says
that moustaches are more common among
women now than formerly, and that fully
8 per cent. of the womenare thusadorned.
This is nonsense. Probably this curmud-
geon’s eyebrows afe so thick .and over-
hanging that everything he sees appears
to have whiskers.

LAURIER AT LACHUTE.

He Deals the Tories Some
Stinging Blows.

Corruption Rampant at Ottawa.

Speaking at Lachute, Quebec, the other
night, Hon. Mr. said :

What I like best about the addresses
which have just been presented, is the
reference to the fact that my hands are
clean. Now, I suppose most of you will
think that isn’t much out of the ordinary
to be so proud. There are about a thou-
sand of peoplé present, and I presume thé
majority of them consider that their
hands are pretty clean and that they don’t
feel unduly proud of it. Perhaps you
don’t, my friends, but then you don’t live
in Ottawa, and you are not surrounded by
the Ottawa atmosphere. The present
government seems to have an idea that
the people exist for it, and not that it ex-
ists to do the will of the people. One
would sometimes almost think we had
gone back to the feudal times to see the
manner in which the present government
treats the people of this Dominion, Here
we are, presumably,

UPON THE EVE OF AN ELECTION.

The Lord only knows what they are going
to do. One thing is certain; the govern-
ment itself doesn’t appear to. I am 'not
bleséed with any large amount of- over
confidence in the present government, but
at the same time I only ask the people to
examine things for themselves. I would
like every elector to give a free opinion as
to the policy of the government and the
policy of the oppositicn. I would like
them to choose between these two policies
which are as unlike one another as the day
is unlike the night, or light is unlike
darkness; the one a doctrine of contrac-
tion, the other a doctrine of expansion.
The government will never give us a fair
fight ; they are always shirking the ques-
tion. In the eighteenth century old Dr.
Johnson used to say that patriotism was
the last resort of a scoundrel, and I think
we may say that in the nineteenth century
it is the last resort of a Canadian tory. I
have often said it,and I repeat it once
more, I am a French Canadian by birth,
but in politics I am a

’ LIBERAL OF THE ENGLISH SCHOOL.

My pillar of cloud by day and my pillar
of fire by night has been the,inspiration
which I have gained from the lives of, in
the last century, Fox, in the present
century, O’Connell, Bright and Gladstone.
These, I repeat, are the models from whom
I have obtained my inspiration, and it is
in these names that I stand before you to-
day, and in these names that I appeal to
you. You are told that protection has
made you all wealthy. Are you wealthy ?
It doesn’t take a man to travel round the
country with a blue book to answer that
question for yon ; there is a much easier
way than that — put your hands in your
pockets and you will be able to answer
whether or no you are poorer. The
farmers in this country are poorer today
than they were fifteen years ago. There
are, I am sure, some Conservatives here;

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FOSTER AT THE CITY HALL.

As we listened to the two hour’s effort
of Hon. G. E, Foster at the City Hall
Wednesday evening, some words which
were applied to the Finance Minister the
other day at Listowel by Sir Richard
Cartwright, were recalled to our memory,
and their singular aptness must strike
everybody who has a knowledge of the
rejected of Kings and his long-winded

. speeches. “I do not wish to disparage
Mr. Foster’s ability,” remarked Sir Rich-
ard. “Give him a brief properly pre-
pared, and he will argue his case skilfully
and well, but come to cross-examine him
on the facts themeselves, and you will soon
find his real genuine knowledge is simply
nil.” And Mr. Cartwright has had excel-
lent opportunity of judging Mr. Foster’s
ability, having sat in parliament with him
for twelve years, and been his chief critic
for most of that time. “ Mr. Foster is no
doubt a good debater,” continues Sir Rich-
ard, “ap excellent platform speaker, a
past master in the noble art of clap-trap
in all its phases,and take him round he is
well equipped with the several gifts and
graces required to qualify him for the im-
portant post of acting as chief mouthpiece
for the Manufacturers’ Association as well
as the minor office ot Finance Minister in
a protectionist cabinet. Bat, sir, I am a-
fraid praise muststop here. A man may be
all these,and yet neither a strong man,nor a
wise man, nor a sincere man, nor even a
really well-informed man, and, in truth,
Mr. Foster has shown himeself to be none
of tnose — not even the last. The plain
trath is, if it must be stated plainly, that
on matters of trade and commerce there
are at least half a doZzen men on his own
side of the house who are abundantly able
to instruct Mr. Foster, and probably on a
rough estimate, about half a dozen on
ours.”

