Such being the ease, it would 
not seem wise to risk trouble by 
a change in the operation of the 
machinery. There is no such 
national crisis here as there was 
in Britain when the political 
leaders were driven into coalition 
as the only means of safety.”

As the official residence of the 
Pontiff, the Vatican has especial 
interest for Catholics ; among 

I feel "futists it is celebrated as possessing 
the most magnificent collection of 
paintings and sculptures in the 
world, says the San Francisco 
Moiiitor.

The Vatican is so-called from 
its situation on the Mûns Vati­

ns, in the extreme north­
western part of the city of Rome. 
It adjoins the basilica of St. Peter, 
and is a little less than a mile 
from the Castle of Saint Angelo, 
with which it communicates by a 
covered gallery built early in the 
fifteenth century. The palace 
itself is one of the most magnifi­
cent in the world, but as it has 
grown by degrees, it consequently 
exhibits a want of architectural 
harmony.

There was a palace attached to 
St. Peter’s certainly in the time 
of Charlemagne and probably 
before the reign of Constantine. 
It did not, however, become the 
permanent residence of the Popes 
until after their return from 
Avignon in 1377. Additions 
were made by. successive Popes, 
and very little of the present 
edifice is older than the time of 
Nicholas V. (1447). The renova 
tion of the old palace, which be 
commenced, was completed by 
Alexander VI, after whom that 
part of the building is now called 
the Borgia Apartment.

The famous Sistine Chapel was 
added by Sixtus IV, in 1474, and 
the Pauline Chapel in 1534 by 
Paul III. The Belvidere Villa 
a shoft distance from the palace 
was constructed by Innocent VIII 
and Julius II connected it with 
the Vatican by means of the 
celebrated loggia and [a terraced 
court.

Some idea of the immensity of 
the palace may be gained from 
the fact that there are over 5,000 
rooms and 200 staircases. The 
Great Staircase is a masterpiece 
of Bernini, and leads to tjy 
audience hall for the reception of 
guests.

In the Pauline Chapel may be 
seen Angelo’s frescoes of the 
•‘Conversion of St. Paul” and 
Crucifixion o£ St, Peter,”

The Chapel of St. Lorenzo has 
a series of remarkable frescoes by 
Fra Angelico.

The “Stanze of Raphael” is the 
name given to four chambers 
decorated by the hand of that 
great master.

The museum is the most mag 
nificent collection of the kind ever 
made. Here are to be seen the 
Laocoon, Apollo Belvedere, the 
colossal Athlete of Lysippus, the 
Cupid of Praxiteles, 3,000 epeci 
mens of ancient monuqiejits and 
innumerable other classic treas
