THE LOST “ EXPLORER.”
K. i. Nrl nlUrh, Hehmarlnr Diver eaj» 

that He Fee ad Twelve Aeger Hale» la the 
Hot taut, and also a Body and Several 
Ton» of Stone.

From the Port Huron Times.
The story recently published about the 

finding of the lost schooner Explorer, 
which was sunk about fifteen years ago 
in Georgian Bay, Iattke Huron, has re­
vived a great deal of the interest that 
was manifested at the time the vessel 
was sunk. The statement that Capt. 
Waddell, who was in command, had 
planned to defraud the insurance com­
panies and also caused tfife death of the 
sailors, is credited by some newspaper* 
as being true, while others emphatically 
stamp it as a slander upon a dead man. 
Capt. Waddell was well known in 
Goderich, and a few years after the Ex­
plorer was lost he was drowned. The 
Goderich Star published a long article 
denying the story printed in several hveal 
papers, and stating that the editor had 
examined the bottom of the boat and 
could not find any auger holes, and fur­
ther that no bodies were found in the 
hole or cabin by the divers. The arti­
cle in the Star is replied to by R G. 
McCulloch, a sub-marine diver of this 
city, who examined the boat and claims 
to have found the auger holes and some 
of the wooden plugs in the hold, and' al­
so the perfect body of a man and the 
bones and putrid flesh of another; but 
he does not pretend to say who scuttled 
the schooner. He writes as follows:
To the Editor of the Port Huron Daily Times.

Sir:—I see by your valuable paper 
that the Goderich Star denies the fact 
that the schounes Explorer was scuttled 
and sunk, as published in the local pa­
pers. I was one of the divers that? 
worked on the Explorer and gave the re-* 
post to the press concerning the scutt­
ling of that craft, and from personal 
knowledge know that the Explorer was 
scuttled.

If the editor of the Star will get the 
harbor-master of Goderich, and go on 
board the Explorer and lift the ‘limber* 
boards, the harbor master ( who 
thoroughly understands his business) will 
show the editor of that paper where he 
can find twelve inch-and-a-half hole»,, 
eight on the starboard side and four on 
the port side.

I will further state that the schooner 
was stripped of all her sails, blocks, rig­
ging and booms, and the sheet blocks 
were cut with a cold chisel, and part of 
the links left on the traveller; and the 
lamp and compass were taken out of the 
binnicle box.

The schooner was weighed with (as 
near as I could judge without weighing) 
fifteen tons of stone, and thirteen lock­
ers in the cabin were also filled with 
stone. There was one perfect body 
found on board with a shirt and pair of 
I wits on, and the bones and putrid flesh 
of another was found on deck, having 
evidently tinted out by the surging of 
the water while we were working at the 
wreck.

The last remnant* of the Onondagas, 
a branch of the “Six' Nations" and the------------------- _________ _____ ________ though the edooaiat will often charge
roort enlightened and powerful tribe of twenty-fire or âfty cents a drink, it ia
all the North American Indiana, are 
gradually but surely becoming extinct 
on a email reservation, five, miles long 
by three wide, some eight mile» south of 
Syracuse, N. Y. Christian Valley ia on 
one aide of the reservation and Cardiff, 
the little hamlet that became famous as 
the birthplace of the fraudulent giant 
who was unearthed in 1859, is on the 
other side. The Onondaga reservation 
contains at present 9690 acres. At one 
time it contained 64,000 acres, but, like 
the great tribe, it grew small by degrees 
and beautifully less. Although civili­
zation surrounds them on all sides, it is 
an undisputed fact that the Onondaga» 
are sadly degenerating. Prior to the 
revolutionary war the Indians of Central 
New York formed an offensive and de­
fensive alliance, and were termed by the 
early settlers the “Six Nations.”

They were composed of the Ononda- 
gas, Cayugas, Oneidaa, Mohawks, Sene­
cas and Tuscaroras. At the breaking 
out of the war for independence the 
Onondagas, of all the North American 
Indians, were the only large tribe that 
espoused the cause of the colonists. All 
others took sides with Great llritnin. 
The Onondagas remained true to the 
struggling colonists, and in considera­
tion of their services, soon after.the close 
of the war, were allowed a reservation 
ten miles square, in the most fertile spot 
in central New York, and added to th&t 
the legislature of New York passed"* 
law allowing the parents of all children 
under 21 years of age 850 each for their 
maintenance. Every few years, by an 
act of legislature, the tribe is allowed to 
sell off a few thousand acres of reserva­
tion on account of a diminution ill num­
bers.

In 1830 they numbered about -4090; in 
1870 nearly 1200, and in 1880 consider­
ably less than 1000. It will only be a 
few years when the once brave, true and 
powerful Onondagas will have complete­
ly passed away.

