CAUSE AND EFFECT.
Suppose an intelligent viaitor from 

ume distant country to be making a 
tour of inspection along the great water­
way forming for a considerable length 
the boundary between the United States 

And the Dominion of Canada. Still furth­
er, suppose this visitor a mao of average 
Intelligence and of average observation, 
but ignorant of the political events 
which have transpired on either side 
during the past twenty years. The first 
circumstance which would naturally and 
forcibly present itself to him would be 
the great disparity between the indus 
trial centres respectively to the north 
and south of his line of travel. Prescott 
on the one side, Ogdensburg on the 
other. Then in response to Toronto, 
Kingston and Hamilton on the 
North, Buffalo, Cleveland, and To­
ledo would present themselves, more 
than upholding the superiority of the 
South, and this despite the fact that 
Toronto’s growth, at the expense of the 
entire Province, is locked upon as phe­
nomenal. The disparity would become 
more apoarent the further West he pro­
ceeded. There la no need of drawing 
invidious comparisons between Detroit 
and Windsor, Port Huron and Sarnia, 
Saginaw and Goderich, but everywhere 
can be seen on the one side commercial 
enterprise and energy, on the other 
languor and lethargy, not to be accounted 
for by any apparent climatic agencies or 
terrestrial influences. Our hypothetical 
gentleman being, as we have said, a man 
of average intelligence, would at once 
seek for a cause. To trace then at some 
length the real cause of Canadian decay, 
and in conjunction the sources of 
American prosperity will be the subject 
of the present article.

No précipitons mountain chain with 
naccessible front and head crowned with 
perpetual snows, no tempest-torn and 
dangerous ocean was placed by an omni­
potent hand between Canada and the 
United States to serve as a natural 
boundary for future nations, hostile by 
tradition and alien in race. No differ­
ence—at least no great difference— 
geologically speaking, existe. The stra'a 
of Michigan and the strata of Ontario 
are practically the same. The races by 
which both countries are populated are 
almost identical, representing the enter­
prise of the most energetic stock the sun 
ever warmed into being. From these 
facts we may with reason surmise there 
are no direct natural causes for the com­
mercial superiority of the United States. 
But there is an artificial one. Where 
Clod refused to put a natural boundary 
man has placed an unnatural one. The 
tariff is the deadly upas tree beneath 
whose poisonous and deceitful shade the 
growth of Canada is suffocated and her

trade blighted. Her public debt hae In­
creased to eoch an extent as to make 
her almost at bankrupt as Mexico, prior 
to the French invasion, or Egypt ante­
cedent to the English occupation.

But this is a great deal of assertion 
without any proof, and perhaps there 
are few nations more thoroughly pro­
tected than that very nation whoae un­
precedented success has aroused the 
envy and admiration of the world. Did 
not America acquire her greatneea under 
the protective system Î Did aha not in 
thirty years double her population, sup­
press the mightiest conspiracy of modern 
times, wipe out an abnormal public debt, 
attain the foremost financial position fn 
the world from a financial chaos which 
seemed to defy hope! Were not all these 
things done under the wise and benefi­
cent system of protection! But the 
answer is ready and easy—they were 
done in spite of it. They were done un- 
der’the most extensive and the truest 
system of Free Trade in the world. The 
States are an epitome of the world. 
Everything necessary for the comfort 
and even for the luxury of man is pro­
duced within their limits—iron to rival 
the famous Sicilian ores, wood resource, 
perhaps not surpassed in the world, coal 
unlimited, petroleum and cotton to sap- 
ply the earth, grapes hardly deficient in 
quality and surpassing in quantity the 
vineyards of Champagne and Bordeaux, 
figs fully equal to their Syrian or Italian 
prototypes, and oranges superior, if any­
thing,to those raised on the sunny banks 
of the Guadalqniver. With such a 
diversity of soil and climate, such a 
country can put a wall of brasa ten 
cubits high around it, and then exist and 
even prosper on its own resources for 
some considerable time. With Canada, 
unfortunately, the case is different. Her 
climate is practically the climate of the 
North Temperate tone; she cannot pro 
doce within herself everything necessary 
for the decent maintenance of a highly 
civilized people towards the latter part 
of the 19th century. While her mineral 
and her lumber resources are by no 
means Inferior to those of her neighbor, 
her agricultural statua must of necessity 
occupy a much lower rank. The United 
States has a terri: ,ry to trade with in 
eluding the most favored climatic re­
gion* on earth. Canada is restricted lo 
the North Temperate and Frigid Zones. 
This ia the real gist of the question, and 
the obvious solution of the difficulty 
would be to remove the artificial diffi 
cultiea which impede the natural circu­
lation of trade. It would be a double 
advantage, or, to put it more correctly,ii 
would be a reciprocal advantage; fit 
would open a market for Montreal hone 
es on the confines of Mexico,and Galves­
ton merchants would push their trade 
under the Arctic ’circle. But perhaps it 
may be said that a reciprocal treaty with 
the United States wonld necessitate 
strained relations with Great Britain 
So be it. Canada has outgrown her 
babyhood. Is ehe to be forever in leid 
ing strings? Thus far we have endeavored 
to trace the relation between cause and 
effect. The disease is apparent ? the 
remedy ia apparent—it remains only t< 
apply it. ________________

