a crop of wheat until this year cannot
fail to impress one with the unlimited
potentialities of this wonderful area.
The course is along the old Fort Ben-
ton trial which was used chiefly in the
fall of the year, when water was scarce
to bring supplies into Macleod from
Montana. Those were the days when the
bull-whacker was in his glory and whis-
key was smuggled freely. Although the
trail has been trodden for thirty-five
years ,through all seasons of the year,
it is better today than when it first wore
away,. the sod. The prairie is still the
home of the gopher, the badger and the
roving Indians, while on all sides there
is an immense profusion of roses and
wild flowers indicating that the vegeta-
tion thig year has been prolific.

The Passing ofthe Rancher. :

So it has been for years. A marvel-
lous change, however, is sweeping over
the prairie. Four years ago there was
scarcely a settler along the trail from
Macleod to the trading post at Standoff,
a distance of twenty-two miles. Twelve
miles west of Standoff was the famous
Cochrane ranch where thousands of cat-
tle were counted on the hills, while just
opposite the trading post are the build-
ings of the old Oxley ranch. At Standoff
there has long stood a hostelry for the
prairie travellers' and a trading post for
the Indians. It is between Macleod and
Standoff that the transformation is in
progress. Within the past few years
ranchers have come into the country and
turned their horses and cattle on the
prairie to feed and multiply. 'They soon
saw the opportunities for farming as
well as ranching. Last year hundreds
of acres of prairie sod were turned and
fall wheat sown and this year many
more -acres of spring wheat were prepar-
ed for seed. The harvest is now on.
Daring the day the rancher-farmer is at
work with his binder and at night he
gets some sort of @& nightmare and by
morning his wheat is in stooks.
A Glorious Vista.

They appear to
be short in the straw and are plagued
with gophers but the yield will be large
and the grade excellent. «

The Passing of the Cochrane Ranch.

The Cochrane ranch is almost a house-
hold word. in Southern Alberta. An en-
ormous area of 67,000 acres was ranched
by the Cochrane TLand Co. and many
horses and cattle in ‘Alberta today carry
their brand. Two years ago the entire
ranch was sold to the Mormon people at
$6 per acre ,the deal being negotiated
by Mr. Woods, the president of the
Mormon settlement, which is there now.
The change which has come over this
listrict is typical of the general trens-
formation which is going on in varying
degrees all over this country. The fields
are being fenced in and when your cor-
respondent saw them away in the dis-
tance, they dotted the landscape like
vellow patches of geld.

First Crop of Winter Wheat.

The trading pcst at Standoff is situat-
ed on a large stretch of rich bottom land
Iving beween the river Kootenai and the
Belly, which rivers join a short dis-
tance to the east. This large area com-
nrising 3,400 acres is owned by Mr, Geo.
Pearson, who formerly was in the em-
nloy of the Cochrane Ranch Co. Ten
vears ago Mr. Pearson took over the
trading post and shortly after bought
oyt the Oxley ranch which lies opposite.
There is an ideal ranching and farming
district of the richest bottom land. Mr.
Pearson is a joint Pancher and farmer.
He has 150 head of eattle and 150 Clydes-
dale horses. Of thesg!félir fwo years olds
recently sold for $3.080. ¥ast year the
first sod of the Oxley ranch was turned
and 50 acres of winter wheat were sown.
This spring an additional 150 acres were
prepared and sown.to spring wheat, and
Mr. Pearson’ new ‘his 115 ascres of land
which will be seaded down ‘as 'soon as the
men can find time to do it. Harvest has
begun on the winter wheat and Mr.

LETHBRIDGE HAS
“INNENSE CRoP

Even Last Year's Record Figures
Wil Be Outstripped This Year--
Big Finaneial Returns.

By a Staff Correspondent.

Lethbridge, Aug. 10—Harvesting op-
ened early in the Lethbridge district
this year and opened with a rush. On
July 23 cutting began on the farm of
T. Bi;Dupham. This is thought to be
a reeord, for the district and probably
for .the province. - W. Fairiield,
diregtor of the Lethbridge FExperi-
mental farm, set the binders to work
on his, winter wheat on July 25, the
day of the visit of the Minnesota edi-
tors.;. Other.farmers followed in gquick
sucepssion: and by this time nearly
all the winter wheat has béen cut. The
cutting of spring wheat will begin
about August 12, and se far advanced
is this crop that much of the winter
wheat will remain in stook until all
the wheat is cut. C._K. Daniel will
commence cutting oats on his farm
tomorrow. Many of the smaller fields
of oats.have already been cut. The
little barley in the distriet is being
cut this week., Two threshing outfits
set ‘out for the scene of operations to-
day ‘and by the beginning of next week
threshing will be quite general.

What of the Harvest.

Winter wheat is decidedly -the crop
oi the Lethbridge district. In spite
of high- water and dry weather the
yield :this year will be a record break-
er. In fact it is believed that the yield
per acre will be greater than oats. The
stooks. of grain are standing so thick
in the field that' it requires a quiet

horse and careful drivingto make any|g])

progress over the stubble. The straw
is long and clean, the heads are heavy
and. of good length, and the kernels
are well filled. The yield is expected
to average from 35 to 40 bushels per
acre. and the grade will be exception-
ally first class.

