I have known of. the [ 
courtesy of that firm being abused. I i 
know one woman who bought a green i 
silk lamp shade, used it six months. I 
and then actually exchanged it. If I 
the privileges of exchange are curtail- ! 
ed by So-and-So & Co.. I Think the I 
woman who took back that green lamp • 
shade will be partly to blame.

As 1 waited for my white gloves at 
the glove cleaning counter the other 
day, I heard one clerk say wearily to 
another, “I've just had two more lost 
checks reirorted. Seems as if there

wasn't anything but lost checks lately. 
If those slips meant as much trouble 
to them as it does to us, there wouldn’t 
be so much carelessness. I can tell 
you." There was another case of 
abused privileges. This time it did 
not result in the privilege being taken 
away, because that would be prac­
tically impossible; it simply meant in­
finite trouble for someone.

Again many stores are very liberal 
in their delivery privileges. At some 
shops in the larger cities, even the 
iea'st expensive purchase may be sent 
free of charge. But there is such a 
thing as using this privilege reason­
ably and stopping there. To be sure, 
you have a RIGHT to send even the 
little parcel which you could easily 
slip into your hand bag. hut the idea 
of the system is merely to relfeve the 
customer of cumbersome packages, 
and when you oblige the expressman 
to make a special trip to your house 
to bring a tootbrush or three pairs of 
stockings, you are grossly abusing 
your privilege.

There is reason in all things. Just 
because the shop grants you these 
privileges as a matter of business, 
does not justify you in abusing them. 
Decent people have some sense of 
honour and decency in business deal­
ings as well as personal relations. 
Resides, there is a human element in 
everything. You have an idea that it 
is only the firm which suffers when 
you abuse one of its privileges. Nine 
times out of ten some individual is 
also affected. Witness the incident of 
the white gloves.

Household Notes.
While ft is advisable- - to pack a 

water bag fiat, occasionally there is 
necessity for rolling it. If so. it is 
well'to lay a .piece of cloth or paper 
over the bag first, then there will be 
in possible danger of the sides of the 
bag sticking together.

To use cofd halibut or other white 
fisli remove the bones and flake it and 
arrange it in layers in bread crumbs 
and seasoning in a buttered baking 
dish. Cover the top with buttered 
crumbs, turn in hot milk to moisten 
sufficiently, sprinkle grated cheese 
over and bake.

Cases of scissors, containing three, 
four or five pairs of scissors ot assort­
ît! sizes, make as acceptable a gift as 
my woman can wish. Some of these 
cases are quite handsomely ornament­
ed with silver, a monogram being add­
ed sometimes to give a distinctive and 
personal touch.

When prunes are to be stuffed it is 
well to select large ones and soak 
them over night. Then1 cook them 
ever so little. Drain and let them dry 
before stuffing. A mixture of chop­
ped nuts and figs makes a delicious 
filling for this fruit. After stuffing 
trie prunes should ire rolled in con­
fectioner's sugar.
; To break up a cold fill the bathtub 
halt full of warm water. Get in and 
turn in more hot water until the limit 
of endurance is reached. Then go im­
mediately to bed. lying between blank­
ets and piling on much cover. If a 
glass of hot lemonade is taken it will 
help the opening of the pores and the 
necessary perspiration.

English molasses pudding is made

of one cuqfui of chopped raisins 
I three-quarters of a cupful of molasses. 
| a teaspoonful of soda beaten into the 
j molasses, three tablespoonfuls ol 
j melted butter, one egg, one and one- 

half cupfuls of flour ind one and one- 
iiali cupfuls of sweet milk. Steam 
foi one; hour in the oven.

To make a good milk sherbet, take 
one quart of milk, one pint of sugar 
the juice of three lemons, the rind of 
one and the white of one egg. Dis­
solve the sugar in the piilk and pul 
into the freezer. Turn the handle 
quickly until the mixture thickens 
Then add the whipped white of an egg 
tue lemon juice and rind and freeze 
hard.

To make celery sightly and crisp 
cut white tender stalks into two-inch 
lengths and score the pieces length­
wise about half an inch from each 
3i)d until both ends are fringed. Drop 
them into a pan of ice water in which 
l slice of lemon is soaking, and lei 
them stand for an hour before serv­
ing. Dry thoroughly before putting 
on the table.

