Irish parliamentary parties on the
other, and a similar gulf does not di-
vide the Redmondites from the Car-
sonites. The two latter are parlia-
mentary parties. Both are upholders
of the British Flag, the British Con-
stitution and the British King. The
rebels are anti-parliamentarians, hos-
tile to the flag, and republican inde-
pendents. The true policy is to find a
modus vivendi between those parlia-
mentary parties for the government
of Ireland under the British Flag and
King George. It is a policy which
has been tried elsewhere with suc-
cess. It succeeded in Canada well

nigh a century ago. It has succeeded
with the Boers duaring the past de-
cade and the Great War has crowned
its success. Its tendency is to swell
the ranks of consfitutionalists as the
vears come along and diminish the
number of irreconcilabies. The very
rebellion has emphasized more strong-
ly what the Great War had proved
was the great need in Ireland. The
opportunity is unique for a settle-
ment. The gravity of the national
crisis must give pause to the con-
tending parliamentarians and make
them think and think again before
they reject the chance of standing
shoulder to shoulder in the present
crisis.

Hope of a settlement is based on the
statement of Asquith that his col-
leagues in the Coalition Cabinet, hav-
ing in the past most divergent views
on the government of Ireland, ‘“are
anxicus, and more than anxious, to do
everything in their power to {facili-
tate such results.” That hope is but-
tressed by the action of leaders like
edmond, Carson and O'Brien agree-
ing to drop controversial debate on
the Irish question to facilitate the
tound Table Conference under Lloyd
George, who is a man eminently
qualified to preside over a Board of
Reconciliation.

BRITISH ACTIVITY IN EUROPE.

A VYOICE IN THE SETTLEMENT }

> LONDON, To-day. '
The Dockers’ Union has given its
enthusiastic endorsement of the pro-
posal of the American Federation of
Labor that at the same time and place
of negotiations for peace there shall
be a world’s labor congress, so that
labor shall have a voice in the terms
of settlement with the object of put-
ting forth efforts to make war impos-
sible in future. The Dockers’ Union
will urge the proposal on all other
British Labor bodies. Last March,
Samuel Gompers, President of the Am-
erican Federation of Labor, issued an
address calling on Trade Unions to
send representatives to attend a Labor
World Peace Conference. This was
in accordance with a resolution adopt-
ed at a convention of the American
Federation of Labor in 1915, which
provided for the caling of a labor con-
gress for the same time and place as
the general peace congress shall be
held, which will determine the con-
ditions and terms of peace at the close
of the war.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.
The battle of Verdun continues un-
abated on both sides the Meuse River
Northeast and northwest of the fort-
ress, the Germans are keeping up
their unprecedented bombardment and
vicious infantry attacks, while the
French are replying to the Garman
guns, virtually shot for shot under a
withering fire, holding the Germans
almost at every point. One more gain,
hewever, has been made by the Ger-
mans. After recapturing Fort Douau-
mont and taking trenches south and
southwest of the fort, the Germans
west have occupied® a section of
French trenches, following a series
of attacks, all of which then wcre re-
pulsed with heavy casualties, except
one where they penetrated the IFrench
lines around Douaumont. Hcavy ar-
tillery duels are in progress north-
west of Verdun. The Germans in-
creased the artillery fire against

to another infantry attack for pos-
session of this much fought for vant-
age point. The German attack against
the Russians west of Delen TIsland
gave them momentarily possession of
a Russian advanced trench, a count-
er attack by the Russians dislodged
the invaders. An attempt by the Teu-
tons to advance against the Ruassians
north of Olyka station, southeast of
Lutsk, was repulsed by the Russians.
In the region, southeast of Trent,
across the border of Italy, Rome |re-
ports the repulse of the Austrian at-
tacks and the throwing back of the at-
tackers in disorder. In the Astico
Posina region the Italians are reply-
ing effectively to the bombardment of
Austrians. In the Asiago Sugana Val-
ley district, the situation is unchang-
ed. Petrograd reports the junction of
Russian troops with British forces in
the region of Kut-el-Amara. - The Rus-
sians came from the region of Ker-
manshah and Kasr, Ishirin Persia,
northeast of Bagdad. This announce-
ment probably refers to a force of
Cossacks which was officially report-
ed several days ago from London to
have joined the British. In connection
with operations near the Persia iront
Constantinople reports .the ‘Turks
stopped the advance of Russians in the
region of Kasr Ishirin and defeat of
Russian detachments at Sualmanish,
north of Kasr Ishinn.

