IN UNSPOTTED VERA CRUZ.
VERA CRUZ, Mexico—(A.P.)—Vera 

Cruz, once the pestilente spot of the 
Mexican Gulf, with the buzzards con­
stituting its only sanitary service, 
has In the téw years since the Ameri­
can bombardment and occupation of 
the city in 1914, obliterated its unfav­
orable reputation of the past. To­
day it is among the cleanest and 
healthiest cities of the sub-tropics. 
Yellow fever and malaria have been 
reduced to a minimum, and other 
tropical diseases are being combated 
successfully.

The buzzards that once clustered 
about the city in great numbers are 
still to be seen, but they eke out a 
meagre livelihood from the few 
scraps that gain their way to the 
streets. The open sewers that once 
ran through the centres of the thor­
oughfares have disappeared, and a 
modern sewerage disposal system has 
been installed. During the De La 
Huerta occupation additional sanit­
ary precautions ware taken, and the 
Federal occupational authorities are 
exhausting every means to render the 
city free from disease.

Across Canada in 1793

- One of the most distinguished Cana­
dian explorers, and one of whom lit­
tle is heard, was Sir Alexander Mac­
kenzie—the first European to reach 
the Pacific by land passage. It was 
in 1793 that he reached his aim, sdme 
300 years after Cabot had first set 
foot on this continent. When Mac­
kenzie started on his great adven­
ture, he ascended the Peace River to 
one of Its sources, and then descend­
ed the Columbia. From there he went 
by trail to the coast and one can 
imagine with what feelings he wrote 
in his diary on May 17, 1793:—“At two 
in the afternoon, the rocky mountains 
appeared in sight, with their summits 
covered with snow.” His comments 
on spring days, unfolding flower^, 

and small, returning birds, reveal him 
to have been a keen naturalist On 
May 25th he noted that the mountains 
were all around them; and so eagerly 
they pressed on, breaking new 
ground, pushing through unfamiliar 
ways, until at last Mackenzie’s tire­
less efforts were rewarded—he had 
reached the sea!

EARTHQUAKE IN DERBYSHIRE.
LONDON. April 5.

Severe earthquake shocks recurred 
last night in the Derbyshire Coal 
Fields, and in the neighborhood of 
Alfreton. Shocks were first noticed 
at pbout eleven o'clock and were 
more violent than any of those ex­
perienced fearly in March when the 
earth disturbances were first noticed.

A .Well Tried Official 
Asks Consideration

Editor Evening Telegram,
Dear Sir,—This little building was 

or the thought of it was born in the j 
mind of tiie Postmaster General of 
that time, Hon. H. J. B. Woods, and 
his ideas was very ably assisted by 
the clever young man, his secretary, 
Mr. Woods, who always had some new 
idea in Ms mind to get the Newfound­
land mail so sorted as it would be put 
off on th*5 railway through the coun­
try and give the whole public of New­
foundland: the full benefit of a good 
service.

The first office was 12 x 10, built in 
August, 1306. I was sent here in No­
vember ot that year to open the office 
and therefcy so assort the mail in con­
junction with the mail office of the 
“old Bruce”, the late James Gushue, 
who, I arn sorry, to say, has since join­
ed the Heavenly post office. No finer 
man could be found than the same 
Jim. This work went on as well as 
could be expected with the room at 
our dispensai until 1907, when the Post­
master General gave me permission 
to enlarge it. It was lengthened 20 
feet making It in length In all 32 x 12,1 
and 10 feet high. The work went on, j 
and the mail grew every year, and • 
more attention was given to sorting ; 
separate, mails for the Important of- 
flees throughout the country so as to ; 
keep the work off the Newfoundland 
mall cl (irk who had work enough to j 
do with the local mails as he made his j 
run through the country. Everything 
went ont well, but the building was too 
small. It had to be enlarged again ! 
as no ground could be had to make It t 
larger, It had to go up. So up it went 
8 feet. This was finished In 1912. All 
the letter mall coming to the office, 
which at times Would amount to not 
less than 10 bags, and when an Eng­
lish mall would arrive It would he 
as much as 20 bags. This would have 
to be lugged over the stairs and open- ] 
ed and every Individual package of 
the bag sorted for the box holders,

letter carrifJSs and small offices like 
River Headland Kings Bridge, St. 
John’s, etc.; and to make It plain In 
all, two hundred and eighty divisions 
were made. When the dally service 
was on, the papers were done on the 
bottom flat of the office. The bags 
would be taken off the frame by the 
clerks and given to the men who would 
take them to the ship. This little of­
fice have grown from a one man Job 
to four men, who give every hour of 
the day to the work, and very often 
late at night. The mail to-day com­
pared to 1906 Is very different, and so 
are the divisions. There are five sepa­
rations alone for the big industry at 
the Humber, and there is still room 1 
for improvement If we had the space 
and the men. One Sgrand feature, and 
one that makes me feel proud is that 
In all the millions of valuable matter 
treated here, not one cents' worth of 
loss can be laid to this office. The re­
gister mail is treated in the same way 
as the ordinary mail. Now the short 
postage is a question, and what I 
would call a nuisance to business 
people throughout the Island of New­
foundland.

