CUSTOIS REFORMS.

The mnecessity for a reform in the ad-
ministration of the laws. relating to Cus-
toms is seen by men of all parties. ' The
tyranny and : blind officialism of the Cus-
toms Department are matters of general
complaint. ~ The' maxim which that De-
partment seems to. act upon is that all
men are rogues until they are found to be
honest.  The: indignities which honest
merchants have to suffer at the hands of
the Custom Héuse  officials are very hard
to bear; and their stupid: practice in car-
Tying ‘out a rule, no matter under what
circumstances it is violated, is most ag-
gravating. The decisions ‘recently made
by:the Supreme Court” prove that in its
interpretation of the law, and in its way
of carrying it out, the Department is
liable to make ‘very: serious mistakes, and
those to the injury of “the honest trader.
The decision in  the Ayer case is familiar
to all. By that decision the public are
compelled to pay-a firm, whose dealings
with the Custom House were in perfect
good faith, .a very considerable sum in
compensation for injury done and for law
costs. A /ddcision which the same court
came to & few ‘days 'ago, shows that in its
dealings with the trading community the
Customs Départment is liable not only to
misinterpret ‘the ;law, but to commit
blunders which “are an outrage on com-
mon ‘sense. The facts, as related by, the
Toronto Mail, are these :

" The patentee of an automatic sprinkler
—an affair for extinguishing fires in fac-
tories and . offices— wus compelled under
‘the Patent Act to. manufacture the ma-
chine in He therefore imported
{he partsand proceeded to put them to-

gether, ‘When dmporting he submitted
the parts to the customs appraiser snd ex-
plained them tohim. . The.appraiser val-
ued them for duty and the dutyas de-
‘manded . was paid.  After doing every-
thing . thus openly. the importer might
reaonubly‘have thought himself safe from
further molestation.. . But the  officials
found that the complete sprinkler was
worth more than the-disconnected parts.
Thp was not-extraordinary,for a patented
article usually sells for more than the ma-
‘terials out of which it is made. The de-
part.ment however, scented fraud} and
upon this suspicion took possession ‘of the
mporter’s entire stock of sprinklers,thus,
as in the Ayer case, stopping the business.

In the supreme court, to which the case
has been carried, the action of the depart-
ment has been condemned. The court
holds that the -explanations given'by the
importer to the customs officials show that
there’ was''no ‘intention ‘to-defraud the
revenue. All the seized - goods are to be
returned, and the ocountry ‘in all ‘proba-
bility will have to pay “the ' damages  sus-
tained by ‘the firm through this unjust
interference with its business.

“The Hamilten Spectator, in a recent
article on the Customs Act, gives the fol-
lowing instance of blind, undiscriminating
officialism :—

A, s Hamilton merchant, imported a
case of goods. ‘Hemade entry, paid the
duty and ‘received the goods. Vgl::m the
case was being opened, - B, another mer-
chant, ‘entered, saying there was an in-
&losure in'A's case. - A enquired if he had
passed the goods. He re eé)hed that he had
niot; he'had just received the invoice and
notice that the goods werein A's case.
He "went” fo the custom house to pass
thein, and the result wis that his "goods
were seized and sold. Thelaw against
inclosures is very strict. 1t must be very
strict ‘or all sorts of frauds would be per-
petrated.  Buf surely some provision
shouald be mide sothat a man would not
be ‘punished for.being h

These instances, with hundreds of others
that could be adduced, show that a Cus-
toms Court should be established, and
that the customi laws should be amended.

créased ofop is very greatly reduced.

Finding that farming had become un-
profitable the young. men of the rural
population went to seek  their fortunes
elsewhere. ‘The exodus of which we hear
8o much in Canada snd which "is ‘consid-
ered by many a sign of decadence, is as
great in Tllinois apparently as it is in
New Brunswick or Nova - Scotia.  ‘‘The
school census shows that forty-eight coun-

ties in Illinois sustained an actual loss in
population between 1880 and 1886 of 84,
521. 'The‘counties showingloss are, with
one or two exceptions, purely agricultural
counties.” Then another sign' of hard
times among “farmers is the increased
number of ‘mortgages. Many ~farms in
Illinois are worked: by tenants. = Some of
these tenants are not able to - get enough
off the land to pay their rent and live and
they consequently mortgage their cattle,
their farming implements and their house-
hold furniture. - *“‘During the year 1887,”
our authority states, ‘‘there were 25,442
chattel mortgages o live stock and farm-
ing implements placed upon the county:?
records of the State, and 2,073 mortgages

on growing crops ig the field.” The'mar-
ket of 'sixty ~ millions and inter-
state ‘free trade do not seem to

have done much for these Illinois farm-
ers. 1t ‘must be remembered that Il-
linois‘is by no means an old State. There
are many men now living who can well
remember when it. was looked upon as
one of ‘the States of the ‘“Far West.”
There are no doubt other States of the
Union in which the farmers are not in
any respect better off than they are in
[linois. | It is well 'for the farmers of
Canada ' to know ‘these facts, The prin-
.cipal, ‘in fact, the only really forcible ar-
gument used by the Anmnexationists, is
the one addressed to ‘the pocket. : If it
can be shown, as ‘ Bert Stewart” in the
Chicago Herald does, that the farmers of
Illinois inside the Dominion are no better
off than the farmers of Ontario ‘outside
the Union, they areé left without a leg to
stand on, ~ We do not think that there
are. many Canadians who are in love
with the political system that obtains in
the United -States; 'In fact, the more
closely ‘that systém is éxamined, the'less
attractive “does it appear.
