Some of Them Reach St. Lucla
and Give Particulars of
Disaster.

Other Pleces as Well as Mar-
tinique Have * Direful
Experience.

Black Darkness Prevaﬁed and
Eruption Killed Numbers
of People. -

Castries, St. Lueia, B. W, 1., May 10.
—Mount Pelee, a volcani¢c mountain some
ten miles north of St.:Pierre, the com-:
mercial capital of Martinique, is the
mouhtain which made a faint show of
eruption 50 years ago. On May 3 last it
began to throw out dense clouds of
smoke. At midnight the same day flames.
accompanied with rumbling noises, light-
ed the sky over an immense area, caus-
ing widespread terror. May 4, hot ashes
cove,red the whole city quarter of St.
Piefre an inch thiek, and made Mount
Pelee invisible. At noon May 5, a stream
of burning lava rushed 400 feet down
the mountainside, following the dry bed
of a torrent, and reaching’ the sea five
miles from the moyntain, in three min-
utes. ‘In its rush the fiery flood swept
from its path plantations, buildings, fac-
tories, cattle and humanp beings of &
‘breadth of about a half a mile. At the
rear of the mouth of the Riviere Blanche
stood the large Guerin sugar factory, one
of the finest, in the island. It is now
completely entombed in lava. The tall
chimney  alone is visible.

One hundred and fifty persons dre-esti-
mated to have perished there;-including
the owners.

Joseph Knox. KEach evening he is said
to have been taking little walks, and
when he did not return from the accus-
tomed stroll on Friday night, his friends*
became alarmed. At 10 o’clock a sys-
tematic search was undertaken and word
sent into the city that he ‘was missing.
All through the night the search ‘was
kept up, and it was not until 7 o’clock
yesterday morning that Mr, Knox discov-
ered the body of the uphappy man float-
ing in the waters of the Arm just un-
der the ‘Craigflower bridge.

$40,000,000 worth of manufactured goous
imported by ‘the Canadians last year from.
the United Stites] Which might as well
have been made in Canada, had been
manufactured  at home, enough people
would have been employed to consume
$11,000,000 worth of farm products, is
very striking, It shows at once the im-
portance of industries to the agricultural
portion of our population. And when
we come to realize that we are losing 'so
much yearly as Dr. Montague has stat-
ed, we must recognize in it a very ser-
ious condition of affairs, and must there-
fore be ready to hear the remedy that
he presents.

Next he recommends that we “fully -
detend our markets. ... close up our de-
fences and stop the importation of manu-
factures .that we can make at home.
Then “a vigorous and determined de-
mand for our proper share upon equit-
able terms - of the markets of the
motherland”’; also for as great a portion
as we can command of the trade of our
gister colonies and of the other buying
nations of the world. Dr. Montague
points out that the =agriculturists. of
Canada are greatly interested in such
lines of policy, for the advantage goes
to the Canadian farmers if they can
feed workmen engaged in producing
$40,000,000 worth more of goo'ds than
are now produced annually in this
country.. “If, however, instead of manu-
facturing these, under the_ terms of a
preferential arrangement, we purchase
them from England instead of the Unit-
ed States, then we give our agricultur:
ists the advantage .of return cargoes on
the ships which carry their farming pro-
ducts to the markets of Great Britain.”
These are Dr. Montague's ideas and his
remedy for a.serious condition of affairs
in ‘Canadian trade.

. Mr. Curtis rose to a question of'priyl-
lege. "He took exception to an editorial
in the morning Colonist regarding his
remarks on the deputation of Victoria
citizens, of which he read extracts as
follows: - ]

“Mr. Smith Curtis raised a question of
privilege yesterday, attacking the. au-
thenticity of a report made by this news<
paper of what he eaid in reference to
the delegation which dnterviewed the
members for Victoria the day before
yesterday. M’ Curtis was actually re
ported as follows:

“ ‘He criticized in very strong terms the
deputation of Vietoria business men who
interviewed Mr. McPhillips  yesterday.
He intimated that they were a disgrace
to the province and a discredit to the
city.’”

“The form of that report shows it is
not a verbatim report. It'is a descrip~
tive report and, as such, we maintdin
that, all question$ of privilege to the con-
trary notwithstanding, it is a correct and
veracious report ‘of the tenor of 'Mr.
Curtis’ remarks. Here are some of the
expressions which dropped from his Hps
exactly as they were jotted down on a
slip of paper by the Minister of Finance:
“Irisgrace to the province—the so-called
business men of Victoria—would likesto
tell them how Ilittle they know about
business—they come here to coerce the
third member for Victoria—cowardly
affair—no influénce—no authority—ail
delusions.” These notes bear out to the
fullest degree the substantial accuracy
of the Colonist report.. But Mr. Curtis
has a habit of imagining, when he sees
something he has said of an objection-
able character, in cold type, that he did
not say it. He may deceive himself in
this way and he may deceive other peo-
ple, but he does mnot deceive the report-
ers nor the newspapers. A most ludi-
crous incident bearing this out, occurred
during the recent campaign. In a meet-
ing Mr. Curtis said: ‘Mr. Dunsmuir
is a criminal and like any other criminal
he should be tried befors a jury of the
people.” That sentence contained a most
offensive and objectionable personal in-
sinuation. In the report of the Colonist
next morning his words read, “the gov-
erument is a eriminal,” and so on. That
change was made simply because it was
considered that Mr. Curtis had been un-
intentionally betrayed into a personal
violence of language which he did mnot
intend. 'Then, extraordinary as it may
seem, Mr. Curtis made a violent attack
upon the Colonist newspaper for mak-
ing it appear that he had said something
which might_be construed as personally
libelous and offensive, when as a matter
of fact what he actually did say was
ten thousand times worse than the form

\in which the Colonist expressed it. That
shows the kind of contortions into which
Mr. Curtis is able to twist his mind and
his recollection.”

Mr. Speaker said the House had noth-
ing to do with Mr. Curtis’ differences
with the newspapers, and the matter
was dropped.

“The commission will visit all parts of
the Empire and investigate ‘for the pre-
paration of materials for an authorita-
tive report; and will be composed of ex-
perts on social and industrial conditions,
Baron Rothschild being named as chair-
man and the clerk of the Poor Guardians
in White Chapel as secretary.”

He asked the government if they had
any information on the sibject?

Hon. Col. Prior said the government
had no information on'the subject, but
/they hoped.the report was true, as it
would go to show that the Imperial gov-
ernment had at last recognized the im-
portance of the taking of measures to
deal with Asiatic immigration.

FORESHORE ‘RIGHTS.
Mr. Gifford resumed the debate on
Mr. 'McBride’s: motion .0f . censure ,re-
garding foreshore rights. Heé felt that
the government had made a grave mis-
take in opeping the foreshore”reserve
until such time as an understanding on
the subject with the Dominion gov-
eriiment. The government’s action had
caused a feeling of uncertainty and un-
rest in the minds of many engaged in
salmon fishing, and- whatever the inten-
tion of the government he thought they
should rescind the order opening the re-
serve., He réad a despatch to show the
sentiment of certain of his constituents
on this subject. The despatch set out
4 resolution urging the govérnment to
dispose of foreshore rights by public
competition.
- Mr. McBride closed the debate. He
claimed that the effect of his motion had
been 3 change in the government policy.
He reiterated his charge that the gov-
ernment had had the intention of giv-
ing away the foreshore to political
; friends, to  whom  they had promised
these valuable concessions.
Hon. Col. Prior emphatically denied
that any promises had been made, but
no action had -been taken, and there
was no present intention of taking any,
in the premises.
Mr. McBride declined to accept Col.
Prior’s statement, nor that of the Hon.
the Attorney-General, made on the floor
of the House on Wednesday. 'He claim-
ed that several letters of Mr. ‘Hall, en-
dorsing applications for foreshore rights,
were not included in the return brought
'down to the House. No doubt Mr. Ha'l
considered himself justified in making
these recommendations in the interests
of his constittients. ~ (Mr. Hall—Hear,
hear,)  He (HalD would be willing to
sacrifice the interests of the proyince
for the adyantage of the City of Vie-
toria. No doubt Mr. Hall had a distinet
" promise from the government'that they
would grant the applications which. he
had endorsed. He had understood Mr.

