ver Ielano by means of donkey engines 
the work done at North Saanich last 
winter by Mr. Sangster was in very light 
timber and the engine used was quit* 
small, a great deal of interest is there­
fore being taken in the commencement 
of the work by Mr. C. H. Dickie at 
Duncan-s, where successful work was 
done last week. _ , ___

Mr. Dickie has a new outfit, made tor 
him by the Puget Sound Steel and Iron 
Co., at a total cost of about $2,oUU. 
Every thine is ns light os possible con­
sistent with strength in order that 
bridges may be crossed without dan­
ger. For this reason no haul-back at­
tachment is used, it being thought, too, 
that a horse would be quite as conveni­
ent and often more speedy.

The engine has two 9x10 cylinders, 
which, with one hundred pounds of 
steam, will give thirty horse power on 
a straight pull. Then there is an eight 
to one gearing, which of course gives 
nearly eight times the power at the ex­
pense of speed. This machine is bolted 
on to two long runners and through 
these are passed two immense stee 
axles on which small wide steel wheels 
are affixed when it is necessary to 
move. It is thought that this method 
of moving will be much better than on 
the skids, but it has not yet been tested.

The first work was done last week 
land dwned by Mr. David Evans, quite 
near the town of Duncans. The timber 
was mostly cedar which had been log­
ged off or slashed several years ago and 
burnt since. For that reason very lit­
tle powder was used Nor blasting. A 
standing tree was used for a gin pole 
and the whole of the five and half 

hauled to the one pile.
The first piece of work, which was 

largely experimental, was successful 
almost beyond expectation. Although 
all the hands were new to the work and 
many experiments had to be made the 
whole piece of five and a half acres was 
piled in four days. The cost of this to 
Mr. Evans will be about fifteen dollars 
an acre. The work was not done very 
clean but all the big stumps and logs 
were drawn to the pile, it being the wish 
of the owner that small stuff should be 
left for hand and horse power to move.

This week the outfit will be working 
in much heavier stumps on land belong­
ing to Mr. J. Evans, and it is then the 
real test will be made. Mr. Dickie will 
after that be in a position to givç, more 
definite information to those who wish 
clearing done. He thinks he will charge 
twenty dollars a day for the outfit, in­
cluding an engineer and two hook-ten­
ders. By employing these men regular­
ly they will be able to do much better 
work than new hands would. As 
as they get in good running order he 
expects it will be a poor day when they 
will not clear an acre in medium heavy 
stum|s. Powder will have to be used, 
but nothing like as much as when the 
clearing is done by any other method.

There is plènty of work to be done 
all up the valley. Everyone is of the 
opinion that the day of hand stumping 
or horse work is past and they are 
tumbling over each other to get the use 
of the machine. If this proves the suc­
cess that is expected, Mr. Dickie says 
he will get several more—one to go into 
the Ladysmith district. It is not easy 
to calculate just what the rate of de­
velopment will be in the uncleared parts 
of the island when these machines get 
down ;to work. The htump .wilLnolon- 
geur be the “bete noU# of the intending 
settler, and if only the government and.

and install machines in the new districts

should such expenditure not be made 
within such time, all the rights and priv­
ileges conferred by this Act shall be 
null and void.

Defeets of Government Ratemaking
“On the continent of Europe general­

ly rates are fifty per cent higher than 
ours and are inclined to inflexabllity. We 
have the lowest average freight rates 
in the world and yet our railroads are 
ran at a profit" without, of course, a dol­
lar of expense to the taxpayers. Gov­
ernment ratemaking in this country there­
fore would either not reduce the rates of 
all, or if it did reduce the rates-gener­
ally, it would destroy the profits ot the 
roads and tower the wages of those em­
ployed on them unless we accepted the 
other alternative of government owner­
ship with the roads run at a toss and the 
people taxed to carry-them 

As to Diseriminations
“The third and last point is that ot 

discrimination between locallsts exist un­
der onr system which work injtistice. it ’ 
wonld be folly to deny. The experience 
of the world leads me to doubt most 
seriously whether any government rate- 
making with a view to curing place dis­
criminations can be effected without 
bringing a change for the worse, but if 
it is to Ire tried at all it ought not go be­
yond fixing ot a maximum rate by the 
commission _ with the most absolute pro­
tection against hasty or prejudiced ac­
tion through provisions for an appeal to 
the courts of the country.

Roads Not Inimical to Other Interests

Mr. Lodge combatted the idea that 
the railroads are owned by a few men 
and that they are inimical to and depen­
dent ot all other interests. Pointing ont 
possible dangers to tbe proposed legisla­
tion, he said the first of these is found 
in the possibility of failing to provide 
an effective remedy against personal 
discriminations.

“That which is to be feared as to re­
bates," he said, “Is that the law will 
not go fhr enough and will not be in­
telligently effective.”

Canada that favored, if not suggested, 
Confederation, was the failure of the 
union between Upper and Lower Can­
ada to work out satisfactorily, 
was, from a variety of diverse condi­
tions, nothing mutual in their sympa­
thies or their aspirations, and almost 
continuous deadlock resulted. The Car- 
tier-Macdonald government favored a 
wider union as a solution of the diffi­
culties. The mass of the Liberal party 
in both Upper and Lower Canada was 
opposed to it. Some of the leaders, 
like Brown and McDougall and Mowat, 
who were larger than their party, en­
tered a coalition in order to bring it 
about. Without their co-operation it 
would probably not have been success­
ful at the particular time when it was 
brought about. It will be interesting 
to state, if not generally known, that 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, then a bright and 
rising star in the local political firma­
ment, was opposed to it.

Sir John Macdonald’s views with re­
spect to the kind of union that should 
take place have frequently been inter­
preted by careless or biased readers of 
Canadian history as in opposition to- 
union, something which he was only 
brought to support through the exigen­
cies of the political situation. The 
fact that he was, and has always‘been 
recognized to have been, the principal 
figure in the convention that framed 
the terms of Confederation, and that 
upon the consummation of the union in 
1867 he became leader of the federal 
government, is sufficient to demon­
strate his influence and the greatness 
of his personality during this critical 
period. Now that Canada is becom­
ing great as the result of the construc­
tive legislation in which the Conserva­
tive chieftain had so conspicuous a 
part, it is scarcely the work of a 
statesman to attempt to rob him of 
his due.

