What the céuntry has a right
to expect is strict economy in the adminis-
tration of every department of the govern-
ment, just and equal taxation for public
F , a faithful observance of the

imitation of the constitution, and scrupu-
lous regard for the rights gnd interests of
the great body Of the people in
order that they wmay be protected
as  far as ' congrem has = power
to protect them aguinst encroachments
from every direction. Whatever can be
done, under the circumstances surrounding
us to meet this expectation ought to be
done, in my judgment. But, fentlemen,
without detaining you further, 1 am ready
to take the oath of office prescribed by the
constitiitional latws an to complete
the organization of the house. » [Applause.]

The speaker took the oath and called the
house to order.

Nature intended him to lie, and he
fulfils the nature of his being. All we can ask
of him is to lie with as little disregard for
deceny as possible.

Matthew Arnold on Emerson,

Matthew Arnold has had the temerity to
state in the holy of holies of Emersonian
worship his opinion that Kmerson was
neither a great poet mor even a great man
of letters. In a lecture at Boston on Sat-
urday the following fine and original esti-

\

mate occurs : \ /

Time has no indulgence. “ﬁ veils of illu-
sion which we may have leftaround an object
because we loved it, time issure to strip away.
Emerson's poetry! Milton says that poctry
ought to be simple, sensvous, impassioned,
Weoil, Emerson’s poetry isseldom either simple,
or sensuous, or impassioned. In general, it
lacks directness, it lacks correctness, it lacks
energy. That poem which shall a plain,
forcible, inevitable whole he hardly ever pro-
duces. Such good work as the famous stanzas
on the Concord monument is the excep-
tion with him. such inoffective work as the
“Fourth of Jully Ode,” or the “Boston Hymn,”
is the rule. do not, then, place Emerson
among the great poets; but I go further and
say that I do not Elwc him among the great
men of letters. Who are the great men of let-
ters? They are men like Cicero, Plato, Swift,
Voltaire—writers with, in the first place, a
renius and instinet for style, whose prose is b,

+ kind of native necessity true and sound.
imerson has pass s of noble and pathetic
cloquence; he has the passages of shrewd and
felicitous wit; he has crisp epigrams: he has
passages of exquisitely touched observations
of nature: yet he is not a writer; his style
has not the exquisite wholeness of good tissue.
Tinsist on always trying Emerson’s work b
the highest standards. I esteem him too muc!
totry his work by any other. - Tried by the
highest standards, and compargd with the
work of the great markers and recorders of the
traits of human life—of writers like Montaigne,
la Bruyere, Addison—the *“English traits”
will not stand the comparison.

What
more coulyt,i she ask in the way of neigh-
bors? But what of herself? What has
Alberta that she should be the queen of
such a goodly sisterhood? Why, every-
thing. She more than all. Her stock
ranges fare richer in summer, warmer in
winter, better watered and better grassed
than those of Montana, Idaho or Wash-
ington. Her mineral resources, though as
yet undeveloped, and even unprospected,
promise well. ~Already it has been proved
that 'she has unlimited quantities of coal,
and that of an excellent quality. Her capa-
bilities for grain growing are vastly better
than is generally supposed. I know that
certain monopolists. who thought to swal-
low up this whole region for their own
especial , have talked very loudly
about summer frosts and the general un-
suitableness of this region for grain.grow-
ing. have seen something of the Bow
river and Fort McLeod country however
myself, and this I will say, that I have
never known of an instance in which a
man settled there determined to farm and
do nothing else and yet failed to do well
and cven grow rich at it in a few years.
In addition to these advan Alberta
has the very best natural abilities for
dairying thatI know of as existing any-
where in the world.  Here grass is excel-
lent from one year’s end to another. There
are not to be found in her immense ranges
anything like leeks or other rank weeds
that will give an unpleasant taste or odor
to the milk, but she has bunch grass, buf-
falo grass, blue joint and wil vine

owing in rich abundance, which her
impid streams leaping down from their
far off springs hidden ’neath ‘the eternal
snows of the Rockies, are pure, fresh and
cold, even in the hottest of our midsum-
mer noons. Her nights are always fresh
and cool, and it is at least safe to assert
that every cow or calf on the farm aot ac-
tually giving milk can with perfeet pro-
priety and })roﬁt be wintered in theopen
air and without any feeding. The man-
aging director of your company stated a
few moments ago that a decently managed
ranching company had never been known
to fail. Such a statement might appear sur-
prising to any one who had not turned his
attention particularly to this subject, but
it would not be at all startling to one fam-
iliar with the business.
