The Niagara Falls Rallway.

The importance of this project to the
general public wust be our excuse for
returning to the matter. The whole diffi-
eulty in the way of making a good interna-
%ional park about the falls is the vested
imterests of the various private owners.
There san be no question about the expe-
diency of including the whole river down
to Queenston in the park scheme, and
therefore it is in the last degree undesira-
ble to create any new interests until the
whole question comes to be dealt with in
¢he light of experience and discussion.

The importance of the franchise asked
for can be better understood in connection
with the local topographioal features. It
ghould be borne in mind that the escarp.
ment which separates the lower from the
higher level of the Niagara river crosses
the ptream not at the falls, but- at Queen-
ston and Lewiston seven miles lower down.
At pome time in the distant past a huge
fissure was made in the ridge of rock
which forms the escarpment. How far up
the river it extended at the time of its
formation must be & matter of conjecture,
but at all events it now stretches from the
brow of the tableland vp to the great
fall, and the whole of the mighty
torrent which at the latter spot
tumbles nearly 200 feet into this
gorge keeps on tossing and foaming in the
wildest commotion until it makes its exit
at Queenston and broad out into the
peaceful but still swift-lowing river
familiér to those who visit the ancient
metropolis, )

As we have already said, this seven
miles of seething billows, this wild plung.
ing torrent hemmed in and beaten from
side to side by walls of rugged adamant,
is a more unique and impressive sight than
even Niagara falls. There is nothing like
g5 in the known world as an example of
utterly indomitable water power. Ata
grifling cost a roadway perfectly safe for
pedestrians can be made along the very
edge of the torrent, and by means of such a
way the public would be placed in full
poseession of the great privilege. To giv,
wp the right of wayto a company weuld
be to either debar the public fiom all
access to it, or force the country to bhuy
back from the projecters a franchise of
enormous value which they are getting for
mothing, : :

They are only
the trustees for the people, Every citizen
has an interest in the spot, If a railway
franchise is necessary for -purposes of pub.
