President’s Adieu.
Washington, April 19.—At noon to-day 

the Pan-American Conference adjourned 
sine die. After the transaction of routine 
business and the adoption of resolutions of­
fered by Delegate Alphonsoof Chill, pledging 
the sympathetic association of the members 
of the conference with the quadro-centennlal 
celebration of the discovery of America, and 
by Delegate Peraza of Venezuela, expressing 
their gratitude for the hospitality of the 
United States, a motion to adjourn sine die 
was made and put to Vote. At IL SO a.m. 
Mr. Blaine, rising to announce the result, 
said:

“The extent value of all that has been 
worthily achieved by your conference can­
not be measured to-day. We stand too near 
it. Time will define and heighten the esti­
mate of your work; experience will confirm 
our present faith ; final results will be your 
vindication and your triumph. If, in this 
closing hour, the conference had but one 
deed to celebrate we should dare call the 
world’s attention to the deliberate, confident, 
solemn dedication of two great continents to 
peace and to the prosperity which has peace 
for Its foundation. We hold up the new 
Magna Charte, which abolishes war and sub­
stitutes arbitration between the American 
Republics, as the first and great fruit of the 
International American Conference. That 
noblest of Americans, the aged poet and 
philanthropist, Whittier, is the first to send 
his salutation and his benediction, decla tag: 
•If, in the spirit of peace, the American Con­
ference agrees upon a rule of arbitration 
whioh shall make war in this hemisphere well 
nigh impossible, its session will prove one of 
the most important events in the history of 
the world.’”

The delivery of the address was character­
ised by Mr. Blaine’s customary deliberate 
emphasis, and also by evidences of deep feel­
ing on his part. Towards the close his voice 
trembled with emotion, and when he took his 
seat the council chamber rang with hearty 
and long-eon tinned applause. The members 
of the conference th*n took carriages to the 
Executive Mansion to pay their parting re­
spects to the President The delegates were 
received by the President in the east room 
shortly after noon, each of them beto(tintro­
duced to him personally by Secretary Blaine, 
-he President then spoke briefly.

In a bulletin just issued by the division of 
entomology, Department of Agriculture, Dr. 
C. V. Riley, writing of Insect pests of the 
household, after describing various species 
uf cockroaches, says; In the latitude of 
Washington and further south the croton 
bug eats everything which contains paste, 
and consequently well paper, photographs, 
end especially certain kinds of cloth book 
bindings suffer severely from their attacks. 
In a recant number of Insect Lite will lie 
found on account of severe injury done to 
certain of the important public documents 
being disfigured and destroyed. In the office 
of the United States Coast and Geodetic Sur­
vey they have become an intolerable nuisance 
by eating off the surface and particularly 
the blue and red paint from drawings of im 
portant maps.

But I need not elaborate further upon the 
damage which they do. How to kill them 
and prevent this damage is the question.

Without condemning other useful measures 
or remédiés like l)S*c I would repeat here 
what I have already urged in thwe columns 
viz., that in the free and peraiyient use of 
California bubach or some ottyir fresh and 
reliable brand, of pyrotbrum fit Persian in­
sect powder we have the ntost satisfactory 
means of dealing with this and the other 
roaches mentioned.

Just before nightfall go $|‘o the infested 
rooms and puff it into all crevices, under 
baseboards, into tile drawers and cracks of 
old furniture—in fact, wherever there is a 
crack—and in the morning the floor will be 
covered with dead and dying or demoralized 
and paralyzed roaches, which may easily be 
swept up or otherwise collected and burned. 
With cleanliness and persistency in these 
methods the pest may be substantially driven 
out of a house and.should never be allowed to 
get full possession by immigrants from with­
out. , ”

For no other insect have so many quack 
remedies been urged and are so many news­
paper remedies published. Many of them 
have their good points,, bfit the majority are 
worthless. In fact, rather than put faith in, 
half of those which have been published it 
were better to rely op the recipe which T. A. 
Janvier gives in his charming article on 
“Mexican Superstitions and Folklore,” 
published in a recent number of Scribner’s 
Magazine, as current among' the Mexicans: 
To get rid of cockroaches—Catch three and. 
put them, io n bottle, and so carry them to 
where two roads cross. Here hold the bottle 
upside down, and as • they fall out repeat 
aloud three credos. Then all the cockroaches 
in the house from which these three came 
will go away!—Washington Star.

Umpiree—ifAn Account of the Progress of the In­
stitution and the Fine New 

Building,
The founder of the Women’s Medical Col­

lege, the late Dr. Barrett was a man justly 
esteemed for a combination of qualities 
vouchsafed to but few. Eminent in the 
profession of medicine, he was perhaps most 
conspicuous as a teacher with more than 
average abilities.

Connected with the educations 1 institutions 
of this country for more than 40 years, he 
waa early brought in contact with the prob­
lem of the medical education of women, and 
with his usual zeal he wrestled with the 
project, and the -Women’s Medical 
School was founded. With the assistance of 
Chief Justice Patterson and Mr» McEwen.hr 
purchased a lot and cottage for school 
purposes, gathered a teaching faculty, sought 
and obtained incorporation, and in October, 
1888. began a course of lectures with three 
students. Two of these drooped out, but the 
third, joined by another young lady, pro­
ceeded successfully through the four years’ 
course of study, and finally graduated at the 
University of Trinity College, Toronto.

The little school, however, possessed no 
university powers, and it became necessary 
to seek affiliation with some of the degree- 
conferring institutions. Accordingly in 1883 
letters were sent to the University of 
Toronto and the University of Trinity College 
with this end in view. The latter application 
was readily replied to and Trinity College 
has since continued to act generously to­
wards the Women’s Medical School The 
letter to the Toronto University wqp not 
answered, but at the last meeting of the 
senate a committee, composed of Sir Daniel 
Wilson, Vice-Chancellor Unlock, Dr. A. H. 
Wright and Professor Louden, was appointed 
to deal with the matter. For the past few 
years the number of students has greatly in­
creased and the accommodation at the ’Little 
cottage was found to be inadequate. 
When this fact became apparent to 
the directors an immediate effort was made 
which resulted in the erection of the present 
commodious building on the site of the 
humble but useful cottage.

The estimated cost of the Yonge-street and 
York-street bridges was, according to the 
plans submitted to the city in 1886, $40,000 
and $56,000 respectively. In consequence of 
the extension of the windmill line and the 
making of Lake-street the cost might pos­
sibly be increased by 50 per cent, say an 
average at the very utmost of *80,000 each, 
so that under any circumstances the share 
payable by the city for four bridges under 
the provision» of the Montreal agreement 
would not exceed the cost of a few feet of 
viaduct according to Mr. Jennings’ estimate.
