Committee an endeavor was made to secure

This aggregation was to see that the
city’s interests were properly looked after
at to-day’s ‘meeting of the Privy Council
Railway Committee, which will cousider
several matters that are now bothering the
heads of the city fathers. The questions to
be , discussed include’ the Don high level
bridge, the Queen-street subway and the
protection of Royce-avenue, Bathurst-street
and Dufferin-street crossings.

The executive refused to approve of the
proposed expenditure, a8 it is unlikely that
the -Railway Committee in to-day’s
meeting vili consider snything but the
question of jurisdiction in reference to
the proposed Don bridge. It was
decided that the aldermen and Mr. Tally
shonld not go to the Capital at the city’s
expense. City Solicitor Biggar said it re-
mained for the aldermen to say who should

0, and they decided to send City Surveyor
Sankey with Mr. Biggar.

On motion of Ald. Saunders the Water-
works Committee’s request for an addi-
tional 818,025 for general purposes and
£15,000 for free house services was referred
to the City Treasurer and City Auditors,
who will make a full report as to the
financial condition of the Waterworks
Department. °

The Parksand Gardens Committee re-
commended that the city pay $55,000 in
full » ttlement of the Prittie claim, includ-
ing the title to eight acres of land. This
matter was referred to the City Solieitor,
who will present a report on the question.

William Adams has commenced suit
against the city for $2250,60, his claim
being: for the alleged saving in coal since
his fuel-saving system was applied to the
Waterworks boilers. The Solicitor will
look after the city’s end of the case.

The Massey-Harris Company informed
the committee of their intention to largely
add to their works in the city. They
asked that their assessment be not in-
creased. The request was referred to a
sub-committee, who will consult the City
Solicitor.

Assistant City Solicitor Caswell expressed
the opinion that the city could not be held
responsible for the collapse of the Dundas
bridge in July.

|Dr. John Hoskin, always & favorite with

Then the docile
Doetor told a secret: how Sir Daniel, hav-
ing lost the sight of oneeye and being
partially blind in the other, and at the
same time suffering from writer’s cramp,
wrote to friends and societies in every
guarter of the world for aid to rebuild and
replenish the library where he had almost
lived. And verily he had his reward'’
Space fails me to tell more of this brotherly
panegyric than the three-fold characteriza-
tion: A learned archzologist, a courteous

- | gentleman, an earnest Christian.”

He Told the Wondrous Tale.

The President, for whom three cheers
were now given, said for bis encomiams

SLAVIN, THE MURDERER, AX

TEMPIS TO BREAK JAlL,

He Hid Behind the Door of His Cell and
When the Jaller Entered He Pounced
.on Him With An Iron Bar and Enock-
ed Him Down-—A Turnkey FPrevents
the Escape,

Corxwarr, Oct. 6.—About 6 o'clock
this evening screams were heard in the
county jail, which attracted the attention of
Miss McDonald, daughter of the jailer, who
rushed from their residence immediately
adjoining the jail, and hearing her father
struggling within ran to Mayor O’Callaghan
| and Peter Routhier, saying a prisoner was

killing her father. A crowd at once bolted
for the jail and were admitted by Turnkey
Me in, who, while the struggle was
going” on, had escaped - from the inside
and locked the door, thereby foiling the
escape of the prisoner. When he ret

with assistance the door was opened,
James 8. Slavin, alias McMahon, who is
awaiting trial for the murder of Captain
Johr R. Divey, made a dash for liberty,
but was met by O’Callaghan, Routhier and
Sheels. The latter grasped the prisoner,
but was thrown against the stone wall with
terrible force, Routhier, who is a power-
ful man, clinched the murderer and floored
him, and with the assistance of Major
O'Callaghan and Sheels the prisoner washeld
down and finally conveyed back to his cell.

Jailer Macdonald was taken to his home

and a doctor was summoned. He found a
cut in the skull about two inches long. A
reporter called at Mr. Macdonald’s Tesi-
dence, but as strict orders had been given
no one was allowed to see him.
_ McMartin, the turnkey, gives the follow-
ing account of the struggle for liberty:
“We were giving the prisoners their
rations for the night ss usual. I opened
the door of the day room in which Slavin
is kept. Mr. McDonald preceded me.
When the door was about half open Slavin,
who was hiding behind it, pounced on us
with an iron bar, striking Mec 1d on 'the
head. The rations dropped and Slavin
then dashed at me, striking me in the face
with the same instrument. He then de-
manded the keys.

