Pending final action, and fearing 
that months may elapse before the » 
amount of the damages is reached, the 
sealers requested, through ,the Dom­
inion Government, ,tbat the Imperial 
Government advance the $425,000 by, 
way of a loan. As stated above, the 
reply is in the Negative.

So far as weight Is concerned the tend­

ency of bicycle construction in this coun­
try is in the direction of constant and 
steady reduction. We are loud In praise 
of ourselves for this, but when this 
year of grace has expired and light 
weight machines have been given their' 
first thorough general test we apprehend 
there will be about as much wailing as 
there now is manifestation of happi­
ness. We do not deny that bicycles 
weighing 22 potinds and under can be 
ridden upon the road, but we contend 
that such macllines will not last as long 
as clumsier, heavier, but more substan­
tially constructed machines which we 
have put away. Bicycles weighing 20 
pounds will stand plenty of punishment 
upon the boulevards and choice country 
roads ; but country roads as cûuntry- 
merf know them, and as they are oc­
casionally revealèd to city-bred wheel­
men with a turn for travel, will wreck 
in one season’s use the finest light 
weight bicycle which was ever built, 
crystallize the tubing in its frame,weak­
en Its vital parts and leave it not worth 
riding and barely worth trading at the 
end of the year. And it those who have 
used light weight bicycles over rough 
country roads will but confess the truth 
their words will stand the same inter­
pretation which finds expression above. 
This year numbers of heavy old bicycles 
are being traded for light new models, 
and it is the singular testimony of deal­
ers who take such machines in exchange 
that they are, so far as their vital parts 
are concerned, almost without? blemish, 
notwithstanding the fact that they have 
been in service for years.

The H. P. Davies Co The Chlclten Coop sad the Venn* CMelu 
Should be Kept Free From Lice.

It is very important, as the weather 
gets w Armer, that both coops and chicks 
be kept absolutely clean and tree from 
lice ; you cannot afford to raise chicks 
to feed a swarm of lice with. There 
will be many sudden showers and pos­
sibly a cold rain this month ; see that 
there is a handy place into which the 
chicks may run. The cockerels, if old 
enough to distinguish,’ should be separ­
ated from the flock and pushed ahead 
for all the growth they can make, and 
sold for broilers when about twelve 
weeks old. The pullets should be kept 
thriftily growing, and that Is all. Do 
not force them, let them come to ma­
turity under natural conditions, but do 
not let them stop growing a single day.

If, the henhouse has not been cleaned 
out yet, take the first day that can be 
spared from the field and do it. Not 
to do it now, will pfobably mean a lousy 
house and flock and no decent place in 
’which to put the pullets cqmthg on. As 
soon as you are through setting hens, 
put the roosters in condition as quickly 
as possible and market them. Put 
some of the coops about the garden. 
Keeping the hen confined and letting the 
chicks run, they cannot hurt anything 
for three jjr four weeks and will des­
troy manj^isects ; put some under the 
fruit trees also—it will do both good. Na­
ture seems to have taken the most 
of the work pertaining to the poultry 
into her hands this month, and about 
all man is left to do Is to second her 
efforts. The one word which the poultry- 
man should ever halve in mind is clean­
liness.

Shallow Culture for Cora.

I would advise fall ploughing In case 
the land was stubble or meadow. 
Plough six to seven inches deep in the 
fall, but In the spring five inches Is 
sufficient. The rougher the surface of 
fall-ploughed ground the better. Pul­
verize, compact and level the seed-bed. 
Plant any time between May 1 and 26. 
As far as yield is concerned there is 
very little difference between hill and 
drill planting, but is is usually advisable 
to check the corn, as it can then be 
kept clean easier. The thickness of 
planting wil depend upon the use. In 
drilling where grain alone Is desired, 
plant In rows 3 2-3 feet apart, one kernel 
to every foot. If the corn is to be fed 
as fodder, plant thicker, putting in one 
kernel every six or nine Inches. In hill 
planting endeavor to get four kernels in 
each hill. Harrow immediately before 
planting, as this destroys all weeds and 
enables the plants to get a good start 
before cultivation is necessavyi Culti­
vate the ground, beginning with a slant­
toothed harrow, and keep the ground 
free from weeds during the entire sea­
son, using a shallow cultivator. Ex­
periments made at the Illinois station 
for a number of years show that an in­
creased yield of almost six bushels per 
acre has resulted from shallow cultiva­
tion. The crossing of varieties has ln- 
creased the yield. This may be accom­
plished by planting different kinds In 
alternate rows. Although corn has been 
grown at the station on one plot con­
tinuously for 19 years with fair results, a 
rotation is absolutely necessary for pro­
fitable corn raising. The following five- 
year rotation is desirable. Beginning 
with a meadow or clover sod, plant to 
com two years, then seed to oats or 
wheat for one year following with grass 
or clover for two years, and then put 
again in corn.

