| Uniform Naturalization m the
Empire

I The Canadian government has
come to a satisfactory agreement
with the British government over
the question of imperial naturaliza-
tion which has been a subject of
long negotiations "between the two
countries and the bonds with the
mother land are to be drawn still
closer.

As matters stand at present the
naturalization act of Great Britain
requires five years’ residence before
naturalization is granted, while Can-
ada has acquired only three. The
United Kingdom as a result has
refused to recognize Canadian natur-
alization laws. By the new agree-
ment the British law will require five
years’ residence in the British Em-
pire, only the last year to be spent in
Great Britain.

Legislation to this effect will like-
ly be passed at the next session of
the British House, and Canada will
pass concurrent legislation. The
Canadian law will require also five
years’ residence in the Empire, the
last to be spent in Canada.

OUR TOUGHEST WOOD.~

Osage Orange Is Stronger Than Hick-
ory or Honey Locust.

The toughest American wood is that
. of the Osage orange, which is not an
orange at all, but belongs to the nettle
family. This has been proved by
a series of tests made by the United
States forest service, but the Indians
knew it before the coming of the white
man, and it was known to them as the
bow tree, because they used it for
making their finest bows.

Some idea of its strength may be had
from a report made by the forest serv-
ice, which shows that a block 30
inches long and 2 by 2 inches in cross
section when bent breaks under a
stress of 13,660 pounds, its nearest
rival being a variety of the hickory
called mockernat. When bent by the
impact of a hundred pound hammer it
stands a stress of 15,5620 pounds, cer-
tain sugar maples and the hopey lo-
‘cust being its nearest rivals.'. It ex-
ceeds the hickories, and its only rival
in hardness, tested by the force re-
quired to imbed a .444 inch ball’to one-
half its diameter, is the honey locust.—

Good Map Engravers Scarce,

No finer maps are made than the en-
graved topogrdphic atlas sheets of the
United States gelogical survey. in ac-
curacy of detail as well as in quality
of printing the survey asserts, with lit-
tle fear of contradiction, that its maps
lead all others, wherever printed.
Great advances have been made in re-
cent years in various phases of the
printing art, but for fine map work,
strange as it may seem, no process has
yet been found equal to-the original
hand engraving, which is still essen-
tially the same process that it was
generations ago., 'The skilled copper
plate engraver who cuts on his metal
base the thin lines which reproduce

© Waste on the Globe—New Guinea

Has Baffled Countless Expeditions.

1t would Beem as though this Iittle
world of ours should be pretty thors
oughly knowpn by this time, yet there
are many unexplored territorigs which
have yet to receive the impress of a
human foot and which doubtless, like
the north and south polar regions, will
take their toll of heroic victims from
the hardy explorers who first enter
their closed portals. X

On a rough estimate about 7,000,000
Bquare miles, or one-eighth of the to-
tal land surface of the world, are wait-
ing to be discovered, Some 200,000

1 square miles of this lle in the arctie

regions of the north, but among. the
frozen fracts that form “antarctie” in
the south, where Scott and his gallant
followers were penetrating, neéarly,
8,000,000 square miles are relegated to
the sole use of whales, seals, pen-
guins, petrels and other animal and
bird inhabitants of frozen homes.

- It is true that human habitations
‘tould never be formed in such climes
as these, but the sclentific world is
ever eager for the discoveries of ex-
plorers, and even among uninhabited
districts their work is never wasted.

{ In Arabia-there exists a tract of un-
explored country nearly five times as
large as Great:Britain. It stretches
from Mecca almost to the southeast
wcoast and is called Dahkna, or “the
Dywelling of the Void.” Probably no
more desolate waste is to be found in
the globe, for not a single river is es-
timated to flow throughout its entire
400,000 square miles. Imagine Ger-
many and France combined without
river or stream and you will gain some
fdea of the parched condition of Dahk-
na. The Sdhara is a blissful retreat
by comparison.

Some authorities state that the
whole desert is not worth the price of
a good malacca cane. OQthers give cre-
dence to the legend that treasures and
hidden cities lie in the heart of the
sands.

+ Of quite a different character are
the enormous mountain fastnesses of
South America, which lie along the
upper Amazon and in the districts of
Colombia and Peru. The celebrated
treasure of Cuzco lies secreted among
the Peruvian heights. Impenetrable
forests, mountain jungles and innu-
merable fever spreading rivers hold
the most intrepid adventurers at bay,
to say: nothing of carnivorous ants,
malignant snakes, water moccasins
and those most deadly of serpents, an-
acondas. During recent years over &
dozen expeditions have been either
wholly or partially wiped out in their
efforts to wrestle with these regions.

