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EDITORIAL

The College year just closed is one of
the best in the history of Wesley.  Once
more the youngest of the colleges has sue-
ceeded in carrying off her share of the
honors, bearing testimony to careful and
painstaking work on the part of both Pro-
fessors and students.

That the College is a most important
factor in our Western educational system
was shown the other day at the Conference
in Brandon. As soon as Dr. Sparling re-
tnrned from Convocation, the work of the
hour was suspended. at the request  of
Conference, to allow the Principal to an-
pounce the results of the year's work, and
when it was shown that Wesley had sus-
tained her  reputation of the Jast three
vears by again taking the first place, en-
thusiasm expressed itself in rounds of ap-
plause.

\hile the work done has been most
thorough. it is felt that it is being accom-
plished at the sacrifice of the staff.  The
Principal alluded to this in his remarks,
and intimated that steps would shortly be
taken to increase the present teaching staff
by two additional members.  If this 'is
done, we feel sure that Wesley's success in
the future, as well as her standing among
the Colleges. is assured.

That two Alma Mater societies are in ex-
istence seems to be an assured fact.  One
was furmed some years ago, officers were
clected and a constitution drafted, but for
some raason the society became practically
a dead letter, so much so that one year ago
very few graduates knew such a society
existed. It was then felt there was need of
some organization to keep alive the feeling
o loyalty to the College as well as pro-
vide two scholarships to be offered  for
competition in  the Theological course.
Mr. W AL Cooke, BAL was elected pres-
ident, with W. A, Lewis, B.A., sceretary.
This society set itself to the task of rais-
ing sixty dollars in scholarships, and was
Inghly successful, as the final report of the
treasurer showed.

Just previous to Conference signs of life
appeared in the first society, and a meeting
was held in Wesley College. A discussion
took place on the question of membership.
It was clearly the feeling of the mecting
that the Alma Mater society should be com-
posed of graduates in Arts. A request
was made that students having graduated
in Theology be admitted to membership,
but was not entertained. A conmmitlee
was formed from members of both socie-
ties to confer on the question of member-
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ship. Here again the representatives from
the first society were unwilling to make
any concessions, so the meeting adjourned.

The second society met in Brandon, and
after the matter was discussed at consid-
erable length, it was decided to retain the
name, * The Alma Mater Society 7 for an-
other year, All the graduates present
were stroagly in favor of strengthening
the membership of the society by admitting
Theological students.  Several non-theo-
logical students were present and express-
c(l their hearty sympathy with the object
of the society. At this meeting it was
clearly shown that the executive of the first
snciety do not represent the feeling of all
the graduates in this matter.

The scholarships were again pledged. and
the hope was expressed that the differences
would be amicably arranged before the next
meeting.

In a few days the responsibility of the
present staff will cease. At the beginning
(,f the year the outlook was most unprom-
ising. as only one of the staff was able to
be in attendance. However, in a few weeks
all had returned and the work became
much easier.

The editor's thanks are especially due
Messrs. E. R, Wylie and E. J. Bawden for
their kindness in connection with the pub-
lication of Vox in addition to that of their
own departments. We have attempted no
radical change during the past year. chiefly
hecause our finances would not warrant go-
ing beyond the sixteen pages. Trom the
many words of kindly appreciation which
have been sent ns, we feel that our work
has not been altogether profitless to the
reader.  Under Miss Baker's able man-
agement, the Literary Department  has
furnished a number of good articles from
lhe best writers of Winnipeg, while Al

Jarner is the first cditor of the Religious
Department to have a choice, well-written

cading article for his departiment each
month. and be it said, also. he was always
on time. Rut we must not forget to men-

tion R. E. \lLClllldgll, B. A., our esteemed
Business Manager, to_whose untiring en-
ergy and lm\mus ability is due the fact
that “ Vox " is ncarly out of debt. That
no misunderstanding may arise from the
last statement, we have to say there will be
no large deficit to carry over to another
vear,  Should any unpaid *uhsuxpn(ms be
handed in, the probability is that * Vox "
will be able to commence a new year un-
der most favorable circumstances.

