In its series of * P'reachera and
Teachers of the West,” the [Vestern
Merctery dovotesn column to the eareer
of the venernblo Bishop of Plymouth,
Eogland :

For the last thirty-cight years Dr,
Vaughan hins been to tho Catholics of
his dioceso not merely a teachor, buta
guide and o father, a true sliophord of
his flock, a true pastor of God's
Church.  Sprung from one of those
geand old Bughsh fammlies, which
through trouble and persecution ro
mained true to the IFalth of theiv
fathors, Willinm Josoph Vaughun was
bora in London on Yebruary 14th,
1814,  From his carliest yenrs ho
aspired to the ecclesiastical state, com
mencing Lis studies at tho great
College of Stonyhurst in 182, from
thence Lie procecded to St. Acheul, in
France, and afterwards to St. Mary's
College, at Oscott. In 1835 the young
student visited Italy, and whilst iu the
Eternal City recerved the Minor Orders
and the Sub deaconship at the hands
of his illustrious uncle, Cardinnl Weld,
Returning to England, he took up Lis
residonce at Prior Park College, near
Bath, and on the completion of his
studies, was thero ordained priest by
Bishop Baines, on Murch 10th, 1838,
Stiangely enough, the first wock en-
trusted to the zeal of the young priest
was at Lymo Regis, Dorsetshire, a
place which on the re-establishment
of the English Hieraresy was included
in his future bishupric. 1llere, with
his own means, hie bhuilt a presbytery
and schiools for the poor, and for threg
years laboured with that quict thor
oughness and zeal whiclhi have beon
the characteristics of hia life work,
und which still keep hus memory green
in the traditions of the mission of
Lyme Regis.

But Father Vaughan, likeso many
other members of his fumily, was
evidently marxed out to take a leading
part in the buildig up again of the
Catholic Church in England and to
fit him for his futuro exalted position
in that Church, he was now called to
a work which would bring him wmore
in contact with the poor und the out-
cast—1o whom fuith and religion are
the only consolation left—and thus
foster in his priestly heart thut all-
embracing sympathy which the Chureh
of Christ has ever manifested for
suffering humanity, and which should
bo found in every true pastor. The
Catholic mission at Trenchurd street,
Bristol, to which Father Vaughan was
now appointed, was one that demund-
ed in its pastor a sacrifice of self aud
of his own comforl ; to succeed in it
he must give himself up entirely to his
peopie. The greater part of the con-
gregation consisted of poor Irish fami-
lies, whom want and disease had
driven to seck in Bristol that right to
live which was denied them in their
own country. They could not expect
to find much sympathy from the peo-
ple amongst whom they had come to
dwell—they wero as ahicns mn the 1and
~—but fortunately for them they found
in Trenchard streot au altar, around
which they could pray, as they praged
in the old chapel at homo; and n
Father Vaughan — a priest whose
heort went out to them in their sorrow

Vaughan has ever been fonnd to excol,
end during thoseven ycars hie man.
aged tho Clifton Mission, he succeeded
by his zeal and cuergy, 1 making it
ono of the most suceessful and notuble
missfons in Catholie Bngland. When

lin tho April ot 1855 Dr. Errington,

the fivst Bishop of Plymouth, was
called to London to be u Coadjutor-
Bishop to Oardimal Wiseman. the
Cathedral Chapter, attracted by the
meritorious und « fliciont services ren-
derel to religion in tho neighbouring
dioceso by Canon Vaughan, deemed
Lim to be tho fittest person to fill the
vacnut see. Vs 1N, approving of
their choice, lie was consecrated
Bishop of Plymouth by Cardinal Wise-
man, at Clifton, on September 1Gth,
1866, The now Bighop took possession
of s seo on September 246th of the
same year, and since that dato hus,
with uptiring energy, zeal, and solici-
tude, promoted and watched over the
growth of Catholicity in this Western
diocese.  Uis eprscopal work has been
beset with many diflicultes; for Ins
diocese, though vast in extunt, has but
fow great centres of population in
whicli Citliolics, for the ost part
poor generally, congregato ; and there
fore the means at Ing disposal have
been scanty mdeed. But what Ihishop
Vaughan has done, e has done, and
Iain tho burden of it on his own Lpis-
copate and admimstration ; and when
his work shall have been comploted
(for his peoplo's sake, may it Lo wany
years heneo) he will leave his suc-
cessor unembarrassed by outstanding
debts ; the onward march of his
Church in these parts unimpeded by
the burdens of other years.

Dr. Vavghan has never been o man
to seek publicity in his work ; but yet
he has ever been a public man in the
highest sense of that word, for his
whole life has been devoted to the
welfare of others, a lifu in which
gelf-aggrandisement was never in view
—a life without reproach, to which
none can take exception. In Bisbop
Vaughan members of every Church
have found the courtesy of a true
English gentleman, his priests a firm,
wize, and kind-hearted ruler, his people
a true father in Clirist. As a preacher,
he was distinguished oven in tho
earliest years of his ninistry ; for the
well-known grandeur and dignity of
his figure, the impressiveness of his
style gave lim the command of the
mnds and hearts of his hearers, as he
taught them the truths of the Faith
and exhorted themn to the practices
which modelled his own life. How.
truly eloquont his preaching was mnay
be seen fromn the fact that oven now
ono hears old people speak of his
germons preached some forly years
ago.

Tho western hoad sources of the
TJongo River wero visited for"tho first
tinto by white men Jast year, and the
story thoy have told of tho great gorgoe
thoy saw and of tho stroam that plungox
through it, almoat asswift as an arrow
for many o milo, was ontirely out of
tho common in Congo explorations.
Tho explorers wero Liout. Francqui and
Dr. Qoraot, in the aorvicen of the Congo
Free State,  They traced tho Lualabs
River frow ita fountain head, and made
o diecovory that, as far as is kaown,
i duplicated nowliore in Africa.

