Again, he sayvs, “I burned three foul-
broody. colonfes-in :Wellingtan , county..
I was well pleqsud with the work done
by the owners “of a;l other foulbroody
cuionies.’

I have nothing:to. couceal in; regard
to my experieneé with foul- brood and
nothing ¢, be ashamed of 1n regard to
it. 1am rather glad of the opportunity
to state, **“What I know about foul
‘brood ?” WhetherI am justly.open to
the charge of carlessness, indifference,
or disobedience te-Mr. McEvoy s author-
ity, I will leave the bee-keeping public
to judge when I:get through with my
story.

In commencing my present apiary in
spring of 1891. I knew I was running a
great risk from .the ;proximity, of foul
brood. Within a half-mile in one direc-
tion-there was an-apiary.of 80 colonies
that:l knaw had:zbe disease badly, for I
could smell it from the sidewalk. Half
a.mile in another cirection an apiary of
100.colcnies had gone up with foulbrood.
A mile off'in another direction were the
last vestiges of auother apiary of 40
colonies that had ‘‘pezged out” with the
diseasy. But I wanted to resume bee-
keeping it only for the divergion of I,
after being unable to énjov the pastirie
from various causes for two or three
vears, Wishing to-take every precau-

7
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ion, I obtained an officidl visit from Mr.
McEvory. He ordered 11 colonies of the
8)colony apiary to be burned, and put
the rest under a course of curative
treatment. He found a solitary colony
over the fence from mv apiary grounds
rotten with foul brood, and got the
owner's consent to burn it at once. IHe
examined my colonies - 16 1 number—
and pronounced them gl right. They
consisted of 10 hydrid colonies bought of
Mr. R.F. Holtermann, 3 pure Italiang
from Mr. Henderson, of Tennessee, and
3 Carniolang from  Mf. Turner, of
‘Wisconsin.

During the following summer I de-
teeted the first signs of foul brood, and
at once made use of the Cheshire pre-
scription. I also notified Mr. McEvoy
that the disease kad appeared in my
apiary, and he paid e a visit soon
afterward. He found mild traces of the
diseass, but there wasnobadease I
wag trying the phenol treatment and he
wished me tJ become convinced that it
wa3 no good, 8o let me goon withit. He
also wanted to try an experiment of his
own to which I had no objection. In
spring he called to look at the results of
our experiments, found them failures,
and promised so soon as the houey

geagon began, to come and put my’

apiary, as hs said, “‘in grand order.”
He wrote on May 22, 1893, informing
me that he had ordered the necessary
bar-heads with half-inch strips, also
Langstroth fram2s with full-sized found-
ation, and directing me to hurry up and
hwe all things in readiness. Toward
the end of June he notiied me that he
could not come. I was not surprised at
this, becausge I knew he wag driven from
pillar to post with calls here, there and
everywhere. So I went to work myself
and made, as [ thouzht, thorough work
of it reducing my colonies to 1), boiling
allthzold honey,melting do.wn1ll thaold
combs ,and feedinys all th:colonizs that
wara shortof stores. Imad: considerable
sdcrifice togat rid of the pest, and my

bees went int? winter quarters, as I
thought, clear of it. ,

The naxt spritig” (1891), I asked the
President of the Asseciation to aathorize
Mr. Mcauvey to call and look at my
apiary, and sec¢ if he could give me a
cleau bill of he.tlth. I neither saw nor
heard anvthing of him until July 25,
1831, 0a witich J 1y Treceivel thfollow-
ing aots tro.n Mr. Mills, President of ths
Ountario A gricultural-College :

“My DpaR SIr:—I rogret verv much
to have to_inform you that Nr. Wm,
McEvoy, Foul Broad Insp.ctor, his this
morning inspected the three hives of
bses which you placed ea the College
campus to assist in illustrating yo r
l:ctures on bhe -keeping, and bis form-
allv notified m» that they ar- diseised
with foul brood. I havae therafore to
request vou to have them rem wed from
th.: grounds at once.”

