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THE SHORTUORN OR DURHAM,

Of all tho improved brecds of cattle the
Durbamn js the oldest, and was far a long
tme contiderad the best.  Itiy in fact, an
excellent beef produciog breed, equal to
any otherif tho production of beef alone
i3 concerned, and whoso form and counte-
nanca are never probably to be surpassed.

The bistory ‘of the Durbam breed of
cattle ia intercati%nnd may be related in-
a fow words,

M¢re than a century ago, a farmer
navwd Waistell, who was endeavoriog to
improve the nativa breed of cattle of his
neighborhaod, (he wasliving on the shores
of the river Tees) happened to mwect o ball
ceaf wbsch frewar Ly et - nfur
the nealle ., eicgance aud cempactuess of
tie went to eeethoowngt
eLyuwred what price he would take for the
animal. Forty dollars was ail that was
asked for, but thia sam, small as it secms,
was then exceeding the ordinary valae of
sucha young beast, because the Durham
breed had not yet.acqured that fame
which it got lateron. Waistell could not
make up his mind to pay such a sum, and
went away without making any bargain.
Og veaching bome he met one of the two
brothers Colling, (Robert) who were living
near by, and who, like himself, were try-
ing to improve the native breee of catile,
\\’ante\l laying much confilenco in the
sound, practical judgment of that breeder,
whose name began alrcady to spread asa
stock breeder, induced bim to come back
to 200 that young bull and to tell bim
wbat ke thought of him. Robert Collins
cxamined the bull calf with the utmost at-
tention, did not oy much, but could nut
hclp showing cnough his admiration of
nim as to decido his companion to buy
bim. Tho next day Waistell came early
to the owner’s house and bought the calf,
Just as he was geiug to leave ho saw Robt,
Collins who was also coming, (co0 lato
howercr) to purchaso tho young bull calf,
and who retorned homein the company
of Waistell. On tho way ho was clever
enough to buy from Waistell balf of the
ownesship of tho bull calf.

This wasin 1777,

Four years later, Charles Colling, brother
of Robert, bought tlusbull, which was
nono ¢ho than the renowned Hubbuck, one
of tho fathers of the improved Darham
breed. Hullaek's principal peints woro the
width sud depth of his chest, very amsll
bounes and a temarkable mellowness of the
ekin, all characterisics of great fattening
qualitics, Habbacd’s fattening tendency
waa giich that his owner had much troutle
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- Sir James Pennyman had bought this cow

to keep him in such a condition of fat that
be could be wsed for breeding, ‘These ex-
spgrerated, but «pecial qualities he had in-
herited from his dam, & remarkable cow,
well known of all the brecders and owned
by Mr. Snowdon, of Hartworth, in the
county of Durbam. Afr. Snowdon was
then Sir James Pennyman’s tenant, from
whom he bad bought Huxbback's mother,
known under the name of Willon’s cow.

from Sir W. Saint.Quentin, who was then
the owner of the best animals-of the Dur.
ham brecd.

It is tho opinion of those ¥who have
made a history of the Durham breed that

taining to tho breeding of rbeep for wocl
and. sheep for mutton, (ar country is ro
large, and somo some scclions so distant
fromx market, that broeders find it casier
to ¢lip and transport wool than mutton,
and they therefore direct their attention to
thoee breeds that excel in wool production,
the consequence is that no people in the
world bave such inferior mutton .as wo
bave. It is impomible to ficd a dezon
firat-class sheep in one buandred that arrive
in market that may be classed as excellent.
Such theep bave been neglected in order to
produco wool, It iscasy to estimate the
difference in cost batwoen the production
of wool and mutton, for; allowing that

SHEEP ¥OR MUTTON.

Wool i3 more importsnt in this country
than muttop, and with the claims that the
wool interests are not Toslered by the
Government, the brecaersof sheep, inatead
of using their animals for all the purposes
to which thoy aro adapted. confige, them-
selves to a single production only, and
complain that sheep aro not profitable ex-
cept undex circumstances that permit only
of unlimited rango over {rea pasturcs. Bat
wool, while secmingly more important
than mutton, is really not as valuablo if

wo take into commideration tho facts per-

ers will cndeavor to breed cheep that
possess desirable carcasses, with something
elso besides the ribs and legs, not only
would the increased weight be a source of
great profit, but we ventnre to say that
the extra quality of mutfon that is pro-
duced expressly for market would of iteeli
add an additional item to the recciply,
thereby increasing the profi's. Oa someo
railroads sheep are trapsported to market
2250 much each, and the large sheep are,
therefore, the cheapest, as they sell by tho
pound when they arrive st their destina-

- tion, and, although wool is casily baled and

sbiipped, thero is atill considerable Jabor in
shearing and preparing the wool for stap-

.ment, Thero is & portion of profit also

from the beat mutton breedsin the shape
of woal, cvon though’it may be inferior,
bat it is enough to pay tho expense. The
profit from sheep should bo mado as Jarge
a3 poxsible, and the addition of a few moro

pouuds of woul to the clip will not com-
pensato sor lack of size and quality in the
careass.  fo Eaglaud. they find the profit
in mutton is »o0 great s to make sheep a
necessary adjavct to the farm, which would
not ba tho c¢xase if they bred for wool.
With the iocrease of population in this
country comaa a graater demand for mut.
ton, for we have but little of it, and that
demand i3 cectain to incredga. A it in-
creacey the field for breeding sheep is also
widened, aod If we ara to competo with
Awstralia rod demand a tariff to protect
w, wo wiil at "least ba safe and securs
azainst foreign compelition in the mutton

Faruegr,—~1 tuiok that it 1s of
the greatest unportanco that farmers apply
all fertilizing matter in tho best possible
manner. Tkere i3 a diversity of opinion
amongst farmers in every section of the
country, When doctorz dissgreo who
rhall agice 7 Every farmer shonld kenw
how to spply manure to his laud €0 as to
ret tho best crors,  This should vary with
the reasons, whether wet or dry ; but who
skan fortell the weathier to a certainty, In
b dry scasun manare shouid be plowed
down Jdecper thav in & wet one, and g0 1n
adry evil. Twenty years ago some farm-
ersin this section spread manuro on the
grasy ground apd.then plowed the land
about a fuot in depth, putiing the mannre
undes the sod, but this practice is mostly
abandoned, and now the ground is plowed
and the maoure spread on top of the sod
and harrowed.  In this way the manureis
mired with tho surface 20il and made
available sooner for tho nowishmeat of
the crop. Itis the opinion of many that
manuro should be kept near the surface of
the soil, and it is practised by nearly all of
our beet farmera. Two years ago I plow-
od a piceo of land for cncumbers ; afterit
was plowed 1 spread on the manore and
barrowed 1t into the seil.  Although tho
wiwon wa« ono of the drycat, £ harvested
the best crov of cucumbera that 1 hiave
eviT QrowWn.

