RANDOM THOUGHTS ON SOCIAL DIFFERENCES:

The axiom that < all men are equal" one of the Kkey-
stones of the American Coustitution, as enunciated in the
Declaration of Independence, is by no means the selt-evident
propesition which, by some, it bas been assumed to be. T shall,
of course, be told that I am putting a wrong construction on
that famous manifesto, that its letter may appear to sanction
universal equality, but its spirit refers only to the status be-
fore the law. There are several ways of coustruing ir, bat,
from the self-assumptions of all our neighbours, it is apparent
that they use the term in its widest possible sense, for,Zac-
cording to them, “Jack is as good as his master” and very much
better.

1t is true that at the Creation of Man it was intended by the
Great Ruler of all things that such should be the case.  Mau
was placed among the beauties of Edun to dress them aed to
keep them, an occupation pleasurable in the highest degree,
and under the then constitution of things, by no means a
work of labour or a task in any way distasteful. There he
might revel among the glories of Paradise, and as he chose,
and only as he chose, tend and care for the bowers and grots
which Nature herself had decked with Heaven-sent orna-
ments. At this period I am prepared to endorse the axiom of
an universal equality destined for the dwellers on this lower
earth ; and, indeed, to assert their pre-eminence over those
celestial intelligences who were but the messengers to those
His creatures whom the Hizhest had deigned to treat almost as
equals. These conditions; however, did not last, for these to
whom a freeand unfetiered will had been given broke through
the moral iestreints by which they should bave been held,
and Man fell from the position assigmed him. From that
time there ensued contests for supremacy, the first of which
culminated in the fratricide of Cain; but it was oot until
the time of Ham that the dividing line of master aund
servant was struck. Since that time these distinctivng
have been well defined, both in Sacred and Profane History,
Among the Hebrews we have found the classes which were
constituted by the Law, the highest among which were those
of the Priestly order, whilst throughout, since the days of the
Kinys, we fiud references to the Princes of Israel aod the
Slave or Servant class. In Greek and Roman annals there are
frequent allusions to classes, with the enumeration of which it
is uvither necessary nor advisable to deal. A similar system
universally prevailed, and exists to-day, except that, with but
a few instauces to the contrary, the slave ciass has been obli-
terated, and, in its stead, remeins that best abused, but in
times of necessity whether national or political, moest courted
class—the labourer, or, as in our days be is best known, the
working-man. It might perhaps be permissible to make a
brief digression to say a word about the classes or rather
castes of semi-civilized India. Here we find the proud
Brahmin at the head, whence follow almost innumerable
gradations down to the miscrable Pariah, or outcast of all
men.  So marked are these distinctions and so scrupulous are
the Hindoos in their observance, that, in a high degree, may
be traced to this fact the great Indian Mntiny by which so
many of our countrymen from the Mother Isles lost their
lives at.the bloody hands of the Subib-:layiug Sepoy. Indeed,
I have been told by a gentleman, an officer iu the East India
Company's service, that, though he had nine attendants, he has
repeatedly had to wait in that climate an almost insuficrable
period for a glass of water, simply because his hewer of woud
and drawer of water was not at the moment to be found, none
of the others being willing to discharge his functions.

All men are ot equal,  There are gradatious of birth, and
especinlly 15 this the case in the Eastern Hemiaphere, where
monarchy and aristocracy exist aud floarish, and are likely so
to do, in that the iustincts which bave been born into the
people and which subsequently have received fustering care,
canuot be smothered or eradicated, for, as has been well said,
¢ the spirit of a nation never dieth.” . To most revolutions
which have occurred, npotably in that ushappy country,
France, the only result has been the slaughter of innocaut
victims, and the consignment to the most dismal obloquy
of the pames of their instigators and the prime actors in
them. . Who hears the names of Danton, Marat, or the bloody
Robespivrre, without a shudder or an execration? whilst
the slightest mention of their victims is never unattended
with a fecling of the warmest pity and deepest regret for their
untimely fate.  In the cage of  France, what was-the final re.
sult? The first Consul Napoleon assumed the Imperial pur-
ple and soon deluged, not ouly his feloved France, but the
whole of Europe with blood, I pass on, only mentioning
the placing by the allied powers of the sceptre of France in
the hands of Louis XVI1I, the abdication of Charles X, and
the entbronemént of Louis Philippe. ‘This brings us to
anotber term of anarchy, when the Vox Populi londly de-

clared itself to be the Vox Dsi, and at whose demands the
terror-stricken Louis fled.- Then followed the massacre of La
Place Madeleine, the election to the oflice of President of the
nephew of the first Emperor, and grandson of the much-
injured Josephine, Despite the cries of Liberté, Eyalite, et
Fraternité, another Emperor stepped on the Throne, in the
person of the President, whose reiga for many ycars was the
most productive of prosperity to the nation whom he ruled.
Lastly came the Fraunco-German war, with tho dotails of
which we are all'acquainted ; the surreader and doposition of
Louis Napoleon, the terrible days of the Comwune, and the
dictatorial sway of Thiers; whom wo have just seen, in bis
late address to the Chamber of Deputies, advocating a Con-
servative Republic. What this anomaly is time will show.

The last great evert in French hivtory is the recent death
of Napoteon the Third, wliose untimely decease cannot but
be regretted on all hands. lo this case there can be little
doubt that history will repeat itself, that his remains will be
removed from Albion to his native France, and will yet
repose beside those of his illustrious uncle, whose dust, after
years of quiet ‘neath St. Helena's sterile soil, were, by per-
mission of the British Government, removed to that land
whose military glory was, with him, a consideration only
sccondary to his own personal venown, For the present
Prince Louis Napoleon, as he is styled inthe latest telegmums,
there is no doubt a great future in store, The trining he is
undergoing tn English eircles witl serve to mature that pre-
cocity for which he is already remarkable, aund for this youth-
ful ¢ man of destiny "—a confirmed belief in which has no
doubt been almost his sole paternal inheritance—thers are no
doubt numerous vieissitudes in store, which must culminate
in his ascending the Freoch threae as the choice of nearly
the whole French populace,

' The case of Switzerland might, perhaps, be urged as one
in which a Republic hus tlourished in Europe ; but this is not
a fuir example, That little Republic may well be dismissed
by being likened to the ¢ Village Pastor,” of whom Goldsmith
has said ;:—
+ Remote from towns ke ran hiz godly race,
Norne'er had ehane'd nor wish'd to change his placo.”

