" COMBINES AND COMBINES.

Under the above caption a daily evening
contemporary, whose naive and somewhat
pharisaical utferances upon commercial
subjects create yome amusernent now and
then in mercantile circles, endeavors to
perform the diflicult feat of backing grace-
fully out of an unienable position into
which the vigor of itsa denunciationg has
unwxmng]y led it,

For montha past it has been engaged in
denouncing the formation of trade combin-
ations and in pointing out to i{s own satis-
faction that it is only the existence of the
protactive tarifl that renders such associa-
tions either possible or necessary. It has
lost noopportunity of asserting that, were
free trade principles adopted, these organ-
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izations would be at once abolished, and
has endeavored to lay the blame of the ex-
isting tendency to combination among
commercial men entirely upon the
ghouldets of the National Policy.

Unfortunately for the symmetry of this
argument, the latest addition to the ranks
of the much dencunced combinations has
been the egg combine, Now, since eggs
are entirely free of duty, it is evident that
the tariff can have nothing whatever to do
with the formation of this combination,
Eggs can be gent from one end of this
continent to the other without contribut-
ing one cent to the government’s coffers,
and since the dealers in this free trade
article follow in the steps of the protected
manufacturer, and even excel him in the
gtringency of their organization, it is evi-
dent that the 1aboriously built-up argument
collapaes like a pack of cards in the face of
absolute facts; and that our unfortunate
contemporary is left to back down out of its
gelf-made position as gracefully as it can.

Under thess circumstances it suddenly
discovers that the egg combine is not like
other combines, but that it is designed
primarily “to develop fraternal feelings
among members of the same trade and to
protect the interest of its members,” and
ignores the fact that it is simply a trade
organization formed to control prices so as
to pay as little as possible for eggs by bind-
ing each member to pay only the one rate
fized-by the combine, and at the same
time to force up prices upon their custom-
ers by a similar arrangement. Not only
are the principles of the egg combine
similar to those of every “trust” or “pool”
on this continent—they even go beyond
most. The manufacturing associations
aim solely at increasing the price to the
consumer, the egyg dealers do this too; but
in addition they aim algo to reduce the
price they pay to the farmers, Can they
be considered, thenm, a8 in any degree
superior to their much denounced breth-
ren of other commercial bodies ? We think
nof.

The fact is our excellent contemporary’s
sudden change of base is typical of the re-
liance . to be placed upon -commercial
articlus in the columns of the political
press. Because the egg combine is a free

-trade organization it is spoken of as an

association “ to develop fraternal feelings,”

while the cotton combine (founded on |

exactly the same lines) is denounced as a
“grinding monopoly.” The real truth of
the case is that under modern conditions
of trade a certain amount of combination
is not only advisable but necessary in
every branch of trads; whether the article
dealt in be dutiable or free.. The tariff
has nothing whatever to 'do’ with the
formation of combinations, although it
may possibly render their maintenance

- more easy by neutralizing the effect of

cheap imported goods, The modern ten-
dency towards frade organizations is
simply the outcome of the commercial
conditions under which we now do busi-
ness. It has nothing to do with politics or
the tariff, and, as we have shown, any al-
tempt to connect it with either results
gimply.in the discomfiture of the writer.

THE BAIT ACT.

When the announcement was made
that the Newfoundland government were
about to enforce the act prohibiting the
exportation of bait, it was freely predicted
that the attempt would result in failure.
It was then believed that the bait-catching
fishermen could not be prevented from
running cargoes into St. Pierre, and that
the law would prove an expensive farce
by simply fostering an extensive system
of smuggling. Probably had a military or
naval force been used, hampered by the
restrictions unavoidable from the employ-
ment of armed bodies in time of peace,
these predictions would bave been fully
verified, but, owing to the fact that only
the ordinary civil authority was used for
the enforcement of the act, an experiment
which at first sight looked hopeless has
been crowned with complete success.

No doubt preventive steamers manned
by police and captained by stipendiary
magistrates, will appear somewhat in-
congruons to those who believe no author-
ity can be enforced at sea except by
regularly commissioned armed cruisers,
but the record shows that they bave been
singularly ‘successful. The fact that the
arm of civil law clothed -only with” its
ordinary powers, iz sufficiently long to
roach offenders at sea, ju far more dis-
couraging to the bait eatchers then any
number of naval cruisers. - The smuggler
chased Dby blue jackets and marines has

.gome features of romance about his calling

that may stand him in good stead at a
critical moment; but the same man rvn
down by policemen and brought up before
a magistrate, i8 merely a coromon ¢riminal,
and may rely upon getting the full punisgh-
ment of hig offense. The consequence is
that this simple matter-of-fact method of
enforcing the law has been successful
beyond even the expectations of its origin-
ators, and bait smuggling is8 now practi-
cally non-ex'stent.

