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PAPAL SUDPREMACY.

The wide disseminnton of Christianity through-
out the Ruman Empry leaving many of the elergy
without facilities for intercommunication with their
moreilearned and expericneed }nellm-n, it was not
unnatural that heresies should spring wp, and
create the desire amongst those whe adhered to
the true and aneient fuith of such a union as shouwid
prevent the propagation of error.  The simple univn
of the Churches of # city or of a distriet under one
Bishop was felluwed abuut the end of the second
century, first in the Eastern and then in the Wes-
ern Chureh, by the convening of unnual or semi-
annual synods of the Bishops within travelling dis
tance, and as the meetir gs were usnally held in tie
chief city of the ]»rutmu- the I Mnup of that city
seems to havo heen given precedence by courtesy,
and thus to have rlruppcd into the position of con
veners and presidents. Althoush were conveners,
the position no  doubt gave them influence
above that of their ft:“()w-];hhup‘i 0 that ere Juny
the metropolitans of Heme, Autiveh, Alexandria,
and atterwards Constantinople, acquired undue
pre-eminence. Rume being the chiet city of the
Empire, and the Church there being the lnrgest and
the only one which claimed 1o have been fuundad
by an apostle, was elways honored, but no peeuliar
rights or authority were covceded to it natil the
beginning of the fourth century, when the Emper-
or Constantine became a Clristian, converts were
numerous, the clergy increased, and the Iloman
Bishopric beeame 5o wealthv that the Pope of that
city was enabled to giveaid to the poorer Churches
throughout the Empire. Iven the motropolitan of
the Eustern Chureh conceded the first place to the
toman Pope, lo whom, moreover, the Council of
Sardica decrced that ull Bishops condemned of the
Arinn herery should be permitted {o appeal.  Few
availed themszelves of this right of appeal, and
there was absolutely no recognition of spiritusl
supremacy nor of right of interference until near
the middle of the fifth century, when the Kmperor
Valentininn enacter] that all Bishops of the West-
ern IEmpire should oboy the Bishoy of Rome, who
was also empowered to decide all 1eligious disputes
The Bishop of Constantinople lhrough the Council
of Chaleedun elaimed similar privileges over the
Eastern Church, which excited the jealousy not
ouly of the Roman Pope, Leo. 1., but also of the
patriarchs of Antioech and Alexundria. Thence-
forward the patriarchs of Rome and Constantinople
contended bitterly for supremacy, thuse of Antioch
and Alexandria usually siding with the former.
Up to this time the titles “papa,” “putriareiu,”
vicarius Christi)' and so on, appear to have been
applied to others as well as the lioman Bishop, and
it was not until after the {fall of tho Western Lim-
pire thut supremacy and a distinetive title were
claimed together. Toward the close of the sixth
century “John the faster” of Constuntinople as-
sumed the title of Universal Patriareh or (cumen-
ical Bishop which enraged the Rowan Popes nnd
Western lomperors, until at last Pope Borziface 111
obtained a decree from the Emperor Plocas grant-
ing in ]mpehmv the utle of (Feumeunical Llshop
to the Ronian pontitf. The temporal sovereignity
of the Popes commenced in the secend half of the
eight century, by the grants to the Ruman See for'
ever of territory from Pepin a1 d Charlemague.
The utilizntion of the forgerivs of (probably . Bene- |
diet Levita of Mayence and the pulntcation by
Pope Nicholas 1. of the pretended “£d clum Dowm-
int Constantini,” afterwards proved to be a fiction
and other *false decretals;” the ciusides which

commenced with the eleventh century, and the
establishiment in the samo eentury  of the monastic
orders (tha Benedictines alone having previvusly
been sanctioned by the Romish Church), all exer-
cised at 1Le time an jufluenco favorable to 1" ipal

pretensions; but the flagrant cupidity of levying,

tributo throughuut Cliristendum for the Papat See,
and the unblushing deerces, crecd, and catechism
af the Couneil of Trent which tirst premulgated the
doetrine—held hy the Roman Chureh to this day
—that salvation is for thure unly who acknowledge
wpal supremmey and intallihiiity, wns 50 tians-
parent that an opportuniny was at.orded for repu-
dinting the more dominant of the vicious teachings
uf the Papal sy-ten, and henee success was assured
for that moviment which has siico leen designated
the Protestant Reformation. — Zpiscopal Kegister.

CATHOLICITY.

Nothing is more marked, in contrast with half
a century agu, than what may be called the iucrensad
Churchiiness in the Clurgh, the hold upon the
distinctive doctrines of the Creuds, ard of the Of-
tices of'tho book of Common Prayer, the Cathuolicity,
in its best sense, of teaching, worship, aud practice.

We were emergiug then from an age which, in
a reaction from previvus formalism, lifted into vver-
shadowing impurtance a single set of beliofs,  The
neeessity of the next generation was to lift out
of the shadow the complementary teaching which
should offset or balance the exclusive holding of a
pirtial creed.  And the gutcome hus been not a
compromise so much as a balance, a rectifying of
bu proportion, the awalogia. Those who have
come after the coubatants, and their immediate
successors, have, on the one hand, buttressed wnd
built up, with sacramental teaching and ecelesinsti-
cal definiteness, the subjective personalities to
which the old-fashioned Low Chureh Schuol wus
riised up of Gob to witness, while, on the other, the
intense enthusiasm of personal religion finds vo-
where now such mighty preachers as in tho succes-
sors of the old High Churchmen of fifty years ago.
That is to say, Evangelicalism  has hecome more
Catholic and Catholicity more evaugelical, using
the terms of the Schools. And the power of the
Chureh to-day, in Eugland and America, is in this
fact. The mission preachers of our time, holding
most strenuously the sacerdotal and sacrameuntal
clenients of the divine Institution, the Church, are
the strong advocates of conversion, of personal
fuith and holiness, of the spiritual life.  And on
the other hand, the doctrineg of “baptism and of
the laying on of hands,” that is to ray, of grace in
S.crameuts and of the grace of Orders, finds ploce
now, with repentance and faith, among those wlio
vnce degraded them from their equal position in
St. Paul's enumeration of tho piinciples of the
duetrine of Christ. Let us give Gop the glory,
and recognize the courage of the men who dared,
in the days when Catholicity was mistaken for its
spurigus counterfeit of Romanism, or in the dry
days of cold and lifeless formalism, to prefer prin-
ciples to popularity, and to insist upon declaring
tho whole council ¢f Gon, Under the gradual ujp-
lifting to stronger and higler holding of the
ancient faith one cannot too thaukfully owa the
| drawing together of men of diverse views, so that
such antagonisms and contentions ag ewbittered

FREE AND OPEN “CHURCHES.

