Taz Bishop of Durbam bas just laid the found-
ation stone of & new charch, to be erected in
Sunderlard, which is being built at the sole cost:
of His Lordship, as a thank offering for the
blessings vouchsafed to him during his seven
years' episcopate.

O~ Monday, 20d Nov., the Duchess of Teck,:
accompanied by the Princess Victoria, paid a
visit to Spitalfields, to open the new Mission-
ball and Working Men's Club in conbection
with the parish Chnrch. Awong those present
were noticed the Earl and Countess of Meath,
and the Countess of Iddesleigh and Lady Eilis.

The new mission hall occupies the site ofone
of the old Huguenot refuges. For maby years
it was known as the * Patent” Chapel, being
one of the chartered Huguenot places of wor-
ship. The Royal arms with the French quar-
terings, found in good preservation, have been
carefully regilded, and were to be seen above
the chairs occupied by the Duchess and her
daughter. The chapel was last occupied by the
United Methodist Free Church, and when they
could no longer hold their own in such a neigh-
bourhood, the Rector of Spitalfields became the

urchaser of the bunilding ard its freehold site.
'fhe inducement to purchase was increased by
the fact that the Secularists were much anxious
to obtain a place in those paris, but their de-
sign was happily frustrated.

A series of special Church Sunday Afternoon
Musical Services haa been arranged to take

hurch, Manchester. The cnurse will include
the Messiah, Creation, Elijah, Hymn of Praise,
Gaul's Cantata, The Holy City, und other musi-
cal productions. There will also be a special
service for men only, at which a choir of 100
men will perform, led by a military band; and
a sarvice tor women only, with a lady organist
and some eminent local artistes. Popular
bymps and a ehort office will precede and con-
clude each service.

Kelly, Maclure, Lloyd, and Beechey, and the
Rector of the parish, the Rav, K. Bigoe-Bagot.

dressed by the Bishop from St. John xvi, 33:
* In the world ye shall have tribulation ; but
be of good cheer, I have overcome the world.”

TeE new Bishop of Western Texas was, like
hie predecessor, an officer in the Southern army
during the war. Ie is the youngest son of
Cupt. James S. Johnston, of Church Hill, Miss.,
and was vorn in 1843. It is understood that he
has accepted the appointmenrt to Western Texas
and is to be consecrated at Trinity Church, Mo-
bile, on the Feast of the Holy Innocents; by
Bishop Wilmer, Bishops Dadley and Harris as-
sisting. '

MAN'S WORKE.

A Poper by the Rev. R. Hewton, of Maple
Grove, read before the Ruri-Decanal Chapter
_of the District of Qeebec.—(Continned.)

II. We come now to Regular Pastoral Visit-
ing. This branch of Purochial work stands
next in importance to viriting the sick.

My rule is to visit everybody under my
charge regularly twice o yoar. In those visits

a great dcal may be done, but is must be done
with tact.” Apply the rule of common senre
however, and we need not fear the result. If
we bear in mind that wo are doing Christ's
work and endeavour to do it as He would have
it done, we cannot go far wrong in this part
of our duoty. As a rule it is not a difficult
matter to lead the rubj-ct of conversation into
the desired channel. I generally read a por-
tion of Scripture, catechize the children, make
a few remurks emitable to the occasion, and
pray in accordance therewith. I have seldom
found apathy very prominent at such times.
The firet virit may not be so snccesaful a< de-
sired, but in nine cases out of t.n, the second
or third will break through the icy barrier of
indifferenco. At all events watch for nppor-
tonities. If we dn we reldom wateh in vuin.
An opportunity may arise when we least ex:
peet it for rpeaking some comforting word.
enme cheering portion of Scriptare, which
ghall help lighten the burden of some heavy
luden henrl. Some weary snul. through God's
help may be led to Chrirt, by a kiud and loving
word epoken in searon. Who can tell how
mnch may be done by such visits ? God works
in a wilent myaterions way and we know not
when Ho may be muking the groatest use of us,
His uoworthy servants., If our hearts are
filled with love to Gud, what is there we shall
not be willing to do, in order to lead to Christ,
His lambs that are atraying amid the pomp»s
and vanities of this wicked world, reeking to
quench their thirst at dry fonntains. OQut of
the fulness of & loving hear. we should bear our
fuithful testimony to them, and lead them to
the haven of rost to find their peace in Jesus
which He alone can give. We ought, remem-
bering the dec!aration we made botoro we were
ordained, the solemn responsibilities we took
 upon ourkelves, and the exhortation given us
at tha. time, to make it the grand ubject of
our pasteral visiting to prov.de rpiritual life
and devotedunees samong onr Parishioners. Life
and interest is whut we have to awaken, This
gained and we huve made considerable advance
ment in our work.

I am one of those who believe in beautifal
services in the worsbip of God. Make the
ritual as beauntiful, solemn, impressive and at-
tractive as we cun. “Worship the Lord in the
besuty of holiness.” Let it be scen that it is
pot n dead formal thing—a dumb xhew. Our
public worship is the principal thing, but it is
pot enongh. The services will benetit only
tho-e who attend them. They may be the
grandest, the most rolemn, the most devout
and hearty, and the preacher may set forth the
words of truth and soberness with inexnvrossable
power und pathos of voice, bat if the careless
and indiffercut de pot attend how are they to
be edified ?

What is to be done then? 'Why, if they do
not come lo us we must go to them. “Go ye
into the highways and hedges and compel them
to come in,” Our Church services do not cover
all the ground. We must go out into the fiold
where the work is to be dune. The work to
bo done is saving men's souls, the converrion of
ginners, the careless and indifferent whom no
services can reach,

We may meet with manydisappointments.
The work may be discouraging—almost hope-
lexs perthupr,—but whem do wo serve? We
may meet with coldniss, haidness, want of

a solution of this difficulity ? May there not
be a little fault on both sides? What is the
relationship between priest and people, teacher
and tanght ?

These are questions which every clergyman
may be called upon to answer for himself in
connection with the re-ults of his work. The
circumstance which influences more than any
other the success or otherwire of u Pastor's
work is the relationship existing between the
clergyman and people. We are sometimes too
ready to (urn towards the congregation for the
explanation of tue causs of that lack of accep-
tance which in sume cases characterizes our
sacred functions. Oftentimes it is not indif-
ference on the part of the people that i3 to
blame &0 much as some want of eympathy be-
tween the laader and led—between shephesd
and flock., If the clergyman throws himself
heart and woul, into the daily lives, the trials
and troubles, and the happines: of bix congre-
gation, if he is ever holding out the right hand
of genial frien'ship and hospitality, and going
in and out amongst them as a ..ving sym pathiz.
ing friend, and not always endeavouring to
impress vpon them his dignity and importunce,
and their littleness, there must of vecesvity
arire a feeling of real re-pect, deepering daily
ioto a tirm and luasting uffection which nought
will or ever can dissolve, and which must gn
2 long way towards influencing the spiritual
lives of the penple, a4 wel as confirming them
in an unswerving fuithfulness to their religious
duties.

I11. This brings us to the third head. Soci-
able or Neighborly visits.

