Wo wish respectfully to submit' the
following brief extract from the sChitrely
Times to thoseof our evangelical friomls
who belicve that Nomanism owes its
modarn growth largely to what they nre
pleased to call the Ritualistic elument
in onr own Clurch.

*No ona can doubt the therough Prot-
estantism of  Scoteh  Preshyterianisin,
whetlier in the Estnblishment, the Fiov
Kirk. or-the minor commuaions north of
the Tweod.  No one can disputo the nu-
merical feebloness of the Episcopalian
Lody.  And, lastly, bo one cun sjuestion
the thrift and diligonce of Scotchimen in
general, nor the comparative poverly of
their couniry, which qualilies of the soil
nnd peopla make it a loss nttractive fiold
for humigration than England. Nover-
theless, while the Roman Calholie baily
in Englaud and Wales amounts at the
utmost to some five per cent. of the popu-
lation, it constitules soma eight and half
net cent. of the population of Scotland.
That shows, so far, that I'resbyterinnisim
is not so strong a bulwark against Lo
manism as the Anglican Churel is 5 and
we iy point out the moral farther by
rewurking vimi, Roman Catholic coutro
versialists, who may be supposad {o know
their business and the interests of their
communion, never troublo themsolves to
argue or write books against Preshytor-
iznism ov Methodism, or any othor of
their Protestant rivals in these islanda,
Tho conclusion so far, is that persons
who on rcligious or political grounds de-
site to check the spread of Lomaun Cath-
olicism are more likely o effoct that
purpose by strengthening the Church of
England thuan by any other methed.”—

TIE REVISION OF THE PRAYER
BOOK.

So many falso notivnz prevail with
regard to the early history of our Prayer
Book that wo think the Guardivn's sum-

*Liary of a recent lecture in Ely Cathedral

will prove both intersting and instrue-
tive to our readers :—

It accurdancs with a suggestion of tha
Bishop made at his Primavy Visitation
of the Cathedial in 1877, two courases
of Lectures upon Feelesinstical History
wero delivered in tho south transept of
Fly cathedral in the years 187370, 1he
third series ot lectures comtuenced ou
Weditesday Iast, wien the south transept
was filled with an attentive andience,
consisting of the Bishop, Dean, and
Canons 5 thestudents of the Ely Theo-
logieal Collega, aud  many  cleray awd
other inliabitunds of the city and neigh
Lourhazd.

Cunon Lubbnek, the Principal of the
Theologienl  College, is the lecturer of
the present yenr. and has chosen as tle
subjoct of his fonr lectures “Fpochs of
Worship in the Church of Englaud -

1. Tne Anghiem Beform,

2. The Pusitan Dinovation,

3. The Elizabethan leaction.

4. The Careline Sottlement,

In opening the subject, tho Canon ve-
warked that “three thingsin partienlar
cuntribited to eall for & revision of the
service-hooks about tho middle of the
sixtoenth century 11, The dissolution
of tho monasteries mado a  complete re-
voustruction of the Nreviary an {imperi-
tire necessity.  In religious houses where
it was of tha very eivenc: of their consti-
tution that the worship of Gup should
enter largely into the routine of daily life it
was an easy mattor to subordinate all other
oceupations to that whieh was held to be
of primnry importance ; and eight times
during the twonty four houws the beil of
the monastery sutmmoned its inmates to
assemblo in the chapel for divine ser-
vico. With the abolition of the religious
orders the offoring of freguent worship
becomo  wholly impracticable. Up to
the time of the dissolition the daily sor-
vico had not attracted the bulk of the
peoplo ; they were satisfied with the
cousciousness that prayer and praise
wero offured day by dayto the Creator,
though they themselves were precluded
by thoir cccupations from participating
thoroin.  But now that the representative
intorcessors, the . guasi-priests of the
nation, had -been swept away, men real-
ized that-if the homage of the creature
was to contiono to be paid, such changes
wero called for as: should make their

That for whicli we are
most deeply irdebted to him is the im-
pulse which- ke gave to tho study of the
New Testument in the orginal lunguage.
The ever-memorabls Iean Colet. fore-
most antong his  friends, substituted
Yectures an Scripture at Oxford for the
customary disfquisitions cn Scotus and
Aquinas ; while at the sister University
Geurge Stafford discavded the plosses of
the szhoolmen altogether, and tuught his
chissen to study the fesf; anlnot a fow
of the lHeforiners sat at lis feet. Ouve
of the most immediate resuits of this
roaction, which rapidly affected Lhe com-
munity ot large, was to make them
d ssatisfied with the part they had hither
10 been contented to take in public wor-
ship, Men awoke o the realizition of
the privileges which stlached to the
priesthood of the luity, and they deter-
mined to cluim u portion in that intelli-
gent and rational service which the cler-
tes had monopolizud all too long.

“Tlie first step townards the attainment
of this was the tutroduction of the cern-
ridarin place of a dead, unspoken tongue
in the public forms, the superses
sion of Latin by the language of the
counlry.

“3. The third, and by many consider-
ed 1o be the chief, call for revision
carmo from the pres-ing necessity for puri.
fuing tha service-hooka from error, snd
clowing away the aceretions of zapersti-
tivuy nseage which had aceumulated upon
them im medinval times,”

The lecturer thea procemied to examine
tha authority by which the revision was
undertaken and carried out. with a view
to estimating how far the work is enti-
tled to the confidence of the Chureh.
“Fhere aro few greater mistakes,"he said,
* than to aceept as corveet the loosc
statement so frequently made, that the
Commitice of hevision was appointed
Wy the Crown.  Lonyg before it ever vn
tered into the head of Henry VIIL to
totich our services, a relormed  edition
of the Sarwin Broviary had bean issued.
Uhis, ngain, was suceeeded 2 few years
later by a somewhat similar revision of
the Swrem Missal,  Or the contrary, the
King was at this time most unwiiling
to meddle  with Chuteh  roform ol
any  kind, as unwilling as Conveea-
don was  the rvoverss.  When, o
length, the King was persuaded to
mterest himself in iturgieal improvement,
his first step was to commission the
Archbishop to acquaint the Houses of
Convocation that it was his pleasure
that tho Service-hooks should be revis.
ed, and Uenvocation ordered that the
work be intiusted to the Dishops of Sarum
amd Eiy, with thiea Assessors each from
the Lower House.” Their labors result-
e in tho “publication of a naw avd uni-
form Order, ehivily in Luylish, for ad-
ministering Conununion in buth  kinds,
according to the mles of Scripture and
the use of the Primitive Chureh. This
received the unanimous sanctiont of Con-
voeation, and was, in due courso, ralified
by Parlinmont.” :

The Bishop of Winchester on the 23rd
Nov,, couscerated the now ehurch of All
Saints.’ for a district which has been
formed out of the parish of Hambieton,
with a small portion of Catherington.
The building. which isin the Euly Eng-
lish style, and which wiil accommadate
224 persons, has cost about 15001, At
the luncheon Bishop Harold Browne, ic
the course of some observations which
lte made in returning thanks for a toast,
said that & certain number of the clergy
wnhappily took strong views ; bus he re
sretted that they should be inearcerated
for thewr habits and practices, although
e did not agres with them. If such
persous, however, had their extremo opi-
nions he was very well satistiod . that the
great majority ot the clergy throughent
the country were mowe intent wpon their
work anil the salvation of souls than up-
on small differences of theologieal opin
ion. If the lity could see, asa Bishop
could see, what . pacsed all reund they

would sce that their wasn great deal more

nnanimity than generally appeared ; and
he thought that some of the extreme.
