Trs New Oarnouic Cuurcnm AT TH2 Nirg, Cous-
ov Warerrorp,—The beautiful Catholic Church of
the Nire, immediately associated in the minds of our
readers with the name of the Rev. David Power, the
popular and laborious curate of Touraneena, is now
almost completed, though scarcely twelve months
have clepsed since the foundation stone was laid.
Tho style selected by the architect, Mr. M‘Carthy,
Dublin, is the simple-pointed, or early English. The
entire length is 100 feet, and the breadth 28 feet.
The great windows in the gables will be filled with
gtaiced glass, representing scencs from Seripture,
the history of the Church, and _the'hfe of the Patron
gaint of the parish. The roof is lined with red pine
the girders, resting on limestone corbels, boing so
grranged a3 to represent a series of ‘arches. The
door-ways are remarkable for their simple besuty
and strict uniformity. The ¢-wble buttresses in-
tended to resiat the thrust of il: chancel arch, im-
part & tone of strength und solidity 10 1he masonry.
Chisselled granite is used in the drip stones, and as
well as I recollect, in the architrave of the chancel
window. The tower at the eastern elevation will,
when completed, be 140 feet in height. It is per-
fectly square, and will bave a battlemented top, On
Sunday Mass was said- for the Grst time in the new
Church.

IMPROVEMEXT OF DWELLINGS FOR THE LABOURING
Poor 1§¥ IrgLAND,—A bill has just been introdaced
to extend the provisions of the Acts to Facilitate the
Improvement of Landed Property in Ireland, and to
further provide for the erection of Dwellings for the
Labouring poor in Ireland. This bill is for the pur-
pose of enabling the Commissioners of Public Works
to grant loans to owners of property, notwitistsnd-
ing their having previously obtained loansto the
maximum amount, viz., £5,000, on the same proper-
ty, under the several acts for facilitating the improve-
ment of land ; but these extrn powers are to be exer-
cised solely for the purpose of erecting dwellings for
the labourers and their families. The advances un-
der these acts must be upon undoubted security, be-
ing the fitst charge on the land, irrespective of any
private ownership. The money is lent on easy terms
to the proprietors, being repayable by inatalments,
which amount to somewhere about G} per cent. per
annum. The entire principal and interest 18 thus li-
quidated in 22 yesrs and a half, If the Irish land-
lords avail themselves of the facilities offered by this
bill, as there is every reason to suppose they will,
the next generation will know only trom {radition
the low and swampy hovel by the roadside, once the
common home of men, pigs and poultry. Itisto be
hoped that the Commissioners of Public Works will
take care that ventilation and perfect sewerage are
provided for in the new buildings.

On Ascension Thursday last a band of Orangemen of
the very lowest grade, as if to sapctify the new
building, assembled and entered the grounds of the
rectory, and passing close by his dwelling-house,
they marched round and rounad the foundation of the
intended new bailding beating drums, and having
gone through the mock ceremonial of laying & foun-
dution stone they departed without the rector having
prevented so very unseemly and disgraceful a pro-
ceeding, and almost every evening since the town
and neighborhood of Tandragee have been kept in
constant annoyance by dramming parties parading
through the streets in the presence of the police —
On the first of July & number of orange flags were
hoisted on the parish church, where they remained
until last night, cmblems of discord on the temple of
peace. On the 12th and 13th several thousands of
this banditti, with drums and fifes, wearing party
colors and emblems on their persons;, and earrying
banners, marched in procession through the streets
playing party tunes, and on the latter day, the 13th,
they held sham fights in the neighborhooed; and al-
though the authorities were fully informed that
Tandragee was to be a rendezvous for these assem-
blages no measures seem to have been adopted (with
the exception of sending some six or eight additional
police) to prevent these illegal assmblages, or pre-
serve the peace, and the town and neighborhood were
during the two days without the presence of & ma-
gistrate, or any competent authority to vindicate the
violated laws. Fortunately, no riot occuorred, as
many of the party were armed with guns and pis-
tols, otherwise the result would have been lament-
able in the extreme, and with the exception of a few
drunken broils amongst the ‘ brethren” themselves
both days passed off withont tumult. Unless some
means are taken to prevent the practice of drum-
ing, constnnt ennoyance and irritation will continue
to exist, a8 this habit is the only one which the fac-
tion say they can indulge in without violating the
law.—Freeman. :

The peace and tranquillity of the town of Ennis-
killen were mach disturbed on the evening of the 12th
ult., by s ridiculous and unealled-for procecding
termed ¢ the hoisting of the flag,” At the hour of
four o'clock & large number of persons, principally
composed of the mob of the town, nasembled 4t the
# [gtablisked Churceh,” into which they entered, and
after ascending the tower, proceeded 1o hoist Orange
banners, covered with false and aggravating inscrip-
tions, upon its high pointing pinnacles and spire.—
Loud shouts and fierce yells escaped from the qrowd
on the platform, accompanied by the most vinlent
denunciations of ** Pope and Popery” The bells of
the chmreh, supposed to be consecrated to religious
purposes, rang with great violence, playing their
Orange airs, which are always calculated to inspire
feelings of animosity between parties, end to disturb
the public pence—the same bells which on Susday
are heard to ring ig their most solemn tones, calling
togetber the members of the same church to the
worship of God! Such is Orangeism in its mildest
aspect.

Onowx CoUrt, Berrast, Jouy 18.—Mr. Justice
Fitzgerald took his seat on the bench at ten o'clock.
The Commission beving been read by Walter
Bourne, Esg., Clerk of the Crowp, the Grand Jury
were re-aworn. His Lordship addressed them as
follows :—Colonel Pakenham and Gentlemen of the
Grand Jury of the County of Antrim—Itis exceed-
ingly gratifying to me npon this, the first occasion
of my visiting you judicially, or, indeed, I may say
atall, to be enabled to point ont o you the very
satisfretory state which the cnlendar of this great
county presents.

The address of the Solictor-General was most firm,
dignified, and admirably suvited to the emergency.
Mr. Justice Fitzgeratd approved of the coursa taken
by the Solicitor-General, and expressed his determi-
nation to vindicate the law strictly, and to the letter
on the offenders, .

* ‘Thé -gdternment hasirefused id snnction the as-
signment of the Galway. .contract; but thatrefusal
is subject to reconsideration, Mr. Gladstone ex-
plained that at the same time that the consent of the
government was asked tothe transfer of the contract
to the Montreal Company, it was intimated that the
answer must be an immediate one, as the matter
would rot bear giving time for considerrtion. The
government therefore refused to sanction the nssign-
ment, without indicating what would have been the
result if full time hed been given for consideration.
Subsequently a letter was sent in requesting that a
more full consideration might be given to the sub-
Ject. But at the time of making his explanations on
Thursday, Mr, Gladstone had not had an opportunity
of consulting his colleagnes, and was therefore un-
able to mnke any statement in regard to this re-
quest.

Theland
laws are the source of the evil, and while they sub-
sist the peasantry will be dissatisfied and dizcontent-
ed. They are never certain of a roof, or of reaping
the fruits of their ladour. They are moslly occupi-
era at will—they may be ejected to-morrow, and the
owner appropriate every improvement mede by the
tenant, Landlords will not grant leagses tor several
reasons—becauseltenancies at will are more ' handy’
to evict—and because they are still moro 8o to seize
on the tenant's property, Even the longest lease,
which in the present landlord temper does not ex-
ceed twenty-one years, must come lo an end ; and
the man who hes expended the best portion of bis
own and the life of his family on the improvement
of the land, finds himself, on the expiration of the
term, adrift on the world, unless he consenta to add
to the rent the value of the improvement his own la-
bour had effected. Ttis not diffiewlt to discover in
this slate of things the motives to emigrate to a
country in which the poorest is able to bequeath to
hig children the produet of his thrift and toil. The
Irish peasant revolves these things in his mind be-
fore he separates himself from nssocintions and ties
more deep rooted in hig nature than of any other Eu-
ropean race. He sees such of his countrymen ag re-
visit their country for business or plengure, with all
the external prosperity —he sees vast sume remitted
every year from all parts of the Union te carry out
memnbers3 of {amilies—he hears of land for ever for a
few dollars an acre—and with his fine growth of
boys and girls laborions and industrious, be looks
beyond the sea for that remancration for hiz toil
which victorious landlords deny Lim in the House of
Commons, These are among some of {the causes of
the increased emigration for which the Clommission-
ers are unable to acconnt,

« The ery against Camp-Meetings”—exclaims
the Montreal Witness—* savors very much of
the opposition from cerlain quarters to every-
thing that is good.” We differ with our evan-
gelical cotemporary ; it 15 the natural and indeed
healthy reaction against the cant and humbug of
Puritanisin; it is the indignant utlerance of
morality against the obscenities of the * Lgve-
Feast,? aud the lubricity of the “ Revival.”?