Sir Richard's estimate of Mr. Foster is
remarkably applicable to the latter when
he is measured by his Wednesday night'’s
utterance. True, his speech was an elo-
quent effort, ut what was there in it aft-
er all? Did he convince one single indi-
vidual that the policy of which he is the
exponent is building up the country and
developing its recources? If the Nation-
al Policy has done what Mr. Foster claims
it has, why did he not point out some lo-
cality in New Brunswick that has been
benefited by it? Why did he not pro-
duce some evidence that the county of
York has prospered under the N. P.; that
Fredericton bas gone forward with leaps
and bounds since high taxation was intro-
duced.in Canada? Mr. Foster knew he
could produce no such evidence, and he
wisely steered clear of the matter. The
fact is that outside of Marysville not a
single new industry has sprung up in York
or Fredericton under the National Policy.
On the contrary, we have lost two im-
portant industrial establishments which
were in existence previous to 1878. Where
is the Gibson tannery? What has be-
come of the big Fredericton tannery?
Both gone, driven out of business with
nothing to replace them, except possibly
some new blacksmith shops which Mr.
Foster claims are industries developed by
the N.P. If Mr. Foster could have proved
the efficiency of his policy by pointing to
the development of this county and
province, don’t you think he would have
jumped -at the chance? Not only has
there been practically no development in
these parts under Tory rule, but in the
country districts especially, the movement
has been backward. Farm values have
fallen, the value of farm produce has
dropped, and the population bas been
steadily drifting away. Think of the
great county of York increasing less than
600 in population in ten years. Does that
prove the wisdom of Tory rule? And is
that a reason why this constituency should
obey the mandate of Alexander Gibson
and send Mr. Foster to parliament? Smal
as has been the increase in population we
should feel alarmed that if Mr. Foster is
elected it would take a much greater turn
for the worse. During the ten years he
represented Kings county, its population
decreased twenty five hundred souls, so
blighting was the influence of the man
and his policy.

Mr. Foster, waver of the old flag as he
pretends to be, devoted much of his time
in an attempt to prove that England has
not flourished under free trade, and
about the only evidence he was able to
produce was the alleged report of a strike
among the shoemakers of England.
What about the continued strikes in all
classes of trade in the United States, one
of the most highly protected countries on
the earth. A nice occupation indeed for
one whose loyalty isever on his lipholding
up England, as an example, of a country
going to the dogs. What is the fact. Since
1879, under the free trade policy, Eng-
land has reduced her national debt $380,-
000,000, while Canada under high pro-
tection has increased $108,000,000. Mr.
Foster did not go as far as young Tupper,
who says that Great Britain, driven from
the markets of the civilized world, keeps
up an enormous army and navy to push
her wares into the uncivilized nations of
the earth. Mr. Foster did not utter that
slander on the old land, but he meant
about the same thing, proving that your
Tory loyalty spouter, only spouts when
he has some sinister purpose to serve.

We shall not refer at length to Mr.
Foster’s attempted defence of his course
on the prohibition question. The tem-
perance men and women of York pretty
well understand how he has betrayed
them ; how his mouth has been closed by
a seat in the cabinet and a salary of
$8,000 per year. The chilling silence
with which his ‘‘explanations” were re-
ceived at the City hall, told more plainly
than words,the disappointment and disgust
the people feel at him on that point.
Why; a dozen ministers of the Gospel in
the past few weeks have felt it their duty
to condemn Mr. Foster’s double dealing
with the great question of prohibition.
Mr. King, of Keswick, at the York pro-
hibition convention the other day, gave
vent to the general feeling of the temper-
ance people. When, speaking of Foster’s
candidature he said: ‘“ We don’t want to
send a man to Ottawa who will sell his
prohibition principles for a seat in the
cabinet,” and Mr. King never voted any-
thing but a Conservative ballot in his
life. Rev. Mr. Davidson, of Gibson, was
equally emphatic, only last Sunday
evening in the Temperance hall in this
city, and although all the Fredericton

clergymen were invited to a seat on the
platform beside Mr. Foster -the other
night, not one of them put in an appear-
ance, even Rev. Dr. McLeod being con-
spicnous by his absence. Don’t you
think Dr. McLeod would have been
present had he believed Mr. Foster could
longer be regarded as an exponent of
prohibition ?