Their language they still preserve, and 
although surrounded by whites, they re­
ligiously adhere to their old traditions 
and customs. The green corn ceremon­
ies and dances are as rigorously observed 
as they were one hundred years ago. 
Various ministers during the past fifty 
years have tried to convert the < Inonda- 
gas to some settled religious convictions, 
but all to no purpose; the Onondagas

Washington, July 31.—Some doubt 
ii expressed as'to whether the Bill regu­
lating immigration will receive the ap­
proval of the President, in consequence 
of the difficult)* of construing it so as to 
effect only immigrants ns they are ordi­
narily known.

ANOTHER RAILWAY WANTED.
We believe the time has arrived when 

the question of obtaining another line of 
railway to Goderich should be taken up 
in earnest by the ratepayers of our town. 
Day by day the necessity for a compet­
ing line is Incoming apparent, and an 
effort should be made, and made at once 
to meet the necessity.

Without another railway Goderich 
cannot progress. The lake trade has 
fallen off in Goderich, as it has in all 
the other lake ports of Ontario during 
the past few years, and the terminus of 
the G. T. R. branch line at this point 
does not give us the railway facilities which 
a town like Goderich should possess.

Last fall an agitation of some import­
ance was started in Goderich and work­
ed its way to St. Marys, where an effort 
was made to secure connection with the 
C. V. R. at Woodstock, to run through 
to Goderich. Owing to the rumors of 
amalgamation between the C. V. R. 
and the G. W. R., at that time, the 
scheme was allowed to fall through. 
The recent fusion of the G. T. R. and 
G. W. R. once more opens up a prospect 
for securing the C. V. R. road to Gode­
rich. Energetic railway workers have 
the matter under consideration at the 
other end of the proposed line—at 
Woodstock and St Marys—and, if our 
prominent men in Goderich lend their 
assistance, we see no reason w hy the 
scheme could not be finally brought to a 
successful consummation.

Now is the time to take the matter in 
hand. Don’t wait to see what to-mor­
row will bring foith; do the inceptive 
work to-day. Another * til way is want­
ed, and another railway snould be had.

We would suggest that the Mayor 
take an parly opportunity of calling a 
public meeting to discuss the question. 
At the meeting a competent committee 
should be appointed, and the hands of 
the men at the other end of the proposed 
line strengthened.

It will be said by some, w e have a 
railway committee already, and why not 
leave the matter in its hands ? Our ans­
wer to this is that the present committee 
have not shown signs of doing anything, 
and the matter should be attended to at 
once. It is imperative that action should 
be immediately taken in the premises.

The outside towns and villages are al­
ready moving in regard to the question 
of bringing another line into this sec­
tion. It is high time Goderich put it8 
shoulder to the wheel.

Persons who take umbrage hi any­
thing that appears in The Signa:., and 
feel that they must reply, will always get 
a hearing in our columns, if rh:*y keep 
to the question under discussion.

To sing the praises of a trip from Clin­
ton to Duluth may be a song possessing 
many good old notes familiar to the ears 
of some of your readers, but still each 
new or additional rendering may present 
a few features fresh and interesting to 
many. The ground traversed is short, 
consisting of but 12 miles, from here to 
Goderich by the Grand Trunk, where 
once on board the “Ontario,” the largest 
of the Beatty line of steamers, the fami 
liar sight of land is changed to the plea 
sant and refreshing breezes of the noble 
lakes Huron and Superior. To take up 
your space with a description of the ex­
tent of these lakes would be folly, as 
their length, breadth and position are 
well known, or should be, to every 
school boy in our land. The “Ontario” 
is one of a line of three steamers sailing 
regularly from Sarnia to Duluth, touch­
ing first, on their up trip at Goderich, 
where we were awaiting the arrival of this 
one on Wednesday morning, which, 
with its accustomed punctuality, ap­
proached the dock at 7 a. ni To at­
tempt to describe the many surprises, 
in the way ©f attention to travellers from 
first to last, would require a larger 
praisewotthy vocabulary than is at the 
disposal of the writer, but that which 
made tlje most lasting impression, be­
cause it continued from our approach to 
the wharf until we arrived on the return 
trip home, was the desire on the part of 
all connected with the steamer, for the 
care and proper disposal of all passen­
gers, and to give this its full justice the 
one word, complete, must suffice for the 
present. After being comfortably a tow­
ed away in the Ontario with no care or 
dread of a baggage smasher in our mind, 
the first sights of leaving land and ap­
proaching Lake Huron, took up our at 
tention, and to one not familiar with 
such a scene, there is a novelty about it 
not easily described. The motion of the 
steamer Ontario is easy and the progress 
through and over the water so quiet that 
the sense of travelling is difficult to be­
lieve, and it is only by the receding 
shore that this feeling is more fully un­
derstood. The first town we approach­
ed was Kincardine, where we arrived at 
eleven a.in., a distance of thirty-five 
miles, where quite a few passengers 
joined our already large party of excur­
sionists. Proceeding further northward 
about the same distance, we touched 
next at Southampton, where our num­
bers were still more largely augmented 
by tourists and others. A large quanti­
ty of freight, including some horses 
which were being taken to the North 
West, were here taken on board. We 
now sail out into the lake, leaving be­
hind us the western shores of the Pro­
vince of Ontario, towards and past the