WHAT OUR REPRESENTATIVE8 ARE 
OOINO IN PARLIAMENT.

1RS Sykest

Toronto, March 17.—The 
week that ia just closed 
feeling of nneeNnera ae regarda the Rykart 

■a. It was hoped that the storm weald be 
ever by new. But the anticipations ia title re­
spect have failed of realisation owing to the de­
termination of the Ministerial caucus te treiw- 
fer the matter to the Prlvtlegee Committee 
The propoeitioo looking to this movement, 
which will be made to-day, mama 
destined to produce an acrimonious debate 
It ia certain that the discussion will 
be the more heated and that the Opposition 
wfll antnr into it with a greater assuranoe see­
ing that three of the Conservative members, 
one by his voice and vote and two by their 
votes alone, have pronounced against delay, 
and ia favour of an immediate judgment 
Consistency will not allow these members to 
support the reference, sad nothing but a dis­
tinct promise that the work and the report 
of the committee shall be prompt, will per­
mit certain of the other* to agree to it 

«song » some Conservative» there is 
a theory that the transference of the ques­
tion to the committee will lead to a conveni­
ent shelving of the unsavoury dish. Tbs 
idea is that the committee can deal only 
with irregular elections and with breaches of 
the Independence of Parliament Act; when 
the cnee reaches the committee it will enquire 
whether or not the Independence Act hae 
been violated, and will And that, viewed from 
that etandpoint, there u nothing in the con­
duct of the member for Lincoln to condemn. 
It was distinctly stated by Sir Richard Cart­
wright that no breach of the Act is charged. 
The accusation ia not that the written law 
has been broken, but that the accused mem­
ber hae done as a trustee that which is 
highly culpable It is stated that Lotis 
Riel did not violate the Independence 
of Parliament Act by sitting and voting in 
Parliament while enjoying favors from the 
Government. Yet Mr. Bowell thought it 
quite proper to move for his expulsion. There 
can be no doubt that the Opposition will 
oppose the reference on thej ground that the 
evidence that the "crime of crimes’’ has been 
committed, is plain enough already.

Another unfinished matter which will evoke 
a great deal of interest during the coming 
week is the Orange Biff. This measure hae 
been lodged in the Senate for the past ten 
days. It has been postponed from time to 
time, and it was just about to beset for Mon­
day when it was discovered that this would 
be St Patrick’s day. So a delay until Tues­
day waa decided upon. The prospecte of the 
the bill in the Senate are believed to be very 
good. That body contains 28 Roman Catho- 
and 42 non-Catholics.

The discussion in the Commons with rea­
ped to the subsidy to the West India steam­
ers was one of the breeziest we have had for 
many a day. It was short and sharp: and it 
brought out some fine language.

Mr. Davies asked how much Mr. Baird’s 
company paid for the lease of the steamer; 
but the Finance Minister refused to tell, de­
claring that this was a private matter in 
which Parliament had no concern. Mr. 
Welsh, one of the island members, and a 
Liberal, supported Mr. Foster in his reticence. 
Thereupon Sir Richard Cartwright came to 
the front with the statement that, as the 
treasury is often plundered, it is thè duty of 
the House to know all the details of every 
transaction. After some lively words be­
tween these Ministers, Mr. Baird gave too 
information sought, adding that, though in 
the company, be had not entered voluntarily, 
but purely, seeing that be was a crank on the 
subject, with a view to assisting the W eet 
India trade, which some predicted would fall 
through just as a vessel sinks on the reef.