The spring. wheat stands well )nnl
will only be a fair crop. The seed did
not get a chance to sprout before the |
rains of -the month of June and thiw,"

that 100 acres of winter wheat on his
farm will easily go 40 bushels to the
acre and 1.200 acres of spring wheat
will yield 25 bushels.to the aere. In
the same district a great deal of alf-
alfa has been ‘grown on non-irrigated
land. R. WHeeler has 280 acres of this
wonderful clover and Alex. Ross cut
the second crop on his farm on August
5. He will have three good crops this
year.
Breaking for Winter Wheat.

A feature of the Lethbridge distriet
is the very considerable areas that are
being broken for-winter wheat. It is
estimated that the acreage next year
will be about 30 per cent. greater than
what it was this year, and that the
new breaking will form from 25 per
cent., to 30 per cent. of the land now
under cultivation. The Wilson farm,
which is worked by J. MecGann, had
1,000 acres of winter wheat this year
and considerable -breaking is being
done with a view fo increasing this
acreage. A. L. Foster has 1,000 acres
prepared  for winter wheat. Most of
this was seeded by the first of August
and when scen today the shoots were
fully four inches high.

“In this field of 585 acres,”” said Mr.
Foster, “I expeet 25,000 bushels cf
grain next eeason if we get anything
like a fair ecrop.”

Mr. Foster will seed down 550 acres
to spring wheat next year and will
then have almost his entire farm under
cultivation.

Early Delivery at Winnipeg.

Last year a total of 392,800 bushels
oi grain, were shipped dfrom the ILeth-
oridge distriet according to the report
of the station agent. This year the
amount -of grain available for ship-
ment is expected to be increased by
about 10 per cent. Owing to the very
early harvest of this disirict a. greau)
deal of the grain will be shipped tu
Winnipeg in time to take .advantage
of the spring quotations. Later, when
the rush of grain is at its height the
usual slump in prieces will occur and
grain which reaches the marke?
then will be sold  at a considesably
lower figure. Lethbridge eeems to
have the “bull” by the -horns this
season.

- The tangibility
of this interest may be easily ascer-
tained by discussing the erop outlook
with any business man in this city
He will  unhesitatingly declare tha!
much depends upon the Northwest
erop. From the beginning of the
séason, the progress of the crop has
been noted with inteMse interest in
this province. It i§ understood that
the success of the Northwest crop will
in a large measure mean the restora-
tion of commercial activity to its re-
cent prosperous basis not oty in Bri-
tish Columbia, but throughout the
Dominion. Alberta’s crop is of pecu-
liar interest in British Columbia both
on account df the contiguity of that
province and because prosperity in it
means inereased demands for out
natural products.

This week I travelled upwards of a
thousand miles in Alberta and what T
saw and heard of the crop prospects
would make an optimist of a Chinese
joss. I can advise the pessimist or
the man with a defective liver to do
nothing better than take such a trio
within the next threc or four weeks.
while the grain is ripening and being
harvested. The most coldly conser-
vative estimator of this season’s crop
will find words difficult to express his
enthusiasm. He will hear no pessi-
mism - in ‘Alberta. Everybody there is
confident. The crop is now practically
assured. FEveryone is preparing ‘o
take advantage of the results as a
matter of eourse.

These results will mean, among
other things, an immense influx of de-
sirable immigration. ®t is generally
coneeded that the crop of the west
will run 120,000,000 bushels. Such a
tremendous return will set the tide
of immigration running stronger than
it has ever done before. Nothing at-
tracts attention to the west like a
bumper crop, and this year the west
is now reasonably assured of a record
breaker.

Wonderful Wheat Production.

One authority with;whom I talked
says the fall wheat yield in Southern
Alberta will average forty-five bushels
to the acre. - A good deal of it, he as-
sured me, will run fifty, fifty-five and
even sixty-five  bushels. Southern
Alberta, it ‘must be remembered; too,
has only become known as being ecap
able of wheat produietion in the last
three or four years, for it was long re-
garded as a dry country and good only
for cattle ranging. It i not so many
years ago that even the C.P.R. advei-
tised Southern Alberta as the greai
cattle ranging country, and the nor-
thern half as a wheat growing country
of great promise.

He
recalled the time when Americand
were told they had the strongest
navy in the world, when they had
seven rotten menitors, and said he
was * hopeful now because so many
gallant young officers were growing
up in th enavy, which owed so much
to Rooseévelt.

He could say safely
there was nothing nearer the heart of
Roosevelt than th ecordial welcome
extended to the fleet by the New Zea-
lazds, and he was confident it was
agreeabl eto the King.

The
passenger train thus attacked was one
whioh had beon éent fo the “Y’’ acruss
the river to be turned, and the mis-
siles were thrown’ while the train wae
in motion on.its return trip to Win-
nipeg. Many of the stones thrownwere
as large’ a. a-man’s fist and were
found: on the floor of the cars. The
trainmen say that the sound of crash-
ing glass was all over in a minute and
it is believed that several persons were
implicated in the act.