Raisins will make a delightful bev- 
rage. Take one pound, seeded, two 

pounds loaf sugar, three lemons and 
two gallons of boiling water. Cut 
the thin yellow peel from the lemon 
roter it with boiling water, and when 
the water has cooled add the juice of 
the lemons and the raisins and sugar. 
After it has stood for several days, 
strain through a jelly bag and bottle. 
It is then ready for use.

A receipt for sugar cookies is as 
follows: Four even teacupfuls of 
flour, one even teaspoonful of soda, 
two even teaspoonfuls of cream of tar­
tar. one heaping coffeecupful of butter, 
two teacupfuls of sugar and milk en­
ough to make a pastry. Mix the flour.

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Bad Tactics
OF PREMIER MORRIS.

The Premier Sir Edward Morris de­
nies the statement published in the 
New York Post in a message from its 
London correspondent, that in arrang­
ing for the flotation of the 1912 loan 
lie "had to increase the underwriting 
commission from 1 to 1V6 per cent.”

The Daily News disparages the 
source of origin of this message, but 
in reference to that it should be re­
nie inhered that the N. Y. Post is one 
of the most conservative and reliable 
journals in America, and moreover the 
object of the disparagement is too 
palpable to deceive any hut the un­
thinking.

The Premier's denial is much too 
ambiguous, it is much too diffuse 
and too little definite. It runs thus : 
—"We have the authority of the Prem­
ier for saying that the terms for float­
ing the loan ot 1912 are exactly the 
same as those for the loan of 1910."

We know that one of "the terms 
far floating the loan of 1912" was not 
"exactly iheSsame as" that “for the 
loan of 1910."\ It differed v e r y 
materially, and it was the most im­
portant term ofi them all. The is­
sue price agreed upon for the 1910 
Loan was 9^J;. that of 1912 Loan was
;13.

It follows, therefore that the terms 
of flotation were not exactly the same 
for the two loans.

If. however, the Premier's denial re­
lates solely to the commission, the 
same criticism is applicable. What 
was the Premier denying? Is he deny­
ing that there was an increase in 
commission ? If so, what does he 
mtan? Did lie pay 1% per cent in 
11,10 and is he paying lrt per cent 
now? Or did he pay 1 per cent then 
and is he paying 1 per cent now? Or 
did he pay some other rate of commis­
sion then and is he paying the same 
rate now? His denial is ambiguous 
and falls short of the clear and 
specific explanation that the public 
have a right to obtain from its chief 
servant, who has had charge of this 
financial business, in the handling of 
which he has blundered so badly.

€400.000. three and a half per 

cent, stock issued at 93."
It follows, therefore, that the N. A' 

Post correspondent fori told correctly 
the fate of the issue. The under 
writers have been left with 83 pet 
cent, of the debentures on their hand's 

Much writing has been done by tin 
Government press in extenuating thi 
failure of the Premier's latest venturi 
in the financial market. These jour­
nals are full of excuses. In reality 

1 these excuses rightly read are accusa­
tions of failure. They take the line 
that Newfoundland Government credit 
is as good as that of other Govern­
ments. This presentation of the case is 
hardly correct. A reference to the Fin­
ancial Supplement of the London Times 
of July 4, will give a more correct view. 
There it will be seen that business 
was done on July 3rd in Newfound­
land 3% per cent, debentures at 88% 
and was done in ("anadaian 3 per cent, 
at 89%. In other words Canadian de­
bentures earning 3 per cent, fetched 

| one point more than Newfoundland de 
I bentures earning 31; per cent. Agaii 
I in the, same number of the Times if 
a short article headed “Recent issui 
Prices," and it is shown that New 
Zealand 3% per cent, debentures 
were opened at 99 and closed at par 
These facts take the edge off the ex­
cuses presented .by the Premier and 
Ills organs.

And lastly, there is the situation we 
o^ve twice suggested in a query and 
which remains unanswered still. It 
the time for flotation of the last loan 
wTas unfavourable, why was an un­
favourable time selected? Was not the 
selection of such a time. "Bad Tactics" 
on the part of the Prime Minister?

While the financial correspondent of 
the New York Post displayed consid­
erable foresight, the Newfoundland 
Premier gave evidence of none. But 
what he lacked in foresight in floating 
the loan, lie is daily trying to make up 
by an inordinate and inopportune dis­
play of hindsight.