British Machine Gun

IS SUPERIOR TO GERMAN WEAPON

“THE THE

New York, May 15.—A London ca-
ble says: The Germans were for
many months superior in machine
guns, but thé British now have a gun
which can beat theirs and is beating
it every day. :

Invented, by an American officer,
Col. Lewis, and made in Belgium al-
most up to the moment when the
German scouts entered the city of its
manufacture, the invention aarrowly
escaped capture by the Germans.

Its killing power may be gauged
from the fact that in one trench re-
cently one of the guns, manned by a
crew of two men, accounted for 330
Germans.in half an hour.

It has been described as the “hose
of death,” and whether ‘in advance or
retirement it is going to be the su-
preme battle arbiter of the coming
year.

Suppose that instead of a rifle
weighing ten pounds and firing fifteen
bullets a mninute and carried by one
man, one had a rifle weighing twenty-
five pounds and firing fifteen bullets
a seéond and carried by two men.
what would be the effect on any ad-
vance.made by the enemy? No troops
could meet such a weapon.

Not one would like to raise his
rifle te his shoulder. The new arm
gives the, greatest volume of fire ir
the least time of any gun known.

It is working now in France and
Flanders night and day, sending a
steady sweep of lead across the far-
flung German line. It is as if a comb
of bullets were carding out the men
from their trenches.

The gun can be fired upslde down
from an aeroplane or sldewa)s froo
‘a trench, from the grgund from &
wall or from the roof of a house.

_ Ottawa, May 17.—The revised .plans
or a restored parli&ment bullding
were on view for the members of par-
liamént in the office of the minister. of
public works to-day. The joint com-
mittee of both houses, after consulta-

| tion with Architects Darling, of Tor-

onto, and Marchand, of Montreal, have
just about decided to ‘add another
storey to the building destroyed by
fire last February, thus giving ampie
accommodation for many years to
come. The plans as drafted carry out
the present architectural design, and
as a matter of fact are in accord with
the original design for the huilding
which contemplated four storeys in-
stead of three. No (:har'\ge is made in
the plans for the inner grouping of
ofﬁcés, commons and senate cham-
bers, etc., as submifted in the archi-
tects plan of a month or so ago. The
new upper storey will be devoled to
restaurant accommodation and:-addi-
tmnal rooms fpr the membcers. From
the architectural standpoint the rais-
ing of the height of the building is an
improvement, acording to the archi-
tects.

The additional cost is estimated at
something over $1,000,000. The pre-
sent main tower will have to be taken
down entirely and replaced by a
larger and higher tower preserving
the same architectural outlines as the,
present one. According to the pre-
liminary estimates of the architects
it will cost nearly $5,000,000 to restore
and enlarge the building along the
lines now recommended. It will also
probably mean nearly a year longer
before the work is complated and
parliament will probably have to meet
in«its present quarters for the next
two sessions.

War’s Poetic Side.

Many have remarked before about
the great dearth of high class verse
production inspired - by the present
war, which is so all-absorbing as to
apparently give mo time for poetic
rumination. Few pieces of any great
merit have so far appeared in. the
English tongue, a different cqnditinn
of affairs as compared with the Am-
erican Civil War, the Crimean strug-
gle, the Great Mutiny, and even with
the South, African struggle. No in-
cident of modern warfare seems to
have so deeply touched the fancy as

“The Germans now have thirty divi-
sions around Verdun. At a moderate
estimate, they suffered 150,000 casual-
ties during the first month of the bat-
tle. They are getting no rest. The
French are assuming superiority in ar-
tillery. They continue their iire all
day and night. They hold every road,
reserve position, ravine, wood, and
possible billeting zone under their fire.
No German within five miles of the
French guns can be sure of a mo-
ment’s rest; and while the 250,000
German infantry suffered the bulk of
the losses, there are probably 125,000
i| men of the artillery, supply, and other
arms and services who also sullered
much.

“General Petain is not above giving
the enemy a piece of ground if he
wants it very badly and if it forms a
not easily defensible salient like Mal-
{| ancourt; but he is a tickler for the
price and will not allow the enemy to
come on until he is ready to pay three
lives for one. In every unexpected
corner machine guns watch to strike.

The chief theatre of fighting re-
mains on the northern front. It is on
this front that the main masses of
German artillery are posted ia two
main groups—one about Septarges,
the other around Beaumont. Flank
positions on the northern front—
namely, Avocourt and Malancourt on
the west, and Vaux on the east—are
utilized mainly for the tactical pur-
poses of aiding the northern attack.