This, however, I hope will soon be 
done away with, and the public post­
ing mail will get to know the postage 
to Newfoundland is 4 cents. You all 
know If this is not paid the double 
postage will be charged, which Is done 
at this office. The parcel post goes 
through unopened to St. John's, where f 
the Customs will handle It. I may say 
out of one hundred bags of mall com­
ing to this office every day when divid­
ed up St. John’s get about one quarter. 
The rest Is put off on the way to the 
city by the mail clerks for all points 
in Newfoundland. Not only Is mall 
matter attended to here by the boys 
in the Newfoundland office; there are 
hundreds of friends that come and go 
who receive every kindness, and there 
is nothing the travelling public want 
to know that the boys in the New­
foundland Post Office cannot tell them, 
or do for them, If they need it Some 
unkind people would say lots have 
been done that should not have been

done, but we always have the small- 
minded who will pick holes.

We do not mind this kind of criti­
cism; our skin is tough from work­
ing In a building where we are boil­
ed one half the day and frozen the 
other. As small as It Is the work 
Is done and the public gets the good 
of it; but the clerks from thé chief 
gink to the young fellow gets many 
a hard knock when it is not called 
for, much less deserved. One fault 
with the heads is that too much is 
expected of us with the room and 
the time at out disposal. There is 
nothing like giving the* public the 
information as to what the tour men 
of the Nfld. post office are doing at 
North Sydney.

The difference between the railway 
officials of the Government Railway 
here and our office is quite a lot. 
They have fine offices, over 300 feet 
of C.N.R. shed where all the freight 
is stowed. They have men to do all 
their manual work. Mr. Spracklin, 
the agent, who has a smile always on 
his face and is forever on the job, is 
assisted by one of the best account­
ants to be found to-day, In W. Long, 
son of Allan Long, St. John’s. He has 
a man for the ticket office, another 
for the express, another for the bag­
gage, and last but not least Martin 
Healey for the' outside. This man's 
work is appreciated by the manager 
of the railway, and when the officials 
of that concern come up here, Mr. 
Spracklin is treated like a gentle­
man by* all from the least unto the 
greatest and they get the considera­
tion due them. The youngest in 
Mr. Spracklln’s office get fifteen dol­
lars a month more than the chief 
gink in the post office, and instead of 
being treated the same as the rail­
way agent with kindness and cour­
tesy, he is knocked every time they 
get a chance. This no doubt speaks 
well for the postal officials, neverthe­
less it is true.

There is not a man coming and 
going from time to time that would 
not give me his heart, that is, the 
man seeking employment In the 
mines and other places. I have often 
taken the men to my home, given 
them meals and then given them a 
note to get a job. They all appreci- 
lte It

Still Shano has some good friends 
in the old home that will stand by 
him, in the Government and on the 
opposite side as well. I have no 
politics. To give satisfaction to the 
public Is my motto. I hope some 
day to pull out, so as my boys, seven 
in all, will have a chance to get 
something to fit them for the future.

I take this opportunity through 
the pages of this paper to wish all in 
St. John’s my very best and kindest 
wishes.

The Fundamental

Throughout the world in re­
cent years there has been very 
much in evidence a spirit of un­
rest which shows itself chiefly 
in openly expressed dissatisfac­
tion with the old order of things, 
in social, political and even 
religious affairs.

of the dangers which strewed 
their path and intent on one 
object otily, to do their DUTY. ] 

Duty! after millions of men 
and women too had been in­
spired in their every action by 
that motive, it became in time 
second nature to them ; it in­
spired them when they were en­
gaged in the most menial task 
in exactly the same way as , it 
prompted them at other times to 
perform deeds of heroism or 
willingly to make the greatest 

•sacrifice of all. In the long 
hours when they had nothing 
to do but think— and modi of 
their time was occupied in that 
way—they recalled vividly their 
previous lives, the artificiali­
ties, the petty jealousies, the 
lack of sincerity of these who 
posed as demagogues, the insigni­
ficance of those things formerly 
considered important, the striv­
ing for self, and the almost en­
tire absence of the fundamental 
principle which directed «ad 
governed their action—DUTY.