Hhaillhden_l A b
thing which wonld warrant su
cjusﬁm, and he decls emphatically
that the government had not made any

‘ﬁr. MecBride continued, repeating his
charges against the government on the
same lines, and in practically the same
words which he used in his speech on
moving his resolution. He then wan-
dered off into a violent onslaught on Mr.
Greenshields, until sharply called to
opder by Mr. Speaker. i
He reviewed the remarks of honorable
members who had taken part in the de-
bate, commending those of the supporters
of the resolution, *‘dammning with faint
praise” those of Messrs. Hayward,
Helmcken and others who had taken a
non-partizan view of the case, and eon-
cluded by appealing for support for his
resolution.

He read
a mass of correspondence in suppor{ of
his contention that men on public works
in Revelstoke distriet were discriminated
against in not receiving the same rate
of wages as those employed in Nelson
and Slocan districts. ~He then. with-
drew his resolution.

Mulock, Hon. David Mills and other
prominent Canadian” statesmen had ex-

the rights of these settlers, and it was
rumored that one 'reasen for the hesi-
tancy of the Pominion to grant aid to
the Comox & Cape: Scott railway was
the fact that the grievances had not been
remedied. He quoted from speeches by
Sir ‘Wilfrid Laurier, and the other gen-
tlemen mentioned, to show that the set-
tlers were actually induced to settle upon
the lands and were promised all timber.
coal, and mineral rights. There was
no reservation of coal or minerals in
the Land Act of 1875.. There was no
doubt at all that those men, some 200,
had legal rights to the lands they claim-
ed. They had taken their cases to the
courts which had decided that they had
no rightsito the lands, as the lands were
reserved and, strange to say, in the case
of a-*corporation which applied for a
portion of those same lands as part of
a reserve, the court decided that they
never had been reserved. !

Mr. Hawthornthwaite _éoncluded by
making an impassioned appeal for the
E. & N. settlers, whose grievances, suf-
fered for years, were due to the injustice
and apathy of the Tegislature of British
Columbia. He had eeen the goods of
one of those settlers, Mr. Hogan, thrown
into the streets by officers of the law.
He had seen in Ireland the pitiful, heart-
rending .spectacle of the eviction or a
peasant farmer, and when he left that
country he had hoped that he had left
such scenes ind him forever, he had
hoped for better things in this new land
of freedom and justice. He appealed
to every member of the House to use
his influence towards securing a redress
of these long standing grievances.

ter had been brought before the House,
but he regretted the manner in which
it had been presented. Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite, when he introduced his resolu-
tion, had made an unwarranted attack
upon the Hon. the Attorney-General
and himself (MecInnes), which was a
mistaken policy on the part of one look-
ing for sympathy for, the cause he es-
poused. He (McInnes) had introduced
a similar ‘resolution in the Dominion
House, and at last session of this legis-
lature he had had a similar resolution
on the ‘order paper, but it had not been
given the support of honorable members.
He accused Mr. Hawthornthwaite of
having appropriated the substance of his
resolution of last session for the purpose
of making a little cheap noforiety. His
resolution had asked for definite action,
while that of Mr. Hawthornthwaite only
asked for consideration., He twitted Mr.
Hawthornthwaite with making a speech
to the galleries, -and having no real in-
terest in the case of the settlers. The'
case of Mr. Hogan, which he had cited,
was not at all parallel with the cases of
the old ‘settlers. Hogan had gone to
Nanaimo as a land speculator, he had at-
tempted to secure land on the Newecastle
townsite, and his case had been carried
from court to court and decided against
him by the Privy council. %

Mr. MePhillips gointed out that parlia-
ment was a higher ‘tribunal than the
Privy couneil,

Mr. McInnes had faken that ground
at Ottawa. He had had a commission
appointed, not only to invéstigate. the
cases of the settlers, but also that of
Mr. Hogan—and the commission had de-
cided against Hogan. Apart from Hogan
there were over a hundred settlers who
had rights, and in epite af the report
of the British Columbia commissioner,
Judge Harrison, those rights should be
respected and equitably dealt with. Those
settlers had a right to the minerals as
well as the surfaee.. They had received
patents to the surface from the Domin-
lon goyernment, and the held that it was
competent -and proper that the province,
which~had never aliéuated: the mineral
rights to the Dominion; should issue
Crown grants for the mineral- rights to
which_these settlers were entitled. The
B. & N, railway company had no blame
in the matter, they had not seized the
lands or deprived the settlers of any
rights, they had merely exercised the
privileges granted them by the Dominion
government.

He concluded by urging the govern-
ment to take the case seriously into con-
:lideration and secure justice to the set-

ers.

Hon, Col. Prior said the settlers were
to be congratulated on their cliampions
in the House. 'These cases had been in-
vestigated by two commissions, one ap-
pointed by the Dominion, and the other
by the province, aud the reports of the
commissioners did mot agree. ‘The goV-
ernment were anxious to see justice done
in the case, and would give it the serious
consideration which it deserved.

. Mr. Neill, as seconder of the resolu-
tion, said he was 'a member of. a com-
mittee which had investigated the case
of the settlers, and he could assure the
House that the conviction had been fore-

ed upon him that they.had been very
wrongfully, treated. ‘He “congratulated
the mover of the resolution and the gov-
ernment, in promising to. act upon it.

Mr. ' Speaker “took the chair at 2:20
p.m, ’ :

Mr, Green resumed the debate on Mr.
'Hawthornthwaite’s 'resolution’ re griev-
ances of settlers in the B. & N. belt. He
declared himself. thoroughly in sympathy
with the resolution. - He was convinced
that an injustice had been done, and he
hoped the government would take prompt
steps to remedy the wrongs complained
of,

'Mr. Helmcken 'was pleased to hear
that the government were prepared to
deal "with this long-standing grievanee.
As a ‘member of a committee of investi-
gation, appointed by a former legislature,
he had considerable knowledge of the
case. He must say that the complaint
against the F. & N. Railway company
was not ‘well taken.” The company had
merely exercised the rights conferred up-
on them by -the legislatare., All the ex-
ceptions takén to the claims of the set-
tlers had been of ‘a technical nature,
there had been no valid reason advanced
why their rights should not be granted.
A careful investigation of all the facts
would, he theught, convince the most
skeptical that the rights claimed by the
settlers ‘were ‘well fouunded. Mr. Roth-
well, the commissioner appointed by the
Dominion, shad made a strong recom-
mendation in favor of the settlers, and it
was to be regretted that his finding had
not been acted upon. It must be re-
membered that in case the mineral rights
and lands: were confirmed to those set-
tlers that the E. & N. company would
receive a like area of land outside of
their present grant, so that no one would
be injured by a settlement of the claims.
He hoped the government would effect a
settlement of the case, which would do
justice to all concerned.

‘Mr. McPhillips . complimented Mr.
Hawthornthwaite and Mr. McInnes on
their able awd eloquent statements of
the case of the settlers. He would not
attempt to add to those pleas for they
had completely covered the ground. He
must assume that the decision of  the
Privy couneil was just. in accordance
with the facts produced before the court,
but there were decisions, just in them-
selves, but inflicting an injustice, just
‘because the trae facts had not been pro-
perly represented to the judges. In a
case of that kind the supreme court of
parliament should step in and right the
wrong. ‘The crown, as represented by
parliament, had the power and it was its
duty to see that justice was done. Those
settlers were pioneers of the province,
they had settled npon the lands in good
faith, and were entitled to all the rights
connected with' those lands. They had
suffered a wrong for many years, and it
was high time that justice should prevail,

Mr. Curtis also complimented Mr.
Hawthornthwaite on the very lucid and
convineing ‘manner in which ‘ he ' had
stated his case. Personally he felt con-
vinced . that the settlers had been very
badly treated. He then proceeded to
give his view of the case, reviewing its
history from the beginning. He declar-
ed the legislature of British Columbia
had deprived those settlers of their
rights, and it was the duty of the legis-
iature to restore them, and thus do tardy
justice to a long-suffering lot of people.
Mr, Curtis varied his plea for the settlars
Wwith a wrathful -eriticism of Mr. McIn-
nes’ actions and utterances in connec-
tion with the case. He challenged Mr.
McInnes to allow him to introduce his
resolution of last session as an amend-
ment to .the motjon before the House.