The Minister of Lands and Forests 
explained that it was desirable and ex­
pedient that a certain part of the un- 
snrveyed and ungranted lands of the 
Crown in the Peninsula of Gaspe be 
erected into a forest reserve with a 
view of the preservation of the forest, 
whilst permitting the cutting of tim­
ber as provided by the regulations, 
thus insuring the maintenance of 
tural irrigation as it now exists and 
which is necessary to the most success­
ful preservation of the agricultural in­
dustry and for the production and 
perpetuation of fish and game in this 
region.

The bill which is framed on that 
relating to the Lanrentidee National 
Park, provides, among other things, 
that a tract of land comprising an 
area of about 2,500 square miles and 
situated partly in the county of Ma- 
tane "and partly in the county of Gas­
pe, be set apart as a forest reservation, 
fish and game preserve, public park 
and pleasure ground, under the con­
trol of the Minister of Lands and t'or- 
este for the people of the province, 
subject to the provisions of the aet 
to be based upon these resolutions and 
the regulations to be made thereunder, 
and further subject to the control of 
the Minister of Colonization, Mine: 
and Fisheries in so far as hunting and 
fishing therein are concerned, and shall 
be known as the “Gaspelan Fortst, 
Fish and Game Preserve. ^’

"No person shall, except under lease, 
license or permit, locate, settle upon, 

any portion of 
preserve, nor shall any lease, license 
or permit be made, granted or issued 
which will in any way impair the use­
fulness of the preserve.

“No person shall fish within the wat­
ers or hunt within the limits of 
the preserve, without a license grant­
ed by the Minister of Lands and Forests 
or by a person by him appointed tor 
that purpose.

“No timber or wood shall be felled 
or cut within the limits at the preserve 
except under the authority of a timber 
licence issued under the provisions of the 
la wrelating to the Minister of Lands 
and Forests .

“No license for the sale of intoxicat­
ing liquors within the preserve shall he 
issued; and that any intoxicating liquor 
found within the limits of the preserve 
and held for the purpose of sale contrary 
to the provisions of the Quebec License 
Law may be seized and destroyed by 
any preserve ranger or by any constable 
or collector of provincial revenue for the 
purpose of enforcing the provisions of 
the Quebec License Law and the pro­
visions at the act to be based upon these 
resolutions therein."

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Vancouver, Feb. 12.—Fifty dollars a 
ton is the average richness of the ore of 
the Princess Royal Ielaiid Mine. Four­
teen men engaged at the mine came tu- 
Vancouver today to lay off for the win­
ter. Messrs. Fred. ^ and Jos. Tweed ie. 
who are superintending the mine for the 
company are also at Hotel Vancouver.

The property, from the accounts 
brought down, seems to be in splendid 
shape. A great deal of ore has been 
exposed, but the ~lan of the company 
is to uncover sufficient to warrant im­
provements that will facilitate and 
greatly cheapen the. working of the 
mines.

In uncovering this ore some of it has 
been found to be streaked with white 
quartz containing visible gold. Two 
tunnels have been run in the ore, one a 
thousand feet long and one nine hun­
dred. These tunnels would run through 
ore from eight inches to five feet wide, 
which fades out but very soon comes in 
again. There are many uprises from 
these tunnels always in first-class ore. 
In fact the uprises are for the purpose 
of determining the consistency of the 
fine ore bodies. In every case they have 
gone right through the fine ore full 
width.

Yesterday morning ten more bodies 
were burled at Ross Bay cemetery, and 
one of them was identified shortly be­
fore interment as Mabel Rowland, aged 
18, of Los Angeles. ‘With the identifi­
cation of Miss Rowland by her father, 
H. L. Rowland, who arrived in the city 
with E. L. Hazard, also of Los Angeles, 
it is known that three more were 
drowned when the Valencia was lost 
than originally stated — Mabel Row­
land; her sister, Lulu Rowland, aged 
16; and Roy Hazard, aged 21, a young 
tile-layer of Los Angeles.

There is an element of mystery in 
the sad story unearthed yesterday be­
cause of the identification of the 
drowned girl. The trio were not men­
tioned in the passenger list of the 
sunken steamer. It is supposed they 
were traveling under assumed names. 
They left Los Angeles together surrep­
titiously, young Hazard giving his 
name as “West” when taking passage 
on the Valencia at San Francisco, and 
the two girls as “Misses Martin and 
Simpson.”

I (From Tuesday’s Daily.)
The members of the Kaien island in­

vestigation committee met in the minis­
ter’s room at ten o’clock yesterday, un­
der the chairmanship of Mr. Garden. 
The other members present were Messrs. 
Ross, Dr. Young, J. A. Macdonald and 
C. W. Munro.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow made application, on 
behalf of the government ; for an ad­
journment to Tuesday evening in conse­
quence of the absence of Hon. R. F. 
Green, the witness under examination 
when the committee last adjourned. He 
stated that Mr. Green had accompanied 
the premier to New Westminster to at­
tend the funeral of Mr. W. McBride. 
No objection was raised, and the ses­
sion was about to terminate when Mr. 
E. V. Bodwell addressing the chairman 
said that since giving his evidence last 
week he had been thinking it over, and 
had come to the conclusion that perhaps 
some of it might be misleading to the 
committee as he had give® it with a 
mental reservation. He had answered 
certain questions under his own concep­
tion of the scope of the enquiry, and 
his interpretation of the resolution of the 
House appointing the committee. His 
interpretation was that they only had 
to enquire into matters pertinent to the 
transaction between the government and 
the Grand Trunk Pacific for the acquis­
ition of Kaien Island, and in that view 
of their powers his answers were quite 
correct. If, however, it should be held 
that the scope of the enquiry embraced 
other transactions kindred to, but aa-ne 
believed, not pertinent to the main deal 
then his answers were not full enough, 
and would have to be., revised. To il­
lustrate, he said that when Mr. 
donald asked him whether he had told 
all he knew about certain matters, 
whether he had “exhausted his memory 
and lie answered “yes,” lie meant that 
he had told all that he considered per­
tinent to the enquiry, but not other mat­
ters connected therewith which he 
deemed outside it. He therefore asked 
for a definite ruling of the committee as 
to the exact meaning of the resolution 
appointing them, and how. far it went. 
Mr. J. A. Macdonald strongly resented 
the attitude of Mr. Bodwell. As a legal 
man he knew that the time to ask the 
committee for guidance as to the man­
ner of answering the questions was 
when they were asked. He objected to 
Mr. Bodwell making any statement 
now unless he came before the commit­
tee and said his former answers were 
incorrect, and he wished to substitute 
others. If the committee were not satis­
fied with Mr. Bodwell’s evidence, or if 
subsequent evidence threw discredit on 
it, lie could be recalled. ,

Mr. Bodwell hotly resented this and 
finallv offered to supplement his evidence 
without obtaining any ruling of the com­
mittee on the point raised.