 McDonald said, ‘¥You may kill me, but
1 will never give them up.’

He again grappled at McDonald and a
struggle ensued. McDonald held on to the
prisoner and threw the keys where he could
pot gat possession of them. the mean-
time I escaped and locked the door and got
assistance, When we returned Slavin was
calmed, as he knew his chances of escape
were gone once I resched the on and
locked the door, ;

Slavin was seen in his cell. He said: “I
have been foiled in my attempt to escape.
You may as well get a rope and hang me
up and settle the matter.” A close watch
will be kept on him, as it is feared he will
do away with himself,

He
doesn’t deny that the scheme will work in
a small degree to his own benefit, but what
he desires to impress upon the public with
the clinging power of a birth-mark is the
fact that no one can know him mors than &
minute or two without becoming prosper-
ous. It is toobad that his business repu-
tation is an unknown quantity. Public ig-
porance of this is likely to create an im-
pression that the gentleman is & sharper, in
spite of his own statement to the contrary.
‘" The pame of this gentleman, if one can
believe his circular, is ““Charles E. Good-
win.” His eircular bears the heading :

s «Little Louisiana State Lottery Com-
pany,” and is marked “strictly confiden-
tisl” Tt is typewritten like the circulars
sent out by the ‘‘green goods” men and
bunco-steerers. Ascompanying the circular
are thirty tickets, on which is printed, on
a background of red flourishes that makes
them look something like railroad eoupons,
this statement :

This twentieth ticket entitles the bolder
thereof to one-twentieth of such prize as may
be drawn, to its number in the within named
drawing. Tickets must be presented for
payment within three months from date of
drawing, ; :

There are a good many dollar marks on
the ticket, and a number running across
and lengthwise. :

Among these cheap tickets, that are evi-
dently intended for the poor workingman,
is one that is printed on a sky-blue back-
ground. 'This.appéars to be a whole ticket.
The circular says that this must be care-
fully preserved, because it is :n imminent
danger of being worth $15,000 afer the
drawing takes place.

The circular inclosing the one $20' ticket
and the 30 §1 tickets says that the writer,
presumably «Mr. Goodwin,” who by the
way does mot write a very business-like
hand, will give the gentleman to whom it
is addressed the $20 ticket for his own if he
will dispose of the other 30 and send the
money for them. The $20 ticket is sure to
draw $15,000—the circular says it will be
fixed that way. This will be done, says
Mr. Goodwin, merely for advertising pur-

The money realized from the sale ot
the 30 81 tickets is to be sent by express,
and Mr. Goodwin says that when it is re-
ceived $1000 in cash will be returned, this
being the actual amount of the prize. The
other $14,000 will appear in the advertise-
ments. - As a guarantee of good faith a note
for $1000 signed by Mr. Goodwin is in-
closed.

A great many of these ciroulars and
tickets have been sent out and many per-
sons bave undoubtedly grown rich out of
the scheme. As it is unlikely that they
could prosper by it and -remain in their old
homes they are in all probability a¥ this
time leading » roving life. The disad-
vantage of Mr. Goodwin's scheme is that it
requires a man to become a swindler and
a liar before he can reap any of the
benefits. q

‘Of ¢ourse, Mr. Goodwin does not con-
sider this a drawback, which proves that
he is just the man to punish the men who
may bite at the bait he is so industriously
fishing with.

They Adopted the Proper Course.

The Supreme Court Judges have been
criticized for not adjourning the court asa
mark of respect to the late Sir William
Ritchie. In acting as they did the judges
showed no lack of respect to the memory of
the late Chief Justice. Besides, he himself
had made the proposition at the time of the
death of Sir William Richards that there
should be mo adjournment in these in-
stances, and the court decided that the
precedent then laid down should be followed
in future in regard to all of them, in fair-
ness to the scores of people present ready
to go on with business when :the court
opens, the adjournment of which, even for
a day, would greatly inconvenience them.