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rears. Keep Ahead of the Weeds.
There là only one economical way to 

fight weeds,—that is to keep ahead of 
them. When they are just breaking 
through the ground they can be slaugh­
tered with less labor than at any other 
time. That is the time to take them in 
hand. A little later and the work will 
be doubled. Too many overlook this 
fact.. In many towns five per cent oft 
is allowed on all taxes paid before a 
certain date, and men hustle to pay, 
their tax and save that five per cent.
A much larger per cent off to secured 
by the man who takes the weeds In t 
season. One can go over a garden with 
an Iron rake when the weeds are lust 
breaking ground, and In an hour’s time 
accomplish wonders. A week later he 
will have to take his hoe and laborious­
ly cut, cut, cut. And even then he 
doesn’t destroy half as many of the 
roots of weeds as he would have done, 
a week -before with the rake. Neglect­
ing the weeds is something one simply; 
cannot afford. *

The Management of Ducklings.
Ducks are the most easily reared of all 

domestic fowls, when properly treated. 
Breeding ducks must be kept warm and 
comfortable through the cold months. 
Coop by themselves, with no other poul­
try. In January and February they 
begin to lay. They lay very early in the 
morning, and their eggs must be gather­
ed before they become chilled. Keep 
them, large end down, on wheat bran 
for warmth. A thin blanket over them 
at night will help retain warmth, but It 
should be removed in the morning. Put 
the eggs under common hens ; they 
make better mothers. Keep the ducks 
laying and the hens setting, for they 
ferow fast and are most profitable on 
our early market. Incubation requires 
28 days. When hatched look after them, 
for the young ducks are very shy and 
the hen does not know how to man­
age them at first. Each hen should be 
placed In a house and yard by herself. 
Feed at first boiled eggs and corn-meal 
bread, and always keep water by them 
In shallow dishes. As they mature 
feed coarser food, boiled potatoes and 
more water, and some green stuff, such 
as kale, or turnips, also fresh meat, 
and but little grain. Do not let them 
get wet In a heavy .rain. Wallowing 
In swamp mud is bétter thifi letting 
them go to ponds or streams.

“ Will you say that a heavy weight 
falling over on the head while it was 
lying on the floor could uot cause every 
fracture found there ?”

“ It' is difficult to deny the possi­
bility of anything,” was the guarded 
answer, “ but,” continued the witness, 
“ I don’t thiuk it would.” .

Again and again a condition of things, 
was assumed by the counsel for the de­
fence, and the witness asked that, given 
these conditions and having in mind the 
different injuries, could they not have 
been caused by the weight falling flat­
ly upon the head while it was, resting 
upon the floor, but the reply was al­
ways in the negative.

Several ol the smaller fractures, which 
were incompatible, according to the 
witness, with the theory of the defence, 
were inferentially accounted for by the 
counsel for the prisoners, by the 'hercu­
lean strength of Undertaker Humphrey 
in his efforts to bandage the head into 
presentable shape.

The anatomy of the skull was laid 
aside for the time, and the attention of 
the witness dra^m to the weight.

Incinerating Garbage.