. Although the famous KEl Dorado,
which set the sixteenth century ablaze,
has never been unearthed, the country
‘generally might fittingly be called Kl
Dorado, from the rich minerals and
priceless stones emanating therefrom.

Strange, wild eyed men descend oc-
casionally from the mountains, bring-
ing wonderful fragments with them.
But they refuse to act as gunides to
those who would accompany them
back.

Diseases of Cultivated
Plants

It is estimated by the Director of the
Experimental 'Farms that Smut diseases
of cultivated plants cause an annual loss
in Canada of at least fifteen million dol-
lars. If these diseases were properly
understood and the best known remedies
applied at proper times much of this
serious injury would be prevented.

In order to teach erop growers how
best to protect their fields againstdamage
by smuts there has been issued by the
Department of Agticulture a comprehen-
sive, plainly written treatise which is
issued as bulletin ' No. 78, jot the Experi-
mental Farms. The author, Mr, H, T.
Gussow, Dominion Botanist, has gone
into the subject very thoroughly, not
only describing the smuts, in their var-
ious stages, that affect wheat, barley,
oats, corn and millet, but attention is
given to methods of infection as ‘well as
the preventive measures and curative
methods that have been found ‘useful.
The text which occupies about fifty pages
is much helped by numerous illustrations.
This -work is being sent out free to all
who ‘apply for it to the Publications
Branch of the-Department of Agriculture
at Ottawa. 1

Smut

Distnbution of Pure Bred Live
Stock

As announced early in the season, the
Dominion Live Stock Branch has this
year undertaken a distribution of pure
bred male animals throughout Canada on
a somewhat extensive scale. In inaug-
urating this policy the aim has been to
aid sections where pure bred sires were
lacking and to encourage new communi-
ties in following an intelligent system in
breeding. This form of assistance has
proven very popular and during -the last
few months a large number of bulls and
several stallions have been placed in var-
ious parts of the countryin the hands of
local associations formed specially for the
purpbse of - handling and maintaining
them. All animals placed remain the
property of the Department of Agricul-
ture, the local associations assuming the
responsibility for their maintenance and
management under the general super-
vision of officers of the Live Stock
Branch.

The distribution of bulls and stallions
having been brought to a close for this
year the opportunity is now open to deal
with applications for boars and rams.
Full inftormation regarding the rules
governing the distribution and the pro-
cedure to be followed in forming the
necessary organization may be had upon
application to the Live Stock Commis-
sioner, Ottawa. :

As it is the intention to comsider only
such requests as are forwarded before
October 20th, it will be necessary for
districts desiring to take advantage of
this offer to act promptly,

Death of Mr. W. H. McMabon

WYOMING, Sept. 26,—The death of
William H. McMahon, which occurred
at his home here at 2 o’clock this morn-
ing, removes from Wyoming one of its
most prominent residents.

Lambton County loses a citizen who
had been connected with its municipal
affairs for upwards of thirty years.

The deceased was born near Kingston
on April 21, 1840, In 1881 he removed
to Enniskillen Township, and purchased
100 acres, now comprising the southeast
cqrner of the town of Petrolea, which he
cleared and devoted a part of his time
teaming crude oil from Oil Springs to-
Wyoming, prior to the construction of
the Petrolea branch of the G. T. R. He
removed to Plympton in April, 1874,
where he purchased the west half of lot
27, concession 3, and followed the
occupation of stock dealer, Seven years
ago he sold his farm and purchased the
residence of Mr. J, E. Anderson, on
London street, this village, where he
has since resided as a retired gentleman,
but devoted a part of his time to the
buying ot stock until a short time prior
his death. The deceased filled the
position of reeve of Plympton for several
years, and also warden of the county.
He was a life-long active Conservative in
politics and opposed the late J. K, Laster
as a candidate for the Dominiou Parlia-
ment 38 years ago, but was defeated.
He was a prominent member of the
Masonic and Orange orders in the latter
of which he had attained the cscarlet
de‘gree, and was a charter member of
Wanstead ILodge, L.0.L., and a past
county master. He was a member of
the Orange Order for about 50 years and
a member of the Methodist church for
28 years. He was ‘united in marriage
48 years ago to Mrs. Orson Armstrong,
whose maiden name was Miss Moty
Metcalfe, who, with her two children by
her first husband, Orson Armstrong, of
Sarnia, and Mrs. Angus Kerr, ot De-
troit, survive. =7
The funeral was held from the family
residence on Sunday afternoon to the
village cemetery, was one of the largest
ever seen here. Services were conducted
by Reyv. J. W. Pring, pastor of the
Methodist Church, and Rev. I, W.
Reid, of Thedtord, a former pastor and
family friend. " Four brothers and two
cousins acted as pallbearers, An im-
mense crowd of brother Orangemen and
Masons, ot which .orders the deceased
was a member for many years, attended.