To all friends is extended the hearty
thanks of the retiring staff for the assist-
ance given us during the year.

IN MEMORIAM.

On the last day of lectures for this year
the death of N. I. Vernon, of St. Hillory,
Minn,, and late of Wesley College, was an-
nounced. Nr. Vernon came to Manitoba
in the fall of 189G, and was received as a
probationer in this Conference in 1897. Fe
was stationed at Pipestone during the first
year and the next at Argue, l)oth circuits
on the Deloraine District. In 1898 he was
stationed on the Blythficld circuit. and took
the Previous year. The next year he sup-
plied ac Bagot. under the superintendency
of Rev. W. A, Lewis, B. A, and attended
College. writing on the Junior B. A. ex-
amination. in which he took a good stand.
Just at this time he received an invitation
to a charge in Northern Minnesota, and
accepted, leaving almost immediately for
his new work.

In the Y. M. C. A. work of the College
he took a decp interest, as well as I)cmg a
regular attendant at the Literary society.
where, being a forcible and pleasing speal-
er, he was often heard in debate.

Mr. Vernon had a wide circle of friends
itn Manitoba who will learn with profound
sorrow of his carly demise.

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THE EARLY DAYS OF WESLEY COLLEGE

I was glad wuen the cdllm asked me to
write an article for “Vox™ on ™ The
Farly Days of Wesley College.”  Most
men, in the storm and stress of active life,
look back with peculiar pleasure to their
college life; but he, whose carly college
days are thc carly days of his college hn(ls
a double delight in revie vmg the memories
of thosc halcyon days. “This my joy
therefore is fulfilled.”

This paper does not pretend to be a com-
plete and final record of the carly days of
our Collog(. It does not claim_ the dignity
of * History.” The modern historian has
made us know by his numerous foot-notes,
and references, and biographies, and ad-
denda how serious a business is the writ-
ing of history. Some day a post-graduate
of some German University will ransack
the Manitoba Provincial Library for copies
of Acts of the Legislature, scarch Univer-
sity records, look up old minutes of Con-
ference. calendars and newspapers. and in
other lauborious ways make accurate inves-
tigation of the original sources of the his-
tory. and then, in ten volumes, with the
usual m’lrgnml references. and quotation
of authorities, will write A Hmlmv of the
Farly Days of Wesley College.”

This dlllC](‘: is historical, but it is not *
history.” It is a little bundle of rcmcm-
I)clmffs and remarkings.  The writing of
it is a pleasant vacation pastime. and thie
rcading of it. in the midsummer number, is
n‘tcn(lcd to be a sort of entree between
the Courses, zs you rcad the honorable
record of the late eaxminations. No doubt
the erudite historian-to-be  referred to
above will consult the ecarly copies of Vox
Wesleyana,” and will he indebted for his
most graphic hughcs in his chapter on

*The Tnception” to these personal im-
pressions.

Tt was a pleasant morning carly in Oc-
toher, I8R2, when, in the pe wlors of Grace
Church. Winnipeg. two Professors — the
Rev. Principal Sparling and Prof. R. R.

Coclirane — met three studeuts, Miss B,
LZarl (now Mrs. Stead), Mr. W. A. Lewis.
and your f{riend, the writer. The Rev. W.
L. Rutledge. pastor of Grace Church, who
was present. remarked to Dr. Sparling
that thcv were there to open the College.
but *“the boys” were not lhclc Mr.
Lewis turned to me, and said: I sup-
pose. he calls us *men.”” The newspaper
representatives were present to view the
imposing cremonies and report them to the
sxeited, expectant public. I think the re-
porters were very much disappointed that
morning. 1 have never learned whether
the Pnnupal was disappointed or not, hut
I have sometimes suspected that if his
heart sank then. it has often swelled with
pride since. as he has looked back to that
unpromising morning. with its three stu-
dents, in much the same way as the mil-
lionaire looks back to the morning he en-
tered the city with only three cents in his
pocket. A bit of cheap and casy Latin
advice naturally follows here, “ Nil des
perandum.”