Tmingino o narrow stream flowing
placidly between ita rather low banks,
It bas gradually beon gathering volume
from little contributions that a dozen
or fifteen tributarics bave supplicd,
Tho channol is quite deep, though nat
wide. Noarer and noaver the water
opproaches a wmountain pass to tho
north, which at a distance appeara to
have no passage through. Suddenly
tho water rushes into o rift in theso
hills, and for many o milo it tumbles
along, zigzigging between two gigantio,
perpondicular walls of solid rock.
Sometimes it falls hoadlong as a cata-
ract, and thon again it is merely a
rapid, with a spoed five times as grea
ag that with which it enters tho hills.

This great gorge has a tortuous
course bending first to the ecast and
then to the west. It is nowhero over
120 to 150 faet wide, and it rises 1,000
to 1,200 feet above tha lovel of the
stream. The wally riso nearly perpen
dicular in overy part, and are formed
of baro crystalline rock. Here and
there in somo crovico a little soil bas
forined, just enough for a tuft of grass
or a puny treo to tako root.

At tha lovol of the stream one can
only see a little rivbon of the sky above
for n* that great height the top of the
wulls seotn alnest to touch ono another
and trees as the top overhang tho edge
and shut out nearly overy glimpeoof
daylight. At tho bottom of the nar-
row gorgo the little river glidea swiftly
sometimes almost with an unhroken
surface, and then apain iashed into foam
by thouennds of rocks, whose tops rise
above thu surface; and then ageiao the
water pours tumultuously over the
edgo of a declivity, and thon plunges
on in a series of rapids,

In n distanca of forty-three miiles
the river drops 1,500 fect and then it
emerges upon the plain, und, forgotting
its mad cwreor, it {lowa placidly along
to join the Luapula River and at the
junction of the two rivers the true
Conzo begins. No othor tributary of
the Coogo or aven thogreat river itself
whoro it tumbles along in rapids for
232 miles betwecn IT.copoldville and
Matadi presents a spectacle so savage
und go violent.

But tho zeal of tho devoted
sons of St. Vincent do Paul was not
long in bearing fruit. The city of Qur-
miah and suburbs already contain gov-
oral hurdredsof Catholic familics, about
forty pativo priests, of whom several
bave been converted from Nestorian-
ism, Even now conversions aroe not
rare; only recently tbree romarkablo
ones took place.

“Tho first was that of David
Benjamin, a native of Ourmish, and
one of tho first converts of the Au.

Day wero bright and clear 1n Rotno—
not a cloud m the gky on eithor day,
but with a warm Italian sunshino was
the way our Christinas and New Year's
broko and ended. Un Christmas day
as uaual, tho Italian famihes of all
clagges havo their ¢ enone, or hugo
supper, mostly consisting of various
knds of fish; and they end it up by
eating all kinds of mdigestible sweots
made for this occasion. Awmougst
them is thoe /’un zwaiws of Milan, the
Lorrone of Tunin, oto.; far richer than
plum-pudding and much more might-
marey. At 12 o'clock, however, they
all go to their respective churchea for
the mid-night Mass. It is nn impres-
sive sight to seo, ns even at this late
hour of the night the churches are all
full of all sorts and conditions of men,
rich and poor, aud thero they romain
until all the three Masses have been
heard, and then they ali go homo to
bed.

A still more impressive sight is that
of seeing the Holy Father colobrate
Ins Christmas Mass i his private
chapel mn the Vaucan Palace. The
chapel is small, but richly furnished,
while the altar frout 13 of cloth of
of mlver, richly ewmbrodered with
thick embossed gold. Uver the altar
18 & tapestry picture of Our Lady, To
tho left of the altar 13 a kneeling stand
of carved wood, the cushions of which
aro of red velvet. It is hero that the
Holy Father koeels in meditation for
some time before celebrating. But 1t
is a sight to see the nged, white,
stooped figure who represents tho
Viecar of Christ, and who is the head
of the whole Cutholic world, saying
his Mass. No simplest priest could
celebrate with more devotion or humi
lity than this aged Pontiff, honoured
and reverenced by all, aven by non-
Catholic sovereigns. The moment is
touching before resciving when he
repeats the words [lamine non sum
dignus, the whito old head stooping
over the altar saying that he is not
worthy. After his mid-night Mass,
which is only said in the presence of
the very intimate members of the
Pontifical Court, the Holy Father has
some slight refreshment, and then
retires.

Or Ohristmas day ho received the
congratulationsfron: the Sacred College
of Qardinals. The audience took place
in the throre room of the Vatican
palace. It was a brilhant akow, the
Pope scated on a grand throne sur-
mounted by a rich canapy, surrounded
by the Cardinals in their crimson
robes and the members of the mili-
tary Pontifical Court in their hand-
some uniforms, (lardinal Monaco Is
Valetta, Dean of the Sacred College,
read before the throne an address of
congratulation in the name of his
colleagues. His Holiness answered
with a strong, distincs voice, thanking
the Cardinals for their good wishes.
He gaid: ' In conformity with your
wishes we ardently desire to be, as
many of our predecessors were, the
minister and messenger of peaco
to Europe and the world. Wo are its
authorized and zealous defender,
because peace amongst individuals and
amongst societies 13 the daughtar of
justice, which, according to Holy
Writ, lives by faith. The supreme
priesthood of Christiauity bemng the
guardian of faith and the defender of
Justice, 18 invested with an apostle-
ehip for unity and peace. Thisapostlo
sbip must be given freedom of action,
and its words must be accepted with
out guspicion and carried home to thu
heart of private citizens and govern-
wents. T en tranquility will flouzish
again. If pesce and charity have |
disappearcd because the Bigllt uf'
heaven has been lust wu must not
despair. Days of rest are returning
through the religious awakening of

the peowle, for at themoment which is
appointed by the Divine merey tho
germs of fuith will be mvu’u{ for
Obrist does not abandon mankind,
whom Ue redeemed.™

It 13 not only receptions, however,
that the [oly Fathier 1s occupied with,
bat ke attends himself personally overy
day to the affairs of State and Church.
[To usunlly rises at & cclork overy
morning , and after an hour and a-half
of meditation celebrates Ins Mass in
his privato chapel it tho palace,
assated by lus private chapiain and
by the private chamberhin on duty
for the week, whois a Monsignor.
after the Mass the Holy Father takes
a cup of coffee and a biscuit, after
which he m:malustely sets to work in
hig study reading the different diplo
matio correspondence and dietating
the answera to his private secretary,
Mgr. Augeli, At 11 o'clock oxnctly ho
roceives the Secrotary of State, Cardi-
nal Rampolla, who brings to the Holy
Fathier other diplomatie commuunica
tions, and discusses the different
matters relatiog to fureign and internal
ecclesinsticn]l affuirs. The audienco
Insts generally au hour, after which
the Cardingl, having received the
orders of the Pope, takes his leave.