It was lats in"th: aftaraneon bofors I
2ot this official intimation. Accomnpan,e
tng it was a private note informing me
that it was only one of the hives that
was considered tainted, and that Mr,
McEvoy wanted to barn it on the spot
but the Prosident farbade his doing so,
and told hi.n h¢ would have them re-
moved to my own apiary where he
might deal with themn. On receiving
these communications, I at once hasten-
ed to the apiary to get my ba. veil,
smoker, wire-cloth, ete.,, and make
preparations to remave the three bives
cf beas.  On reaching the apiary, what
was my surprise to see a smouldering
heap of ruins, .and near bv sgeveral
clusters of bazs elinging to sticks and
stalks, contemplating the burning ruins
of their homes' After removing my
three hives from the College grounds,
I got an expert to examine the colony
Mr. McEvov wanted to burn, and he
could not find a speck of foul brood in it.
A very curious thing happenad shortly
afterwards to-this colony. One morn.
ing, between eight o'clock and noon,
that particular hive was removed from
its stand to a secluded spot back of
my house-apiary, pulled to piecss,

D e —
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three brood-frames carried away, and
the remaining frames, more or leas full
of honey, piled iglepigledy on each
other, and the bees clustering as best
they could hetween and upon them.
The queen was all right, so I fixed up
the hive again, and took special pains
to prepare it for winier, If it survives
until spring, we shall see what we
see. This was a very mysterious circum-
stance. I wonder if Mr. McEvoy can
explain it

Now I have gtated these facts in as
fair and circumstantial a manner ag I
can, because I wish to call the attention
of bee-keepers to the practical working
of our Foul Brood Law. Fapecially do
I wish to call the attention of the legal
lights of bee-kceping—such men as
Hon R L Tavlor, Messrs J. E. Pond.,
G. W.,Demaree, and others, to this
piece of legislation. I donot wish to say
anything hard of Mr. McEvoy, or to be
unfair to him in any way, though I
think he pursued a very high-handed
courge with me, and treated me very
unkindly, considering the friendly
terms we have always been on previous-
ly. Why did he not callon me? I had
asked fou hisvisit of inspection, and was
prepared to welcome him and carry out
his official orders. I have no doubt he
thought he w1s carrving out his fune-
tions according to law, but the law
reserves some rights to criminals even,
and does not put arbitrary power into
the hands of such high and mighty
officials as ingpectors.

T have taken legal advice about this

matter, ot that I intend to litigate
about it, for Tdonot. But I am told by
mv lawver that the Act does not em-
power the insoector to goon to a bee-
keeper's premses thhout the know.
ledge and cons™nt of the owner, and
that it does not “mpower him to burn
hives of bees unless they are in a hope-
Jessly foul-broody condition. If they
are curable he is hound to give them
a chance to be cured. Turthermore,

‘ .e law does not put into the Inspectors
hands any power of punishment. He
cannot visit any official wrath on an
offender. If a bee-keeper can be shown
to be culpably and ériminally negligent,
the Inspector is to bring him before a
magistrate and have him fined in due
course of law. So that Mr. McEvoy
is liable for trespass, for destroying
colonies that might have been cured,
and for taking the law into his own
hands by usurping the piace of the
magistrate who alone it is to be “a
terror to evil doers: and a praise to them
that do well.”

But I wish particularly to ask the
opinion of bee-keapers, and especially
the legal gentlemen among them, on
the principle underlymng this kind of
legislation. Is it a sound and good one?
T oppused our Foul Brood Act when it
was first mooted en various grounds. I
have never suggested its adoption by
United States bee-keepers. I now sub-
mit my own example of its practical
working, that they my judge for them-
selvese

If Mr. McEvoy's interpretation of the
Act is correct, and he has theright to go
onto my premises and burn up my pro-
perty at his discretion, without my
having any appeal to magistrate or
witness, judge or jury, I propose to sub-
mit quietly, and if I cacnot get the law
altered in a costitutioral way, I shall
seriously consider whsther I will quit
keeping bees, or emigrate to another
country. I hope some of the great
lights of bee-keeping will drop some of
the threadbare subjects of which readers
of bee-papers are getting so tired, and
discuss this new topic. I hope, too,
that the North American Bee-Keepers’
Association will give this subject a
prominent place in their discussions at
the next meeting. IfIam alive and
well, I promise to be on hand and to
have something to say that will not be
¢‘dull as a sermon.,”

Guelph, Ont., March 4th.
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Bees Doing Well.