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"ARNMand (FANRDIN.,
STACKING STRAW.
By Jonx M, Sranr, St, Lovis, Mo,

I fa.~v that you had a bauk account of
five thousand dollars you would draw from
it culy when ueeded, *ha careful how the
money was spent, and add to it ¢l that you
could that it tight bo as great at the end of
the year axit was at the beginning, Ifyou
drea from it frculy and nover restored any,
your neighbors would call you focheh if
you vomplained that it ad grown less and
yielded diminished interest,

The fertility of your farm is your bank
account, and the best you can bave, for the
soil is a baok that never fails, whose presi
dent novor epeculates, and whose cashier
never cmbezzles, and which will always
honor your paper when legally drawn and
presented,  Should you not be as careful
of the fertility of the land as of the moncy
in tho bank? Aund when you draw from
it chould you not put back what you can.
If you take from it in corn, wheat, and
grass, and make no returu, should you
complain that it has diminished and yiclds
a lees intereas,

The farm is your capital. The preduce
you gather from it is'not the income from
your labor alone ; it is that plus part of
the capital, and that you should return.
You have harvested bonntisul crops of oats
and wheat.  You bave taken so much fer-
tility from the foul, and should of it all
youcan. The slraw, at least, you can re-
turnr this you can do by allowing it to
rot and then applying it to the land, or by
feeding it to stock and giving their manure
to theland. The last method retuens only
about ninrty per cent. of it when all the
sulid and liguid manure is faved, bat it is
to you tho most profitable plan.

Very likely you are one of those men
who, at the tune of threshing, haul out the
straw and sake a bonfire of it. I hardly
think you are. The man who reads the
Farm and Garden 13 not likely to do such a
thing. But I am inclined to think that I
would be at least balf xight1f I were to say
that when you have put strawin a shape-
less mass that invites decomposition and
aunibilation, you call that stacking it. You
are suro you arc uot t> blame, it was those
“ornery® bands tbat did it, you told them
to stack it well, but-thoy wero lazy and did
not do it. Do you think it hardly fair to
put the blame on theie shoulders. You
had the stack put on the nde of the hll;
you put it thero beeanse you stacked the

straw stack is tho hottest, dittiest, and
hardiest place about thy machine, there.
fore, tby strong, able.bodied men give
themselves tho other positions, and tho
boys are compellled to mount Jl1aw stackk.
Having thresbid a pood many doz:ns of
dayswhen T was a by, 1 kuow how it is
myself, Brrs will be boys, they need
some ono to direet them, aod on the stack
thero is no one to do this. Tae work is
tao hard for themn. Put so many boya on
the stack vhat they would buin each other’s
way, and the work wonld #tilt bo.too hard
for thew, they lack the etrength and en-
durauce to keep tho raw moving along
properly. But the help on the stack is al-
ways short, Tlreshieg help i3 vo hard to
ret that thero aro novar any too many
men, and thero will always bs au abund-
ance of hands for every preition except the
wiraw stack ; if there i1 any Jack, you can
rest assiiced it will bs found thete,

Now this year assign the men aud boys
to their places, and put the strougest men
on the etack, Wo tried this last year, and
two of tho strongest banda refused to woik
onthe. They eaid the dust hurt them.
Thoy got their walking papers mighty
quick, and others were found to take their
place. The boys wero put to pitching 1o
tho field and upon the wagons (wo thresh-
ed from.the field), and woe had our straw
rightly stacked for vnce. When you_have
put the mon on the stack, appointtwo of
the best for stackors. If postible, be one
of these two yourself,show that'you mean
butiness, and the siraw will be stacked, not
pited up in ashapeleas mass to be runined
and lost for feed.

A few binty abaut stacling may not be
amiss, I would.not insist upon & {onnda
tion of rails or poles for the stack, though
it will pay to make such foundation when
it 13 desired to cconmomizy than ten feet
wide, 1f oats straw, eight fect is better.
Tho reason is the straw will gradually slip
out, wilening the stack, and if itis storted
wider thau I have indicated the stack will
get 8o wide that it cannot bo topped pro-
perly. This is the most common fault
about stacking straw, the stack is made a3
wido as it should be to start with, and then
it spreads till, to get it topped, no bulge
can bo made, or else the stack is drawn in
g0 fast that it takes water. Oatastraw slips
moro than wheat straw, and for this reason
tho stack should be made narrower, 2nd if
the endeavor is to DLuild up the stack
straight, 1t will bulge enough of itself,

straw ander thar feet, tramp 1t down to
rot, and decposit their hquid and eolid
wmanure upon it. Thig of ilself, is all
nght. Straw isa good absorbent, but when
thero is a rain the water will rush down
the billside and, leaching out the best part
of the manure and rotting straw, take it
down to the creck, and from there tu—
where?  You caumot ufford to festilize
the ocean. This year put the stack on
level ground, aud thus leaching and water
tranyportation will not cecur.

Ate you quite sure you are not re-
epuntible for poor haunds being on that
stack? They were all boys, wero they
not 1 It has become a “fine 2chemo” to
ot thc boys stacd tho straw, Un the

Il and tramged solfd. Unless this is dono
the settling of the stack will make tho
middle, which bears the greater weight, so
low that the outside straw will slant down-
wards towards the center of the stack,
which will spoil, and with poor bands it is
next to unpossjble to bave the middle of
the stack rigbtly treated, they will stand
and allow the outrido of the stack to be
built up around them and looss straw to
accumulate, until they are in a holo up to
their waists, then they will puta few fork
fuls of etraw in this holo to stand upon
and go to work again. Thoso whose work
i3 to movo the thiaw back to the atackers
should stack the middle also; and to do
this properly they must keep moving back
and forth over it. These inen should
chargo positions every half-hour, the one
farthest jrom the machine teking the place
of tho ono at tho straw carrier, allowing ail
to move back one pasition. As the nearer
the machine a position 13 the barder it is,

unloss tho men chiango poritions some will
have to work much harder than othere

¥or foed the most valuable part ia tho
chaff, and a large accumulation of this will
by found ocder the straw carrier ; it will
pay to make a pen of fenco rails, put the
chioff in the pen, and caver it with a roof
of boarda or straw ; if left at the cnd of
the rtack it ia tha first thiog to rpoil.

Wo stack our oats straw well, and in
winter cut 1t down and feed it from pole
mavger. W find that it pays to do so, as
tho cattle waste much when turned to the
stack. In fecding value, threo tons of
bright cats straw equal two tons of hay,
Wo consider it too valuailo to be wasted.

CQULTIVATION OF LATE CABBAGE,

The preparation of the gronnd for cab-
bage differs in nothbibg from that for all the
regular market eraps, Tequiciog caroful
ploughing aon barrowing. Thoy are set
out in July, on tho pround from which,
carly potatocs or pease have been growa,
Mark of tho rows about thres feet apart
each way with one horse ploughs; apply
one shovelful of well.rotted manure i0 two
hills, or ono baedful of some good fertilizer
to two hills, Then take a one.horse plough
aud throw a good furrow on tho msuure
32 88 to cover well ; with a hos givea flrm
pat on cach hill, or, what 1 thiok is better
uze a light one-horse roller, end roll twa
rows at a time, This i3 very essential, as
it gives us a saason for planting many
times, which wa would not have if the
ground bad been left loose. Do not dis-
turb every alternate widdls ; this will blot
vat the croes furxows and greatly impede
the progress in planting. The crop is al-
most oxclusively worked by the cultivator
and doublae-shovel plough, one hoeing
soflicing around the plants, We allude to
varietics with some hesitation, as it is gen.
erally believed by cvory scedsman that his
variety is the best. My experience bas led
me to use varieties of flat Datch and drum-
beads. About the second week in October
tboss that have not been marketed we se-
cure from frost by pulling up all the solid
heads and turping them down in the
middle of the row, four or more rows to-
gether, a two-horse furrow on both sides of
thom, lcaving the roots out. We secure
tho loogo ones by bedding root dowa in a
furrow made by a one-horzo plough, filling
the length of the furrow with cabbage ;
throw on tho next furrow, covering the
roots well, and so till the Led is finished.
For protection against tho sgverity of the
winter, weo cover the beds with leaves from
the woods, about six inches thick when first
put ¢n, laying on soxae fine brush, or
sometbing else, to keep the wind from
blowing them off.—~American Farmer.