As we have it on this side; men o'ertop each other by their
wealth and the positions they have acquirad through its in-
strumentality  Where do we see this more apparent than in
this very city where every one bows at the feet of Mammon,
the most constant of these worshippers being the men who
are the loudest and most blatant advocates of equality?
Plutus’ command to-day is ¢ Thou shalt not be poor”  How
many cotne short of this, and how many are dung by the
purse-proud under the wheels of the car of the Juggernant of
dollars and cents! Few men of talent can attain the positions
they should occupy in our present social system without
wealth, and how many are there of whom it might be said
with Gray that,

* Chill penury repressed their noble rage,
And froze the genial carreat in their soul ™

Thus these latter have had to assume positions far inferior
to those to which by ability they were entitled.
= There are reasons why men should not be cqual, to some
of which it might be well to allude.  Inequality is & neces-
sity of our manhood, for were all equal under the existing
order of things, there would be continual clashings both of
person and interest.  There are too muny who, like his Satanic
Majesty, think it far

* Better to reignin hell than serve in Heaven.”

They wish to lead, any following, bs it only a corporal’s
guard of brainless idiots, satisfies that ambition which will
not allow them to follow in the wake even of those who are
greatest and best,

Tnequality iz a national necessity. Our country demands

that some should rush to the fore, and not allow a Commune,

the mewmbers of which have no peints in common, except
that of a desire for power and pelf, to seize upon what there
is around them, and, as of old, to cast lots upon it, and for
w aut of agreement to rend all in sunder, and produce a period
of chaos und confusion, worse than that anterior to creation.
While the latter waz only the indiscriminate jumnbling of
inanimate matter, the former would be a direct collision of
intelligences, highly developed for good or for evil, few of
whom have the same or similar wishes and aspirations,

The different sections or classes are at preseat diverse indeed
in their characteristics.  We have men of high bicth and others
of low parentage, a connecting link between whom is formned
which serves as a stone on which to grind off the natural as-
perities of vach—being what is called the middle-class. This
latter is made up of the fallen—shall [ say ? aristocrats. No,
the unfortunate ones whose wealth, for that is a necessity of
greatness, has been depleted, on which account they are com-
pelled to exert themselves to gaio alivelihood,  This class is
also partislly composed of those who by superior intelligence
have risen from the ranks. Another elemeut in the hody is
that which is a product of the two branches which, of course,
combines the finer qualities of the one with the dogged per-
severance and pertinacity of the other.. In Canada we have
Do aristocracy, our upper-clasg being the wealthy middle
men who, too often, it is to be regretted, on account of
the wealth and honours, civil and political, of which they
have been the - objects, drift away and lose them-
selves, their last state being worse than the fiest.  The
widdle-class men are to-day the power in our State; they
conduct our commercial affairy, project and direct our rail-
ways; manage our banks, and fith all the offives of Church.and
State.  They are the typical class of shop-keeping England,
Through them we enjoy the civil and religious freedom which
is ours tw-day, and by which alone the mighty fabric of that
most glorious British Constitution exists,

Of late the star of the working-class has been in the
agcendans, and the question of their rights ‘aad position
is one with which each one of us in some.form or shape
will havei to deal. . Here, where our institutions are in-
tensely Democratic, where the Liberalisrmn and Chartism of
England are thrown completely in the shade, by means
which have not the objectionable features of similar instru-
mentalities in days gone by, thé men have to be met fuirly
and squarely, They have rights which are and should be re-
cognized by all right-thinking and conscientious men, but by
means of politicians and Jdemagogues who desired their votes,
their feelings have beeninflamed to such an extent, and their
demands so increased that their truest and best friends fear
the result, ng those who see through this thin coating of phil-
anthropy are determined to leave no stone unturued to make
use of it, Iu the course they have pursued both parties have

—

adopted a policy which must prove most disastrous. The men
will find to their cost that they have been lified up above
themselves, whilst the employers will have to suffer all the
inconveniences aud annoyances arising out of those assump-
tions. - This difficulty, it would seem, will not be surmounted
until another of - the many open ruptures between capital and
labour has been fought out, and by force of circumstances, re.
gulated by supply and demaud, each one learns that the in.
terests of the other are precisely identical with his own. Ay
has been often said, Education is tho great curc-all, and when
its blessings have been fully realized then shall ‘we advauce
again towards the position of Univorsal Equality.

owing to the absence of several of the competitors, who de-
clined to appear owing to the atleged incompetency of three
of the judges., The prize was finally awanled to the only one

We give this week two sketehes dilustrative of mining
operations in the towusship of Marmora,  The girst of these
shows the quartz.crushing mill attached to the Witliams mine,
ou the River Moira. 1t isiu full operstion, and the results
have been attend-d with wonderful suceess, the yield being
equal to 315 and 320 per ton ol ore,. The mill cousists of
twenty stamps, driven by an cngine of forty horse-pow
The ore in which the previous metal principally occurs is
mickspickel vr arsenicai pyrites. It is auticipated that by an
fmmproved process of treatment, of which Protessor Chapman
of the Toronto University is the inventor, o wmuch larger
vield of gold will he obtained, besides cmployving the arsenic
tor valuable vconomic purposes.  The works are distant about
thirty wiles from Delleville,

The subject of the second sheteh is the pit of the Blaiston
iron mines, from which large quantitivx of productive ore
have been extractad. The pitis about 159 foet wide, 300 fuet
long, and 90 feet in depth. On the wist margin is vrected a
steam cttgine, which supplies the power for steam drilting in
all parts of the pit below.,  The engine alzo works « crane by
which the ore ix raised and emptied into the cars for forward-
iug. There are craployed at the mines about 200 men, and
the ordinary rate of production is 200 tous per day, The ore
is usually sent to- Pittsburgh, Cleveland, or Buttalo, where it
undergoes the smelting process.  The metal has proved tolbe
of such excellent quality that the proprietors of the mine are
unable to fill all the orders that come in,

Goldsmith, in that most delightful story, «The Vicar of
Waketield,” describing the manner of some rustics, tells us
“they kept up the Christmas carol, sent true-love knots on
Valentine morning, eat pancakes on Shrove-tide, showed their
wit on the first of April, and religiously cracked nuts on
All-hallow Eve? .