Bait catching has always been a most
demoralizing business. The bait smuggler
soon added dutiable goods to -hig cargo,
and the consequence was the growth of a
class of men, usually ‘the poorest and least
indus.rious of the fishermen, whosmuggled
both- ways and' thus defrauded the re-
venue, injured legitimate commerce, and
by the every-day practice of illegal acts
gradually debauched the pubiicconscience.
Nof only this, but the mathods of catching
they followed would soon have led to the

extermination of the herring in the bays.
The large seines used for bait purposes en-
close thouaands of young and immatare
herrings, .all_of whom are Ialled, while
only one-tenth are fit for the use they are
taken for. Out of every five hundred
barrels ‘hauled, four bundred are thrown
overboard as useless, a wanfon waste that
is rapidly making itself felt in the increas-
ing scarcity of herring in the bays. The
dend berring'thrown overboard also fright-
on away the fish, Some thirty years ago
it is on record that a tremendous baul of
herring was made at Bay du Nord by two
hundred schoonera. Af least ten thousand
barrels of herring were thrown overboard,
and for ten years after not a herring would
enter Bay, du- Nord, and numberless other
instances of a similar kind can be cited.

All this will now be changed. The
vigorous action of the magistrates haw
considerably reduced, even if it has not
entirely erushed out, this most.destructive
and demoralizing of puranits. The bait
smuggler must now perforce return to
legitimatoe fishing and make up by in-
creaged industry for the illicit profits of
smuggling to and from St. Pierre. That
there will be gome distress among them in
the meantime is of eourse unavoidable.
Men of this' ¢lass cannol be expected to
changs from-a semi-criminal occupation
and become. at once industrious and
honest men, and, until the inexorable law
of necessity “compels them to work, we
ghall hear of starvation and sufering
among their families. But in the long
run the results will prove beneficial to
them -aleo, since we may hope that.with
the abrogatlon of the temptations to in-
temperance and other evils inseparable
from o smuggler’s life, and the substition of
the ennobhng ‘influences of honest toil, we
shall witnessthe elevation of what is now
the least desirable of the population of
Newfoundland fo the ranks of those sturdy
toilers of t.he sea, of whom the country is
justly proud The moral as well as the
purely comuwercial features of the act
must be.taken into consideration, and in
no way, will its onforcoment be more
beneficial to the colony than in its tendency
{o purify the moral code of its fishermen
by sbolishing a dangerous and demoraliz-
ing occupation.

THE INSURANCE “ COMBINE” AT
. OTTAWA. .

It is a‘difficult matter to speak with
patience-~concerning - certain questions
which are looked upon by a few persons

‘a3 seriously affecting the welfare of the

community, at large, when in point of fact
they are merely the result or outcome of a
far more important point, namely, the
liberty of ‘tha subject in relation to' trade
or commierce. * Quem Deus vull pcrdc'rc

, prive demenlat,” which is pretty well de-
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monstrated by those who would endeavor
to enlist the powers of government to put
an end {o trade combinations.- Whether
the so-called “combine ” he one among
the employed todemand a cortain price
for their Iabor or among the employers to
fix {he figure at which they will eell their
merchandige or produce, we maintain the
action in boili cases is perfectly justifiable
and legitimate so long a8 the laws are
regpected and no illegal coercion is used,
In other words go long as a trades union
or g trade combine {8 voluntary any gov-
ornment which takes upon itself to forbid
the same entery inlo a crusade agninst
liberty and endeavors lo drive s coach
and four through “Magpa Chartar.”
Where o combination of labor or trade
becomes 100 oppressive for the public at
large to bear, the true and only remedy is
not government inlerforonce but compeli-
tion under the natural laws of supply and
demand. . Just ag surely ag a labor union
tries to enforce excessive rates for wages
ono of two things will happen, cither eapi-
tal will cease to he invesled in an unre.
munerative chiannel, or else hy continuing
lo work af nJoss finally be wasted till the
result is the same, namely, tho cessation
of employmont. So, in like manner, if a
cerfain branch of commerce charges too
high for the arlicles it dispenses the public
will cease to buy (if no other inarket is
opent) or by purchasing what il cannot
aflord bring about failures and ruin, No
one will deny thal any trade carried on at
2 loss i not only disastrous to those imme-
diately engaged in that trade but also is
detrimental to the whole community, and
innsmuch as fire ingurance is also as hona
fide a trade as dry goods or grocories go if
it is unprofitable the loss canses the public
to suflfer as cortainly (toough for the
moment. perhaps not so perceptibly) as a
logs in the two latter named trades.

Now the Fire Underwriter's Association
is emphatically & voluniary nssociation by

which the companies joined fogether are.