It has bren said that “there is no darkness but
that of funoruee,” and certainly the ignovanee of
rolne of the lundamental doetrines of the Christian
Faith Las yresnlted in our closed pewed Churches
and in the decay of religious life among us.  So
sounn us we huwve leavnt that the Clauwch 18 oue
Budv—one vast family, all the baptised being

"equally members, that one member cannot sufler

without the suflering of all the members, that the
commercial element has no place in our consecral-
«d buildings sinco they belong to Gop and not to
man, apd that the work ot the Church is that of a
perpeinal Mission, then, and not till then, will the
peed of this and kindred associations have ceused.

Public opinion is «low in heing irfluenced, and
hence it may take the life of a generstion to wesr
away the selfishness of the pew-holder and the
doubts of the pow-renting clergyman. Still as
now exactly twenty-five years have passed sinco
the great principle of Freedom of Worship in Gop's
House was firat proclaimed in medern times, it is
not very marvellous that the change in public
sentiment should have been so great. Freedom is
a term ever dear 1o an ]',u"hahm'm, and freedom
to worship in Ingland’s TChurches caonot but
strike a By mp.uhvm, chord in his heart No won-
der then that at church congresses, and other meet-
ings of Churchmen, any allusion to “tho fres and
un-lpplopll.ll(.d" is received with acelamation :
and no wouder that wherever any serious mission-
ary work is contemplated, its principle is invaria-
hly adopted.

Cliurchmen of all shades of opinions should bear
in mind that the school of thuught in the Church
which possessos the greatest “pumber of Free
Shurches, will prob: Lb13 become predominant. The
waify and strays find no home in a pewed building ;
it is purely congregational, dealing with a seleet
number of souls, and non- pew holders nre made to
feel that they are not and caunot be members of
that particular flock. Hence o pewed congregation
is apt to remain siationary whilst that of an un-
pewed building is ever receiving vecruits.

The w,h'rwuﬂ life of the pew- holdor, it is to be
feared, suflers also. W orldly rmunk and eocm]
exaltation as meaxured by the possession of
pew of vne's own” surely is alien to the spirit of
our Master, and is opposed to that humility which
should ever characterize the Christiun life and its
actions.  Under the pew system religious life tends
to sulfer all round. Selfishness “cannol have a
place in the Christian religion. The Bishop of
Liverpool has said —“Let us  heware of Seifishuess
in our Religion. Wo should lahour to untke ail
men see that they have found the pearl of great
price, and that we want them to find it as well s
ouwrselves. A man's Religion may be well suspeet-
ed when he is content to go to lleaven alone.  The
true Christian will hive a large heart, but if a man
is satisfied 1o burn his candle alone, Leis ina
 very we sqak and sickly siate of soul.”—Free and

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Havrax.—The Season of Lent las led o a

cessation of public amusements and to & more fre-
quent attendance upon veligious services. The
inereased services in all tho churches are in some
cases showing a beiter attendanco than last year,
while in some others the altendance is not so large.
What is wanted in Halifax is a well prepared and
heartily worked serivs of mission services by some
ellective missivner, so that the careless may be
aroused and the nominal professions of so many
made real and active. One feature heretofore ne
glected is being specially worked up.  We rofer
io the Temperance movement, which is beginning
1o oceupy its proper place among parochial work.
In St. George's, under the aective and  zealous
leadership ot the Rector, quite o large number of
men and women are enroned as members of the
Church of ¥ugland Temperance Socicty, and a
Band of Hope which now numbers nearly 150
children is in active operation. DMy Partridge has
also a numerous Guild working most admirably in
connection with St. Matthias’ Mission Chapel. In
the Cathedral 2 fourishing Band of Hope has
existed for some time, nnd on the Reetor’s return
from Bermuda he purpeses organizing a Temper-
ance Society for adults. In St Mark’s and St.
John’s Mr. Winterbourne bas a successful Guild
meeting weekly, and doing eflective work for the
Chureb, aud it is in centemplation to organize a
branch of the Girls’ Friendly Socicty. In St.
Paul’s a Mite Society is supporting 4 missionary
in one of the outlying lishing districts, and a Sun-
day School Asscciation is actively developing the
work of the Sunday Schools in the parish. The
Bishop’s Chapel testifies ity life by contributing, in
proportion to its size and wealth, more largely to
the Bonrd of Home Missions than any other eity
parish, although nearly all the parishes this year
have largely increased their contribuiions to 3. H.
M. Classes have been and are being formed for
Confirmation, und it is confidently expected that n
very large number of young people and others will
present themselves after Laster for “The Luying
On of Hands.”

ORPHANS' FUND.- -The gnarterly meeting of the
Executive Committee of the Diocese of Montreal,
was held on Tuesday the 13th inst.  Among those
present were the Very Rev. the Iean, Archdencuns
Lindsay and Evans, Canons Anderson, Norman and
Davidson, Rural Deans Mussen and Lindsay, Reva.
W. 1. Mills, ¥. Robinson, James Fulton, Mossrs.
S. Bethune, 3. C,, F. Wolferstan Thomasg, Charles
Garth, W. B. Simypson, Dr. W. X. Scott, Thomas
Simpson, L. G. Macdonald and T. P. Butler.

The Dean was requested to take the chair, after
which the Secretary read the Treasurer's statement
of the condition of the several funds in his charge.

A letter from the Bishop of Rupert’s Land was
read, in which he spoke of the pressing needs of
his diocese, and asked what assistance he might
leok for from the Diocese of Montreal, The
Secretary was instructed to forward the cemmuni-
cation to the Chairman of the Board of Domestic
Missions,

The Committeo on the Widows and Orphansy’
Yuand reported on two applications referred to them
in which the applicants ask that their names ba
placed upon the list of clergymen whose widows
would have a claim on the Fund, The Committee
was of opinion that their names-could be uccepted
after compliance with clause three of the hy-laws ay
follows:— .

“Should any clergyman fail to become a member,
and afterward desire to join it, he shall make ap-
plication to the Executive Committe: through the
Widows and Orphans' Fuid Committee : and
should they favorably receive the application it can
only be on payment of all back snbscriptions.”
The report wus adopted.

The Commijttes on grants reported recormmending
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the gratuitous circulation of a yuarterly missionary
paper ; the setting apart of the third day of the
Synod for mission work, divcesan, domestic and
foroigu ; that every inember of the Church be
asked to contribute by weekly sums to the support
of the ehurch ; and that the commitee wished Lo be
allowed to congider a plan tv be adopted towazd
this end. The report was adopted.