These seem to be a great waste of time, but
they ure expected of us, and we must yiold to
some extent to the demand. [ will not say
that people are just in theze demands, but
nevertheless thero is the fact that we are ex-
pected to visitin a sociable way. Of course,
do our very best and we cannot satisfy people
in this rerpect. The Congregationalists call
their minister the ZTeaching member of the
Cburch. We are expected L0 be also the visit
ing member.

But these neighborly visits may not be al-
together tho wuste of time they seem. The
clergymen may do much good in this way.
He may take this opporiunity of engendering
& kindly feeling towuards himself, which will
be of great value to him in his sacred minis-
trations, He may have muny opportunities of
dropping the good seed without uppearing to
do so. If he take an interest in the temporal
concerns of his flock, he will find them more
accessible for the advancemont of their spir-
tual welfare. It is bis duty to enter into theii
pleasures, morveover, with the view of eleval.
irg und refining thom. Of course he will not
in this cuse torget that he is the clergyman—
the spiritusl pastor. His manuner aud ~pecch
will be such as becorae his character and posi-
tion. I do not mean by this that there will be
any prudery and undue stiffoess about him
[n short, let him be all that characterizes u
true gentleman, and he noed not be afraid of
doing anything except doing wrong or duing
nothing.

The clergyman should be an example to his
flock in every sense of the word, aud in order
o effect this he muast be an educutionary in-
fluence in their sociable life.

He will befallowing more closely in his Maa-
ter's footsteps, it he bo found in the Marriyge
Feast Chamber as well as in the sick room, as
a nan “in the world,” though not *“of the
world,”

A great deal has boen raid and written con-
cerning theclergymun's position in society, but
tothing with greater truth and force thun the
following, which I quote from ‘‘Evan’s Bishop-
rie of souls.”

*“ Let but the clergyman be fuithfal in minis-
tration, diligent in visitation ; careful inadding

to the treasures of his heart and he will have a

the solemnity of his character confine him ; he
will be sober and vigilant, ro as at every mo-
ment to bo slive to the inconsiatency of the man
of the congrogation with the mun of company
—of the man of visitation with the man of
visita.” bt T

% He will not forget where and what he is ;
a8 a guest at table, he will remember that he ig
a minister of God’s Holy Word and Sacraments,
an instructor of the living, a consoler of thedy-
ing ; and thus he will never be lost sight of in
the mero minister fo man's amusement ; even
the stranger will discover his office, not by his
c¢lothes, nor yet by unsearonable intrusion of
subjects tno rolemn for the occasion; but by
that indescribable propri-ty, that modest dig-
nity, that gentleness and reverity, which isde-
rived from the habitual exercise of his profes-
sion.”

¢ Such a character does indeed ranctify so-
ciety,—all that he says tends to useful inform-
ation, and he often finds occarion to drop
something, which falling as good eeed, may in
time yield good froit.”

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DIOCkSE OF ONTARIO.
hPPlB Orrawa Mission.—Among your
rgacers are many friends of the ““Upper.Ottawa.

o A——

Mission-;” therefore; with-your-kind-permission
I should. like to. give.a. brief ;acoount, of: im-
pressions: formed. daring; a recent visit. paid to
that arduous. and: most. extensive. field in the
diocese.of Ontario. Someimagine that.in this
Eastern jnrisdiction: the trials of early pioneer
work have:long pasred away, bat that thisis a
mistake may easily be shown by a visit to
North Hastings, North Frontenac, or to that
large tract of rocky conntry stretching along
the banka of the “Grand River” from Pembroke
to North Bay, and now known as the “Upper
Ottawa. Migsion.” The distance; speaking
roughly, is one hundred miles, over which are
sprinkled tiny detachments of English Church
people, who before the arrival of the present
devoted Mission priest, the Rev. C. Forster
Bliss, six years ago, had no one to speak to
tbem concerning Christ and His Charch, nor to
celebrate for them the mysteries of religion.
Now, in seven centres the pecple are gathered
together to join in the worship of Almighty
God according to the manner of their ancestors,
apd to bave the faith of their futhers, which
some of them had well-nigh forgotten, explain-
ed simply and fally. At each of the several
points I found good congregations, and from all
I heard expressions of gratitude to the aathori-
tien of the diocese, and to the friends of the
Miseion for enabling them to enjoy the privi:
leges of religion. The character of the country
is such that the probab lity is that the work
will ulways be dependent on outside help. The
settlers are too widely scattered to be able ever
to maintain the services of the Church unaided,
while those- who might assist more largely,
viz: the railway employees, are so migratory
in their habits as to be of little asrintance in a
pecuniary way. If it were not for alively
faith, and s devolied heart, the Missionary
would, T am sure, have departed long ago. It
remaing then, for us, who dwell in move tavour-
ed localities to sustain his handa, and enable
him to cont'nue his work, by helping him to
meet the liublities he bas incurred in erecting
the Mission Church and House at Mattawa,
and to pay the heavy running expenses oceas-
ioned by the peculiar nature of the Mission,
and the salaries of two candidates for Holy
Orders, who work under him as lay-assistants.
Furds sare also needed towards the erection of
a Church at Petewava, where there is a good
congregation of settlers, who were without
pastoral supervision until Mr. Bliss came down
ninely miles to visit them a year ago. I con-
rider the worst here most promising, and it is
to be hoped that in the near future the Bishop
may be wuble tosee his way 1o form it into a
separate Mission in conjunction with Chalk
River. When this is done Mur. Bliss will be
able to extend his ministrations to fwo other
small settlements which are too far from the
present centres for the people to attend the
Church’s services. Itia a graod thing to know
that the Church is caring for Her sheep who
are scattered in the wilds, for it shows that she;
is working in the way appointed by Her Di-
vine Head. Five hundred souls, almest lost
among the rocky hills, are as dear to Him as
the same number gathered together into a com-
pact parish, and there can be, but little doubt,
that the eplendid condition of our Mission is
to be attributed under God, to the fact, that’
our pecple are realizing that it means the Gos-!
pel is preached to the poor.

TyenpiNAga—The work of rebuilding the
Parsonage of Christ Church, Tyendinaga Re-
serve, commenced early in the seasou, has been
steadily prosecuted until it is now almost com-
pleted aod ready to be occupied by the incum-
bent and his family. An inspuction of the
building rhows that the work has been properly
performed. The rooms are large and airy, and
but few clergymen in Quntario will find them-
selves more comtortably housed tban the Rec-
tor of Tvendinaga, The parsonage is most ad-
mjrably situated, Nestling amid begutiful