We do not undertake to account for the
phenomenon—for this would be out of place in
our columns; but there is no fact better estab-
lished than that of the constant connection be-
twixt impurity of the grossest kind, and that pe-
culiar form of religious extravagance which by
the Calvinistic world is dignified by the name
of evangelicahsm. T'wo features have invari-
ably characterised and still characterise its pro-
fessors ; the one 1s their steady, constant wor-
ship of Mammon, or pursuit of wealth, in which
they are not to be arrested by any consider-
ations of honor or honesty ; the other 1s their
hatred of asceticism i all its forins, and
their disregard of what, according to Protes-
ant arrangement of the Decalogue, ranks as
the Seventh Commandment. The first feature
has been noticed by an illustrious Protestant
writer, who speaks of the greed and unscrupul-
ousness with which your evangelical stoops, to
pick vp the most dirty gain, and who ¢ pursue
the getting of money with a pace as steady as
time, and an appetite as keen as death;” the
other, or the sensuality of evangelicalism, has at-
tracted the notice of the Protestant historian,
and provoked the wondering comments of the
moralists. It was in the XVII. century that
Calvinistic evangelicalism culminated, and it was
in the Northern section of the British Isles that
this foul travesty of religion attained its highest
form of development. Let us glance at the moral
condition of the people during this epoch of
triumphant Calvinism, premising that the picture
we are about to lay before our readers, is from
no unfriendly hand to Scotland or to Calvinism,
but is taken from Chambers' “ Domestic Annals
of Scotland”—a well-kdown, and carefully com-
piled work. The period is that intervening be-
twixt the death of Charles 1st, and the Restora-
tion :

 The number of cases of uncommon turpitude in
a time of extraordinary religious purism forces itself
upon attention. One Foyer who was under notice
of the Eaglish judges at Glasgow in the spring of
1659, is described by Robert Baillie as ¢ a most wick-
ed hypocrite, who, under the color of piety and
prayer, bas acted sundry adulteriea.’ Being libelled
forone only * he was but scourged.’

¢ Offences of a horrible and unnatural kind con-
tinued to abound to & degree which makes the day-
light profligacy of the subscquent reign—(that of
Charles 1I.)—shine white in comparison. *More,
says Nicoll ¢ within these six or seven years nor with-
in these fifty years preceding and more.’ Quiprits of
all ages, from boys to old men, are heard of every
few months a3 burnt on the Oastle Hill of Edinburgh ;
sometimes together. Young womon, who had mux-~
dered their own infants—on one occasion it was * ane
pretty young gentillwoman' — were frequently
brought to the same scene of ponishment. Jobn
Nicoll states that on one day, the 15th Oct., 1656,

ve persons, two men and three women, were burnt
at the Castle Hill, for offences of the several kinds
bere glanced at; while two others were scourged
through the city for minor degrees of the same of-
fences.—Fol. 11, p. 243.

This-was the epoch when Puritanism reigned
supreme over Church and State ; when in the
words of our author, Calvinism * was in the high-
est power ;”° when “ every vestige of episcopacy
was banished ;7 when Catholics were hunted
down like wild beasts, and the Presbyterjan clergy
exercised * unlimited authority over the external
practise and professions of the community.” This
too was the epoch distinguished above all others
in Scotch Annals for 1ts incredibte filthiness, and

dishonesty, for an immorality so hideous as to
make the era‘of the Restoration « Shine winte

But beit asit may, King Log or]

I %A% the :sy'amei tiiné," sujn - your x;.uthor,u “* gross’
offences connected witl the affections never abound-
ed more, it we can believe Nicoll, than they did at.
this time.. Some of -an indescribable kind Fppeared-
in ab unheard of frequency, aod continued indeed to
do-go all through the time of. the Interregnum. .In
Lamorits Diary, the number of gentlemen in Fife
who are stated as baving broken the seventh com-
mandment dufing the time of the Commonwealth, is
sucprisingly great. Even tbe sanctimonious Chan-
collor London himself had to give satisfaction to the
kirk in. 1651. The writer of the Statistical Account
of Melrose remuarks the surprising number o_f peni-
tents which be finds in the Sessimx_-books during the
seventeenth century,---* far exceedxqg tl?e average of
the present day, when the population is nearly tre-
bled! The churchmen of that period themseives, not
merely ndmit but Joudly proclaim the extreme im-
morality of their people, the following being eited,
for example, among the causes for a solemn fast in
1655; the growth of sin of all sorts, particularly
pride, uncleunness, contempt of ordinances, oppres-
sion, violence, fraudulent dealing--maist part of the
people growing worse and worse)  We might set this
down in great measure s the effect of entertaining &
high view of human duty"—adds the Annalist,---
“were it not for the many faets which havo been re-
ported by diavists and others. In short it fully sp-
pears that human nature was not effectually resirain-
ed by the rigorous discipline now temporarily reign-
ing, but only shewed a teudency to go into moral
aberrations of an abnormal and horrible kind."—
Domestic Annals, vol, 2, p. 198.

Much more evidence to the same purport, and
from Protestant sources, might we adluce to es-
tablish our thesis of the connection betwixt
evangelicalism and unmorahty, especially “ un-
deanness® and ¥ fraudulent dealings;” to
show the regular sequences betwixt an out-break
of religion of the evangelical type and an out-
hreak of the « grossest offences connected with
the aflections” or rather the ammal passions.—
But we have surely done enough to convince the
Montreal Witness that the outery against
Camp-Meetings and their concomitant de-
baucheries, does not necessarily proceed from an
oppasition to everything, or to anything that is

good.

Tur TrousLes orf Axcucamsy.—The
condition of the Anglican Church,and the squab-
bles of the adverse factions therein, must always
be of interest to Catholics. If on the one hand
from its connection with the State, it has always
assumed a prominent attitude of hostility towards
us, yet the tendencies of a large party within 1ts
bosom have always been Rome-ward, and the
logical application of the principles laid down
in its tormularies has brought many of its
most illustrious “cluildren to the portals of the
true Church. Anglicanism is indeed rather a
form of diluted Popery, than a phase of Protest-
antism; and hence it is that since its origin so
many strenuous efforts have been made to elim-
nate therefrom the strong Catholic elements
which it still retains, or which it still bolds in
suspension.

Its Liturgy 1s for the most part Popish; and
indeed therein many of the most obnoxious Len-
ets of Popery—Baptismal Regeneration, to wit,
and the efficacy of Sacerdotal Absolution—are
expressly taught. Its Thirty-Nine Articles,
though for the most part Calvinistic, are often
purposely ambiguous, and susceptible of a Catho-
lic interpretation. With the Prayer Book in
their hands, the Puseyites, or Romanising party
in the Establishment have on many a hard-fought
field, approved themselves more than a match for
their Low-Church opponents. The cry of the
latter therefore has hitherto been strongly raised
of late for a Liturgical Revision, and for ex-
punging all such passages as teach, or imply,
Catholic doctrine ; now however it would ap-
pear that the Low-Churchmen will be satisfied
with mrotlung less than ar eatirely new Prayer
Book, new articles of faith, and a new Creed.—
For this purpose they have pubhshed an Ad-
dress to the Protestants of England, wherein
their views are set forth, and which reads as fol-
lows :—

i THE ARTICLES AND PUSEVIBM.

s Protestants of England! There are men trying
to delude you by saying that Puseyism can be crush-
ed by altering o few passeges in the Prayer Book.
This is not trae. It is not merely a word here and
there which is Romish, but the whole book from be-
ginning to end is leavened with Popery.