THE FAVORED CLASS.

The Tory tariff was constructed entirely
in favor of the manufacturers, and against
the best interestsof the farmers who form
the great wealth producing class— who
are the bone and sinew of the country.
Foremost among the pampered ones are
the cotton manufacturers of whom Mr.
Gibson, god-father to Hon. G. E. Foster
in York, is one. The raw cotton comes in

| free of duty, and when it is manufactured

it is protected against outside competition

.| by an average duty of twenty-eight per

cent. No wonder Mr. Gibson is a pro-
tectionist and no wonder he has nom-
inated Mr. Foster for parliament. Mr.
Gibson primarily is looking after himself.
Then in the matter of woollens. The
raw material is admitted free and the
manufactured article is protected by a
duty of from thirty to thirty-five per cent.

How is it with the farmers of Canada.
Are they the wards and favorites of the
Tory protective policy ? Not they. The
farmers are the men who pay the taxes to
enrich the manufacturers. On agricultural
implements the duty is twenty per cent;
on hand tools, thirty-five per cent; on
dairy utensils, from thirty-five to fifty per
cent; on nails, thirty per cent; on wire
fencing, fifty per cent; and on coal oil, uged
in every farmer’s household, the duty is
one hundred per ce it. The Liberal policy
is to reduce all the figures. The Tory
government dare not meet the demand of
the farmers to, reduce the duties; they
would immediately be clutched by the
throat. The manufacturers have the gov-
ernment in their power — the manufac-
turers furnish the boodle fund to purchase
the electors where it is possible, and the
farmers have to pay the bill in fresh taxes.
In other words, the money ig dragged out
of the farmers to keep the Tory adminis-
tration in power, and to enrich the manu-
L facturers. Mr. Gibson and his fellow
manufacturers may grow rich and Mr.
Foster may salt away his sélary in mort-
gages, but the farmer hasto put up the
money. Mr. Gibson’s friends may try to
make the electors of York believe that it
is purely patriotism which animates the
Nashwaak king in supporting Mr. Foster
and his high taxation policy,but the people
are not such fools as to be stuffed in that
way. As we may have remarked before,
Mr. Gibson is not an active political parti-
zan simply for his health. Mr. Gibson is
not constructed on that plan. He likes to
make money, and it is profitable at present
for him to hitch on t6 the Tory machine.
The electors of York, however, have no
difficulty in seeing clear through the
Gibson - Foster alliance.

AN ABSURD STATEMENT.

How utterly unreliable are the great
majority of Mr. Foster’s political state-
ments may be judged from a sample
brick. At the city hall Wednesday eve-
ning, in speaking of the alleged industrial
development in Canada under the national
policy, he figured up that the industrial
population living in the cities and towns
and numbering some 1,500,000 contributed
not less than $300 per family of five in the
purchase of farm. produce thus providing
the farmers with a market worth $95,000-
000 annually. Mr. Foster when he made
that statement must have had very little
respect for the intelligence of his audience.
What artizan or laboring man in Canada
expends $300 annually for farm produce
to support a family of five. Let us see,
and we take figures which no man can
dispute, figures indeed which are over,
rather than under the mark. A family of
five will require:

Beef, pork and poulty..............ouuuuenn.
Milk, cheese, etc

Flour, meal, etc
Vegetables

A total of

We ask any artizan or'laboring man
who keeps a family of five, if these figures
are not generous. Well, what does he
think of the veracity of a public man who,
to score a point multiplies by two. The
great majority of men in these conditions
of life do not spend $300 for farm produce
and groceries combined. One reason is
they do not need to, and another is they
would not have the money. The average
artizan or laboring man in the majority of
cases earns less than $500, and if as Mr.
Foster says, he spends $300 for farm pro-
ducts, how does he manage to pay rent
and taxes and insurance and water rates,
clothe himself and his family, pay his
doctor and effucate his children,.with less
than $200? [The thing is absurd, and Mr.
Foster knowg it. And yet we are asked
to believe gukh absurd statements, and
Mr. Foster holds such an argument as
that up to boom his national policy and
his own candidature. Every man of com-
mon intelligence knows Mr. Foster was
misstating facts when he talked such ab-
surd neneense in this instance, and if he
cannot be believed on one point, how can
expect to be credited on any other ?