uni* brimful I and running over with fun 
and bent on not only enjoying them­
selves but aiding others in feeing happy. 
Many an interesting and humorous inci­
dent could be recounted, but as they 
would only lengthen this article lieyond 
the good-natured indulgence of an edi­
tor. I will pius them by at present and 
inwardly smile over them. The first 
point touched after pawing the Mani- 
toulin Islands, which lu to the north of 
us as wv sail along, is Kilton Landing, 
on St. Joseph’* Island. Here mails 
were exchanged, no pastengers either 
getting off or on. We then strike the 
River tiaublo, a very narrow, rocky 
channel, presenting a scenery that must 
be teen to be appreciated in in its wild­
ness, if plain barren rocks can be called 
such, some of them reaching to alimiet 
a perpendicular height of two hundiel 
feet, a few having small scrubby tamarac 
and spruce on them. This channel is 
being declined by the government, who 
have fourteen dredger now at work 
there, removing the loose rock and soil. 
We now strike Garden Hiver, a smooth, 
beautiful river, varying in width from 
half a mile to two miles, which winds 
its way in a circuitous course from one 
Sault to the other. Both sides of Gar­
den River are inhabited by Indians and 
half-breeds, who, as each steamer passes 
their settlement, treat the passengers to 
seme of their native songs in their na­
tive tongue, the sound coming over the 
water with a cadence agreeable to the 
ear, but possessing a weirdness that can 
only come from the aboriginies of any 
country. Hunting and fishing were the 
occupations that filled the rest of their 
time. These Indians were apparently 
stout, active, able-bodied men. Having 
passed through the windings and enjoy­
ed the scenery of Garden River, we then 
touched the Sault Landing, exchanged 
mails, transferred quite a number of pas­
sengers, freight. Ac., ttmk in a supply of 
vegetables and o:her necessaries, and 
then proceeded almost directly across 
the river to the town of Sault Ste Marie, 
a place of considerable importance and 
really the prettiest spot in the whole 
route. Here coal was the only thing 
taken in. We then, after half an hour’s 
stoppage, struck the Sault Canal, con­
structed by the Americans, which is net 
completed, having two locks capable of 
raisin? or lowering a steamer eighteen 
feet within twenty minutes. A short 
run through this canal brings us into 
Lake Superior; here we again lose sight 
of land, for a distance of about 250 
miles, until we reach Silver Island, on 
which a shaft is sunk now to a depth of 
over 800 feet, and from which very little 
ore is being taken at present, although 
the operators look forward to a much 
better yield. The steamer passes be­
tween the mainland and this Island, ex­
changed mails, thence proceeded 22 
miles westward to Prince Arthur's Land­
ing, a small, but nice little place, and 
the terminus of the Canada Pacific Rail­
way. This is a greit fishing point, 
speckled trout being the principal 
taken, some of which weigh from two to 
seven pounds. While shaking here of 
fish I must say there is as much differ­
ence between those we had to eat on 
board the steamer and what we Wiy in 
inland towns, as there is between cheese 
and chalk. Leaving Arthur’s Landing, 
we approach the termination of our 
journey, a sail of nearly 200 miles, and 
we arrived at Duluth where we could 
find no accommodation for travellers, ' 
and were agreeably complied to remain ; 
during our stay of 24 hours on Liard the 
Ontario. Desiring t

LORIl CHARLES BERENFOR1).
This naval officer,who has been select­

ed to lead the land forces at Cairo until 
the arrival of the British army, was at 
Tiotoria B.C., as lieutenant of H. M. S. 
Clio twenty-one years ago. He was 
then a young, harum - scarum fellow, 
full of fire and energy, and when he 
came ashore with his friends was 
accustomed to make the old Colonial 
Hotel “howl." Shortly before arriving 
at Esquimalt the Clio called in at Hon­
olulu. One night Lord Charles and his 
party, when ashore, knocked the Ha­
waiian eoai-of-anns from the front of the 
U. S. consulate, and carrying it aboard 
ship nailed it up in his room. Next 
morning complaint was made to the cap­
tain of the Clio, who compelled his fris­
ky young lieutenant to carry the insig­
nia ashere, ascend a ladder with ham­
mer and nails, and in the presence of 
several thousand people, restore the 
coat-of-arms to its accustomed place.