Mr. Blake and Mr. Weldon then had a re­
markable passage at arms wherein the former 
assailed Mr. Baird and his scheme pretty 
severely, and Mr. Weldon in reply proceeded 
to drees down Mr. Blake in no unmistakeable 
manner. Pointing at Mr. Blake, he said:
It is glorious to have a giant’s strength, but 
it is tyrannous to use it as a giant, and 
when I hear an" hon. member of the great 
eminence of Mr. Blake—of whom I heard but 
yesterday one of the most distinguished mem­
bers of this House say that he regarded him 
as one of the three or four speakers of our 
English tongue now living—throw his vhole 
weight and his whole strength against 
young member who has been here only three 
or four years, I regret that it is not 
parliamentary to use such terms as coward 
and bully on the floor of this House. Why 
does not the hon. gentleman measure words 
with a hale and strong gladiator like myself ! 
Mr. Davies, also took a hand in the 
matter and deplored such an extraordinary 
attack on the honored and trusted party 
ex-leader. Mr. Blake closed the episode with 
the speech of a peacemaker.

The deputation from Toronto re Esplanade 
matters did not fare so badly after all. 
When they got down to Ottawa, it was found 
that the cause of the bill was lost, and the 
choice lay between expropriation and an 
amicable arrengement. The Railway Com­
mittee gave the Toronto men to understand 
this pretty plainly. But the final outcome 
was a new agreement, which in the opinion 
of several was a good bargain for Toronto.

On Frid ay, Mr. I-aurier brought in a mo­
tion complaining that too much time had 
already been waited by the House, and hold­
ing the Government responsible. The only 
result of the early session, he said, was that 
members would be kept in Ottawa longer than 
usual.

Hon. Peter Mitchell added the insinuation 
that the budget might 1st kept back so as to 
give Conservative merchants an opjtort.inity 
to profit by "tips” given them concerning 
the tariff changes.

To this Hon. George E. Foster said the 
Third Party must surely be joking; denied 
the charge in toto, aud informed the house 
that the Budget would probably be delivered 
on Friday or early the following week.

The Local Honsc.
The only matter of sjiocial import brought up 

this week in the Local House was Mr. Gibson’s 
license bill. Mr. Gibson made a very impor­
tant addition to his measure which will en­
tirely prohibit the sale of liquor on vessels

Mr. Meredith objected to the clause which 
enacts that in a breach of the liquor act 
there shall be no appeal from the decision of 
a police magistrate. He lacked that faith 
possessed by the Provincial Secretary in 
those officers.

In this discussion the license granted to On­
tario’s little Killarney was brought up, and 
Mr. Hardy had occasion to say that the Gov­
ernment could not override the license com­
missioners. The right of granting licenses 
has been vested in these officers. The bill 
was passed.

The members are still introducing new 
legislation, and among the bills there are 
many pertaining to the municipal and 
assessment acta

Mr. Drury brought in a bill providing 
a means for extinguishing Area

Live Stork Market.
Montreal, March 17th.—There were about 

150 head of butchers' cattle, 50 sheep and 
lambs and 150 calves offered at the East End 
abattoir today. The prices of cattle are still 
advancing, but the butchers were buying 
rather sparingly, in hopes of more liberal 
supplies coming in shortly. None of the cat­
tle offered today were very choice, and the 
highest price paid here today was 4gc per lb.,
at whicn rate Mr George Nicholson bought 
seven steers, which weighed 7,300 lbs. Pretty 
good cattle sold at from 4c to 4$c per lb.; 
rough steers, oxen and bulls at from 3Jc to 4c 
do.; common dry cows and milkmen’s strip­
pers at from 3c to 3Jc per lb. There was a 
brisk demand for the best calves and prices 
were from $3 to $12 each. Mutton critters 
are in active demand at advancing rrtes, 
and a good many of them are bought up be­
fore reaching the market. Messrs Brown 
Bros, bought 45 sheep at $6.50 each. Spring 
lambs are declining in price, or from $3.50 to 
85 each, very few going at more than $4.25. 
The prices of fat hogs are looking up and 
they bring rather more than 5c per lb.

No part of the body is free from the 
erupt ion of herpes, since, rather curious­
ly, it is an affection due directly to some 
disturbance m the nerves of the region.
Any nerve trunk may be affected, and 
there will then appear along the course 
of its branches crops of reeicles,eimilsr to 
those met with on the lips, and accom­
panied usually by severe neuralgic pains.