No More Men Brought In,

Beyond this occurrence there was no
feature of any consequence in. the situ-
ation in Winnipeg. The railway com-
pany hagmnot made any turther attentpt
to bring in men since Saturday and the
men who are out are maintaining the
same degree of orderliness that has
characterized their attitude since the
beginning of the trouble. The great-
esl interest, however, is manifested by
the strikere in the actions of the com-
pany and at all hours of the day the
main entrances to the yards are sur-
rounded by men who take note of all
that goes om within. Three of these
entered the yards on Saturday and were
promptly -arrested by special police
and ecscorted to Rupert street police
station. It is not known whether they
were former employees of the railway.

(ehops Not Yet in Operation.

Dyiring. Saturday no attempt what-
';K(ruwae made to commence operations
in. the shops and the efforts of the
ompany were confined to taking care
of -the locomotives in the round bouse
and the care in the coach yard. About,
4.30 p.m. one of thé new men workilig
in the round house was badly scalded
by escaping steam. The accident was
caused by his pulling out one of the
boiler plugs.

On Saturday morning aiter a hearty
breakfast, ten of the new comers, who
had only started work the day before,
took “French leave” and walked out
of the yards, remarking to the etrik-
ers piekets at the gate that they did
not propose to remain imprisoned like
convicts. In answer to yuestions, they
said thai they had come to Winnipeg
from St. Paul over the Soo linc and
were traneferred at the Winnipeg depot
to a passenger train going west which
stopped to let them off at the yards.
The C. P. R. has, not only a large
dorce. of “spectal constables walching
‘the yards, but is exceptionally vigilant
at the train shed, where,four men are
cmployed to keep trespassers off the
platforn.. The only Japanese who have
been employed in- Winnipeg are port-
ers who were taken off sweeping and
dusting out the coaches. Several wo-
men are also employed at this work
and in washing the car windows.

Will Not Break Laws.

Vancouver, Aug. 10—In an interview
today William Whyte denied the re-
port that the Canadian Pacific -was
importing stgike breakers to replace
the mechanies who, he said, had vol-
untarily quit the service of the com-
pany. Under no circumstances would
the company or ite officials tolerate or
connive at any violation of the alien
labor law. The C. P« R., as in the
past, he said, would not break the
faws of the Dominion. If, many of
the thousands of skilled and unem-
ployed machinists in the United States
sought work in Canada that was their
own affair. Mr. Whyte positively de-
clined to discusg*the strike situation
or the alleged causes oi the disagree-
ment between the strikers and the com-
pany.

P Proceeding Quietly,

Winnipeg, Man., August 9.—The
strike is proceeding quictly as vet.
Ten strikebreakers from St. Paul
went out yesterday and joined the
union men.  The Japanese, whom the
C.P.RR. dropped first at B.C. points,
have been. extended through Alberta
and Saskatchewan and on to Winni-
pesg. It is' believed seven of them
are cmployed car cléaning. Special
police watcli the yards and depot and
unionist pickets watch all points close
ly. Neither side will give much in-
formation, though both are optimistic.
The same quictude apparently extends
throughout the West.

At Monireal 224 miore employees
left the Angus car shops on Satur
day, bringing the strikers to a total
of over two thousand. The strike
leaders are- naturally optimistié' over
the result, claiming there are more
men in line«.than they counted on.

Strike Committeeman Hardy claim-
ed the pickets had not acted contrary
to tha “law. The * eompany, said
Hardy, is compelling all pensioners to
return to work under pain of loss of
pension, one Montrealgs ‘over  eighty
being thus called into service.

Company lmpo_rting Men.

The C.P.R. express nothing but
confidence in the .outcome ' of tha
strike and say re¢ent .defections will
not affect them seriously.

There is a report hére that several
‘Japanesc. 'impbrtations have refused
to work under tha wonditions and
joined the strikers. However, there
is' little doubt the compgny is im-
porting men largely from various
saurces.

Fifty strike. breakers and many
Italians for the rougher work haye
been taken into North Bay, where the
railway yards gre patpolled by men
‘armed with rifles,

At West Poronto the company has
installed in three hundred camp beds
and has contracted for large supplies
of meat,

BRONSON. HOWARD. DEAD.

Dean of American Dramatic Writers,
’aases Away,

New York -Aug, 11—Bronson How-
ard, dean of Amefican dramatic play-
wrights, died vesterday at - Avon-by-
the-Bea. Bronson Howard was born in
Detroit in 1842, and: was the son of &
former. mayer- of Michigan City. Like
most men in his profession, he began
his career in a newspaper office, being
a reporter ofi the Detroit Free Press.

He. came, to New York in the late
sixtjes, and. worked on the MTribune
with -Horace Greeley. Later, he was
[with the Gazette, and was among those
who started the Mail on a day’s notice,
after a row in the Gazette office.

In 1870 he produced Brighton, or as
is was known in this country, “Sara-
toga,” a comedy.