The British Prime Minister received 
a vociferous popular welcome here 
last night. He was met by Birrell. 
Chief Secretary for Ireland, the Mayors 

I Dublin and Cork, and of other dt­
ps. A? torchlight procession with 40 
lands escorted the carriage to hotel 
mid a roar of welcome, the Premier 
onstantly standing in his carriage 
-owing acknowledgments, Mrs. As- 
luith scattering flowers among the 
-rowd. Suffragettes started in small 
hands for Dublin with a view to mak­
ing a demonstration on arrival of 
Premier’s boat, but were prevented 
rom doing so by the vigilance of the 

authorities. A serious affair, seem­
ingly of suffragette origin, occurred 
however in a Dublin theatre where 
Asquihth will speak. During an enter­
tainment a blazing chair, apparently 
oil soaked, was thrown from a box in­
to the orchestra. The Curjaiu box 
caught fire. The audience was thrown 
into a panic. Attendants extinguish­
ed the flames. A woman, evidently 
an English suffragette, was arrest­
ed. Another outrage occurred while 
the procession was passing Princess 
jtreet. A woman threw a hatchet at 
he Premier's carriage, striking Red- 
aond on the head and inflicting a 
flight wound. Asquith in a speech 
laid that this was the first time the 
-hief Minister of the Crown had lis­
ted Ireland since the Act of Union, 
md it was beyond his power atlequ- 
tely to~ thank the people for their 
nemorable welcome. He came 011 a 
nission of peace between artificially 
stranged peoples. They would not 
orget Grattan and Parnell, now that 
hey were entering into the fruits of 
he labours of these men. The Pre- 
nier said he was ambassador of a 
reaty of perpetual peace between Ire­

land and Britain. He assured the 
Irish people on behalf of the Liberal 
’arty and the British democracy that 
hey meant to bring their cause to a

Editor Evening Telegram. "
Dear Sir.—In his letter to iho 

Evening Chronicle of the 12th inst., 
Doctor Grant labours hard to prove a 
print against your correspondent re 
the trealment of second class passen­
gers at Port aux Basques in general 
and George Cesser in particular. The 
learned doctor, however, much agaifist 
the grain has to admit the accuracy of 
the details as already published, and 
docs not even, attempt to disprove one 
of our statements. The facts of the 
Cesser ■ case were given as they oc­
curred and neither Doctor Grant nor 
anyone else can draw a red herring 
across the trail by taking grandilo­
quently of their own superior know­
ledge of liow these matters are man­
aged outside of Newfoundland. It 
was asserted by your correspondent 
that the Government repudiated liabil­
ity for cost in the Cosser case. Dr. 
Grant admits that the procedure invol­
ved no cost on the Government. Then 
who paid the expenses? Wil the Dr. 
lie good enough to inform us if h.e was 
sufficiently philanthropic to pay Cos- 
ser’s board for 2 days and the wages 
of the watchman who shadowed him 
for the same period? and will he while 
he is about it explain why be found 
48 hours detention of Cosser long en­
ough to prove that he was not infect­
ed with any contagious disease? 
Surely the doctor is asking a too 
cu dihle public a bit too much. And 
it might also be up to Dr. Grant to 
explain why he thinks Port aux Bas­
ques the only door through which in­
fectious diseases might be brought.

Why is it that similar regulations 
are not adopted and enforced at all 
other ]Kirts of entry, in Newfoundland. 
At St. John's, for instance, numerous 
passengers are arriving by steamers 
from Canadian and United States 
ports, and they are not all first class 
passengers either. Are the second 
class travellers compelled to submit 
to vaccination there while the first 
are exempted? What is law- for one 
port should be equally law for an­
other.

Dr. Grant alleges that there is not 
the slightest discrimination whatever 
at Port aux Basques. Now, Doctor, 
aren't you pitching it strong when you 
ask us to swallow this. If second 
class passengers are obliged to submit 
to vaccination when first class ticket 
holders may pass without, isn't this 
discrimination and class legislation? 
You admit "that Cosser was allowed to 
go home without being vaccinated, be­
cause you have to admit it. Had he 
allowed himself to be cajoled you 
would have scratched him, but he was 
just a little too smart for you.

And in conclusion, Dr., the word 
sorehead is one with which you were 
very familiar a few years ago. You 
know the breed. Make your hay, 
while the sun shines.