Wherefore it is 
thought good that, before he be In­
ducted thereto, there shall be read 
in your presence the License to offi­
ciate as a "Priest given to him by the 
Bishop of the Diocese, and also the 
Declaration of his assent to the Doc­
trine and Discipline of the Church of 
England."

The Priest’s License was read by 
the Registrar, after which the new 
Rector made the following Declara­
tion of assent:

“I, John Brooke Elliott, to be In­
ducted as Rector of this Church, do 
solemnly make the following Declara­
tion:—I assent to the thirty-nine ar­
ticles of religion, and the Book of 
Common Prayer, and the Ordering of 
Bishops, Priests and Deacons. I be­
lieve the doctrine of the Church of 
England1 as therein set forth, to he 
agreeable to the Word of God: and 
in Public Prayer and Administration 
of the Sacraments I will use the form 
in the said Book prescribed, and none 
other, except so far ae shall be or­
dained by lawful authority.”

The People’s Churchwarden, Hon. 
R Watson, then Handed the keys of 
the Church to the Bishop, who deliv­
ered them to the Rector, saying:

"I, William. Bishop of Newfound­
land, acknowledge you, John Brooke 
Elliott, as Rector of this Church and 
Parish, and in token thereof give in­
to your hands the Keys of this 
Church.”

The Rector answered:—
“I, John Brooke Elliott, receive 

these Keys of the House of God at 
your hands, as the pledge of my In­
duction and of your recognition, and 
I promise to be a faithful shepherd 
over the flock committed to my

London Letter
(By PANTON HOUSE tor the Cana­

dian Press)

LONDON, March 14 —One hundred 
years ago to-morrow the fire* pile of 
our London Bridge was driven into 
the bed of the Thames. The Bridge 
was completed over seven years lat­
er—in July 1831—having cost, with 
its approaches, some $7,291,000 (a 
much larger sum then than now) be­
sides the lives of 40 to 800 men em­
ployed by the contractors. It is 926 
feet long; its original width of 54ft. 
was increased twenty years ago to 
63 feet. The total weight of stone 
in the Bridge is estimated at 120,000 
tons. It is borne by five granite arch­
es, that in the centre have a span of 
162 feet.

Only when the present bridge was 
completed was the bridge pulled 
down that Peter of Colechurch built 
in 1176-209. A replica of Peter’s 
bridge will he seen at the British Em­
pire Exhibition, with Its rows of 
wooden houses and shops, Its chapel, 
and the fortified gates at either end— 
everything, in fact, except the heads 
of traitors, which frequently orna­
mented the original. These buildings 
were several times burnt down, and 
finally cleared away In 1766. The 
span of the old bridge’s arches was 
only from 10 to 35 feet, and the total 
waterway about 330 feet as compar­
ed with 700 td-day. The water rush­
ing through all these narrow arches 
formed very respectable rapids, and 
to “shoot the bridge” was an alarm­
ing adventure for the timid. Samuel 
Pepye, writing in 1660-69, several 
times alludes to the terrors of the 
passage.

LONDON BIRD SANCTUARIES.
About 18 months ago bird sanctu­

aries were established in three of 
London’s Royal Parks—Hyâe Park 
and Kensington Gardens, in London's 
heart, and Richmond Park, ten miles 
away. The last, of coarse, possesses 
by far the greater, number of compar­
atively uncommon birds, but even in 
the Inner parks, 32 species have been 
noted- Berry-bearing and other 
shrubs have been planted to provide 
the birds with extra food and cover, 
and nesting-boxes have been pat np 
in trees. Human Londoners are quite 
wining to leave the sanctuaries un­
disturbed; hut cats, sparrows, star­
lings and tbs pretty grey American 
squirrels which have overrun our 
parks the last few years, are less for­
bearing.