‘Mr. ‘Curtis then moved an amendment,

which he said was word for word the
same as Mr. ‘McInnes’ resolution of last
session.
Mr. Curtis reiterated a 'charge that
Mr. MeInnes had stated that the set-
tlers must lgok to the Dominion govern-
ment for redress.

Mr. MecInnes denied such a statement.
‘He had said distinctly that the mineral
rights were controlled by the province
and that the province alone had the pow-
er to disposa of them.' i

Mr. Speaker declared the amendment
out of order.

Mr. McBride, paid a high compliment

prehensive and lucid statement of a very
complicated case,” He rezretted that un-
der the constitution of the Dominion and
of the Province such a grievance could
exist with no provision for its prompt
redress. - The case appealed to the House
as a whole apart from party feeling, and
he hoped the government would take im-
mediate action to deal with it. 'He held
that it was wholly a domestic matter,
and ‘therefore capable of settlement by
government and the legislature. He
hoped the  government would make a
Cefinite statement as to their intention
in regard to the case.

Mr. Hunter said the case had been
clearly and fairly stated, and the Houae
had received it favorably. The one dis-
cordant note was the unwarranted at-
tack upon Mr. McInnes which had just,
fallen from the lips of the hon. the lead-
er of the opposition. "Why had not that
gentleman taken steps to remedy the
grievances of those settlers, for whom
he expressed such heartfelt - sympathy,
during the long months during which ae
was a mémber-of the government?

M?. Hunter ‘complimented Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite eni his exposition of ‘the
case of the settlers. He informed the
House that Hogan, and three other
claimants to portions of Newecastle town-
site, had refused a vety favorable settle-
ment offered them by the late Hon. Roh-
ert Dunsmuir. He held that the Domin-
ion governmentihad deprived those sct-
tlers of their rights in the first place, and
that that government should in justice
pay damages for the losses which their
action had caused.

Mr. Tatlow also paid tribute to Me,
Hawthornthwaite’s eloquent and force-
ful presentation of the case, and express-
ed himself in hearty sympathy with the
resolution.
that ‘while Mr. MecBride was a member
of the goverument a commission had
been' appoeinted to . investigate the ‘case,

Mr. Hawthornthwaite closed the de-
bate. He very much appreciated the
kind and flattering referencés to himself
and he felt sure the E. & 'N. settlers
would - feel deep gratitude for the inter-
est taken in. theiricase by the members
of the legislature. "He thanked the gov-
ernment for their assurance that they
would take action in the case and trust-

 ed such action would result in a satisfac-]

tory settlement of a long-standing griev-

A few days ago Mr. Cur-
tis had called attention to a newspaper
 article. which purported to expose a case
of idjustice, involving the ltberty of a
man named Joseph Vogel, who was ar-
rested at Ruskin on a charge of insanity,

Westminster, from which he had escaped.
Mr. Curtis on that occasion had insinu-
ated that there might be some gross ir-
regularity in the case on the part of the
asylum officials, and he (Mr. Prentice)
hdd then assured Mr. Curtis and the
XHouse' that he was copvinced the case
would bear the strictest investigation.
He felt certain that' when the facts be-
came known, no biame would be found
to attach to Di. Manchester, medical
superintendent of the asylum, who was
an efficient and thoroughly reliable officer,
He was happy to state that his confidence
in that gentleman had fbeen fully justi-
fied by the facts of the case, and he had
much pleasure in reading Dr. Manches-
ter’s report, which he had jnst received.

Reddick and Camp-
bell, of Rossland. There was no doubt of
the man’s insanity at the time of his ad-
mission, - an there isn’t the slightest
doubt of it now. He had ideas which caus-
ed him to run at large through thé moun-
talns like a wild animal fleeing from im-
aginary pursders. He was taken with dif-
ficulty by the police and brought here. He
thinks that he s being swindled by every-
one who has ever had dealings with him.
He has engaged all the lawyers of Rossland
and_Nelson, also some in Spokane and two
In Victoria to transact his business and
watch ope another. He was In the Medi-
cal Lake Asylum in the neighboring State,
and was released on the condition that he
leave the State, 'which he did. He improved
after he had been here for a time, and I
allowed him certain privileges which he
took advantage of and eloped on March Sth.
On . April 24th I had him arrested after
learning where he was in hiding. He had
been earning his Itving by his own labor
during the time of his eseape, and his idea
was to save up enongh to take him back
to. Rossland. - Owing to,the fact that he
‘was sensible enough to earn his own' lfv-
ing, the peopte of Raskin, where he was,
thought that he was sufficiently sane to
be at large, which was quite true under
some circumstances, but the fact remains
that Vogel Is undoubtedly insane, and that
he is not willing to act upon. advice under
me in order to get a proper discharge. He
has dn estate that is worth something, just
how much is very hard to say. It is worth
at least $5,000, and may be worth $50,000.
It 18 in the hands of the official adminls-
trator. Vogel is not willing that it should
stay there, and wants to interfere with
this estate, which he is perfectly incapable
of managing. Had the man not a pennv in
the world I would soon let him go to these
people that are so anxious to have him,
for he might then workl willingly and at-
tend to that alome. The man is not accus-
tomed to working, eand his work done at
Ruskin was at poof wages and done under
the stress of want of funds to perform a
definite task. This removed he would soon
abandon work altogether, for he is getting
to be an old man. A prominent firm of
lawyers of this town was written to0 by
someone from ‘Ruskin, to Inquire into this
case a few days ago, and they did so, with
‘the result that they are fully satisfied that
Vogel s where he should be.. Trusting that
this information will meet the requirements
of your letter.

A MARE'S NEST.

Mr. ‘Curtis moved: That an humble
address be presented to His Honor the
Lieutenant-(Governor, requesting him to
have a return made to this House of all
orders-in-council, correspondence and
documents relating to the Honorable the
Attorney-General of British Columbia
becoming a party in hig own right, and
also on behalf of the Kettle River Val-
ley railway company, in an action which
has been begun in the Supreme court
of British Columbia, wherein the Attor-
ney-General of British Columbia, and
the Attorney-General of British ‘Colum-
bia on béhalf of the Kettle River Valley
railway company are plaintiffs, and the
Vancouver, Victoria & Eastern Railway
& Navigation company are defendants.
Mr. Curtis made a violent attack’on
the Hon. the Attorney-General, accusing
him of favoring one of the parties to a
law suit for personal and political mo-
tives. He went into a long alleged ex-
planation of the facts in connection with
the V., & E. injunection proceedings,
insinuating all through that Hon. Mr.
Eberts Irad allowed the use of his name
as Attorney-General for the purpose of
further the emds”of the C. P. R. as
against the V., V. & E.

Mr, McPhillips, while not taking excep-
Ftion to what ‘had occurred, thought it
his duty to say that only under excep-
tional circumszances ‘Wwould the Attorney-
general -be justified in intervening n
litigation, He would not impute politi-
cal motives to the Attorney+General, but
it' was well known that he had taken
a strong stand against the V., V. & E.
railway, and the public might assume
that his aetion in the case was prompted
by political bias. The question resolved
itself to this—was any public interest be-
ing damaged by the action of the parties.
It was a question of whether the railway
company should pay $1,500 for right-of-
way over ¢ertain lands and the action
of the Atterney-General had delayed
construction of the railway and forced
the company to pay $50,000 for the land.

Hon. Mr. Eberts—‘“That case was not
in question at all.”

Mr. MdPhillips persisted that the case
he had cited was the one in which the
Hon. the Attorney“General had inter-
vened and went on to accuse that gen-
tleman of driving United States capital
‘out of the province. “He concluded by
declaring that he did not wish to accuse
the Hon. the Attorney-General of im-
proper motives, but his action had had
the effect of retarding railway comstruc-
tion. There was nothing in the argu-
ment that that railway would carry the
ores of the country into the States ta
be smelted.

Hon. Mr. Eberts said there was mo
difficulty in explaining his position, and
he hoped, when he had statedi*the facts
of the case, the” House would see the
baselessness of the insinuations conveyed
by Mr, Curtis’ remarks.’

He wished to say in the firet place, that
he was not a party to a case in which
50,000 was paid for a piece of land.