“The Moana brought a very consid­
erable shipment of apples from British 
Columbia for Australia and New Zea­
land ports. The steamer having no 
cold storage for thak-mBrchandlse, the 
fruit was carried on deck. A portion 
of it arrived in very good condition. 
Others and also some pears were ab­
solutely rotten on arrival and so much 
decayed that, it Was Impossible, to know 
the kind of apple which thus proved 
unfit for shipment. The fruit was also 
condemned by the inspector on ac­
count of being affected with eodlin 
moth and black spot. It was allowed 
to be taken to the government fumi- 
gator, and those treated were sorted 
and placed upon the market, where the 
good fruit brought excellent prices. I 
was informed in Vancouver that nearly 
all these apples come from the United 
States and not from British Columbia.

Continuing, the report says: The 
previous steamer brought in co d 
storage a quantity of British Columbia 
fruit. It arrived in excellent condition 
and was passed by the government 
inspector as being one of the best 
shipments that ever was landed at 
this port, being free, from disease and 
excellent in quality. This goes to 
show that it is unsafe to ship apples 
except in cool cômpartments, and that 
there is a market here for the right 
fruit landed in good condition.

Fitted throughout with electric lights

■bells over the ship and in the social halls, 
and mahogany is used In the finishing 
work. The windows are plate glass. The 
Indianapolis was constructed under the 
supervision of the American bureau of 
shipping. The vessel carries two Scotch 
marine hollers, with a steam pressure of 
200 pounds.It is the intention of the officers of the 
Alaska Steamship Company to retire a 
number of steamers which have seen ser­
vice on Puget Sound runs. New’ and bet­
ter boats are to be built to handle the fast 
increasing business, and the Indianapolis 
Is the first of about six vessels to be either 
built or purchased.

o' “A great hue and cry is being raised 
in British Columbia regarding the al­
leged poaching of American halibut 
companies in the waters of British vo- 
lumbia. The fact is,” said H. E. 
Poole, of the International * isheries 
Company recently, in an interview^ with 
a representative of the Pacific r îsher- 
man for February, “that American com­
panies do not carry on fishing for hali­
but in Canadian waters. They keep 
well outside of the three mile limit, and 
more frequently operate fifteen to twen­
ty miles off shore. Canadian harbors 
are used to a slight extent ami only in 
time of stress, and if they run in under 
actual necessity they are entitled to re­
main twenty-four hours.

“If the American companies are vio­
lating the international law by fishing 
in their territory why don’t they arrest 
US? The truth of the matter is that 
there is a lot of agitation going 
about Americans poaching in Canadian 
waters that is absolutely without found 
ation.

“It is the general impression among 
the dealers on Puget Sound, the Can­
adian people have no desire to drive 
the New England Fish Company from 
Vancouver, but by false impressions of 
the absolute necessity of using Canadian 
waters for halibut fishing "think they 
may possibly force the companies at 
present on Puget Sound to do business 
in Canadian territory. This they will 
never be able to accomplish.

“It would he the rankest folly for the 
people of Vancouver to be so far affect­
ed by prejudices awakened by jingoists 

to drive the New England I ish Com­
pany from Vancouver, because it is 
one of their most important enterprises, 
dispensing very large sums of money for 
supplies, wages and maintainance of its 
fleet, etc. The residents of that city 
should make no mistake. They will be 
striking at their own interests if they 
compel the withdrawal of that comçany.^ 
It certainly does not have to do business 
from that point. It may be a little 
nearer to the fishing grounds, - and the 
expense slightly less therefore in trans­
porting to Vancouver than to a port on 
Puget Sound, but on the other hand, 
they are obliged to pay more for their 
supplies on account of heavy duty, so

Washington, Feb. 12.—Chinese exclu­

sion legislation was one of -the subjects 
discussed today by President Roosevelt. 
Representative Perkins of New York, a 
member of the sub-committee of the 
house foreign affairs committee whiefr 
has this subject under consideration, told 
the President that the inatter would 
be taken up by the committee and that 
he had no doubt definite action would be 
taken. He spid it would be the effort 
of the, committee to satisfy the objec­
tions now made by the Chinese without 
admitting to this country Chinese coolies. 
Mr. Perkins believe it would be the 
effort of congress to render less object­
ionable the laws enforced against the 
Chinese.

It has been established beyond question 
that there Is no short, practicable, rail­
way route between Bute Inlet and Fred­
eric Arm, consequently a line of railway 
wo-uld have to follow the rugged shore line 
between these points, a distance of 45% 
mile».

The distance along the Nodales Channel 
from Frederic Arm to Elk Bay is 15 1-4 
miles, and from thence by land to Willow 
Point 24 1-4 miles. It would thus be seen 
that the total distance from Waddington 
Hanbor to Willow Point, via Frederic Arm, 
Is 85 1-4 miles, of which distance 15 1-4 
miles would he covered by ferry and 70 
mllse -by railway. These figures show an 
increase In total distance of 15 1-4 miles, 
as compared with the' direct ferry 
and a decreased ferry distance of 54% 
miles.

It will be clearly apparent from the 
foregoing facts that the sole advantage 
to be gained by the adoption of the al­
ternative or Frederick Arm route would 
be a shortening in the length of the rail­
way ferry from 70 to 15 1-4 miles, and it 
will be easy to show that this advantage 
would be dearly bought, aside from the 
sacrifice In time of not I«*s than half an 
hour, which may be for the present neg­
lected.

A Company's Misunderstanding
Mr. J. E. McAllister, manager of the 

•Dominion Copper Co., was the next wit­
ness. He confirmed the statements ‘ of 
Mr. Miller as to the capacity of then- 
plant and their, indentions as to the fu­
ture. His company went in on a wrong 
impression as'ttf the value of the ore; 
they thought it was of a higher grade, 
Their operations during the last few 
yearp had undeceived them and they 
were forced to produce at a much lower 
cost than originally estimated if they 
were to make ftny profit on their invest; 
ment. The key to the situation was 
cheap electrical power and owing to the 
character of the industry. Smelting, 
where thev were* handling molten metal 
this power had tfr be not only adequate^ 
but constant, there could be no inter­
mission in the supply without loss. There 
was a shortage^in-January and February 
of 1905.