The precedent established by the
Supreme Court is one that might with ad-
vantage be adopted by Parliaments, Local
Legislatures and other public bodies.

“The least among you shall I make great”!
Alexander Mackenzie was a stonemason
by trade and he crossed the ocean when &
youth to seek fortune in the new land to-
wards which So many eager feet at that
day turned. He took up his residence in
Canada and here for many years he worked
with his hands, and as he wrought the
sterling traits of character, which make his
» unique figure in Canadian history, ripened
into a personality at once strong and en-
nobled. Setting aside his political acts,
which do not rank above mediocrity, and
dealing directly with that striking per-
sonality to which reference has just been
made, it must be admitted that he had
qualities of mind which stamp bhim as a
man of more than ordinary ability, yet
there was an unstableness in him, which,
while it might not amount to a weakness
of character, yet was certainly & defect.
Both he and his distinguished op-
ponent, the late Sir John A.
Macdonald, were of Scotch descent,
but how different they were in dis-
position! The one canny, cautious and
altogether devoid of that element in the
ensemble of the successful politician which
is well expressed in the word dash; the
other diplomatically skilful, direct or dila-
tory of purpose, as the matter suited him,
or served, shrewd, far-seeingand confident.
The one building for present advantage, the
other laying deep the foundation for future
power. Higher types sare Disraeli and
Gladstone. The former had a fervidness
and strength of action which carried every-
thing before them, leaving behind him =
consolidated empire, the like of which the
world has pever seen. The latter, never
thoroughly in touch with the English peo-
ple because of those Scotch attributes which
may be termed foreign to English thought,
has never lnooe\ulully governed the English

peop!

So it was with Mr, Mackenzie. Ever an
astute debater, he was never a successful
leader, or his deposition by Mr. Blake
could not have been effected. But as one
who through his talents and his own en-
deavor rose from obscurity to distinction,
while never departing from that plain sim-
plicity of life whichso becomes a-man what-
ever his station, Mr. Mackenzie leaves a
name to Canadians which will be always
dear and a career which youth would honor
in emulating.  Posterity will value him as
he has not been valued before, and will ac-
cord him his proper place in Canadian his-
tory.

This excellently written book is the cri-
tical analysis of friends and admirers; but
that does not lessen its value nor detract
from the insight it gives into & good and
busy life, private and public.

However good a cause the Canadian
annexationists, headed by Goldwin Smith,
may have, they may not be able to help it
by exaggerating the traditional rights of
free speech. Crown-Attorney Meyers was
recently dismissed from office by the On-
tario, Premier for the open advocacy of the
annexation of Canada to the United States.
Yesterday a public meeting was held at
Woodstock to protest against “‘this abridge-
ment of the rights of free speech.” What
better freedom of speech do the Cans-
dians want than the right to repeat, ad
libitum, yelterda.y’l scenes at Woodstock?
The advocacy of the transference of
Canadian allegiance from the Crown to
the Union was freely indulged without let
or hindrance, and the thing will ‘be re-
peated from time to time and nobody will
ever call anybody down. But these gentle-
men want something more than this.
They want the very members of the
overnment to be accorded the right to
avor secession from the vantage ground of
official life. Do not they know that there
are grades or shades of “loyalty”? Isita
denial of the right of free speech to insist
that Government officials shall give their
whole soul, mind and strength to the Gov-
ernment? Do not they recognize that
what would be proper for a private citizen
to do a pullic official may not do? Has
the mouth of Crown Attorney Meyers
really been closed? On the contrary he is
still shouting for annexation and nobody is
stopping him. He has simply lost his
officeand the annexatiofiists have lost their
sense of proportion.

I remem-
ber that during the élection for city mem-
vers, about the early sixties I think, when
the candidates were the late John ﬂilyard
Cameron and the late Hon. George Brown,
it fell to my lot to be called upon to administer
the oath of allegiance to many colored
voters at his house. The interest he took in
the matter and the way in which he impress-
od on his people the obligation they owed to
Great Britain and loyalty impressed me very
much, He was a patriarch amougst us, and
peace be to his memory.