Experiments have lately been made in 
New York with a view to developing 
a means of incinerating garbage. That 
the device is effective for the destruc­
tion of scraps and, in fact, of every­
thing save metal and ashes, there is 
little doubt. The furnace, which was 
built ip a roofless enclosure near the 
East River, is simple in construction 
and inexpensive. There is no percep­
tible- odor about the place, and the 
chimney gives out gas rather than 
smoke. The only time when persons 
Standing within 60 feet of the furnace 
Werè made aware of the character of the 
contents was when an iron hood that 
covers the top of the structure was lift­
ed and a new supply of scraps shoveled 
into the flames. Even this Richard A. 
Heal y, the engineer and originator of 
the contrivance, promises will be over­
come by a draught pipe, to be run down 
from t^ie top of the furnace to the flue, 
through which a central coal flame con­
sumes the smoke from other divisions 
of the furnace. Other furnaces similar 
to this one will he built more elaborate­
ly, of fire brick and steel instead of 
iron. Then will be considered" the pos­
sibilities of securing power from the fur- 
n£ce, which generates intense heat, and 
which could be readily utilized. By dis­
posing of this pow£r the economy of this 
method of destroying street scraps 
would be very materially increased, so 
that the sweepings «of New York could 
be destroyed by fire, and even a profit 
secured to the contractor who does the 
Work . _

Air a* a Timber Preservative.
Probably no better Illustration can be 

bad even at the present time, of the 
great importance of free access of air 
to woodwork as a means of protection 
against premature decay, than the re­
sults of an Investigation, conducted a 
few years ago, into the causes of am ac­
cident in an expensive apartment /louse 
In one of the principal cities of the 
United States, (n which a portion of one 
of the, upper floors gave way, and, in* 
tailing, carried along corresponding sec­
tions of the several floors below, land­
ing the whole mass of wreckage in the 
cellar. It was found that a fortunately 

it unusual system of floor construction had 
been adopted in the building In question, 
thé spaces between the wooden beams 
having been filled with ashes, presum­
ably with the view of making a com­
parative fireproof structure. Whatever 
its merits in this respect may have 
been, thçre was no question whatever 
that the ^fixture of ashes formed a most 
efficient barrier against the access of 
air to the timbers, and any moisture 
that was inherently In them or after­
ward found its way to them through 
the tiling above, had Jlttle opportunity 
of being carried ayay by any ventilating 
air currents. The beams simply had to 
rot, and that comparatively quickly. 
In the subsequent work of reconstruc­
tion of the floors, however, good care 
was taken that they should not again 
suffer In the same way.

Mill architects generally appreciate 
the preserving influence of free air cir­
culation so thoroughly that they care­
fully guard against even the painting of 
any floor beams which are open to the 
suspicion of imperfect seasoning. Where 
any moisture is still present in the wood 
a coat of paint or tar or anything else 
Impervious to air, ordinarily looked up­
on as a protective agent, simple pre­

sents this moisture from escaping, and 
.thus, instead of guarding against rapid 
decay, really promotes It to a very mat­
erial degree. Happily this circumtance 
is becoming properly recognized and is 
beginning to receive a due share of at­
tention.—Cassier’s Magazine.

Her hair is arranged by skilful hands In 
different ways, and a style of coiffure 
may be chosen which will be appropri­
ate not only to the contour of her face 
and head, but to the environments of 
the picture. The subject's hands_ and 

criticized, likewise her throat 
and neck, to see whether p. severe high 
costume or an evening gown shall be 
used. The topics of backgrounds and 
accessories are discussed. All of these 
tinted carbon photographs are taken 
full length. Maybe the subject will pose 
as a dame 'of the first empire, with 
skimpy satin gown, elaborate coiffure, 
jewelled girdle, fan. vinaigrette. Per­
haps she stands half turned about! with 
her back to the spectator, and her pure 
profile deftly thrown out on a dark vel­
vet curtain. All women would hot look 
charming In such a picture. The artist 
knows whom to choose, and the subject 
will wonder at her own beauty when 
she sees the pipture. A wilful, coquet­
tish girl is posed as a modern Priscilla. 
The quaint spinning-wheel and high- 
backed chair, the small-paned window 
at the back of the colonial room, form a 
charming contrast with her rich bro­
cade gown and beaming face. The 
scant, cuffed sleeves set off the round­
ed arms, the curve of the wrist. The 
hand that grasps the' wheel is like a 
rare old painting, and the undulating 
outlines of the figure are sugested, not 
revealed, by the prim folds of tbe flow­
ered silk rock. These latter-day photo­
graphs are like paintings, and are like­
ly never to grow old-fashioned. They 
have the charm that distinguishes the 
portrait painters of the old English 
school. A charm that custom will not 
stale. They will not become out of date 
and grotesque, like the photographs of 
twenty years ago, found in family al­
bums. In those days a woman was hir­
ed to put the lights In the eyes, color 
the cheeks and paint the ribbon bows 
end artificial flowers of the ladles and 
the gay neckties and button-hole bou­
quets of the gentlemen. The new photo­
graphs, be It a hundred years hence, 
always will be things of beauty, no mat­
ter what evolutions,' contractions, or 
diminutions may befall woman’s dress. 
—New York Sun.