Without any preliminary exercises the
students were guestioned individually con-
cerning the Course they wished to take up.
a certaina mount of work was assigned.
and_ then they were dismissed to meet

gam the next day. Miss Earl was taking
thc Junior B. A. vear. There is a certain
devotion which it is the bounden duty of a
Preliminary student to pay to one in a
lngvll_cx"cl ass. and the members of the first
Preliminary class knew their duty.  The
doing of that duty was made delightfuly
casy ])\ the vivacity and courtcsy of the
lady to whom it was due. Mr. Lewis was
taking Preliminary work. for which he had
been prepared in Palmerston High School,
and his work in the class gave evidence of
his good start in all the subjects of the
Course. But it was before class and after
that you saw him at his best: his quiet
Iumor., quaint \.lylllgs. and ready repartee
made him a universal favorite and did the
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Preliminaries good service whenever there
was any need of a champion.

The studeats were incidentally informed
and were duly impressed with the informa-
tien that Prof. Cochrane was the most ef-
ficient and successful Figh School teacher
in Ontario.  We did not doubt this fact
when he was leading us to a closer know-
ledge and finer appreciation of the Engnlish
lmqu.vrc and literature. but we positively
believed it with a strong conviction, when
in mathematics he got away down below
anywhere we had ever been. at the very
foundations, as it seemed to us, of that
wonderful department of human thought.
Mr. Lewis decdared him to be the best
teacher he had ever had: to some of the
rest of us it scemed that we had never had
s teacher before. To tell the whole truth,
there were times when we were in that
state of suspense and expectancy of peeu-
liar physical restlessness that one feels just
before a thunderstorm: at such a time a
man is wise who has taken pains to pre-
pare himself with raincoat and rubbers.
Professor Cochrene, was always ready to
give help to a student who sought it. When
in class a man was honestly doing his hest
1 get his feet firmly on the steps of a dif-
hcnll course of thought. but clumsily f.ulul
1o accomplish it. the patience and pains of
the Professor sometimes made us marvel.
But woe to the presumptuous trifler!

The Principal taught in tie College for
a while. and then he returned to Kingston
tee finish his term there in the church of
which he was the pastor.  He was kind,
helpiul _and encouraging.  Mis students
fclt he had a personal interest in their wel-
fare. and 1 kwow at any raic one student
who owes him a lifclong deln for cheer and
counsel given i thase carly days. Stu-
dents of Wesley Cailege. wha have any or-
dinary faculty for quotation, could con-
<truct 2 noble fiturgy from the morning
prayvers of the Principal.  Not haviag that
g!fl 1 can only indicate what others could
give verhatim ot literatim:  frequently he
prayed that while we were secking  the
knm\'lcdqc of truth in its carthly relations,
we might not he unmindful of the wisdom
that is from above. Tt shall be a hoon di-
vine when for all our students that prayer
is answered.

When Dr. Sparling went  cast again,
morning prayers were conductied by Prof.
Cochrane.  We gathered in the south par-
lor, and prnfc“n. and students read the
scriptures verse about. Then the Pro-

fessor read the heawiful ** third Collect. for
Grace”: O Lord, our heavenly Father.
Almighty and Everlasting God. who hast
safely brought us to the ])Lgmmn«r of this
day: defend us in the same with Thy
m:ghl\‘ power: and grant that this day we
fall into no sin, neither run into any kind
of danger; but that all our doings may be
ur(lgrul by thy governance, to do always
that is righteous in Thy sight. throngh
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.” We re-
peated tht Lord’s Prayer in unison, and
then dispersed to our respective class-
rooms,

It is of antiquarian interest that in the
arly days of the College. the  different
vears had their own class-room. and the
Professors were peripatetic. Students of
to-day ought to appreciate their privilege
of t'll\mq a little light cexrcise between
classes, It was pufculv approprinte that
our Preliminary class was given what was
at that time the Primary class room.  We
sat at some little distance from the black-
board. while behind us rose the stairs on
which the infant feet stumbled on Sundays.