The Holy Futher then receives in
private audtence in hig study Cardi-
nals, Bishops or Prelates, who have
ashed for audicuces, or who have to
seo him on sprcial matters. At tno
o'clock he dinea. His ditncr is very
simple cousisting gencially of a plate
of soup, ment with vegetables, chicken
and fruit. No one over sits at the
table with tho Pope. The dinner is
assisted by his private chamberlain,
the servants, while he is pereonally
served by Lis private valet, Signor
Contra. After dinner he takes a little
rest ; or if there are matters of import-
anco to look after lie uttends to them
immediately , because, although 84
vears of age, the Holy Father is most
cnergetic and will not allow n singlo
matter of business toloso a day if il is
of importance. At { o'clock in the
spring and in the summer time he
goes out for a drive in the spacious
and handsome Vatican gardens. In
the winter time hie only goes out when
the days are warm, and usually at 11
in the morning, receiving the Secre-
tary of State on his return. His
Holiness drivesin a laryge, comfortable
carriage lined with white satin and
drawn by two magnificent black
horses, who are in the hands of the
stately and imposiug coachman Gio-
vanni. On cither side of tho earriago
ride a noble guard on horseback with
drawn sword, winlo in the carriage is
s Monsignore Cameriere Participante,
or sume other dignitary of the Ponti.
fical Court thut the Pope may have
invited to drive with him.

He very often gets out to walk and
inspects the works of the garden, talk-
g with the gardeners ; the vineyards
that be has had planted, and also
visits the home of a few animals nnd
foreign birds thathavebeen sent tohim
from foreign parts, and which form
quite a little zoulogical garden. He
has also lately built a litt'e cassino, or
summer house, for himself in the
garden. oud hag established in one of
the Iarge ancient towers at one end of
the garden a spleadid astronomical
observatory fitted with the newest
improved instruments, aud with tho
finest equatorial telescope yet built.
It was especially constructed for this
observatory by the Richard Brothers
of Paris.

Returning from his drive he again
takes up his duties, reading, writing,
and receiving those personageg who
have been grauted the privilego of an
audience. This continues until 9
o'clock, when he partakes of a little
supper—a plate of soup, a biscuit and
a glass of old Marsala-—that is all.
This over Le says the rosary in Lis
private chapel with the assistance of
lns private chaplains, and thon he
retires to his study, where ho studies

wnd works with his private secretary
uutil sometimes past cleven o'clock at
niglt. Often, howover, tho Holy
Futher writes alono; and when it is
not to do with Church or 8tato it ise
privato writings of his own, and mostly
poetry, beosuse Leo XILL. is a poot of
preat merit, although fow know 1, as
ho hns rarely published any of his
works. ‘Tho two verses lio wroto on
tho death of his brother Cardinal
Pecci, full of pathos and nobls poetio
nffection, will be remembored, ns thoy
wore made publio at the time. This
is the way that Leo XIII. usually
oceupics his day.

Proparations are being made for o
coue'story to bo held in tho middle of
February. Tho names of Monsignor
Fausti, wditore santissimo, Monsignor
Domenico Jacobini, Scorctnry of the
Congrogation of Bishops and Regulars,
and Father Steinhuber, a (German
Josuit, are spoken of as likely to bo
named Cardinls at this consistory.

The Popo has lately sent as o pre-
sent to the Crar of Russia, through
Munsignor Milinvvich, Archbishop of
Antivari, a copy, richly bound, of the
ancient Slav missal.

On the 19th of February the Holy
Father will have comploted the 61st
year sinco his episcopal consecration,
and 1n thanksgiving for the jubileo
will come down into St. Peter’s m

| grand state in the afternoon of the

1uth to assiat at a Te Doum of thanks.
giving. The people will bo admitted
by ticket, but the doors of the church
will bo olosed. The Church of St.
Joachim, that has been built by aub-
seription _from the whole Catholios
world and presanted a8 a jubileo gift
to the Pope, is almost finished. Its
hiandsome front, with its beautiful red
Bavenna granite columns thnt support
an upper cornico of firat quality white
Carrara marble, is nearly terminated.
Thoe dome also will shortly be finished,
and is to bo covered by large plates of
alluminum, which will sparkle in the
sunlight, The interior of the church
is rich with marbles of all kinds. For
instance, Mexico has es t all the
marble flooring ; North Italy the ala-
baster fucings for the walls; South
Ituly most of the white marble; while
othor countrios have sent the wood
work, the iron work, etc.; so it can
perfectly bo called an offering from
the whole Cﬂthgh'c world,

Naples, for the lust three weeks, has
been in a great state of excitement
becuuse of the apparition of u painting
(not naturel) of Our Lady of the
Immaculate Conception on one of the
pains of glass of a window of the
hospital of the Pellegrini. Tho Nea-
politan newspapers have been full of
1t, and the surroundings of thehospitel
weze for many duys crowded with
people, all wishing to see the miracolo.
The whole window was, however,
taken down by order of the ecclesi-
asticel and civil authorities, and will
be carefully examined. How the pic-
ture ever got there no ono caun tell.

i The nurges and doctors eannot explain

Death of Father 0’Brien.

With feelings of profound regret our
readers will loarn of the death of the Rev.
Morgan Charles O'Brien, which sid evoot
occurred at Merrickville. Father O'Brien
bas been in delicato heslth for a long
timo past, but was especially zo for some
days provious to his death.

tocr: years in the priesthood, marked him as
one worthy of a martyr's crown.