ALLEN PRINGLE,

My bees are wintering as well as I
could wish so tar. They are all in the
cellar repository with the exception of
10 colonies which are packed in dry
saw-dust outside on their summer
stands. AsI growolder I fezlless and
less inclined to take two steps where
one will do; and my intention now, is
this winter and next to test the matter
as to whether there is more work in
connection with packing them outside,
or carrying them in thz cellar and cat.
If I can winter successfuily in or out,
the only matter to be s:ttled is which
plan entails most work. I have a good
cellar repository which I have used for
many years. It is immediately under
the kitchen and dining room portion of
the dwelling, and is both dry and frost
proot, aned is thoroughly ventilated. It
holds without crowding about 125
colonies. A few years ago when mv
stock of bees considerably exczeded
that number, I wintered the surplus

_outside, and th: dagres of success at-
tained was about the same in both con-
ditions. Of late years, however, as I
have been keeping the stock below 100
colories, I have wintered mostly in the
cellar; but now propose to et outo the
easiest plan, whichever that may prove
to be. Of course the cellar is there
ready without turther expense, and the
sieleton cases—one for each colonv—
will cost something to get up, but once
completed they, too, will be thers, for a
life time. In wintering utside I usad
to pack them two, three or four togethar
in dry-goods boxes, with but few of
them isolated. Ido not, however, like
that method, or the clamping, and pre-
fer each colony to haveits own case and
packing. When they are packed

separately the proper temperature of the
colony can thz more readily be secured,
ag it i3 much more difficult when alot

are packed together to get the packing
so adjusted in quantity apd otherwise
as to secure a uniform temperature for
&!), and about the right degres of tem-
perature for all. When each one is by
itself these necessary cinditions may be
compassed with a reasonable degree of
accuracy and certainty., This is an
important point in outside wintering—
of sufficient importance to warrant the
extra expense and trouble of separate
cases and packing. The case ought to
be large enough to admit of 3to4 inches
of packing on all sides and in the bottom
with room on tob for 6 to 8 inches; and
should he so constructed as to exclude
rain and snow and keep the contents
dry. ‘Che roof or cover should, of course,
slant to shed water, and if 1t fits snugly
it ought not to be pzainted all over. The
middle portion of it, say a space 12 by
18 inches, may be left bare on both
sides while the other portions of the
cover may be painted. This will
facilitate the escapz or evapuration of
the moisture from within, which will
be constantly rising through the dry
saw-dust. The entrance of the hive,
gay one by eight inchzs, more or less,
oucht to be left wide open; but the
skeleton entrance while of the same
size ought to be adjustable. Mine,
(Zinth ) may be adopted from a single
bee space to the full hive entranc:
This outside entrance may bz adjusted
from time to time as may be necessary,
while the hive eutrance ig left alone—
wide open. The outside entrance must
be kepy clear of ice. The snow alone
will not smother, as the air passes freely
through it, but sometimes ice wili form
in the entrance completely. blocking it.
This must be looked after. The ice has,
however, given né trouble as all tns
winter so far with me. They appear to
be dry and nice and in good form. Those
in the cellar are also doing well. The
prospects for the coming season are

godd. The clover was in good condi- *¥

tion in the fall, and thz great body of

o
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snow now covering it will be likely to
protect it till well along in the spring.

Nothing Settled—Conflict=-
ing Opinions.