DEPTH FOR PLANTING YW(IEAT,

A Frenchman experimonted on the depth
for planting wheat. Ilo made thirtecn
beds, and planted 150 grains in each, at
depths beginning at soven inches, decreas-
ing to the surface. In the seven-inch bed,
five grains out of 160 germinated. They
guvo 53 heads, with 632 gratne. This re-
turn kopt on increasing for each bed asit
decreased in depth at which the seeds were

planted, At 33 isches deep, 93 seeds
eprouted, with 992 heads, yielding 18,634
graios ; 142 sccde sprouted at 13 inches,
growiog 1,667 heads and 35 519 grains, At
the one-half inch depth, G4 grains sprouted,

Towing 629 Leads and 15,597 graine. Oa
tho surface only 20 germinsated, yieldiog
1,600 grains. Tho greatest return in grains
and straw was attained by tho 13 inch bed,

As a goucral rule, taking all soils into con’
sideration, a one inch covering is suflicient,
more or less than that wot paying so well,
But the difficultu, is in eocuring & nuiform
depth of covering. It is, no doubt, better
to bo ono inch moro than a half-inch less ;
thorefore, the eower should aim to cover
no Joss nor mmoro then two jocher, Thia
can bo accomplished with tolerable cer-
tainty when any of iho improved grain
dril's ary used, but not in sowiog broad-
cast.

DEKP PLOWING AND BOISTURN,

A writer in the Isnsax Farmer says

Tho question is olten asked, “How does

deep plowing make tho soil motster? 1
beliave it is an accepted fact that wherever
warm alr comes ‘in contact with a body
cooler than itself, tha water in it condenses
into dropa. On a warm day wosco it often
on tho outaido of & pitcher of cold water,
Foga and dows are made i that way, and
our rain, most of it, comiog up from the
gull in those heavy currants of warm air
that we frequently bave. When we pul-
verize tho soil deep, the warm air which is
foll of moisture penetrates down and all
through, and the geound being cooler than
the air condenses the water into drops,
whith answers in place of rain; so the
deeper and the more wo pulverize it the
more moistare it will collect from the air.
Nat only thas, hut as warm air is rich in
food for plants, it ecrves in place of man-
ure, too.
., Thirty years ago Lhere was a terrible
'érouth in the Eut, Prof. Mapes, a large
market-gardner, bad bad his ground under-
drained and subsoiled, and his cropsy,whero
he could, were cultivated with a subsoil
plow. A committes went to see his place
after nine wecks of dronth and they found
everything as flyurisbing as if there had
been plenty of raiv. His corn (it was the
31d of September) was catimated at ninety
bushels to tho acre, while on land cultivat.
ed in the usual way, nearjby, it wasall
burnt up. .

While I do not thiax deep ploughing is
everything, still I think deep and thorough
pulverizing of our land will lessen the
effects of a drouth.

NEW INSEOT PESTS3.

The Iowa Momestead says : One of tho
most siogular instances of the sudden ap-
pearance of a new and terrible insect pest
in great numbers has occurred recently in
sevoral places in Michigan, This insect is
a night feeding worm, at firat velvety hlack
in color, becoming yellow striped and at
length grayish, In shape and apparance
thoy are unlike the army worm, to whi b,
in fact, they arc neorly rclated. They
might be cailed black army worms, They
feed cntircly at night, or somewhat on
clondy days. It is not yet known what is
the parent moth of these now encwies, nor
18 it known that any such insects have ever
before been noxious to agricultare. They
feed on all sorts of vegetation with the ut.
most avidity. The following extract fromn
tho Micigan Agricullural College Speculum
from the pen of Prof, A. J. Cook, will give
somo iden of the numbers of these sndden-
Iy-arisco pests: At midnight wo were in
the center of a fine garden, and found tho
insects banqueting on évery vegotablo
within resch, Strawbarry vines were be-
ing cut down by moriads of jaws; pras
were being mown off by wholesale, A fiso
onion bed was being sacrificed. and the.
buda of the pear and applo treee, and grass
and clover ; and even tha very weeks were .
being consumed by these nocturnal dsvour-
ers. During tho day tbe worms hide in
immense numbers under loaves and robbish ,
and io grase. The most successful remedy

yet found is gas.tar water,

MILK AS A BEVERAGE,

Milk is the one abiolutely perfect food
—1iho complote ration. L. varies of conrse
greatly in quality—tho amount of water,
of fat and of total solids, which of courss+
includes fat, and yet there is probably no
no kind of milk from well-fed cows which
is not good for Loth adults acd children
and, slightly modified, even for infants.
Wo do not inake half the uso of milk that
wo should in either city or country fam-
iliex Its production is profitable, and its
cousumption is profitable and healthfal,

In the country ekim mijlk is common on
farmera’ tablea. It is, however, seldom
offered to guests, but children have all they
want, for it is well known as good feod.

In country towns whole milk is common
as an article of drink. A pitcher of milk
standa next to the water pitcher. It is
pure (that is, whole milk), or nearly so.
A littlo cream may have been taken off for
the coffec or berries, and the rest i3 stirred
in before itis brought to tho table.

‘The uso of cream as a beverageis really
unknown outside of the large cities, It
would, indeed, be difficult to drink a glass
of good, thick pan cream ; but tho cream
which we get To diink at the city “dairy”
i3 taken at 10 to 12 hours from deep cam
aad is sufficiently liquid, while at the samo
time it is well flavered and satisfigiog. It
is food and drink combined, and, while it
has not tha refreshing and cooling effect of
a glaes of ice-water or lemonade, neverthe-
loas it is & very pleasant thing to take, and
with 2 piece ot cgke or a few crackers
makesa good light lunch., We comraend
it to our country ‘fricndy, Cream i3 cs-
necinlly useful in some cases of sicknoss
and ¢ome peopls digest it more carily than
pure milk,

Battermilk, made {rom cream, aud that
mede by churnivg whole milk after it be-
comes sour, ate very different substancer,
Tho former is-tho battermilk of the coun-
try, tho latter of tho town. Alilk orcream
agitated violently in contact with the air

becomes changed in character, tho fat
separates as butter, and this usually marks
the conclusion of tho operation. It ls
therefore, natural, that it should be thought
cuentisl to the formation of buitermilk
that butter should bo produced. But this
is not so. Bkim milk, alightly turued
and well churned, becomes buttermilk,
Throughout the summer,or rather through-
out the scason of abuudant milk, great
quantitios of milk are churned daily {n the
largo citios, but only that which becomes
sour. A condiderable part of the cream is
removed and thosour milk churned, This
is, in fact, tho common way of disposing of
extra milk—that is, milk which cannot be
sold whilesweet, Itsusoincookingseoms
very little known, but it is used to drink.
Pesplo bocomo very fongd of it, and & most
excollent and very rofreshing baverage it is.

The fact scems not to have occurred
cithor to buyer or seller, or to the police
or Board of ITealth that this sale of churned
skim milk is jast as traly an infraction of
too absurd Jaw against the sale of ekimracd
milk as if the milk were sweet and not
churned.