In that curious record of domestic Jife in England in the
reign of Charles IT, ¢ Pepys’s Diary,” we tind an entry dated,
Valentine's Day, 1667 ¢ ¢ ‘L'his morning came up to my wife's
bedside ([ being vp dressing myself) little Will Mercer to be her
valentine, and brought her name written on blue paper in gold
letters, done by himself, very pretty; and we were both
pleased with it.” From Pepys we learn that presents were
invariably and necessarily given to the choosiug party. An
cotry in his diary, February, 1643, records the following:
4This evening my wife did, with great pleasure, shew me ber
stock of jewels, increased by the ring she hath made lately,
a3 my valentine's gift this year, a Tarkey stone set with
dinmonds.”

True-love knots and betrothal rings are, in our opinion,
more approprinte things for the day than the ridiealous cari-
catures with burlesque verses, or the sentim -utal priats, with
a pair of lovers, in gurgeous v, undergoing initintion into
wedded bliss before Hymen's altar, with cupids flattering
ubout like so many quiring cherubim.

Sowe of these 4 valentine rings ™ had love mottors engravad
thereon. Chancer, in his - T'roilus and Uresside,” describes the
heroiue giviog her lover aring upen which afove motto was en-
graved; and receiving one from him in return Shuakespere has
more than one allusion to the customr which s absoluicly
cuacted in his Two Gentdemen of Virona, when Julia gives
Proteus a ring, saying, ¥ Keep you this remembranes for thy
Julia's sake”; and he replies, « Why, then, we'll make
exchange; here, take you this”

Within the hoops of the rings it was customury, from the
middle of the sixteenth to the close of the seventrenth
century, to inscribe motioes or posies, such as

“ IN THKE, MY CHOICK,
1 DO REJOICE ”

“ Joy BE wWITH vou."

£ GoD AROVE
INCREASE OUR LOVE."

Some of these mottoes, though brief) are very expressive,
and would, when accompanied by the gold ring, be more
neceptable to the fair valentine than fulseme poetry, honeyved
with a fuw compliments to her various charms and perfec-
tions, and expressive of the hope that the giver's love might
be returned ; or pages filled with bad poctry nbout Venuses
and Cupids, love-sick shephends, and cruel nymphs,

The nightingale, the thrash, aud the Inrk enliven the woods
with their miclodivus sougs, and with their superb crescendos,
nud dying eadenees and rapid suecession of brillinat sounits,
and, if we could understand the scuse of their tods, cows,
quis, quipios, &c., we should doabtliss discover the expres-
sion of the sensations of these delightiul songsters.  In their
brillinnt bursts, lively delicate thrills, impassioned tones, we
may imagine them saying to their valeatines, in the language
of Marlow :

s Come, livo with mu, aud be iy leve,
And we will nll the pleusuros prove

That hills and valieys, dale and told,
And all the craggy meuntains yiold.”

Or agnin, in the language of Herrick :

¢ Live, liva with me, and thou shalt see
The ploasures Pl prepare tor thee,
The soft, sweet moss shall ha thy bed
With erawling woodbine ovorspread ;
By which the silver-shedding streams
Shall gently welt thee juto dreawms,
Thy feasting tables shall be hills,
~With daisies spread and daflodils.
These, nay. nnd more, thine own shall be
1f thou wilt love and tive with mo.”

But, to teturn-to Saint Valentine, we know but little about
him.: The Kalendar says he was a “ Presbyter of the Church
and was beheaded by Clandius the Emperor”; therefore we
may presume he was a good Christinn, and worthy the prefix
of Saint.

Wheatley, in his illustration of the @ Book of

Common Prayer,” tells us that Saint Valentine was a man of
most admirable parts, and ‘8o famous for his Zove and charity
that the custom of choosing valentines upon his festival,
which is still practised, took its rise from thence. Surely the
learned Divine does not mean to imply the word ga'lantry,
and that in that sense we should understand the word (love.
Be it as it may, thé origin of the choosing of valentines has
not been clearly developed. © Mr. Douce, & learned commen-
tato? on Shakespeare, traces it to a Pagan custom of the same
kind, during tho Lupcrcalia feasts, cclebrated by the Rom ing,
in the month of February, in honour of Pan and Juno. The
anniversary of the good bishop, or Saint Valentine, happening
in this month, the/pious and early promoters of Christianity
placed this popular custom under the patronage of the Saint
to eradicate the notion of its pagan origia.

The discoveries of antiquaries have rendered the receases of
Romish and  Heathen antiquities easy of accuss, and that
respectable body of ¢¢ Dryasdusts” have come to the conclu-
sion that Christiann Rome has borrowed many of her rites,
notions and ceremonies in the most luxurious abundance from
ancient and heathen Rome. The feathers adorning the tiara
having been handed down as a legacy from the Imperial
Eagle.

In conclusion, let us veturn to ¢ Pretty Ophelia,” ¢ The
fair Ophelia,” « Rose of May, dear maid, sweet Ophelia.” And
were we a valentine to any one of our fair readers we should
most heartily pray that she may not be “divided from her-
self and her fair judgin=nt,” and in the absence of ¢“a hoop of
gold, a paltey ring, whose posy was Love me a wd leave me not,”
w:. should, after the fashion of Perdita and Ophelia, present
her with a posy of rosemary,and violets, and pansies,giving to
cach its emblematic meaning, and make them as expressive
as written language in their hieroglyphical sense.

* Rosemarie is for remembrance
Betweene us day and night;
Wishiog that we might alwaies have
You present in our sight.”

Rosemary had this attribute because it was said to
strengthen the memory, and was therefore used as a token
of remembrance and affuction between lovers; the violets,
“ gweeter than the lids of Juno's eves or Cytherea’s breath,”
for fuirhfulness; the pansies for thoughts,