doing their levol best to placa the business
upon a sound basis and make u fair profit;
and there have been agroat many random
and  unsubstantinted statemonts made
Intely both by the press und in the evi-
dence given bofore the committes at
Otlawa. When the Toronto Qlobe exclaims
aboul the extortionale rales charged by
tho companies it simply shuts its eyes to
plain fucts and figures, for taking the
rocord from Lhe Insurance Superiniendent's
report, a mero schoolboy who has mastered
the rules of addition and subtraction must
acknowledgo that the business in Canada
for the years from 1569 o 1886 both in¢ln-
sive Jdoes not boar out the iden of extor-
lionate rates or exorbitant profits. The
total promiums for that period amounied
to 03,732,220, and the losses paid to
$17,267,305, or over 74 por cent, 8o that

allowing 26 per cent. for working expenses,
which is hardly sufficient, we cannot see
that the public bave any just grounds for
complaint; indeed when we take dividends
of the most moderate dimensions into
account it is evident that the business has
been carried on at a loss to the companies
as a whole which js further horne out by
the fact of some eight companies having
collupsed or retired during the years before
mentioned. Again, when witnesses state
before the committee that rates are higher
in Toronto than in other towns in Canada
and that the tarifl offices “boycott” the
non-tarifl’ companies by refusing to write
upon the rigks which the latter take, thoge
witnesses either know nothing of the rates
and roles of the Underwriters’ Association
or speak with malice aforethought, for the
rales in Toronto are ag low—or lower than
those of any other town on similar rigks,
and there ig neither rule nor even under-
standing in the asgociation forbidding the
mombers to accept risks written by non-
tarifl oftices, such heing left entirely to
Lhe discretion of the individual companies
while as a matier of fact thera are plenty
of risks through the country insured in
both tariff and non-tarifl oflices jointly.

The whole evidence given at Oltawa to
prove the Underwriters' Association a con-
spiracy to defraud the public is the mest
flimgy lwaddle we haye ever perused,
while the entire working of the Associa-
tion coupled with the figures are a distinct
contradiction to the charge. During the
five years the tariff organization has been
in force ilg efforts have been used in the
direction of improving the business of fire
insurance, first by classilying towns aceord-
ing lo the protection afforded and secondly
by formulating schedules for special haz-
ards and rating the latler upon their
merits, That these efforts have not been
unsuccessful is showed from geveral towns
having provided better protection, the in-
habitants reaping the benefit by a reduc-
tiou in the rates and also by a largre num-
ber of mills and factories having been
malerially improved and the rates also
lowered, while it ill becomes those who,
under the shellor of the tariff, inaugurated
non-tarifl' companies to steal the business
and afterwards complain because they
were oxpelled for their breach of faith.

In conclusion the rules of ihe associa-
tion are so framed that there iz guite
enough of the competition we alluded to
at the commencement among the. tarifl
oflices 1o prevent rates atrriving toa pro-
hibitory point, and were it not so, there is
nothing to prevent a strong independent
company being started outside the associ-
ation. That this has not been done is the
best ovidenco that rates as 3 whole are not
too high, and on individual cases where
any jusl cause of hardship is complained

.of, the association is alwaya willing lo con-

gider the same in g fair apirit and grant
amelioration when the circumstances war-
rant it~ We cannot suppose that the
government will seriously look upon the
Canadian Fire Underwriters’ Association
a8 an unlawful conspiracy or attempt to
legislate 8o as to limit insurance rates any
wore than it will try to curtail the freedom
in other trade transactions; and while the
evidence at Ottawa recently published
may serve as a kind of advertisement for
a few non-tariff companies, it cannot shake
the experience of the past or throw any
new light on the business of fire insurance
in Canada.—Cox. -

COUNTRY CREDITS.

A winter such as that recently over is
exceedingly trying upon the great major-
ity of country merchants. Farmers, as a
rule, are not over-prompt {o pay for their
store goods, and when a deficient harvest
supervenes the condition of things is truly
deplorable. There are but few retailers
whose notes are considered worth having
who will not make all needful effort fo
provide for the day of reckoning, but the
farmer generally has not been trained in
that way; and -when he has given his
promissory note after the storekeeper has

long and vainly waited for something -

more current, mutters to himgelf .# Thank
Heaven that debt is paid anyway” and
thinks no more about it. Should- the

storckeeper desm it advisable to curtail

his customer's credit under the circum-
stances—aggravated perbaps by a heavy
purchase from the tree pedlar, the organ
or sewing machine man, or of a fast horse
and new buggy, he will find in due course
of time that the store acrosy the way ig
most happy to accommodate the man, now
that his credit at the other store has given
him a fresh start—placed him, as it were,
in a better position—as long as he has
given little beyond his note—and find also
that no time is lost in denouueing him
among the neighboring farmers as a “ hard
man.” The country merchant, knowing
all this—partly, perhaps, from experience
—~—will ratber keep on frusting than. rigk
being subjected to such & boycott, and in
many cases hag no recourse but write  the
wholesale dealer and ask him for a renew-
al in whole or part. The number of these
renewals during the past winter has been
unusually large, and the record of failures

during March and April is chiefly due foa

condition of things brought about in thig
way. What may he called the bye-pro-
ducts of the farm af this season go some
length towards improvewent, and & more
hopeful feeling consequently exists in'all
the principal sgricultural districts. Should
we have a favorable harvestin the older
provinces this year the slraitened store-
keeper may again be able to rest better at

nights, and—~if he has not been persuaded
into" overstocking himself—may resume
his condition of normal prosperity.

ROLLER FLOUR.