An application for the continuation of the grant,

to Ormstown for another year was reforred to the
Committee on Grants.

A resolution was passed expressing the decpest
sympathy with the Lord Bishop in his recent
bereavement.

Tt was then resolved, “That the members of ihis
(Committee desire to express and place on record
their sense of the deep loss which they have sus-
tained by the sudden removal by death of the late
Rev. G. C. lobinson, Rural Dean, whose large mis-
sionary experience ever madu him a wise counsellor
and valued member of this body, aund whose
unflagging issionary zeal through many years
has made him the honored instrumeni of largely
building up the Church of Christ in that portion of
God's vineyird wherein his lot was cast.”

J. P Sargent. The deputation, consisting of Rev,
Cunon U'Mearz, of St. Juhn's Colluge,Rev. ILSW,
Pentreath, and H. S. Crolly, Esq.,left on Friday
morning, and took the cars to lirandon. ¥rom
Lrandun they drove to Rapid City by stage, 22
miles. The weather was very cold, and the ride
vver the Lleak prairie without shelter was not a
very pleasaut one.  Arrivingat Rapid City a1 6.30

p. m.; they proceeded to the churel, but only a
few being present, it was decided to adjourn the
proposed meetipg until Sunday night.  Lhe cleri-
cal mewbers of the deputation were hospitably
eutertained by Mr. and Mrs. Geo. Lindsay. Mr.
Lindsay is a sun of the Rector of St. Thomas’
Chwreh, Montreal, and his wife is the daughter of
the Rev. Geo. Merrick, of Adamsville. The next
day the deputativn visited all the Church people
in the village. Rapid City is a collection of a few

DEATH OF BISHOP SUTHER.

The death of the right reverend prelate, the
Bishop of Aberdeen and Orkney, which we have to
announce this morning, will create a widespread
repret, limited by neither scclesiastical nor local
bounds. Well known in London and Edinburgh,
and beloved and respecied w his own diocese and
city, his death makes one of those far-reaching sor-
rows which only happen when one who has moved
much in xociety, and filled an important public
trust for a long space of years, is at Jast called to
his vest.  His tordship bas been in weak health for
some years, but did not cease to perform his ecclesi-
astical duties until last Easter, since which time he
has been mcapacitated from all public work.  As
different periods of his illness at home, throughom
which he  was assiduously and afleclionately
attended Ly Dr J. C - Ogilvie Will, his lordshig,
felt that his end was nigh; but, rallying somewhat
in Soptember, his medical attendant advised his
removal to the Riviera, whither he went, acoom-
panicd hy lis daughier, after making a short su-
journ at Mr. Gordon Pirie’s, Chatenu de Varennes.
From the Huotel de Nice at San Kemo, where he
died yesterday morning, accounts have come from
time to time, reporting alternately progress and
decline ; and wien at last the end came it thust
have been unexpected by those about him, forin
the course of this week cheerful messages have
been received from the bishop Dy several friends
in Aberdeen,

Thowmas George Suther was the son of P. Suther,
M. D, Deputy-tnspecinr General of Hospitals and
Fleews, who served under Lord Nelson at v e bat-
the of Trafalgar.  Although birnin Edinburgh in
t814), the Bishop's youthe was spent in Nova
Scetia with his wmaternal gravdparents, and he
received his education at King's College, Windsor,
in that Colony, where he graduated A. B. in 1836.
Returning to Scotland, he was ordained deacon in
1837, and priest in 1838 by the Bishop of Edin
burgh, as curate to Dr. Russell, Bishop of Glasgow,
who also held the incumbeney ot St. Jawes' Fpisco-
pal Church, Leith, T'he rich promuse which the
yeung presbyter gave in the performance of his
winis erial functions is auested by his appoiutment,
in the year of his ordination to the priesthoud, to
the important charge of St. George's, Edinburgh,
the incumbency of which he held from 1838
1856. 1n 1852, his own University conferred upon
him the degree of Doctor of Civil Law. During
hie ministry at St. George'’s, Dr. Suther made many
fricnds among the Zlerati of Edinburgh, who at
that time gave to the name of *Modern Athens” a
decper significance than that of architectural re-
semblance to the city of the olive crown. Among
others he was acquainted with De Quincy, Lord
Jeffrey, Lockhart, Logan (nct, of course, the
author of he “Qde to the Cuckoo™), Lord Rabert-
son, Dr. (afterwards Archdeacon) Williamws, Dean
Ramsay, and a number of the leading members of

the Edinburgh bench and bar. He was also Pro
vincial Grand Chaplain of the Grand Lodge of
Semitish Freemasons, in the full robes of which
office he appears in an admirable painting in the
Freemasons’ Hall, George Street, Edinburgh.  An
tudication of his position among the *Modern
Athenians” will be fvund in the fuct that though a
very young man, his portrait appears in the volume
of poriraits of those eminent citizens of Edinburyh
of a past generation, which is just now being pub-
Jished. In 1843, standing at the head of the High
Strect, he witnessed the tamous march of the Dis
ruption leaders frum the Assembly Hall of the
Established Church.

As a preacher of distinguished power, Dr. Suther
atyracted to St George's many of the most intelii-
gent members of his own communion as well as
many others who found pleasure in what, for its
time, was an exceptionally high form of High Ang
lican preaching, ‘The Ritvalistic movement had
not then begun, but the wave of the Oxlord move-
ment had reached Scotlang, and in Edinburgh Dr,
Suther was its most powerful, if not its only ex-
ponent.  Especially was he interested in the con-
tetuplated wnivn of the Anglicau Communion with
the Orthodox Greck Church.  For some tme he
was associated with Mr. G. Auldjo Jamieson in the
editorship of one of the organs of the Suottish
Episcopul Church, the leading prinaiples of which
were the advocacy of Chureh refurm in liturgical
and external obgervances.  Pursuing his favourile
studies in ecclesiastical histary, he edited  with
great care and acumen Bishop Sage’s “Cyprianic
Age.”