trees;_convenient-to- the church; adjoining-the-
statliest grove.in the :Bay:of  Qninte.s-prettier.
gite-for a residence could not. be desired. Ha..
couraged and pleased with their exertions, the,
building committee and members of the congre-
gation. decided to. show their satisfaction.hy
holding an * at home ” at the parsonage befora,
the Reotor should take-possessien, and Thauka-.
giving Day, Friday, 18th Nov., was selected
for this purpose. Large numbers, including a.
contingent from Deseronto, attended and were
cordially welcomed by Rev, G. A. Anderson
and Mrs. Aonderson, and were soon made to fesl.
themselves at home, About7 o’clock dinner
was announced. The Jadies of the Reserve have
long maintained a reputation for providing the
best ‘*spreads " in this gection, but on this oc-
casion they completely eclipsed all former ef-
forts, the table fairly groaning under the load
of delicacies with which it was adorned. Three
times the tables were filled with guests.sund still
the supply of provisions held out against the
repeated assaults. After dinver the tables were
removed. The Rev. G. A. Anderson, Mission-
ary of the Reserve, being called to the chair,
in a brief address narrated- the steps taken at
different vestry meetings towarda the inception
of:the work of renovating Christ Church and’
rebuilding the parsouage. He expressed’ his
gratitnde for the many acts of kindners shown
him by the people of the Mohawk Band, and
his pleasure at reeing so many friends from De-
reronto. Sreeches, intermingled with vocal
and inftrumental music, followed. from Chief
Annosthkal, Dr. Oronhyatekba, Rev. Robert
Atkinson, Chiefs Suloman Lnft and Wm. Green,
and a motion was passed expressing the thanks
of the people of the Tyendinaga Reserve and
adjoining district to the Christian people of
Great Britain and Ireland, and especially to the
Colonial and Continental Charch Society and
New England Company, for their kind sympa-
thy and generouns assistance in aiding in the
erection and restoration of chburches, schools
and parsonage for the Mobawk Reservation.

The remainder of the evening waa yery plea-
eantly passed with music and cenversation.
Much pleasure was occasioned by the ceremony
of giving an Indian name to Rev. Robert At-
kinson. With much mystic and pompnus rit-
ual, in which Mr. Jos., Picord acted as master
of ceremonies, the reverend gentlemsn was
pamed * Kanonsaseh,” (New House). At alate
hour the meeting was brought to a close by
singing the National Anthem,

DIOCESE OF MACKENZIE RIVER.

MoLrop.—As many of your readers have
little idea of the progress made during the past
few year: by the Church in Southern Alberta,
and having lately visited the churches south of

High Riaer, a brief description of them may be
interesting. Thero are only three organized
parisbes in this district, although there are be-
sides them two missions on the Blood and Pie-
gan Reserves. The first Church visited was
that of St. Augustine’s, Lethbridge. This
building, which was only completed this sum-
mer, is I believe the first brick church erected
in the Northwest. The external appearance is
plain but not unpleasing, and would I think
look well if it had 8 spire, and it is to be hoped
that the congregation will before long be in a
position to make this addition. 'Lhe interier,
however, is very attractive, the furnitare being
of oak and very bandsome, as are the altar,
cloth and the frontals of the lectern, reading-
desk and pulpit. I was informed thsat this
Church ia said to have the hundsomest interior
of any church in the diocess. The ceiling. of
the nave is pretty, but rather low; and the
walls and the arched roof of the chaucel are
plastéred. Services are regularly held here at
11 a.m. and 7 p.m. each Sunday, with early ce-
lebrations st 8 a.m. on red letter days. There
are two Sunday celebrations in each month, the
first being at the 11. o'clock: service, and the:
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.second at 8 a.m. “The congregations .are not
“large, but there was & fair attendance in the
evening. The Missionary in charge wore no
cassock, but went up the ais e in long surplice
tbat draggled under his-heels, which was pro-
bably the caunse of its baving & soiled appear-
ance. The singing was very fair, The chonir
who are seated in the -chancel turuing to the
East to recite the Cieed, while the clergyman
reoited it-siaring blankly at the northern wall,
.which seemed very much out of place; he be
ing 1he only: person in the chnrch who bhad not
-taken the eastern position. In other respectn
the ~ervice was a pleasing one and was joined
in by the congregation in & hearty manner.
‘The next Church visited was that of Chriat
Church, Mcl eod., This Church was also ervoted
ibis summer on the site of the oid chnreh,
which was destroyed by fire about & year agn,
The bu lding is of frame and very neatly fin-
ished, and will undoubtedly have, when com-
pleted, & very neat appearance. At presewrt it
is sadly in need of a porch for the western door
and foundation, and the congregation purpore
shortly erecting one, surmounnted by a spire.
‘Ip this choreb, although the congregation gen-
erally do not appear to be as advanced Church-
men as those at Lethbridge, the service was in
many ways more decenlly and a:derly con-
ducted than it.was at that place, The incamb.
ent alvo wearing a cassock apd neat surplice,
presented & more seemly appearance. Services
are held here regularly, except on the first Sun-
day in the month, when the incumbent has to
hold service at Pincher Creek, at 1l a.m. and 7
p.m. Communion ir celebrated twice & month
after morning service. The congregation is
good, and appears to be rather larger than that
at Lie'hbridge.

PincaEr CREek.—St. John's Charch at this
place has been erected for several years, hut
there is no missiopary regularly in charge.
Services are held here on the first Sunday in
tbe month by the incumbent of Christ Church
at McLeod, and on the third Sunday the Mis-
sienary from the Piegan Reserve, The Church
itself presents, from a distance, a very attrsc-
tive appearance, the high Latin Cross on the
top of the beltry attracting attention, and pre-
senting a marked contrast to the crosses adorn-
ed ‘with the Roman emblematical titles, &ec.,
usnally seen op- churches in the territories.
A close examination shows that the Church has
-never been clapboarded, being built of npright
boards and battens, which seems curious to
thore accustomed to the KFastern fashion of
bnilding. The windows of this Church are
vory prettily divided, and are in this respect
I think superior to.those. at Lethbridge and
McLeod. AsI was there on a Sundsy when
there was no service I can give you no idea of
the manner in which they are conducted. The
interior of the Church is plain but very neat,
and is very creditable to the congregation who
are scattered over a large area of country. and
were at the time it was built but few in number.

DIOCESE OF COLUMBIA.

Viororia, B.C.—A weil attended meeting of

The Lord Bishop, in opening the proceedings.
eaid that bhe hud always felt 1hat the subject of
immigiation was of 1the greatest importance to
8 young country. The future of any eountry
depended on 1he chaacter of the pe.rons intro
ducedas settlers, and any society that was

carefal in the relection of those sent out from
Eogland was deserving of their support. He

-then.asked Canon Cooper to axpluin the consti-
‘tation and objects. of the Church Emigration

Sociely, which be did at considerable length,
referring to the fact that after an existence of
nearly two years the society.had beea offivially
resogunized by the Domianion Guvermeat of Can-
ada. It hud been adopted by the Provincial
Synod of the Church of Canada beld last year
at Montreal, and it wasauthorized by the Liocal
Government Board of England to undertake the
emigration of orphun and dexerted children
From has short residence in British Columbia
he bad tome to the conclasion that there were
openings for many immigrants if we could only
get Lthe right sort. The claswses of immigrants
be would like to see introduced. and he wassuie
they would succeed, were re:pectable young
women as domestic servants, boys from twelve
to fifteen years of age us page boys, workers
about a garden or on a farm,

There was another class he was most anxious
to see introdnced ; what is called mother's help
or lady help. Tbese wouald be the daughters of
clergymen and professional men at home, who
were obliged to work for their living in conse-
quance of the hardness of the times. The great-
est care should bo taken in selecting these young
women. They would act as nursery govern-
esres, taking the entire charge of the children
and indeed acting a3 nurses; or they would
help the lady of the house in all her household
work., About twenty of this class had been al-
ready placed in different parts of Ontavio. The
great diffisnlty in getiing immigrauts of this
cluss for British Columbia is the expense of the
jowrney, and he hop.d thut some help would be
given by the provincial government, and that
the $10 subsidy the Dominion Government has
lately withdrawn would be resumed, in which
case the balance required would no doubt be
found in England.