« No legs than eixty Collects are taken, word ‘for
word, from Popish Mass Books!!

“To put down Puseyism you must have an en-
tirely new Prayer Book, and what is more,—

«NEW ARTICLES OF RELIGION"!!

The Address then proceeds to point out
wherein the present Creed of the Anglican
Church is in need of a thorough Reform:—

«The Thirty-nine Articles are not sufficiently
Protestant. Look here and judge for yourselves :

« pvticle viil. defends the Athanasian Creed,
which says that none but Catholics can be saved!!

« Article xx. attacks the glorious Rightof Pri-
vate Judgment, for it asserts that the Church has
JAuthorily in controversies of Faith ! !

« Article xxix. is to be found, word for word, in
the Office for Corpus Christi Day in the Popish
Breviary.

4 Article xxxiii. advises excommunication, and
speaks of reconciling men to the Church by penance.

tt Article xxxiv. says that whoever breaks the
Tyaditions and Ceremonies of the Ghurch (bowings,
kneelings, vestments, and such like,) is to be openly
rebulked ! !

Article xxxv. says that the Homilics contain godly
and wholesome doctrine, and yet the Homilies speak
of the *Sacrament’ (!) of Marringe, and call the
Apocrapha ¢ HolySeripture’ ! !

« Article xxxiv. says that the Ordination Service
has nothing superstitious or ungodly in it; and yet
in it the Biehop professes to give to all who are or-
dained priests, the power of forgiving sins! !

# Ontil all this bas been purged out, the Articles
must continuea stumbling block to every carnest
Protestant, and a stronghold for the Puseyites and
their friends.

“ Let your Cry then be—
* ReroRM POR THR THIRTY-NINE ARMCLES!/
-AND %0 PorEny”!!!

The Lower Churchmen are here undoubtedly
in the night.  If ¢ the Church bas authority in
controversy of faith,”® asthe XX. Article as-
serts, the Church must have received that autho-
rity immediately from God, and in that case bLer
authority must be infallible. To predicate in-
fallibility of anthority kolding immediately from
God, is to impugn, either the Divine wisdom, or
the Divine veracity; and the Anpglican who
really believes that ¢ the Church has authority
in controversies of faith,” must, if capable of

arguing logically; admitia controversies of faith

'| the Church is’ infallible. . The reason why, Ang-

licans remain _Anghcans is simply because they
do .not believe their own articles of faith! be-
cause they do not recognise the. existence of
¢ One Catholic and.Apostolic-Church,” in which
they profess- to believe when they recite the
Nicene Creed ; and because they do not really
believe that  the Cliurch has authority in con-
troversies of faith.” The agitation now raging
however in the bosom of Anglicamsm will bave
one good effect. It will have the effect of se-
parating the chaff from the wheat, and of com-
pelling both the friends and the enemies of Cu-
tholicity to declare themselves under their true
colars.

STATE-SC1100LISM. — AMmongst the crying
evils of the existing Common School system of
Upper Cunada we lave repeatedly noticed the
indecent admixture of the sexes, as a sin against
common decency. Boys and girls—of the age
of puberty—and under the superntendence of
male teachers, are huddled together in these
Common Schools, and the results upon the mor-
als of both pupils and of teachers inay easily be
imagmed.

Nor does the evil stop here. It appears that
the male teachers of these Common—decency
forbids us applying to them the epithet they rich-
ly merit—of these Commom Schools then claim
and exercise the privilege of flagellating, or in-
flicting corporal chastisement upon, their female
pupils—as may be seen from the following re-
port of a case lately tried at the Quarter Ses-
sions lately held in Hamilton, C. W., and which
we take {rom the Jowrnal of Educatwon for U.
Canada.

The case, as it appeared before the Court,
came in the form of an appeal from Archibald J.
Campbell of Carlile.” East Flamboro’, a School
"Teacher, against the decision of the Magistrates
of his district, who fined bim tor fiogging a young
lady between 17 and 1S years of age, who at-
tended his School. It was proved that the said
young lady had spoken her mind pretty freely as
to the cruelty of a flogging nfiicted the previous
day by the same teacher upon one of the boys
attending the same school, and indignant at this
act of insubordination, Mr. Campbell flogged the
young lady with a ¢ hickory whip stalk,” with
the end of which be alse beat her about the
breasts. The young lady’s father brought his
complaint before the Magistrates, who fined the
girl-flogger ; the latter, however, appealéd to
the Court of Quarter Sessions, which, we are
happy to sy, sustained the decision of the in-
ferior Court.

Comments would be superfluous ; and we are
sure that evéry Protestant parent who desires
that his sons and daughters should grow up pure,

modest and virtuous, will agree with us in de-

nouncing the admixture of the sexes, in the
school-room, and the public Ragellation of young
ladies fromn 17 to 18 years of age as a disgrace
to the community which tolerates such abomina-
tions.

DR. RYERSON'S «DARK AGES.”

As we guoted Robertson, for the Methodist
Doctor’s edification, in the case of the laity, we
must be excused, il we again quote that particu-
larly accurate and logical authority, for the
Doctor’s further edification, in the matter of the
clergy. Harving in his own peculiar way accused
the greater part of the clergy of ignorance, in
order to establish his thesis, he says—* One of
the questions appointed by the Canons to be put
to persons who are candidates for orders was this
~¢ Whether they could read the Gospels and
Epistles, and explain the sense of them, at least
literally.’” Tor this be quotes Brucker ; and it
is fortunate {or the cause of truth that le does
so, as, with his usual inaccuracy, he leaves out
a word which, although small in alphabetical pro-
portivms, is certainly not unimportant for owr
case, though its omuession is of the greatest im-
portance to oRe trying to prove the ignorance of
the Middle Ages. But of this anon. Mean-
while let us observe that the case, even if all
that Robertson would wish ns to ifer from it
were true, is nol so very bad after all, since, on
his own shewing, there is evidently z disposition
towards amendment, and ¢that moralists tell us, is
two-thirds of the battle. Granting that up to the
time of Regino, from whom Brucker quotes, the
greater part of the clergy (as Robertson tells us)
were unable to read or wnite; and that these
very Canons were written by clergymen who
could not write for clergymen, who could not
read ; still they prove at least that there was
some little desire on the part of the authorities
to amend so lamentable 2 state of things.—
Again, taking Robertson’s authority in the sense
in which bhe wishes 1t to be understood, does it
follow that because candidates for holy orders
are questioned as to whetber they can read, that
therefore it is evident that reading must be an
unusual accomplishmeut. Take a case of our
own times. When a Catholic Bishop is conse-
crated, he is interrogated, separately and singly,
as to his belief in the different articles of the
Nicene Creed. Are we from this to conclude
therefore that belief in the different articles of
the Nicene Creed is au unusual thing in the Ca-
tholic Church, and one pertaming to a Bishop
only ! Agun, a Catholic child, wheu interro-
gated in its Catechism, 15 asked—Of what reli-
gon are you? Tle answers—By the grace of
God I ama Christian. Are we therefore to
conclude, that becanse the child is questioned as
to his Christianity, therefore Christianity is an
unuspal thing in the nineteenth century? Ttis
true, that since the deeiston of the Anglican
Bishops, with regard 10 the non-necessity of Bap-
tismal regeneration, Christianity, pure et simple,
is becoming more and more rvare every day
amongst our Protestant populations ; but stifl no
one can legitimately conclude from the question
of the Catechism, that Christiauity is a rare ac-
complishment in the XIX. century. Again let
it be remembered that the question in the Canons
bears reference to Latin—whether the candi-
date can 7cad Latin. Now surely an inability
to read Latin,is no very great proof of inabiity
to read one’s mother tongue; else may our
Common Schools be shut te-morrow, and Ca-