NO PARALLEL.

Mr. Foster attempts to draw a parallel
between his desertion from Kings county
and the circumstances which led to Mr.
Blair accepting a seat in the local legis-
lature for Queens, but lamentably fails
in the task. While it is true Mr. Blair
had to seek another constituency, it was
not until after he had fought a battle in
York and lost through an insane agitation
which has now happily spent itself. Mr.
Blair faced the fight like a man. He
didn’t play sick and run away like a
coward. He didn’t manufacture a yarn
about Londgn doctors advising him that
his health would not permit his engaging
in a contest, but he faced the music—the
prospect of certain defeat, and when he
was defeated he accepted the invitation of
hig friends to contest another constituency.
Mr. Blair had the choice of four con-
stituencies, and he could have been re-
elected the following day in York. But
Mr. Foster was driven out of Kings; he
dared. not contest the county; he could
not secure a nomination in St. John where
he wanted it, and has only been taken up
in York because it pleases Mr. Gibson
and the Tory machine. If Mr. Foster is
driven out of York, as he deserves to be
and he will be, there is not another con-
stituency in the province that would pick
him up. Mr. Foster as a politician is as
dead ae his once boasted prohibition
principles, and the time is not far distant
when be will be glad to return to the
temperance platform unless in the mean-
time he is able to salt away enough of the
public money in eight per cent. mortgages
on the people whom he has so outrage-
ously taxed.

It was remarked by a great many people
who attended the Foster meeting Wednes-
day night, that in the whole course of the
minister’s speech he never mentioned the
name of Mr. Temple. ‘‘The King is
dead, long live the King.” The Tory
machine pays its homage to the King of
the Nashwaak now. It is to him they
are looking for the sign to conquer,

THE CIVIC ELECTIONS.

The citizens of Fredericton took quite a
lively interest in the elections on Mon-
day — too lively, in fact, for some of the
candidates who presented themselves.
We speak feelingly in this matter. The
result is several changes in the council
and a new Mayor. Mr. VanWart had an
easy victory over Mr. Jordan, and is to be
congraiulated on the splendid support he
received. By the defeat of Mr. Farrell,
the council lost one of its most useful
members, and we believe that if the
election had to be run over again he would
be placed in a very different position. Mt.
Farrell was undoubtedly defeated by
over-confidence. Everybody regarded his
election safe it in working for his friends
he sacrificed himself. Mr. Farrell has a
civic record of which he has every reason
to feel proud. No stain attaches to his
eleven years service in the council, and
his activity, intelligence and fair treat-
mernt of every matter that came up, will
be very much missed in the city’s service.
But good men, although temporarily de-
feated, will rise again. Mr. Moore was
anothermember of the old board who faith-
fully discharged his duties, and with his
defeated colleague has no reason to regret
the course he pursued in the council. In
Mr. Estabrooks St. Ann’s ward had a safe
councillor, and one always anxious to do
what was right. The new men, we think,
may be safely relied on to do their duty
fairly and honestly.

It is a pity that the force of honest
public opinion was not sufficient to drive
out of the council the one Alderman who,
during the past year, brought the council
and the city into disrepute. Ald. Mac-
pheérson has been re-elected, but by
means which do not reflect any credit on
him or his associates. Open, flagrant
violation of the law was practised to
secure his return, but it will be observed
that he is still shorn of his power to do
barm in the council. His following is
about as limited as it was last year. A
great deal was said in the canvas regard-
ing the position of the Electric Light
Company and the efforts its members
were making to re-elect certain Aldermen.
As a matter of fact Messrs. Farrell, Mac.
nutt and Moore, who were held up as the
Electric Light ring, received substantially
no encouragement or support from the
company. They did not seek it; they
had no particular reason to expect it ; and
certainly it was not apparent in the contest,
It is true Messrs. Whitehead and Mor-
rison were at the lower poll on election
day, but they were not there in the
interest- of the candidates we have
named. They represented solely and
entirely the interests of Mr. VanWart,
and did uot hesitate to avow it. These
were the only members of the company
who took any part in the election, and
the prospects of the so called electric
light ring suffered rather than profited
by the labor of these two gentlemen. If
it were worth while, we might enter into
a discussion of some of the causes which
led to the defeat of some of the former
aldermen, but it is scarcely worth while
now. They are prepared to bow to the
popular decision, but will no doubt be
heard from again, when they may be
faily judged, and not become the victims
of side issues and false canvasses
decided Monday’s contést.