The eruption is commonly met with 
directly above the eyes, on the neck, 
about the body and on thp limbs. Usual­
ly when it occurs upon the trunk it pass­
es half way round the body, from the 
apinal column forward, in the form of a 
half girdle, and in that case constitutes 
what is known as “shmglea.”

Il the vesicles form within the mouth 
the.r upper eurfsoe is quickly worn away, 
and,|sinall, ulcerated surfaces remain,

Producing the vo-oalled “canker sores."
he different varieties of herpes are 

generally classed as separate diseases.and 
yet there is evidently some relationship 
among them all.

Herpes is not contagious, and the term 
which follows the course of the nerve dia- 
trihution rarely recurs in the same indi­
vidual Perhaps it iray yet he proven 
that this ia one of the diseases caused by 
» specific germ, hut at present the ques­
tion must remain in doubt. Since it is 
» limited disease, getting well of itself, 
generally within two weeks, there is 
little to be done except to relieve the 
disagreeable sensations produced by the 
presence of the eruption.

If the crust which haa formed ie re­
moved too early, an ulcerated surface ii 
left and recovery ia delayed. For pro­
tecting the parta from irritation, vaseline 
or «impie salves, affords relief. No 
method of shortening the course of the 
affection ia known, and those cases which 
are supposed to have been cut abort by 
special mode of treatment were probably 
not typical cases of the disease, but 
underwent a spontaneous cure.

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Hew le Have Good Health.
One of the best ways to keep in good 

health ia not to think or worry too much 
about it. If you are strong and well, 
don’t imagine that some insidious disease 
may be secretly attacking your constitu­
tion. Eat and drink what you desire, as 
long aa it agrees with you. Your «torn 
ach knows pretty well what it can digeat. 
Plain, simple food ia desirable, aa a 
general thing, but the luxuries of the 
table, in moderation, wiH do no harm.

Take all the sleep you can get, but re­
member that the necessrry amount 
varies greatly for different persona. Some 
roust sleep nine hours, while others 
thrive under aix. Qoly don’t rob your- 
eelf of what you really need. - The “mid­
night oil" is a very expensive illuminant 
to burn, either for purposes of labor or 
study of any sort.

Avoid sudden changes of temperature. 
Tou cannot avoid them in New England, 
but you can guard against them by al­
ways wearing flannel underclothing. The 
lightest grade of flannel sold, especially 
for summer wear, ia a great life-preser­
ver, and nut oppressively warm, even in 
the hottest weather.

Always treat a common cold with great 
respect. Ninety-nine cases out of a 
hundred it will got well anyway, but the 
hundredth cold, if neglected, may load 
to bronchitis, |ppeumonia, or contump- 
tion. It is beet to take no chances. — 
Scientific American.

Care should be taken not to break them 
off, ea the plant will start op again. Two 
or three Tinea only should be left in each

My experience in raising potatoes is 
that one year's trial ie not sufficient to 
thoroughly teat the value of seed, a» it ia 
possible to select out the smell tubers, 
and in a well prepared eoil and with good 
cultivation secure a good yield. But if 
the smell tubere from thia crop are again 
selected and thia ia done the third time, 
1 em satisfied the result» will be unsatis­
factory. It ia mainly because only one 
trial ia given that so many are willing to 
claim that the email tubers make good 
seed. But if the plan ia followed success 
ively the difference will become sufficient­
ly evident. The principal reason for 
using whole tubers for eeed ia that 
larger amount of plant food ia furnished 
and the plant secures a much better start 
to grow.

One or two eyes will send up the 
vines, but in cutting the amount ot 
available plant food ia much les» than 
when whole tubere are used, and 
peoially if they are of a good size.

I prefer to drop one tuber in a hill and 
cover deep. Unless the eeed ia planted 
very early, deep covering ia the best. 
Tbe eoil should be well prepared, made 
loose and mellow before planting the 
seed. Then by planting deep the sur­
face can be kept leyel and et the same 
time thorough cultivating can be given. 
The last two years I have planted my 
crop after thia plan and have secured 
good yields, of good quality of tubers, 
better than the average.

It ia as important with potatoes ai 
with any other crop to have good eeed 
and the differeocs in the yield, both as 
regarda the quality and quantity, will 
mane the additional cost profitable.