Sir Charles. Wyndham produced the
play in. England. Mr. Howard went
over to stage it, ahd there met Miss
Alice Wyndham, sister of Sir Charles.
They were married in 1880,

Mr. Howard made a great deal of
money from his plays, his royalties
running inté the hundreds of thou-
sands. - Shenandoah was considered
his best play from the viewpoint of
dramatic treatns .

750,000 BUSHELS
CARDSTON YIELD

This is Estimate of the Harvest Now
Under Way—A District of
Mammoth Farms.

By a Staff Correspond - nt,

Cardston, Aug. 8—-The harvesting
microbe is infecting the Cardston dis.
trict. The symptoms. are noticeable
everywhere.. The farmer the. banker,
the merchant, the preacher, the real
estate broker ara. .l discussing’ the
condition of the I~ est fields. Not un-
like the malariu inicrobe, ‘which is
propagated in prop rtion to the num-
ber of mosquitoes, the harvesting mi-
crobe spreads in proportion io the
number oi wheat fields, and the pros-
pects for airecord yield. The acreage
and estimated yield of wheat per acre
18 greater this year than on any pre-
vious year and accounts for the un-
paralleled exuberance of the entire
commurlity. If, .in ‘describing ' the
scene any allowance is to be made for
human frailties it is to be made on
behalf of the one who attempts it and
not on behalf of the people of Card-
ston.

Your correspondent finds that the
farming community of Cardston is
composed of farmers and agriculturists.
According to a local dictionary - a
farmer is one who makes his money
on the farm and spends it in the city
and an agriculturist is one who makes
his money in the city and spends it
on the farm. These two classes are
well represented. Within the past
two years the fame of the distriet has
spread abroad and by this time all the
available land has been bought up and
large areas are devoted to the raising
of wheat. In many cases the holder
works the land himself but there are
many . instances where the land is
worked by day.labor while the agricul-
turist is attending to business inter-
ests in other directions. This state of
affairs is the result of the many ex-

The greater portion of the Cardston
farm lands lie cast of the St. Mary’s
river and comprise an area about fif-
teen miles long, by five miles wide,
stretching almost to Spring Coulee.
There are no petty holdings ‘here. The
average farmer owns from 2,000 to 3,000
acres, and has probably 800 or 1,000
acres under cultivation. A few years
ago- no one thought of raising wheat
in this district. It was a rancher’s
country and the rancher got the land
ior a song. Today it,is warth from
$20 to $30 per acre. When the Alberta
Qailway and Trrigation company open-
ed up the line from Lethbridge to
Cardston, the rancher turned to farm-
ing and now a five hundred acre
wheat field is a common sight.

A Progressive Farmer.

An opportunity was given your cor-
respondent today to visit this great
wheat belt. A few miles from Card-
ston-is the farm of T. H. Woliard, the
| well known vice-president of*the A.
F. A. Mr. Wolfard is one of the old-
est settlers of the district and finds
the greatest enjoyment in life in the
contemplation of his farm. In past
years he has won many prizes in farm
crops and seed grain competitions. His
field of winter wheat this year is most
luxuriant in stalk and thead. - Mr.
Fairfield, superintendent of the ex-
perimental farm at Lethbridge, has
recently been judging the wheat fields
of the Cardston distriet in conmecti:n
with the standing field crops competi-
tion and awarded the first prize to
Mr. Wolfard. In conversation with
your correspondent Mr. Fairfield stat-
cd that the prize field is perfect.

“It could not be surpassed anywhere
and will yield 60 bushels to the acre,”
said Mr. Fairfield.

The same attention has been given
by Mr. Wolfard to the other crops on
his farm.  He has aficld of oats grown
from  specially selected eeed and on
carefully prepared soil. The resultant
crop is marvellous, The experiments
made by Mr. Wolfard in the growing
of alfalfa, alsike clover and red clover
without any of the benefits oi irriga-
tion make fhim a public benefactor.
He has proved, after eight years of
experience, that.alfalfa can be &uec-
cessfully grown if the soil is properly
inoculated and due attention is given
to the habits of the plaur.

Cardstoq Member’s Crop.

With "Mr. “Wolfard 'as the pioneer
farmer of the district. many others
have followed. J. W. Woolf, M.P.P.,
has three hundred acres of winter
wheat and about the same quantity of
spring wheat. 8. M. Wooli has sev-
eral acres of winter wheat which took
third prize in the crop contest, and
about 300 acres of spring wheat which
was given first prize. E. H. Harris
wag given second prize for his winter
wheat, of which he has about five
hundred acres. Jas. M. Tanner and
H. Belder both have magnificent fields
covering hundreds of acres which are
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expected to yield from 45 to 50 bush-
els per acre.