1818. They did not call it a bicycle 
in those days, but a “pedestrian Cur­
ricle.” The rider sat astride a horse 
hair seat and rested his forearms on 
a padded support, holding the handle­
bars to guide the front wheel. His 
body was Inclined forward, and to 
get and keep the machine In motion 
he had to push the ground away, as 
it were, from under his feet, as there 
were no pedals. It is built chiefly of 
wood, with steel-rimmed wheels, and 
a hard-working driver may have caus­
ed it to move at seven or eight miles 
an hour. The Museum’s collection of 
bicycles, covering over 100 years, now 
consists of 25 specimens.

there Is little doing In oils. However, 
enquiries are being received often 
and dealers are in- no hurry to close, 
as the stocks held here are slow and 
there are indications that a better 
price will be realized in the near fu­
ture than can be received now. One 
gentleman interested in oil stated a 
few days ago that there were only a 
few thousand gallons of common oil 
now available in this market, and 
there is no fear but that the goods 
will sell atra very decent figure. Most 
dealers are reticent as to the prices 
quoted here for cod oil, but those In­
terested say that somewhere round 
about $140.00 the tun comes near the 
mark. It is anticipated that this year 
will be a good one for dil as far ’as 
prices go, and thaf most of whàt we 
will produce will be sold compara­
tively early. The Rosalind last week 
took to New York 6 tuns of this oil 
and the Digby 33 tuns to Boston.

Cod Liver OH—The market in cod 
liver oil, like that in common oil, is 
dull and not much business.is looked 
for for a little while yet. Our holdings 
of cod live oil are now very low, only 
aifiounting to a few thousand gallons 
and this will be sold to good advan­
tage later. Every week enquiries are 
being received from the United 
States, from England and European 
centres, and the stocks left will soon 
be cleared up. It is difficult^ get the 
market prices on this oil, but as far 
as we can learn, It Is worth in the 
local market about $170 per tun, 
though, of course, xve would not 
guarantee this figure as being abso­
lutely correct. Most people In the 
trade think there Is a splendid future 
before our refined cod liver oil, and 
that the coming summer shotild wit­
ness for this product a splendid posi­
tion in the estimation of dealers. It 
has the guarantee of absolute purity 
for the scientific men and experts 
who visited our factories last sum­
mer can vouch for it in this respect, 
as well as testify to its super excel­
lence as a curative factor in vulmon- 
ary diseases, and a health-giving ele­
ment and Invigorator.

Flour—During the week the flour 
market put on a somewhat brighter 
appearance and some business was 
done, but, of course, not to the extent 
that would be noticeable at other and 
busier seasons. Several sales of com­
paratively small lots of flour were 
made, and most people believe the 
market will take a healthier turn 
with the knowledge of the fact that 
the seal fishery, contrary, to expecta­
tion, will turn out well. This, of 
course, will give a fillip to the supply­
ing business, and will impart to trade 
in general more vim than has been 
noticeable since the beginning of the 
winter season. A feature of thç mar­
ket last week and during the early 
part of the present was that it ap­
peared to he much easier, and conse­
quently there was a deviation to­
wards a slump in the price of all 
brands. This phase, however, as most 
people expected, was but short lived, 
and after a few days the wheat mar­
ket showed a disposition to become 
firmer, and the net outcome was that 
prices all round changed but slightly 
since last report. The very superior 
grades of flour which were quoted 
last week at $8.10, wholesale, in the 
local market per barrel, are listed 
this week at $7.95 per barrel, and 
other qualities priced at $7.60, $7.85, 
and $7.90, are this week sold at $7.46, 
$7.70 and $7.75. Some shipments of 
goods were received by the Silvia, 
but there were no heavy consign­
ments. ,

Pork—Depression in the provision 
market has been the rule rather than 
the exception for some time past, 
and though as the weeks pass there 
has been some more or less spas­
modic activity in pork, the general 
tone of the market has been sluggish, 
conforming with the depression evi­
dent In. all classes of goods in the 
local market. Each week sees small 
sales of provisions made, and some 
pork changed hands during the week, 
but only small parcels were disposed 
of, about enough to supply the aver­
age demand at this particular season 
of the year. In this particular de­
partment of trade a period of greater 
activity, it is thought, will be notice­
able in the near future, when the 
spring trade opens properly, with the 
issuing of fishery supplies pnd the 
opening up of the general trade of 
.the country incident to the activities 
of the summér. As regards prices for 
pork, in some lines there was a slight 
decline in the local market as com­
pared with the previous week’s re­
port, while other grades hold their 
own or showed a nominal advance. 
Some small shipments of this article 
were received by S.S. SilMia from 
New York, and the figures quoted for 
the week, wholesale, were:—Loins, 
$31.75 per barrel; Fat Back, $30.25; 
S. C. Clear, $30.25; Family Back, 
$30.00; Regular Plate, $29.50; Bacon 
Pork, $27.00; Ham Butt, $27.50; 
Spare Ribs, $23.00.