In the 'case in which his name
had been used he had been asked by
counsel to intervene in behalf of the Ket-
tle River:Valley railway, but he had de-
clined although he might have consented
ander ‘the act. He had been asked to
take aetion in that cage as far back as
December of, last year, but he had re-
fused, and had advised the government
uot to interfere, as such avtion would
only retard the construction of the rail-
way. He had been asked a dozen times
to become a party to an action, 'but he
had absolutely “declined and advised the
government that such action would be in-
Advisable. "He had told the parties in-
terested that he would have nothing to
do, with the case unless ordered .to do

Shot By His Brother
: b\hlcolm.

Slayer Then Ends His Own Life
With Bullet Through
Heart.

New  York, May 8.—Paul Leicoster
Ford, the novelist, was shot and killed
by his brother, Malcolm Webster Ford,
writer and athlete, who immediately
sent a bullet into his own breast, dying

Malcolm Ford called, as he had often
done, and went to his brother’s desk.
Words were exchanged in a tone so low
that Miss Hall could not hear what was
said, though she was mot paying atten-
tion to the incident.

Then, according to.the
statements of the police, she considered
that she must act more bravely, and re-
entered the library.

JLAND OF THE FREE.
Curions Ideas Some United States Sena-
tors Have of Liberty.

Washington, May 7.—Discussion of the
Philippine bill in the Senate took a sen-
sational turn today. Mr. MeComas, in
referring to the alleged eruelfies of Unit-

States soldiers-‘in:'the Philippines,
cruelties which he said he deeply de-
plored, told of some of the cruelties
which occurred on either side during
the Civil war. Neither side, he insisted,

approved of them. He suggested, more-
over, that senators from South Carolina
and Mississippi, ‘“Where there is less
popular liberty than in any others, were
shouting loudest for constitutional lib-
ertv in the Philippines.”

Chinese Prisoner Tries to Strangle Him--
self at Leck-up.

Ah Foo, a 'Chinese, rémanded from
yesterday morning, on the charge of
stealing a pair of $6 pants from another

CENSUS BULLETIN.

Comparisons of Hnglish, Irish and
R Scotch Immigrants.

Ottawa, Ont., May 8.—(Special.)—A
census bulletin issued today deals with
“Immigration and birthplaces.”

It show’s that there were last year 203,-
803 persons of English birth in Canada
against 219,688 in 1891; and 169,504 in
1881, showing that in the last decade
the immigration from England does not
make good the death and exodus of Eng-
lish-born Canadians. The Irish born
population shows a greater reduction, It
fell off from 185.526 in 1887 to 149,184
in 1891, and 101.628 in 1901. The Scots
in Canada num¥ered 115,562 in 1881;
107,584 in 1901, and only 83,631 in 1001.

British Columbia has 14,576 Chinese,
and 4,515 Japs out of a total respective-
ly of 17,043 and 4,674 respectively.

cent., and $60,000,000 common stock
limited, to ten per cent. and also $50,-
000,000 in collateral trust at 4% per cent.
idebentures. ' The White Star line ae-
quisition is antedated to January 1,1901,
the combine or corporation as it is term-
ed/ taking all the line's profits'from that
date. The. White Star line shares are
exchanged on the basis of ten times the
net profits made by that line in 1901.
The arrangement made with the Domin-
jon line is similar to that made with the

FOR SIBERIA.

Manauense Will Sail on Mounday For
Russian Asia.

Steamer Manauense will leave for Si-
beria, on Monday cerrying a cargo for a
company which-holds a concession, vast
in extent, to.trade, . mine and explore
Northeast Siberia. ’

The Manauense’'s cargo, consisting of
500 tons of general merchandise and min-
ers’ supplies, 300 tons of coal and 300,000
feet of lumber, will be landed at Vladi-
mir, Plover bay, and St. Nicholas, St.
Lawrence bay, both on the Behring sea
coast.

The Manauense wili make rather a
round-about voyage in reaching her desti-
nation. She goes first to Viadivostok,
calling at a Japan port en route for fuel.
At Vladivostok she will take on 150
Russians, whose services will be em-
ployed in connection with the conces-
sion. Of the total nuimber, 120 are pros-
pectors, who will devote their time to
searching for geold and other precious
metals within the confines of the conces-
sion, The rest are government officials
appointed from St. Petrsburg and Coe-
sacks.or.police soldiers. Both Russians
and Americans are to be employed in the
development of the country. Sooner or
later, it is believed, many trained pros-
pectors will be drawn from Nome, but
a shore distance across Behring sea from:
the north and eastern extremity of the
concession.

The Manauense will probably be 60
days making the round trip. She will
return from Siberia by way of Nome,
but, being' an English bottom, canuoi
book any business from that port.
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THE LATE PRINCIPAL GRANT.

By the death of Principal iGrant, Can-
ada loses one of her foremost citizens.
As a man he made his way by sheer
force of intellect and strength of ¢haracs
ter. It is more than probable that if
Principal -Grant had not been a-student
and an ecclesiastic, he would have been
cne of the-foremost men in Canada as a
statesman, or as 4 man of affairs. As
it was, he attained an eminence as a man
-whose views on public questions were en-
titled to great respect, and he exercised
7an individual influence’ second to that of
no other man in Canada. He was a
typical Canadian Scotchman, broad in
his ideas, fervent in the advocacy of
everything he believed in, and filled with
-enthusiastic loyalty to his country. Like
many another man of similar type, he
devoted the main energies of his life to
the cause of education. The spreading
of the light of reason amongst the peo-
ple was his conception of the most pow-
erful means to ameljorate the condition
of the human race. ,As the - Toronto
Globe said of him, he was “a man of
vowerful personality, marvelous versatil-
ity, and indomitable perseverance. He
is con aiore an educationist. 'When
political matters are uppermost he is on
bhand, and_ few professional politicians
try a second tilt 'witz him, either through
the press or on the platform.” : Hé is
dead. For him controversy has ceased
in the great ultimate calm. But he has
been a man of 'whose career, attainments
and public exertions Canada may well
be proud. P
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LEGISLATION EXTRAORDINARY.

Legislation has apparently been intro-
_duced at Ottawa havirg for one of its
objects the relieving of the White Pass
& Yukon Railway from all liability in re-
-spect of the actions now pending against
that company.  The proposed legislation
<does not, on a cursory reading, disclose
in any substantial measure its real pur-
port; being designed aleng lines which
bfing it within~the -American ‘politigian’s
<efipition of “a joker.” ‘It ‘confers upon
the Canadian gévernment power; by or-
der in couneil, to remit any and all pen-
alties and forfeitures under any and all
existing acts of the Parliament of Can-
ada “including all penalties and for-
feitures for whieh judgments have al-
ready been obtained or in respect where-
of actions are now pending.”

Relief against the White Pass & Yu-
kon Route is sought under the provisions
of sectiow 290 of the Railway Act, which
reads as follows: . “290. Every person
from whom any cgmpahy exacts any un-
just or extortiomate toll rate or ch’urge
shall in addition to the amount so un-
justly exacted be entitled to. recover
from the company as damages an amount
equal to three times the amount so un-
justly exacted.” Under the legislation
now peunding at Ottawa the governmeng
can, by simply passing an order in coun-
cil, absolutely nullify the effect of the
above section as against railway com-
panies: “‘The: -effect will be to take all
such matters out of law and into politics;
for, 'if ‘agtion be brought against a com-
pany for penalties or forfeitures, it will