To prove this, X have 
only to point out that in the Eastern 
provinces two of the smaller universities 
were struggling to do engineering work. 
They found they were not likely to be 
very successful if they did the work un­
aided. They asked us if we would per­
mit them to -do two year’s work of our 
course under affiliation, permitting their 
students to graduate by taking the third 
and fourth years only. It was repre­
sented that this would be in the interests 
of many deserving students. When we 
saw that they were equipped to do the 
work of the first two years we gladly 
made the arrangements, knowing that it 
would result in students from these lo­
calities going to the institutions for two 
years instead of coming to us.. If fur­
ther proof were needed to prove what 
our traditional policy ‘has been, I have 
only to refer to the fact that Sir Willi 
MacDonald, one of our governors, has 
himself ' distributed money freely from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific in developing 
lines of educational work through other 
than university agencies, when these 
agencies were not suitable. Even Tor­
onto has benefited by his magnificent 
generosity to the extent of. $200,000. 
through the Agricultural College at 
Guelph.

I have referred to the circumstances 
which brought us in touch with your 
educational system. Through Vancou­
ver and Victoria we have been working 
for a number of years, I believe greatly 
to the benefit of education in their high 
schools.

thought a light should bp stationed at 
Sherrlngham Point. . A lifeboat, too, 
would be of service, without the aid 
of a tugboat.

To Mr. McPhillips witness said that 
it was 3:10 p. m. Tuesday when he went 
aboard the Salvor at Esquimau harbor. 
There was 10 tbs of steam up. The en­
gineer and fireman was on board. They 
got ready within half an hour and any 
delay was caused by waiting for a doc­
tor. Had three steel lifeboats inspected 
last March. He had taken charge on 
November, 1905. It took six and a half 
hours to reach the scene of the wreck. 
The vessel drew lo feet. 6 inches. They 
sighted the Valencia et 9.30 Wednesday 
morning. The Salvor got within 2 miles 
of the wreck. He did not care to go in 
further at that time. With the assump­
tion that there were lives aboard he 
would have gone ill nearer. Captaiu 
Christensen of the Czar told the Salvor 
that they saw no signs of life aboard the 
wreck. The Salvor was only equipped 
for salvage work but no special equip­
ment for life saving. Had one life raft 
aboard. He did not thinki that it could 
have been of service. Possibly a modern 
life boat might have been of assistance 
but an ordinary boat would have been 
swamped in the breakers. It was the 
state of the weather as much as any­
thing that prevented the Salvor going 
in. The Salvor was never in direct com­
munication with the Queen, only through 
the Czar. It was on the assumption that 
the Queen was going to stand by the 
wreck all night that the Salvor left for 
Bamfield Creek. He declined to say, in 
his opinion Captain Johnson of the 'Va­
lencia could have seen the light at Cape 
Flattery or heard the foghorns. Cap­
tain Parry made no offer to him to pat 
aboard the Salvor a life saving boat and 
crew.

DM, Kennedy A Korgan,(From Wednesday's Dally.)
The feature of yesterday's two ses­

sions of the commission enquiring into 
the loss of the steamship Valencia was 
the calling of experts in navigation 
and seamanship in the persons of 
Captain J. W. Troup, general superin­
tendent of the British Columbia coast 
Service of the C. P. R. ; Charles Camp­
bell, master mariner of the steamer 
Princess Victoria, who was on board 
the tugboat Czar when it went to the 
wreck; Captain Charles Harris of the 
Salvor, and Harry F. Bullen,, secretary 
of the" British Columbia Salvage Com­
pany, Limited, owning the Salvor.

Previous to the commissioners tak­
ing evidence at the morning session, 
Captain Gaudin asked' J. H. Lawson 
Jr., of counsel for the Pacific Coast 
Steamship Company, to arrange for 
the appearance of Captain Cousins of 
the Queen, Captain Patterson of the 
Topeka, Captain Wallace of San 
Francisco and Manager Pierce of the 
Pacific Coast Steamship Company, 
which counsel agreed to do at the 
earliest possible moment.

Today some of the newspapermen 
who accompanied the rescue boats will 
go on the stand and give evidence.

Captain J. W. Troup was the first 
witness called. In opening his evi­
dence he described the tugboat Czar, 
which he said he ordered to clear for 
the scene of the wreck the afternoon 
word came /that the Valencia was on 
the rock. He left on the Salvor. The 
witness explained that help could also 
have been sent from Port Townsend, 
Bellingham, Seattle and Vancouver, as 
well as from this city, as from the 
time the Salvor left Victoria until she 
reached the scene of the wreck there 
was a lapse of eight hours. The delay 
was caused by the darkness and thick 
weather. In that period an ordinary 
ten-knot boat could have reached that 
part of the west coast from any of the 
places mentioned. In his opinion

was presented shipping men in all 
cities mentioned to give assistance.

In response to a request from Cap­
tain Gaudin, witness gave a detailed 
account of the Salvor's trip down the 
coast. He told of reaching Flattery 
some time during the night, and turn­
ing back to the straits for a shelter 
until rooming:. At daybreak another 
start was made for the wreck, and a 
stop was made at Carmanah in order 
to ascertain the scene of the disaster. 
While there endeavoring to exchange 
signals with Lightkeeper Day kin, the 
Czar, which had been speaking the 
Queen, came towards the Salvor and 
reported that the Valencia was lying 
somewhere in the neighborhood of th^ 
Seabird Islands. At this the three 
vessels proceeded towards that point, 
the Queen heading, With the Czar and 
Salvor following in. the order men­
tioned. The Queen, however, went in 
towards the coast, and soon It uras 
seen that she had located the wreck.

The Czar went in and reported to 
the Salvor that all that could be seen 
was something flying from the masts, 
which looked like pieces of canvas. 
The witness emphasized the fact that 
the Salvor never entered into commu­
nication with the Queen, and he also 
laid stress upon the statement that 
no person thought there could be life 
aboard. This being the case, it was 
deemed best to proceed to Bamfield 
and see it ; assistance could be sent 
from that peint along the coast

On arriving at Bamfield Captain 
Troup had had a conversation with 
Captain Christensen of the Czar, who 
then repeated what he had said at 
sea, when returning from the wreck to 
report to the Salvor. Vilot Campbell, 
who was on board the tug, expressed 
the opinion that there might be life on 
the wrecked steamer. This was the 
first intimation witness had received 
that there wks such a possibility. Act­
ing on this information, the witness 
despatched the Gear for the .

As to the plan of operation, it is the 

intention of those who will be incor­
porated under the Act to call to their 
assistance a full board of men repre­
senting as large an interest as possible 
and to at once begin to put their plans 
into operation.