Pianos placed upon the market as at the present time. 
The sole aim of their makers appears to be not how good 
they can make them, but how cheap they can turn them 

Some of them LOOK GOOD, and for a time 
SOUND PASSABLE, but how disappointing they turn 
out to be, let the hundreds of victims paint the moral 
and proclaim the warning.

TThe old houses, with their wide veran­
das are made picturesquely beautiful 
with trailing vines< and pots 
that bloom so luxuriantly in this sub­
tropical clime, and afford a striking 
contrast to the severe simplicity of the 
newer residences on the American side 
of the city. No matter how small the 
house of the Creole, there is, a pot of 
flowers In the window, and there Is a 
verandah. If tt is only as wide as a fire 
escape. In the windows, half concealed 
by vines and flowers, sit the dark-eyed 
Creole ladies, on balmy afternoons, In 
charming neglige dress, peeping out at 
passers-by, and indulging in airy.gossip 
In the only language that can express 
gossip In perfection, because It Is con­
vened more by gesture and _the man­
ner of saying than In words.

The French side of the city sleeps 
Iceger than the American side. The 
French shopkeeper sees no necesslty_of 
opening up early, for no one will buy 
until after breakfast, he argues. He 
takes his coffee, and then takes down 
the shutters ; It may be 8- o'clock or 
half past. C’est bien ! Very well, he 
says ; If any one wants to buy, he will 
come back. At 5 o’clock he puts up the 
shutters ; the day Is ended. The pro­
prietor of 6. large business house makes 
his appearance about 10 o’clock, after 
his breakfast. At noon he goes to the 
cafe and has a glass of absinthe, and 
maybe a -game of dominoes or piquet. 
At 3 o’clock he goes home, leaving the 
store In charge of the clerks, who close 
It at 6. He has his dinner at 4, then 
a drive to the lake, and In the evening 
the opera.

And It Is at the opera that one sees 
the very perfection of fashion—the love-. 
Uness of a Creole beauty In demi- 
tollette, and the world’s model of court­
ly manners. The dres-clrcle of the old 
historic opera house is admirably ar­
ranged in boxes so that everyone can 
see everyone else and also have a most 
excellent -view of the stage. The boxes 
are also arranged with a view for the 
"conversation" between the acts which 
is so necessary to the volatile Creole. 
In this galazy of feminity and court­
liness, all the ladies are dressed in opera 
costume throughout, Including white 

’ slippers, and the gentlemen have dress 
suite, from patent-leather shbes to crush 
hate. To look upon this galaxy of black 
cloth and white satin and silk, one may 
naturally believe that the wealth of the 
city or even -of the State Is here repre­
sented. On the contrary, only a very 
few of the families are considered 
wealthy, even for this city. But the 
Creole must have his favorite opera, 
and 'he goes In state and style. To his 
credit be It said, he supports his favor­
ite amusement, not from ostentatious 
display, but because he loves it. New 
Orleans, by the way, js the only city 
In the United States that maintains 
a French opera for a season, and it 
has done that succesfully for more than 
half a century. The failure during the 
last season was owing to bad manage­
ment only.

The American side of the city does npt 
visit the French opera—except on rare 
ocaslons, as on ballet nights. The Cre­
ole never crosses Canal street to the 
American theatres. He cares nothing 
for even the most highly seasoned so­
ciety drama, and even the "living pic­
tures" have failed to draw him across 
the dividing line. He likes art, hut not 
that kind of alleged art.

A new feature of the French opera 
Is the Sunday matinee,which begins at 
12.30 p. m. Those who attend church 
have just time enough to return home, 
take a cup of black coffee and a bite 
of cake, and change their church ap­
parel for a gayer one. The prayer- 
book is replaced with the opera-glasses, 
and the black veil with a lighter and 
more coquettish one. At the matinee 
an operette is usually given with a 
ballet ; In the evening, a lachrymose 
opera, “Camille” or “Manon Lescaut."

The restaurants of the French quarter 
are peculiarly Parisian. The entrance 
of an American creates a sensation. By