A few days after the apening two other
students joined the Preliminary class. The
Rev. Edward Agur Kanecen was a Manx-
man. who had preached with success on
the Western plains as a probationer. A
roung man. short and not stout. hai- curly
and thick and long. a nose something like
Lord Beaconsfield’s, or the then Premicer
of Canada, Sir John AL Macdonald, quick
in _his movements, rather professional and
individual in his ways, he was quite an -
teresting addition to our numbers.

The nthu‘ was Robert Lawrie—we knew
him as Bobhy. A young lad, who had
wken 2 year or two of preparatory work
n Manitaba College. he used to tell us of
the boys he had ™ licked.” and how he had
beaten everyhady in Cesar and French the
vear hefore. “vervone liked him. and
thaugh he did not beat ev eryvhody in Wes-
ley College. he showed himself 10 have a
good mind. When he came to W esley hie
amnounced himself as ~ sub-editor of a
certain Territorial newspaper. When he
left College he went back to newspaper
work, and those who knew his brief hut
bright carcer know how rapidiv his char-
acter vipened. He sought the highest and
best in life. and first. 1 think. of all our
coempany. he passed. trusting in his Re-
deemer, into the Great Bevond.

Suon the other Professar arrived, bring-
ing with him his Breslau degree and his
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experience of teaching in Mount Allison
University. \We agreed that he was hand-
some.  That he was cultured admitted of
no discussion. Indeed. it was his consist-
ent doctrine that College education meant
general culture. Accordingly, in class, hz
was always ready 10 give an excursus on
some topic suggested by the lesson. I re-
member that when it came near examina-
tions, and we had not read all our Latin
anthors, some of the class felt he might
have helped us to more translation, instead
¢l giving us so much collateral informa-
tion. It is not surprising that sometimes
the tables were turned. and he felt it need-
ful to criticize us—and. truth to tell, with
wuch more reason. At other times he
was very pleasant and bright, and one of
his jukes is worth writing here in order
that it may be transferred o the pages of
tirat history of the College yet to be writ
ten.  The class was re: ullm; Zenophon's

Anabasis, and had followed the army to
Tarsus. True to his principles. the Doc-
tor spoke of the historic importance of
Tarsus, .lnd drew from the class the state-
ment of Paul the Apostle that_he was_“a
Jew of Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, a citizen
of no mean city.” Just then Mr. Kaneen
sneezed: with mock severity, Dr. Laird
satd, > Mr. Kaneen, Tarsus is not o be
sneezed at”

One day while Dr. Laird was taking our
class. we heard a knock at the class-room
door, and a gentleman of ample propor-
tions, dressed in a fine broadeloth suit, was
introduced to the Professor. A day or
two later he was introduced to the class as
Mons., le Checalier de la Mothe, our lec-
wrer in French, He took the French of
the various years., and. to time his lessons,
carried @ metallic clock around with him
from room to voom.  His Gallic nature
was often shacked by the lack of politeness
and polish in his students, and sometimes
e became our teacher in cliquette. A\
student. who had heen inattentive, was told
that out of respect for himself firsi, out of
respect for the class sccond. and out of re-
speet for his teacher third, he ought to he-
have in a more gentlemanly way.  He had
@ " avsteme unique T of teaching French,
and dictaied a good deal for us to write in
our nu(c-]lun]\\ One interesting note read
as follows:  * Master_ your .\lplnlwt—nnlc
well the two ¢'s—c. &1 the three g's—ga.
ala. gua: the two kK's—ka. qua. Go over
often your b a. ba—mniake yourself master
of them: mind and take care of your spell-

ing; and fm sure you will read very quick;
.md what is beiter, you will never forget
it.”  We scarcely understood lhc manner
of our Nmas exams, when he read out to
us the answers to the questions on  the
board. and 1 Dbelieve that the Professors
scarcely understood the ufliform excellence
and high marks of the class in Fu.ndl un-
til thcy learned the unique way in which
the examination was conducted.  This
would become an exceedingly popular sys-
tem  of examination if lhc University
Board of Examiners could be prevailed up-
on to adopt it. But Mons. de la Mothe
did very thorough work, nevertheless, and
well merited the respect and honor of his
students.