Father O'Brien was a native of Douro, in
tho Dioceso « f Peterborongh, and edacated
in St. Michacl's College, loronto, and was
ordained by the late Archbishop Lyuch, of
thst clty. Immediately after hisordination
ho camo toKingston, andafterwardsdid duty
inBrookville, Madoc, Frankford, Morrisbarg

A Yery Old Edifico at Bamascus Burned,

Letters from the Orient give account
of the destruction by fire of the build-
ing known for many centurics as the
Mozque of Damascus. Tho fire took
place many wecks ago, but the Turkish
authorities had euppressed the fact.
The building stood ncar the castle,
occupying @& quadrangle 163 yards
long by 108 wide. Along the north
side was an open court surrounded by
cloisters resting on pillars of geauite,
marble and limestone. The moszquo
iteelf extended along tho wholo sonth-
ern side, and its interior dimensions
were 431 by 125 feet. In the center
was o dowo resting on four wmassive
piers. Underncath was a cave in
which tho head of John the Baptist
was said to ho preserved in a golden
casket, The mosquo bad threo min.
arcts, one of which was 250 feet high,
and upop it, sccording to Moslem tra
ditions, Jesus was to have descended
on the day of judgment. Round tho
mosque wero traces of a court 1,100
feet long by 800 feet wide, encompassed
by colonnades similar to those of the
tewplo of Herod, in Jerusalem, and the
Temple of the Sun, at Palmyra.  Au-
thorities huve thought it higbly prc
bable that this was tho site of the
tomple of Rimmon, mentioned ia Sec
ond Kings V, 18, and that it Yecame
in after time tho scat of worship of
Jupiter. Iu the fourth contury it was
converted into a church and dedica ed
to John tho Baptiet, and in the begin.
ning of tho eighth century it was seized
by the followers of Mahomet.

In the town in which T was reared
ws had one of those nefarious institu-
tions, whoro food and clothing were
given on the condition of apostnoy,
and not otherwise. I have ropeatedly
scen tho crowd, and they never mus-
tored a couple of dozen, whilo the
population or the town was about
eight thousand, and the surrounding
country was also swooped down upon
to swall the number of * converts.”
Then, a3 now, I woll remember the
fan my seniors used 10 have over tho
glowing accounts of conversions by
“the weekly appearing m the English
nowspapers, while the contributions
to the cause came along n return.
Noedless to say that the fow * conver-
sions " were of the * good-by, Ged,
till the praties come again * kind, and
the tuwn and surrounding country are
to-day as thoroughly Catholic as they
were a thousand years ago.

A leading spirit 1n the ** Souperism**
of that time was one of the Church of
England curates. When the * bard
times ' had disappeared that gentlo.
man disappeared with them : heretired
to England, whero he lived on a com-
foriable competence, and may be domng
so still for aught I kuow.

A bright contrast to tho above
mentioned was his co-curate, who died
of fever contracted in his visits to the
poor, which were invariably made in
company with one of the Catholic
curatos of the town.

The following are the Lenten rogu-
lations to be observed in tins diocese.

18t. All days of Lent, Sundays ex-
copted, are fast days.

2nd. By a special indult from the
Holy See, a.D. 1881, meat 18 allowed
on Sundays at every meal, and at one
meal on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thurs-
days and Saturdays, except the Satur
day of Ember Week aund Holy
Saturday.

8rd. L'ho use of flesh and fish at
the same meal is not allowed in Lo ..

The following personsg are exempted
from abstinence, viz. : —Children un-
der seven years; and from fasting,
porsons under twenty-one; and frrm
either or both, those who, on account
of ill-bealth, advanced age. hard
labors, or some ather legitimate cause,
cannot observe the law.

Lard may be used in preparing fast-
ing food during the season of Lent, as
also onull days of abstinence through-
out the year by those who cannot
easily procure butter.

Pastors are required to hold in their
respective churches, at lenst twice in
the week during Lent, devotions and
instructions suited to the holy season,
and they should earnestly exhort
their people to attend these public
devotions. Tbey are hereby authoriz
ed to give on these occasions Benedic-
tior. of the DBlessed Sacrament. Be-
sides the public devotions, family
prayers, and especinlly the Holy
Rosary of ‘e Blessed Virgin, should
be recited in every Catholic houschold
of the diocese. In these days of
tepidity and religious indifference and
love of ease and self enjoyment, we
should do our ufmcst to uphold the
dovotional and penitential character of
Lent and to impress its meaning and
purpose on the minds and hearts of the
faitbful, Let the pastors keep a strict
account of the number of their flock
who may not comply with the Easter
duty in order that thic number and the
names ol the delinquents may be

submitted to the Bishop on his visita-
tion. It i3 the practice of good and
holy priests to mahe a pastural visit
to their people during Lent, and |
cspecially to thoge families which are |
in sorrow and distress, or whose
members have becotno carvless aboat
the performance of their religious
duties. A kindly visit of this sort,
made in the spirit of the true priest,
will do more good than the most elo-
quent sermon , will win the confidence |
and love of the people for their pastor

and will bring back hearts and souls
to Chriat that otherwise would have
remained obstinato in sin and festor-
ing in ovil habits. To the good and
zealous {ma!or who thus cares for his
peoplo the words of holy Job may bo
truly applied: * The ear that heard
mo {)lessed wo, and the cyo that saw
mo gave witness te me, beeause I had
delivered the poor man that cried out
and the fatherlesa tlint had no holper,
Tho blessing of him that was ready to
perish came upon mo and I comforted
the heart of the widow. I was an oyo
to the blind aund a foot to tho lame
and a fother to the poor.” (Job
xxixii-16.) Tho faithful pastor will
not quarrel with his pooply or scold
and abuso them from the altar or
pulpit. Even when it becomoes his
duty to condemn the abuses and de-
nounco the scandnls that may exist or
occur in his mission, he will do so
with the zeal and charity becoming o
minister of Christ, and not in tho
bittor words and roproaches and do-
nunciations that proceed from ill.will
and anger ruther than frora zeal and
love of souls. God alono knows how
many souls have been lost to Christ
sad His Church by abuso and denun.
ciations from tho altar, St. Paul’s
words to Thaotby on this aubjeot are:
“ Argue, obsecra, increpa, in QOMNI
i ATIENTILA et doctring” (11, Tim.,
iv,, 2; and again: * Senjorem ne
increpaveris  Sed  obsecra  ut  patrem,
jurenes ut pratres ™ (I Tim., v., 1),