A. BOOMER,

Perhaps in no other industry or pro-
fession can there be found not only such
a divergence, nay mere, such a real
conflict of opinion as there seems to exist
in this bee husiness. Let a guestion be
submitted to a dozen of our most practi-
cal bee-keepers and not more than two
or three, at most, of them will agree in
their answers. And the divergence of
their-views 18 often quite bewildering,
One man approves.cf cellar wintering,
another as strongly supports the out
door plan. One would have sealed
covers, another would have ursealed or
new cotton. ‘Onewantsshallow frames,
another a deeper one, andso we might
goon enumerating, and in*almost, if
not in every particular, we find this
same divergence of opinion. What has
been one man’s experience, has not
proven true with the other And ama-
tears liks myself, are often very much
puzzled to know what plan is best for
him to adopt, either as te¢ winter,
apring or summer management, or as to
style of hive that will be the most
easily manipulated for extracting and
comb honey purposes

One of my neighbors says, “that be-
fore he began to read bee books and
papers ke had goed success and got lots
of honey but after adopting some of the
newfangled ways, he lost all his bees.”

Now whilst I dont think that his
adversity in this line was attributable
to reading bee literature, it would
nevertheless be much more satisfactory
if there were at least a greater con-
repsus of opinion upon the leading
1 ;atures of the industry. |

‘combs in. the super and do not ru
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I think it possible howaever to so amal-
gamate some of the apparently conflict-
ing opinions as to extract at least some
information from them as tn the different
methods of wintering. I shall say noth-
ing just now, the time for aunything of
this kind is early in the fall, nor shall I
say anything as to the particular kind
or size of hive touse. A good deal is
being said in favor of the Langstroth,
I suppose by those who use them, tuis
seems 1o have arisen by way of deciding
if possible on the best depth of frame,
and those who use them dppear to con-
clude that with a shallow frame such as
used in the kive referred to, the bees
will more readily enter the sections or
supers. I use a somewhat deeperframe
and have never had any trouble getting
the bees to enter the sections. Some
parties put sections into hives that have
swarmed and expect to get them filled,
thig is simply nonsense, unless all queen
cells have been cut away after a young
queen has hatched ouat, but in such a
case if I think they will make some
surplus T give them a case of empty
the
risk of getting 4 caseof sections perhaps
half filled and thus spoiled. I donotput
either sections or supers on an old

colony until I am satisfied they are

strong enough both .in numbers and
amount of honey stored in the brood
chamber and then I do not have to wait
long to find the bees busy at work,
either iu the sections or supers. Others
will put sections ento second swarms
and expect to get them filled, but are
mostly disappointed. I put sections
only on old colonies and first swarms on
old colonies, by using full sheets of
foundation in the sections. Queen ex-
cluders may quite safely be omitteaq,
also on new swarms, if full sheets of
foundation are used and bees allowed a
few days to dvaw it out so that the
queer. may get to laying, in which case
queen excluders may quite safely be
vmitted, but it the swarm b2 very large
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or two swarms mixed up, then I put on
a queen excluder, and a case of sections
and at once the sections are filled with
bees.

But to return to the frame question I
am free to admit that the shallower the
frame, the more likely are the bees to
enter the supers or sections. But will
bees winter as well on shallow as on
deep frames, I think not, and if not,
then will any seeming advantage there
may be in their entering the supers more
readily, offsec the disadvantage there
certainly is in the wintering problem.
My greatest study is the wintering of
my bees, if I can get them safely through
these long winters, I 'am not so much
concerned about the summmer manage-
ment.

I have a few tenement hives with
extra deep frames, and the bees winter
admirably in these, ang, they enter the
supers readily, also miriag frames.
this, is anether of jthe undecided
questions. IfIhad to use foundation
for the supers I wounld wire the frames
to strengthen them for first extracting,
but having an abugdance of good
white combs for this purpose, { very
much prefer to have combs built with-
out wires, I may not be an adeptatthe
wiring business, but I do get much
nicer, straighter combs built without
wires, and thus save a lot of iabor. 1
have my swarms mogily on full sheets
of foundation, then in a few days I look
them over to see that they are being
properly drawn out, and if not, turn
them around and in othex ways compel
them to build them properly, and Fonly
had a few shets melt down last sesson,
aud that only in an extremely hot spell
of weather, even this could have been
avoided by properly ventilating and
shading tha hive. A very good plan is
tohive the swarm on empty frames,
with frames filled with foundation and
in ninccases out of ten, the foundation
will stand all right.