The controlled fermentation of skimmed

1 petieve I bavo now enumerated all
forms of milk used distinctively as articles
of drink. To recapitulate, we havo whole
milk and cream, which are only partially
adapted to allay thirst, but used as liquid
food ; skim milk and buttermilk, very
rofreshing, thirst allayiog and at the same
time strongly mourishing. .

The two latter are sold, if sold at all, in
in New York in violalion of law, which
thos worka ¢ deprive the public of this city
of amost valuable article of diet. Skim
milk is produced in large quantitics within
the district which supplies New York and
Brooklyn with milk. Itisthe milk from
which cream is taken for shipment to the
city, and this used in Jarge and increatiog
quantitic. Every quart of cream sent to
orsold in the city represcnts at least ten
quarts of skimmed wilk., I isa pertinent
quesjion to irquire what becomes of all
thia, Ifit could bo sold in tho city at balf
the price of whole milk, here it would
cor .om all its blue purity, and would be an
almost unspeakable blsssing to the poor—
8 nourishivg, healtbful beversge for poor
children fu place of the wretched poiwon-
ous tes and coffec which they drink.

What becomes of it?7 Who knowa? Is
it kept in tho country and fed to pigsand
calves? Iait madointoakim cheese. No»
00, 10, Itismixed with other milk and
scut to town to be sold at 7 or S contan
quart, Thatis what becomes of it. Ex-
actly the result which the law or regulation
of the city government is made to prevent
is consummated under the very oyes, as
it were, of milk inapector and Loards of
health,

The only cure is to abrogate the law and
admitand welcome skim milk to the ity
that the people may be familisr with i% and
instruct themselves not only in its use, but
iu quickly [distinguishing skim milk from
whole milk. If our city fathern would
authorizo its sale at no mors than half the
price of whole milk, making it a punishatle
offence to sell skimmed milk or parlly

skimmed milk, a3 wholo milk, or for more
than half the price at which wholo milk ix
gold all would be accomplished. Worhould
have our “pure” milk more generally pure,
skim milk so well Xnown that it coull
hardly be uscd fraudulently, and ceeam
more abundant than ever. Would not
theao results surely follow 7

ON EARLY BREEDING OF° BXES,

1 have been for many years nn bumble
bee-keeper, watching the tene course of
Nature in all her many ways in furnish.
fuy nnd supplying lier many tiny creatures
with the necessary food at the proper sea-
sun of the year, to meet the demands of
aatural laws f ¢ the prosperity of the
handisvork, therefore we should profit by
a close observanee of those laws nud apply
1ihem in the proper manngement of our
stock (the bees), as doeslibie shepherd brs
tlocks, m kaeping watch by day as well as
by night. when many valuable and uscful
lessons may be learned  But, enoughof
tli:  We now proceed to busipess, and
will say to M. G., of Ripley, Ohio, and
many others who Inquire for such inform-
ation: Firs,t to’ procure a few pounds of
nice extra ' or A coffee sugar and dis.
solve about two pounds three an pints of
voiling water; this will makea thia mo.
lasecs ar syrup, Which can be fed to the
Lees by placing some old bits of comb in
the surplus chamber of your hive just
over the brood nest, so the Lees can go up
and crawl over the combs. \When your
syrup is cool so that it} will not melt the

combs you can fill up tho cells and  close

up your hive, that robbers may not attack
Keep watch  of your bees and
notice two or three tines a week to see if
they are using their artificial food; if not
then drop two or taree drops of anise oil
on the combs, or what might be still better
put afew quartsof syrupin a jug’ and ten
or lifteen drops of the nuse oil in an
aunce of aleohinl and shake it well 89 a3 to
ent the oil, and then put ot this prepara-
tion say fifteen or twenty drops in the jug
of symp aod shiake well, aud feed as be-
fore directed on olt combs placed in the
top of your hive. You can also feed this
svrup in glass tumblers by filling them up,
tic a good picce of muslin over the tum-
bler aud tuin upside down over a hoie on
top of your hive. Somctimes it is best to
place two single sticks in the top of your
hive and invert the tumbler over then,
so the bees can have free access all round
amd under the tumbler. Yon will be
aurprised at the httle workers how fast
they can carry the feed down, takiag it
through e cloth, which I think is much
the best plan. It has always been wmy
plan for the Jast thirty-five years to feed
wy bees ag carly 93 possible 10 the Spring
both syrup as well as artiticial polien,

tye flour just gronad, not bolted, is good;
oatmea finely groundas excellent.  Tither
of these can be feed in shallow boxes
placed in some convenient dry place where
the hees can visit it and gather it at will
and pleasure, which they will doaf a few
drops of the oil, as before referred to, is
placed in the hoxes as an focentive to en-
tice the little workers to partake nioro
freely. snd thus your stock of bees will
increase rapidly as well as cahance in
value for the good of *heir keeper and aid
the bee keeping Interests of our heloved

[u this noithera clim o ths rit<h of the
honey harvest iy now over. 1t ita shont,
beiel reason, with uaapd neds the utmost
caro to make the most ef it. Oavof tho
best uses to which beekespere cw put
their lirst lef:ure moments after the rush
is past, will beto recall and to record the
mistakes and failures of the year. Ve
¢an all see gomo particula.s in which tho
season canght us napping. Wu wero not
ready with hives full of vimble workery,
eagerly waitive the suusttions to  gatber
honey. O¢ we bad not & full supply of
bives well stocked with fouudations await-
ing the exit of swarme, or we neglicted 1o
start nuclei, 30 a3 to have (ueeas ready for
any and every cmergency. Memory will
fumnish overy bec-keeper with reminders
enough of last opportunities.

There 14 perhaps no buman calliog in
which 80 much depends on taking time by
the forelock as hse-keeping. The honey
hatvest is 80 brief a period that alost op-
portunity can hardly be recovered. It
may print a leston for next year, but that
isall; hence the wisdom of making a re-
cord of theso thinga - Every beo-keeper
should Zzeep a diaty of operations and ex-
periences in his apinary, aud whatever is
unnoted, the mistakes should be written
down, that they mny be corrected next
season. In meny trespects apicultureis a
valuable school of charactes, and not the
least i thig, that it is constantly girtog us
lessens in wiso and prudent forethouglit,
The want of this 13 ove of the worst and
103t provalent besetments of the human
race. How many evils and losses do we
suffer from this cause.

LATE BEE FORAGE.

After basswood there are few honey-
producing flowers that bloom i this conn-
try, except where buckwheat i3 largely
grown, and  the calture of this grain has
rather been on the dccline than otherwise
for eome years past. It is nota product
for which there is any coneiderable demand
in the marke!, and the consumption of
buckwheat cake, &c. for some reason or
other has declined. Buckwheat is an ex-
cellent green manure,but when raised for
this purpose, it must be plougbed down
just wheu the bees are busy npon ir.  Bee-
keepers ghould encourage the sowing of
buckwheot in their respective localities.
Mavy have found it pay to give away the
seced to those who would cultivate it.
Buckwheat honey is not choico for tho
market, but itscemsto answer very well
for hive stores, and the extractor may bo
used much more frecly where this resource
can be depended on as a lato supply for
the bees on convumption.