‘I'ux great event of the weok which has elapsed since the
publication - of our last issue is the opening of the Imperial
Parliament on the 6th instant. The Speech, which was de-
livered by Royal Commission, opens with congratulations on
the peaceful relations of the United Kingdom. -~ Allusion is
made tothe suppression of the East African slave-trade qu
the mission of Sir Bartle Frero; the Geneva and San Juan
awards ; the extradition treaty with Belgium ; the satisfactory
coundition of the country, and the subject of education in
Ircland. But on the subject regarding which the most
curiosity was expressed, and perhaps a certain degree of
auxiety was felt, viz,, the progress of Russia in Central Asia,
the Speech from the Throne is most provokingly reticent.
“1t has been fuelt,” it says, ¢ for some years by the Govern-
ment of Russin and the United Kingdom respectively, that
it would be couducive to the trauquillity of Central Asia if
the two Governments should arrive atan identity of view re-
garding the line which describes the northern frontier of tha
Dominion of Afighanistan.  Accordingly correspondence has
passed of which this is the main subject.  [ts tenor, no less
than its object, will; I trust, beapproved by the pablic opinion
of both nations.” «Papers will be laid before yon,” it goes
on, “with relation to awards delivered under the Treaty of
Washington, to the commercial negotiations with France, and
to the northern froutier of the Dominion of Affghanistan.”
This much was known before, and onall hands some indication
of the Imperial policy on the Central Asian question had been
expected.  But on this point the Speech has been obtinately
silent, and we are left as before to surmise what the upshot of
the Khivan expedition may be. Its object, according to
Russian authorities, is merely to chastise the Khan and his
unruly subjects for numerous depredations and violence in-
flicted on Russian subjects.  In this respect it will, itis said,
exactly resemble the Abyssinian Expedition.© After having
taught the Khivans how to behave, the haperial troops will,
to the last man, leave the country.  No attempt at extension
of territory is aimed at, and there is no desire on the part of
the St. Petersburg Government to break the existing friendly
relations with Great Britain., Such are the agsumnees of Count
Schoavalod. It is, however, well that they should be taken cum
grano. The policy of Russia in the East is too well under-
stood to allow of any diversion caused by her in that quarter
passing unchallenged.  Her progress India-wards has always
been charscterized by the extreme caution and stealthy move.-
ment which has beenso well depicted in the Kladderadatseh's
cartoon on the Asian question—Russian snakes entwining the
British Laecoon, with the motto, © Slow but Sure™ Itis
time, if British supremacy is to be maintained in the East,
that Laocoon should be up and doing.

The Laurion mives difficulty is one of which we have of Iate
beard a good deal in the daily press, but with the merits of
which very ew newspaper readefsappear to be acquainted, The
following are in brief the facts of the ense. Not far from
Cape Colonna (the ancient (“Sunjum Promontorium™) lie the
old silver mines of Laurion, whizh at the time of Pericles
were among the most prodactive in the world,  Later on they
were abandoned as exhausted, and at the time of Pausaniag
were no longer being worked.  Until within a very few years
the piles of slag and rejected ore left by the Athenian miners
have marked the spot where the precious meta! was dug from
the carth,  About ten years agoa rich Marseilles merehant of
the name of Roux, conceived the idea of submitting the slag
and refuse ore to & second smelting, judging—as the sequel
showa, very correctly—that by the imperfect process amploy-

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ed by the ancients, much o silver necord.
ingly nssociated with himscif a practical miner, a Sardinian,
named Serpieri, and in the spring of 1863 purchased the
gTass-yrown ore heaps which had lain undisturbed for over
two thousand - years.” A company was formed, roads were
built, a railway was constrneted through the desolate country
lying between Laurion and the const, machinery was erected,
and work commenced in good  earpest, Tha
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support and
protection of the Greek Government were obtained by the
payment of 4 royalty, in consideration of ‘which the Iatter
surrendered to the -compaoy all rights and titleslit might
possess to the purchased property. All went well for a while,
if we except sundry e¢nvions demonstrations on the part of
the Laurton villagers . who had sold to the foreigners what
now appeared to be analmost inexhaustible sonrce of wealth.
The company mét with success that surpassed -even the most
exapggerated hopes and dreams of ity founder,  Wealth was
pouring into its coffurs, when suddenly.  cloud appearad on
For a long time the Greck Government had
looked with ‘cnvibuﬂ eyes npon the operations nt Laurion, but
did ‘not dare to ‘interfere with  the privileges of a company
working under French and Italian protection. In 1870 came
the Franco-German War, and the GGovernment, embholdened

by the repeated défeats of the E‘rchch, and the weakened con.

dition of France—imagining ,to'o, perhaps, that Italy had
enough to do with her home affairg withont troubling about
the rights of ber citizens abrond—introduced a bil) declaring

all the mines and mining remains to bo Government Proper.
ty, tho offect of tho bill to bo retronctive.  Not content with
thus violating its engagement, it further served o caveat op
the company, forbidding further operations, and demandeqd
»tho payment, in addition to thq royalty already mentioned . of
two million francs as part compensation for the treasure ml:cn
from the mines during the preceding year, The company de.
clined to accede to such an exorbitant demand, byt offered
fo give up all claim to the mines on the payment of fourteey
million francs.  The then leader of the ministry, M. Komon.
duroy, was disposed  to accept this offer, but the rapacity of
the people had been aroused, ngd the result was the dismissal
of the Premier, and the appointment to that office of 4 man
who was untroubled by any conscientious qualms, e new
miniater, M. Deligeorgis, insisted upon the payment of tle
two millions, but the company stood firm. Finally the French
and Italian Governments interfered to protect the righis of
their subjects, but for some time without nny further effuet
than the exchange of numberless diplomatic uotes. The ge.
tion of the Greek Government provoked very severs eriticism,
and for some time matters wore a very threatening aspect,
Thanks however to the intervention of the Great Powers, gy
arbitration has been agreed upon, and there is every prospect
that the dispute will be amicably setiled, It would appear from
all accounts that the mining company are likely to come of
second best in the arbitratiou, The Governwment argument js
that the company have transceded the powers given them by
the text of the contract, which allows them only 1o extract
silver frum the refuse ore and slag, and makes no provizion
for the working of the rubbish from the mines, Az it seems
that the company have actnally been engaged in working this
rubbish, the judgment of the arbitration commission islovked
for with much cagerness by the partics concerned.

NEW BOOKs.

Expiatiox. By Mrs, Julia C. R. Dorr, Author of ¢ Sybil Hnn-
tington, &c. Philadelphia: J. B. Lippincott & Co,
Montreal : Dawson Bros.