.A gomewhat embittered controversy is
now in progress between the advocatés of
thejroller system and those who still pin

. their faith to the old stone flouring mills
as to whether the assertion, 80 frequently
made, that from 10 to 15 per cent. more
flour can be ground from the same quan-
tity of wheat under the new process than
under the old, is really. correct or mnot.
Advocates of the roller system maintain
that as high an average as 90 per cent. of
flour can be ground from wheat under
their method, but, although this may be
true of some few mills, so high a yield
would lead to suspicion that mill dust or
feed was being added to the flour, and
therefore possibly about 85 per cent. may
be taken as an average as against 75 per
cent, produced by the stone process. This
would indicate a gain of .10 per cent. in
favor of the roller system and although
this fact is sirenuously denmied by the
advocates of the stone process the weight
of testimony so far appears to bein its
favor.

- The arguments roller millers put forward
are ; that if no more flour is made by the
roller than the stone, where has the old-
time proportion of bran gone to? And
what:is the reason of the scarcity of * mill
feed”? It js well known that there is
nothing like 80 much miil feed produced
as in the old days, as. is evidenced by its
relatively higher price in our markets
-while flour is lower than formerly, 'This
fact can  only be accounted for on the
ground that that porfion of the wheat
whieh formerly went into feed is now con-
verted info flour. In old days the wheat
wag simply crushed by the stone and con-

* gequently a portion of the berry adhered
to the hull and hence went into various
descriptions of middlings and feed ; but
under the roller process the bull is eagily
and completely separated. As a result
little but bran goes into the feed and
practically -the entire berry is availabls
for flour ; thus increasing the yield of the
more valuab]e product and diminishing
the quantity of feed, and at the same time
improving the qualily of the flour from

- the fact that the outer part of the berry

contains the lurgest proportion of gluten.

It is now claimed that some of the
larger mills require only 4 3-10ths bushels
of wheat to the barrel of flour and we may
fairly take 44 bushels as the average under
the roller system. Under the stone system
we cannot accept less than 43 bushels to
the -barrel as an average, and in - trade
estimates we often see 5 bushels claimed.
Taking then the lowest average of ‘the

roller and comparing it-with the highess of
the stone, we find a gain of 25 bushels of

wheat in every 100 barrels of flour, and if.

we add to this the fact that those millers
whe make poor. grades and .put more of
their product into flour and less into feed
will make a further gain in raw material,
we can easily see that the roller process
appears to have decxdedly the best of the
argument. .

-Of the other relative dlﬁ'erences in the
two systems we do not speak. The argu-
ment at stake between the two factiona is
simply the question of the comparative
yield of flour from a given quantity of
wheat. The argument advanced by some
millers that the decrease in mijll feed and
the increased yield of flour is simply due
to the fact that millers of to-day put into
their flour what in other and more honest
days went into middlings and feed, can
hardly be entertained. “The large flouring
mills have less temptation to action of this
kind than the individual millers of former
days, and ‘we cannot believe that the code
of commercial morality is any lower than
it was thirly years ago. Competition is
too keen to permit of an inferior article
holding its own in the public market, and
the race in these modern days is to pro-

‘duce the best article at the smallést outlay

and not to endeavor to foist a poor flour on
the customer in the hope that he will not
detect the diflerence. Consequently we
can only accept the logic of figures as
testifying in favor of the roller system, so
far as the consumption of raw material is
concerned, until some better and nrore
cogent arguments are put forward in favor
of the stone.

THE GUARANTEE SCHEME,

The tendency now existing to establish
life assurance associations in cooneclion
with purely mereantile bodies hag become
so marked of late as to command & con-
giderable amount of atlention from in-
surance’ experts. Under ihe name of
Guarantee gchemes and Gratuity Funds
efforls have been made to provide com-
mercial bodies with a cheaper and more
comprehensive form of ingurance than can
be procured from a regular life insurance
company. Unfortunately, however, no

“body of men, busily engaged with their own

mercantile business, can expect to compete
successfully with actuaries who have
made the science of insurance their life
study, and whose eflorts are constantly de-
voted tothe tagk of reducing the price of

this inestimable safeguard to the lowest’

point compatible with absolute security to
the policy holder. Consequently, owing to
the inherent defects in the systems these
guarantee funds are compelled to adopt,
their _endeavors have not yet ~been
crowned ‘with the measure -of success
which the earnestness and singleness of

purpose of their promoters would other-
wise have commanded.

Some time ago the Board of Trade in
this city, following up the example of the
Gratuity Fund conneccted with the New
York Produce Exchange, initinted. =
similar comcern under the title of a
‘ gnarantee scheme for the families of
decensed members” The scheme was
originally based upon the assessment
prineiple but the persistent atlacks upon
this syatom generated a distrust that was
{atal to the new departure. So few mem-
bers regponded to the invitation to join
that the promoters were compelled to
abandoun this method, and lhey bave now
prepared a new scheme by which a fixed
anunual premium is to be paid, after the
method of regular companies. Special
rates have been prepared according to a
mortality table with interest calculated at
four per cent., the whole lifo rate running
as follows:

The amotint of g,ratult,y provlded for is
$500 for the first year, increasing $100 per
year uniil it reaches the maximum of
$1000, and in addition to these rates each
member will pay, of course, the subscrip-
tion fee of $6.