On the death of Rishop Torry in 1852, Dr.
Suther was nominated by the clergy of St. Andrews,
Dunkeld, and Duublave for the bishopiic of thein
diocese, but was defeated by Bishop Wordsworth
by a mujority of one.  But in 1857, afler succeed-
ing Dishop Skinner as incumbent of St Audrew’s
Chureh, Abuideen, he was elect®d by the clergy of
the diocese of Aberdeen to the bisnopric of Aber-
dreen and Orkney, his competitor being the Rev.
Patrick Cheyne, incambent of St. John's, Aberdeen.
In the course of two or three years an unhappy
controversy aro-¢ in the diocese upon the doctrime
of the Holy Eucharist, occasioned by Mr. Cheyne's
publication of “zix Sermons Preached in St. John's,
Aberdeen.  Behevig that the doctrine ol these
sermons was subversive of e traditional teachmg
of the Seottish Episcopal Church, Ihishop suther
telt cumpelled t insttute procecdings agminst their
author, or, a1 all events, W cncourage s *present
ment,” and was thus®jlaced in the unhappy posi-
ton of sceming to prosccute his oppunent iu the
Episcopal cuntest. On the 26th May, 18509, Mr.
Cheyne was suspended from the office ol his minis-
iry, “he having received the first and secoud ad-
moniiions prescribed by the canon, without evine
ing any regret for the veclesiastical offences he has
committed.”  Noiwithsianding the sharp division
of the diocese into parties, and the many heart-
burnings consequent upon the deposition of a
highly respected presbyter, time did its healing
work i tne Bislop's favour, expecially as in the
course of time the sentence of deprival was re
moved, and cordial relativaships were restored
butween the Iishop and those who most differed
from him on the merits of the theulogical question,

During his lopg incumbency of St Ancrew’'s,
Aberdeen, which he resigned in 1880, he was
highly esteemied by his own congreuation both as »
preacher and friend of the sick, affhcted, and dis-
tressed.  ‘Through Dbis energivs the large and
flourishing  day schools were established.  During
the last twenty years of his episcopate he has won
the affection of his diocese by his liveral and
weniul course ot administration.  As a preacher, he
was marked by o clear presentation of evangelical
truth in singularly dignified and harmonivus dic-
tion, under which ran a vein of genuine pathus,
derived from a varied experience of those ills to
which all flesh is heir.  In Synod, he was always
able to state an independent view of the muliifar-
iuus questions, practical or speculative, that
naturally arise in all religious bodics from nme to
time ; and, while allowinyg 10 his own presbyters
great lautude of opwion, he personally held fast
by the ume-hono red watchwords of Scottish Epis
copacy, “Evangelical Truth and Apustolic Order.”

But, perhaps, his greatest charm was fels in the
domestic circles of hix many friends. There the
Bishop, father, and friend united to make him an
ever-weleome  visitor, no matter whether in the
houses of Episcnpalians or Preshyterians.  Through
much suffering he had learned the sacied secret of
sympathy. and wmany who read this hurried “In
Memoriam” notice will say—
He was rich where I was poor,

And lie supplied iny want the more
An Lis unlikeners Btted mine.

The good Bishop lost his wife in 1880, and
leaves behind lim a son and a dauvghter.

A cinerary urn containing the hones and ashes
taken Jrom the tombl of 1the Cid and Jimena, his
wife, the medizeval heroes of Spain, whiel was dis-
covered by a Spunish savant in the possession of
Prinee Charles ot Hobenzollern, ot Sigmaringen,
was ont Saturday placed in the King's hands in the
presence of the Queen and Royal family, Senor
Sawasta, deputations {row the scientifie societies
and the Academy of History, and the Senators and
Deputies of the Provines of Burgos, where it is
sup e=ed the sepulchre existed.  The King stated
that the urn and ashes which had been vecovered
in go singular a munner would Le instrusted to the
Tawn Council of Burgos.

The Englizh residents have set on foot a fund to
build and endow an English Chureh in Berlin—
almost the onty place of nmportance on the Conti-
nent, says tho Zimes correspondent, where English
residents cannut worship under a reot of their
own. Hitherto the Englizl coluny has worshipped
in a larme voom of the disused Paliee of Monbijon,
kiudly placed at its disposal by the Emperor. The
Princess hersell has always been desiveus tha a
Chuirel shonld be built, and the prexent seems a
fit time tor finahy carrying out the scheme,  Lord
Ampthii approves the project, and has cuommuui-
cated with Sir Philip Owen, who has undertaken
to found o braneh committee in Londun for col-
Jectiny subseriptions.  The British Consul-Geneial,
Baron von bleichroder, Leads the hst with
£1,500,
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It is now understood, and in justice to Her
Royal Highoess it should have the widest circrla-
tion, that the Princess Louise was most anxious to
return with the Governor-General to Ottawa, but
her state of health led the Queen and her English
physician to oppose it. The English Guardian
says :—“Her Royal Highness desired to return to
Canada with the Marquis of Lorne; but, at the
advice of a London physician, and by the express
command of Ier Majesty, she went to Dermuda.”

The Guardian says the confirmation of Arch-
bishop Benson has been fixed for Saturday, the 3rd
of March. The proposal of the mayor of Canter-
bury to revive the ancient custom of welcoming the
Archbishop on entering the metropolitan city, has
been cordially received by his Grace, who com-
missioned the Dean to inform his worship that he
should have much pleasure in receiving an address
from the mayor and corporation. There kas been
some idea of reviving the ancient custom in its
entirety, which, however, has bsen abandoned, as
the Archbishop would have to enter the city by
road, in order that the mayor and corporation
might meet him at Harbledown. Ata consultation
on Friday it was decided that the mayor and cor-
poration should proceed from the Guildhall to the
railway station in state, and there receive the Arch-
bishop on his arrival and present him with an
address of congratulation and welcome. Prepara-
tions are now being made for the enthronisation,
which promises to be a display of much ecclesiasti-
cal and civil pomp. It will be marked by an in-
cident of some moment. The patriarchal chair in
which the ancient Kings of Kent are reputed to
have been crowned, will be removed from its
present position in the south transept of the cathe-
dral, to the chapel known as Becket's Crown at the
extreme east end of the edifice. It is here that a
great portion of the interesting ceremony of en-
thronisation will take placo. ‘The ceremony in the
cathedral will be follo.ed by a grand banquet, and
in the evening there will be a special musical ser-
vice, at which Mendelssohn's Hynn of Praise will
be sung by the cathedral and auxiliury chowrs the
organ accompaniment will be supplemented by a
full orchestra.

According to the Report of the Department of
Marine and Fisheries, brought down oa Friday in
the Dominion Parliament, the preduce ¢of the Do-
minion fisheries for the past year is valued at $16,
088,072, being an increased value, compared with
the preceding year, of ¥z271.510. On comparing
the tishery statistics with the fishery schedules of
the last census returns, row in progress of comple-
tion, occasion will be taken to show in what respect
the fishery resources of the different provinces
have vavied or improved. This comparison will
also enable the depariment ta judge of the accuracy
of the returns furnished to the fishery ofiicers in
each year, and which are belicved to be very wuch
understated as 10 both quantities und values, The

value of fish exported from Canada for the fiscal
year is six millions eight hundred aund ninety-eight
thousand eight hundred and eighty-four dollars,
being two hundred and forty-five thousand five hun-
dred and thirty-seven  dollars in excess of the pr-
vious year.