Several valuable speeches followed after which
the Branch Society was formed, and the fo low-
ing committee appointed : President, Tho Linrd
Bishop of Columbia; members, Hon. J. W.

The Irish Ecclesiastical Gazetle, referring to

.a debate which lately took.place in thesunited
Synods of Dublin, Glendalough and Kildare, '

touching certain questions in*Sh.rrar.!s Cathe-
chism " an to minl terial powers, and stryugly
objected to by extreme Evangelicals, says:

“ The Church does not maintain the episco-

pal cflize as a kind of head-piece, or ornamen- .

tation work, or avistocratic appendage, but it
maintains it, snd honours it, and pays for it, in
order that it may safeguard the orders of the
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Church. and haud down the Apostolic grace of

the three-fuld ministry of Bighop, Priest, and
Deucon unimpuired. Bat if there be no such

grace, if one denomination be as good .as .

another, if any pious layman can bless, and ab-

solve, and consecrate with just ne much author- :

ity as the ordained miniater of Chriat, then there
is en end to the Christian ministry ; and we
say the time bas come to consider with ull ge-
riousness the question, What do we want with
Bishopr, Priests. and Deacons in the Irish
Church ? It is not & question whother the. or-
ganization of ono ** denomination "—to use the
favourite term—is better or more perfect than
that of another; such perfections or imperfec-
tions are of no account in this controversy.
The question i8 a root question; it is this:

Whether such a thing exints at all as minister-
inl grace with its accompanying rerponsibilities;
whether s gift from Gol accomnanies or does
not accompuny the laying on of hands, carrying
with it power and authority to declare and pro-
nounce the absolution and remission of sing ;
whethor, when the Bishop says in the most
solemn moments of his lifs, * Roceive the Hoiy
Ghost for the office and work of a Priest in the
Church of God, now committed uato thee by
tho imposition of our handa. Whose sins thou
dost forgive, they are forgiven ; and whoee 8ins
thou dost retain, they aro retuined. And be
thou a faithful dispenser of the Word of Gd,
and of hir holy Sascraments; In the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost”
—he is mocking God in heaven and the candi-
date kneeling at his feet, or in conveying & real
gift? “This,” says Hooker, *“‘is that grand
original warrant by force whereof the guides

dut frater, episcopalem gratiam,” ask St. Am-
brose, ‘ Deus an homo? Respondeo sine dubio,
*Deus.' Sed per hominem dut Deus. Homo
imponit mannm ; Deus lurgitur graciam.” Lun-
guage like this, however, wves not represent the
theology that is in favour in the Christian
UgionBuildings, nor, we must add, with some

members of our Synods.

It may be ia the minds of some that the form
the Christian ministry may assume is only a
matter of human convenience and arrangement,
and that ours bappena to bo an episcopul form
ot Church goverament. All we can wuy is that
this is not the teaching of the Church, and if ik
comes to by accepled, let us be hounest.und
truthful sad eliminate the wrdinal from oar
Church formularies,

If the Church does not inherit an A postolio
Minisuy with Divine sanctions, if it is not. the
Kingdom of ‘G ud on earth, duly oficered, with
dirtiuct fanctwous. to discharge, thruugh its or-
dained servants—*' to minister the dootrine and
and Sacraments and the dircipline of Christ as
the Lord hath commanded "—we confess. wo do
not know where we stand nor how .we.are to
sonfront the force of Unbelief. We are but
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cne of & congeries of broken bdies of humsap
© origin and not the supernataral Body of Christ,
with & divine authentication from Him.

Church Lif<, (of Cleveland, Ohio), & paper of
very moderate tone, thus refers to "the Rev.
Phillips Breoks:

The elognent Reverend of Boston and his co-
" terie of fumiliar spirits who deny that the His-
toric Episcopate is of Divine appointment,
direot or indirect, and conseqnently not s fun-
damental principle of the Church, have placed
themselvo+ in a pnaitinn that i3, to say the
least, nnenviable. They admit by their pres-
ence in the Church and connection therewith
that they :wre there for rea<ons of ‘expediency
ouly. That expediency may be the saluries
they receive. the socisl pr«itinn atfreded or the
eorviction that upon them reits the responsi-
bility of protesting that The Charch is not The
Church, a Bishop is not 2 Bishop und a Priest
is not a Priest. They submit to rules which
compel them to clese their pulpits to good and
eloguent preachers, not bhecaunse of any convic
tiou, but becnuse of the Historic Eji-copate in
which, according to their own admissious, they
do not bolieve. They refure to ullow a sectus-
rian minister to administer the Holy Commu-
pion in their chnrches, yet say he hui as good
a right to administer the sacramnant as have
they. Either the canons of the Church are
founded upon & lic or these men deny with their
lips what they endorse by their acts,

God's Holy namo be praised that there are
some people, nnd priosts also in the Church,who
believe in the Historic Episcopate without which
there is no Church, as we have ** always receiv
ed the same.”

If we believed that the Historic Episcopate

Anything as precious to them®
for instance, a8 the special forms of worship in
the Prayer Book are to us? Wedornot re-
membor any advances on this line. Presbyte-
rizns proposed to make the terms of full inter-
communion even harder than those proposed
by the Bichops. The Bishops did not stand for
anything whatever that can be fairly called de-
nominational ; for cpiscopacy is not peculinr
to this Episcopal Church, butis held to-day by
an immense majority of all the Christians in

Jemand upon us. It is so much easier, it has
been truly raid, to read a commentury than .to
reud the Bible; yes, jnst a8 it is much easier to
know about God thun to know God Himself,
And 80 we are always swerying from the dirvect
appeal of Scripture, wandering from the osne
renl point; we change the coaversaticn, a3 it
were, when it begions to be too exacting ; and
wo go off into all sorts of colluteral questions
about scholurship, or geology, or antiquarisn
resenrch; studies in themsdelves, of course, most
nonorable and importaut, most worthy in the
sight of God, only not reaching to that inner
depth where His saints in every age have found
the secrot strength of the Bible; where alone
the finul, clenching proof of its divineness can
be recognized and felt. It is often a puthetic
failuro that results: it is as though Wisdom
were crying upon the high places of the eity,
“Come. eat of my bread, and drink of the wine
which I have mingled’; and those whom she
addressed were persistently engaged in exam-
ing the architecturs of her houss, or discussing
the language of her invitation, It is the old
contrast; *God's Word is tried to the utter.
moat' ; tried by every standard, in every field
ot eriticism, but His ‘servant loveth it." His

LETTERS FROM CALIFORNIA.