tnada be declared “a‘province of ignorant - boors,
.~ Come .we now to the accuracy.of Robertson’s
quotation. -And here, we have said, is obsery.
able 2 curous omission—be it by inadvertence
—be it through ¢gnorance—or be it through de.
sign. From Brucker, whom Robertson forty.
nately quotes, (be should have been content wit}
the plain assertion, and bigotry would have gc.
cepted it as truth), we find that the question s
not—Whether ‘the “candidate had Zlearned to
read ?—nor even—Whether he could read Lq.
tan! - but— Whether he could 7ead Latin well ?
Robertson has failed, either through znadvers.
ence, tgnorance, or design, to translate the
little word bene—well. The .omission 1s siny-
lar, as coming from a man professedly well ip-
[ormed, and who has undertaken ta poiat out the
ignorance of others. But this is not Bobert-
sow’s only sin of omission. Had he given the
very next question of the Cancns, 1t would have
th.rown conaneruble light (and surely Robertson
wished to enlighten hisreaders) upon the subject.
The candidate is next to be asked— 11 he knows
the Creed ot St. Athanasius by heart (memori-
ter)—whether he understands its meaning, and
can translate it into the vernacular? Surcly
this does not look like not being able to read.—
Nay, we doubt whether the Methodist Doctor
himself, Chief Superintendent of the Educationa
Department of Upper Canada though he be—
if he were told to * truss up lus points” (o-morrow
and go through the Athanasius Creed—would be
able to get past the first sentence, much less ex-
plain it to the satisfaction of a Catholic Board
of Examiners, with His Lordship of Toronto at
their head.  And yet these are surely not Dak;
Ages, however some [uture Robertson, or finear
descendant of the Methodist I>cior from his
professorial chair may endeavor te prove 5o from
the present Chiel Superindeut’s 1onerance, of
his Athanastus Creed. Be that as it may, the
omission of this little word 2well (bene) *is
strange, yea ! passing strange ! and can be ac-
counted for in a man of Tobertson’s education,
upon none other than a very ugly looking hypotle-
sis. Could digotry have anything to do with it?
The great Protestant tradition ?

It 1s fortunate howerer that we have diffurent
writers of those ages (bless me ! were there any
books written by men who could not read and
write?) from whoin we can learn, what was
meant by the lttle word * well” (bene) that
slipped so opportunely through Robertson’s fin-
gers. Although we have, we fear, made these
papers far too long for our readers’ patience, and
are consequently anxious to bring them to a
close, we cannot conclude without giving a few
examples from which to judge of the import of
this little word. But we will be brief, in mercy
to our suffering readers.

St. 1sidore, Archbishop of Seville, who lived
until 636, was not at least one of those * nany
dignitaries of the Church” who, as Robertson tells
us were unable to subscribe the Canons of the
Councils in which they sat as members, since we
‘bave whole books, and learned ones too, written
by him ; nor does he appeur to think that the
clergy under him ought to be ignorant—much
less to be unable to read, since in bis rules for
the clergy, he requires of them, that they should
be « continually occupied in teaching,”’ (what!
when they themselves could not read 7)—*in
reading, in psalms and hymns, and spiritual
songs.”  Surely Robertson will admit that all
this presupposes an ability at least to read. The
eighth Council of Toledo, held in 653, requires
,even more. 'That no one should be admitted to
any degree (not even to serving the priests at
the altar) of ecclesiastical digmty, unless he
knew the whole Psalter—the hymns of the
Church—and the Office for Buaptism ; and
that any who had been admitted without that
knowledge, should forthwith set about acquiring
2. [We fear the Dethodist Doctor would
hardly pass this examination.] As we may at
some future time recur in a dilferent form to this
subject, we will conclude with these two exam-
ples. Henceforth we have done with the Me-
thodist Doctor, and the equally learned, (7) Ro-
bertson, but in conclusion would beg of the
worlhy Chief Superintedent, for the sake of
greater accuracy, and to save himself from the
contempt of all educated men, that when for the
future he has occasion to speak ot the ages that
intervened between the VII. and the XI. cen-
turies to eschew the word Dark, and substitute
the equally convenient and certainly more appro-
priate expression— Middle Ages.

In a progressive country hke Canada, where
everything is necessarily only developing itself
{rom its infantine proportions, it may not perhaps
be altogether out of place to say a few words on
Christian Architecture,especially as we don’t wish
our words to be considered dogmatic, but rather
as suggestions to minds more compreheusive than
ours lo develope to their true proportions and
symmetry. Ina country where our churchesare
for the most part, but the first germs of what
they have herealter to become—benring refer-
ence to their successors bat as the acorn to the
lordly vak—it becomes a matier of the utinost
importance to determine the siyle in which our
future ecclesiastical edifices are to be construct~
ed. Now the Chustian architect has but one
principle to guide hun in the determination ; his
researches and studies becoma only the pedanic
wanderings of the antiquarian, if he lose sight of
the true needle that has to direct him, © Omnid
et in omnibus Christus,” can be the only moti0
of the Christian architect.  Our umt of adm‘e:}-
surement must be « in ail things Christ” Ths
therefore leads immedintely over the rains of Pa-
gan architecture to Christtan art. However
grand and imposing, however sublime may be the
proportions of the Greek and Roun styles, the
Christiar motto precludes their use for Clristian
churches, They have never heen initiated mt
the Christian mysteries, and therefore, cannot b
adopted by the. Christian architect. It 1s'true
that the ancient Roman Bascilica bas a cerfail
claim to our reverence, inasmuch as it was us
by the early Christians for the purposes of wor-
sbip, but stifl the Roman Basilican style can
bardly be saitl to have assumed, in the hands ©

the Christians, the proportions necessarily for @
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sl'_iﬂe properly so-called. This, therefore, necessa.
" rily'leads'us on to the next style in point of time
—the Byzantine style.’ This, as 1ts name denotes,
“has bardly,any. better claim to onr acceptance;
it is-not.until we enter the Lombard .style, that
we begin to-breathe'a Christian atmosphere.—
The Liombard style, or-that which, in the hands
¢f the Freemasons was first modified into a com-
plete and-connected system of torms partly from
the old Roman and Byzantine styles, whilst in
part it was perfecily dustinct from botk, claims
our regard as a Christian style exactly in pro-
portion to the extent i which it is perfectly dis-
tinet from both, because in that proparlion it is
becoming a perfectly distinct Christian style.—
Wth reference, therefore, to the previously ex-
jsting styles, this style is more Christian than any
of the former styles, and would have to be al-
Jowed that proud title had not another style arisen
to destroy its claims—that style is the PPil?ted
style, sometimes called Gothic, owing its distinc-
tive features to the mvention of the pointed arch.
This is the Christian style par exzcellence, in-
asmuch as it has nothing in common with any of
the former Pagan styles, and is the emanation of
Christian minds. This, then, is the style for
Christian churches. That a Christian may not
look with pride upon his churches built in more
Pagan styles we would not wish to affirm, for it
cannot but be with holy joy that he looks upon
those symbols of the triumph of Faith over the
powers of darkness and infidelity. The Church
bas always loved to contemplate the Magdelane
with her arms clasped around the cross on which
hangs her beloved but often offended Saviour, be-
cause she beholds therein the triumph of grace
over rebellious nature.  But "vhough she has
scarcely words to express her joy at the sce_ne_of
the penitent, her joy is greater still, nay, 1t is in-
expressible and unbounded,when she contemplates
the spotless soul of the other Mary—the virgin
mother of God—for there she contemplates the
firmly established and undisturbed reign of all
that is boly. And so it is with architecture ; we
love to behold the cross shining upon the lofty
dome and cupola, because it tells of the triumph
of Christianity over Puganism. But we love far
more to look upon the cross surmounting the
lofty spire of & church that can proudly boast
that her every form and accessory ornament has
preserved its original purity unpolluted by Pagan
rite.

GENTLEMEN, —~The Address which you bave just
presented has affected me---affected me deeply. It
makes allusion to scenes of & very distressing na-
ture, and brings up mapy memories of the past.—
You will, I am sure, in the hurry of preparations for
my immediate departure, excuse me frqm making a
lengthened veply to your most flattering address.
I canunot, however, permit the occasion to pass with-
out assuring you that, however painful to the con-
gregntion may bo the separation, it is not less pain-
ful to me ; and that you judge correctly in sappos-
ing that nothing but a deep sense of duty could pre-
vail on me 1o take a step productive of such pain
both to the congregation and to myself.