NOT SO CERTAIN NOW.

The Tory machine and its auxiliary of
the Nashwaak, do not bear that serene
cast, of countenance which marked them
in the days immediately following their
convention at which Mr. Foster was
nominated in the party interest hy Mr.
Gibson. The thing was not so thoroughly
swallowed in the county as the managers
anticipated, and the machine and its
coadjutor from Marysville are alarmed at
the outlook. They thought when Mr:
Gibson’s voice was’heard, all smaller dogs
must cease barking, but they find there
is not so much magic in the old gentle-
man’s name as they formerly believed.
There is no doubt dollars give prestige to
many a man, who otherwishould be
without influence, but the possession of
wealth is not always a guarantee of power
and authority. So level headed a man as
the late Sir John Thompson made the
remark that he abhorred men who were
“beastly rich,” but the Tory managers
here would not be inclined to agree with
their deceased chief. Just now they are
great admirers of Mr. Gibson, and no
doubt Mr. Foster is quite in sympathy
with the feeling. If they can unlock the
treasury of the Nashwaak lord, they feel
that Mr. Foster’s election will be quite
secure. However, they cannot say that
Mr. Gibson will remain “stench,” as our
friend Mr. Temple would say, for Mr
Gibson has been on hoth sides of the
fence and on one occasion locoked down
trom the top. The managers would like
the election brought on at once while Mr
Gibson is in fighting trim, and whben he
would likely exert himself to the utmost
on Mr. Foster’s behalf.

NOT BUILT THAT WAY.

Mr. Foster attempts to justify his
standing as a candidate for York on the
ground that Mr. Laurier has been nomin-
ated by the Liberals of Saskatchewan,
and he intended his audience to draw the
inference that the Opposition leader was
forced to seek a haven there. Nothing
could be further fron:; the truth. Mr.
Laurier will again run for his old division,
Quebec East, and at the same time he
will wrest Saskatchewan from the Tories.
One could not conceive of Mr. Foster at-
tempting anything like that. He hasn’t
the back bone. “Fancy him running in
Kings to hold that county if possible for
his party and accepting a nomination in
say Carleton or Charlotte with the hope
of redeeming one of those counties. Mr.
Foster is too cowardly for that. On the
other hand Mr. Foster seeks what he-
falsely believes is a safe seat in York,
leaving his native county to the mercy of
his opponents.

Ever so many people expected to hear
Mr. Foster say something about the en-
ormous deficit he is piling up, but he pre-
served a sphinx-like silence on that sub-
ject. Judging from the official figures for
the past eight months, it will reach at
least $6,000.000 before the close of the fis-
cal year, June 30th.

Some of our Tory friends on the plat-
form Wednesday evening looked decidely
thirsty when Mr. Foster was recalling the
days when he used to spout tempcrance
from the same platform. They were not
with him on those occasions, and their
maledictions against the d— crank were
loud and deep. :

When Mr. Foster talks about his stake
in the country, he probably refers to the
mortgages bearing 7 dand 8 per cent inter-
est in which he has invested his surplus
funds. These, we presume, are some of
the enterprises which have grown up un-
der the Foster-ing care of the National
Policy.