The Deadly fold Red.
If trustworthy statistics could be hid 

of the number of persons who die every 
year, or become permanently diseased, 
from sleeping in damp or cold beds, they 
would probably be astonishing and ap­
palling. It ie a peril that constantly be­
sets travelling men, and if they are 
wise they will invariably insist on having 
their beds aired and dried, even at the 
risk of causing much trouble to 
their landlords. But the peril 
resides in the home, and the 
cold “spare-room’’ haa slain its thousands 
of hapless guests, end will go on with its 
slaughter till people learn wisdom. Not 
only the guest but tbe family often suf­
fer the penalty of sleeping in cold rooms, 
chilling their bodies at a lime when they 
need all their bodily heat, by getting be­
tween cold sheets. Even tn warm sum­
mer weather a cold, damp bed will get 
in ite deadly work. It is a needless 
peril, and the neglect to provide dry 
rooms and beds has in it the elements 
of murder and auicide.

Tidily Clothed.
Farm labor necessarily eoile the cloth­

ing, but overalls are cheap and should 
be worn, and to protect from tbe waist 
up is a garment called » “jerk" (for 
short), which can be bought for fifty 
cents. These should be kept clean and 
whole. I have eaten at farmer»’ tables 
where animal haire were flying, a»d 
stable scent from thoae who had been 
caring for the stock. The farmer should 
keep a long frock hanging in the barn to 
be put on whenever horeee are to be 
curried or cows milked. When evening 
recurs let the outaide work-raiment be 
put off, and in white collar and slippers 
the firmer is prepared to enjoy hia otium 
cum dignitate. The greatest error the 
agriculturist makes in hfs costume, 
especially the farm laborer, ia to pur­
chase ready-made eults—worth little for 
hard usage. Good clothing made to 
order by a competent tailor, although 
the first cost be twice aa much, will en­
dure four times the service, besides the 
gratification of a good fit and one’s pre­
sentable appearance.

Tidily clothed, a man has more re­
spect for himselt, and others esteem 
him more highly. His example will 
prove contagious with wife and children, 
and the happinesa of all concerned ia 
greatly augmented. Another error is 
constantly wearing top-boots of leather 
or rubber. They cause the feet and 
ankles to perspire freely, thereby weak­
ening the parte and many times produc­
ing varicose veins of the lower limbs, a 
life-long annoyance. Rubber boots 
should be worn only in wet or muddy 
weather, and leather boots very seldom, 
if at all. Felt boots with leather over 
shoes are the easiest, most sensible and 
effective footgear invented for winter 
use. Leather shoes should be worn in 
summer ; they are fighter than boots 
and tire the feet and lege less. To keep 
dirt, thistle», etc., out, anklets can be 
made of the lower parts of old trousers 
legs by sewing straps across the bottoms, 
cutting slits in the tops and shirring 
them up with cords. They are just as 
effectual in keeping out snow. Shoes 
and felt boots give the air access to the 
feet and ankles, which is a necessary 
oooeideration. —Terra.

It should also be » warning 
to the boy» themselvea and to other» 
who, perhapa, are no better than these, 
but who have not happened to be dis­
covered in their wrong-doing, and should 
teach them that honesty is the best poli­
cy and that such disreputable conduct ia 
a very poor way to commence life, and 
that sooner or later it is sure to load to 
disgrace and ruin.—Seaforth Expositor.

We have a tiny sugar-bowl and cream 
pitcher for the tray, which are very con­
venient, aa well as an addition to the 
dainty appearance ; these may be bought 
of the pretty “Pomona” ware, for 
twenty five cents,^ or if one decorates 
china, they can be"made very charming. 
If one is the happy possessor of a tiny 
tete-a-tete set, or'one nf the small old- 
fashioned cut glass sets, so much the 
better.

Of course the linen and ohina for the 
tray should be soin reproche, and a little 
oareful forethought will always select the 
cup and plate that the invalid is known 
to be fond of. “Things taste ao much 
better out of pretty dishes,”—how often 
we hear that. A bit of scarlet germnium, 
with a leaf, or a spray of brilliant bar­
berries in a tiny “bud” vase, is a dainty 
addition to the tray, and welcomed by 
the weary invalid, - .. j, —-•---- *'

Now fqr a few recipes which will be 
fouSd practical and useful 

Simple Wine Jelly.- One-half box 
gelatine, one tablespoon powdered gum- 
arabic, one pint port wine ; put all in a 
pitcher, cover with white paper, and let 
stand two hours ; then put in farina- 
kettle, bring to a boil, strain, pour iu 
mould and cool. Cut in tiny pieues to 
serve

Rennet Wine, for making custard — 
Clean and dry three inches of calf ren­
net, put it into a pint of sherry, and set 
away to use. Three tablespoonfuls will 
be euough to curdle a quart of milk.