The farmers of the district are not
satisfied to keep to the highway in
showing their wheat fields. They
drive through the waving grain which
brushes high on the flanks of the
horses and beats incessantly against
the dashboard. The neck yoke piles
the grain up and heaves it aside like
a vessel ploughing through the waves.
The stalks stand o thick in the
ground that after the outfit has passed
through the grain closes in as the
water does in the wake of a steam
launch. Everywhere it is wheat!
wheat!! wheat!!! What if some of
the grain is crushed to the earth, it is
but a microscopic fraction of what
remains to fall before the oncoming
binders. Three ‘and four of these
machines by this time are following
one another in quick succession and
they leave nothing but stubble behind.
So thick stood -the grain that the
stooks stand correspondingly thick
awaiting the advent of the thresher.
This insatiable machine will be gorged
to its liking this season.

On the west side of the river scuth-
east of Cardston there are other large
and representative farmers. Mr. And-
erson has raised wheat on his farm
for many*years to supply the local de-
mand and has averaged 40 bushels
to the acre. Messrs, Stoddart, Thomas
Duce, J. A.- Hammer, Perry and the
Pilling. Bros., have record wheat fields
this year and are in the midst of har-
vesting.

The Estimated Yield.

It is very difficult to estimate what
the yield of wheat in the Cardston dis-
trict will- be this year. Last year a
total of 149,400 bushels of grain was
shipped from here, but the percentage
of wheat will probably be very much
larger than last year’s total shipment.
It is estimated that 750,000 bushels of
wheat can easily be grown in this dis-
trict. The great amount oi {resh
breaking that was done this year and
the. sowing that has been done this
month, shows that the trend of the
fatmers is more and more towards the
production of winter wheat. Spring
wheat gives excellent crops on the
merest pretense of preparing the seed
bed and yet too frequently the grain
is nipped by the ecarly frosts. No sec-
ret is made-of this danger here for its
effect and the remedy are too widely
known. €

The Oat Fields.

Oats are very deceptive = this vear.
Owing to the wet weather followed by a
continued dry spell their growth has
been stunted. This grain, however, is a
sort of alien to the Cardston soil. It is
not given much consideration in the soil
cultivation yet the yield is generally
from 70 to 80 bushels per acre. The oat
heads are well filled this year in spite of
the shortness of the stalks and more
than an average erop is expected. At the
present time the oat granaries are being
emptied to make way for the
yield of wheat.

The growing of'alfalfa to serve as a
winter fodder for stock is becoming quite
general. T. H. Wolford and Leavitt
Bros. have taken off record crops this
year and the second ‘crop is very favor-
able. Soil froni ‘these fields which are
sufficiently inoculated is being transfer:
red to other fields and next year will
show a much larger area. J. W. Wolfe
will sow. forty-acres to ‘alfdlfa next vear.
This is the development in a country
where ten years'dgo the growing of al-
Talfa was'thought impotsible.

Reasons fbria Heavy Yield.

The splendid crops this year may be
attributed to a variety of causes. Many
are adopting more careful methods of
farming and summer fallowed last year
for this year’s fall wheat crop instead of
merely disking the soil before seeding.
This increased -attention has not comtri-
buted much to increasing the acreage
but will greatly increase the yield per
acre. The heavy snewfall in September
of 1907 which .; was supposed to have
ruined many fields of spring wheat, but
which in reality saved them from late
froste so that a large per cent. could
be harvested, has proved a blessing to
the soil. Sufficient moisture was thus
stored up to tide it over the recent dry
spell and the result is that the winter
wheat this year will be unprecedented in
quantity and quality.

Seen From the Railway Car.

Hot, dusty and tired after a strenuous
tour of the Cardston diatrict your cor-
respondent boarded the rear car of the
Alberta Railway and Irrigation Co. and
set out for Lethbridge. This line lies
through what was onece thought to be a
semi-arid district fit only for the cactus
and the sagebush. How has this great
stretch ‘of country been reclaimed ? Part-
Iy by the most extensive and practical
irrigation system of the Canadian West.
FProm the train may be seen the famous
irrigation ditch winding its way through
the country while off shoots drain the
water through the land when required.
But perhaps not more than 10 per cent.
of the agricultural lands at present un-
der cultivation in this district are irri-
gated. To some other cause then the
fertility of the soil must be attributed.
The fact is that enough moisture falls
every Year more and more gl.l(‘C(‘ﬁ‘i-
per cultivation is kept up to conserve it.
This great area is settled by farmers
who understand the problem and are
every vear are more Zln(l more success-
ful in its solution.

Breaking in Progress.

Ffom Cardston to Spring Coulee a
large acreage of fall wheat is being har-
vested. In the yards of the two large
elevators at Spring Coulee wers seen
eight or ten large box wagons in which
thousands of bushels of oats are being
hauled from the local granaries to the
elevators in order that there may be
space to store the wheat when it is
threshed. As the train speeds on towards
Magrath waving wheat fields' where the
binders are at work alternate with the
open prairie where breaking outfits are
plowing the soil for its first E'rop of win-
ter wheat. By next gear the fields »f
waving grain along this line will gake
this year’s acreage look like fifty cents
half of which has been spent.

Magrath Progressing. .