Beef—The depression in this mar­
ket is still in evidence, this week 
showing no appreciable change. 
There were the usual small sales to 
be noted, but no worth while activity 
relieved the monotony which has pre­
vailed for several weeks. Like the 
pork market, the dullness evident 
will not be relieved before the gen­

eral activities of the late spring sea­
son will be noticeable, and with this 
condition prevailing the market will 
take on Its old-time vigor. Though as 
regards prices ' there was no ap­
préciable change to speak of, yet 
there was a slightly easier turn to 
pickled meats, especially family beef, 
though It is thought this is po criter­
ion as far as .future quotations are 
concerned, and it is not anticipated 
that any further decline is imminent..! 
As far as we can learn-the holdings 
of beet here are not heavy, and some 
email shipments were landed from 
the Silvia. The wholesale prices 
quoted here are: Bos Flank, $26.50 
per brj. Extra Family, $24.50; Fam­
ily Special, $22.50 ; Boneless, $21.00; 
Boneless New York, $22.75.

Sugar—It looks as if our observa- ; S 
tions as to sugar last week were to 
the point, as in conversation with 
some of the importers of this article 
during the week, they stated that ad­
vices received intimated that very 
much higher figures would be uqoted 
for sales effected In April and May, 
and It would cause no surprise if fig­
ures were still steeper later. Some 
who had advices from New York state 
that prices now ruling ar.e considered 
to be the lowest that will or can be 
quoted for some time to come, and 
most dealers are Inclined to the be­
lief that the present is the most op­
portune time to buy, which in other 
words means that prices can not pos­
sibly decline much further, but will 
on the contrary take a sharp upward 
trend. The large consumption of 
sugar increasingly evidlent these late 
years during the summer months, 
will tend much to bring about this 
situation, so that it seems to be cer­
tain htat our informant's estimate 
will likely be correct.

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roads are followed to assist the Scout 
to arrive at the goal of true citizen- I 
ship. They are:—Character, Handi­
crafts and Hobbies, Physical fitness, 
Service to others. We all know that 
boys will form “gangs,” it is natural 
for them to do so, and even desirable 
in order that they may learn the 
value of team work and not become 
selfish and narrow. Anybody who has 
studied boys knows very well that 
they are bound to assemble in 
“gangs,” whether they play in the 
streets, wander about the, country-

side or take to the water. This fact 
was recognized by the founder 
of the movement, Sir Robert 
Baden Powell, and he also realized 
a very important point, and one 
which it would be well for us in New­
foundland to bear in mind, namely: 
Boys are bound to have a leader, and 
it is not too much to say that the en­
tire future of lads depend on whether 
the influence of that leader is for

good or for bad. Provisions for 
leadership is made by the Scout 
movement. At 8 years of age a boy 
may become a Wolf Cub under the 
care of a Cub Master, at from 11 to 12 
years of age, he transfers to a Scout 
Troop, where he immediately be­
comes a member of a “gang,” that 
"gang" in Scouting is a Patrol which 
is really the unit. The leader of that 
Patrol is a specially selected boy. 
the Patrol leader is really the Big 
Brother in their work and their play. 
Here they learn to “play the game" 
and at the same time crafts which 
will be useful to them in after life. A 
youth becomes a Rover Scout at the 
age of 17, which is the time he has to 
face powerful temptations. A very 
fine publication which can he,recom­
mended to all lads of 17 and over is, 
"Rovering to Success," readers of 
which will find it extremely hdlgful.

Western Fishery Poor
HIGH COSTS AND BAIT SCARCITY 

CAUSE MEN TO RESIST, SAYS 
MERCHANT.

According to Mr. Henry Clement, 
well known Burgeo merchant, the 
Western winter fishery is again a 
failure. Last year, Ice -conditions 
prevented any fishing, and this year, 
the coat of gear and the scarcity of 
bait has caused a considerable reduc­
tion in the number of men engaged 
in hauling trawls. Only six men, In­
stead of one hundred and fifty who 
went 16 normal years, have gone from 
Bufgeo to the fishing grounds, and 
where in other years, from ten to fif­
teen schooners would sail from that 
ports this year not one has gone. The 
cost of outfitting, said Mr. Clement, 
is altogether out of proportion to the 
value of thé fish caught, while the 
mildness Of the weather has been the 
cause of a great deal of bait spoiling. 
The West Coast winter fishery is con­
ducted from November to April, and 
the principal fishing ground lies be^ 
tween La Polls and Channel.

Newfoundland
Ball in Boston

The Newfoundlanders Mutual Ben. 
eflt Association of Boston, Mass, 
held their thirty-third apnual meet­
ing on Friday evening, Feb. 29th.