The Spien Kop despatches have now
been’ issued in full, and we reproduce
elsewhere 4t length the principal pass-
ages and documents which have notk
been made. public hitherto. ~They recall
an episode of which the single redeem-
ing feature was the splendid eonduct of
our troops under circumstances +which
tried to ‘the utmost their discipline and
their courage. From every other point of
view the story of 'Spion Kop and the be-
havior of most- of .the principal actors
concerned-in it must remain painful read-
ing to Englishmeén. The operations them-
selves seriously impaired the military
reputation of  Sir Redvers Buller, Sir
‘Chanles Warren, and of some of thelr
subordinates. The unhappy controversy
in regard both to the form, and to the
adequacy or inadequacy of the official
accounts originally issued, has not added
to the credit of either of the parties to
it. The.papers we print today put, how-
ever, a very different complexion upon
the action both’'of the government and
of General Buller from that ‘which it has
hitherto borne. If they do not clear the
governient, they contain a crushing con-
demnation of General Buller’s behavior
as a commander out of his own
mouth, ¥ They show that, if minis-
ters acted weakly and dnjudiciously in
publishing an' incomplete version of the
deéspatches, this course was taken from
a sincere desire,; as Mr. Balfour has stat-
€d in a recent correspondeiice,:to spare,
if possible, General Buller’s feelings and
to maintain his military reputation. The
government, we believe, would have act-
ed more wisely and mere fairly to the
nation had they-either withheld the de-
spatches dltogether, or published them ia
full, but nobody. who now reads these
documents can doubt that ministers teok
the unfortunate middle course they did
take largely for thé purpose of shielding
the officer they had originally chosen for
the ¢hief command in South Africa.
‘What conceivable motives can have im-
pelled Sir Redvers Buller to foree them
to abandon that course after nearly two
years it is not easy to understand. The
papers now published “without manipu-
lation,” in reply to his deliberate and of-
fensive challenge, justify, and fully jus-
tify, from his own lips, the severest
strictures passed uipon his leadership by
LordsRoberts and the least favorable
suspicions hitherto entertained amongst
the public as to what that leadership
must have been. It is simply astonish-
ing that a soldier and a_man  of the
world, who has risen to such high rank
in the army, should so entirely misjudge
tthe purport of his own admissions as to
insist on- extorting them from the  too
friendly hands which strove to consign
them to a chgritablé oblivion. Upon the
possible causes of so strange a perver-
sion of view in a man who has served his
country with zeal and courage, if not al-
ways with intelligence, 'we prefer not to
speculate.

He was then,
as he is now, a very strong upholder of
the doctrine that the people in electing
a representative, delegate to his individu-
al judgment the conduct of public affairs,
and have no right to attempt to influence
his epinions or his actions, but merely
to pass judgment upon them at a later
stage. Stll he yielded, or appeared to
vield, to the pressure brought to bear
upon® him. “Fhat pressure may have
been, like Macbeth’s “visionary dagger,
marshalling him the way that he was
going, but all the external evidence is
to the. effect that it influenced his course
of action to the extent of altering its
dgirection. That, however, has to do with
the personal responsibility of “Mr.. Me-
Phillips fort his actions of a year ago,
and an appdrent incomsisteney between
what he did then and what he seems
about to do mow. -We hasten to affirm
our belief that however wrongly Mr.
McPhillips may act at any time, he will
do so from perfectly honorable motives.
‘We' leave the continual implication. of
mmpure motives to those with whose
character such methods of political criti-
cism are more in harmony than they are
with ours. . What we propose to do is to
analyze the' position which Mr. McPhil-
lips adopts as defining the duty of a rep-
resentative. - We quite agree with him
that' there is nothing federal in our sys-
tem of representaitive government. A
member of parliament is, in all matters
affecting the country as a whole, the
irustee of ome portion just as much’as
that of another. We also agree with
him that a very heavy responsibility to
form a-.correet individual judgment as
the trustee of the people Tests upon every
‘member. of parliament. But we remind
him that almost any abstrdet doetrine,
may, with perfect apparent logic, e car-
ried into rank absurdity in dealing with
concrete propositions. We take issue
with him absolutely that there is any pro-
cess by 'which a representative can argue
himself into occupying any other position
than that of a representative.. Under
our.system of government, the voice of
the people is the voice of God. That is
to say, that we believe that the will of
the people interprets the Divine will in
matters of government.-It follows natur-

@lly from that, that the process of elect-

ing a Tepresentative is not the process of
substituting the judgment of an individ-
ual for the will of the people. Such an
idea would involve a complete antinomy,
the conflict,of the principle of representa-
tive government, with the principle of
determiding public policy by virtue of
individual judgment. This is avoided im
our system by the election of members
on A more or less general declaration of
principles, which shows whether their
mind is ir harmony with the mind of the
people. But where, in spite of this, a
hopeless antagonism results, then ‘the
member should resign his seat lest he
foree his conscience on the one hand, or
run the fearful risk of setting his wi#
above that of the supreme force, as re

resented in the will of the people, on the
other. A representative must always re-
nrain a representative; he can never be-
come a dictator. We fail altogether to
see where theé policy on which Mr. Mec-
Phillips is now opposing the government
i out ogharmony with the general prin-
ciples on which he was elected as a rep-
resentative. We know that what ‘we may
c¢all the legitimate opposition to that
policy - is ‘based ‘@pon arguments as to
what the  public advantage demands,
which Mr. MecPhillips has himself on
many occasions fearlessly and success-
fully combatted. 'We are therefore al-
most compelled to believe that Mr. Mec-
Phillips’ -attitude is determined not by
considerations of the principles contain-
ed in ithat policy, which are in harmony
with' the principles upon which he receiv-
ed his representatives/status, but by con-
siderations of a more personal character,
namely, that he has lost confidence in,
and is no longer affiliated to, the individ-
vals who are representative of these
Such an atti-
tude is inflnitely more dangerous to rep-
resentative institutions than the great-
est possible venality or personal ambi-
tion, two things of which nqo one that
we know of, ever accused the third mem-
ber for Victoria. But such a perversion
of representative government is pro-
foundly dangerous because, ;while venal-
ity and ambition are blots upon_our insti-
{utions, this leads to an absolute denial
of the virtue of these institutions to rep-
resent the wili of the people, and of the
subordination of the individual to that

tinctive character known as registered
stock. But we do not profess any great
authority on such subjects. There are
endless forms of stocks and shares and
debenture bonds. The best way to get
‘an idea of what inseribed stock means
is to ‘remember that when the word
“stock” is used in reference to “shares,”
it is.used in an improper sense. We of-
ten have the designation retained “stock
and share broker,” implying that there is
a difference between them.  In Canada
and the United States the. distinction
has been lost, because there-is nothing in
finance to correspond -with the. classical
meaning 'of stoek. Originally, when a
man lent meney to the King’s Ex-
chequer, he Teceived a split hazel stick,
on which the amount was cut in notches.
That was his stock. The Exchequer re-
tained the other half, which was known
as the counterstock. This mouney was
only repayable at the King’s pleasure,
but interest was paid upon it out of cet-
tain revenues hypothecated for the pur-
rose and called . “the funds.” 'These
funds were afterwards all consolidated
and the particular revenues securing dif-
ferent issues released, hence our word
consols. Sfock therefore means an in-
terest in money loaned for which there is
no fixed date of repayment, but which
bears a fixed rate of interest. ‘A-stock
certificate is the eyidence which the cred-
itor has, the modérn equivalent of the
split hazel stick. These certificates may
be issued for any sum. The purchaser
gets his certificate and his name is in-
seribed on the roll for the amount of
money he has paid in. 'This is the sys-
tem upon which British Columbia bor-

permanent, but redeema in a4 term of
years. What merits: it possefses we
have never ‘beeni’ ‘ablel to understand.
It has always appeared to us as an anti-
quated survival of a largely discgrded
method of finance. - Nor can we see how
it can fail to have the effect of giving
us a ciosed and highly restricted market
for our securities instead of an open one.

THE FORESHORE.

It will be generally admitted that apart
from fish traps the foreshore of British
Columbia is of o pearticular use to any
tody and has little or no value as a
provincial -asset. Now the leader of the
opposition, Mr. Richard McBride, is op-
posed to the introduction of fish traps.
Does he say that the fish traps injure
the'supply of salmon? If so, the 'supply
of salmon is being equally as much in-
jured by American fish traps as it would
be by Canadian fish traps. The schools
of ffish have to go through a system of
traps before they reach the Fraser river
where gill net fishing is in vogue. In
the .name of cOmmon sense let them
go through a system of Canadian fish
traps in preference to a system of Ameri-
can fish traps!  If the fish are to be de-
pleted let them be depleted by ourselves
30 that-we gain some benefit{ and not by
other people so that we reap no advan-
tage whatsoever. On the other hand
does Mr. McBride oppose the introduc-
tion of fish traps in the supposed in-
terestsiof those engaged in the industry
of gill net fishing on the Fraser river.