With regard to the attitude taken by 
a few of the Toronto graduates, I have 
nothing to «ay.

Is the thing go6d for 
British Columbia, or is it not, is the 
only question at issue. If it is, whether 
it is done by McGill University or Tor­
onto University is of no moment. I can­
not see how any. resident of British Co­
lumbia can take any other attitude.

Perhaps I ought to say a word to a 
few of those interested in the “Meth­
odist Columbian College,” as I believe 
that is the official title of that institu­
tion. I have no quarrel with them, I 
am a Methodist myself. I pay to sup­
port its institutions. I cannot bring 
myself to believe that the principal of 
that institution was a party to the dis­
tribution of an unsigned circular, stat­
ing that Toronto University had spent 
$45,000 in education in British Colum­
bia through Columbia College. The 
Methodist people of this country who are 
struggling to keep alive these institu­
tions by paying their money earned by 
hard work, will not be gratified to know 
that their gifts are so spoken of. If 
the principal is not responsible he owes 
it to the Methodist church and to him­
self to repudiate it.

Representative’s Unsuccessful

Coal Fields and Railways Owned 
and Operated by Same 

Interests,

Throughout these years no 
pressure was ever brought t/K-bear by ns 
in any way to bring students to McGill. 
I believe as a matter of fact, that the 
majority , of the men who go East come 
to us, but that is absolutely of their own 
free will. May I add, that on matri­
culation we issue certificates to all stu­
dents; certificates .which will permit 
them to enter any university on th!s 
side of the Atlantic, Toronto included, 
whose certificates we, in turn, accept.

About a year ago it was suggested to 
us that there was a class of work much 
needed in British Columbia, viz., ad­
vanced scientific work, for which no 
provision was being made and that there 
was an opportunity to take an advanc­
ed step in connection with our education­
al enterprises. Dr. Peterson had al­
ready been discussing with me the sub­
ject of a visit to our affiliated colleges 
to enquire into their work. He asked 

to go to British Columbia and study 
the question and report to their board of 
governors. I did so, conferring with 
gentlemen in Victoria, Vancouver, New 
Westminster, the Department of Edu­
cation, and wjth those interested in ed­
ucation all over the- province, before 
finally, making up my. mind on the mat­
ter. I then reported to our board, ■ re­
questing them in the name of the Uni­
versity to take the step suggested with 
a view especially to supplement what 
what was already being done by ad­
vanced scientific work. I recommended 
that it be done by co-operating with one 
of the school boards and the calling into 
existence of a corporation of gentlerden 
who would be interested in the subject, 
the method of government to be fasbion.- 
ed after the board at home. I frankly 
stated, and $ state now, that I thought 

this larger work would be done in the 
interest of * larger class, its manager 
ment,should be in the hands of men re* 
reséntatlve of British Columbia as f 
Whole.

To remove ali doubt as to whether, 
McGill had -the right to <do this wort, 
in British Columbia without its consent, 
it was decided to ask the local govern­
ment to give this permission. This Bill 
has passed without opposition, as even 
the greatest enemies of McGill would 
hardly dare say she was not worthy of, 
recognition.

The second Bill is a Bill, the intent of 
which is to call Into legal existence a 
board of management. Its features are':

To incorporate a number of ' repre­
sentative men under the name of “The 
Institution tor the advancement of learn­
ing in British Columbia.” The reason 
for the name is that the official title of 
the board of governors of McGill Univer­
sity is “The Royal Institution for the 
Advancement of Learning," an organ­
isation through whose instrumentality 
the University was called into existence. 
This board will consist entirely of locali 
men. with the simple exception of Dr., 
Peterson, who will alone represent the 
parent institution. The government will 
be represented by the Minister of Edu­
cation. The School Board will also be 
represented. To these men, residents in 
British Columbia, will be handed over 
the money McGill puts into the enter­
prise, and they take, under the AH, the 
responsibility. McGill lias given her 
name, and under the Act her standard 
of work will be required.

Washington, Feb. 13.—A letter which 
Representative Gillespie of Kentucky 
unsuccessfully attempted to have includ­
ed in the house record was prepared by 
Frank C. Drane, secretary of the bitum­
inous coal -trades league of Pennsyl­
vania.

Feering the Consequences 
the Pennsylvania railroad officials know 
so well how to inflict upon any operator 
who dare openly complain/’ Continuing 
the communication declares that near­
ly all of the soft coal companies have 
been acquired by the roads to the At­
lantic seaboard and it expresses the 
belief that the Pennsylvania and New 
York Central railroads now indirectly 
own the Pocahontas coal fields in Vir­
ginia, and nearly all the stock of the 
Chesapeake and Ohio; that the Penn­

The Pennsylvania railway, the letter 
alleges, owns, controls or favors these 
five companies to the exclusion of al- 
jnost every other individual or company 
operating bituminous coal in Pennsyl­
vania, except two companies, the Beech 
Creek Coal and Coke company and the 
Rochester and Pittsburg Coal and Iron 
company, which the letter claims, are 
largely owned by the Vanderbilts.

It also is notoriously known and be­
lieved, the letter asserts, that hardly an 
individual of the Pennsylvania and New 
York Central railway located in the coal 
regions mentioned, but has an indirect 
interest in the mining and shipping of 
soft coal.

Our Im­
pression was the Queen was going to stand 
by all night. On arriving at Bamfield 
Creek Captain Troup Instructed Captain 
Christensen to go to Sechert and get the 
Orion, which we did.”

The clauses of the Bill attacked were 
8 and 8. The original clause 3 suggest­
ed that the name of the- college to be 
founded be “The University College of 
British Columbia.” It was objected 
that this was a name that should only 
be granted to a provincial institution 
controlled by the government. It was 
agreed to amend the clause and call the 
college "The McGill University College 
of British Columbia.”

Theri are just two things in clause 8.
First, thè Royal Institution is given 

power to negotiate with school boards 
with a view to taking over its higher 
educational work.

Second, The school boards are given 
power to make an agreement to have 
this work-done.

For the purpose of founding a col­
lege the Royal Institution may aet:

1st. Independently and anywhere it 
pleases.

2nd. It may, by agreement with a 
school board, take on its higher work 
and bnild upon that. In the latter case 
it is confined to three places in B. C., 
namely New Westminster, Vancouver, 
Victoria, as these are the only high 
schools trying to do highef educational 
work: Vancouver doing two years, Vic­
toria one, and New Westminster I be­
lieve, one. I call particular attention to 
this because of so much loose talk about 
control of schools. The Act confines its 
operations entirely to the higher work, 
that is, work of a University character.