Rather late in the term there came vet
wo students more—\V. T. Shipley., Pre-
vious. and W. T. Halpenny., Preliminary.
AMr. Shipley was brown and ruddy. with a
clear, lnwht eve. and such an honest, un-
assuming manner, that you could not doubt
his truth and gooduess. And he had men-
tal gifts withal. he was the brightest stu-
det in the College. M. Halpenny  had
iust got his second class teachers’ certifi-
cate, .md had been teaching.  He was the
hest mathematician in his class, and had
worked out deductions Im himself not only
in geomietry. but also in the great science
of practical life. Indqn.ndunt in  his
thinking. he wished to know the axioms
and postulates and work his way 1o his
own  conclusions, Brave, noble fellow!
His eyes failed. and threw him back again
and again, but he did bate no jot of heart
or hope. but steered right onward. and this
year he reached his goal,

That first year we had no Foothall Club:
no mass meeting called to constder  the
challenge by Manitoha  College  Football
Club. {or Manitoba scarcely knew of Wes-
Jey’s  existence. and  wanted a0 foeman
worthy of its steel, which it found that
yar in St Jobn's, i 1 remember rvightly:
vo Literary  Sacicty, with its great ficld
nights of exciting debate: no Senior Stick,
for there was no Seajor: o Y. M. G AL

with its gencrous missionary  enthusiasm.
None of these things had Wesley, but it
was a true College. nevertheless. The

Professors led us across the borderland
to new ficlds of knowledge: we <aw as
uever hefore the wide domains of the king-
dom of truth: life was made umm.mlr-
ably richer: and promises were spoken in
the soul of greater things yet 1o he,
Having lingered <o long over that first
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vear, I can only suggest to my friend. the
German historian, a few puints worthy of
his learned research.

The second year the College session be-
gan once more in Grace Church parlors,
but early in the first term we removed to
No. 26 .\lbcll Street,  The additions to the

staff that year were Rev. Prof. Stewart,
who took [h(.(ll()ﬂ‘lC:l] and EEnglish sub-
jects: Mr. T. ). .\lngx\.m Classics, and

Mons. Bourgeors, French.

During the session two College societies
were organized.  The Football Club was
formed in Grace Church parlors on Thurs-
day afterncon. September 26, 1880, with
Prof. Cochrane as president, and * the old
war-horse.” Mr. T. J. McCrossan, as cap-
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tam. The first College dinner was in con-
nection with the Foothall Club, and was
held in Albert Street. The Literary So-
ciety held its first meetings in  Albert
Street.  One notable evening was when the
Rev. Hugh Pedley came and talked to us.
and allowed us to handle a manuscript of
one of Henry Ward Beecher'’s sermons.

The third year opened in *that large
and commodious building on the corner of
Broadway and Edmonton Street.” Here
the forceful. manly John R. Mott visited
us, and lhelped to organize the Y.ML.C.A.
from which two years later James Endi-
cott was sent as the representative of Wes-
ley College on the mission field in Western
China.

“This is final.”™™  But later and
calimer moments reminded me that “twas

Mine not to make reply.
Mine but to do or dic.

T have always regarded this evening's
work as ])lupcll\ belonging to the fathers
of hunﬂlc(l service and matured experi-
ence, *However. since no man taketh
this honor unto himsclf but he that s
called.”™ T cannot be deemed presuwnmiptuous
in addressing you on some aspects of the
nunister’s  vocation. T have chosen to
ak upon the subject * The Spirit of the
Minister,”™  If T seem to slight the import-
ance of other clements in ministerial use-
fulness. ¢, g.. physical. intellectual and sao-
cial culture, ete.. the brevity of my time
wili reveal the explwation.  Even this
theme must be narrowed to include only
ane ar two clements that perhaps are not
sa fregquently emphasized.

The minister must he pre-cminently a
man of hope—=hope large. hope unfailing.

The
minister. above ail men. must he a man
with a sky. Gad cannot bless a discourag-
ed man. for little hope means littke faith.
and little faith means little blessing.