In thosu places in which low Mass
only is celebrated on Sundays and
holidays, the ofliciating pricst is horeby
required to recito aloud for tho people
the Acts of Contrition, Faith, Houpo
and Chazity, and the prayer beforo
Mass, to bo found in Butler's Cathe-
chism, itnmediutely before beginning
the low Muss. The Holy Fathor ro-
quires tho Holy Rosury to be publicly
recited on Sundays and holidays in
our churches. The pastors will see to
it that this requirement of the Vicer
of Christ be faithfully carried out.

One of the greateat and most im-
portant duties of a pastor of souls is
to Jabor for the spiritual welfaro of the
children of tho mission. Cluldren are
specially dear to the heart of Chrnist,
who loved them most tenderly, and
who said, * Suffer little children to
come unto me and forbid them not,
for of such is the kingdom of heav .”
(Matt. xix-14.) The future of o
Church in thig country will be condi-
tioned by the manuer in which our
children are trained and educated.
Children who are well instructed in
their religion and trained in virtue
and piety will be good and ferven!
Catholics, and it is the most sacred
duty and obligation of the pastor, con-
jointly with parents, to cause the
children of the mission to be well
ingtructed in the Christian doctrine
and well trained in the practice of
virtue and piety, Our Separate
Schools will, if properly worked and
utilized, help very materially in this
good work,

But are they s¢ worked and utilized ?
We fear that in some places they are
not {ully availed of for the importent
purpose for which they have been
mstituted, viz.: that of imparting a
sound, Christian education to the
children frequenting them.

We most earnestly implore of our
Clergy to te untiring in their cfforts
to make their schools as efficient as
poysiblo for the imparting of secular
knowledge and religious instruction.
We require of them to visit their
schools frequently, and to show a deep
interest in all that concerns theic
prosperity and cflicieney. Their good
cxample in this respect will be stimu-
lating and encouraging alike to teach-
ers, pupils and parents. Flourishing
Catholic schools in a parish are clo-
quent proofs of the living worth, piety
and zeal of the pastor in charge, and
an evidence that his heart is in the
wotk of the Good Shepherd who with
special tenderness loves the lambs of
tho flock. * Feed my lambs, feed my

shwop,” is tho sublimo and fmporative
cominission given by our Lord to Peter,
and to tho bishops and priests who,
undor Potor, have chargo of tho flock
of Chriat,

‘Tho parochial schools, then, should
bo the primary objeots of tho '}maturs'
care, vigilanco and zeal. To visit
them frequently, to oncoursge both
tho tenchere and tho pupils, to sce
that all tho children of the district are
gathered into thomw, will be his work
of predileotion,

Tho Readors and histories usoeq in
their schools should bo thoroughly
Oatholic. Tho teachors omployed
should be persons of good charactors
and blameless lives. Tho school-doy
sbonld begin by prayer and end in
the samo manner, Catechism should
bo taught at some timo in the fore-
noon, and nhot relegated to tho ovon.
ing, whun the pupils are tired and
anxious to got away. Childran who
have made their first communion
should be brought to confession
monthly, and thoso who have como to
thouse of reasom, but who have not
yot mudo their «firs} communion,
should bo mude to confoss four times
in the year—sayat tho Embor days.

In those missions that have no
Catholic schools, both pastors and
parents shonld be most diligent in
attending to the religious instruction
of the cluldren, Sunday schools should
bo established and zealously worked ;
and notling should be loft undono to
instil into the young mind a suflicient
knowledge of thie holy fuith, and to
imbuo it with the love of virtue and
picty. Lot all concerned besr in mind
tho coneoling and inspiriting words of
God: * They who insiruct many to
justice shall shino as stars for all
eteenity.”  (Daniel xii. 8.)

Some years ago wo decmed it our
imperative duty to rdise our voice in
warning and protest against the evil
of mixed marriages. Our words of
warning and protest against this great
evil are unfortunately as necessary
now as they wero then, Such mar-
ringeg are :most dangerous to the faith
and salvation of the faithful contract-
ing them ; they imperil tho salvation
of the children born of them, and, as
a rule, they destroy the poace and
happiness of the parties contracting
them, and embitter their lives with
dissensions and wranglings., This is
the teaching of the word of God, as it
is also the sad lesson of experience.
The salvation of the Catholic is endan-
gered bx living in the intiniote relation
with a nusband or wifo professing o
fulse religion. When Almighty God
introduced His peoplo to the holy
land, Ho commanded them never to
marry with the people of that country
who were of a falso religion, lest they
should be seduced by them and ruin
their souls. ¢ Neither shalt thou
make marringes with them, says
Almighty God, thou shalt not give thy
daughter to his son, nor take his
daughter to thy son; for she will turn
away thy son from following Me, that
he may serve strange gods, and the
wrath of the Lord shall be kindled,
and will quickly destroy thee.” —(Deut.
vii.,,2.) The warnings and commands
of God are for all tmes and for his
peogle in every age and clime, and the
dangers of mixed marriages which He
pointed out to His chosen people, and
which He condemned, aro as great
now and fraught with as many evils
as they were then.