.Ina fawre article T may have some-

thing to say on a few other undecided
matters, whether I shall be able to help
tc a decision or noi. . In the meantime I
fear I have already said more than will
be interesting, at least to “practical
bee-keepers.”

‘Some sevm to think ‘that nothing in
apiculturs can succeed unless done in
secordance with nature.  Be this as it
may, i, is a fact, that in other accupa-
tions of life man by his intelligence does
g0 direct and change the course of
nature, that the resunlts are much more
to his liking than when nature is lett to
herself. For instance, we plant an
apple seed, 1t will germinate, grow toa
tree and hefir fruit without man’s
furtner intcrvention. M v can however,
&0 gr.ft, prune and cultivate such a
tree, th .t its fruit will be much 1more
bencficial to him than when it is left
solelv to nature. In this process of
pruning, grafting, eté., he -has both
receguiz»d and admitt d, and by results
shown, that as far asg thie tree and its
fruit is concerned, that -nature is blind
force caring naught for lis wishes, and
when left to herself accomplishing that
which is not for his best intercsts by
producing frait that is both small in
quantity and inferior in quality. In
ciring for the trec he both retarded
and fostered nature, retarded her where
sh: did not comoply with hig interests,
fostercd her whoreshe did.  From this
gimple illustration which all admit asa
fact and which is universally carried
out, we see, that as far as his best
interests are concerned, that man by
applying hisin*elli ,_rence canso to speak
“iinprove on nature.”

In view of'this very self evident fact
Ihave been turning over in my own
mind why it is, that i€ is so hard for
many to revegniz: the same principle in
profitable honey production, especially
when it i8 refurred to ns “improving cn
nature,” ai thougl the name had any-
thing to do with it, or that it wasa
sacrilege through betiing the Creator.

Let us throw aside at cuce this absurd
iled that in order ta D successful in
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apiculture we wust blindly adhere to
nature, when the facts are, it we are ic
be most successful, we must both re.
tard and foster her in the instines of our
bezs according to thoe end we havein
view, like in other pursuits, thisis the
fisld for the exercise of our intelligence,
and the one which will mightily testour
tict #nd ability as bee-keepers.

Composition.

How many
punils, are there, who can parse and
analyze the most intricnte s2ntence, vet
can nat write 2 good business letter, or
s#ad to the loeal press an account of a
public entertainment held@ in their
vicinity? The “Lest, Strayed or Stolen,™
“Tenders Wanted,” etc., that hang by
th.a waysida tzll a tale that refizcts

reatly to the discradit of the school
trm-nuﬂ' of the writars.

1t is ths intention of tha Editor of this
columar to give a few hints and sugges-
tions on Composition to the readers of
the Practical Bee-Kzeper, and he trusts
that thay may be of interest to at least
som: of the many, who monthly paruse’
this periodical.

Probably it would b2 as well to com-
mance on the usz of the capital letters.
How ridiculous it is to see a correspond-
ant wnte his own name and his post
ofice address, beginning each word
with a capital letter, and on the same
page spell the name of the Creator of
the Universe “god.” Good writing 1s
an essential qualification in composition
but it is vastly inferior to proper eapit-

alizing. By good writing, I 1nean plain
legible writing, where there is no

probability of the reader mistaking
the wording of the manascript, he i
reading.

Sixth—Every important word in a
title, or group of words used as 2 name,
should begin with a capital; as Practical
Bez-Kezpzr, Biy of Fundy, Guif of
Mexico, Opening a Chestnun Burs, Vice-
President.

Seventh—All words standing for the
Deity should begin witlt a capital ; as,
God, Saviour,Suprem. Being, Cr. ator of
tha Universe, Grand Geametrician.

Eighth—Namus of peoples and langu-
ages, suould begin with capitals; as
Canadian, Gernan, Scotch, Insh,
American, Russian.

Ninth—Each article mention>d in an
account, and the principal -words of

advartisaments. should bezin with cap-

itals. The words North, East; Wes5: and

South whesr thoygw fer to portiqus of

. enntey should bagin with c.‘pxmls. as,

Ths North West Tecritory, The South
isa Democrat stronghold.