As the husiness of raising honey extends
it will be found romunerative to grow bee-
forage. This ia already being done by
largo beekeepers. Mr, D, A. Jones, of
Beeton, Oat., Mr. James Heddon, of Dow-
agiac, Mich', and others, have gone ex.
tensively into the businets of raising late
honey-yielding ylants, Sweet. or Malilot

clover is one of the besr of these, blooming
from tho middie of Jano untilthe first of

Qstober.  Ita perfumd fills the air and it
siclda exguisite honey. Jt has uo valuo
excupt lor beo.forage, tndeed it is con-
plained of aa a troublessme weed when
not wanted for this puspose. Dorage,
mignonett, esgo milkweed, rape, honeset,
the acters, and Jast but yot least, toe gold.
on rod, are all valuable fall lonoy plants,
whoso growth rhould be fobtered by bot.
keeperv.  Many of them will flourish by
thie roadside aud all mauner of neglected
places, A little outlay of yioney for sced,
aud of timo in scattoriog it* will Lriuga
remunerative rotttrn o the apisies ia the
puighborbood.—1¥. B, Clurls, in Stock

TORTICULTURE.
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TUK VREGA RANPIBERRY,

A corrczpoudent in the Gemnantown
Telegraph, thus writia :—

Without any doubt in wy wind, the
Gregais the best Wlick cap raspberry in
tho Uuited States, It is of the largest
8iz9 and moat productive gnality of any
kind I ever naw. Tho berzies themselves
are not of a3 good flavor as dammoth
Chester, but i is 8 far more prolitable va-
rioty to grow for market, and also for
shipping, on acconut of greater firmness
and dryness of berry, as well as its extra-
ordivary bearing qualities of enormous
fruit, A casa of Gregg is'a fiao sight, and
would please the most fastidious huyer.

I honeatly believe thatl can take an
acro of ground and manure it beavily a
year shead, and thon plant the (regg
raspberry GG feet apart, rcquiring 1210
planta to the ncre, givipg the plants the
bsst of culture both ways, aud make them
yield an averago product of four quarts of
berries to the bush, or a total of 4840
quarts to one scre of ground, If so, they
would ba a valaable crop at 12) cents a
quart, the usual price, amounting in the
aggregato to the snug sum of $605 worth
of berries to the single acre of land. Of
coutee to sccomplish sucha result would
require some outlay for extra culturs, etc,,
but tho greatest amount of it could be
done by horse power, and that would bea
saving of band labor. Suppose we should
grow five or ten acres of this sort on the
same pritciple, then it would amount to a
pretty good increase eath year, and bea
light and pleasant occupation. The sur-
plue berrics that would not fied & market,
in the shape of fresh fruit, could be dried
and s0 fiad a ready sale in that form.
Speaking of .dricd fruit, cspecially rasp-
berrics, zeminde me that the butinessisa
good one to follow. I have found that
three quarts of the Gregp black raspbersy

will make a pound of dried raspberriexand |,

this pound of fruit is worta from 30 to 35
cents in warkes, finding o ready sale, Ian
fact, it is the cheapest Torm of fruit that
consumers can use, & in one pound of
dried raspbertics, for instance, they get the
product of three full quarts of eolid, fresh
berries. Ifthe dried articlo bhas beeu pro-
perly handled, the fine flavor of the fruit
is almost wholly retained, as the dryiog
only allows the surplus moisture to escape
When the feuit is prepared for tho table
this element of woisture is added by the
cook, in her preparatiou of the fruit for
consumption at the table, and the berries
ezsume almost their crigioal aiz2 and fine
qualitics. Tbis fact is attestad to by tho
richness of tho julce and the color and deu-
sity of it, forif all the goodness of tko
berries escaped at tho time of drying, then

tho subsequent addition of water and tho
cooking would scarcely have any visthle
offect upou the juico or (lavor of thy pre.
pared arlicle.

O¢ mest varicties of black eap iaspber-
rios, wo fiod it takes from throe and a balf
to four quarts of ripe fruit to make one
pound when driod, whils of the Q.egg it
requices only three quarts to the »~und,
thereforo the Gregg would bs preferable
on that account; but takirg inte coneider.
ation the comparative tcarcity of this sott,
and the conscquent high prico of the
planta, 1t would be impracticable to plant
very largely of it all ut ouce. Thero ian
very cmy way to get avound all this by
starting with a lcas quantity, say ono bun-
dred at first, nnd then increaing tho planta-
tion by tho multiplication from layering.
By this meaus & person can get a fine start
oun auy of the ncw apd valuable zorts, as
their natural increaze is very rapid and
casily made more comnpleto by artificial
means, which are within easy reach of the
planter, Speaking of this neaus 6f rapid
exteneion, £ would call attention to what
might reasonably be expected from even
otio Imndred Gregg raspberry plants in sn
iocrease ‘of two years’ growing, Plants
should be set on rich ground, well tended,
and in soptember thoy would be ready for
layeriog, and the tips, aa the new plants
aro calléd would amount to about ono
huadred now plants, If these aro taken
up in carly apriog and separated so that
each divizion has a crown bod,there would
ba about once huudred and fifty new
plauts to ket out, With the increass pot
frow. these, the planter would have close
to two thousnnd acw plants by the next
spring, ready to put into a permancpt
plautation, besides the original, and the
first ivstallment from that dozen, which
would be bearing fruit. These are points
worth considering, and I submit them to
you in good faith becsnss I know by
ppractice that they are tiue and feasible,
and would result to advantage.

I would not wish to misrepresent this
thing to anyhody, but I beliove that four
quarts of berrics to the bush wouvld bea
greater yield than inexperienced growers
could obtain, slthough 1 think it would be
possivle tor me to do that with this varie-
ty aud my experienco in fruit culture,

Although I have only named the Gregg
in this article, still [ don’t want it to be
thought that there are not other good
raspberries also, for we atill bave the Mam.
moth Cluster, Tyler and Doolittle, which
a3 black caps are all standard and most
‘excellent sor!s to grow, both for pleasure
and profit.—FEz,

Iu the July number of the Agricultiris:,
a cuntributor ounder the heading of “Cows
for the Dairy,” epeaking of tho Jerseys
raye: “They aro likely to prove too small
aud too ender ever to Lecome [avorites
with our Ureeders, ‘I'bey suit the gentle-
roen of wealth ard acres, who can admwire
their deer liko appearance in parks and
pleasuro grounds, aud who can affurd to
kecp them well housed and potted theough
tho winter.”