If the author of this book had made it one half its present
size it would have been readable. As it is its perusal requires
a greater amount of patience than the ordinary novel-reader
is prepared to give to a work of this kind. The story itself
possesses no particulur interest, The plot, where it is not
weak, is decidedly forced, The dialogue is in many places
intensely wearisome.  But as a redecining feature the author
possesses good descriptive powers. Here and there one comes
upon a bright bit inthe wilderness of reading—an oasix in the
desert, Notably the scene at Clyde Armstrong’s death-bed is
far beyond the writer's average—f{ull of exquigite pathos,
painted with n master’s touch. The very superior excellence
of such passages as this serves to show in higher relief the
general infeciority of the book. With regard to the charac-
ters in her romance of home life, the author has wiscly
avoided the too common mistake of multiplying beyond all
recognition the personages who take a part in the story, In-
deed, if anything, she errs on the other side.  Mr. Armatrong,
who dies at an early stage of the story, his two boys, Elsic, a
muaiden of the idealistic type, loved by both the brothers, Dr,
Bellinger, two Irish servants, © Sister Agnes,” and ¢ old Miss
Rosgiter,” the narrator, complete the list of the * Dramatis
Personm.”  The old story of the passionate love and jealousy
of the younger brother, contrasted with the still, deep affee-
tion, snd forbearance of the elder is told over again. Clyde, who
was Mr. Armstrong’s son by a second marriage, is tainted with
hereditary insanity, which crops out from time to time and
fiually brings him to his death.  During his Iast illoess he is
tended by Sister Agnes, a strange nurse from New York, who
finally turns out to be higmother, Mr, Armstrong’s second wife,
Here comes the strangest—and the most improbable—part of
the gtory.  Mrs. Armstrong was supposed to have died, and to
have been duly interred. A long account of the funeral ap-
peared in the Tribuns.  But she was not dead.  While ina
stupor she bad been taken for dead On the morning of the
day appointed for the funeral, she awoke, to find herself ina
cotin,  She made her escape unseen, and finally became &
professed nurse at St. Eliznbetl’s Hospital. The empty coffin
was digcovered by her husband, who, supposing that the body
had been stolen, hushed the matter up, titled the coffin with
bricks, and allowed the funeral service to be performed over
the tonantless coftin. Then, at the proper moment for effect,
Sister Agnces is introduced on the stage and disco -ers herself,
Senrationnlism could go no further. What can we say of a
story that requires such expedients as this to make it inter-
esting ?

At the doors they halt and sing their
song, which runs: « We ask- but little, a little picce of
chignee, nothing more.  Will you give it 7 [f not, say so and
we will take the fiest born son; we will warm his feet, It is
not much we ask, ouly a picce of chignee twenty or thirty
foct long.,  We will makea fire in the woods, under the shade
of the oak, and hear the song of the cuckoo and the dove”
The chignee to which allusion ix here made is a piece of pork
cut from a newly slaughtered hog with a tail depending there-
from, In these allusions to the oak, the fire in the wood, the
dove and the cnkoo, and the saerifice of the eldest born, the
writer finds teaces of Druidism, and even stronger in the
name La Ignolee, or Guillannee, which are evidently corrup-
tions of au gnillan news, to which cry in days of old the
mistletoe was gathered. - The link is preserved by the cus-
toms of the French peasants, who in Vendome (and possibly
elsewhero), according to M. C. Leber, parade the streets on
New Year's Day; clamouring for their guilannen. . The writer
concludes by saying it iz not a little curious to find, after a
lIapse of twenty-five centuries, in a land five or six thousand
miles from the original seat of the Cymry, a relic of songs
and  customs perfectly authentic, and -ag lasting as Stone-
henge.

Hotes amdl Covvmends,

Stories of clever lawyers extemporizing authorities and
thereby winning their cases are by no means uncommon. One
of the latest of this kind comes from California, where the
sharp District Attorney-General, in examining Mr. Stillman,
who testified to Mrs. Fair's ineanity, asked if the witness had
read “ Stobel on Inganity.” Witness replied that he had, and
wasg politely told that that could hardly be, as no such work
existed. .

The Chatham Board of School Trustees have taken a step
which ig worthy of imitation by the School Doards through-
out the Dominion. At a recent meeting a resolution was
passed ordering that “no pupil shall be admitted to, or con-
tinue in any of the public schools who has not been vac-
cinated, or who is afflicted with, or has been exposed to any
contagious diseasc, until all danger of contagion from such
pupil, or from the disease, or exposure, shall have passed
away, a8 certified by the health officer or public vaccinator of
the town.” The duty of enforcing the resolution is imposed
upon the teachers employed by the Board.

Things are beginning to look pretty ominous in relation to
the maintenance of peace between Germany and Russia, 1t
appears that the Prussian strongholds on the Russian frontier
—Kenigsberg, Posen, Thorn and Kustrin—are to be converted
immediately into first-class fortresscs like Metz and Strasburg,
It i8 said that a sum of 65,000,000 thalers is about to be allo-
cated for this purpose. In connection with these gignificant
symptoms it may be added that the probability of a war with
Russia was a common topic of table-talk with the officers of
the occupying garrison at Rheims recently, and that the fact

_of the immense proportion of Germans in the scientific bran-

ches of the Russian service was regarded with cheerfulness.
Of course they are not expected fo fight against their own
countrymen.

While the ¢ Star of Empire" is, in accordance with the late
Mr. Greeley’s advice, “ going West' as fast as possible, the
Celestials are gradually working their way in the opposite
direction. A solitary specimen of the race has already taken
up his quarters in Toronto, where he works in a tea-store, a
sotiree of great curiosity to the youth of the neighbourhood.
A number of gentlemen in the same city are contemplating
the advisability of introducing * Chinese cheap labour” in the
place of the exorbitantly paid and ill-performed work at pre-
sent obtainable from the majority of the servant girl class.
The idea is a good one, and we trust to see it carried out in
the spring. John Chinaman makes a good domestic if pro-
perly managed, and his appearance in the labour market
would bea boon to maay an over-worried house-keeper, From
Iate despatches we learn that some of the Welsh colliery
owners are about to replace the striking colliers by Chinese.
It is to be hoped that the scenes which have disgraced Cali-
fornia will not be repeated in Soath Wales,

A misanthrope of more than the usual crabbed cast died
recently in London, leaving a fortune of £100,000 sterling,
Thomas Holme was the name of this new Apemantus, and
his calling was* that of a rag-picker. Tt was one of his plea-
santries that he called children ¢ devil's cubs,” and fat old
women he especially hated.. When a packet came into the
harbor he would wish that it might sink with all on board ;
and he even was generous enough in his misanthropy to an-
nounce that it would give ‘him ineffable satisfaction to see
Ramsgate and everything human it contained ingulfed by
some great convulsion of nature. His London landlady gave
confirmatory testimony. He used to throw good meat to his
dog ¢ Bluff ' rather than give it to old and suffering women
Islington he wanted served as badly as Ramsgate, and con-
sidered himself ill-used because there were not more vailroad
smash-ups and railroad disasters for his bencfit. The last
hostess considered herself so scandalized that she doubled his
rent, but the good old gentleman wouldn’t budge, and kept
on there until he died. His last act appears at first sight
rather at variance with the cheerful cynicism which charac-
terized his life. On opening his will it was found that he
had left 850,000 to the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty
te Animals, and various sums to other charities. His rela-
tives, unable to reconcile this benevolence with the misanthro-
py which their amiable kinsman had hitherto practised, have
contested the will on the ground of insanity. Doubtless,
however, there wan~ a good deal of method in the alleged mad-
ness of the deceased, and he derived no little amusement at
the thought of his dear relations’ disappointment.