In considering this proposal, however,
two serious defects at once present them-
selves to ihe praclical man, In the first
place no medical examination is required
before entry,and any member in apparent-
ly fair health may join. This permission
is in direct opposition to'the experience of
all successful life companies (who regard
the medical examination as a preliminary

“of erucial importance) and will completely

neulralize any advantage to be gained
from basing the premium rate upon the
morlality tables, since these laiter are
made up from healthy lives. Tn any large
body like the Board of {'rade there must
be present members whose family record
or frail health preclude the possibility of
their acceptance as risks by ordinary life
insurance companies, and yet these men
are perfectly eligible for entrance nto the
guarantee scheme, If then these undesir-
able lives are admitted, their presence will
make itself felt by raising the rate of
mortality far above the average provided
for by the tables, and thus the fundamental
principle upon which the fabric'is reared

.will be vitiafed from its' very inception.

In the second place the "~ premiums,
although adequate for the smaller sum
guaranteed, are not sufficiently large in
comparison with the larger sum to provide
for such extra loss, and consequently there

rato. A rodeeming festure, however, is
that entrance is not compulsory, as in the
case of tho American Produce Exchange
fund, and that therefore overy msdn is en-
titled to exercigo his own volition as to
whether ho will become . member or not.

It s to be feared that the defecis we
have puinted out will preclude the possi-
hility of its ultimate success: It may be
doubted, teo, whether it is really needed
in this ¢ity, where the facilities offered by
regular companies are so many and varied.
In & body like the Board of Trade it cannot
be hield to be necessary for fraternal or
charitable purposes; but,” since it
lncks  the odious principle of com-
pulsory entrance, it is by no means 8o
unjusl to the younger members as in the
cago of the American gratuity funds, The
scheme deponds for success upon a sufli-
cient adhesion of young and healthy lives
to counterbalance the oxcessive loss from
aged and unhealthy risks, and as this
adhesion ig perfoctly voluntary the future
of the fund is entirely in their hands. Its
progress will bo watchied with somne degrae
of interest in life insuranco eircles, but that
it will evor prove a permanent guccess is
more than tho generally accepted princi-
plos of life ingurance pornntus to ‘hope for.

RULING STYLES: '

The long expected change ’in the
woather, which took place in the early
days of tho week, produced a beneficinl
offect on the volume of the retail dry
goods trade. The relurn of biue skies and
genial tomperatures would nlone hiave soon
iilled tho stores with spring customers, but
when we add to this the fact that the
great annual hegira of our inhabitants is
just over, and that in consequence num-
berloss purchases are required to fit up
thoir new domiciles, it is easy. {o realize
how busy the past week has -been. The
slreclg ara fairly thronged with lady
purchasers, and the piles of spring goods
lying on the countors display tho nctivity
of trado in this depariment.

It is ovident that the jersey is still ag
much gought afler as ever, if not more so.
Stockinotlle, of course, is tho leading
maderinl but the variety of mukes is con-
siderable and rung all the way from very
conrso to very fine. The grontost novelty
ollered is o jersey of “shot” silk, but the
goneral improssion of the trade is that it
will not prove u suceess as it is certainly
not as pretty ns many of its choaper com-
petitors.

style has an open front with a cashmere or
goft silk waistcoat ingerted, smocked at
the throat and again lower down. The
high collar turns back on each side of the
waistcoat, and hoth it and the fronis are
lined with satin, The braided jersey is
still the staple selling line and seems to
‘have completely driven its beaded rival
out of the market. And in this line a
feature of new styles is that, no matter
what the ground color of the jersey may
be, whether white, myrtle, navy,grenat or
brown, the braiding is either in black or in
a contrasting shade.  Self-colored braid is
not seen on the newest styles and lines
braided in self-color are the remains of last
geason’s stock. The most expensive
Jjerseys are those with open jacket fronts,
showing a white waistcoat Dbraided all
over with gold tinsel braid. These are
are very pretty but somewhat too showy
for general trade. Transparent black lace
jerseys, full and untrimmed, or with straps
of velvet, or beaded from throat to bust
with jet, gold or steel beads, are gaining in
favor, and are much worn for evening pur-
poses, Soft nilk jerseys in cream or color
rule only for the very young trade.

The tailor-made gown still holds its own,
although it ig only suitable to really good
figures. This style calls for a moderate
degreo of plumpness to be present in order
to carry off the severity of the tailor
models; otherwise the wearer will have a
migerable nppearance unless a departure
from the striet model is allowed and the
proper additions are made to bodice and
skirt. In doing this frequently so great
are the alterations necessary that when
the garment is finally accepted it is hardly
worthy the title of a tailor-made gown st
all. On the htest models we notice that
the buttons aTe growing steadily smaller,
but that they make up in cost what they
lack in size. If any waistcoat is visihleit
is simple in character, as the bodice
should be made 8o a8 to avoid anything
thal interferes with the symmetrical out-
line of the wearer’s figure.