From the same return, it appears that the total
number of vessels remaining on the registry buoks
of the Dominion oun the 3ist Dec., 1881, including
old and new vessels, steamers aud barges, was
7,312, measuring 1,260.777 tons register tonnage,
being an increase of 8: ve:sels and a decrease in
tonuage of 30,119 tons registrar as compared win
1881. The number of steamers on the registrv
books on the same date was 972, a gross tonnage « f
190,602 tons. Assuming the average value to be
thirty dollars per ton, the value of the registered
tonnage of Canada on the 31st December last |
would be $37,823,310. ‘

The reports that were spread some time since
that the Count di Campello, who left the Romish
Church a year or \wo ago, had made his submission
tv the Vatican are absoiutely devoid of foundation.
He has remained a regular communicant of St.

Paul’s American Church, and is engaged, under
the direction of its Rector, in very satisfactory
school and mission work both in the Ghetto and
the new quarter of Rome. He now purposes hold-
ing services according to the ritual of the Church
of England in the Italian language. Want of
means with which to hire a suitable room has been
the obstacle in his way hitherto. In renouncing
his canonry he gave up his income of 15,000
francs a year, and his private means are Very
limited. Friends are rallying round him, and he
hopes shortly, with their help, to initiate the move-
ment.  Hitherto Italians who have left the Romish
Church have been cut off from worship, except on
the condition of their joining the Waldensians, or
other non-episcopal bodies. Many, especially
among the educated classes, though prepared to
renounce the errors of Popery, cannot fully recon-
cile themselves to the doctrines of the Waldensians
and the want of an established form of prayer.

The Canadian Pacific Railway Company have
just signed a contract with a large Glasgow firm

for the construction of three steel steamers to run.

between Algoma and Thunder Bay. The contract
for two additional steamers will be given out when
the building of the three first contracted for is
somewhat advanced. We have heard that it is
proposed ia counection with the C. P. R. torun a
fast line of ocean steamers between Canada and
England, the terminus on this side the water to be
Hanlax, to be the route for conveying to Jurope
the products of the North-West during both win-
ter and swnmer.

As showing the extent of the liquor traffic of the
United States, and the enormous waste of wealth
and consequent loss to the country, we subjoin the
following authentic statement. The Treasury
Department at Washington estimates that $600,000,-
ooo is spent every year in liquor, distributed as
fullows :—

And the wages paid in all of the manufacturing
establishments for a year foot up £775,584.343, or
about 20 per cent more than is spent for drink.
Going further into statistics it is found that the
amount spent in the country for schools is about
895.4c2,726 per year; for prinling $60,862,447 ;
and hibraries, $91,057,876 ; all of which by com-
parison goes to illustrate the enormity of the liguor
traffic, the profits from which—estimating them at
5o per cent. of the gross—inside of five years would
wipe out the national debt. .

Canada, it i3 to be feared, is not one whit behind
ita neighbour in its alarming expenditure for strong

idrink—a. loss of wealth which is paralyzing every
legitimate trade and commercial industry. But above

al! else, what of the thousands and tens of thou-
sands of drunkards? of the miscry and wretched
uesg, the sinfulness and crime, and the awful deaths
which follow frum its use? Truly it is quite time
that the Government, backed by the popular will,
legislated the evil out of the country.

The attitude of the French Government in re-
lation to Madagascar is calculated to strain the
friendly relations which have existed for so many
years between that country and England. France
scems determined to annex the whale or a large
part of the Island, but the Malagasy oppose it and
are calling upon England, who has by far the
largest interest in the country, to protect them
from being violently absorbed. A writer in the
Contemporary Review speaks in warm praise of the
progress made in the social and religious life of
the Island during the last fifty years and expresses
the hope that England will interfere in favor of the
existing condition of things. He says that Eng-

land has had much to do in improving the people,
English missionaries and English commercial re-
lations having affccted the changes. He also de-
clares that if France is allowed to continue her
aggressive measures in the {ace of a united people
and in opposition to their wishes, she will have no
easy task to conquer the country. The Malagasy
will not yield except to overwhelming force, and
it will prove a war bringing heavy cost and little
henor to France.

The unfortunate political maxim—*to the victors
belong the spoils”—which has governed our
American neighbours so largely, received a check
the other day when General Butler, the new Gover-
nor of Massachusetts, in answer to an application
which had been made to him for the office of chap-
lain, replied that the official sought to be supplanted
was a godly, devoted man, and had proved himself
to be well fitted for the position, he therefore could
understand no reason for making the office vacant.
The Governor has acted wisely and well in this
case, and if he makes such a decision his.rule of
conduct while governing the State of Massachusetts
he wiil raise immensely the political tone and
morality of the people.

The Montreal Gazette’s Ottawa correspondent
says: It seemns more than probable that before the
close of 1883 Canada will have direct cable com-
munication with Gireat Britain over three independ-
ent lines.

A letter just received here from the represent-
ative of the European, Americ n, Canada and
Asiatic Cable Company at London, states that all
doubt as to the work of laying the cables of this
company being procceded with at an early day has
heen removed. Referring to the probable location
of the projected eables, u gentleman well-informed
in cable and land telegraphic matters stated to
your correspondent to day that it was likely one
eable would be laid from some northern part of
the British 1sles to Fort Churebill, on the Hudson
Bay, a landing being effected at some point on the
coast of Greenland, the cable being run from
thenee to its destination throngh Huison Strait
and Bay.

A seeond cable, he says, will be landed at some
convenient point on the Strait of Belle Isle, con-
necting there with the Iominion government tele-
araph system, whicli will probably be extended
castward along the north shore of the St Lawrcnce
River from its present terminal point at Mille
Vaches to the Straits. The line already in opera-
ation along the north shore of the St. Lawrence
was built by the Government as part of the signal
sarvice system. Running, as this line does, through
a thinly sottled country it will be many years be-
fore it can provea profitable investment financially,
unless ntilized 24 n conneeting link between the
proposed cable and the general telegraph system of
Canada.

The third cable to which roference has been
made will in all probability be landed at Suble
Island, thence running to the Nova Scotia coast,
where a landing will be offected. As a part of the
signal service system, the Dominion Government
have already had the question of laying a cable
between Nova Scotia and Sable Island under con-
sideration  Mow that a company propose carrying
out the work, it is probable the Government will
abandon this idea, as they will socure all the ae-
commodation thay are likely fo require over the
company’s cables.