Sacrauento, Car., Nov. 25. 1887

Sie.—It was just 8 o'cluck in this preent
month of November that we stepped aboard the
overland train for California after a4 weck’s plea-
sant visit with old friends in the city of Omaha.
grown since our lust rtay there, some six years
ago from a city of 40 to 60 thousands inhabit-
_ante, and a8 the building bonm is of such large
dimensions as 10 strike with surprise any one
arriving from the east, it bids fair within the
pext six years to become one of the great cities
of the west ; in all the main streets expensive
buildings are being erected, and in the snburb-
new bouses inevery direction and of all descrip-
tions frnm laborers cottages to elegant mansions;
a8 in ull these growing Western {cities, lots are
staked out and numbered for miles beyond the
city limits and a cable car liue i3 heing builtto
run to the Northern subarbs exzpecting to be
finished by next Full, there is the usual specn-
lation in lots rivalling that of soma scetions i
Culifornis, some think, however, that Omaba
is & much safor place fur investments than the
latter,us large manunfuctures are being establish-
ed there and new enterprices hoing inaugzurated
constant'y,while the cities of Suuthern Culifor
nia depend almost cntirely for iheir growth
upon the attractions of climate and scenory
combined with fruit culture, it seems like &
contest between health and wealth, but unless
we are all invalids the latter would seem to
bhave the most solid basis. Our Church has
now six Church ediftces in Omaha besides ele-
gant and enmmodious huildings for educational
purposes. The Cathedral on Capitol avenne,
but latelv finished, is a finely yproportioned
builaing of grey stone with many beautiful me-
morial windows, but although imposing without
and fively situated is dirappointing 88 to =eat-
ing capacity, being found already too small for
the congregation and totally inadequate to so
rapidly growing a city. After leaving Omaha
we ride through the night till the sun slowly
dissipates the dark clouds as we rise from our
berth in thesleeping car, and discloses therame
interminable prairie that we left and which
‘now continues with little change until we are
well in Colorado, when it varies from the rol
ling prairie with foliage here und there to the
sandy plain with scarcely sn elevation tobreak
the monotony, and longer and longer distances
between the villages, the only bresk to the
wearied eyes resting ever in the same scene are
the herds of cattle, a cow boy now and then
riding over the plain on a dusty wagon along
the sundy road, hereand there at long intorwuals,
a solitary looking houze usuully with a corral
buiit near it for the theep or cattle, and long
sheds open to the south and thickly thatched
with straw on sides and top for their protec:
tion in winter. As the day advances towards
meredian, every passenger who is new to the
scene is laooking out for the first glimp-e of the
Rocky Mountuins, several already ftancy the
cloud- in the horiz n are Mountain-, ba* find in
them oply a miiage, some however, they do
appesr and as usual do not look fo high, a3 ex-
pested, they grow on the gaze however as we

neur Denver, and their beve and lofty summits
are cleurly ontlined agaiust the blue sky. At
230 p.m., we are getting into Denver, and bero
again those who are expectirg to see a moun-
tain city are disappointed, the mountains are
twenty miles uway, and Donver is on a plain
48 flat as Chicago, the city itself, thoagh un-
inviting in its approach through factory yards
snd suburbs encumbered with all soris of debris,
is & surprise and delight when fairly within its
limits, the streets are rpucious, the bu~iness
<ection bu It up with starely edifices of brick
and light stone, 4 large proportion of tine hotels.
a tine Opera bousoe of dark, red, and light groy
stone :nd many handsome churche«; hero weo
huve & Cathedral 1hat is worthy of the name,
stunding in a triangle of land st the intersec-
tion of the principal streets und in u very can-
tral and aceesrible part of the city, itchullengen
the attention of the way farer by its imporing
oxterior, built of pressed brick with stone fauc
ings a sort of Rymune-que style ofarchitecture,
plain without any thinyg strikiog in the way of
carving or oruamont, it is imposing in its
strength and simplicity, the interior has many
handsome windows, the roof rises le s great
height with lurge clerestory windows making
a light interior, &2 contrast to most of the fnor
churches of our fuith in this land in that res:
pect, it will accommodate abrut 1000 to 1200
peop:le and seems in every respoect well appoint-
ed. The residence streets in Danver are hand-
~ome, all shaded with fine trees scarcely yeot
stripped of their atumnal tints.

So soon a8 harvest is due gruin will
ripen, and we shall reap. Yet what hopes wea=
out, how many hearts faint, how God's promise
is accueed of failing, when not only good men,
but justice itself and enlightened policies go to
the ground., Dismay comes back and back
again, becanee men will expect to reap where
they have scarcely sown., One who had labor-
ed a long, bard lifetime for the policy he had
belioved in, exclaimed on his bitter death-bed,

¢ 1 bave laved righteousness and hated iniquity,
snd therefore I die in exile,” He threw aw.y
nis Jast moment of insight, becanse ht.a bhad a
quarrel with God. And his quarrel with God
was beeause he had set his heart on reaping.

an inxtalment only, often notbing but a token
of what in to come. Is there any great rowing
‘which falls 1o this age of the Church to do, from
which barvests w il be reiped long after onr
.work is over? 1rso, has this ocesrionany ye-

lation to that great sowing ? The Psalm speaks

of one “who, goes on his ;way weeping and
bearng good seed, who will come again with
joy and bripg h’s sheaves with him " This
beautiful work of God amoog us to-day-the first
such founded and built these eight long centu
ries, founded &8ud  buiii for. centuries to come,
which has recsived so much love and grown to
many. a8 dear as if it . were a living thing, and
been, prayed for daily, and in the realised fel-
lowship of many quiet days, not for what it is,
bot what it is to be, a pledge of growing unity,
& seed of unity to come—have not blessings and
answers to prayers been so abundant (we ask
who know) ever since it began, that the most
auxious and laborioas cannot speak of even this
early seed-time as & time of tears, as a time of
soything but joy . und vigour and visible grow-
ing ; and stilt 816 we not sure that its harvests
will in their seasons be hundred-fold of the seed
sown ? If wo, this occasion must be parcel and
part of some vast spirvitual preparation which is
being widely made for the fuiure, and makes it
greater far than its own greatness. Again, then,
let us think what is the great sowing which be-
longs to this .age of the Church todo? Signs,
nay vuices, 8 geueral consent on every side,
answer us. If we wish to prepare a future for
our people and our children, we must make
rrovigion for an active, realised unityin the
Churgh. The luve and zeal for divisions is not
what it was, Far or near be it, the current of
buth thought,and feeling sets towards reunions
But, it this is sense, we must avoid a commen
funcy. We cannot recur to the past for unity.
External unity has not existed yet, except
superficislly. Unity is not the first scene, but
the triumph of Christianity and man. Christ
Himeelf could not create unity in His Charch.
He could pray for it, and His prayer most mov-
ingly teaches ms to work for iv. On earth it is
not & gift but & growth, If any vision of it is
granied us we must so work both in and tow-
ards whet we have seen that ““although it tarry,
it may be for an appointed time,” but rather
still that * it may come and not tarry.” There
seem 10 be three great lines on which we may
prepare the way of unity, along which it will
come in—the search for Truth, the reality of
Worship, the lessons learnt from History.