You say that I bave labored long in your midst—
even that I have become prematurely grey in your
service ; you make allusion to the painful scenes of
the yet too-well remembered 47, and remind me that
Almighty God has blessed my ministry. True, God
has spared me to labour for u leogth ot time amongst
you; true that some of my labours iu 47, were in
the midst of disease and death,—butin all urring
circumstances the priest must be mindful of bis duty
—he must feel the important embassy intrusted tu bis
charge—he must feel that he is the mediator between
man and God, commissioned * to bind and to loose ;"
that he is to stand in the midst of danger, contagion,
even death, to administer to the dyiog Christian his
passport to the Throne of God ; daty, strict duty, de-
mands this from every anointed priest of God. IfI
passed through the trying ordeal of '47, ’49, and '51;
—~if I prepared for death, and consigned to the silent
grave, for a period of six weeks or more, some fifty
adult persons per day, I was but doing what every
priest would be bound to do in similar circumstances.
I was but discharging my sacred duty ; and if, of all
the clergymen who commenced in the commence-
ment, and labored to the end, of that dire visitation,
I was the only survivor, it makes me almost tremble
leat I alone should be found unworthy of the reward
to which they were called in the midsc of their
labors. ‘

In conclusion, I accept, with feelings of deep emo-
tion, the Address of the St. Patrick’a congregation,
and the accompanying substantial and unsolicited
testimonirl of their affectionate attachment, which
they have done me the honor to present through you,
gentlemen ; and [ beg to assure them tbat ] am
deeply grateful for this unmerited, equally as unex-
pected, proof of their kind feelings; and they may
believe me that, though the call of duty removes me

THaT Camp-MEeETiNG.—The accuracy of
the details given by a writer in the Kingston
Daily News, baving been impugned by the
Toronto Christian Guardian, and n a com-
munication over the signature Veritas, a Chris-
tian, writing to the Daily News, stoutly asseils
the fidelity of the first report, and appeals to un-
densable and notortous facts in support of his
damaging allegations.

SETTLEMENT QF TIHE ST. MAURIOE TERRI-
TORY.
From the Three Rivers Inquirer.
Time and agrin we bave tried to account for the
non-settlement of the St. Maurice Territory, but the
more we consider this singular fuet, the more does it
seem uaaccountable. Twenty-five miles to the
north of the city of Thiee Rivers, commences to
stretch away to an almost jllimitable extent one of
the finest countries in the world. The face of s
vast territory, which ag yet is on!y known to the
huanter aud the lumberman, is diversified by moun-
taio and valley, by lake and river. Along fhe bor-
ders of the Lakes and rivers, which cover about one-
half the extent, and the vales between the pine clad
hills, are tracts of the richest culture lands to be
found in any country. We bave seen hay on those
1ands growing four feet high, and oats over six feet.
The hills and mountains are covered with the finest
quulities of white and yellow pine, the less elevated
tracts with spruce, birch, and maple, and where the
high lands crop out into the plaing, it has been as-
certained boyond the shadow of a doubt, that they
are rich in iron, copper, tin, plumbage and gold. The
numerous and benutifully picturosque Ilakes and
rivers, abound in the finest species of trout, maskin-
ange, pickerel, black bass, perch, chub, and white
fish. The climate is as salubrious as in the vicini-
ties of Qubecand Three Rivers, aud yet this rich
and beautifnl country remains almost {erra incognila.
It is such facts us these, taken in connexion with the
proximity of this territory to the St. Lawrence,
which render the consideration of its non settlement
up till the present day so mysterious. Whatever
may have been the causes which have retarded the
settlement of the St. Maurice, ths result to Three
Rivers, has been most lamentable ; it bas crippled
our growth, and entailod upon us poverty and insig-
nificance. Oue or two natural impediments bave ex-
isted and donbtless have contributed in retarding
settlement.  From the mouth of ‘the St. Maurice to
the Piles, a distance of 1hirty miles, the pavigation

of the riveris impeded by numerous rapids, cas-
cades, and waterfulls; while inland to the back of
the city, stretches a belt of light sandy soil, not of
the most iaviting character to the settler. Other
causes have existed, and for which we tbink, our ru-
lers io times past are justly reprehensible. The lands
immediately north of the city, had until recently
been monopalized by the St. Maurice Forges; and
whether it was the interest of those conanected with
cstablishment or not, to prevent settlement, we be-
lieve they used their efforts in that way. About
thirty years ago, a surveying party under, if we wmis-
take not, the direction of the Imperinl government,
visited the St. Maurice. On their return to Three
Rivers, two of the prineipnl gentlemen of the party
were invited to dine with the [Tu. M. Bell,the then pro-
prietor of the 8t Manvice Forges. A citizen of Three
Rivers, who wus present at the sune dinuer, remem-
bers these gentlemen to Mave stated in the courss of
conversition, that the conntry up to the St Manrice
was magnilicent, well wooded, well watered, and the
country every say suited for caltivation ; but when
the printed report appeared, this gentleman was sur-
prised to find the contrary of all this stated.  We re-
member, nhout 10 years sinee, Mr. Justice Polette, the
then memwber for this city, and the Hon. L. T. Drom-
mord, expericnced the greatest difliculty in bringing
the subject of the St Mautice before the cxecutive,
They bad searce any dute npon which to fonnd the
claims of the St. Maurice ; but argued by analogy,
that as timber wns found on the Snguenny, nnd the
Ottuwa, it must necessarily be found on the interly-
ing territory of the St. Maurice. Urders for cusual
surveys were obtained, nnd the correctness of Messrs.
Drummond’s aud Polette's views fully caroborated.
The partisl surveys of Messrs. Biguell, Legendre,
and Wellsprove to a demonstration, that grent quan-
tities of the finest export timber exists on nearly all
the tributaries of the St. Maurice; and what isof
still greater impertance, that the soil is of the very
best quelity for cultivation.

With these facts before them, the executive could
not with any show of fuirness, deny the just demand
to make these vaat sources of wealth in somc mensure

Bank of Montreal refused farther advances, aud the
works were stopped ; other Lumbermen came to
grief, the government regulutions were onerous, only
one short rond wag made, for which the lumberman
had to pay, and the good name of ou. noble river
stood in jeopardy. Notwithstanding all the ill-luck
and reverses conscquent upon entering upon new
lumber districts, the money Izid out by the govern-
ment, will this year be nenrly all refunded, principal
and interest, and yet the cexcentive have refused to
give & single penay for necessary works.  The lum-
berman ou the Ottnwa can transport his shanty sup-
lies bundreds of miles into the interior, over the finest
roads, constructed nt Government expense, while the
lumbermen on the St. Maurice can boast of thirty-
eight miles ot road in bad repair, and originally
constructed with funds from their own pockets. On
the Ottawa, the government has expeaded large sums
on surveys, and in constructing settlement ronds
along which are oflered free grauts of land to settlers
while ag respects the St. Maurice, the petition of the
inhabitants of this city prayiong for a geological sur-
vey of the St, Maurice territory, remaing even un-
answered, and not oue mile of government road, as
far ns we can ascertain, has yet been coustructed.
This state of things must cease. Qur Lower Canada
memuyers must withdraw their support from an ad-
mivistration that ignores almos: with insolence, our
just claims or else, the people will look for other re-
presentatives, It isa trite but true saying  that
heaven helps those who help themselves,” and if the
people of Three Rivers would emerge from their pe-
nury and insignifieance they must adopt, and act
upon this maxim. It is with plensure we find o ta-
lented gentleman residing in Montreal, ut present oc-
cupied in collecting information on the hislory and
resources of the St. Mnurice; this information, we
trust he will embody in & pamphlet, and when 1he
public are theroughly cognisant of all the facts of
the case, it might prove a judicious plan to form a
volonisation snciety for the St. Maurice, organise o
strong political party in the House, that will fear-
lessly and ceaselessly press our just claims upon the
government, and secure for i1his section of Lower
Canada what was only cur right long vears ago.

"Panris, July 20—The letter which'the Sultan.
bas been advised to write to the'Emperar of the
French, and: which is published in the Moniteur
of to-day, bas had but little effect on the public
mifd here. It may gratify one’s feelings to find
that the Grand Turk appears to think that there
18 but one Sovereign in Europe. Tt is clear that
Abdal Medjud is heartily frightened, and well
may be be. I doubt whether his letter will have
any effect n arresting, -or even delaying the
the French military expedition, which, 1t is said,
will not be less than 20,000 or 25,000 men.