The woman suffrage movement is pro-,
gressing backward in Nova Scotia. Last
year a bill to enfranchise women was lost
by only three of a majority, but Wednes-
day a similar measure was thrown out 21
to 12 in an assembly fresh from the
people. :

The Tory organ in blowing the horn of
M‘r. Wilmot, M. P. for Sunbury, forgets to
mention the fact that that gentleman’s in-
fluence with the government was go small
that he could not get David Morrow, his
nominee for the position of fishery
warden, appointed to office, Mr. Perley,
M. P. P, had his way with the govern-
ment,and his son-in-law, Harry Miles, got
the job. The truth is, Mr. Wilmot isonly
running this election because the govern-
has made it a condition of his getting a
Senatorship. :

o

Some of the “free and independent”
laugh at the idea of getting only $20 a-
piece for their votes, as suggested by the
Herald. They say that with Mr. Gibson
and Mr. Foster running this campaign, a
ballot marked for Foster ought to be worth
at least $30. We advise them to hang out
for the increased rate if they are going to
sell at all, for the Tory managers expect
to have barrels of “the stuff” on election
day.

At the close of his address at the City
Hall Wednesday evening, Mr. Foster ex-
pressed his regret that the women have
no voice in public affairs; but is not Mr.
Foster himself partially respongible forit?
The government, of which he is a- mem-
ber, have extended the franchise to Ind-
ians while the women Lave been over-
looked. Mr. Foster was trifling with' the
intelligence of his lady hearers. - v

The Sun calls attention to the fact that
the Nova Scotia legislature which-met the
same day as ours, is still in.session; and
has only reached the point where the es-
timates are brought down, but!.6ur con-
temporary for fear of giving M#-Blair any
credit, neglects to state that, previous to
that gentleman’s accession to power our
sessions were quite as long as those of
Nova Scotia.

Mr. Foster was very particular in em-
phasizing to the Tory managers that he
is here by their invitation,and he wants
them to understand that they must pay
the bills. He is not usually very reck-
less in scattering his money around and
does not intend to do it now, unless the
“old gent” and “the boys” absolutely
decline to help him out.

Under Mr. Foster’s National Policy the
population of seven parishes in York
county declined between 1881 and 1891,
and the increase in the entire county for
that period was only 582. From 1871 to
1881 when there was only a tariff for rev-
enue and no protection, York’s increase
was 3,257 !

Under the blighting policy of Mr. Foster,
New Brunswick will have two represent-
atives less in the next parliameat than in
the present. St.John loses one, and Sun-
bury and Queens one. By a singular
irony of fate, the constituencies to be dis-
franchised are now represented by Tories.

If free trade England is in such a pre-
carious condition, why does Mr. Foster al-
ways go to that conntry when he wants to
raise a loan? Only last summer he took

over to London and borrowed
,000.000. Why did he not raise the
money in some highly protected country ?

Mr. Allen, the Liberal candidate in
York, opened the campaign at Bear Island
Wednesday evening, and was greeted
with a large and enthusiastic audience.
He has since spoken at several points a-
long the river and everywhere is being
well received.

THE CIVIC ELECTIONS.

Mr, Vanwart is the New Mayor by a
Large Majority,

The mayoralty and aldermanic elections,
Monday, created considerable interest and
resulted in several changes in the member-
ship of the board. Wesley Vanwart was
elected mayor, defeating Daniel Jordan by
137 majority, and of the old council, Alds.
Farrell, Moore, Macnuttt and Estabrooks
were defeated. The new aldermen are Geo.
W. Adams, Martin Lemont, Joshua Limer-
ick and B. A. Everett.

The contest was spirited, especially at the
court house poll, where rum and money
were used freely by Ald. Macpherson,whose
election must have cost him a large amount
of money. Several bogus yotes were polled
here, and Sam Wah, the Chinese laundry-
man was made to swallow the oath that he
is a British subject. He was led up to the
poll by Ald. Macpherson, who coached him
until the oath was swallowed and the ballot
deposited.

A determined effort was made all day to
defeat Ald. Farrell in Carleton, and Alds.
Moore and Macnutt in Queens ward, and it
succeeded. In Queens ward, the large num-
ber of candidates in the field divided the
vote. Down town, Mr. Limerick and Mr.
McCatherin had thé active assistance of a
portion of the anti-Scott act party, and up
town the W. C. T. Union ran Mr. Limerick
on their ticket with Mr. Lemont. The
main effort of the day however among
many of these people was to defeat Ald.
Farrell, who neglectful of his own interests,
loyally stood to his colleague, Ald. Golding.
The largé vote polled for Ald. Anderson is
no indication of that person’s strength or
popularity, but is an evidence that votes
were thrown away on him to defeat Ald,
Macpherson. Mr. Tupper was almost un-
known, but without organisation or active
friends he came within eighteen votes of
defeating Ald. McPherson. It was a healthy
combination ; the temperance men up town
voting for Macpherson, while down town
he was supplying his voters with whiskey.