Raiinet Guitar,!.—To nne qu»;t of 
warm milk add three tablesponnfuU of 
rennet wine, and 6ve teaspoonfuls of 
sugar ; flavor if wished. C.re should be 
taken to have the milk not hot, but 
warm.

Arrow Root Custard.—One t»Me- 
ipoouful arrow root, one egg, oue pint of 
milk, one tabiespounful sugar. Mix the 
arrow root to a paste with a little of the 
cold milk ; put the remainder of the 
milk in a feline-kettle ; when it boils, 
stir in the arrow root, egg and sugar 
well beaten together, etir and cool.

Bouillon —Five pounds of juicy beef 
cut in amsll pieces, and simmered slowly 
for two and one half hours, in two quarts 
of water. Remove every bit of fat, 
•train through a clolb, season with salt, 
no pepper.

Codfish. —Cut in tiny pieces a piece of 
codfish, and pour over it boiling water, 
to freshen it ; pour off the water, add 
some cream. This is nice poured over 
toast.

Sea-moss Blanc-msnge.—Wash thor­
oughly a cup of Irish moss. Put a quart 
of milk in a farina-kettle, and add the 
moss ; when the milk is well thickened, 
strain and cool. It can be served with 
powdere-t'sugar, or sugar, cream and a 
bit of fruit jelly. This will be found 
nutritious, and acceptable to the most 
sensitive stumsoh.

Tosst-weter and tamarind water were 
drinks highly valued in illness by our 
grandmothers. Toast-water is made by 
putting pieces of toasted bread in a glass 
jar, and covering the pieces with water. 
When the water is colored, it ia ready to 
drink. To preoare tamarind water, put 
a cup of tamarinds in a quart of cold 
water, and let it stand a day,then strain 

Panada was an invalid delicacy highly 
valued fifty years ago, and will be found 
nourishing and palatable. It is made 
by toiling together for three minutes 
one glass of wine and three of water ; 
add a teaspoonful of lemon-juice, a cup 
of grated bread crumbs ; boil one min 
ute, then serve. A grating of nutmeg 
will add to the fl vvor, but it is not ad­
vised fur an invalid.

Toast can be made to look tempting 
by cutting off the crust of the slice, cut­
ting out the crumb with a tiny cake-cut­
ter, then toasting.

Never add pepper or other spices to 
food for an invalid, and use as little but­
ter—it is needless to say, that of the 
beet quality,—as possible.

Hints for Towns Housekeepers.
During cold weather, when food can 

be kept for several days without fear of 
its spoiling, one morning each week de­
voted to replenish the weekly supply of 
bread, cake, etc., will do for an ordinary 
sized family.

A wise housekeeper can calculate cor­
rectly the amount which will be required 
for the week and bake accordingly. 
When one has the materials about and the 
oven is hot it takes only a little extra ef­
fort to do the principal part of this work 
for the week and will be a great saving 
of time and fuel in the end, neither of 
which items should be over-looted ; it is 
a better plan than baking a little now 
and then, which really keeps oue busy 
every morning.

System should be one of the principal 
elements of the work, thus saving un­
necessary fatigue. Before beginning the 
work know exactly what and how much 
of each article of food is required, then 
arrange the sugar, spices, eggs, etc., 
which will be needed within easy reach, 
so that you will not make yourself un­
necessary work by toiling the contents of 
the closet shelves in your endeavor to 
find needed articles when your hands 
are dusted with flour. Supposing, for 
Instance, that cookies are to be made; 
they require almost constant attention,so 
it is a good plan to make them first, and 
while attending te those which are bak­
ing sugar can be measured for cakes , 
eggs beaten, baking powder measured 
and flour sifted; apples peeled for pies, 
etc. As soon as the last tin of cookie» 
ii taken from the oven the cakes may

be put in, and while they are baking the 
pie» c*n be made end ready to bake aa 
eouli a. tbs overt it empty again, thus 
making no delay and yet utilizing time 
ami heat to the beat advantage.