At Magrath several empty seats in the
coach wers occupied and your corres-
pondent opened a conversation on  the
wheat growin g properties of the Ma-
grath district. e learned - that many
farmeérs are making fortunes by raising
wheat.. They probably secured the land
when it was not thought to be worth
much and are now raising - enormous
quantities of grain every year. Last year
the grain shipments from this point
were 170,000 bushels. L. Jensen, five
miles northwest of the town has six
binders in the field cutting 800 acres of
wheat. From this farm he made enough
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last .{'ear to cover all his Sxmnses. Ap.ay

the initial cost-of the land and put up
suitable farm buildings. n' a patch of
80 acres he had an*average yield of 58
bushels to the aere. He is offering his
place -this year at: mothing less than
$95,000. Bert Dompier has 300 acres of
wheat which will yield 40 bushels to the
acre. In addition to!fhis he has a2 field
which has raised its third crop of vol-
unteer wheat which is expected to aver-
age 30 bushels to the acre. All over the
Magrath district there appear to he a
great deal of breaking dope this year,
Several men boarded ' the train at the
station, who have been rumning steam
plows for a large part of the summer:
The Raymond District.

The -acres of sugar beets and the
patches ‘of market gardening give no-
tice of the approach to Raymond. All
vegetation is looking “belly good” as the
Chinamen would express it. The import-
ation of raw sugar from Germany en-
ables the sugar facfory to work all the
vear round and thus all in the Raymond
district find plenty to do. "The farmers
besides raising heets for the factory en-
gage very actively in grain raising, It is
said that the returns-of some of “thid
farmers have heen over 30 bushels ped
acre for the last five years. The winter
wheat as seen from the car cover extens-
ive areas and is ripe-and ready for cut-
ting.” The rield per acre is expected to
be between 40 and 50 bushels. Over 164,-
000 bushels of grain were shipped from
Raymond last year.

A Great Wheat Belt.

About six or seven miles from Leth-
bridge the great wheat belt of the Ieth-
bridge district is entered. TFrom  the
car track stretching away to the blue
sky line there is one great panorama of
golden grain. Much has been cut but the
greater portion still lingers to gladden
the heart of the traveller and to warrant
his very favorable conception of this
wonderful district. In a few days the
grain will be cut and’ the threshing out-
fit will invade the fields when a new
phase of the harvest pageant will be
presented.

LAKE STEAMERS COLLIDE.

The.Province's Sale of This Land.

There were at the very outset ser-
ious irregularities in the sale of this
land. An official return brought down

timber

in the session  of 1966" set forth tho
ttansaction in part. This return show-
ied that the departmept from the year
1801 onward was in receipt of letters
relating to land within these town-
ships: Up to November, 1905, the
letters were in regard to quarter-sec-
tion and’' half-section transaections. A
few- quarter-sections and half-sections
were sold out of these four townships
before the sale en bloc of all that re
mained, namely 80,386 acres, to W.

In reply. the department of
provincial lands sent him g letter un-
der date of February 5, 1901, signed
by the chief clerk. - The letter states
that the land is not yet valued, that
the inspeetor is looking over it, and
that when his report is received, Kor
neison will be advised as to the terms.
The letter stated: further that as an-
other application had been received.
“in the event of your wishing to pur-
chase, it will be necessary to sell it
by tender.” Thus was the law lived
up to in the case of farmers wanting
to buy a hali-section. Gerhart Kor-
neison was not given the half-section
at a bargain price.

The Richardsen Letters.

Let us turn now to the Richardson
letters. The first is dated Novembar
18, 1905. It is from L. J. Howe, chief
clerk to W. Richardson, enclosing a
list. of -the 80,386 acres, and stating
that “4-8 and 5-8 are partly in timber
limits, but the commissioner will
take steps to cancel same.” Next
comes a’letter from W. Richardson t9
the chief clerk, dated November 22.
acknowledging receipt of the list, and
saying: “I presume that you under
stand that I bought it all at $3 per
acre.” From this it would appear
that the return laid upon the table of
the legislature is defective. This let-
ter refers plainly to some previou:
negotiation, in regard to whih
nothing appears in the return.

To proceed, however. On November
25, 1905, the chief clerk of the de-
partment of provincial lands replies
to W. Richardson’s letter of November
22. He writes: ‘““Another party en-
deavored to arrange with commission
er shortly after you left, but commis
sioner would not accept cash deposit
on thig basis, as you had agreed t»
purchase. Advise, and we will Te-
turn deposit.”

Mr. Roblin Granted an Option.

Here we have proof that two parties
were after the land, and that the
commissioner, R. P. Roblin, had
given W. Richardson an option, which
he could hald or give up, as suited
him—that is to sa¥y, of course, as
suited the gentleman in Portage la
Prairie. But there is not a word oi
the land being put up by public notice
to be tendered for, as required by the
regulation, which in the case of Ger-
hart Kornelson was as.a law of the
Medes and Persians not to be depart-
ed from a hair’s-breadth. The regu
lation in question is clause 4 of the
Regulations Governing the Sales of
Provincial Lands. It says:

“In the event of there being more
than one applicant for any parcel of
land, tenders shall be asked for samo
by posting up notices thereof in the
vicinity of said lands, either in the
post offices or other public places
and by mailing to each of said appli-
cants notice thereof twenty-one days
before said tenders are to be received,
tenders to state amount to be paid
over and aboveupset priee.”