He never, whether from mem-
tal indolence ar mental incapacity, gives
the people the grounds of, and reasons
for, any attitude which he adopts, ex-
cept imdeed the question be one in the
lower /stratum of politics a question of
the disposition of patronage or the emo-
luments of office. Then he becomes pre-
cise, eloguent, and exhaustive in his
discussion. of the issue. He seems in
fact to combine the imposing appearance
of a -statesman with the mental attri-
butes of a.ward politician. It may per-
haps be - consistent with Mr. MdBride’s
theories, of politics and ' his opinion of
what is to be expected from the responw
sible leader of a party that he should in
one breath denounce the introduction of
fish traps altogether, and in the next,
denqunce the government for not con-
serving the magnificent heritage of the
people contained in the possession of the
foreshore; but to most people his aection
in so doing. will appeal as an example
of an-amazing  incoherency of mind.
We suspect, however, -that when Mr.
McBride talks about fish traps and fore-
shores he.is winking one -eye at certain
voters in the Fraser river valley, wink-
ing the other eye at the Canners’ asso-
ciation, and expecting the bridge of his
nose to conceal the one operation from
one side, -and the other operation from
the other ®ide. This may be Mr. Mec-
Brlc}e’s idea of politics, but he may be
reminded of the fact that an unquestion-
able zuthority has propounded the dic-
tum that. *‘he that winketh with the eye
causeth sorrow.” We . have no- doubt
that the authority in question had pal-
pitations of the eyelid similar to those
indulged in by Mr. McBride, in view.

The Imperial bearings of any question
of ~p9hcy do not seem even to merit dis-
-cussion. ;. We expected.that this imposi-
tion of a duty 9on wheat would raise
questions of Imperial consideration all
over the United Kingdom. But, instead
of that, it seems to be approached from
every point of view except that which is
to our minds of prime importance. We
may not, and we do not doubt the right
of Greht Britain to impose a duty on
Canadian wheat, but we may very well
doubt the’expediency of giving a prefer-
ence to British - manufactures in the
Canadian market in the face of such a
duty. What we cannot understand is
that this aspect of the question does not
Seem to have appealed to a single journal
ﬁerglt'esientathe of public opinion in Great

M. S. Condor.—Deploring./ as all do,
the mysterious disappearance of this ship,
immediately on hearing that she had been
posted- by the Admiralty as ‘“‘missing,
your committee held a special meeting, ap-
pointed a sub-committee, who, Tully .pe-
lieving in the good old phrage that *‘he
confers a double kindpess who. gives guick-
ly,” instant action was taken, which met
with a right royal and generous response
from one and all, eventuating in a concert
in' the Vietoria Theatre, and an entertain-
ment in the Drill hall, resulting In a sum
of over $700 being realized, one hundred
pounds of which was immediately cabled
to the head office of the'League in London
for distribution amongst relatives and de-
pendents upon the gallant fellows who are
lost, and it is hoped that ‘further contrl-
butions” may speedily be forthcoming, so
that the balance®may be augmented and
forwarded. »

In moving the adeption of the report,
Bishop. Perrin congratulated the bmn@
apon the good work done in the first year
of its existence. It was a work, how-
ever; which 'was deserving of a more
widespread interest than it was at pres-
ent receiving in Vietoria. A good lesson
might be learned from Germany, where
a similar movement had 600,000 members
and raised a very large amount of money
each year. He was happy to be able, too,
to refer to the good work done by the
branches in Toronto and in Newfound-
land. Of the-various topies dealt with
in the report, few were so important as
that of the naval reserve. At the pres-
ent time all the British Shlps. eould be
fully manned through the assistance of
the reserve, but in case of war, it might
be difficult to fill the places of those who
might fall, and so the reserves should be
vonsiderably enlarged and that through-
out the Empire generally. This was all
the more necessary because .of the
changes of the times. For instance,
San Francisco once at the mercy of a
naval force, was now a well fortified
port, while the Morganiging of the :At-
lantic fleets was a matter of tremen-
dous consequence in the cox;_x&?etmon of
trade. Some of the largest ships on the
Atlantic_npow floated the flag of the
United States, while at United States
naval yards the largest battieships were
now hkeing constructed. From a war
standpoint, however, this ‘was all the
better for Great Britain, as a conflict
with the United States was most im-
probable, and the races of fhe same
blood could well be expec_'ted to-stand to-
gether in other complications.

He was glad to see the work that was
being dome in the schools, for there the
most could be accomplished in wuphold-
ing the naval supremacy of the Empire.
Today that Empire -was oune before the
world in arms afield, and the league
could do much in assisting to make, it
one before the worldjafloat.; And power
afloat was the great.guarantee oF peace,

Mr. C. H. Lugrin expressed his utmost
satisfaction with the ddmirable: report
which they had all heard. He was very
much ~pleased with the references to
Trafalgar.Day, and although it #s now
four years ahead, he thought that the
centennial -anniversary of that day
should be kept in mind for a-fitting cele-
bration. All. too. missed young Mr.
Devereaux, who had gust responded to
the ecall to arms, and had gone to South
Afriea to battle for the flag. His ser-
vices to this branch of the league had
been very hearty and much.appfeciated,
too, and .he thought that no one would
forget him, though now absent from its
meetings.

‘Mr. 0. E. Redforn, who secondeéd the
adoption of the report, thought that it
was too. bad that there were only 80
members on the Navy league roll. Viec-
\toria owed a great deal to its connection
with His Majesty’s navy, and from its
citizens there should at least be 800
members found, With a body like that,
aggressive league 'work might be done,
and the interest of the interior™® cities
stirred up. They might, from their posi-
tion afar from the seaboard, be safe from
the-horrors of-war, but should war break
out and the maval line be forced, the in-
terior of Canada would suffer very se-
verely through lack of market for - its
wheat and products. The financial in-
fluence of Victoria’s league might not
be very great, but its moral effect might
and ought to be very great. The re-
serves, t0o, were most important. Men
could 'be drilled into soldiers much more

s0 the need for a ndaval Teserve was all
the greater. He hoped to'see the present
roll of 80 grow: into 200 during the com-
ing year. ! -

Capt. Clarke made the suggestion that
more frequent meetings of the branch
might be conducive to more aggressive
work. At present there was but one, and
he considered that the labors-of the com-
mittee would be materially, assisted by
general  meetings, say, every three
months. <

The -sealing schooner Otto, whieh left
Kyuquot with the scbooners Arietis and
Penelope, reached port yestérday morn-
ing with 116 skins. But three or four
vessels of the fleet are now looked for,
he schooners which had Indian erews and
thie schooners which took out white
crews will in _all’probability go across to
the Copper islands to complete the sea-
son. . The schooners which are expected
‘from the coust are the Hatzic, Capt. Da-
ivy; -Aineke, Capt.. MéDougall; “C. D.
Rand; Capt. -Searle, and‘ Sadie ‘Turpel,
‘Capt. Moorhouse. These vessels all“went
well nortl after the seal berds, while
those which have reached port did not go
further north than the extreme point of
Vancouver Island. - As steamers arriving
from the northward have reportéd sight-
ing large-numbers of seals,‘the company
is hopeful that the sehooners which went
to the Fairweather grounds will have
good  catches. e white schooners
‘which worked to:the northward were the
Oscar and Hattie, Capt. Blakstad, which
has a crew of 21 white men;!City-of San
Diego, ‘Capt. Folger, which-~has 21 ‘white
men;  ‘Casco, | 'Capt. Munro, with 21
whites; Saucy Lass, Capt. Gillen, with
18 whites, and the little South Bend;
Capt. Cole; with 14 whites. _All these
vessels are. expected to have fair catch-
es, The Japan fleet includes the schoon-.
ers Director, Florence M. Smith, Tri-
umph, Geneva, Dora Siewerd, and Car-
lotta 'G. Cox, cargyil}g 138 white men.

According to the Japamese papers re-

ceived by the steamer Tartar, the sealers
are doing well off the Korean coast. The
Japan Times says: 4 g
“A prosperous fur seal huut is now re-
ported to be going on off the port of Sho-
ho, Hamgyongdo, Korea. Fiftéen vessels
are at present -engaged in the hunt, of
which eight are Japanese vessels, includ-
ing the Hoko Maru, belonging to the Ho-
ko 'Gikai ‘association, while others are
English. * The Hoko Maru is said to
have caught 30 in three days.”
The catch of 21 of the fleet has been
given to date, and 20 schooners are in
port. TUnless the schoomers still to be
heard from do much better than those
which have arrived, the average eatch
will be far below that of last season,
when an average catch of 226 skins to
the schooner was made. 'The catech of
the 21 schooners which have arrived, in-
cluding the C7 D. Rand, which - is at
Quatéino, amounts to 2,875 ekins, an
average of about 137 skins to the
schooner, 89 skins to the vessel less than
was taken last year, The eause of the
falling off in the catch 'was not due to
any decrease in the seal herds, however,
for the seal were seen, but the weather
was so bad that the hunting days were
so few and far between that the hunters
could fiot get them. ‘Some of the schoon-
ers had but two lowering’days during the
stormy month of February, and - not
many more during ™March.