Doing such work does not touch the 
high school courses except as provided 
in the Public School Act of this pro­
vince. The mistake has arisen from a 
misunderstanding of the meaning of ordi­
nary educational terms. I would also 
call special attention to the fact that 
the Act gives only power to bargain, not 
to impose fees on high schools, or to 
affect courses of study in the slightest 
possible degree. All talk relating to 
such matters is absolute nonsense.

I might add that it was suggested to 
me that the clause might be made more 
rigid and the school board, which is 
elected annually, be given the right to 
make an engagement for a terms of 
years My reply was that we were 
moving, we believed in the public inter­
est. and if any school board with whom 
we might associate and who might as­
sociate with us, desired to cut free at 
any time, they should be at liberty to do 
so. I am satisfied that nothing more 
could he done to guard the public inter-

A Letter by Dr. Tory With Jtegard 
to the Effect of Its 

Provisions.

Says It Is Wholly Ip |he Interests 
of Education And With no 

Exclusive Rights.

n-y \
Dr. Tory, the chief -promoter of the 

McGill University Bill, has written a 
letter to the News-Advertiser, Vancou­
ver, whi.-h will be read with interest 
at the present time. It is reproduced, 
aa follows:
To the Editor of the News-Advertiser:

Sir.—With regard"té .the University 
Bill now before the local legislature, 
over which such agitation has been 
raised, I have refrained, .thus far from 
sjeaking, for the simple reason that it 

d> ot- the.- parlia­
ment of the people of British Columbia. 
Being a foreigner, I do not feel that I 
should take part in a publie discussion 
hut should rather await tfci (judgment 
of the people’s representatives on the 
subject. Now, however,- that -the Bid 
hqs passed through the committee stage, 
I assume I may, withoijt offence to pub­
lic opinion, in order to remove the tissue 
of misrepresentation à ad side issues 
which have been brought , into the case, 
state my point of view as representing 
the University.

First let me say that universities are 
not, as some people seem to suppose, 
money-making institutions, but great 
phiiantrophie institutions, depending 
upon private benefactors, supported by 
the state, or by religions denominations. 
As private institutions they are govern­
ed usually by the gentlemen who are 
pjrblie spirited enough to support them, 
guided always in their,work by the ed­
ucational specialists who are engaged to 
control them. .!•1

To illustrate clearly what I mean, I 
will take our own institution—McGill 
University—which baa its headquarters 
at Montreal. The institution comes 
under the heading 6fi;a private corpor­
ation. As a phiiantrophie institution, 
however, it is subject to the law which 
controls such institutions. McGill has, 
as a governing board, a body of gentle­
men selected with reference to their pub­
lic spirit and their willingness to assist 
in'.the educational advancement of the 
country. They are working under 
charter granted by - the: Grown in the 
reigh of George IV.Wh full university 
powers. Under the <marter the Gover­
nor-General of Canada is the official vie- 
itor, and to him the annual report of the 
University is made, through which they 
become subject to public criticism. The 
University, as shown in its last report, 
has invested in educationel enterprises 
about $6,000,000, and has an annual ex­
penditure of between $350,000 and 
$400,000. Last year the expendit 
was $390,000. The full return from 
fees from students was $86,000. The 
balance, over $300,000 was made up 
from the income of private benefactions. 
In other words it cost the University 
annually about $300 for each student 
enrolled, or to graduate a student cost 
$1,200., When the University graduates 
a class of luO men it represents an out­
lay of $120,000 more than it received 
from them! Of course the statement 
refers to the average. In engineering 
and medicine the cost is much higher 
than the average; in arts much lower. 
What is said of McGill in this connec- 
iton is true also of Toronto approximate­
ly, which is an institution supported by 
the Provincial Government. Last year 
I think the legislature voted $150,000 
for the eunoort of that institution, and 
any educationalist from Ontario will tell 
you that they could use a much greater 
sum with advantage. I believe it is 
the avowed policy of the present gov­
ernment of Ontario to largely increase 
that sum. The same statement regard­
ing expenditure applies in a limited 
sense to the smaller and less expensive­
ly equipped institutions.

I sometimes wonder whether the out­
lay is justified, especially when univer­
sity trained men can be found who make 
such statements as have been made dur­
ing the present discussion.

Now, with regard to oar relation to 
British Columbia. I believe it Is on re­
cord that in the early days of the devel­
opment of high schools In this province, 
the Vancouver high school made an an- 
pllcation to the University of /Toronto 
asking tor term* of affiliation. Toronto 
University took no action in the matter. 
The Board then wrote to McGill con­
cerning the same subject, and we re­
plied, as we have always done'in such 
cases, that .if the schools were equipped 
to do work up to thé standard we would 
gladly assist in every possible way. A 
member of the school board visited Mon­
treal and the matter was gone into and

Replying to questions put by C. H. 
Lugrln, witness described the location 
of the wreck as at Shelter Bight, 
about 10 miles east of Cape Beale or 
about 13% miles outside the Straits. 
It was a point exposed to the full 
sweep of the ocean.

Asked regarding the currents pre­
vailing on the west coâst. Captain 
Troup said all coast shipping men 
knew that a strong westerly current 
prevailed, being particularly' pro­
nounced during heavy southerly winds. 
As a navigator he thought this set 
was so important that it should be 
recognized by all navigators. He did 
not think the current was as strong 
during the summer as In the winter, 
but it was an element that should 
always be figured upon, and he thought 
should be subjected to a thorough in­
vestigation. He was not familiar 
with navigation south of Cape Flat­
tery. Witness did not feel inclined to 
express an opinion as to vyhat course 
should have been set judging from the 
reported j record of the Valencia’s log. 
In his opinion the Salvor was two or 
three miles from the wreck on Wed­
nesday morning. The Queen, he 
thought, went within a mile. He 
added, however, that this was more or 
less a guess. The Czar had gone in 
closer. The driving rain and the un­
steadiness of the ship made it difficult 
to locate the Valencia.

To Mr. McPhillips the witness stated 
that he had been informed of the wreck 
about 3 o’clock on Monday afternoon, 
but there was then no word of the 
identity of the vessel, and for a time 
he felt anxious about the safety of the 
Queen City. Witness said there was 
no good harbor from San Juan to 
Bamfield. . There was a

Possible Shelter 
at Pachena Bay, but, it amounted to 
little.