God cannat use a  discouraged man.
Fliiah must first be fed and comiorted. in-
~pu‘cd Then. and only then, can he be re-
cnuum«lnncd The aunister who has
Tast hepe in himseli, in kis people. ar in
his age .must cither get up into the mount

First. Hope in the possibilities of his own
life, A lofiy ideal and belief in its attain-
ment are of first nnpundmc to true minis-
terial  suceess. Herein are (ll\lm“lll\hul
e nmmur who is born from the 1mm~u.r
who is made. The ideal of the latter ds
haman and carthly: that of the former is
divine and spiritaal. When God calls a
man to this work

He sends a fair angel of unselfish noble-
ness and beauty to go before and lead the
way,  If the ideal be low and cartlly, God
has not called.  If God has not called,
there lie before us only disappointiment and
failure.  But. beloved. we are persuaded
Lictter things of you. Before you on this
evening ever memorable is a vision of a
carcer marked by nn\dhsh zeal and holy
influence in the service of your Master,

Nor can the hopes he too high., Let the
p'uh.rn be large.  The most fervid fancy

zanot point an ideal of Christly or Apes-
u-lu service l]l'\l can outreach lhc reason-
able and practicable. The \l)u\lnllk con-

ception of Eph. iii. 20, “Able to do.” tran-
scends all human  ideals.  while that of
Christ m John vii 37-39, causes the mind

Mother love never faileth. ~Charity hopeth
ali things.”  Such must be the relation of
pastor and people.

Thirdly. Hope for the Age in which He
Lives.—The preacher must not enly hope
for himself and his people. but for the age
in which he lives.  Fe who would make
his age better must live in sympathetic,
foving, hopeful touch with it e must
cateh jts spirit and yet be above it. "Every
man s Jn.\l the creation of his own age,
and then in turn helps to change his age
into anather that is to follow.”

The preacher’s mission is to clevate his
age. If so. he must breathe its spirit,
leve it keep in sympathetic touch with it
and yet he mdependent of it

There are certain prevailing trends  of
Lis age. healthful in their aim, yet diable
o dangers. Growth and development isal-
wiays lable to danger through misdirection,
The preacher’s  attitude  toward  these
should be neither to ignore. antagonize or
wmaturally repress. on the one hand. or
weakly or carclessly drift with the tide, on
the other.

In the church the prevs ulmc signs are
devation to the young: scen in Sunday
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schouol  work, um\'cnliom leagues,  ete.
These must be kept well in hand.

Missionary mevement. Blessed and hope-
ful signs to be encouraged, but let the
preacher hold with a loving, sympathetic
and firm hand, lest the chureh hecome dis-
integrated, and that which was a healthful
:nn\\'lh on the grand old Tree becomes a
wild or struggling encumbering and fruit-
less vine,

With each and all of these movements
the migister must keep in sympathetic. lov-
ln"‘ touch, recognizing them as hopeful
Ligns of the times. yet be so far above and
independent as to be able to guide the ves-
el of church and society safely between
the rocks on either hand, neither vainly re-
~Nm" the healthful currents of his time,

nor weakly yielding to their sometimes fit-
ful I]n\\‘.
THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH.

The preacher must be pre-eminently a
man of truth,  The words of his Divine
Exampic before Pilate must be his watch-
word ever: " To this end was [ born, and
for this cause came | into the world that I
might bear witness to the truth.”

That is his one great mission ™
witness unto the trath.”

The spirit of love and devotion for trath
must be to him the master passion. Not
in the narrower sense of merely speaking
iruly or i harmony with our thoughts,
The Saviour uses the word, as F.o WL
Robertson has beawtifully  shown, to rep-
resent the word reality. ™ To bear witness
te the realite.”™  The minister is to e a
witness to fact. truth, reality. Annd this
in three particulars.  In his conversation,
hi~_ preaching. his life.

First. In (nn\cx\.ulun.—-lh-rc is an im-
portant principle to guide him i his, con-
versation—truth or silence, facts or noth-
ing.  To say that the minister should
speak the truth in the sense of heing vera-
cious waould be but an insalt to your integ-
iy, Ih.u is granted abways and every-
where.  But truth is more than veracity.
If one repeats a seandal Delieving it to he
true. he mav be veracious, but he is not
vuthful,. To be truthiul. he must speak
m harmoeny with facts. The ministry has
no use for the “‘u\\i])\' or garrulous tongue.
By such circuits have heen torn to picces.
There are cnough of lhcxc outside the par-
sapage. A\ silent tengue is a jewel to any
num or woman. To the preacher it is a
pearl of great wrice.