Such marriages sre most dangerous
to the salvation of the children born
of theun, inasmuch as they sro directly
calculated to beget mn them a fatal
indifforentism o the profession and
practiceof the truefaith, without whioh
it is impossible to please God. The
unhappy cluldren sce the father pro-
fessing one religion, tho mcther
nnother; they hear the “ither snear
at and condemn as false .4 perni-
cious the faith which the moiber pro-
fesses and reverences as true and
neccssary for salvation. Such a state

of thinga is direotly caloulated to make
them boliovo that onoroliglonis as 7:00&
or as bad as anothor, to mako thom
cold and indifforont to all forms of
religion, and load them into a practical
unbelief fatal to thoir immorinl souls.
When the Jowa retutned from their
captivily, Nohominas eaw somo of th-m
who had married strange women—
that is, women professing falso roli-
gions, and ho compluined that their
childron apoke ncither the language of
fathor nor 6f mothor, but half tho one
aund balf tho other; for which reason
Nehomias * Chided them and laid lns
curse upon thom,” showing thom the
great ovil thoy did, and tho danger
thoy ran, and concluded : ** Shall wo
also bo disobediont to do all this great
avil, to transgress against our God and
marry strango women ?'—(23 Ksdras
xiiin 270)

How often, alas! do wo find that
tho children of parentw who are of
different religions, speak neithor tho
languago of ono nor tho other in roli-
gious matters! For theso and other
woighty reasons tho loly Church of
Go«f bas always abhorred and for-
biddon such marriages, and if at times
and for grave and oxcoptional causes
slio tolorates them, sho does £o0 with
& half averted seo, and in order to
provent greater ovila. Hence, tho
Holy Sce in an inetruction addressed
to all tho Bishops of the Church in
18568, explicitly teaches that the
Church * has always reprobated these
marzing2s, and has held them to be
unlawful and pernicious ; as well be-
causo of the disgraceful communion in
JDiving things, as becauso of the peril
of porversion that hangs over the
Catholic party to the marriage, and
becuuse of iha disastrous influcuces
affecting tho education of tho chiid-
ren 2" And then the Holy Sece ro-
minds them ¢ that tho most holy
canuns forbid these marriages, and
that if the more recent constitutions
of the Sovercign Pontiffs rolax the
soverity of the canons in somo degree,
g0 that mixed marringes moy occa-
sionnlly bo allowed, that is only done
for the gravest r.asons, and very re-
luctantly, and not without the express
conditione of requiring beforehand
those proper and indispensablo pledges
which have their foundations in the
natural and divine law."

Ten yoars later, in the year 1868,
the Sacred Congregation of Propa-
ganda issued o new instruction, ex-
prossing surprise “'that thero sbould be
gsomo who eemed still to think that the
principles so clearly lmd down in tho
former instructions, priuciples which
the Holy Seo had ever taught, could
in any wey bo derogated from.” Tho
Sacred Congregation then enjoins
upon the bishops that « lest perchance
from misconcoption of that instruc-
tion, the people confided to you should
suffer any barm, you are enrnestly
exhorted to take proper occasions,
studiously to teach and to inculcate,
both on the clergy and tho laity com-
mitted to your care, what is the true
doctrine and practice of the Church
rospecting these mixed marriages.”
The iustruction concludes with these
most earnest words : * Wherefore, wo
earnestly request of your charity, that
you tirive and put forth your efforts,
as fa as in the Lord you can, to keop
the feithful confided to you from mized
matr.ages, 80 that they may cautiously
avoif the perils which are found in
them. But you will gain this object
the more easily if you have caro that
the faithful be seasonably instructed
on the special obligation that Linds
them to hear the voice of the Church
on the subject, und to obey their
bishop, who will have {o give a most
striot account to the Lternal Princo of
Pastory, not only for sometimes allow-
ing these mixed marriages for most
grave roasons, but for too casily toler-
ating the contracting of marriages
betweon the faithful and non-Catho-
lics, at the will cf thoss who ask it."” -

In accordance with these grave and
solemn instructions of the Holy Seo,

s salbanimat . .
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wo most carncstly oxhort pastors of
souls to raise their voico in warning
and prolest agninst mixed marriages,
and to exert their sacerdotal zeal in
ondoavouring to turn away their flocks
from nuptial allinnces, that both roh.
ion end oxperionco teach to Le so
goahuotlvo to souls. Wo also cxhort
parents to warn their children agamst
such marrisges, and to doall in their
wor to prevent them from entering
into companionship ond intimacics
that lead up to such marriages, and
that sumotimes rendor them unavoid.
ablo in order to avert greater ovils nnd
scandals.

In thia connection wo deem it an
imperativo duty to condemn aloud, and
to denounce the criminal conduot of
some Catholics wbo, in dofiance of the
tonchings of their fatthand in violation
of their roli:fious obligations, as well
as of their honour, daro to contract
sacroligious marriages outsido of the
Chureh, bofore magistrates or min.
istors of tho seots, This diagraceful
and scandalous conduet inerits our
sovorest coudemnation, and uuless
heartily rcpented of, ia sure to bring
down upon thoso guilty of it, the
anger and chastisements of Almighty
God. Wo would famn hopo that wo
shall not again bo compelled to doplore
and eondemn such a shooking abuse
of a great ond holy Sacrament, or
forced to employ thoe censures of tho
Church in its repression.

Such, dearest DBrothren, aro tho
advices and instructions we deem it
our duty to address you at the approach
of tho holy gonson of Lent.  Let us
epend this tune in forvent prayer, n
works of penance, and with contrite
and humbled hearts. \Wo have sinned
against God; wo havo too often vio-
lated His boly laws and rovolted
against lis sovereign rights over us.
O Iot us humble oursolves under the
mighty hand of God, for ho 18 all-
powerlul to forgive. **Let the wicked,’
gaid tho propliot Isaias, * forsake lus
ways and the unjust man his thoughts,
and let him retura to tho Lord, and
He will have mercy on lnm; and to
our God, for Heis bountiful to forgive.”
Lat the coming Lent be a timo of ex-
piation for sin throngh the merits of

* Jesus Chrigt ; let it be a time not only
of reparation, but also of reformation.
During this seasun lot va, in accord-
ance with apostolic injunction, * cast
away the works of darkness and put
on the armour of hight. Let us walk
honestly, as in tho day, and not in
rioting and drunkenness; not in cham-
bering and impurities; not in conten-
tion and envy; but put ye on tho
Lord Jegus Chrigt und make not pro-
vision for the flesh in its concupis-
cences.” (Rom, xiii., 11-14.)