If “Contributor” had relcrenco to arace

of cattle for tho bLutcber’s block I could
agrae with him, but as hois writing of a

“Dairy Cow" their sizscan bg no possmbla
objection to thom, if thero can be any
truth in the generally accopted adage,
that a cow consumes food in proportion to
. their own weight,” and if it do not hold
truo and Jerseys will consumn as much
food as grade Short-horae (which is not the
cage), inasmuch as the Jersoy cow is admit.
ted to have a wonderful power to convert
he food Into milk rich in butter fat,the
more food she consumes up to a certain
point, the more profit in butter eho will
give to her owner. Nore than ono-third
«f the cows in an ordinary farmer's milk.
ivg herd do not pay for their keep, for the
reason that the food which they cobsue,
instead of leing converted into 1ilk is
laced upon their backe, DBecause the
good Jeracys convert their food 1to milk,
and thus leave but little to be placed upon
their carcass, I have heard them spoken of
as ecrawney thiogs; be it 80, L want no fat
cows, (while i milk) aronnd wy bam,
and avy man seeking profit from the ud.
der will avord fat cows.  I{ “Contributor”
will however visit Oaklands farm, I will
shaw him mavy Jersey cows running from
900 to 1100 Jbs. iun their milking ecason,
carying no fat. “Contributor” caunot
have bad much practical experience with
Jerseys, or bis experience must have been
very unforiunate, cither to his bhaving
poor Jerseye, (for thero are no doubt such)
or from bad management, or he would not
condemn the Jerseys to oblivion as being
too tender to become favorites with breed-
ers, and as being only fitted to boretained
a3 ornaments.
THEIR HARDIHOOD,

I have had nearly three years experience
with pore bred Jerseys of various strains
of Llood, Some were bornin theU. S.,
some in Canada, some imported from. the
Island of Jersey direct to my far~, and
therefore speak from an actual cactical
experience  =d without heistatioa I pro-
nounce “C  ributor’s statements 23 to
their delicacy, to be entirely incorrect, To
test this very point, I wintered ‘tome im.
ported cows, and some dropped in Canada,
as also some yearling heifers in my opea
barn yard all last winter, with an open
shed only, to run under. Taey remaived
there all winter ; they wero fed in racks,
and in place of suffering thereby (saveas
to the natursl deccrease in milk as compar-
ed with those housed,they came outin- the
spring, and are now ia batter shape and
more profitable in milk production than
theso housed iu tho etable, No dairying
nteck is or ehould bo subjecte to 80 severe
a toat as this, as the man who a.templs to
carry on dairyiong, and will not house his
cattlefa winter, liad better vot start in it,
a8 ho will inevitably lose money by so
«owg, In the Spring ali our stock are

tarned out to pasture, including calves of
from 4 to & wovths old, Tha cowe are
broughtinto tho barn night and morning
to be miked, and 3f pasture ia poor are
fed green fod ler and brau, They remain
out sun orrain, heat or cold, till latein
Uetober or early jn November, ore then
brought into a wooden barn with ro arti-
ficial heat of any kind and are lot out
overy day for au bour or two for exercis.
g, Nuless thero bo o very beavy, drifiug
snow, Is this pampering?

and profftableness as butter animala, 1le
will also find that these people who have
ptatted prade Jersey herds for dairying,
aro possessed of good farms and good
buildings, and their whole surroundings
speak of the prosperity they cnjoy, and
which they attribute to the profit derived
from their grado Jersoy stock. It is gen.
crally admitted that no class of agriculture
is 80 ucglected in Cavada as is bLuntter-
makivg, aud is 1t to bo wondered at that
no particular attention sbould bo paid to
it, when tbrough using a breed of cows
utterly urfitted for butter making the
farmers find it does not pay to dovote tho
pecessury timo and attention required in
making ~ first.class artiole. If they can
find 8 good braed, who on less food will
make them at least 100 {bx moro butter
per year ne compared with the native or
grade Short.-horn: or grade Devon, they
will find that it is the muost projitable use
to which they osn put those portions of
their farms fitted tor grazing.

Experience has ehown that whena
farmer(oot by nature & lazy orslovenly
man) becomes possessed of a half pure
bred cow he becomes more interested in
whatever particular line he has purchased
her for, be it milk, bttecur or heese, and
as a consequence thu cow becomes uncon-
sciously to bim an.educator.

WINTER DAIRYENG.

S one has illustrated the course of
the markets for dairy products thronghout
the year by a rope suspended by the ends
to opposite points, and sagging in the mid.
dle. The height of point of attachment
represents prices at the beginning of the
year, and the sag tho decline to mid-sum-
mer, after which they begw to climb up
again, In view of tho facts representad
by the illustration used, which certainly
approximates sctual conditions, the ques.
tion af winter dairying, which has received
1o little of attention in the past, is worthy
of still further consideration. Tho com-
mov practice among dairymen is to keve
the cows come inin epring,so as to be
fresh on the early pasture,  Winter dairy-
ing would chenga the time for the ¢ows to.
come in till fall. aftec the beat of summer
ond annoyanca.of flies are mainly over.
There are many thwogsin favor of winter
dairying worthy of consideration, among
which-are tho following :

Daring winter the farmer has more leis-
usc anl can give more time and better
care to his herd and to biz dairy, if 2 pn-
vato} than during the burry and rush of
mminerfagm work.  His dry-seocon for

his cowa would come at tha season of the
yenr when ho bas the least timo to devote
to them, and also when their products sell
for tbo lowest prices in the market, while
tlo highest prices would ba realized when
the dairy was turning off the largest pro-
duct. The fresh feed of spring pasture
wounld serve to keep up a full flow of
1ok till the timo for drying off came and
the cows would be dry at the senson when
tho pasturo is shortest, DBut winter dairy-
iog, to be profitable, involves the feoding
of suitable food, not only for milk, but for
butter production,,aud on thia point some
recent cxperiment nado by Dr. Sturte-
vant, at the New York exporiment atation
thow that not only does the quantity and
quolity of tho food exert itsinfiuouce upon
tho butter product, but that the power of
the churu to convert the fats of the milk
into butter largely dcpendn upon the
character of tho food. Dr. Sturtevant’s
experiments abow 1ho following reaults :

Actual fat -jin 109 #mimds of Wixed
milk froma lot ¢fgows, fed on, dry hay
aud grain in April, 6,18 pounds; Patter
obtained from the .damb, 405 ponnds.
Actua] fat in 100 pounds o mil¥drom tho
same cows when *fed pn obsilage a4 grain
in Marceh, 137 ppunds. . Buiter obtsined,
136 pounds, Whon dn good pastursge.
alono ini May 100.pounds of the milk con-
tained 113 pounds of actual fat and
yiclded 1.21 pounds of Dbutter. Similar
cxperiments wera contivucd with a single
caw , with the following results from 100
pounds of her milk .

Wheu on dry feed (hay and grain), ac-
tual fat, 4.76 pounds; butter obtained
423 pounds. F¥ed on corn, ensilage and
and grain, actual fat, 4.42 pounds; butte:
obtained, 430 pounds. Fed on ensilage
alone, actual fat, 3,93 pounde; butter ob-
tained, 3 95 pounds,  Oa grass pastmrage,
actual fat, .64 pounds; butter obtained,
4.75 pounds,

Dr. Sturtevant saysin regard to these
experiments, “it will Lo at onco noticed
that the practical application of this mat-
ter, so far as it proves true concerns, moat
those who follow winter dairying, the indi-
cation is that therois pretty heavy loss of
butter in aoy berd kept in winter quarters
entircly on dry feed. Should future investi-
gation verify tho facts now presented, a
supply of succulent food for winter usge
will become a necessity to economical
dairying. ‘This food in our nathern states
must be in the form of roots or ensilage.”
Suuiiar experivients were made by Major
Alvord, of the Houghton farm, who gives
the results as follows: o )

FRUIT.