GOSSIPS ON POPULAR SCIENTIFIC SUBJECTS.
No. ITL.—MzeTEORS AND AEROLITES.

_Lhave zeen the vanlty top of Heavon
Figur'd quite o’er with burning meteors.

Kixe Jonx, Act 3. Se. 2,
The front of Heaven was full of fiery shapes.
Hexey IV.. Act 2, Se. 2.
Are there no stotes in Heaven but what serve for the thunder?
OTRELLO, Act 3, Se. 2.

The precise canse of igueous meteors is not resolved, M.
Deluc aseribes them to certain phosphorie exhalations, which
ascend from the varth, and take fire or become phosphorescent
in the air. Theopinion of Aristotle about the cause of metrors
seums to agree in some measure with that of M. DeLuc.
Kepler belicved them to be engendered by ¢ terrestrial ex-
halations.”

Plutareh in his life of Lysander says :—¢ Some philozophers
tbink that shooting stars do not arise from detached parts of
ctbercoming to extinguizh themselves in theair, immediately
after taking fire ; nor.do they spring from the atmosphere in
a state of dixsolution, in great quantity, in the upper regions ;
they are rather heavenly bodies that fall to the earth, or, in
other words, bodiss withdrawn in some manner from the force
of rotation, and precipitated, not only upon the inhabited
regious, but upon the great seas, whence it comes that they
are not afterwards found.”

These igneous or “ burning meteors”—fiery shapes—have
been noticed by most of the ancient writers on natural philo-
sophy with which we are acquainted, as may be found by the
works of Aristotle, Pliny, Virgil, Lucretins, Seneca and others.
But the peculiarities in the different kinds of them do not
appear 1o have been noticed,

Diogenes of Apollonius mentions a8 star of stone that fell
tall on fire near Fgos Potamos’  In Galatia, Cybele was
worshipped in the form of a stone that had fallen from the
sky., At Fmesis, in Syria, a similar stone was set apart for
the worship of the sun.

These meteoric stones or aérolites of which accurate analyses
have been made and published seem to be made np of in-

Cgredients composed in proportions different from thoss of any
known terrestrinl compound, their composition as found by
chemical analysis has confirmed the opinion that they have
all.one common origin. They are probably formed in our
‘atmosphere ; at ‘least that is the opinion of some meteorn-
logists after the result of an examination of all the evidence,

The history of meteorolites has been revived and minutely
treated by Chladni. From this history we gather some notes
of those that fell before the Christian Era. There can be no

doubt, despite all modern scepticism, that the ancients were

well acquainted with the fall of such bodies, as historical fucts:
and Anaxagoras is said to have predicted it, in one instance.
The masses so seen to fall from Heaven were held saered, aud
reccived Divine honours, as in the case of the Ephesian Diaun
which has been supposed Ly some to have been merely a
conical or pyramidal stone which {ell from the clouds—a
meteorolite—sce Barnes's Notes to the Acts of the Apostles,
Chap. xix.

A thunder stone fell in Crete and was held in veneration ag
the symbol of Cybele. The sacred shicld that fell in the
reign of Numa, The black stone kept in the Kaaba at Mecea,
The thunder-bolt hard and glittering, from which the sword
of Auntar was fashioned.

These terrific thunder-bolts of Jupiter scem in general to
have come down to the earth accompanied by such loud ex-
plosions, blazes, and other circumstances as in a less degree
attend the larger sort of fiery meteors.

At four o'clock, in the afternoon of the 13th of September,
1568, there was seen at the village of Luce, two leagues from
Chartres, in France, a dark cloud, from which detonations
were heard, and these were followed by the whistling or hiss-
ing sound that accompanied the fall of a Llack stone, which
nearly buried itself in the soil, weighed seven pounds and a-
half, and was so burning hot that no one could touch it. The
stone that fell at Angers, June 9, 1822, was attribated to a
beautiful shooting-star seen at Poitiers. Humboldt relates
that this meteor had the effect of a Roman candle in a display
of fire-works, and left a train in a straiyht line of such glowing
brilliancy that the light lasted for several minutes,

Thus we see that there are other #stones in Heaven but
what serve for thunder.”

In October, 1854, Sir J. Herschal quotes a deseription of an
extraordinary and remarkable meteor that was seen at Hurworth
in October, 1354 :—% A globe of fire, at least double the siae of
the moon, it was as red as blood and shot out sparkling rays,
which were marked out in sharp outlines, and drew after it a
long trail of light of the most beautiful limpid golden
colour.”

M. J. Schmidt, Director of the Athens Gbservatory, records
a shooting-star which surpassed Sirtus in splendour; it shed
a “lizht so extraordinary that all the stars were eclipsed,
whils the city of Athens, the country and the sea looked as
though on fire. The Acropolis and the Parthenon stoold out,
s dead greenish-gray in hue, against & back-ground of golden-
green sky .

The most imposing display of shooting stars on record oc-
curred on the 13th of November, 1333 —sce Uhambers's Book
of Days. It extemled chicfly over the Hmits comprised be-
tween longitude 612 in the Atlantic, and 1602 in Central
Mexico, and from the latitude of the great likes of North
America to the West Indies.  From the appearance prosented
it might be reganded as a grand and portentous display of
Nature's Fire-works,

“ The vaulty top of Haunven fizrurcd quite n'er with harning
meteors, and the front of heaven was full of tiery shupes.”

In many parts of the conntry the people were terror-struck,
imagining the end of the world was com»; whilst those whose
education and vigour of mind prevented them from yielding
to such fears, were, nevertheless, vieidly reminded of the
grand description in the Apocalypse,

 The stars of [leaven fell ants the earth, even as a Gz tree
~asteth her untimely figs, when she is shaken of anighty wind.”