New oembroideries are ghown in forty
and forty-two inch widths, They will be
in groat demand for light dresses, and
drapories are to be made of thom to wear
over skirts of white Indian linen, '[rim-
mings are io be in general favor; and
certainly greater skill and taste has been
shown in their manufacture this year than
evor before. Metal and steel passe-
mentories and beads are in great demand,
and gets of steel and iridescent beads
comprising collar, epaulets, cuffs and
plasiron or rovers are selling freely and
coming info more general use. This is to
be & year of trimmings, say the wholesals
buyers, and certainly they have spared no
exertion to make it so.  The only trouble
is the heavy addition these oxpensive

Their beauty we cannot help granting ; but
necessarily from the labor and skill re-
quired in their manufacture their costis
high, and hence the class of trade they can
command is limited. For general trade
they will never be ready of sale, and
hence only those stores catering for the
better class of buyers can afford to invest
in them largely.

THE LONDON AND LANCASHIRE LIFE.

The twenty-fifth annual exhibit of the
London and Lancashire Life Assurance Com-
pany shows that, in every respect but one, the
year just past was the best ever yet experi-
enced by the company. The one drawback
—the falling off in the amount of new business
~—has been the lot of nearly every company
in this country, and is due to the stringency
which has prevailed in many parts of the
Dominion deterring men, who would other-
wige have insured, from availing themselves
of the advantages offered or from increasing
the lines they already carry. In every other

‘item the report shows o most satisfactory

degree of progress. Tho incrense to the com-
pany's funds during the year was $290,000
bringing up the total to $2,674,000 or a total
gain of $1,173,000 in fivo years. Of the
roturns from their Cancdian investments of
$687,000 only $300 was overdue on tho 1st of
January, and in this connection it is worthy of
note that the company have added $100,000
to their funds in Canada. The losses
fall well within expectation, and a very satis-
factory point is that the company has no
losses unpaid. The quinquennial valuation
has been made upon the Hn table with- four
per cent. intorest and the whole of the load-
ing—that is the difference Dbetween the pre-
miums paid by the policyholders and the
“net” premium—roserved ; the result being
a surplus of $270,000 of which $230,000 will
be divided, and $40,000 reserved until the _
next division of profits, The fact that a rate

of interest has been assumed 8o close to the

nctual earning power of the fund which (tak-

_ing both productive and unproductive factors)

may be estimated at 4.15 per cent,, is held to
foreshadow a reduction to 8} per cent. in
making the noxt valuation ; ae it is felt that
this margin though ample, is not sufficiently
large under the circumstances. In the mean-
timo this resolution has been put into practice
by resorving (a8 we have shown) 15 per cont.
of the surplus until the mext valuation and
division, Out of o graded table of seventy
English lifo offices the London and Lancashire’
stands twelfth in order of succoss, although it
is the youngest but soven and has been a_far
shorter time in existence than any of the
eleven competitors aboveit in .the table. The
head offices in this country are moving into
new and commodious premises at the cornerof
8t. John and Notre Dame strects in this city,
and his many friends will be glad tolearn that
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the mennger, Mr. Wiiliam Robertson, has
returued from several months absence in
Colarado much improved in health.

THE CHANNEL DEBT.

The official assumption of the channel debt
by the Government is now an accomplished
fact, and Montreal may congratulnte herself
on having opened the eyes of the Cabinet,
however tardily, to the justice of her claims.
The ground taken up by the opponents of the
measure that the proposition involved unfair
discrimination against Quebec is too evidently
preposterous to carry any weight. A simple
comparison between the revenue of the two
ports is sufficient to show that no question of
competition could exiat between them ; Mont-
real’s advantageous position as head of ocean
navigation having completely cstablished her
commercial supremncy. The ordinary revenue
of cach port compares ns follows :—

Can any argument be more conclusive than
these figures 7 While Montreal is steadily
gaining ground, Qucbec is losing far more
rapidly, but even laying that aside, it is evi-
dent that rivalry betweon a port having a
revenue from shipping of $25,000, and one
with a revenue of $250,000 is altogether out
of the question. The real struggle is between
the Canadifin and American routes, and not
between any two cities, and the action of the
Government was therefore taken on the
broad lines of national advantage and not to
further the interests of any local harbor. The
petty Jjealousy displayed by some of the
thaygeed ” press against tho commercial
metropolis of the Dominion is powerless to
hinder the march of events, and it is felt that
the time has come when the country is called
upon to choose whether the St. Lawronce
route shall be enabled to meet the com
petition of its American rivals or not.

THE HUGHES BROS. FAILURE.