Although Mr. Stone Wiggins signally failed
in his predictions of a stern in Fehruary, he
claims that his great and terrible storm of March
will positively come and prove his knowledge of
the subject beyond cavil. Vennor has written the
papers a sympathetic letter, in which he thinks
Wiggins has been rather harshly dealt with, and
that in a measure his predictions were fulfilled. It
is clear to the general public that the science has
not yet gone much heyond guess work, and that
any prediction may or may not be fulfilled. We
believe the combined weather wisdom pro-
dicts the March storm,but Wiggins claims it will be
much moro serious than the others are disposed to
assert. Our readers will do well to he on their
guard, and as far as possible, take sil necessary

precautions.

As the translator very truly says in her
preface, “In all Pere Grouw's writings there is a
remarkable simplicity and directness; and they
are so saturated with the mind and heart of Christ
that ne one can read them without feeling that the
Christian life is a very real and a very great thing,
and by no means an easy thiug, and that love and
humility are its foundation stones.”

“Qharacteristics of True Devotion’” breathes a
spirit of living faith and fervour which at times
irresistibly reminds one ot Thomas A. Kempis,
althougn in no sense an imitation of the “Life of
Christ.” We most earnestly recommend it to the
Christian reader as an aid to true and high de-
votion.

A GRAMMAR oF THEoLoGY, being a manual of instruction
in Churchmanship for adults and the more intelligent
youths : to he used either before or after their Confir-
mauon, by the Rev. ¥. C, Ewer, S, . D, Third
edition. New York: F. & J. B. Young & Co,
Price 25¢. net.

Dr. Ewer is one of the very highest of American
Ritualists, and yet one who has done good service
as an able controversalist in opposition to Roman
Catholic writers and Romish errors. We may,
therefore, expect to find the doctrive of the very
advanced school set forth in this little work, while
at the same time where occasion demands an exact
staternent of the differences which distivguish the
Anglican from the Roman belief. An examination
of this extremely valuable little work has led tv the
discovery that great moderation and care have
been exercised in its preparation, and that it is
almost altogether free from anything that would be
classed as vbjectionable even by so-called *“Evan-
gelical” Churchmen. We do not mean to convey
the idea that it will be acceptable to “Low’” Church-
men, or even be indisciiminately circulated by a
higher type, but we venture to say that judged on
its merits it will be highly prized as contuining, in a
small compass, moie theology plainly stated and
made comprehensible even to older children than
any work hitherto published, and that as 2 manual
of mstruction in Churchmanship it will be generally
admitted to be a very valuable addition to our
literature.

“THE EarLY DAvs or CHRISTIANITY,” by ¥, W, I'ar-

We have here what is in many respects the most
valuable of Canon Farrar's historical works, if, in-
deed, for the most part, a series of brilliant treatises
upon subjects connected with the New Testament
can be called a history.  Others have written ac-
counts of the days before and after the Advent of
the Redeemer, and the influences which aflected
the world at that august and yet most depraved
period of the world's history. but while tlus has
lent the learned author material for some splendid
passages, they are but the introduction to the de-
¢ivn ¢f the volume, viz., “an attempt to set forth, in
their distinctive characteristics, the work and the
writings of St. Peter, St. James, St. Jude, St. John,
and the author of the Epistle te the Hebrews.” And
Canon Farrar adgs, “if my effort has been in any

degree successful, the reader should carry away:

from these pages some conception of the varieties
of religious thought which prevailed in the schouls
of Jerusalem and Alexandria, and also of those
phases of Theology which are represented by the
writings of the two greatest of the twelve Apostles.”

No one can read this volume without being
struck with the vast amount of information possess-
ed by its author, and with the happy faculty he dis-
plays of conveying his knowledge in the most
pleasing way to others. The work will prove of
the'utmost value to the student of Gon's Word,
giving, as it does, the latest criticism on the sacred
text, by one of the best Greek scholars of the day.
The ordinary reader, however, must not suppose

for the Church of which heis so Drilliant a minis-
ter, but for himself alone.

The only surprise the reader will experience after
reading the work and seeing how admirably the au-
thor has fulfilled his purpose, and how full the
volume is of research and thought, will be how
Canon Farrar is able to «ay as he does not that the
preparation of this work has absorbed his attenlion
for a very long time,as one would reasonably have sup-
posed, but that it has been a work of ‘“such leisure
as could be spared from many and oncrous duties
during the last twelve years.”

We heartily commend this important work to our
readers, the want of space alone preventing us from
giving it that extended notice which its merits so
well deserve. We are glad to find the price of the
book so low that it is within the reach of all.

serious thought indeed. Hasty and unwise legis
Jation in such a direction would only Dbring upon
us evils of a much more aggravated form than the
promoters now depict in the existing—to their
minds—limited Prayer Book use.

Hebrew, Greek and Latin Christianity, by the
Rev. Thomas Richey, D.D,, is a review of several
recent works bearing upon the subject. The re-
viewer has done much more than simply review
the book which he places at the head of his article,
he has written a very able and well considered
paper which will be of great service at the present
time. His criticism of Mr. HatcW's Bampton Lec-
tures is especially valuable, and is what we should
expect from a man of Prof. Richey’s position and
well known attaiaments. We cunnot forbear re-
producing the following, which will be warmly
endorsed by every sound Churchman : “Mr. Hatch
15 a pedant, not a scholar. He is everywhere
wanting in philosophical breadth, and proper
knowledge of his subject. The man who, in treat-
ing of the Early Constitution of the Christian
Church, will search among Greek inscriptions and
ignore the Gospels and Epistles of the New Testa-
ment is 2 pedant, not a scholur, [le whogsets out
seriously to prove that because the Greeks had
Guilds and Societies for charitable purposes, with

an overseer to take charge of the funds, the Chris-
tian Church, therefore, is to be regarded es nothing
more than a charitable organization, and its Bishop
a mere distributor of alms, is surely wanting in
knowledge of the thing to be proved, and can with
difficulty be regarded as gifted with ordinary powers
of discernment, Had the book been written by a
German professor as a fentative essay, one would
not be surprised at it, but that a subject so serious
should receive such treatment at the hands of an
English scholar and a Bampton lecturer, is calcu-
lated to fil! us with wonder and amazement.”

This is being dar-
ingly set aside, and something else—we know not
wlitt to call it, 4 syrupy substance of sume sort, in
anv case, a thing of human inveation—is being
substituted in its place.  We will not here antici-
pate the learned investigations of Mr. Carry. Al
thut we desire in this artiels is to invite thy atten-
tivn to this subject of our Bishups, our Clergy,
md especinily of the devout Laity.