1. “Unity through truth” is au avcient motto,

It is a sort of natural prophecy. It is contrary
to the common judgment of our time. Unity
through compromise, that is the new maxim—
unity by extending our list of non-essentials,
aud surrendering them as fust as we may. We
are making such progress with this index, that,
ag if all our own difficulties were ipsignificant,
we find ourselves already bLeing counseiled to

recognise our unity with even other religiors of

of the world. We, to whom the very name of
religion means that there is a sinless Saviour,
once made ein for sin, avisible Victor of death,
Whose very flesh is the life of the world. ave
asked to leave the word in ignorance of Him,
and label our religion as one among religions

which have no religion inthem. But short of

such incoherent dreamr, what would be the end
of this negative way of decreasing difforences
by defining non-essentizls ? The differences that
remain would be as obstinate as ever, unless we
took a rhorter method and defined as non- essen-
tial all the things we differ in. At present we
sgree—God be praised !—in more thiogs per-
hsps than we know. eAud surely the sound
hope of unity liesin urging all. men to seek and
find what are realities ; theun to speak these,de-
monstrate these, live these. As we seck and
ure reslities in science, in history, in philo-
rophy, 80 also in morals, and in the revelation
of God. Then the non-essentials that are harm-
tul become as if they had never been. No man
revives proverbs abuut vaccum when we know
the facts of gravitation. The harmless non-
esventials. are, pethaps, full of grace and beanty
when Lhey are seen in proportion. If all seek
truth, not self, nor pariy, nor traditions as
sach, . we have unity. already in .will, And
-aVOR. When. We GAD.£e9.R0 next step clear, let us

-keep our faces longingly toward . the, lighs,
daily deepening (as we. know how) our know-
tedge. The yearning of multitudes is.not in
vain. After yearning comes impalse, volition,
movement.

2. We said worship was a second mesns: to-
wards unity. That it is an immediately felt
means i8 one of the commonplaces of Christian
literature. It found one of its most beantifal
expressions from Augustine, and has lest no
frenhness since ; the emotion of united.wor-
ship; the thought of earth’s unceasing incense
of rising prayer as the dawn and dusk ofevening
each moment waken and each moment send to
rest & new meridian; the range of .worship
from deeps of penitence to the divinest treasure
of the communion of saints; the range of its
forms, from the plainest simplicities, 8o dear to
many. to the best earthly perfections of shape,
of sound, oflight; the vast varieties of race and
character, which worship malkes one, from the
Corinthian, the Roman Jew, the Egyptian her-
mit, to the Kentish king, the Indian chief, the
Jupunese noble; the vame words and feelings,
mighty to bring all, humble yet exalted, into
God s presenee, So must the worship of this
boautiful house be beautifal, and varions, and
profound. It must give the full and tender
music of that Prayer-book,which—waile missal
and breviary huve become the private devo-
tions af priests, and other exercises are engaged
in to die as they are dolivered—is becoming the
Prayer book of the world. Not & month but
brivgs i% to me in some new language or dialect,
Muko you this house a fit ard sober exponent
of t, let it be followed vp by simplest preyer
meetings, let it be fullowed up by wise divinity
and deep, and this will be a house of prayer in-
deed. But, further, I want to suggest one other
point as to unity and worship. Are we sure
we areright to look upon varieties of worship as
necessarily marks of variance, on diversities of
ritual as material differonces? They ought
rather to be thought of as so many renderings
of one infinite theme, and all to be rejoiced in.
How can such a theme be rendered without
many forms of utterance, answering to the many
harmonies which make up man? Everyschool
of painting, overy style of archiiecture, all the
structures of languages, express each some spe-
cial grace, or order, or deep perception. And
ought not the worship of all mankind—with
ibe Eterval God for its object—to express wider
thoughts, and of necessity in more varied forms,
than even those greatest renderings of nature ?
How widely did the worship taught by Augus-
tine to tho English differ from that of our Celtic
saints, and both from the forms of earlier ages,
and both from our own. Yet we feel the im-
mense differences to be natural and right; we
know tbat tbere must be such differences in the
tuture, Have these simple facts no moral for
the present ?

3. A third way of unity must emerge from
sincere recognition of the Divine Presence in his.
tory. All wisdom is tested by the experience of
history—as to whether it iz & real wisdom or
whether it is a plausibility. Youn will never
find extreme parties caring for history. The
one thing they would agree to do wonld be to
tear up its record. The anti-religions politician
would exclude history also from eduocation.: The
Ultramontane would exclude it from being
cross-examined. Yet happily both are making
history meanwhile, both writing themselves
down in it. Well may they bate it here in Eng-
land. The one can but read that England was
a Church before it was a State; the other that
Buglund never acquiesced in the foreign prelate.
| To these two fact~ we owe our worship, our free-

dom, our truthfalness—and all the prophesy of
.the future which our cathedra! this.day. qpena.
1 History is rich with prophecy. And now it is
“a prophecy to come. The ifo of the race,is as
-real us the life of the individual. .We.begin to
‘see that the true value of the life of the.individ-
ual is as an exemplification of,.as.a contribation
.to, the life of: the rage—that * po.man.livesh ¢

§
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.himself.and no man dieth to himself”—that
-the more Christlike a man is the more ready he
< will:be- to be offered up, “ to spend and to be

speut upon the eacrifice of all,” the more he

will make society & new and greater self to him-
self. We may not linger c¢n s0 vast a subject.
“Bat if our cathedral preaches and chants of
unity through truth, and through worship, let
us not forget that hourly it teaches history, too,
and that no crystallised or even crystallising
history, but a liviog and growing history. The
Church of Cbrist, as He Himself says, hLuas
grown from the smallest of seeds, and year by
year it sheds freah seeds upon the wind, which
take root and. grow where they light on rock or
valley. This i8 one of them., It stands here
to-day, and is what it is because of ' the Apos-
tles’ doctrine and fellowship,” which it pre-
servos, and to which througzh *¢ the breaking of
the bread and the prayers" it leads back with-
out.brenk. The Book of the Acts of the Apos-
tles conclades 80 abruptly, or does not conclude
at all, as though it were in ~vder that, chapter
by chapter, the life and work of the Charch
might continueit; and it is being written still.
It stands and is what it is because the old. Mis-
sion saints of Cornwall were part and parcel of
those early times which developed cathedral
lifeand work. Itetands and is what it is becaase
the Reformation saved the life of the pust and
renewed its yoath by purifying it, and puritied
it by making its grand auppenl to history. Again,
there are historical views of property and per-
sons which were pecaliarly the Church’s own,
and which thronzh her action live still to the
great atrengthening of the community. The
Charch held that posgession in land earried with
them not general oblig.itions only, but spaeiul
‘daties towards religion and social functions. Ter-
ritorial rank meaut territoriul work. The world
has got rid of mnch of this. But the Church's
benefices require each holder to labour—body
and brain to labour—mind and heart to labour
~for the purish aod diocese to which it and he
‘belong. -The Chuarch had, accordingly, her owa
view, whrich ensured this, of succesrion to pro-
perty. Her property paswes not from father to
son, but from quulitied worker to worker. At
this very moment Church and State are both
bent on realising this ideal. Some other pro-
perty once tended to this course highly service-
able to the Commonwealth—aud colleges and
other corporations retain the characterintics of
this view, founded as they were by the Church,
or under her gnidanca. Iler principal houres
are culled palaces still, not from any associa-
tions of private luxury with them, either an-
ciently or now, but for the oppusite reason—
becanse as the Church still understands the
name, they were open houses, houuses which
had special public duties attaching to them,
where men were not to think of comfortuble-
-ness, nor of cheapness for themselves, not of
permsanence for their children, but where hos-
“pitality and simplicity and publicity were ap-
-pointed ordinances of tho lile in them. Again,
-the Church’s view of poverty, and how it, and
infuncy, and old age should bo cared for, and
-her view of wages for work, how they were
. bound to be not merely the very lowest com-
- petitive pittance which poor, starving cresture
-ean be found to work for; the Church’s view of
-education, that the supply wus to precede the
demand ; of religion, that it was woe to a city
‘orpeaple not to teach it. These are historic
views-which we have never parted with, which
+we have.seen sconted but notdisproved, which,
-88 we believe, are being illnstrated now in every
day's journals, It.may be thut the experience
.of certain theories, launched with & nation’s
revenues to propel them, is in not a few things
-resflirming what was lately rejected as obaolete.
If 8o, history is opening up some large poacibi-
lities of unity. L shall not presame to interpret
or predict. how near to that same unity spirit-
-uslly. minded Nonconformity might draw; al-
though it hus holy men who-seem to say. they
syaarn sa.much i we for.an sad.of airife. ; For