I am informed that shortly after the appoint-
ment of Commodore de la Ronciere Ie Noury to
the command of the French flect in the Levant
the French Government despatched a Staff offi-
cer to Syria to examine the state of the country.
This officer, who had acquired great experience
of mountain warlare during a residence of 15
years in Algeria, has reported :hat the interior
of Syria is as inaccessable as Kabylia, that its
population amounts to 2,200,000, of whom the
male portion are armed and well accustomed to
the use of fircarms, and that a corps of 4,000 or
5,000 French troops would be quite inefficient to
maintain order among them.

It is announced in well-mformed quarters that
the French Government has submitted the fol-
lowing propositians to the Great Powers :—1.
The immediate despatch of troops into the Tur-
co-Syrian provinces swhich have suffered or may
suffer from the attacks of the Druses. 2. The
formation of a mixed commission, charged to re-
organise the government of these provinces, so
as to render an efficacious protection to the
Chriscians and to prevent the return of distur-
bances.

In tle meantime orders have been sent to
Toulon to make preparations lor the immediate
departure of the expedition. “L'he greatest ac-
tivity prevai's in that port. Provisions and war-
like stores are being every day shipped for
Syria. Marseilles bas not presented so animat-
ed an appearance since the conclusion of the
war in Italy. The merchants and shipowners
there have not forgotten the large fortunes they
acquied during the Crimean war, and are quite
ready to repeat the operation.

General Frossard, of the Engineers, and
Rear-Admiral Bouet Willaumez, have left Paris
by command of the Emperor for Villafranca, in
the county of Nice, for the purpose of placing
that important naval station in 2 complete state
of defence. The fort of Suorgio is likewise to
be rebuilt.

The Senate met on Friday, M. Troplong in
the chair. The budget of 1861 was brought up,
as well as 21 other measures voted by the Le-
gislative Body. The order of the day was the
cousideration of certain petitions praying for the
intervention of the Senate w favor of the tem-
poral power of the Holy See.  After observa-
tions from M. A. Thayer, First President Bar-
the, General Gemeau, M. Tourangin, Cardinal
Mathieu, the Marquis de Boissy, the Duke de
Padoue, and M. Royer, the Senate adopted the
conclusions of the report, passing to the ordec
of the day. The proceedings then terminated.

The session of the Legislative Body was
brought to a close on Frnday; the Count de
Morny occupied the chair.  Several local bills
were adopted, and the Deputies separated amid
repeated cries of ¢ Vive I’ Empereur.”

A deputation, composed of the Mayor, Deputy-
Mayor, and some municipal councillors of Nice, has
arrived in Paris, commissioned by the inhabitants
of Nice fo express their gratitude and devoiion to
the Emperor, and to asaure his Majesty and the Em-
press will be received with enthusiasm on their ap-
pronching jourmey te Nice.

The French division Trechu, [rom the camp of
Chalons, emharks to-day (July 20) for Marseilles for
the const of Syrin. The present division, which it
ig said will be fullowed at no great interval hy a
second, coosists of 8,000 infantry, exclusive of
3,000 or 4,000 marines, engineers, artillery, acd
waggon train, in ull about 13,000 men.

The following, from the Constitutionnel, merits at-
tention :—

uhe existence of the Christians in the Enst has
been guaranteed by 8ll the Powers who signed the
Treaty of Parig, aswell as by Turkey. The first
step which we take is merely the execstion of our
engagements. The Sultan correctly nunderastood it
when he addressed a letter to the Emperor, which
wag ot once the expression of his griel and the pro-
mise of his most caergetic co-operation. Unfortu-
nately, it i3 to be feared that Turkey is powerless,
and it 1s impossible toleave to the chances of an
uncertain impression, or, perhaps, to those of a de-
fection, the destiny of those populations who are
placed under tie twofold protection of treaties and
of French honor. -

¢ 1t i3 clearly on un understanding with the great
Powers, rad with the Sultan bimself that France is
going to act in Syria.

t The Eastern question has been long considered
one of those which many most trouble the tranquil-
lity of the world. The best means of preventing se-
rious complications is to resolve dt the very begin-
ning, by decision and good faith, the diffieuities
which want of energy and frankness would aggra-
vate in o manner beyond remedy.”

The Patric annouuces that the last accounts re-
ceived from Syria are extremely serious. The inba-
bitauts ot Beyrout are in a state of great anxiety as
10 the fate of 45,000 Christians whe had taken re-
fuge ut the South of the Kes-Rouan, and who are
surronnded by & body of Druses and Mutualis much
more numerous. The commauder of the naval squa-
dron had sent envoys to Koukleya swhere the com-
mander of the Druses is, in order to stop his pro-
ceedings. M. Outrey, the French Consul 2t Damas-
cus, who had been in Paris on iesve of absence, ar-
rived at Beyrout on the 6th July, and left imme-
diately for Damrscug, accompanied by some Alge-
rians, who were going to jein Abd-el-Kader. The
Palrie adds, that the most energetic measures "are
sbout to be adopted io concert with the Porte to as-
sist the Christiars in Syrin.

ITALY.

Roue.~Toe Eupgror anp te Pore.—A Turin
letter in the Cologne Gusette giveg the following
from what it represents to be a good source :~-

“The Emperor Napolcoa resently wrote nn auto-
graph leiter to the Pope, in which he prayed him
to be kind enough to pay strict attention to a note
of M. Thouvenel, sent with it. This note, of which
the Marquis de Cadore read communicated a copy to
Cardinal Antonelli, exposes in detail the wishes, in-
tentions, and vbjects of the French Government.—
It says that the Emperor blames the conduct of the
Government of Victor Emmanuel towarde the high
.clergy, and that his Majeaty employs all his efforts
.to put an end to its painful proceedings; also that
the Emperor hopes to cause the prelates who have

Similar roforms are
recommended in the administration of justice, and
the note expreases the hope that after the exzecution
of these reforms, it will be possible to realise the
iden of a Confederation, and also to come to an.un-
deratanding with Sardinia. ‘This paper gave rise to
several deliberations of tbe winisters, at which Gen,
Lamoriciere was present, and spoke warmly in favor
of the French counsels. The majority of the minis-
ters acknowledged the necessity for great referms,
and it was decided that they should be accomplish-
ed. The Pope will not hear of a reconciliation with
Victor Emmaanuel, and is represeated to have said
that any understanding botween him and fthat de-
mon’ is quite out of the question.”

Uxrouxped StareMeNTs.—A letter from Rome of
the 9th inst, in the Monde, has the following :—

“Some journals zssert that the Piedmontese Go-

vernment has made a complaint to the Holy See that
certasin Romagnols sre ‘kept prisoners in the pro-
vinees which remaiced faithful, but the statement is
entirely erroncous. 7Tbe assertion is also made that
the French Government had presented the Holy Fa-
ther with a certain quantity of ammunition, but
that alse is inexact, the Roman Government baving
paid for the rmmunition which it has received.”

Persecurioy oF Tt CuerGy. — A Roman tele-
gram of tlie 14th instant says that the Pope, ina
consistory held on that day, prooounced an allocu-
tion, energetically protesiivg ngainst the Piedmon-
tese Government on accouat of the arrest and con-
demnpation of the Bishops of Piea, lmnola, Faenza, and
Piacenza, approviug tle conduct of these bishops,
and, desigoaling the snnexation of the Duchies and
the Legations to Piedmont as an usurpation.

The Monde publishes the following as a correct
‘statement of the Bishopa and priests recently con-
demned to imprisoment and fine in the Piedmoutese
States: —

On this statement the Soade remarks :—

“ So that, between the 2Gth Juge and the 7th July,
13 members of the clergy have been condemned to
4,740 days' imprisonment and 14,500f. fine for hav-
ing refused to sing the “Te Deum.” If the fizes
bring some slight relief to the pennry of the public
trensury, we greatly doubt that such facts will tend
much to the consolidation of the pew Italian King-
dom, As tothe condemnation of the Bishop, Vicar-
General, and eight canons of Piacenza, we must ob-
serve that they were condemned by defanlt, none of
them having put in an appearance.”