Ald. Farrell has represented Carleton
ward ever since 1881 with the exception of
two years, and was never defeated before,
Ald. Macnutt sat for Queens ward since
1887, and Monday was his first defeat. On
four occasions he was elected by accla-
mation. Ald. Moore also represented Queens
for six years —was four times elected by
acclamation, and never knew defeat until
Monday. Ald. Estabrooks came in for St.
Ann’s ward last year. Ald, Everett in 1893
sat for Carleton. The new men— Ald.
Adams, Lemont and Limerick—are all well
known and popular citizens, and will
doubtless make good aldermen.

Tre HERALD congratulates Mr. Vanwart
on his sweeping victory. He is a bright
lawyer, an excellent business man, and
there is no reason why he should not be a
model mayor.

The Same Old Chestnuts.

Mr.Fosters’s defence of the National Policy
was very lame. He gloried in the alleged
prosperity of the North West, but failed
to touch on the depopulation of the Mari-
time provinces and the actual decrease of
nearly 3,000 in the population of Kings
from 1881 to 1891. Speaking of the censu#|
returns he ranked blacksmith shops along
with other industries which he alleged had
sprung up under the National Policy, and
admitted that the reduction in the cost of
sugar was due to the reduction in the cost
of the raw material. He eugolized the
government for its policy of subsidizing
railways, but neglected to tell his hearers
why his government had refused to vote
the full amount for the projected Prince
Willia%rﬁlway. Only once did Mr.
Foster ‘attempt to tell a story, and then it
was one told by A. H. Gillmor, M.P., at St.
John, a few nights before, and was so
badly mangled as to be almost unrecog-
nizable. He misrepresented the Liberal
policy as he did in St. John Tuesday night,
and abused the free trade policy of Great
Britain. He lauded the National Policy,
and referring particularly to the cotton
industry, alleging that no cotton factory in
Canada could stand six months if the
tariff was swept away. This latter state-
ment must have grated very harshly on the
ears of Mr. Gibson, to whom is attributed
the remark, that in cotton manufacturing
he is not afraid of the competition of the
world, tariff or no tariff.

Mr. Poster spoke eloquently for an hour
and three quarters, showing no sign of
fatigue, and was roundly cheered by his
friends at the close of his address, whichd
contained nothing new, but much which
can be easily refuted by any ordinarily
intelligent Liberal. The meeting closed at
10 o’clock with cheers for Foster and the
Queen, and the good Tories who have re-
ceived, or are expecting favors from Mr.
Gibson’s candidate, crowded around the
Minister, and congratulated him on his
speech.

THE SAME OLD, OLD STORY WHICH
NOBODY BELIEVES.

Mr. Foster Makes a Confession on the
Prohibition Question.

With the aid of a brass band, dirt cheap
railway fares from along the Nashwaak,and
the natural curiosity of the people to see
Mr. Gibson’s candidate for the County of
York, the City Hall was filled to the doors
Wednesday evening. when Hon. G. E. Fos-
ter made his first appearance under the
paternal wing of the Czar of all the Nash-
waaks. Very many in the audience were
Liberals who went to hear Mr. Foster ex-
plain why he fled from Kings county, and
why Mr. Gibson has been so suddenly seized
with an affection for Foster and his Tory
relations. Butthey were disappointed, and
only heard the same old story of the
National Policy and the wonderful things it
has done for the country, sandwiched in
with a labored explanation of why the
Finance Minister has gone back on his pro-
hibition professions.

The Minister's Surroundings.

deed, and there was very little enthusiasm.
Especially was there a dead silence when
Mr. Foster pronounced an elaborate eulogy
on his patron, Alex. Gibson. Evidently
Mr. Gibson is not'much of a favorite with
a Fredericton audience. On the platform
with the Minister were Alex.