8 one people laber under the impree- 
•">11 that pastry ia not palatable unless it 
■a eaten alnle perfectly freab, but tnia ia 
» mistake. O course there era excep­
tion-* tn this rule. Custards for example 
muni tin eaten within a few houre after 
they are baked or the delicious flavor end 
firmness if the compound ia lost. A 
great ileal of i.eiicioua pastry ia rendered 
unfit lor use within e few hours after it 
IS baked by the careless manner in which 
it is put away. Pastry should never be 
alio.ml to stand uncovered for any 
le gih of time, as the dry air of a room 
absorbs the ni'.isture, thus making the 
food inateleea and dry When bread ia 
taken from the oven, spread a heavy cot­
ton cloth upon the table and, after letting 
tliu bread oof for five minutes, slip care 
fudy from i he tins—a sudden heavy jar 
will injure the light delicate texture of 
the bread—and cover with a clean towel.

When the bread is perfectly cold, 
which will be in two hours, put it away 
at once in a clean, well aired tin box, or 
a large atone jar; keep in a cool, dry 
store room and you will find it moist 
and delicious until the last monel is ueel 
at ihe end of the week.

Either unooe or apple pies can be kept 
for a week with perfect success ; many 
housekeepers complain that their pie 
crust* becomes aoggy in a abort time, 
which trouble ia easily explained; the 
crust is under done and the filling of the 
pie too watery. Unless apples are unus­
ually dry no water should be n»«d in 
form moist qciL.saa-t^ie melted sugar

jJÎce of the fruit is quite sufficient. 
Bake the crust until well done but not 
too brown, at it spoilt the appearance of 
the pies. Following these directions 
will relieve the young housekeeper of 
soggy pies.

Mince meat should never be made 
sloppy, as the excess of juice will boil 
over unless precaution is taken and will 
render the pie unsightly. If the under 
crusts of lemon, cocoanut and pumpkin 
piee are well baked they will keep moist 
and nice for two day» at least in cold 
west her if kept in a dry plaae.

At soon at pies are oold' they should 
be carefully slipped from the plates in 
which they were baked upon clean ones 
and put away in large shallow tin pie 
boxes which can be obtained expressly 
for this purpose.

Cookies, jumbles and Co rhnute can 
be easily kept for two » ek ,f one so de­
sires; doughnuts should . • mid on sheets 
of white piper or a large sieve until cold, 
and cookies spread out on sheets of pa­
per or a clean thick cloth. It is perhaps 
needless to say that every particle of 
flour that has adhered to them should 
be wiped off with a clean cotton cloth be­
fore putting them in the cake box. 
(linger snips will retain their crispness 
for a greater length of time if kept in a 
stone jar.

•The TERRIBLE CRIME OF TWO TOR-

Î ONTO TOUGHS.

bow They Tried to Make a Young Lady 
Surrender the Key of a Cash Drawer- 
A Mnrderous Assault on a York-street 

! Old Clo’ Man in St. John’s Ward.
■ Toronto, March 20.—Two diabolical and 
dare-devil crimes were perpetrated in Toronto 
In broad daylight yesterday, one in St. John’s 
"Ward and the other in the West End. The 
latter, for downright brutality, exceeds any­
thing heard of in the criminal records of 
this city for years.

At 4% o’clock yesterday afternoon two 
young men entered Elias Rogers’ branch coal 
office at No. 578 Queen-street west. The only 
person in the place at the time was Miss 
Eliza McCarron, who resides at 178 Mutu&l- 
gtreet and who has charge of the office.

Before the young lady could address the two 
men they sprang over the counter. One of them 
caught her by the throat and rushed her up 
against the north wall of the room, while the 
other made a dash for the cash drawer, 
which contained $ 156. Miss McCarron had a 
few moments before locked the drawer and 
put the key in her pocket.

Finding himself foiled by the drawer being 
locked, Robber No. 2 made a spring at the 
unfortunate girl, demanding with a string of 
oaths that she surrender the key. Instead of 
doing so she began to scream for help, where­
upon her first assailant threw her against the 
red-hot stove and held her there while the 
other attempted to find the pocket in which 
was the key.

Miss McCarron redoubled her cries for help 
and the two villains, becoming scared, 
dropped their victim, again jumped the 
counter and disappeared. When a gentle­
man passing by and bearing the 
«creams entered the office, he found the lady 
lialf fainting on the floor. Her right ear and 
arm were badly burned, and the marks on her 
throat where the cruel villain had gripped 
her were plainly visible.