The Deal Was a Cinch.

The attitude of Mr. Roblin, in his
capacity as Commissioner of Provin-
cial Lands—that is, as trustee of the
people of Manitoba—was one of com-
plete disregard of the above regula-
tion. Reverting to the return laid
on the table of the Legislature, we
find that on November 28, 1905, Mr.
Richardson writes to the chief clerk
that he ‘‘expects to carry out deal, but
“ certainly understood price was $3
““all round.” He asks that the mat-
ter stand, and adds “I’ll see the Com-
“ missioner, with whom I made the
“deal.” The commissioner with whom
Mr. Richardson, aeting for himself
and certain other gentlemen in Port-

be it remembered, Mr. ‘Roblin.

After the letter of November 28
comes an eloguent break of *several
days in this highly interesting corres-
pondence. The next letter, dated De-
cember 8, is from the chief clerk to
W. Richardeon. It ackpowledges re-
ceipt of a cheque for $23,457.29, apd
$1,000 previously received. The lands
thus passed from the possession of the
province into the possession of cer-
tain gentlemen im Portage la Prairie
with & pull. They did net have to
bid by sender against the other party
who desired to purechase the land.
They cinched the land privately,
thianks to ‘“the Commissioner with
“whom I made the deal.”

The Value of the Lands.

Now let us see what this land, sold
at this low price under the suspicious
circumstances, is worth_  according to
the prospectus, the reliability of which
is vouched for by Hugh Armstrong, M.
P.P., one of Mr, Roblin’s leading sup-
porters. ;

The prospectus, which is dated T.on-
don, June 11, 1908, goes on teo set forth
the character and valu¢ of the acreage
referred to. It says.

“The following statements with refer-
ence to soil, water and timber are based
upon the reports (below. set out) of H.
Lumsden, chief engineer of the Manitoba
government, and David Wark, the well-
known land valuey and inspectar, of
Portage la Praivie; and the personal in-
spector of two of the directors resident
in Canada:

“Seil—The general characteristic of

the soil is black loam of 2 to 21-§ feet
in depth, resting om marl or clay sub-
soil; 80 per cent. of the whole area can
be brought under immediate cultiva-
tion, and is suitable for wheat, general
farming, or ranching.
- “Water—Good water and constant
supply throughout the year can he ob-
tained at a depth of 10 to 20 feet; also,
sufficient for stock raising.

age la Prairie, “made the deal” was,{,

~_“Timber—Considerable timber is on
the east cide, comsisting of tamarac,
poplar, and jack pine, suitable  for
building purposes. There is  enough
wood to supply settlers for many years.
The retail priee of firewood at Winni-
peg- is. $10.00- per cord.”
“Wheat Land.”

There are included in the prospectus
the signed reparts of Messrs. Lumsden
and Wark, which are given at length.
In. the course of Mr. Lumsden’s report,
made in April last, we read:

The soil in these Townships is hlack
loam, with the exception of some vandy
ridges extending. across abeut five sec-
tions in the north part of Township
Five (3), Range Eight (8), of about a
mile wide. These ridges are wooded
with poplar. I hawe been over the great-
er portion of the property and consider
that 80 per cent. of it could be brought
under cultivation,

1 would suggest that a good road bhe
constructed south from the northeast
corner of Township Five (5), Range
Seven (7), West of the south limit of
this Township. You could then have‘a
good highway from Marchand Station
to the centre of the four Townships. A
considerable portion of this land has
been. burnt over during the Ilast five
years, making the timbered portion
now of easy clearance: A number of
hay meadows are to he found scattered
over these Townships, and, from ex-
perience in other localities, these hay
meadows make the hest wheat land.
Drainage. however, is. necessary hefore
some of these meadows could be con-
verted into wheat lands, but I conisder
the ordinary meadow (being so near to
Winnipeg, a distance of %orty miles)
wound be as remunerative to the farm-
er as wheat land.

" Mr. Wark’s Report in 1806.

The report of Mr. Wark is introduced
as follows: .

“The following is a copy of the report
of David Wark, made for prior own-
ers of the lands in 1906, on townships
four and five, raunges seven and eight,
east of the first meridian (ineluding
special sections from township three,
range seven, east one, not acquired by
the company).”

Mr. Wark’s report, be it noted, was
“made for prior owners of the lands
in 1906.” And here are the opening
paragraphs of Mr. Wark’s report made
in 1906:

I have made a thorough examination
of the above named Townships and
find an excellent tract of nice, level
land, considerably higher than the sur-
rounding land” of this district; some
scattered trees and bluff remain on the
surface, chiefly white poplar of a fvery
fine growth, with an occasional stick
of spruce and oak, but aside from this
it is all practically clear land.

My own hay land has been
paying me twenty per cent. better than
any wheat land, and is fifty-five miles
further from market than this hay.

There is good - water at a depth of
from ten to.twenty feet.