THE SAILERS.

Ballachulish Arrives With Salmon—Ed-
dyside Leaves Port Natal, °

Another salmon ship has arrived home.
The Ballachulish, which sdiled with 84,-
198 cases of- salmon the day following
the heavy gale in which the Condor and
Matteawan went down; passed Brow-
head on May 4, bound to Live; 1.
Like others of the salmon fleet, the Bal-
lachulish made a long passage. She oc-
cupied 151 days to Browhead.

The bark Hespe:, whnich sailed from
Hastings mills on November 30, with
lumber for Fremantle, arrived at her
destination on Monday. The Hesper, as
will be remembered, put into ‘Honolulu on
January 1 in a leaking condition, and
after being repaired there, sailed again
for the Australian port on February 15.

Other ships have been added to the
fleet which are bound to this port. The
British bark Eddyside, which is said to
have been taken up to load salmon, left
Port Natal for the Royal Roads on Sat-
urday last, May 3.

600D SERVANTS
HARD TO SECURE

Hon. J. H. Turner Interviews|
Hon. Mrs. Joyce On Dome stic
Servant Question.

Hon. J. H. Turner, sgent-general for
British Columbia, writing to the Bureau
of Provincial Information, from London,
under date of April 25, says he aitended
the annual meeting of.the British Wo-
men’s Emigration association on the day
previous. ' Lord Selborne presided, and
the speakers were Lords Strathcona,
Brassey, and Lennengton, and Mr. Tur-
ner, who explained theé necessities of
British Columbia in the matter of domes-
tic servants.

‘Hon. Mrs. Joyce, president of the as-
sociation,  informed Mr. Turner that she
thought she could.secure a good number
of reliable girls of good charpacter, if
places were found for them in advance
on suitable terms as.to wages. She
thought the minimum wage should be
$15 :a month, the émployer to advance
at least $560 of the passage money, a
portion of which would be retained out
of the monthly wages for a year, but to
return the amount so retained at the
end of the year. ~Wages of girls with
exceptionally good recommendations to
be higher, say up to $25 a month, and
good cooks up to $30. /

Continuing, Mr,” Turner says:

“Mrs. Joyce, is, however, desirous to
introduce into British Columbia women
of a somewhat higher  class, such ‘as
daughters of business men, farmers, etc.
There "are  establishments in England
for these now, at which no servants
are kept, all the work being doue by
these girls and they are there taught
everything in the way of housekeeping.
They go out, in parties, and in Australia
and Africa there are hostels Yor them,
at’ which they live, going out daily to
cook and do other househeald work, but
returning” at night to the hostel.” In ad-
dition to these, Mrs. Joyce is anxious
to send, out-lady-helps; these, of course,
would expect- to live with the family.
They would be®very capable housekeep-
ers, ete. This class, T told her, were
not in my opinion, likely to suit, though
it is possible that some families might
not' object to them. She says that one
class of this latter class, nursery gov-
ernesses, are much liked in some goun-
tries, as they look after the children and
give early imstruction. Amny girls going
out- wounld be in.charge of ‘a matron,
and should, she thinks, be consigned to
Mrs. Skinner,. Vancouver, who would
arrange f0r their signing agreements, etc.
. “I may say that there is really much
difficulty in getting servants here now.
The A. B. C. company—Lyons & Co.,
and the Tea Table Co. have at least 2,-

eqmloyed, and there are lots of
other similar companies. Then there are

West HEnd, dozens of them employing
each 10 to 20 girls—and the innumerable
small restaurants, railway stations, bars,
ete. The girls like these places; they,
at some, get tips, and at all the larger
places, Have evenings out. Fven those
in houses now expect to go out’ frequent-
ly, and their wages are much higher
than they were. JInstead of being £10 to
£18, a " year, they Tun from £15 to
£36, and cooks higher, In grand estab-
lishments, “still - higher ‘and little work
to do. The housemaid won’t clean the
kitchen; the kitchen maid ' won’t clean
the boots; another won’t clean windows,
and the cook is the-lady of the kitchen.
but won’t clean it, so you can easily
see the difficulty.”

" OLD-TIMER DEAD,

Col. Grant, Who Built, the Trunk Road
to .Cariboo, Passes Away. -

Col. John Marshall Grant, R.E., third
son of Gen, Duncan Grant, Royal Artil-
lqry, died recently at Bournemouth, in
his 80th year. He joined the army in
1842, and on the taking over of the ad-
ministration of British Columbia . from
the Hudson’s Bay company was select-
ed to command the first troops sent out,
a _company of Royal Sappers and Miners,
‘He carried out the trunk road from the.
coast to the Cariboo goldfields, and was
employed for. five years in the colony.
He was gazetted lieutenant-colonel in
1865, ‘and colonel in 1870, and #fter-
wards served oif the general staff of the
army at headquarters as deputy-assist-
ant quartermaster-general and as assist-
ant adjutant-general of ‘the corps of Roy-
al Engineers.. Col. Grant leaves three
sons, two in the Royal Engineers and
one in the Indian ‘Staff Corps.

are Belng Almost Ignored
in London.

In order to grace the forthcoming fes-
tivities, says the B. C. Review, publish-
ed in London, representatives ‘will be as-
semMled from all quarters of the British
dominions to do hener to their soyereign,
and it is only maturally to be expected
that Canada, the most important of our
colonial ‘nations, should take a promin-
ent position in these rejoicings. ' It is
satisfactory -to mote that Canada will
provide a decorative arch in Whitehall,
but'this by itself will be an inadequate
representation .of the importance and
wealth of- the Dominion. A c¢olonial
stand is to be erected to enable resi-
dents in London prominently connected
with the different colonies and colonial
visitors to witness the pageant, and by
their presence to do honor to the King of
‘Britons Beyond the Seas.” We referied
iast week to a meeting which had been
held at-the offices of the High Commis-
sioner for Canada to discuss suggestions
for the representation’ of the different
colonies on the .colonial stand, to which
all the Agents-General of the Austral-
asian and South:African provinces were
-invited.: As Sve mentioned last week, the
neglect to invite the presence -of the
gents-general for the Canadian provinces
caused no little comment, and in view of
the importance that the whole of Canada
should be adequately  represented, we
have instituted inquiries this week in or-
der to discover the reason for this
strange omission. - It appears to have
been ‘the policy of the officials of the
High Commissioner’s office, for some time
past, to keep the Canadian Ageuts-Gen-
eral as much in the background as possi-
ble, and to prevent their appearing offi-
cially at any public functions. :

This incomprehensible policy is having
u detrimental effect on the prestige of
Canada’ in. London, and at the same
time what appears to be a quite uncall-
ed for slight is being passed upon those
Canadian governments which maintain
a ~duly appointed representative in the
capital of the Empire. -Each agent-
zeneral requires some seating accommo-
dation for those - specially connected
with his province who may be in London
at the date of the coronation, but, as far
as can be seen at present, ‘Canada is
likely to be as badly represented as on
the occasion of the last Jubilee, when
the colonial stand was ‘ocgupied almost
entirely by those connected with the
Australasian and South African prov-
inces. &

We have taken-the trouble to inquire
into this matter, and from the agents-
general of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick
and British Columbia, in every case we
have received the same reply, viz., that
although they were anxious to know
‘what seats can be placed- at their dispos-
al, as they had had many inquiries from
persons prominently connected with their
provinces, they <were quite Tunaware
whether any preparations would be made,
and, judging by what has taken place at
former public .functions, it is doubtful if
seats will be provided even. for the
agents-general themselves. A represen-
tative of the Review also made inquiries
from the dgent-general of one of the Aus-
tralasian colonies, and he stated that he
would certainly have.a certain number
of seats at his disposal on the colonial
stand.