To Commissioner Gaudin the witness 
said he did not think it was a prac­
ticable proposition to effect a landing, 
in an ordinary winter gale, on any 
point between San Juan and Cape 
Scott, except in sheltered spots like 
Clo-oose and Carmanah. Even in 
these places boats could not live in 
heavy Weather.

Answering Mr. Lawson, Captain 
Troup said the boatswain’s crew, ir 
his opinion, penetrated the surf at the 
nearest feasible spot to the scene of the 
wreck.

The commission then adjourned for 
the noon recess.

Afternoon Session
Captain Charles Harris of the Salvor 

was the first witness called after the 
noon adjournment. On arriving at 
the scene of the wreck the Salvor 
stood by ,for 65 minutes, the Salvor 
having come up and reported no life, 
and then proceeded to Bamfield Creek, 
where the steamer arrived in the after­
noon. A search party of four was 
organized. The rescue party started 
on Thursday, and at 8:30 a. m. he re­
turned to the scene of the wreck with 
the Salvor, arriving at 2:30. Met the 
Orion and Topeka. The letter boat 
Informed him of the rescue of 18 men 
on a raft. The Lome was next spoken 
to. Arriving at the wreck, they saw 
only two spars.

"Was it possible for the Salvor’s 
boats to go in to the wreck?" asked 
Commissioner Gaudin of the witness.

“No, I am sure It was not possible,” 
replied Captain Harris. “I don’t think 
we could have rendered any aid from 
the sea—at least not with the boats 
we had.’’

Witness did not think that even with 
a properly manned lifeboat assistance 
could have been rendered from the 
sea. He had been on the coast for 17 
years, and for the past 14 years as 
master, and had considerable experi­
ence with small boats. If they could 
have got into a right position a raft 
might have drifted in to the Valencia. 
On Wednesday they spoke the Queen 
and the Czar, and on Thursday the 
Topeka, Lome, Pioneer and Orion. 
The Lome only put out a boat. He 
estimated that on Wednesday the Sal­
vor came within two miles 
wreck. At times the sea was break­
ing all over the Valencia. The chances 
for a boat leaving the wreck were bet­
ter on Tuesday than Wednesday, on 
account of the weather.

To Commissioner Newcombe the 
witness repeated that evett with a 
properly manned lifeboat they could 
not have gone In. He explained that 
coming out on a raft the sea broke 
over, but if it had been a boat it would 
have been swamped.

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The witness placed In evidence an en­
larged -photograph of a “map-shot” he 
had taken of the scene of the wreck, 
marking where the Valencia had gone 
on the rocks. He described in detail 
the sending off of the Egeria cutter 
both to the remains <xt What was vis­
ible of the wreck, and later on, to op­
posite the mouth of Darting creek. The 
witness explained to the commissioners 
the reason why the Egeria’s crew did 
not take in a barrel of provisions that 
had been prepared on Board the Topeka 
and which the Topeka’s captain wanted 
the crew tb take in as far as the surf 
and then let it drift into shore for sur­
vivors on land. The barrel was low­
ered into a Topeka boat and the crew 
rowed toward the Larne. Captain But­
ler thought that the Topeka s boatls 
crew were capable of undertaking the 
commission and so motioned to him to 
row in towards the land. This, they 
willingly did and had pulled away in the 
direction of the shore when the Topeka 
whistled three times recalling the boat. 
This was the last seen of the barrel, the 
Topeka shortly steamed away to Se­
attle while the Lome continued to pa­
trol the vicinity of the wreck.

Hinkson Siddall stated that he was a 
passenger on the Czar. He was Mar­
shal Exechequer court of Canada, Brit­
ish Columbia Admiralty district. It was 
very rough weather Wednesd 
ing when they came to the scene of 
the wreck. He had been informed that 
the Czar was within one-half to three- 
quarters of a mile of the shore but he 
did not see the wreck. He compared 
the roughness of the sea and its effects 
on the tug to that of

He could not tell what had passed be­
tween Capt. Christensen and Capt. 
Campbell on the tug. On arriving at 
Bamfield creek he had overheard a con­
versation between Capt. Troup and 
Capt. Campbell which lead him. to be­
lieve that Capt. Campbell was very cer­
tain there was life aboard. As a re­
sult of this conversation Capt. Troup 
sent a note with the Czar to the whal­
ing boat Orion which returned to 
Sechert and the following morning the 
Czar continued on its mission. The 
Czar left the scene of the wreck under 
the impression that the Queen would 
stand by the Valencia.

To Mr. McPhillips the witness said 
he had not heard the captain of the 
Queen say that there was life aboard 
the Valencia when the Czar spoke1 her. 
He thought that the captain of the 
Queen spoke ungentlemanly to Capt. 
Christensen.

The commission then adjourned to 
4:30 to permit the calling ofr Frank 
Ferris, first officer of the Princess May 
who had accompanied the Salvor to the 
wreck. His story was as follows:

“About 10 o’clock on Tuesday we met 
the Queen and reached Carmfinah at 
midnight but the weather was too thick 
to communicate, The next morning the 
Queen received information from Car- 
manah that the wreck was bn Sea Bird 
island. The Queen, followed by the 
Czar and Salvor, located the wreck. We 
spoke the Czar to ask the Queen to 
stand by till dark while the Salvor went 
to Bamfield. The Czar reported it would 
dp so. Çàpt. Christensen said he cofild 
see no signs Of life oh the wreck only 
remnants of sails. The Salvor and Czar 
returned to Bamfield where a rescue par­
ty was despatched over the trail and 
the Czar sent out for the Orion. The 
general impression op. bonr4 the Salvor 
was that there was nO Hfe iboard.

The witness told of the, aWlva] of six 
survivors at Bamfield, flpd ijiow the res­
cue party, carrying provisions, left at 
daylight the next morning and arrived 
at the scene of the wreck at 4:30 p. m., 
after walking very Jiard. They could 
not cross the Darling -rivèr that tight, 
except Mr. Cook", who. reached Mr. Bun­
ker. He wired Mr.* ,Bulien that he 
would* proceed to Clo-oose, but Mrs. 
Patterson, of Capé Beale, advised 
against doing so. Nçxt morning they 
fitted the party out .with shoes from

on the shore and returned to Bamfield 
creek about 6:30.

The Salvor was between 2 and 3 miles 
off from the Valencia. It was a pretty 
hard thing to guess the distance a* it 
was raining and misty. He personally 
saw nothing in the rigging, though the 
funnel, mast and derrick were plainly 
visible.