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Secondly. In Preaching.—The preacher’s
business is to ‘bear witness to the truth.
The great solid realities of life—these are
what the age requires, It does not want
our doubts, but our convictions, and con-
\lCll()l]a born of truth, fact, reality.

It does not need our speculations, theor-
tes and vagaries. It is well-stocked with
these,  But it wants reality. The world is
full of show. and force and falseness. It
cries for the real, the solid. the true. It
wants not entertainment or gratification of
its cruiosity. It calls for truth, bread.
bload, life, Jove.  The entertaining pulpit
may make mushroom congregations. We
do not want mushrooms; we want trees of
righteousness.  \We want characters that
Lave foundations, and these are built on
and built  of the solemn  yet ‘rl(mou\
truths and realities of the living God. Yas
yevealed in the life and lc.u.hmg.\ of our
Lord.

The world is gone wrong in the very
fundamentals  of life. and therefore  the
reed of the day is for ¢mphasis upon these
fonndation raths of sin—salvation. Do
we preach as we ought of sin?  Sing not
immorality. Sin as related to God. Sin
as lovelessae The world knows some-
thing of morality, but how false its ideas
of sin. - Nay. <in has no pl.uc i its code of
morals. It has its gradations — murder,
licentiousness, drunkenness, theft. dishon-
esty, and  these only  as offences .lq.ml\l
lumwlt his fellow or the state. God s
uot in all its thought. But what of pride.
and envy, and  selfishness. and unbelief ®
Ihie preaching of to-day must give prom-
nence (o sin as lovelessness, sin as viola-
tiom of God's law. sin as inward depravity.

How shall we thus preach. except as we
know by experience? " We have known
what it is to totter on the pulpit steps un-
der o sense that the chief of sinners should
scarcely be allowed to preach to others.
Al, belaved, I do not think he will ever be
siccessful ag @ minister who is not taken
imn the depths and blackness of his own
soul and made to exclaim, “ Unta me. who
am lJess than the least of all saints is this
grace_given that T <hould preach ame..g
the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of
Christ.”

Yet these were men right under Gad for
conviction of sinners, God ealls you, my
hrethren, o know the aw ful fact of sin,
and witness to it

Salvation—If the world gets w rong re-
garding the fundamental fact of sin, it is
but a slip to unreality in regard to salva-
tion. If sin be but disruption of the relas
iicns between man and man, but the break-
ing of a statute, salvation is mere reforma-
tion, outer and superficial  rectification.
Sheldon’s popularity reveals this trend of
public thought and feeling. We must re-
cognize the healthfulness of this ethical
tendency. but woe to us. our church and
the world if we fail to sound the warning
note and to proclaim upon the housetops
that Christ tanght first forgiveness, regen-
cration, sanctification.  let us 1)1czuh a
full or bad gospel of ethics, not as root-
less flowers stuck in a child’s garden. but
as pl'mt\ that our MHeavenly Father hath
planted in the rich deep soil of conviction
lor sin, repemance. faith, forgiveness, re-
aeneration and  love for God and ni.
Christ a pl:l\()lhl] Saviour. Jut, again,
how shall we witness except we know®
How shail we proclaim the fulness of salva-

tion §i we know it not?  Experimental
preaching alone has power. (John vii,
S0y, These blessed r uths must be

raaldities to us. Preaching is an art. but it
is also”an incarnation. Unl_v a vivid con-
sciousness of these vital facts will enable
us to preach with effect. QOur preaching
must have soul.  Our preaching is too
coid, too stfi, oo unreal.  John Foster
said the sermons of Blair © got chilled
through lll standing too long waiting to he
dw\u.l By all means let us have ‘the
dress, but ahove all et there be bofies and
blood and nerve and soul inside. * Life-