Ifin this spiritaud in this manner we
ghall spend the holy Lenten secason,
we may bave the assured hope that it
will be a bright and happy epoch 1
our lives, and that it will redound to
God s glory, the salvation of our souls,
and the joy of our Holy Mother, the
Chureh of Jesus Christ.

T'ho sorvices of time and monoy nnd
of personal case and confort mado by
this distinguished goentleman for the
liberty, prosperity and liappiness of
Ireland aro certainly stimulating and
encouraging, and loudly enll, not alone
for our adwmniration, but pritnarily and
apecially for our imitation. Tho cause
of Irish Home Itule, for which the
Irish people havo 8o long toiled and
atraggled and suffered, which their
poots havo sung and their orators
pleaded ; the causo for which so many
sacrifices, both bloody end unbloody,
have bLeen wade, and for which the
Irish raco tho world over has lavish.
ly given its lhard-curned 1oney
and offered its moat ardent pray-
ers, is mnow more advanced to-
wards success than ever it lins
beon within the last hundred years,
and mny bo said to bo on th. ove
of a complete and glorious victory.

‘I'ne Home Rule Bill has passed its
third reading mn the British l{ouse of
Commons, and has thus received the
seal and sanction of that nugust legis-
lativo body. However, before it be
comes law and secures self-govern.
ment for Ireland, it has many gifli-
culties to meet and to overcome. 1t
has been summarily rejected by the
Houso of Lords, and it must bo again
sent back to and pressed on the atten.

Selected Recelpts.,

Crea) Pubpixg Savee.—Break half
a cupful of butter with a speon and
beat it to a cream with one cupful of
sugar; then add a cupful of sweet
cream, nund continue to beat the sauce
until soft foom is formed ; serve it at
once. This sauce should be made only
just before serviog.

Baxaxa Oreax Pupping.—Melt one

cupful of sugar in one pint of hot milk.
Mix two tablespoonfuls of corastarch
with cold milk, stir into the wilk and
cook fifteen winutea. Add two table-
spoonfuls of butter. Beat the whites
of three eggs stiff, stir into the thicken-
ed milk and cook again for five min-
utes.
Mourasses Cooxirs.—One cupful sugar,
one cupful molasses, one cupful lard or
batter, one-half cup hot water, spoon-
ful each of soda, gioger and cionamon,
and flour to roll thick. Mark into
cards, sprinklo with sugar and bake.
In the reccipts calling for molasses, the
best New Orleans must be used in or-
der to obtain best results, and that
maust never be used without soda.

Oraxge SourrLe.—Make a boiled
custard of the yolks of ten eggs, a
quart of wilk and sugsr to taste.
\When cool pour it over four sliced
oranges, sprinkled with sugar and the
grated rind of two. Make a merringue
of the whites of four eggs, cover the
custard, and set tho disk in a pan of
cold water in the oven until of a gold-
en color. It must be very cold when
served.

Porato Purrs—Two cups mashed
potatoes, cold or hot; two eggs, three
teaspoonfuls of cream, one tablespoon
fol of butter, sal? and pepper to taste.
Put the potatoes in a frying pap, add
the yolks of tbe eggs, cream and ses-
soning ; stir over the fire until well
mixed. If the potatoes were used cold
stir until hot. Take from the fire, add
carefully well-beaten whitss of the egzs.
Hesp on a greased baking dish orin
gem pans. Bake in a quick oven until
a nice brown.

How Thoy Make Music.

Everybody ig familiar with the mu-
sic of the katydid. Here ngain it is
the male that has the voice. At the
base of each wing cover is a thin mem-
brancous plate. He elevates the wing
covers and rubs ths two plntes together.
If you could rub your shoulder blades
together you could imitate the opera-
tion very nicely. Certain grasshoppers
make a sound when tlying that 18 hke
a watchwan's rattle—clacketty-clack,
very rapidly repeated. Thero are also
some moths and butterflies which have
voices. The “‘death’s-head” moth
makes a noise when frightened tbat
strikingly resembles the crying of a
baby. How it is produced is not
known, though volumes bave been
written on the subject. The “ moura-
ing cloak ” butterfly—a dark species
with a light border on its wings—
wakes & cry of alarm by rubbing its
wings together. The katydids, crickets,
grasshoppers, and other musical insects
aro all exaggerated in the tropics, as-
suming giant’ forms. Thus their cries
are proportionately louder. There is
an Bast Iudia cicada which makes a
remarkably lond noise. It is called
by the natives * dundub,” which means
drum. From this name comes that of
the genus, which is known as dundulie.
This is one of the few scientific terms
derived from the Sanscrit. The “death-
watch™ is a popular nawe applied to
certain beetles which bore into the
walls and floors of old houses. They
mako a ticking by stending on their
bind legs and knocking their heads
against the wood quickly and forcibly.
It is a sexual call. Many superstitions
have Leen entertained respecting the
noise produced by these insects, whick
is sometimes imagined to be a waraning
of death. Entomologists have succoed-
ed in recording tho cries of many in-
sects by the ordinary system of musical
notation. But this method does show
the actual pitch, which is usually sev-
eral octaves abovn the stafl. Tt merely
serves to express the musical intervals.
It ie known with reasonable certainty
that many ineects have voices so highly
pitched that they canunot be heard by
the hvman car.  Ono ovidenoe of this
fact is that some peoplo can distioguish
cries which arc not audible to others.

Father Elllott’s Misslonary Tour,

Tho New York IHerald has tho fol-
lowing on tho missionary tour ot Father
Elliott:

“ Amorica will by converted and
made o Catholic country It may toke
generations to do it, but those who are
right are goiug to suceeed.”

Thus, in a voice thrilling with tho
strength of his convictions, spoke the
Rev. Father Walter Elliott, of the
Paulist Fathera, who bas just returned
from a threo months’ missionary tour
of certain districts of tho West.