Tho cholera scaro will causo imany peo-
ploto abstain from the use of fruit and
freeh vegetables under tho idea that their
ues is unsafe. Dcoplo in the citics who
obtain their supplies from the markets in
which the proceaes of decay and decom-
position have already act-in, may not be
uawise in largely ditcarding such fruit and
vegotables from their tabley, but the Tarm-
er or-villager who grows his supplics and
obstains thom fresh from his own garden
or orchard, nced not havo any such fear,
especislly if he uses them in moderation.
No more wholcsome articles of diot can bo
foungd than fresh fruits aad vegetables in
their scason. They are just what nature
demands for tho system, The watermelon,
picked UVeforo it is vipe, shipped & thou-
sand milein a filthy car, and afterwards
oxposed for daysin the market, often re-
scris the abase it has Leen subjected and
avenges itself upon the final consumer by
creating a disturbance in bis internal econ-
omy. DButthe melon grown in the garden,
picked in the morning with the dow on i*,
nlaced in the cellar or ice-box to cool, and
brought to tho table crep and with all its
pataral flavors unimpaired, has no such in-
jurious treatment to resent, and may bo
partaken of not only with pleasure, but
with impunity.

Can., Fansen—Does the barbed
wire feucing pay 7 Some 1may say wost
assuredly it does, since it combines most of
the sdvantages requiite to a complete
feuce, which may be termed durability,
neatness, .strength, aud cheapuess, being
impervious to firo and water, and wmany
other points may be claimed iu its favor,
since it coables prairie farmers to fence
their fields where it would bo well-nighim-
posuble if they bad to depend on lumber
or rails for that convenience. Lint a3 the
old phrase goes, thera is absolutely nothing
that combines advautages, and from what
personal knowledge I bave of tho use of
barb wiro it bas its full share of disadvant-
ages, and it bas certainly been a dear lux-
ury in the way of cheapness to a great
mauy at least, as I doubt if there has boen
a single commodity brought on the farw
that bhas caused more mortality among
Stock than this same indestructible barb
wire fecce, and I cap call to mind a ecore
or more of horses in this vicinity that huve
been horsibly mutilated. Ope farmer in
particular has three at present that arn
mutilated in a way that would have done
credit-to artilery, as some of the gashes are
five to twenty inches long and Jook to bo
two to four inchea deep.

fence,.as his best stock, owing to t!leir
greater action, is most liable to run agaxuit
it with the most force and consequently is
dsmaged in proportion, which is usually
 done ip the dark by the younger stock
playiog or running cach other. Buat some
may eay, let them kecp away from t:he
fence. Dut then it is too lato when the in.
jury ie done, and the animal ever 50 valu-
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able may bo crippled for life, Neither i
the lota to bo catimated totally in tlis dam.
ago done the animal, but yourloss of time
in drexsivg the wonnda as well as thé use
of the anfial, and if a1l other parts o the
United States havo fared as badly as {bis
district has in proportion to the amount of
the wire fenco used, there cerlainly has
Leen a long list of casuallies among dumb
animals tinco tho advent of the batb winy,
aud 1t can only bo coneidered dangerous at
best, and alf {ho precautions should be
taken posalblo if it is botind to be nxed, to
ptovent accrdents that arc almost ceflain
to happen.

But 1 believo that & great manyof the
accidents may bo avoided if a plank is used
next the top wire and made plaiuct as an
objsct of defence by being whitawashed or
palnted, which may help to make the ferze
a little less. dangerous, as no animal is
likely to run agaiust an object with full
forco that can be scen at suflicient dirtance
to give tLew time to turn out out and
avoid it, and an ounce ¢f preventivu may
be worth several pourds of cure in this
casc, Alax,

FRUIT GROYING 1X MANITOBA,
Tne following letter appeared in the
Canadian Horticulluris,
SIr,—1 sco that grave doubts are cnter-
tained as to our Great North-West over
becoming & fruit prodecing country, and
that iu conscyucnce many are very reluc.
tant to leavo the (ine fruit growing regions
of Ontario for a land fon which they may
never have the pleasuro of raising the very
hardicst of appler. I inuet confess tho
picture has & sorrowful appearance. I beg
to state that I have bad some experience in
that very interesting cruntry and submit a
fow facts for your cousideration: Two or
three ycars ago, cu rotfc, for Battleford, by
the way of Winnipeg, Inke Winnipeg, aud
the great Saskalchowan River, 1 bhad to
atay a fuw .ays in Winuipeg waitiog for
tho steamer, and while there I waundered
about the city in different directions ; one
of my raiables was up Esst Biallandine
street, in which was the residence of M.
Ballandine, and in his garden are a few
apple treea, perhaps about eix feet in
height, and say two inches and a half
through tae stem, with just enough live
"wood in them to let you see that they are
alive, their appearance would indicate that
most of the wood that was made in the
summer was killed in the winter, a3 the
trees were full of dry limbs and presented
a wrotched condition, but when you take
into consideration the low black soil in
which they were planted. you wounld al-
most wonder if they would thrive even
in Oatario.
Having been some time criployed as
Farm iastructor on two different Indisn
‘reservee, in tho vicinity of Battleford, and
lastly as Farm Instructor to the Industrial
School ¢f that placo, Thave bad the oppor-
tumty of seeing young seedling apple trees
growing in a very thriving condition, two
years old, and Ithink in one case thres
years o', [ did not see a dead branch eon
any of them, and they appeared as vigor-
ousas any I have eeen in Ontario. The
landsin \bat part of the country are high
and rolling, and altlough farther north
and west- than Wionipeg, the winters are
not s cold, and then not bsving much fall’
rains the wood gets thoroughly ripe Yefore
the winter sets in, so that taking all things
into consideration I should say thatcountry
is abont on apar with the carly days of
Oatatin, when the early settlors brought

their apple seeds fiom the States and hed
fine fruit, as it was many a loug yesr bo-
fore a grafted tres was aver seen intho
conatry.

Laat year we had a alight frost on the
%1st of August, which was very uncom.,
mon, but uuprecedented frost prevailed all
over Ontatio at the same time. The year
before we bad no frost until the moraing
of the 8th of September, and very alight
at that, and then again on the 28th a little
heavier, but not the slightest sumnier frost
in June, July and Auguast,

Small fruits,stich as the wild blackicur-
rant and the wild red’ cufrant, snd rasp-
berries aud steawberzies ave uf Iarge size.
Mr. Scott, of Bittloford, said he weighed
bia fruit, carrants, which amounted to sixty
pounde. Ioften saw them when growing,

of garden vegetablgs, with & grest variety
of flowers. Ha saked me what I thought
of bis garden, or did I expect to sece such
in the North-Weat. I told him I was most
sgreeably surprised sud wished sorue more
Ontario people could ses it.

Au Interesting Letter frum un Xnglish
Correapongent.

Eviron CaNApiaN Fanmenr~ I bave
Leoe in the great world's metropolis and
wandered through its maze of smoky,digy
streets ;I have visited Brighton and
lookad upon the duze of fusbion, and the
constantexcifeinent of a fashionable water-
log place ; I Lave rested at quict Edin-
burgh, stood in the coollng shade of it
great castle, walked through the willow
shaded avenue of Hsenchamting meadows,
and drank at its founatains of the refresh-
ing waters from the distant Pentlands, but
{o my rounds U huvevisited nothiog which
so rcminded me of homc, or held me with
such enchanling Intercst as ihe Eoglish
Qlifton, where I now write this brief lctter
to you. Bristol Is an unclent city, and it
was the home of my father's fathers, and
hence my visit to tbis spot, not cagerly
sought after by American tourists. ‘L'bere
ls, lowever, plenty here to iuterest the
traveller. Bristol was ot always as it ls
now ; only a timo ago It was the second
city in the kingdom, aud a seaport in
which three times as much shippiag was
received as at Liverpocl. Who has not
heard of Avon and its tides of pearly fifty
fect? Its church of Mary Radcliff is
pretty aod the Grand Guildhall, Luilt i
tk  imposing architecture of the Tudor
pentod Is attractive. T was permitted yes-
terday to visit the spot where lived, in his
catly days, that great navigator snd dis-
cover, Jobn Chiabot, whose ship was the
drst to touch our American coatinent,