Philosophers have attempted to put these shooting-stars out
of our own system into space and make of them considerable
bodies : left out of the planets, it should seem, at their for-
mation, and waiting to be picked up by our Earth in its tra-
vels: or even performing a cometary revolution about it, and
crossing its path in the heavens in the month of November
in greater pumber than at any other time of the year. We
need not go 20 far to account for them, sad even fo- larger
meteors—these  shooting stars’ are for the most part elec-
trical scintillations, drawn forth by the differing state of Jdiff-
erent regions of the atmosphere : they may be seen todescend
ona group of thunder-clouds in the horizon, while the tempest
is in full activity below—and they have beea found also to ac.
company the Aurora Borealis. Their relation o the difering
stat:s of the atmosphere above and helow them is manifest: they
appear before wind and proceed towards the quarter it isabout
to blow from. They are generally seen in the intervals of
showery weather, and are most prevalent before the oceurrence
of high wind : of which they have been considered by Aratus,
YVirgil and other writers, as a certain prognostic,

“ Swift as a shonting-star
In autumn thwarts the mghe, when vapours firod
Impress the air, and show the mariaer

Cavallo attributed these fiery meteors to electricity ; but it
is not easily reconciled with the variety in the colonr of the
light of meteors, their scintillations, and the prismatic colours
sometimes observed in the tails of the larger sort. )

Some have considered shooting-stars as bodies projected
from the moon, and ignited in their course, Moteorolites too
have been considered a3 similarly projected from the moon,
and have thence received the names of Luaar Stsnes And
this opinion has grined snpport by their annlysizs which oy
not corresponsd with that of any kuowa torrestrial componnd,
Biot, in his Astronomie Physique, and La Place, in his Systome
du Monde, seem rather of this opinion,

One of the most probable theories as to the natnure of shoot-
ing-stars is, that they form part of the solar system, revolving
round the sun in the same manner a3 the planctoids, but both
infinitely smaller in gize, and subject to great and irregular
perturbations, The latter eanse brings them not unfrequently
within the limits of the Eacth’s atmosphere, on entering which
they become luminous from the great heat and violent cora-
pression their transit occasiong,  Having thus approached
the Earth with great velocity, they are as rapidly again with-
drawn into.the realms of space,

The information in this goskip about meteors is 8o much
conrdenzed, and perhaps not very clearly arranged, nevertheless
it may be of use in directing the miands of some of onr readers
to a philosophy of a higher order than that of Touchstone’s
shepherd, who knew « that the property of rain is to wet, and
of fire to burn; that good pasture makes fat sheep, and that n
great canse of the night is the lack of the Sun .

BOOKSHELVES,

Lord Bacou speaks of a man who marries and has children
as one who has given hostages to fortune, The image s much
more applieable to the man who frequents bookshops and
collects in time a lurge nud costly libeary. The largest funily
and the most incompetent wife are manageable, portable, and
quite inconsiderable matters compared to a large and precious
collection of books, Children and wives can mostly walk
about more or less, in and out of a house, and into a carriage
or train, And if they get wot and -damp they can dry them-
selves, and they will not let the most jolting conveyance dam-
age their backs—in - all which particulars they differ from
books. It is strange that Lord Bacon should not have given
weight to these considerations.  Perhaps the fact that his
books were & comfort to him and hig wife was very much the
reverse accounts for his overlooking them, And men were
more stationary -in those days, and did not so often hava to
contemplate the removal of & houseful of books, In these
focomotive times the feat has to be necomplished not unfre-
quently ; and a trial it i3 to a man’s nerve, endurance, and
stock of resignation, :

1t is, on theso accasions of removal, bad enough under any
circumstances that the whole value of bookshelvesisrevealed
to us.  Their silent, unobtrasive serviee, which we take for
the most part without thought, is apt to makoe ns ungratefully
forget that withont them we might have books but we conld
not have a library. The breaking up of a library is the taking
to picces of an organised thing. It is dissection, almost vivi-
section,  The library as library for the time being censes to
exist, and in place of it we have nothing buat heaps, bundies,
or boxes full of books.  The ordered and disciplined array of
a well-bound literary army has been exchanged for (ronfusion,
disorder, and almost mutiny.  The picked corps in russia and
moroceo, the inferior forees in calfy have all been broken up
their compact and serried ranks, regular and imposing as the
spears of & Macedonian phalanx, are dissolved into a demorn-
lised and crestfallen mob of seattered volumes, a tout, a sauve
qui peut, of the biblieal host,  The owner of the host ity
amid ruing, more pensive than Marius amid the ruins of
Carthage, for he has two reffections which the great consal
had not:; he is moest likely the canse of the ruin himself,
having brought itaoout by change of residence seeondly, he
knows that he will have to re-edify the building which has
been destroyeid, to evolve a new cosmos out of the chaos be-
fore him, aad he must be very buoyantor very isexperienced
if he is not depressed,  Dat bofore wa come to the reconstrue-
tion of a library, its packing and transport deserves a few
words.,  We never et o {air idea of the physical bulk of books
till we take them from their shelves awl begin to pack them
up : we then also realise their cnormous weight,  How are
they to be transferred when their number and the distance
they have to go are both considerable?  Carpenters can no
doubt make packing.cases; but this is not only somewhat
costly, but the article sapplied is generally necdlessly balky
and heavy, and the eases after theremoval are at once useless
and an intolerable lamber. The trade, which very likely
knows the best thing to be done, uses discharged ten-cheats,
and perhaps there is nothing better attainable,  The tea-chast
has muich to recommend it as a means for carrying books,
It is masde of very thin but very tough wood, such as no native
carpenter could turn out. On the other hand, it ia apt to
present vicious nails which lacerate backs anid bindings, and
inflict ghastly wonndson margins and leaves, and it gencrally
lacks a cover, which hns to be supplied of brittle and flimey
denl, Sl the duanend for ol tea.chests proves that up to
the present time they have no rival in the teansport of books,
and rowetimesit is digicult to procure them,  Generally they
can behad for a shilling cach,