The suspension of the old cstablished dry
goods firm of Hughes Bros., of Toronto (briefly
referred to in our issue of last week), cannot
be looked upon as anunexpected event. The
firm had been in poor credit for the past two
years, it being known that it was only the

assistance of their bankers that enabled them’

to keep their heads above water, So soon
then as it was rumoved that the bank had put

-~ in an inspector to go over their books and

report upon the advisability of granting
further advances, it was felt that-the end was
not far off ; although few expected it so early as
it bappened. The firm is an old one, having
bzen' in business over forty years. The

partners were Patrick and Bernard Hughes

and it is a curious point that the Iatter
gentleman had just deft for England to pur-
chase goods when tho suspension was found
to Lo inevitable. . The liabilitics are almost

entirely to the bank and consist of an over.’

draft nceount of about $260,000 (ot which

about $75,000 is secured), a. discount account

of $250,000, and a special account of $76,000.,

In addition to this the bank holds $18,000 of
Petley & Petloy’s paper on which the
Hughes are liable.  Quiside of these, the
liabilities will fall under $100,000, of which
about $10,000 is owed in this country, These
figures differ somewhat from those given in
the daily press, but they are derivei from
reliable authority and will, we think,
be found to be close to the mark. What
the ostate will pay cannot be ascertained
until stock taking is completed, but the
belief in the trade is that the showing will be
a poor one, and that no more than fifty cents
in the dollar can be expeeted. The liabilities
(outside of the bank) have been decreasing
for some time past, as few merchants would
sell them excopt for cash or with security.
The English houses have been reducing their
lines with them also, except when gunranteed
by their bankers, so that a species of liguida-
tion has been going on for some months back.
Their failure will not affect their customers
much, as for the past year the bank has com-
pelled them to close up their supply accounts
and write off the bad debts which they carried
in their books as asgets. Itisnow said that the
bank had decided to cease further advances
after the Petley failure, but were induced to
continue for fear that in the unsecttled con-
dition of affairs then prevailing in the West,
their suspension might precipitate a crisis in

A sreciaL meoting of the Board of Trade
was held on the 7th inst. to consider the con-
dition of the Cornwall canal. Mr. Hugh Me-
Lennan occupied the chair and briefly told the
object of the meeting. A propeller drawing
cight feot mno'mches har just arrived hero
after pnssmg through the Cornwall candl and
reports thmg scmpcd the bottom all the way
through, Thé water in this canal is drawn
off to supply mills in Cornwall. The canal
has always been the weak point of the St.
Lawrence route and it behoves the Board of
Trade to protect the route. The primary use
for tho canal is for navigation, not milling,
and the mills must go to the wall for the
The canal should pass
vessels drawing 9 feet 3 inches. It was
moved, seconded and carried that, * Owing to
low water in the river and to local causes, it
has beon found that vessels drawing 9 feet
caniot pass through the Cornwall canal with.
out getting aground, thus delaying and
endangering: both vessols and cargoos ; that
as the water in. both lake and river is ex~
tremely low-this spring, and likely to be atill
lower, it will be impossible to get a sufficient
head of water to.supply the Cornwall canal
and algo run the mill power therefrom to the
full rcqmremcnt, and thercfore that this Asso-
ciation heroby urges upon the Government
the necessity and justice of giving precedenceo
to the mwim{lxon interests of the Dominion
to further which the canals were ‘constructed,
by ordering: that no water shall bo drawn
from the Comwull canal for mill :purposes
unless there is sufficient therein to safely pass
vesgels drawing nine feot.”

Taua St. John, N.B, papers statc that o
lively meeting of porsons interested in the
St. John Building Society was held to reccive
tho report of the nuditors appointed to look
into the business of the corporation. - The re-
port was anything but satisfactory. The
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‘annual statement made in December showed a

balanco of assets over linbility to the public
amounting to $76,800. The auditors reduced
this amount to $16,600. The directors reported
asscts $95,000, which expert valuators reduce
to $68,000. The dircctors reported loans
secured by morlgages $84,000. The suditors
find only sceurily for $64,600. The auditors
believe that the amount of this estimato can
be collected und realized out of the debts due
the real estate. This will provide payment
in full to depositors, and allow $16,000 for
shrinkage and expenses. The stockholders,
to whom there is a linbilily of $60,000, will of
course get nothing. The auditors refleet
severely on the management. "They say that
the compuny’s annual reports during the past
thirteen years showed the business of the
socicly to be more favornble than it really
was, and thal m consequence larger sums
were paid in dividends and bonuses than
should have been, It appears that over
$130,000 have been paid in dividends in
thirteen ycars on sixty thousand of stock and
that charges of manngement absorbed forly
thousund in that time also. The books have
beon badly lwpl’,. and, nccording to the audit-
ors, have al no time during the last thirteen
years shown lhe true state of affuirs. It is
evider t that there was not the slightest need
of the present difficultics. The payment of
fair dividends, and no bonuses, would bhave
left the concern in a good business condition.
Very little of the stock is now held by the
dircctors.

In Jun’y, '86, the fivm of McLachlan Bros. &
Co. mude applieation to the Accident [ns. Co
of N. A, for a special partnership policy, at
reduced premium,  representing in the appli-
cation that John 8, McLachlan, Wm, Mclinch-
lan, Francis Radford and L. W. Brophy were
pactners, The poliey wus issued in accord-
ance with the application, n specinl condition
being that on either of the pariners censing
to bo s muember of the frm, the insurance
would cense on his person,  On or about the
10th April, 1886 certain disclosures in con-
neetion with the customs by Mr, Jolin 8.
Mclachlan beenme publie, and he was adver-
tised out of the firm and left the country. A
new firm was advertised, wherein it was
stated Wm. McLachlan and T, W, Radford
would cnrry on the business and that they
were the only members of the firm.  The firm
had the right under the policy to substitute
another partner in the place of one leaving
them (gligible to the company) at any time
during the currency of the policy. No person
wag substituted in the place of John 8, Me-
Lachlan ; but later the substitulion of one
Bizzoy was made for Brophy. In November,
1886, John 8, McLachlan was drowned while
duckshooting, whereupon the new firm
claimed agninst the Accident Co, for $10,000,
alleging that, although John 8, McLachilan
ceased to bo o member of the firm, he still
had n pecuniary interest in the profits of the
business,