SACRAMENTAL WIXNE & TFETOTALLERS.
To the Editor of The Mail.

Str,— At first sight your rea lors 1ay think that

this subject might be more fitly discussed in a ‘‘re-
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ligious” newspaper ; but as it is.not a “denowina-
tional” watter, ns equal.y toucliug Christivus of all
sorts, I have concluded thut what 1 have to say
will, with your permission, appear most fitly in
your pages, which address the generul publie.

With the temperance movement I profess the
sincerest sympathy, and 1 feel that 1 am but acling
the part of a true friend in my present endeavour
to keep it free from one of those mischievous ex-
crescences that threaten mot only to impair its
beneficent operation, but to turn it inte an enemy
of Cliristinnity—a modern form of Manicheism.

An unhappy symptom of this danger is scen in
the growing disposition not only to disuse but to
denvunce wine, or, as the tautological phrase is
fermented wine, in tho Holy Communion. To
show that 1 am ot proceeding 1o tight a man of
straw, your own coluiuns of 10th August will suf-
fice, where we are infurmed that the parish of All
Suints,! Cleveland, is threatened with disrupticn
on this question; the leader of one part. “denounc-
ing the employment of the fermeuted grape juice
in Church as an opening wedge to dissipation and
drunkenness for the young and weak-headed mem-
bers of the congregation.” In a number of the
Orillin Pucket during the present year a elergyman
of this diveese, whose name it would not bu kiwd
to introduce here, writes some frightful nonsense
in justitication of his own departure {rom the prae-
tice of the Church of England and the whele Cath-
olic Chureh  Dr. Normau Ierr, at the late Churel
Congress st Derby, said ho would refuse to pre-
seribe for any inebriate who, for any reason, even
religious, tasted an alecholic drink.  An Irish
Presbyterizu divinity professor has said in 2 speech
before the General Assembly @ “A puculinr theory
of temperance has led to a very grave modilication
of the mwost sacred of all the ordinauces of Chris-
tianity.  Some of our sgessions, yielding to what
they regard ag cunscientious seruples, have cither
abolished the use of wine in the Lord’s Supper al-
tugether, ur have udopted the medicl course of al-
lowing, in adition, the use of & mixture alleged w
be the unfermented juice of vhe grape.”  No wun-
der that he should hive to add that “this change
hins proved a fertile source of dircord.”  Av our
Nouvember meeting of Syned Jast year I spoke in
deprecation of the profanity of recomme Wding
“buttermik instead of wine for the sacrsmwonl "
and o Turentu temperance papor wad polits enongh
to semd me o nmursbor noticing my  sprech, sud ax-
suring me that they sbould have nu hesitation in
referring the “buttermilk” to the wine.  Awd
}.uru and there the clergy find persons se mialed
by this falde teaching as 1o refuse to partake of the
Holy Communion  In the dioeese of Lincoln, the
learned Bishop Wordsworth has torbidduen this use
of grape juice,which wag creeping in hero and there.
But all these instances, paintully sufficient as they
are, might have been wholly superseded by quot-
ing n most painful sentence tfrom the “Temperinee
Bible Commentary °—**We here reach,” it says,
“the Jast pinch of the argument.  Did the Saviour
anderstand the law, or did He not! Did He obserse
the law, ur brouk it? 1t He used fermented liguor
He must, either ignorantly or intentionally, have
broken it ¥  Thusthe whole questivn is audacious-
Iy assuined hore, without so much as a veil of rev-
erence for our Lord himself. 1 think that under
these circumstanuces there is need, and it is high
time to address the understanding, and to alarm
the conscience of the Christian public, lest a great
evil, under the patronago of zealous but mizguided
mel, grow to a dangerous strength befove it is half
preceived. To corrupt or aholish the divinest
means of grace, specially ordained for the “strength-
ening and refreshing of our souls,” and that in the
supposed interests of temperance, would be a pain-
ful application of the mad rule, “propter vitam
perdere eausss vivendi,” for the sake of one partic-
ular virtue to destroy gracious holp 1o all virtues,
With your permission, therefore, I will endeavour
iv a fuw letters to demoustrate the buselessness of
the miserable quetation from the “Temperanee
Commentary,” aud of the idea that unfermented

W know that one of the most important things
in the Chureh of LEugland, if not ¢te most impor-
taut, is the validity of her IHoly Orders.  The
most impertant, because on this hinges the valili-
ty of the Sucrawenty, for without due anthority
thego sacvtnents would not only be meaningless,
Lut valueless,  Without valid Orders, our conse-
crations, ordinations and cunlinnations, would be
but dumb shows.  This is our stronghold which
Romanists are continunlly attacking, but which
only resulls in their leaders being inwardly con-
vinced of the impreguability of cur pusition.
They would tell us that nov having « commission
stamped with Apostolic authority, vur ehildren do
not at their baptism become “members of Christ,
childven of Gon, and inheritors of the Kingdowm
of Heaven ;" that in the Holy Eucharist no invisi-
ble Christ comes to strengthen our bodies with the
Bread of Life; that our marriaghs receive not the
blessing of Holy Uliurely; and that our dead lie in
unsanctified graves, '

The seeker alter truth naturdly enquires, “what
grounds have the Rumuuists fur such  assertivns,
which, if' true, would shaks o gre nation's faith
in what wo lirmly lelieve to be the purest branch
< Chri~t’s Church ou earth, and which would fill
aur minds with perplexing donbts ¥

Lot us then look into these assertions —wo can-
not el them arguments, fur they have notl u
shadow of rewson in then—and seo hiow often
they have vaniahied before that light of sesvarch
inte whieh Rom tists dare not enter.

Lt us fuvestigate the celebrated “Nug's Tlead
Fable,” one of the most senseless and puerile in-
ventions of Rume fur atecking the Grders of thoe
Church of Euglaud.

After the giwrt reign of Queen Mary, her hiadf-
sister Elizabeth was pliced upon the throne of
England,  Two days atwer the aceession of Jueen
Elizabeth, Cardinal Pole, Archbichop of Canter-
bury, died, leaving vacent the chair of St. Augns-
tiue. The liest Quty of tho new queen wag to il
tho vacaucy of the Archiopiscopal See. The Dean
and Clapier of Canterbury having wet and having
received its conye d'elire, the man whom they
clected 1o the Arvehivpiscupate wus the Rov. Dr
Matthew Parker. The queen then issued an im-
perinl mandate o certain Bishops to consverate
Dr. Purker.