it is not from over home lands. only that the
historic Church sees .miats . ascend, and plaine
‘and moantains reappear. . Muy she preserve the
clean-sightedness of hamility and the courage of
carefalness amid such prospects.

TOE CHURCIPSSTRENGTHIN WALES

From an Address delivered by the Earl of Cel.
borne to the Students of St David's College,
Lampeter, October 28th. -

The first act which Ithiak every Wolshraan—
not only those who are profeseed and conform-
ing- members of the Ohurch of England—ought
to remember, and be proud to remember, i-
thie, That the Primitive and most ancien:
Christianity is represented in Walse. In ad
dressing other audiences elsewhere] I have
spoken of thirteen centuries, the generations of
which have handed down to us this great in.
heritance, this sacred trust; bat here in Wales
I may speak not of thirteen ceuturies only, bat,
without much risk of error, of eighteen centur-

tes Those who would tamper with the Charoh
in Wales - would be tampering with an institu.
tion founded upon the purest Christianity on the
island. It must not be forgotten that that an-
cient Church is & witness, not only of the anti.
quity of British Christianity, but of its purity
alsn, because the relirion which existed in
those primitive times was in all points of sub-
stance identical with our own, and with the
religion of the Reformed Church. That religion
it has fallen upon Welsh Churchmen to main
tain. The Welsh Church hus been a most emi-
nent witness to the pim ir.venational Chris
tianity of the island. 10 the puro reformed re.
ligion, and to the unity, the essentisl unity.
between all branches of the Church in England
and Wales.

I have been mueh struok by the testimony
which the founders of Nonconformity in Wales
bore to the principles which Churchmen main.
tain, I have been favoured with extracts from
bnoks or sentiments of the founders of Welsh
Noacounformity towards the Church considered
a8 8 Charch, and considered as to its principles.
The first extract is from the writings of Howell
Harris, of Trefeccs, the father of Welsh Method-
isme, who, writing after 1764, said :—

As the lata revival in religion began in the
Ewtablished Chnreh, we think it not necessary
or prudent to separate ourselves from it; but
our duly is to abide init, and to go to our parish
Church every Sunday, to join in the prayers,
to hear the reading of God's Word, and to ux
the ordinances; and we find that onr Sasviout
meets us there by making them a blessing to
our souls,

The inseription on the tablet to Harris’ me-
mory in Talgarth Church, runs thus:—

‘Noar the Commanion table lie the remains
of Howell Harris, Esq. Ilere, where hia body
lies, he was convinced of sin. had his pardon
sealed, and felt the power of Christ's precious
blood. At the Holy Communion he remained
a fuithful member of the Charch of England
unto bis end.

That is the testimony of Howell Hariss.
Then the aweetest singer of Welsh Msthodi~m,
William Williams, of Panylcelyn, wrote this
in 1790, a year before his death, to Charles of
Bala:—

Exhort ng preachers to stady next to
the Scriptures the doctrines of our old celebra-
ted reformer, as set forta in the Articles of the
Charch of England and the three creeds—viz:
the Apostles’ Creed, the Nicene, and the Atha-
nasian. ‘They will see there the great tratba
of the Gospel and the deep things of God set
forth in & most exceilent and suitable maouer.

founders of Welsb Nonconformity differ from
the Church. I will not read an extract I have
from Thomas Charles, beoaunse I think it is not
80 strong as the athers, but it speaks of his ex-
resrive unwillingness to separate from the
Chureh.  Again, Daniel Rowlands of Liangei-
thn (the fonnder, with JI, Harris. nf Welsh
Methodiam) spoke thus on his death-bed (Oot,,
1790) to his son :—

I have been persacuted until I et quite
tired. and yon shall ha perseented still more ;
but stand by the Church by all means. Yon will
not, perhaps, ho repaid tor doing sn: hat atill
stand by it; yer. evon untn death. There will
he 8 great revival in the Church of England.
This is an encouragemont to you tostand by
it.

Now, T say that the revival begun then has
heen going on ever sinco, is going on now. acd
if yon do not interfore with it by violent
means, and, I mnst ssy it, persocute the Church
of England in Wales, it will go on still, There-
fore. I venture to say that the apirit of Daniel
Rowlands speaks to the present generation of
Welsh Nanconformista, and says, “Stand by
the Church, even unto death, for there will bo
a great revival.”

Everything I read, everything T hear, con-
vincer me that there is in the Welsh part of
our Chnrch the same aotivity, the same pro-
gresriveness, the rame zoal, and as large a pro-
portion of all the qnulities needed for the apiri-
tual wark of the Church as in the Church in
England, ar elsewhere. Damosthenes, when he
was asked what he would recommend for an
aeator, sail, “Aclion ;" when asked “What
next 2 heo said “Action, action, action, nlways
action.” So [ say with regard to the Church,
gepecinlly & Charch upon itr trial, “Bu spiri-
tual, apiritaal, spiritual.”  Bat in the moantime
we have a right to ask for justice. Now I
come to the present crisis, the new situation,
Is there anybody in any part of the conntry
—I do not care who he is, whether Tory, Whig,
Liberal, Radical, Home Ruler, or Unionist, who
does not know that the attack upon thaCharch
in Wales means an attack upon the Charch of
England? There can be no doubt of it, and if
we are canvinced that the success of this attack,
not in the narrow denominsutional sense only,
would destroy theimmediate good of the peaple
as iJentified with Christinnity, we must defend
it here, where it is first sttacked ?