The cews from Palermo is that Garibaldi has been
obliged once more to change Lis Ministry. Count
Cavour had sent an envoy, La Farini, to accept the
annexation of Sieily. The General demurred to thia
interference, and sent the minister back again. His
Government resigned and were at once replaced by
others. Signor Interdonato, Amari, the historian,
and Signor Erranti are among the mewbers. Sub-
acquently it was stated that La Loggis, Saperts, and
Orsini, remsained. There is much illoess among the
volunteers :—* The season is unbesltby, and the
wounded, in spite of the greatest care and attention
bestowed upon them by medical men of the greatest
skill, linger and die ; wounds will not heal, and but
few of the amputated sufferers havesurvived. Young
George Mauin, whose wounds, received at Calatafi-
mi, were cousidered but light at the time, has not
yet recovered sufficiently to resume his post; and
General Turr, whose cournge at first would not per-
mit him at first to seek repose, has been compelled to
leave tor Genon, the saffering of his wounded arm
baving brought on inflammation of the lungs and
spitting of blood. The doctors bave ot length com-
pelled him by main force to go and rest for o while
at the hatits of Aecqui.

Signor Cosenz arrived at Palermo on the 6th ult,,

and was received with joy by General Garibaldi,—
He took 1,000,000 lire and 57 cannon to Garibaldi,
and i3 accompanied, it is said by the son of General
Goyon. On the 8th, 1,500 volunteers embarked at
Genon, to be followed hy others 2 days later. Some
vessels with cranon arc reported to have gone over
from the Neapolitans to Garibaldi, They are said,
however, to be only inercantile steamers. There are
reports of eacounters with the Neapolitans near Mes-
gsina, but direct advices from Messina are only to the
8th inst., and state that Colonel Medici was at the
village of Barcelone, awaiting volunteers. He had
reconnottred the heights of Messina and Melazzo.—
The attack on Melazzo was fixed for the 10th inst,—
Assagsinations took place ut Measina on the night of
the 7th. The Neapolitan army was demoralised ; the
soldiers were deserting.
The affairs ia Sicily, and more particularly the late
political events at Palermo, are commented on by
the Constitulionnel in this  maunner :—* Garibaldi is
now at his third Ministry within a month. What
gives to this new change special gravity is that the
Cabinet which retires was formed under the pressure
of a popular demonstration, [t follows, therefore,
that it is not only with the policy of Turin, but with
the public opinion of Sicily—at least that portion of
it which exacted and obtained the dismissal of the
Criap Ministry—that Garibaldi has broken.”

The Nuzione of Florence says :—On the evoning of
the 15th instant the Royal Guards committed vio-
lent excesses agninst the inbabitants, shouting at
the time, ' Viva il Re!" Several persong were killed
and fifty persons wounded. An inquiry has com-
monced. The Kiog bas visited the barracks and
held energetic language to- the troops. The people
are quiet but irritated.

Pants; Wednesday. — Despatches received here
from Naples to the 17th instant, give details of the
conflict which took place in that city on the 15th
instant stating that it was provoked by soldiers of
the Royal Guard, who shounted the ‘ King for ever,
“Down with the constitution.” Notwithstanding’
this demonstration, the King_adhered to constitu-
iional principles, and ministers therefore consented
to remain in offce.

The Opinion Nationale publishes n message dated
Messinn, 15th inst., stating that Garibaldi bad joined
Colonel Medici at the village of Barcelons, with
3,000 volunteers, Colonel Bozco had made a sortie
frors Messina with 4,000 men and three gums. An
engagement between the two armies was imminent.

AUSTRIA.

Visxna, 20th July.—In to-day's extraordinary eit-
ting of the enlerged Reichsrath an auntograph letter
of the Emperor, addressed to the President, and
dnted the 17th inst., was read as an Imperial mes-
sage, In this letter His Majesty notifies his resclu-
tion that the establishment of new imposts or the in-
creage of those alrendy existing, the determinnig upon
the amount of direct taxation, the imposition of Ex-
cise does, and the introduction of stamp dnties on
legal transactions, and, finally, tha concluding of
new lonns, shall in fatore only be effected with the
consent of the enlarged Cotineil of the Empire.

THE CIVIL WAR IN SYRIA.

ConstanTinorLe.— We have intelligence from Bey-
rout to the 1stiust. The panic-in thetown had
somewhat abated ; but there was still -cause to fear
that the disturbances in the Lebanon. were far from
over, [n my laat letter I stated that the Maronites
were chargeable with the ontbreak, which bas led to
such disastrous results. This fact, taken in connex-
iou with the superior bravery of the Druses, had not
unnaturally enlisted the sympathies of many in their
bebalf. Whatever may have been their original
claim to our favourable consideration their subse-
quent conduct has invalidated. Nearly 100 villages
have been reduced to ashes, and the unfortunate in-
habitants, to the number of some 30,000, men, wo-
men, and children, are scatterel over the mountains,
where many of them are hunted down and slain like
wild beasts. Of the larger places, Hasbaya, Rasheya
Deir-el-Kammer, and Zahleh, have been the scenes
of frightful massacres, In the first two of these
places the Druses had long suffered much persecn-
tion at the bands of the Christinns. At the com-
mencement of the present civil war, the latter from
their very superior numbers, were enabled to obtain
soms advantages in the engagements which oceur-
red. The Druses sent for succour to the Haouran;
and & large body of their co-religionists of that
monnlain marched to their reliet. The result was
such as might have been expected. At Hasheya af-
ter an obstinate resistance, the Christians were
forced to retrest to the Palace of the Emir, in the
court of which they prepared to defend themselves,
There was a strong force of Turkisk regulars station-
ed in the village, whose intervention weuld have
have sufficed to prevent further bostilities. The
protection of this force having been demanded by
the Christians, the officer in command—QOsman Bey,
[ believe he ia called—intimated that he could only
persuade the Druses to retire on their (the Chris-
tians) delivering up their arms. This alternative
was for a long time resisted, & presentiment of what
was to follow baviog as would appear, possessed
the minds of the fugitives. At length finding that
on no other terms would the protection of the
Turkigh troops be obtained, they submitted. It is
said that they were forced to do so by a threat
that the troops would fire upon them if they refused
any longer. For this I do not vouch. Certain it is
that the arma were given up, and that in return the
Turkish officer in command guaranteed the safety of
those, who thus parted with the means of protecting
themselves. What follows is scarcely credible. The
Druses are, asa general rule, worse armed than the
Christiang—the latter possessing, for the most part
percussion gung, To prevent the Druses acquiring
additioual strepgth by improving their weapons of
offence, would seem to have been the sole means by
which the Turkish officer could hope to redeem his
pledge of protecting the lives of the Christian popu-
lation. In ilms ctate of affairs 800 stand of nrms
were packed on mules, and sent off to Damascus.
No sooner hed the convoy got clear of the village
thar a party of Dreses quietly took possession of the
prize. Possessed of the arms of their enemies, these
Druses rejoined their comrades in the village. Then
occurred one of those scenes not uncommon in the
annals of savage warfare. The pate of the Emir's
palazce was broken in, and an indiscriminate but-
chery of the Ohristians of rll ages and of both sexes
wag perpetrated. The yataghan was the weapon
employed in the work of destruction. There were
upwards of 1,500 living bodies to be hacked to pieces
in that one place, and the work though long in exe-
cuting, was ouly teo well done. The fate of Ras-
heya was not widely different from that of Hasbeya.
In my last letter I informed you that Deir-el-Kam-
mar had been besieged and taken by the Druses.
After having burnt about & third of this village—or
rather town, for it numbered 8,000 inhabitanta—the
congaerors left the place to prosecute the siege of
Zahleh, the most important of the Chrigtian villages.
They afterwards returncd-—whether after the fall of
Zahleh or while the siege was still being carried on
I cannot, owing to the extreme confusion of dates
in the various accounts, make out. Return, howev-
er, thoy did, and on the 21st of June the whole of
the male population was put to the sword. Itis as-
serted in the despatches of more than one.of the Eu-
ropean copguls that the Turkish soldiery assisted in
the massacres ] have mentioned—nay, more, that
their ferocity was conspicuous above that of the
Druses. I hesitate to give credit to such an accusa-
tion as this; but that the troops stood by and made
no effort to arrest the butchery is, I fear the last un-
favourable account that can be given of their con-
duct.