The monkey like
physiogonomy of Hermie Pitts peeped out
from the wings, and was suffused by that
well known grin which indigates the hol-
lowness within. Every Tor;ain the plat-
form group wore a proud“ smile of satisfac-
tion over the unconditional capture of the
Nashwaak King, for was he not at their
very elbows, breathing the same air, and
animated by the same desire.

A Remarkably Healthy Man.

Walter McFarlane, of St. Marys, was in
the chair, and when in response to his in-
troduction, Mr. Foster showed up to the
front of the stage he was given a very cordial
reception. People who expected to. see a
broken down crippled old man who had
retired from Kings county becaiise of ill
bealth, werc surprised to find Mr. Foster
looking well, much better in fact than when
he used to talk temperance and prohibition
from the same platform some fifteen years
ago. The Herald was specially pleased to
discover that Mr. Foster was able to walk
onto the stage without help from any one;
that he never sat down during his nearly
two hours speech, or summoned medical as-
sistance, although Drs. Coulthard and
Coburn were within easy call. The story
circulated the night before that Mr. Foster
was nfet at the depot by a Tory delegation
from Marysville and Fredericton with a
stretcher from Victoria Hospital, and con-
veyed to that institution for treatment, was
thus proved a baseless fabrication. Mr.
Foster's physical health appears excellent,
but his political health has been badly
broken by his experiencesin Kings county,
and will be completely shattered before he
gets through his campaign in York, When
Mr, Foster first appeared on the platform
Wednesday night, he aroused the enthusiasm
of the University students, seated in a body
in the rear of the hall, and they met him
with the college cry: * What’s the matter
with Foster? He's all right,”” and so every-
body present must have thought : Foster is
all right; he is only shamming sick.

Why he Left Kings.

After the Minister had expressed his satis-
faction at the size ot the audience, and his
pleasure at being among his friends in
Fredericton, he spent half an hour at-
tempting to answer some of the queries put
to him last week by Tae HeraLp. First he
endeavored to explain why he was here
seeking a constituency .anyway, and he
blamed it all on the Tory machine. They
had asked him two years ago to come, and
he could’'nt think of declining the invita-
tion. “ Why had he left Kings?” Well,
that was his own business, and he would
not answer the question. The audience
was much disappointed when Mr. Foster
passed over the matter so lightly, but it
was a delicate thing for Mr. Foster to dis
cuss, and he got rid of it as easily as pos-
sible. When a man is quietly told to get
out of a constituency, that his friends don’t
want any more of him, he does not want
to confess the whole thing to the good
Samaritans who ‘have taken him up. Mr.
Foster had evidently been reading THE
HeraLp most diligently during the past
few weeks, and was able to quote verbatim
many of the remarks that have been ap-
plied to him. No doubt if Mr. Gibson had
been called to his feet he could have fully
supplemented anything overlooked by Mr.
Foster. We presume that these gentlemen
sleep with Tae HEraLD under their pillows.

Praises his Master.

Mr. Foster tried to arouse nld memories
when he referred to his college days in
Fredericton,  but while many in the
audience recalled his residence here and
his innocence then of political sin, the
greater number of voters knew him only as
the great tax levier, and the ex-apostle of
prohibition. Mr. Foster complained that
he was called Mr. Gibson’s candidate, and
then proceeded to apply a liberal dose of
taffy to the King of the Nashwaak. He
said that as an exponent of the National
Policy he had a perfect right to expect Mr.
Ghibson’s support. At this point it was ex-
pected the Minister would have mentioned
the proposed $60,000 railway deal, and the
railway bridge bonus, but he was silent on
both points. But 1t was when Mr. Foster
struck his prohibition record that the
audience commenced to smile. He had
been a teetotaler and a prohibitionist since
he was thirteen years old, and while his
friends had not lost faith in him, a good
many people bothered them with ques-
tions about his abandonment of the pro-
hibition platform, and he wanted to brace
them up. He denied that he went to par-
liament pledged to introduce a prohibitory
measure, and told the audience that pro-
hibition would never come till the mem-
bers of the government were prohibition-
ists. His explanations on this point were
very cooly received, and showed from his
own mouth just what his friends have
feared and bhis opponents have known.
The day that Mr. Foster entered the gov-
ernment he threw his prohibition principles
to the wind, and has ever since looked out
for Foster first.