Meanwhile Detective Porter, who is sta­
tioned in St. Andrew’s Market Station, had 
started out to look for a well-known thief 
named Charles Lappin. for whose arrest he 
had a wa rant. He saw his man on Queen- 
street west walking in the company of Tom 
Patterson of 174 Parley-avenue, another 
young man well known tcMhe police. As 
soon as Lappin caught sight of the of­
ficer he started to run, but After a 
five-minute chase Porter had secured his man, 
and in Another 10 had him safely locked up. 
While there be was told of the outrage to 
which Miss McCarron had been subjected, 
and as the description of her assailants 
answered to that of Patterson and 
Lappin, Porter left the station to find 
the former. He caught him on Portland- 
gtieet.o and after seeing him safely housed 
brought down Miss McCarron to see if she 
could identify the prisoners. On seeing them 
she at once declared that they were the two 
who had sc» brutally attacked her. This 
morning they will be asked to plead to a 
charge on which, if convicted, they will receive 
loog terms in the penitentiary.

Morris Goldstein, who keeps a second-hand 
store at No. 301 York-str *et. hud quite as ex­
citing an experience with thieve* as Miss 
McCarron, but in the matter of injuries he 
was not quite so fortunate os the young lady', 
as he lays in the accident ward at the Gen­

era» Hospital with 37 wounds on his head and 
face and covered with bandages. The attack 
on Mr. Goldstein occurred during the afternoon 
in an upper room of No. 37 Elizabeth-street, 
occupied by a Mrs. Sturgess. Here is how 
Mr. Goldstein told the story himself 
after he had had his wounds dressed 
by Drs. Allen, Cuthberteon and Chambers:

This afternoon a young man about 19 years of 
age came into my shop and stated that he had 
some clothing that he wished disposed of at 87 
Elizabeth street. 1 put about $300 in my pocket 
and accompanied him to the house. I was taken 
into a bedroom, where I saw another young man. 
As soon as I entered the room the door wae 
locked and the men demanded my money. I be 
came frightened and gave them a couple of 
dollars and said that it was all that I had in my
possession. One of the men then said, “ D---- n
you. give us more than that or we will brain you,” 
and suiting the action to his words, 
he struck me over the head with a 
water pitcher, felling me to the ground. 1 
screamed and tried to break away, but I wat 
again knocked down, the villains this time break 
inga basin over my head. One of them threw me 
on the floor, while the other covered my face with 
a pillow, and while in this position I was robbed 
of all the money I had, about $197.

They then took me by the arms and tried tc 
throw me out of the window, but the sash caught 
me by the legs and I was unable to help myself. 
While I was trying to get free the two men washed 
themselves in a basin and ran out of the front 
door. I then fainted.

As soon as the news was received at Police 
Headquarters, detectives were stationed at 
the various railway stations to intercept the 
would-be murderers should they attempt tc 
leave the city. Detective John Cuddy was as­
signed to Union Station,and just as he arrived 
the 2.50 express was pulling out for Hamilton. 
He made a race after it and swung on to the 
rear steps. From the correct description 
given by Mr. Goldstein of his assailants 
Cuddy had no difficulty in recognizing twe 
young men in the smoking-car as the 
parties wanted. They were securely hand­
cuffed, the train was stopped and they were 
taken to police headquarters. They wert 
searched, but only about $12 and tickets for 
Buffalo were found on their persons. Theii 
clothing was saturated with blood. On being 
questioned the oldest of the men stated that 
they were from New York and that their 
birthplace was Germany. They were both 
clean shaved and appeared much frightened. 
They gave their names as Charles Schoenhob 
and Charles Kahl.

They were taken to the hospital, where 
Goldstein had no difficulty in recognizing 
them as his assailants. J. Goldstein, son of 
the injured man, was at the hospital when 
the prisoners were brought in for identifica­
tion. As soon as the victim recognized the 
men, young Goldstein struck Kahl in th« 
face knocking him down.

Mrs. Sturgess says the men have been 
rooming with her for four weeks. They 
seemed to have no occupation* They told 
the woman that they were from New York.

The jury in the Massev-Maclean libel case 
late yesterday afternoon returned a verdict 
of not guilty. The court awarded the de 
fendant his costs against the private prose­
cutor, H. A. Massey. The main point was 
thus stated in the judge’s charge to the jury 
“That if they found that Mr. Massey had 
metaphorically speaking, using the words of 
the alleged libel, deluded and humbugged 
Dr. Potts, Dr. Dewart and the other pro­
moters of the Federation scheme in the same 
way, metaphorically speaking, as Hayfork 
Jones had humbugged, swindled and deceived 
the farmers, then Mr Maclean’» pies of 
jui.tificutioa was substantially established.