There" is considerable timber for
building purposes just east of the tract.
I find the entire £6.000 acres free from
stond except a very narrow strip at
the northwest corner, where thlere are
some limestone and granite boulders,
but. they are surface stones only and

There is not space here to quote in
full the report of Mr. Wark, “made for
the prior owners of the land in 1906"—
that is, made for William Richardson
and his 7assoaiates, who bought the
land from theé Manfttoba government in
December, 1£85.

1 wish to add to the abeve report
that I think even better of this propo-
sition today than T did at the time when
I made my inspection.

* Three years ago I bought congiderable
land similarly situated at $3.50 per
acre, which this year splds readily at $18
per acre, but in my estimation the
causes for this advanve in value are fifty
per cent. greater in the same time than
they were in the case of théd land bought.

There can be na doubt as to the
future of these lands.

In answer to your enquiries as to the
meadows, T may say that 1 did #onsid-
erable digging in them and can assure
vou that they are dry the year round.
The class of hay -grown is, however,
proof of that.

thereof, for $9.00 per acre within one
year from June 9, 1908, and on the
exercise of that option they will be
entitled to take a further 20,000 acres
at $14.00 per acre, and a further 20,000
acres at $17.00 per acre within four
years from June 9, 1908, sut of the re-
maining 51,000 acres if not previously
sold by this company.” :

Should this prospeet be realized the
company will get $800,000 for 60,000
acres. S

A Vision of Great Profits.

The prospectus says further:

“The retail prices of geed agricultural

land today in the Prairie Provinces of
Canada range from $12.50 to $25.00 per
acre. . .
“Pending the saﬂ of . the lands, the
company purposes to cut and sell the
hay, which is of the best prairie -qual-
ity, and for which there is a mazket, at
Winnipeg, the average price there be-
ing $12 per ton of 2,000 pounds.

‘He was particularly ‘impres-
sed with the harbor at Kaien Island
which he says is one of the best on
any part of the Pacific coast. At the
present time there are about 1,500 peo-
Ple squatting upon the townsite, the
regidents including physicians, law-
yers and the famed newspaper man,
John ‘Housten. The  site of Prince
Rupert 1s rough and stoney with a
2,500 ‘feet ‘'mountain two miles in the
rear.

“I am Mrs. William Sheek
and have béen married to him for
three years. No, I was never married

to Dupraw, and he has a wife and a

grown-up-son in Saginaw, Michigan,

‘The story of how 1 came to live us

Mrs, Dupraw for so many years and

finally decided to leave- him, would

you like to hear it? Well, T’'ll tell
you.
Ran Away at Fourteen,

“I lived as @ girl in Saginaw, and
when I was mnot quite fourteen years
old, I was persuaded to run away from
home by the man Dupraw. L was too
young to comprehend what I was do-
ing, and for all those years I lived a
iiie of reproach. He dare not marry
me, and understand that I was a
hother at 15.  Finally it was more
than I could stand, and I left home
and went to work in Port Arthur -at
the Brunswick hotel. Mr. Sheek is a
structural ironworker, and when he
wished to mairy me I accepted, and
we were married by Rev. Mr, Walker,
of Port Arthur, ' As soon as we were
married we went to Chicago to live,
and have been there ever since, al-
though common report has had me
fiving in Duluth, I knew nothing
about the disappearance of the little
girl-until my husband, who was work-
ing on elevator “D,” sent me a paper
containing ‘the account of it. His
work will keep him here for quite a
long time, ‘I came on, and will re-
mzin until ‘that elevator is completed.
I have no desire to throw any discre-
dit .on Dupraw or on the family, but
I do wish to be put right before the
people of Fort William. I did not run
away from here with another man; I
went away with my husband, and
have been living with him ever
since.

Does Not Wish To Be Misjudged.

““As to the disappearance of the lit-
fie girl, it is all a mystery to me, -and
1 would like to see it cleared up. I
do not wish for any notoriety, but I
wish to deny that 1 ever did anything
wrong except to” live under a name
that { had no right to.

EXPLORER’'S PERISHED.

Danish Expedition Lost in Greenland—
Esquimau Brings News.

Aug. 12—Mylius Erich-
sen, the Danish explorer, has met his
death in the far north. According to
information just received in a telegram
to the committee of the Denmark-Green-
land expedition. Erichsen and two-of his
companions that sailed from Copenha-
gen with him on June 24, 1906, to the
unexploréed regions of the northeastern
coast of, Greenland, perished in a snow-
storm. The three men were on an ex-
pedition aver the ice when disaster over-
téok them. s

The exploring party had mapped out
large tracts of unknown land and
charted the entire northeastern coast
of Greenland. Erichsen and his com-
panions were on an ice floe when they
were overtaken by the snowstorm. The
floe drifted out to sea. The provisions
of the explorers soon hecame exhausted
and they drifted for some days, growing
weaker and weaker. When the floe was
finglly driven back to land, the three
men did not have sufficient strength to
return to the station. They must have
perished on the shore. The Esquimau
who brought in the news of the disaster
arrived at the station in a dying condi-
tion, and succumbed “immediately after
making his réport,