It thus seems more tham probable
that, unless steps are shortly takeu to ob
tain proper representation at this his-
toric ceremony, Canada, which has a
larger population than the Australian
Commonwealth, will ind that while the
Australasian Agents-General have each
succeeded in obtaining econsiderable re-
commodation for representativey of their
provinees. Canada will be”altogether at
a disadvantage. There have been, un-
fortunately, already too many occasions
when the . ‘prestige .of -Canada suffer-
ed. 'We might instance the reception at
Victorda station to welcome the Duke an
Duchess ‘of York .on- their return from
their Colonial tour. The agents-general
of the Canadian provinces very properly
wished to be present on behalf of their
respective governments, but their sugges-
tions ~ were .ignored, and owing to the
obsence of the High Commissioner, Can-
ada was totally unrepresented. -Again
last week, when representatives from all
portions of the Empire assembled at St.
Paul’s fo mourn the irreparable loss of
one of her greatest sons, the Agents-Gen-
eral of the Canadian provinces should
by right have stood with their fellow
representatives of Great Britain te do
honor to their great fellow-countryman.
They were not even invited, and the Do-
minion’ wes represented by a clérk in
the Canadian office. ;

It will not be pleasing, we fancy, to
those whom these gentlemen represent tq
feel that their officially accredited repre-
sentatives are thus ignored and prevented
from taking their proper position in the
official life of the capital of the Empire.
It has long been the complaiiit that Can-
ada is not properly known or appreciated
in the Mother Country as it should be,
and that Australia, although far mere
distant, has been allowed to loom larger,
and thereby obtain a better class of emi-
grants and a far greater share of our
surplus capital to develop its'resources.

THis strte of affairs is not likely to be
remedied by belittling different portions
of the Dominion in the person of their
official representatives. . The greater the
attention which is drawn to the prov-
inces, the greater will be the measure of
importance- attached to the whole.

The promoters are E. F. B
Johnstone, Toronto; B. ‘W. Folger,
Kingston: Paul “Weedner, Detroit; John
Miller, Diluth, and T, W. Paterson,
Victoria. - Its capital was reduced from
$25,000,000 to $15,000,000. From Tete-

run southerly in‘ the vicinity of  the
North ‘Thompson river, by #ay of Kam-
loops, to a point near Princeton, then
westerly to New Westminster and thence
north'westerly to Vancouver.

QOutside this building the nitric and
acids are combined and
pumped up into a vat at the top of the
tier, into which is -afterwagds fed the
sweet glycerine from the drums in which
it is imported. ' This vat contains 5,000
pounds of nitro and 700 pounds of sweet
glycerine, but the resulting output or
“charge” is but 1,400 ‘pounds of nitro-
glycerine, much of the compound of the
two acids passing off, and js returned to
another part of the works, called the
“de-nitrator,” where the twp acids are
separated and used over and over again.
Having been completely *“mixed,” the
newly-born giant passes into a second
buge vat—the separator where that por-
tion of the acids which have not com-
bined with the glycerine is drained off,
as mentioned above. The separating is
done by gravity, the nitro-glycerine, being
a light liquid, rises to the top of
the tank, while the nitric and sulphuric
acids, .in combination, sink and are
sent on their way around the works
in a long line of pipes.

From the separator the nitro-glycerine
goes down one step more into a third re-
ceptacle, where it is “washed.” This
process is for the purpose of removing
all ‘excess of acids or other matter, and is
done by means of two washing¢ in cold
salt 'water and _ one  containing soda.
While in the bath, both the explosive and
water are kept ‘boiling” by means of
jets of compressed air forced through the

Previous to being packed into cart-
ridges or “sticks” the wnew dynamite
bears a very strong resemblance to so
much minced suet.

“stick.” The little cylinders, each about
10 inches long, into which the explosive
is packed are made of wove paper dipped
in -boiling -parafine. . First the , paper
cylinder .is rolled and pasted, and so ex-
pert are the men that each of the four
hands are capable of making 6,000 rolls

This
latter is run off in open lead drains to
the weighing house, some distance re-
moved, ‘where the quantity is kept tally
of by means of a tank on a weighinz
machine, 'so that the exact result of each
chargé is permanently recorded, to the
fraction of an ounce. From this point
the liquid continues on its way by means

Having traced the different steps in the |
manufacture of dynamite up to the;
finished article, it will now be in ovder;
‘to go back and follow up ‘n detail ihe!
treatment of the “spent” or surplus acid |
which drains off from the ‘“dynamite” |
house. This, as was stated when de-|
scribing the *death chamber” of the)
works, is returned by pipes to the de-|
nitrating plant, where first of all the
mtre is burnt out of the recovered or |
spent acid. The acid as it runs down;
from the dynamite house is collected in a |
tank, from which it is allowed to run!
into a much smaller tank, for the pur-,
pose of again separating, by gravity, any i
nitro-glycerine which may have passed
off with the spent ncid from the dymna-
mite hounse. A man is always at hand
to watch this small tank, so ss to keep
it fairly clear/of the deadly glycerine, so
that nomne 'may pass on into the de-
ritrator, where intense heat is engen-
dered by the contact of water and sul-
phuric acid. Should any glycerine pass
this point it means havoc and lets loose
the most horrid dogs of war. This is
exactly what happened two years ago,
when the attendant, through oversight,
failed to keep a strict watch on this little
tank, with the result that a small over-
flow of nitro passed into what might be
aptly called the gehenna .of the de-
vitrator. - The nitro, of counse, took fire,
and the fire yan back into the lead feed-
pipe, with the result, through being con-
fined, of a fearful explosion which cost
two men their lives, literally filling their
heads with fragments of the lead pipe,’
they having been standing below the pipe '
and at some little distance to one side.

OTHER GRAFTONS.
The Graftons of the British navy—
the name has been given to many war-
ships—havesbeen famous beeanse of their
war services. The name 'Grafton first
appears in the annals of the British navy
m 1679, being that given to a two-deck-
er launched at 'Woolwich dockyard. Her
designer was Thomas Shish, master ship-
wright, and a prominent expert of his
day. Her origilial cost was abdut £18,-
500,

The Duke of Grafton, in whose honor
the Grafton received her name original-
1yv; was the first captain to command the
ship, when, in the springof 1683, she was
commissioned. for service in ‘the Narrow
Seas. The commission,  however, only
lasted until the following July, the Duke
leaving his naval employment for the
time being to study military service on
shore, for beside being a naval officer,
the Duke of Grafton was colonel of the
1st Foot Guards (now known as the
Grenadiers).

The year 1771 witnessed the Jaunch of
the fourth Grafton, a T4-gun ship, built
at Deptiord. After a considerable period
of 'home service this Grafton was de-
spatched in 1773 to the North -América
station, and, like her predecessor,. sus-
tained much damage by storm. In 1779
she was under Byron in his engagement
with D’Estaing in the West Indies, in
June, 1779, and: suffered from her ex-
posed position as leading ship of the
British line in the - hard-fought fight
heavier losses than ‘any other British
ship. i.e., 85 killed and 63 wounded. Af-
ter Rodney took over the command from
Byron, the Grafton was® appointed as
leading ship of Rodney’s own squadron;

The foreignetrs who have found
homes in the Canadian ‘West have not
been Tregarded-as’ the ideal class of
settlers, and for years the advance in
population has not-—been .equal to the
expectations of .those who knew how
great ore the advantages offered to the
industrious toiler. - ¢ .

And yet during the past twenty yeare
a wonderful transformation has taken
place in Western Canada. Vast stretches
of ‘prairie have 'been transformed into
wheat fields and; cattle ranges; cities
and towns and villages have sprung up
as by magic; the great mineral re-
sources of ‘the farther West are being
tapped; . .political, educational and re-
ligious institutions have been founded,
and no man who has’'an eye to see can
view' the great new land of the West
without being impressed with its credit-
able achievements and its splef¥id possi-
bilities.

beet sugar industry with the new town
of Raymond as'a nucleus.” It'is as yet
too early in the season -for the great
stream of foreign immigration, but there
is me doubt that it will be larger than
ever beforg,. Amd during the past year
the Eastern provinces were filled by the
very best class of immigration agents—
men and women who had prospered in,
the West, and in_every quarter of the
Old Land, told " of the prizes within
reach of the honest toiler. The tide
has turned for Canada, and a stream-of
séttlers from the older provinces. from
the United States, from the British
Isles and from foreigy' lands is flowing
steadily’ in and spreading over the vast
stretches which .are waiting to welcome
and reward all who are willing to toil.