As near as witness could remember 
what Capt. Christensen told Capt. 
Tronp, was that it waa canvas he saw 
in the rigging and the thought there 
no signs of life. At Bamfield creek, he 
had spoken ,to Capt. Campbell and he 
had seemed doubtful that there might 
be life aboard. It was that doubt 
that caused Capt. Troup to send for the 
Orion.

In bis opinion it was utterly impossi­
ble to render assistance from seaward.

To Mr. Lugrin the witness said that 
the recommendations made by the hoard 
of trade for safe guarding the marine 
interests of the West Coast were good,

“It would simply- have been man­
slaughter to send in a life boat’s crew 
from any of the rescue ships on Wednes­
day morning,” the witness replied to 
Mr. McPhillips. “I told Capt. Troup 
that an ordinary ship's life 'boat could 
get in but would never get out, and even 
If a life raft was drifted in it would 
have been smashed up against the force 
of the waves on being hauled out.

The witness warmly resented the in­
sinuations of people who were not at 
the scene of -the wreck on Wednesday, 
saying that those on hoard the Salvor 
had not done everything in their power 
to help the unfortunates who went down 
with the Valencia. They had done ev­
erything within human power.

He did not think that enough praise 
could be- given Mrs. Patterson, of 
Cape Beale lighthouse who staid up

three consecutive nights and days. He 
also mentioned Lineman Daykin, Lo­
gan, Martin, Richmond and others as 
doing excellent and arduous work 
on the trail. .

The. trail from Paehemt to scene of 
the wreck was overgrown awith ferns, 
obstructed by windfalls andron the level 
land in places it wâs extremely boggy— 
a trail so difficult that strong men broke 
down, said the witness. . „ ^

At this stage, Mr. Lugrin said that 
Mrs. Patterson deserved the utmost 
credit and should receive some official 
recognition of her valuable services. To 
his suggestion the commissioners cordial­
ly. agreed and Capt. Gaudin said he 
would make special mention of the fact 
in their report to the government.

“It is a pleasure to hear of such he­
roic acts, and they deserve the highest 
commendation,” said Capt. Cox in 
thanking the witness when the commis­
sioners rose for the day.

An adjournment Was then taken until 
Friday morning at 10 o’clock.

It is a rough hilly coun­
try with muskegs, with very high moun­
tains running through it. The portion 
colored green is high and mountainous, 
about 1,500 feet above sea level. The 
land colored pink is low-lying. The 
western edge of the portion colored 
green is about 2,300 feet high. There 
is some level land on the green lots. He 
did not survey all the lands granted to 
the G. T. P. He surveyed 443 and 
444. He made the latter surveys in 
September and October, 1904. He found 
ho stakes on 444, tint there 
S. A. script stakes on 443, on the south­
west corner. The clean was for 160 
acres. Did not remember the name on 
the stake. Also saw stakes on lot 251 
on the island, at the northwest corner, 
could not read the writing. Saw no 
other stakes. He surveyed 506 for Mr. 
Anderson under S. A. Scrip. He saw 
no other stakes. He surveyed 450 but 
saw no stakes. The saine of 449. Mr. 
Anderson was with him part of the time. 
He staked all this ground himself, in 
February, 1906, long after he had sur­
veyed 406. This applied to all the lots 
colored brown, all were for Mr, An­
derson, and all were staked under S.

The investigation at the court house 
into the wreck of the Valencia was 
tinned yesterday when three sittings of 
the commission was held. At the morn­
ing session, Harry Cook a diver on the 
Salvor, and J. W. Lorimer, staff cor­
respondent of the Colonist who went to 
the wrecked steamer on board the Sal­
vor gave evidence. At the two sitings , 
during the afternoon, one at 2 p. m. and 
the other at 4:80 the commissioners 
heard the testimony of Percy F. God- 
enrath of the Colonist staff, who was 
aboard the tug boat Lome and whose 
enlarged photograph of the scene of the 
wreck was placed in evidence. Hink­
son Siddall a passenger on the tug boat 
Czar and Frank Ferris, 6rot officer of 
the Princess May who was also on board 
the Salvor.

A Heroine Acknowledged
At the close of yesterday afternoon’s 

proceedings when Mr. Ferris had paid a 
glowing tribute to the zeal and undaunt­
ed fortitude of Mrs. Patterson who staid 
by her post at the Cape Beale light­
house answering and receiving telephone 
calls for nearly 70 consecutive hours 
without rest while in a delicate condi­
tion of health, Mr. Logren of council for 
the Dominion government asked the 
commissioners to make a special note of 
the fact in their report to the govern­
ment go that such heroic service might 
not go unnoticed and be suitably recog­
nized by the Ottawa authorities. Mr. 
Lugrin also will advise the government

(telephone and between times succor­
ing the famished survivors of the Valen­
cia. Mr. Perris also spoke highly of 
the tescue work of Phil Daykin and D.

A Diver Give# Evidence 
The first witness called was Harry 

Cook, a diver, who went to the wreck 
On arriving at the 

wreck he heard the captain of the Sal­
vor say that there were no persons on 
the rigging.

Replying to Commissioner Gaudin, 
witness said he had been a swimming 
instructor in the British navy and had 
had some little experience in the life­
saving service at Goodwin Sands and 
Deal, Englând.

Witness continuing, said that he did 
not think it possible, with the lifeboats 
used on steamers on this coast, to ren­
der any service at the wreck of the Va­
lencia. The only possible way, in his 
opinion, was to connect with the wreck 
from shore by means of a line. He was 
one of those who went on shore intend­
ing to cast, a line to the wreck, and 
struck the trail with a lantern in hand 
to meet survivbrs. He was packing pro­
visions for these men, six of whom they 
met. Witness described the difficulties 
of the trail and the crossing of the Darl­
ing river. When he crossed the river 
he saw two dead bodies, the skull of 
one of which was badly broken. He 
pushed ahead, but could see no trace of 
the wreck. Along the beach he nov 
tieed kegs of liquor, tins of oil, and a 
couple of tins of canned fruit. On thq 
trail witness met Capt. Ferris, Mr. 
Banker and a couple of linemen. When 
he left Bamfield be was in hopes of 
finding some «Brvivors of the wreck but 
when he sawyhe condition "of things -he 
came to the conclusion that very few 
could survive.

Witness told Commissioner Gandm 
that if there had been a possible trail, 
asistance could have been more speedily 
rendered. He thought no assistance 
could come from the sea. .

B. Brady as governor of Alaska. The 
resignation was handed to the President 
on behalf of Governor Brady by Judge 
Peele, of New York.

No announcement of the successor to 
Governor Brady has yet been made liât 
it is known that the President has in 
mind the man he desires for the office.