In tho coursc of his mission Fatber
Elliott directed bis energies chiefly up-
on thoso localitics of the dioceso of
Detroit in which the Church of Rome
is weakest. o devoted a great deal
of time to such citics as Ypsilanti,
Ann Arbor, St. Joseph, Benton Harbor
and a largs nuwber of smaller places.

Father Elliott’s mode of proceduro
in his work is original, and he never
fails to produce a lasting impression
wherever ho appears. 1o is a man of
gigantic statare, with a full, round
voice, the graces of an orator and the
acutencss of a trained lawyer. As soon
as ho arrived in a place ho hired the
best public ball ubtainatle and adver
tised free lectures ou religious subjects,
such as ** The Bible,” ** Eternal Pun
ishment,” * Authority of Conscience,”
« Necessity of Caurch Membership,”
“ Why I am a Catholic,” * Drunken
nees,” “ ‘Tofal Abstinence ” and * The
Confessional.”

He snid that in almost every place
vigited, his lectures were largely attend-
ed by both Catholics and Protestants,
and that the result of his labors had
been extremely gratifying.

#1 did not indulge in controversy,”
said Father Elliott in describing his
work ; **that has never been my habit.
1 expounded the Caristian rehgion
from a Catholic point of view, and I
chose places where Catholicity was
weak, Did I andertake to convert
Peotestants? Well, that was my ro
mote objrct. My immediate object
was to dispel prejudice. 1 chose the
places 1 have mentioned becauss in
them the Catholic religion is least
known.

“1 had great success in attracting
pon Catholic audiences. Tho best and
most religious elements of the popula-
tion of the places I visited came and
filled my halle, My hearers, T wishto
say, were church members and adber-
ents of churches. The world’s people
did not give me so much attention. I
jnvited my audiences to question me
* freely on all points concerning which
they were in doubt or obseurity. 1
did not encourasge argument, but I
nover discouraged free criticism.

“ The questions asked covered most
of the pecaliar doctrines of Catho'icity
Thus wy hearers inundated mo with
inquiries concerning tho confessional,
the sacraments, the comwunion, the
power of the priesthood, the danger of
the civil authority of the Papacy, pur-
gatory, and tho impression of the
asints.

“ Purgatory apprared to be a diffi
cult point with many of them.

««Why,’ I was often asked, ‘should
a man who has lived justly sutler in
purgators ' and *\Why,' I replied,
¢would you have a man, unfitted to
enjoy the bliss of Paradise through the
accumulation of worldly impurities,
transported thither without a period of
preparation ¥

«“JIn some localitics the adherenta of
the A.P.A. movement wanted to know
why we were arming and what fault
wo had to fiud with tbe American
public.

«] delivered from four to six lec-
tures in cach pleco visited. I found,
I am bappy to say, that in the masses
of the peoplo agnosticiam and religious
doubt had made little headway ; that
the Scriptures were God's book, and
that men need Christ as & Saviour is
the active or taleat faith of the wholo

people as a body, but in this classifica-
tion I do not include the big citics.

“I found that the peoplo wero dis
sntisfied with personal and donomina.
tional rolations. They were very
anxious to have their doubts sbout
us rosolved, They wanted to know
why wo wore not unrcasonable, un-
Scriptural, tyrannical, overhuman, end
too external in our religion.

“ I had several oncountors with the
Masgons during my tour. The ropre-
sentatives of the order were anxious
to learn tho position of the Church
toward them. I told them plainly
that the objection of the Oburoh rested
upon two grounde. One was that
Masonary wasadapted to be a roligioo,
ond was very commonly mades., while
for the Catholics thero is but one ro-
ligion. The othor objection, I told
them, especially that concerning the
death ponalty, which no organization
has any right to threaten.

* Auother argument used was that
Awmerican Masonary, though made up
of good enough men, is moro or less
oflicially identified with European and
South American Masonary, which is
not only anti-Catholic, but anti Christ-
ian.
* There is no doubt that the Catho-
lic Church can have a hearing all over
tho country, and that in proportion as
the clergy became sufficiently numer-
ous for the most urgent nceds of the
fuithful themselves, the missionary side
of the Church will be fully and activa-
ly developed. America will be con-
verted and made a Catholic country !
It may tako gonerations to do it, but
those who are right are going to suc-
ceed

* The best mode of achieving practi-
calresults is the choice of secular priesta
by the bishops for dioceran missions to
non Catholics, This will wmake the
work a regular and permauncnt depart
ment of tho Catholic Church.

«“1 may say hero that a man must
be an outright and aggressive total
abstaiver to succeed in bis work. Those
among whom I bave labored are lovely,
virtuous and attractive. They combine
the best elements of our national char-
acter. Tkey are not the inhabitants
of tho large cities, but of the smaller
zottlements where a strong religious
feeling seems to be inherent.”

Good Irish Blood.

All the people hecreabouts sppear
well-to-do, aud mauy of the Irish citi-
zens aro reported to be very wealthy,
writes'a correspondent from Cordova,
Argentina. And, by the way, the
bandsomest women of Argentins, us in
Cbili and Pern, ara those of an admix-
ture of Irish blood in their veios.
Many of these beauties, with big black
eyes and golden bair, who combine the
Jauguid grace of their Spauish wothers
with the sprightly wit of tho Emerald
Isle, speak tho language of the country
with a delightful brogue, though born
and brought up in Argentina.

It is noticeable here, as nowhere
clse, how people of different notionali-
ties included within this beterogeneons
population esch follow one kind of
business and no other, generation after
generation.  Thus, while the Irish are
universally and almost the only wool
growers, the Eoglish, Scotch, French
and Germans are generally occupied
with commerce. The Italiaus are the
house builders ; thoso from Genoa mon
opolizo the boating business ; and the
Piedmontese market gardening. The
Catalonian Spanish are mostly wine
merchants ; the Andalusians cigardeal-
ers snd small shopkeepers ; those from
the Dotque provinces are brickiayers,
sheep berders and farm hands, and the
Galicinns are employed as domestics,
porters, watshmen and railway ser-
vants of the lower grades,