But it is not Bristol proper about which
1 had intended to write, but ratlier about
Chifton, one of the suberbs of the city.
The word Cliften §s famillar to your read-
ers, and now as I write it I thiok of the
romnatic spot which I have so oft visited
in the past and which I tyust to re-visit at
no distant date. The Eoglish Clifton (I
glve it that-aame to distinguish it)is only
a little less strikiag in its physical wonders
than the Canadian Clifton. It stands in
the southern acélivity of a steep cliff and
is overlooked by the stupendous St
Vincent- Rocks. which tower three hund-
ted feet audiare erowned with an nbservas
tory a bundred feet high, from which dizy
heght you are permitted to look down’
upon the gentle Avon whicli passes along:
gently. slmost noisclessly in its course.
Over this decp gorge, through which the
river flows, i3 built a suspension bridge,
very simiar to the suspension bridge

actoss tho grand old Niagarn ‘L'be bridge

“bas a 720 Teet span and stands nearly threo
hundred foet abovathe river. It was be-
gun, 8o I amtold, 1 the latter part of (20
cighteenth century, but was not tluithed
until about twenty years pgo. ‘I'he sconery
arouud Clitton is on a grend scale. The
hot spriogs at the baso of the great St.
Vincent rocks are a marvel of nnture.
‘fhe water is heated 10 over 79 degrees
and pours out at the ratc of 10 gallons {v
oyery fifteen seconds. Its quulihes are
thouglit w Lz mediciual, aad are hence
sought nftor qulte extensively. Theeollege
at this place Is quitean exicnsive affalr
and bas fiftcenacres of landnttached o It
Before returning I may deip you n wo'e
again'uboul sometbiog fn which I may be
particulatly interestod, but forntue present
I will say adicu!

Dustribute peetty hberally over the garden
flat picees of stone or bits of slite or zinc
At cight-fall put o little bran on  cach
fragment, and soon the slugs will cohite
wut from among the plants aud shrubs to
feed upon the brac, \When it 1s dark go
out with a lantern aod a pail contaiving
sotue strong bnne, and  remove the slugs
from the bran-baited- surfaces and place
them in e pail where the sglt and walea
svon will dispose of the pests.

‘Ihere wre but few furms where it will
not pay to keep at least a few sheep. and
the smaller the flock, asa tule, the greater
the proportion of profir realired there-
from. If it will puy to ralse common
sheep it will surcly pay to raise thorough-
bred oues, nod what breed it will be best
to have depeads entirely on circumstances
and surroundisgys, such as location, soxl,
nature of the Jane, nearness to market,
clc. , Whben the land is rough aanb hilly,
and where it s also comparutively cheap
and distapt fromn market, rhe famous Mei-
inos whl be sure to do well, as they are
bardy. vigorous, prolitic and produce good
salableticece.  Whero heavy weiglt, doth
of carcas and tlecee,is desirable we recom-
mend the Citswolds, though they ate not
so sturdy as the Merinos.—N. Y. Heroll,

Sol.ble pueny) proved neatly or quite
valueless, for when appiied in sufllcient

It is well to gote that plants grown in a
frame mado of twelve-iuch boards were
not pereeplibly injured by the pea-beetle.
‘This foscct, though very agile, rarely
jumps brgh, henee in many cases we may
prevent ils attacks more casily in adeanco
than;we cau subdue its injurles after their
ace~ss Lo the plants,

‘t'bis Naltica, is a very limid inseet, nud
when disturbed can be scen jumplog in
every direction from the danger. Thiough
this feature of Ita habils, it may qe pos-
sible to drive it from tho scens of i's op
crations whers its aliobspce is absolutely
destructive to the corp, and then to pro-
tect the plants now freed fom . prescuce
by surrounding the bed with bLoards. As
many of the planis subject to its atlacks
arc grown in beds which supply plants for
tragsplaoting, tns remedy scems often to

10 match,

‘I'ho prosence of the 1adish ty,dnthomya
radicums prevants us from growlng perfect
radishes fu our heavysoil. 59 faras our
observations detormine, nons of the uppli-
cations noted abave is of avail agaiost this
rest.  We noted, however, that in a hed
of tadishes of which the sofl had received
a very lberal wuteling of conl wakies last
gcason, the roots were almost eotive'v freo
from tne maggot.

Wa found also that bi-eulphide of caib-
on applied to tho soil destroyed the mag
gots that had aot yel penetrated the rools,
but the use of this remedy 18 accompanicd
py so many disadvautages that wo thust
consider It in genera) as itnpracticable.

CALY REARING,

Culf reariog might be made much more
profitable thau it is. It is a common prac-
tice to sell calves wWhen only four weexs
0'd, or as soan as it is profituble to dispose
of thent. ‘This practice rids the farmer of
tho calf in a sbort time, Fut does not bring
so profitably a #turn as it should. Culves
should da kept till six wmonths or a year
old. and pe well fed, sv us to welah livo
hundred or six huundred pounds at six
munths, apd ¢ight bundrcd to one thous-
and pounds at one year old.  Such calves
would scil at a price that would well re-
pay the owner for raising them. A pound
of meat can be produced at 2 wuch less
cost by feeding » young animil than by
feeding an olderone.  Carcful experiments
conductea by DOr. J, B. Lawcs, of Lag-
Innd, clearly prove that tho st of putting
on live welght isin proportion to the age
aod size of the aplmnal. 1t ¢nsts much less
to producs one hundred pouads of tlesh by
feeding a thrifty calf than it docs to paos
duce the same weight of flesh bp feeding
a three year old steer. The ulm of our
furmers should be to produce their meat In
thie cheapest possible manoer. and with
tlis object fn view they should feed their
calves well, and fecd them severnl months,
s0as to produce as much Hlesl as passible
and atl a low rate of cost.  Farmers seem (0
suppose that 1o produce lirge fat calves is
very expensive and not protitable, aod
think that they cannat afford to do i,

They associate the (rduction of large
ealvis with { eding of targe quantitics of
sole milk—perhaps giving ane talf two
or three rows 1o foed trom. Such prace
tice. howoever, is not cssentinl in rearing
calves, Itisnet even neeessary ta pive
them all the new wilk from ona cow, only
for the first few bays. Large calves can
be raised on »kim mily and cerlain kinds
of grain and geasx.  T'ie tood must be
properly combined, proportivned aud pre-
parad, and be feed in suflleient quantisjes.
Few farmers feed their calves cuough,
Calves are large feederg,and ample sup
plics must be furnished if the best results
results are to be obtained. It is the extra
food which brings the profit. A large
tart of the food caten 1s used for sustain.
Ing tbe life of the animal, and the surplus
beyond the needs of the system for tlus
pupose poes for the increase of presh,
The mare the foimal can bie madGe ta eat
and digest the more profitadle it Lecomes
to foed it.—Boston Globe.

Salt boiled in water, a pound fo the
gallop, and applied hot through theapread-
ing nose of a watering-pot—*"a pound per
tquaro yard”—was sufficient in the evpai-
ence of an Eoglish gardaner to keep weeds
and worms from pgravel walks for thrco
years. Another experimenter profers sul-