but painfulas may be the dismaatling of a library it is
nothing to its reconstruction,  When books in laree num-
Lees have arrived at theie new home, we realise the task be-
fore us of putting them up. We may have bronght book-
cagen from the old honse bt ten to ong they will not fit the
new rooms.  And if by a miracle they do, in what < admired
dizarder” are our treasures presented to us! Folios and
pocket editions side by side, quartos and octavos in adulterous
and forbidden conjunctinn,  However, they must be got out
awld up somehow, or the house is not habitable, and then you
are mades aware of the tyranny of possession which books can
display.  That Plantus, which you put on shelf B merely be-
cause he was an octavo, and you happened to have come upon
a run of octavos, and you must fied a lodging for him
somaewhere, has noright to b there where he is. He is cheek
by jowl with Kant and Hegel, and you vow he must find
another place nmong the Latin classica of the dramatists, if
you classify by subjects, © Yet unless vou are one of those
overpowrringly energetic people who never put off anything,
the chances are he will maintain his position against you for
a long while.  You can easily pull him out, doubtless, but
where is he to go?  Your classicnl shelf is chokeful 5 andas
for the dramatic shelf, Dyce’s Shakespeare and recent curiosity
about. the Spanish drama have made it hopeless to seck a
refuge there. ‘Another trial awaits the bibliophile who has
vielded to the too tempting attractions of amall Pickerings,
Didats, or even of the Bibliothéque  Elzevirienue, These
gems of typography are the vermin of libraries, The tiay,
impounderable tomer casily escape the disciplino which their
heavier colleagues submit to. . On any ordinnry shelf they are
lost.  And then where i8 one to put them? 'The natural im-
pulsesis Lo send them ap to the npper shelves—to the atties
of the book mansion,  We: cannot have them on the cou-
venient level where books in daily oxse nre lodged.  And yot,
np aloft there, they are ont of sight, and their minute bean-
tivs are wasted and distignred by dost and cobwebs,  Poarhaps
the best plan is to have them, like any other curiosities, in a
cabinet or on the table, if the latter can be kept frue from
new poablications.—Pall Mall Gazette,

The snuy
houses sre unreasonable, and the reasonnble
houses are certainly not snng. A snug house,
you say, “ that is an casy phrase, but what is
your idea of asnug honse 27 Wellp my iden
of a suug house isa light, cheerful house, in a
respectable locality—that i whut all the wd-
vertisemetits of the house-agentz say—with
about six nice rooms besides kKitchen, and not
g0 far from the city that after going to the
oftice, the store, or the market and walking
back, one is tired oat for the rest of the day.
I know that there are cars, which are a grest
convepienee it is trne. Buot then the cars
den’t tun everywhere——although why they
should not [ don't kunow——and besides one
docs not always want to ride, and then it
every member of the family rides regularly,
the onst at the end ofthe year makes a hole in
the purse, and materially affects the family
borderet, Gue gtreet is too zrand, another too
small, one is too busy, another oo dull) and
altogether the whole affuir is very nvarly
heart-trenking, 1 would say iU was heart-
Levaking, ouly perbaps some gentleman may
reawl this ladies' colmmn wnd sneer, and /uy—
fadue !

One Lady shows you all
the good qualities of the house, asarres you
thiat it ix womest comfortable dwelling, nover
feaks, is the easicat honse she was evey tnoor
Kevping warin—in fact praising it np to snel
aw extent that yeu hegin to wonder why she
wants to get rid of suech adesivable abode,
Viagne guspicions puss throngh yone mind
that she must get a premivm from the land-
lord for letting it oft ; but perhaps it is only a
triap to cateh you into saifering the same in-
conveniences that she has found, aud the ofd
Adam—or the old Bve which is it 7—peeps
ont.  Another lady tells you of all ite bad
qualitivs ; that the honse is fall of dranghts,
that there uever was such a place for rass,
that as for the mice no cheese is safe from
their depredations, that all the water tips
leak, excepting when the cisternis so bad that
yon have to wurn off the water; that to keep
it warm costs all your money and bothers out
your life, and that altogether it is the most
wiseralile honse to which her. wretched fate
ever seut hers Some receive you pleasantly
s show you' everything politely  enougi.
Others show yotr everything as well, bat they
show also they think it vers hard fndecd that
you should come peering into theiv homes,
ctiticising their furniture, wondering “whers
the creature got ber taste,” and geoerally
mnking vourself a nuisance, as you certainly
are doing. Dut then somebudy said that man
i a gregarions animal, and surely woman is
one algo, andf so it is the least thut people
having houses to let can do to show vou all
sbout them, and do it also ws civilly and
plensnntly ws they know how, © And then the
tronble is great to you as well as to the,
They have only to go ap and down the stairs
i one honse whilst you have been going up
and down stairs in perbaps a dozeny in fact,
You might just as well have been on the
treadmill, An, well Lwe all have our sorrows,
and must Jo penance more or less in this
world, and.

Then did you ever notice the servant girls ?
] beg their pardon-—the young Iadies who do

us the honour to assist us.in our domestic
concerns ; who are content, or moderately so,
to live a8 we live, to take our money, do as
little -work as possible, and gencrally show
us that we are under the obligation and not
they, In one house we visited we were re-
ceived by a girl who had elegant clothes on
her buck and her hair dressed in the Intest
fashion, with a fringe on her forehead, but
who snon showed the smartoess was all out-
side instead of inside her head—where it
ought to have been. She was woefully stupid.
She did not know how many rooms there were
inthe honse  Perhaps she was not a type of
her class ; let us hope 0. But we must not
trench upon this subject < a committee of lndies
have it on hand, and if they cannot settle it,
the question must be abandoned as one of the
things that will never be known @ on this side
of thesun.”

Then the landlords.  One treats his tenants
as if they were human beings and were not
made only to serve for an orange and be
squeezed.  Another takes just the opposite
course, amd presses and squeezes till there is
nothiog Left of yon to squeeze,  And by the
wiy how is it that the Iandlords have all been
affected  with the fever for raising rents this
year? My fricnds nsed to say that the rents
wore higher here than in most cities in Can-
ada.  But what muost they be now ?

Then why should all this tedious and
wearisome work be thrust upon the ladies.
Surely the men ought to take some share
Inrger than they do now in the hunt for a
house; and [ wonld suggest to my lady rea-
ders whether,as this is the age of associations,
some aocivty shonld not be formed having for
its object the reduction of men to their proper
sphere of house-hanters.

Jut in all scriousness, T feel sure that all
my veaders who have been house-hunting will
uree with me that there is a great scarcity of
pleasant, moderate-sized houses at reasonable
rents,  Large mansions can be had in plenty,
baut houses snitable for a famnily with moderate
means are really very scarce; and it secms to
me that if some coterprising person—and I
hear my gwentlemen friends talking every day
about the enterprise of this city—won'd only
build a few bocks of sach honses as  are
necdued, it would be an excellent specalation.