The contention of tho insurance company

is that, by virtue of the special cluuse in the
policy, John 8. McLachlan ceased to be in-
gured when the partmership dissolved. The
Co'y also plead that by the dissolution of the
firm on the 10th April, '86, insurance censed
upon all parties.

last year the production of oranges rose to
almost 1,600,000 Loxes, this year there will
not be 650,000, notwithstanding the new
bearing trees. Frost is the principle cause of
this, though the disense of the plant also have
their share. The quality of the product is
inferior to that of other years. The very
navels whose choice and goodness has no
rivals on the const, are Iess appreciated in tho
Eastern markets on account of the black scale
or rust that disfigures their usually attractive
appearance.  The total product of lemons will
not amount to more than 8,000 boxes, being
much less than lnst year. Xven in Florida
the quantity and quality of oranges appears to
be below thnt of the preceding crop, which
wasg not very fiattering.

Beronk the London (Eng.) Bankruptey
Court, James Macmaster, of Jumes & William
John Macmaster, of St. Swithin's lane, and
‘Poronto, Canada, trading in London as #J. &
W. J. Macmaster,” and in Cunada as ¢ W.J.
Macmaster & Co.,” warehousemen, applied to
pass his-public examination. The debtor was
chaivman of the Merchants Banking Com-
pany sud London Rice Mills Company, and
wns also director of a number of financial
compnunies and of the Allinnce Bank. Some
delay occured in the fyling of the accounts,
which had to bo reccived from Toronto, the

-whole of the books and assets being there.
The accounts now fyled show total liabilities
£111,587, of which £76,673 is expected to
rank; and assets, £19,347 omnly. The ex-
amination was adjourned.

A TRADE contemporary appears to have got
himself into considerable hot water with the
tea trade by publishing items chronicling o
heavy decline in Japan teas when no such
decling really existed. On the authority of
two consecutive cablegrame from Yokohama
our contemporary assumed that a decline of
$8 per picul had taken place in values within
five days, and on this supposition published a
gloomy articlo upon the tea outlook. It now
transpires that the first cable (that of April
26th) of $40 per picul refurred to «garden
pickings ” or fancy teas, and that on May 1st
of $32 to “choice which is three grades
lower. This was no decline, but simply a
quotation for a lower quality. In reality the
Jupan market is a firm one, with teas much
superior to.those of last season. .

Tae Insurance Age points out that while
railway banking, pork, wheat, oil, mining and
cattle princes are heard of, the nabob made by
firo insurance is as rave a5 the corner grocery-
man who has retired rich.

The
best testimony about the average profits of
fire insurance is the absence of discoverable
individual accumulations from it. Take the
net average of the whole busioess and it
would show a miserably lean return upon
capital. The few large companies, and the
reagonably succeseful survivors, are noted, and
from them a conclusion is drawn, while the
long line of the perished is forgotten.

Tur Caunda Atlantic Railway has inavgur-
ated a policy which promises to revolutionize
the lumber carrying trade from this section of
the Dominion. The officials have made an
arrangement wheroby they can take lumber
shipped from Ottawa to New York by rail to
Rouses Point and thence by barge to Albany
and New York. This now route will be much
shorter than the regular water route from
Ottawa Dy the Ottawa River, St. Lawrence to
Sore! and the Richelieu River and Lake
Champlain, The rate made by the Canada
Atlantic by the new routs is $2.76 per 1,000
feet from Ottawn to New . York, which is
exnctly 50 cents per 1,000 fect less: than the
rate charged by boat. -

in the Bank rate in order to msintein the
equilibrium, Thigdevelopment of stringency
in London financial circles is held to be un-
favorable to Can. Pacific interests, as it will
rendor the flonting of the new bonds more
difficult. The local money market continues
easy, with abundance of funds, a condition
which will be aggravated by the unlocking
of funds by the opening of navigation and the
consequent rolease of money used for carrying
grain produce, lumber, ete, Call loans ruleat
4(@4} per cent. with lending brokers charging
6 per cent. This latter rate, however, is not
dependent upon the fluctuations of the mar-
ket, but is the minimum rate fixed by the
Board at which stocks may be carried for
customers, Mercantile paper rules from 6 to
8 por cent, with a very fair demand for dis-
count. In business circles remittances con-
tinue poor and irregular, although it is gratify~
ing to note that the number of failures
decreases day by day. The failure of Hughes
Bros, in Toronto had absolutely no effect upon
the market, and, owing to the policy of the
bank in closing up their supply accounts, it
has not resulted. in any business embarrass-
ments as yet. .