Now what Romanists wanl us {o believe is this,
that with every Cathedial and Chureh in all Ing-
wnd at their disposal, with a solewn ordinal
suited to their views, with thres lawfully conse-
crated  Bishops, knowing that watehiul enemies
were on avery side rewdy to find o flaw in their
proceedings, sud  knowing that pany feeling was
both violent wnd uuscrupuleus, we are asked to
bulieve that these Dishops went to o tavern and
mado the comseeration of Archbishop Darker a
profane farce.  Would Queen LElizabeth for a
mument hase (olerated sueh procecdings? Would
Parliswent or Convocation have permitted these
men to take their seats in either of these budies
after such an unhallowed transaction?  Would
there have been no public vutery against such an
outrage?  Are we tu belicve that  Archbishup
Parker and his assveiates were insane, or du
Romunists think that wo bave lost our rewson?
Not ouee, not twice but humlreds of times has
this monstrous fuble been produced by Lumanists
as an argument againgt the validity of the Orders
of the Church of England.

version contradicting the other four in respect to
the nunber of eonsecrators present, the dates, and
the proceedings, and on thisas on another cceasion,
“their witness agreed not together.” The well-
known an iquary, Mr. Tiernay, and the learned
Rouun Catholic historian, Dr. Lingard, both deny
tho truth of tho story. The former says, “I must
own however, that after a careful perusal of all
that has Dbeen written on this subject (tho Nag's
Head Consecration) [ am cowpelled to adopt the
opposite opinion,” i. e, from Mr. Dodd’s, who in
lis listory crediw it.  The same gevtleman refers
10 it again and calls it “the supposod wummery in
Cheapside.”  Wo cannot help, therefors, believing
that this Nag's Heand story is a futile, false and
contrudictory invention,

But we are tolil that we have no proof of the
consecration of Dr Barlow, one of the four cons:-
crators of Archbishop DParicer, from the fact that
his consueration is not rocorded in the regisier of
Lambetl.  Does thiy prove anything either way 1
Fortunately, we have other prools of the consecra-
tion of Bishop Bavlow.  He was installed in tho
House of Lords, June 30th, 1536, as Bishop of St
David’s.  According to law, he couldl not he a
spiritual peer until after his consecration.  Since
the time of Edward 111, no one had sat in the House
of Lords as . Bishop-cleet.  In the yeur 1553 he
cceupied o seat in convucution as Bishop of Bath
and Wells,  In the vear 1542 he was oue of the
cunscerators of Arthur Bulkeley, The fact of his
cunseetativn not being recorded does not therefore
prove that he hud not veceived the Aposiolic Com-
missivn,  During the Primnaey of Arclibishop War-
ham, twenty-six consecrativns tovk place, and six
of thesy wre not to be found. The conseeration of
the wpotable Chardiner is not to Le found in the
Lambeth register.  But after all, it is not neces-
siry 10 prove Barlow’s consecration, for only threo
Gishops wre the required capowerl number for
consucration.  There were present at Archbishop
Parker's consverition, three others besides Barlow,
viz,, Hulgkins, Scory, aud Coverdale.  There can
be no doubt of their consecrativn, as we have tho
dates of their conseerations, and the munes of their
consecrators, atd this suecession we can trace bhack
1w the Apustles thomsolves.  To doubt then Areh-
bishop Parker’s cousecration on ncceunt of Dr,
Barluw ds as silly as it is presuming, and ounly
proves uns thing —that the Romanists not I ing
fuith in ono side of the Nag's Hemd story must
needs luveny a new ohjection,

As if the two abuve concoctions wore not enough,
Rowanists further tell us that the ordinal may
have been incomplete, and so perfaps might have
invididuted the consecrition.  They cluim that we
enlarged and fmproved it afterwards.  Dut this
proves nothing, tor we claim that “every Church
tath power tw decreo rites and ceremonies,” and no
ubjeerion can possibly be made to our service—(1),
Lecause we dropped certain non-essential  cevo-
mutiies of tho sixth and even uy late as the twolfth
centuvies, and (2), because the words “Priest” and
“Pishop” did not oceur in the actual Jorm of or-
dainipg.  In the Ruman Pontilical in Xpiseopal
conseeralion the word “Bishop” is entirely absent.
Romanists evidently overlook the fact that the
Orders of the Chureh of England have been ad-
mitted valid even by Popes.  There is no doubt
Pius 1V, in aletter to Queen Llizabeth, oflered to
sanction the Dok of Common Prayer, including
the Ordinal, if she would receive it from him,
The illustrious M. Dossuet, Bishop of Meaux,
Father Davenport of Santa Clara, the well known
Dr. Stephen Gough, and many other Homan Catho-
lic divines testify 1o the vulidity of vur Orders,
And we like to receive aml hear such opinions, for
it shows that even among llomanists themselves
there are found men who are ashamed to credit
such outmgeous inventions as the “Nag's Hesd
(unsueration,”

ANCIENT BIRD TRACKS.

Describing a visit just paid to the
sandsione quarry at Turner’s Fulls, on
the Connacticut River, Massachusetts,
Mr. Xlias Nagon states that workmen
are still busily engaged in excavating
the bird tracks that have made the
quarry geologically famous. The
ledge rises 30ft. or 40ft. ahove the
river, and consists of thin laminw of
a dark coloured snd somewhat brittle
sandstone. On the faces of the slabs
are found the tracks, depressed and in
relief. They are in general clear cut
and very distinct. Some very fine
specimens have recently been brought
to light. One of them has tracks of
sn enormus animal, 5{t. apart, and the
tracks thomselves ({threetoed) are
15in. long. According to I’rof Hux-
ley, who has visited this quarry, an
animal making such tracks must have
been 256{t. or sOft.. in height,  Mr.
Nason was permitted to take away
with him several beautiful speciinens,
one of which exhibits the delicate
tracory of the feet of an insect escap-
ing over the soft mud; another ex
hibits the ripples of the wave, another
the drops of rain, and olhiers have
well-defind imprints of tho tracks of
birds. He also saw the impressions
of several kinds of ferns and grasses.
Mr. Stoughton, who is working this
geological mine, considers some of the
largest slals to he worth from £500 to
21,000 ; bLut the cost of exeavating
them is heavy. The whole region is
supposed to have been orviginally
covered by the sen.  As the waves re-
ceded, birds and quadrupeds whose
species are extinet left the impressions
of their feet upon the mud, which,
hardening inte stone, has held them
through the ages for the examination
of the scientista of the present day.
Compared with theso tracks as to age,
the pyramids of Fgypt are are but ag
of yesterday.—Zondorn Zimes.