Lot me now say something ahout the argu-
ments used for the direstablishment of the
Church in Wales. Mr. Gladstone's argument is
that, because twenty-eight out of thirty Welsh
mombers are ready to vote for it, thongh T am
‘old that there are not more than twonty four
ant of thirty who are ready to do that it onght
to b: carried out, To treat this a3 A qaedtion
to be determined by thirty votes, with all the
consequences it would involve to England, is
the monst absurd proposition in the world,
Wales is, no doubt, a very important district,
but Yorkshire has a larger population, Sap-
pose the same proportion of members for York-
shire were in favour of distablishment in York-
shire. Would they be entitled to have it?
To supposo that wo are going like birds in
right of the snare, to walk int)> it, to g into
this trap, is perfectly proponsterons. I+ there
the slirhtest reason foreaying that this piece-
meal disestublishment of the Church of Eng-
land in Wales is to be treated on the ground of
treating Wales as a separato natiopality? It
‘s indeed remarkable that Mr. Gladstone last
year, when he wus propusing his measure to
zive a separate P.:rliument to [reland, refu-<ed
tbat Parlisment the powor to deal wi'h the
whole runhject of religion. On what prinoiple
are the Irirh, among whnm, heyound ull ques.
tion, one great religinui by preponderates
over all the rest, to he refucud the pawer of
legirlating as they please on the suhject of re-
ligion, unfees it ia that it is 8 matteraf [m-

.It.is pot.in dootrine, ; therefore, -that the perisl goncarn? .Mr..Gladstone saw that & fow
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years sgo, for upon the 23rd of May, 1870,
apon 8 motlion for the disestablishment of the
Welsh Church, he said :—-

NOTES FROM THE MISSION
FIELD FOR NOVEMBER.

The death of Mr. Beresford-Hope
removes from the ranks of the

S P.G. Society’s Vice-Presidents
one who, in a life devoted to many
good works in 1he best interests of
the Church at home, was likewise
jdentified with the Society in more
than one Missionary design, The
early taste which he developed,
while yet an undergraduaate at
Oambridge, for atl that appertained
tc Ecelesinstical Archmology, led
in 1844 to bis rescuing from the
hand of the wpoiler the veucrable
ruing of St. Augustine’s Abbey at
Canterbury. At an opporiune
moment he be ame by purchuse
the owner of the site, which he
genervusly dedicated atonce to the
erection, in concert with his friond,
the late Rev. E. Coleridge, of the
well known College, which carries
down to our own era the traditions
of Canterbury from before the Con-
quest, Is siands u living witness
of what Christinn mnnificence can
offect when hallowed by the rpiriy
of suorifice and devotion—and
ravely in our age of the Church
has so1ivh and early a harvest been
vesped from seed thus sown in
simple faith not balf a contary
ago.

At a lator period, Mr. Be: esfard-
Hope showed especinl inlerest ju
the erection of the Memorial
Church at Constantinople, in which
the 8. P.G. Scciety took the leading
part, at the close of the Ciimean
War. He caused all the designs
to be sont down into Kent, and,
hanging them in the corrodors of
Bedgebury, he hospitably enter-
tained the judgos and members of
the Standing Committee, who had
been 1«quested to decide upon the
onoe to ke selected. It wus ihere
that thoe first prize wus swarded to
the lute Mr. W. Barges. It is well
known that tho funds were not
sufficient for the execution of a
design so costly and gorgeous; but
it was only with reluctance that
Mr, Beresford-Hope subrequently
admitted that the Society could
only fall back upon that which had
gained the se.ond prize in the
competition.

Mr. Bercsford-Hope was elected
a Vice-President of the Socisty in
1862, and though his multifarious

ublio duties did not admit of his
Eeing a regular attendant at the
meetings of the Standing Commit-
tee, yot his voice and influence were
always at its disposal. Itis, how-
ever, his connection with St. Aa-
gustine’s which will ever entitle
bim to grateful remembrance in the
Missionary annsisof the nineteonth
centary ; and there is scarcely a
colonial dioceso in which the news
of his departure hence will not be
recoived with peculiar regret by
many who have owed their early
training &t Cuuterbury for the
work of the Church abroad to his
fostering cate und munilicence,

Bnt mareover, it i, according to
the tlusvification of the schonlmen,
a sin of the flesh. Thede old classi-
fications, most of them adopted by
the Church, and, iudeed, incorpor-
ated in our forms, will always be
found to have a very veal meuning
Now the sins of the flexh have al-

_ ways thischaracter, that the essen-
tial condition of victoryin figchting
them is to flee tewaptation. This is
always the precept of the New
Testament conoerning them, and it
is mainly to temptations to these
gins 1hat our Lord’s awfe! warning
applies—that we must cot off the
right hand, pluck out the right eye,
if hand or eye be proved by expe-
rience to be s temptation beyond
the strength. In deuling with
these sins tho difference butween
the tempted and the untempted
man is onculeulable; and the sin
ner himself is often found, in gpite
of much bitter experience, o be
long unable to realize thut to enter
into temptation ir anlwost certainly
to fall,

#“From thiait follows that in this
matter men can help their fellow-
men by removing temptations and
by helping them to avoid templa-
tions. This hus been the one great
aim, scmotimes consciourly, rome.
times unconsciously, pursued by
all the temperance societies,  Aud
there cannot be any doubt that men
can do this by concerted action, aud
cannat do it otherwise.

..+ Those who sea this evil close
at band, as men who live by man-
ual labour almost invariably do,
are penotrated with pity for the
terriblo struggles which these sin-
pers huve to gothough if they are
finully to escupo. These sing, after
acertuin period of indulgence,farten
on tho very being of a man
through his bedily system, and
thore who have novor themselves
yielded, and pever come into vory
close contact with the evil, cannot
form tho slizhtest conception ofthe
severily of theso corflicts, DButthe
great body of the people know them
weil by watching them from close
at haud, and to them, if they be
touched with the love of Christ,
and therefore with tho love of man,
it is inconceivablo that any should
stand uloot from giving what help
he ¢cun. And the current is stead-
ily increasing. It is attended with
ail 1he usual phenomena. Thereis
fanaticiam somerimes, und intoler-
ance sometimes, and error rome-

{imes; but the movemeut is a re-
ligious movement, and a3 such
mukes & cull on uws to juinit, and
lead it, and mako all mea {feol our
sympathy with its ait.

«]1do not lay down any rules
for guiding the action of my breth
ron in this matter. The C. Il L. S-
seems 1o bo Dbroad enongh toin-
clude men of very diffvient ways
of thinking on this subject. Butl
do not urge men to join either this
or any other society. Bat I am
quite sure that the clergy will make
a serious mistake if they stand &side
on a question of this _kiud, and do
not seizse the opportunity ©f help-

ing in some way or other those
who are fighting this battle. Here
thore is a work in which we shall
carry :he body of the people with
us, and in which we can find work:

der our guidance, The wark iw
emphatically & layman’s work. I-
dnes not imply study, nor mastery
of doctrine, nor close thought, nor
n special commission. The men to
work we shall find at hand with
little difficulty; and it will bea
spiritual bepefit to them to do the
work, and te the Church that the
work should be dome, under the
guidance of the Church’'s mia-