Zehleh fell inits turn. There was 8,000 Chris-
tians armed for its defence. The attacking force
of Druses could not have exceeded 3,000 men. After
one or two ineflectusl attemots the oesiegers threw
away their guns, and by a desperate effort carried
the place yataghan in hand. An extcosive massacre
of the men ensued; but there is reason to believe
the whole of the inhabitants have not been put to
the sword as wa3 ot first stated. The women and
children of Deir-el-Kemmar fled to the coast, in the
peighbourhood of Sidon, whither they were conduct-
ed by one of the Druse Sheiks. I know nothing of
his history or of his other exploita; but his name,
for this one act of humanity, should not be passed
over—it is Cnssim Bey Abou Necker. On the 224
and following days Her Majesty’s ships Gannet Fire-
fly, and Mohawk were engaged in bringing the fogi-
tives up to Beyrout, The pitiable condition of these
women &nd children will be appreciated without
any description of mine. Only a few days since
they were living quietly and happily in one of the
most thriving villages of the Lebanon, now they are
the most hopeless of outcasts. Their fathers, their
husbands nnd their sons are dead ; and their homes
with all they possessed, have been reduced to nshes
I peed scarcely say that their sufferings Insured
them the utmost kindness on the part of the officers
and crows of the vessels I have named.

Oun the 23d and 24th of June the greatest commo-
tion prevailed in Beyrout. Happily, Ismail Pasha
(General Kmety) had arrived from Constantinople
with two battalions of infantry. To him all eyes
are turned, and the only fear of the inhubitants of
the town seems to have beer, that his men might be
smitten with the anti-Christian fever prevalent
among thewr co-religionists. All accounts agree in
represcatiog Mr. Moore, the English Consul-General
at Beyrout, a8 having acted witl: the greatest energy
and diseretion throughout the whole of these la-
mentable transactions in the Lebanon, -

I have seen o letter from Damascus of the 28th of
June. Some apprehensions of the Turkish troops
joining the Druses were entertained. The pay of the
troops is 30 months in arrear, and the men were be-
ginning to say openly, that the time had come when
they might pay themselves. By this, of course, the |
plunder of the town was meant. Homs, Hamab, and
Aleppo also give some cause for anxiety.—imes
Cor.

A Paris letter in the Independence snys:—*' The
French fleet before Beyrout will soon bo composed of
ten vessels. Precise orders have been that, in case
of peed, the marines on board the fleet are to be
landed without waiting for Further instructions, to
defend the Consuls and Christiaus.

General Dyneley, one of the Peninsular heroeg,
and for some years a resident in Canadsa, died in
England on the 21st ult. He entered the army in
1801, served in the [talian compaign a3 a volunteer
under Sir James Oraig; was sent to Portugal in
1811, and won special nolice from Wellington at
the storm and capture of Ciudad Rodrigo. He took
part in almost all the subsequent battles, and was
present nt Waterloo. After being appointed Lieu-
tennant-General he took the command of the troops
in Canada from 1847 to 1852, when he was transfer-
red to Dublin.

Dearu or Rev. Tou, MoLiepy, 8. J.—We regret
ta be obliged to record the death of this learned
Jesuit Father. The melaucholy event took place on
the morning of the 20th of July at Georgetown Col-
lege, Father Mulledy, a3 we learn from the Catholic
Mirror, was born on the 12th of August, 1794, in
Romuey, Virginia, beingat the time of his decease, in
the sixty-sixth year of his age. His parents, who
were both converts to the Catholic Faith, placed him
at Georgotown College to be educated. Among the
pupils of that institution, he was remarkable for hig
sprightliness, intelligence, and piety, and, upon the
completion of his collegiate course, instead of em-
barking in wordly pursuits, on the 5th of February,
1815, he joined the Company of Jesus. The early
years of his postulancy were spent in instructing
and catechising. Asa Professor and n catechist he
won the admiration and love of hia youthful eleves,
by his candor, kindness, impartiality and ability —
Never wag there o heart more paternal and benevo-
lent, or better fitter for the duties of an instuctor or
f Priest. While yet a scholastic Father Mulledy
was sent to Reme, with several other young Jesuite,
to complete his theological course. After several
yeara spent there in perfecting himself for kLis religi-
ous gtudjes, he returned to this conntry and filled the
gighest stations of honor and trust in the society of

esus.

CaTronio1Ty IN THE FAR WesT.—On the 3d of June
& meetiog of the Catholic inhabitants of Denver, was
held at the rooms of Bishop Miege, in Bayvaud's
Building, at which Judge Perkins presided, and Wil-
liam Clancy acted as secretary. The object of the
meeting was to arrange for the immediate ereciion of
a8 church in Denver City, A building committee
was appointed, as also committees to solicit subserip-
tions. Bishop Miege assured the Catholics that a
Bishop would soon be appointed for the territory,
and that an ample number of Catholic clergymen
for the wants of the mission would be in attendance
before the new church could be completed.—Louis-
ville Guardian,

Coreorarios Fravbs—The Mayor and Corporation
of the city of New York bave been served with notice
of application to the Supreme Court for an injunction
to restrain them from levying any portion of the $105-
000 alleged to have been the cost of entertaining
the Japanese Ambassadors, The grounds for tha pro-
ceeding are that members of the City Council sold
tickets for the ball given at from $10 to $100 each,
appropriating the proceeds to their own use ; that the
hotel bill of Messrs Leland amounts to $91,000, while
their actual outlay did notexceed $10,000 ; and that
they had covenated to pay certain members of the
City Councila commission of thirty-three and one-
third per cent on this bill in consideration of their
obtaining the payment of it.

The St. Louis Democral of the 22d reported forty
deaths in that city on the 20th and 21st inst., caused
by exhaustion from the escessive heat. Several fe-
male servants were taken ill while at work, and
gi(:ld very suddenly ; others were found deadin their

eds.

St1. Louts, July 26th—Thicty buildings used for
houses of ill-fame, dauce houses, groggeries, &e.,
in this city, were riddled by a mob last night.—
Everything inside of them was burnt or thrown iate
the street.

Forty convicts escaped from the Missonri Peniten-
tiary on the 234 ult. They made a simultaceous
attack upon the gate of the prison, and succeeded in
forcing it open and effecting their escape. Twenty
of them were recaptured, and about twenty more of
them are still at large. In the effort seven were sz«
verely wounded and three were killed outright by
the guards of the prison.

Anmest oF CoUNTERFEITERS. -~ The Western Re-
serve bas for several years been afflicted with n well
organised and adroit gacg of counterfeiters. —
Though the exortions of Deputy United States Mar-
shal Hackett, of Ravenns, and other experienced de-
tectives, that gang has been gradually but surely
broken up. At Burton, Geauge County, on Friday
iast, Mr. Hackett, of this city, arrested H. R, Whit-
comb, Samuel B, Whitcomb, Jesse Boorn, and Josiak
Dixon. Ouly some $300 in base metsl was found in
their possession, but there is no doubt that they
are ringleaders in the gang, and have done much to-
wards flooding the West with worthless maney. The
parties arrested at Burton are mow in jail in this
city, and will probably be tried during the present
term of the United States District Court. On last
Wednesday, Marshal Johrson and Mr. Hackett made
another important arrest at North Washington, in
Hardin County, securing the persons of Dr. E. B.
Aeigtand, a hitherto respectable physician, and
Hiram FHartzel. These partics arc charged with
manufacturing gpurious coin, and were brought to
this city and lodged in jail.— Clevelund Plaindealer.

A man nemed Lewis, who kepta store near
Boundbrook, N.Y,, last week, murdered his wife and
Ithfex:a committed snicide by cutting the arteries of his
oft arm.

The New York Tribune publishes a list of fifty-foar
murders committed in New York during the lasé
four years for not one of which has the perpetrator
been punished.
