BOARD 0F TRADE jEPORT.

C.ATTLE ExPLoIlIT TRADE.

1n a late issue ve wet-e only able to
notice in the briefest mannuer the cattle
export trace, vliclh is yearly assuiling
larger proportions, and to which mssany of'
our most prosperous fariers are devoting
alarge share oftheir attention. It is but
a few years since the exports excecded
the imports of live stock, and the former
were chiefly to the United States and
Newfoundiland. li 1876-77 the exports
of horned cattle were 24,127, valued at
sS46,520, or abouît $35 per iead. in IL 878-
79 the exports vere 49,257, valied at l 2,--
294,286, or about $46 per head. This is a
mssost gratifying result, and it is clear that
this trade is one that ought to be prose-
cuted with vigour. It is satisfactory to
learn from the report that tlcre lias been
a great improvemenst in the ventilation Of
ships, and that modern improvenents
vhich add to the comfort anid stfety of
the animals have been introduced. It is
stated that of the stock exported to Great
Britain in 1S78 there were 9,070 cattle and
500 sheep imported from Chicago and
raised in the"North Western States, while
in 1879 the N'isole were Canadian-grown
excepting 1400 sheep and 74 mules.

H11E LUMBERZ TIUADE.

Since 1870 the exports of the produce
of the forest have never been so low is in
1879, viz: $13,261,459 against $20,940,434
in 1870, while in 1873 they exceedei $28,-
000,000. li the latter year there was not
a very msaterial difference between the
exports to Great Britains and the United
States, but the latter have decreased to
little over one-third what they were in

1873, while those to Great Britain are
little over one-ialf, and those to the West
Indies and South America are consider-
ably less than one-half. It would probably
be mssore cco''ect to susbstitute for Mfr. Pat-
terson's statenent that the lumsber trade
" ias felt smost severely the general con
mssercial depression of tIse past five or six
years," that cie of the chief causes of the
Canadian depression ias been the cessa-
tion of the denmand fot' Our luiiber' by our
principal custoimers. It may be feaired
that this ias been in a great leasure
caused by the protective duties in the
United States. M'. Patterson points out
tiatj the falling off' in the trade witi the
United States has been of old standing.
I t was over twvelve millions in I 873, over
nine msillions in 1874, and over six mil-
lions in 1875, since vhich it ias been be-
tween four and live millions, but tolerably
steady. Betwveen 1878 :and '79 the ex-
ports to Great Eritain fell ofïl' nearly one-
ialf, so that tie aggregate falliig of' in
1877 or 1878 was owing almost entirely to
a reduction in the exports to Great Britain.
Mr. Patterson confirmss the reports of ani
imlsproved demiand, chiefly from the United
States, which ias been accompanied by
better' prices, those which have ruled for

somse timie back having been uprecedent-
edly low, i is stated in the report tiat
mlany oP the luibermen have abandoned
msaking square timber, and are engaged
in preparing limber for the conîstmption
of the United States.

wEsT INDUA TRADE.

We are assured by Mr.Patterson, ons the
autiority of a merchant just returnied
from a West lLsdia tour, that tise people in
msany of the British West India Islands
are scarcely aiare of the extent of the
Dominion. It would be interesting to
have the actual facts ons the authority of
the reporter over his signature, isici ie
vill take good care not to give us. We
appreiend fromi wlsat has comle to oui
knowledge that the people in the Britisi
West India Colonies are far fPsomn being as
ignorant as Mr. Patterson represents thens
to be, but tiey are ismost assuredly ratier-
disgustecd with the Canadian policy whici
is to force trade by the Ialifax route,
wlsich is not a favorite one Nith themi. It
appears froms lr. Patterson's table that
luring the last seven years the aggregate
trade viti the tropies was $45,414,788, oi
vhsicls $20,i44,186 wnas with the British
West LIndies, $7,500,726 with Soults
Aimserica, and $14,4166,876 witi the Spansisht
W'est lsndies.

wN'IXE A sill[TS.

ThIe tables in tie report give the imis-
ports for twelve years. The largest quan-
tity of spirits imported was in 1874,

1,SS9,444 gallons, while in 1879 there was
only 930,705 gallons, or less than onte-ialf.
The cuty in 1874 wvas $1,541,274, and in
1879, $1,133,535. The imports of malt
liquor asre only about one-half wiat they
were in 1874,, while the decrease in vile
is likewise very considerable, after naking
allowance for the change of mseasure to
the imperial gallon.

G rAIN T iRD OF UNitED ssTTEss.
A very inster'esting table in the report

is that showing the aggregate yield of'
wieat, Indian corn, barley, and oats in
the United States during a period of 18
years. h'lie yield of wheat, whichs wais in
1850 100,485,944 busiels, wvas, in 187q
448,755,118, and there can be no doubt
that, in the Westerii States, the are-
age is being lar-gely increased every year.
Indian corn likewise gave a larger criop
in 1879 than in ansy preceding yeair,
the yield having been 1,538,000,000 bus.
against 592,071,104 in 1850. Earley in-
creased froin about five millions of bus.
in 1850 to forty millions in 1879, and oats,
froi 146 millions to 364 millions.

FINANCIAL AFFAllis.

Mi-. Pattersois ias fallen into un error
in iis sunimary of the bank statemsents,
wîhich nay convey a false impression te
those uifaiiliar with the returns. Ife
professes to give the retu-ns for Ontario
and Quebec, and ias given themi, we pre-
sume correctly, for December, 1878 and
1870, but in the return for April, 1880, ie
ias included in the assets the returns for
the Maritime Provinces, so that tihey ap-
pear toe o greater by about nineteen mil-
lions of dollars than they really were, and
the directors liabilities likewise appear
to have increased by about one and a ialf
millions of dollars. The liabilities are
given correctly for Ontario and Quebec
alone. Mr. Patterson ias called attention
to the change in the banking law, which
gives a bank a lien on its stock for any
liability to the bank by the owner of such
stock. This snost certainly is a new fea-
ture, and vould enable a bank to refuse
to permit a transer of stock by a holder
vio ssmigit have paper current but not
due. IL was objected to very strongly
whens the Act was under consideration
ten years previously, though muchs press-
ed by the late Mir. J. Hlilyard Camseron.
We were rather surprised that Mr. Pat-
terson siould have given currency to an
e-roi- into whsich many people, less in-
formed than lie is, frequently fall. We
refer to the designation of Messrs. Bar-
ings and Rothsciilds as private bankers.
Those eminent firms are not bankers, and
are themselves customers of banks.
Messrs. Baring Bros. & Co. are extensive
merchants, and also loan contractors, but
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they are in no sense bankers ; and ail-
though the business of Messrs. Roths-
child is rather dilferent, that firm is not
engaged in bankzing, and the names of
neither house will be found in any list of
London bankers. Mr. Patterson seems
to thiik that the Governiment might ob-
tain a large ainount of noney on loan
froin the Canadian publie ivere iL ta issue
bonds at 4 and 5 per cent. interest.
Surely Mr. Patterson cannot be unawvare
that for years the Government has been
aflording opportunities te investors to
place money in 5 per cent. stock, which,
if we are not greatly inistaken, it redeems
on short notice.

STATIsTiCs.

Tlhere is a mass of interesing informa-
tion towards the conclusion of the report,
and we really feel reluctant to appear to
criticize, but there can be ne harm in
suggesting that it would have added very
mouci te the value of tables exlibiting tIe
decrease of imports between 1875 and
1879 if there w-as a stateinent of the de-
crease in value between those years. Ii
woollens w-e presuime that tiere can be no
doubt that the importations have fallen
off, owing in a great nieasulre te the in-
crease of the doilmestic manuifactures, but
there are other articles which imust have
been very much low-er in price in 1879
than ii 1875.

DUTY ON WIEAT.
In mercantile circles, the expediency of

the duty of 15 cents per bushel on wYheat
imported into Canada lias frequently been
questioned, and with Canadian wheat
about 10 cents on an average above Amer-
ican wheat of saie quality, and flour at
least 75c above the price of the saie grade
in the ports of United States, the tariff of
1879, inasmuch as it applies te grain, is
denounced among shippers as preventing
the exportation of Canadian produce, and
eniancing prices te the hime consuner.
If it may be established that the national
agricultural interest does not require any
protection against foreign imports of
wheat that do not renain in the coun-
try, and.are re-exported either in grain or
in flour, the protective duty will cease
te bo a part of the national policy as being
opposed te the interests it was intended
to tester. Parliaient in imposingthe duty
on wheat was doubtless influenced by the
Custoins statistics. In the general state-
ments ofimports, foreign wheat is entered
in the column ofiiports,and for home con-
sumption in the next column. In tic gen-
eral statenent of exports, the saie foreign
wheat entered for home consumption re-
appears as exported in the column of
goodu not the produce of Canada. To

those unaccustomed te the Customs
phraseology, this clearing of imports and
exports is not very plain, the foreign w-hea t
once entered for home consiimption ap-
pearing te remain in the country in coin.
petition with the home article.

From the Ist of July, 1869, te the 1st of
July, 1879, the imports of foreign ivheat
into Canada anounted te 59,719,007 buisli.
els, and the expoerts from the country
during the saine decade amount te 64,-
188,708 busliels, an excess of experts of
4,409,701 bushels, including wlieat flour
reduced into grain. The following table
of the ainnual excess of imports or ex-
ports during these tenl years will fully
exhibit how dependent the country lias
been for domestic consumption on foreign
imîports of vleat

bushels 9,581,505 14,051,200
an excess of exports in ten years of 4,-
409,701 bushels. The three years show-
ing an excess of exports are those of the
largest harvest yield on this contin-
ent, and also of the largest deiand froim
abroad ; while the seven renaining years
of the decade, during vhlicli an excess of
imports took place, couild not have wit-
nessed the exportation of Canadian wheat
Iad not foreigns produce replaced it in
home consumption.

Aimerican whleat imported into tle
country lias very seldoi been in competi.
tion witlh the homne production. I t has been
exported te Europe, or, if it has reiainecd
in the couitry, an equal quantity of Can-
ada lwheat lias been exported into the
United States. For instance, in 1878 the
importation froin the United States ias
5,035,403 bushels of wheat, of vhich
4,11 2,S94 busliels were expòrted te Great
Britain, and te adjust tic balance remnain-
ing in the country 988,514 bushels of Can-
adian iwheat and 21,631 barrels of Canada
floir (108,155 bushiels) were exported te
the United States- In 1879 the importa-
tien fromi the UiiitedStates was 4,768,721
bushels of wieat; 3,150,831 busiels wvent
te England; 1,057,885 bushels of Cana-
dian w-hieat, and 20,247 barrels of flour
wiere exported te the United States, show-
ing an excess of exports of 147,230 bushels
in favor of this country. Consequently
American wheat does not compete in the
home market with the Canadian article.

In case of an inferior crop the duty pre-
vents importation, and in the actual cir.
cuistances it prevents exportation, by
givin g a fictitious value te Canadian whbeat
that keeps it above the prices wliich foreign.
ulemand determiiies for the saine qualities
in otlier markets. Anierican Red winter
No. 2 from Tolede may be boughît at $1.09
per bluhel ; No. I Wlite Micigan worth
90c in Detroit, vill cost ,l.00 alongside
tle occan vessel it Montreal : Canacian
spring wlieat is held at 1.18, and poolr
winter whleat at$l1J2. Outside tofnario
exportable wlheat is not te bo found in the
Dominioni, and the otier Provinces are
comnpelled te obtin itheir supplies of
flour froi that Province That friom the
standpoint of protecting native industries
a (uty lias been placed on flour it is easy
te understand, but a duIty on wheat tlat
prevents exportation, whici taxes four
provinces for the beiiefi t of the farinîng in-
terest of part of Ontario, andi increases the
daily expenses of the laborer or the me-
chanic, is not se easy of explanation on
econoilic grouilnds.

DISCRIMINATION AC A INST BRITA1 N .

We ioticed with sone surprise in a late
nuiber of the Globe, that this journal is
designated "al astoishingly obtuse sup-
t porter of the Anti-Commercial policy of
" the present Government.'' We have
been clarged, on the other lsand, by the.
Indu'strial Wrl/d vith " Free Trade Lean-
ings." Our support of the financial policy
of tic Government amounts te this
We were compelled te admit the abso
lute necessity of obtaining increased rev
ene, and botl political parties have long
been coimnitted te the policy of inciden-
taI protection. Tie late Government iii-
creased the ad valorei rate on manufac-
tures, viich, on strict free tradle princi-
ples, w-as an error. It is inaintained by
the Globe tLhat, notwithstanding the in-
crease in the duties, the revenue ivill prove
insusflicient. Writing as ve do before the
publication of the complete revenue
statenents, w-e shall ierely observe that,
se far as we cai judge, the custois
revenue will approxiiate te the estiiate,
It became absolutely necessary under the
circunstances te impose cluties on raiw
iaterials and quasi-rav inaterials used in

oui domestic manufactures, and this led to
increased cuties on the nanutactured
articles. We have never gone se far as
te naintain that there were no defects
in the tarify, although we have not joined
in the condemnation with which it lias
been visited by the Globe.

W\e learn froin the Globe's articleoon the
31st uIlt., that the figures used in the
recent notice of Mr. Patterson's Trade

report were obtainect froin our review of
that report, and wve ar-a glal to find that
our contemnporiiry relied that ie woull
nîot ho guilty of twisting facts te the pre-
judice of the Finance Minister. We con-
f'ess that in) our opinion neither the Globe
nor the illail lias treated the question
wvith perfect fairniess. The Globe is quite
correct u inaintiiining tiihat the falliig ofl
in, the free impoits froi Vhe United
States is no evidence iliatever' tiat thie
tarilf oi dutiable goods lias operated to
divert trade froni tihat, couintry. On the
other liand, ie ii that ive fail to dis-
cover tle justification lor the Globe's
hieading, " discriîi nmition igeinst Britaiin

lroved." Il our article of 23rd ilt.,
whicht ias honored iili the attention of
the Globe, wve enideavored to shim v Chat
the imports fron GreAit Britainx liad in-
creased, and those frou thxe United States
decrensed in some leading manufactures,
and ie assigted as a reasoni, not tle ta-
iff, whiclh is relatively thie sane, but tle
improvement in the home market of the
United States. Iron and steel muanuifac-
tures have beenu of late years lareely mi-
ported fron the United States, and in
the last six noiths. of 1878 iwe took fromu
that country $1,725,000, and frein Great
Britain only $1,491,807, but in the same
period in 187( iwe tool: , ,14 froi
Great Britain, and oily $1,28000 from
the United States. A s;iniilar change took
place in cotton goods, glass wraro and
leathxer mnanufactures. For our own part,
we wrote ivithout tie least idea of pro~
voking political discussion, and we con-
tinue to think that the re is little ground
for believing that the tariff iad ainy vey'v
material influence on the change in tradet.
There is, however, somsi reason to think
that hie Western trade hias been diverted
to the ports on the Uited States sea-
board.

We con-
fess that ie thouglit the toue of he intro-
ductory article pretentious, as well as the
assertion thiat " iany of the ablest
writers in Ciindia" lriil consented to be
contributors to the nîcw journal. In
order to act vith perfect fairiness iwe have
cited the linguage ihicli we continue to
thiik justilied ouir criticisi, and iwe shall
proceed to give the further explanation
of' our contemporary. Ie advocates a
national policy l fouided on the basis of
protectione," "l our mlotto is protection at
all Cimes and uander all circuinstances."

We do not think thiat the
last article on this subject ca possibly be
frons the lien of " one of the ablest writers
in Canada," at all events, the writer seemîs
to us to have get " nixed and nuddled,"

and to have been thinking far more about
" protection," the '' turn of the tide,"
" the expanding prosperity of the coun-
try," &c., than about the currency, a sub.
ject that it wouldbe wvise for hlim to drop.
He vill find that the N. P. will give hiin
quite enough to do. By the way, we ought
to have mentioned that being a consunier,
and not interested in Nova Scotia coal
mines, iwe wrould imuch prefer cheap coal,
and thougli we shl-l not use suc a strong
expression as "legalized ioblery,' we
shall repeat what ive did say, that it vill
be very sad if, after all the sufferings of
the consuiners, the effect of the tariff lias
not been to increase the revenue very
considerably.

THE NATIONA L UNION 'PARTY.

We learn froin our Toronto exchanges
thxat a niew paity was formnally organizedi
at a meeting lield on Wednesday, the 28th
ult., at St. Anulrews Hall in Chat city, at
wellici Mr. Wallace, M.P., for Norfolk,
Capt. Wyiine or St. Catharines, and some
other non-residents Nere present.

adopted, and it wras resolved that no
candidates are entitled to the support of
ti tvorking-inen uiless they are prepared
to inake their support to Government

conditional on the acceptance by that
Goverinient of the principles of that
platform." As there is not the most re-
iote probability that the platform vill
be accepted by the present Government
it is to be inferred Chat Mr. Wallace lias
determinued to witlhdtrawr the support
wliihi lie lias hitherto accorded to it.
'l'le irst plak, as might have been antici-
pated, is the issue of inconvertible legal
tender notes iwhicli, by making money
abundant, will, as Chese gentlemen assure
thxe working-men, be of great benefit to
then. ItV would b inconceivable if the
fact were not sufliciently established, that
any considerable number of persons could
be brouglit togetier in the capital of
Ontario to listen to the nonsense that is
ittered by Vie champions of Jiali money.

It is really useless te argue with mcn
whso believe that a Government can iiake
inoney that wrill ieasure the value of
comniodities by stanping bits of paper
thîat iave ne in trinsic value iwhatever. We
can drîaw ne other inference friom Mr.
Wallace's speech thîan Chat lie is prepared
to repudiate the Dominion debts. Most
assuredly the inevitable consequence of
the ~policy which lie advocates, would be
the wyholesale robbery of all public and
private creditors. MIr. Wallace professes
te o opposed to land monopolies, that is,
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ta the sale of lands ta any but actuial
settlers. The political leader i-mliai lie
lias supported up ta the present tiie has

plledged himself to build the Pacifie Rail-
way with tiihe proceeds of these lands.
Mr. Wallace vould build it, paying tic
contracts in paper rags, which, month
after nionth, would become less aid
less valuable as the circulation in-
creased. We imay probably be told ti-at
tihe notes vill lie made convertible i-to
interest bearing bauds, bit surely Mi.
Wallace cannot believe that capitalists
caU be found !i Canada ta purchase such
bonds. If the road is ta be biilt the
labourers niust be paid in somie curreney
that will procure thpi food and clothiniîg

and those necessaries cannot be obtaineId
with rag nioney. Tih-e 3rd plaik is a co-r-
demnîation of assisted passiges and ;iim
advocacy of loans foir the erection of home-
steads. The 4ti expresses disapprov-al of
the employmient of convi-ict labour, aii-i
also of Chi-nese labour, a plank borroiwed
froin the celebrated Dennis Ke'arney, wi-th
whom tiese gentIemien have been recenitly
fraternizing. The 5ti advocates tie tax-
ation of ioi-tgagees, whliether ai future
transactions ai- ai- existing contracts, we
are i-ot inforiied. As aie of the speakers
poiiteil out, the eftect w-ould simply be
tiat the tax woild be aded ta the interest.
'the 6th is a pledge ta support protection
ta native industry and the admissioni, duty
free, of I all necessaries of life. and rawiv
iate-ial," whici- I w'e cantot gro' qr
inanufacture.? Ini wlat category woild
this place coal? It is certainly "a ran'
naterial" and w-e do not grow nor aniiinu-
facture it.

Tihe last plank is a-i expression in
favor of competitive examinations for
the civil soi-vice and "I promotions by
seniority if justified by mei-it." This lest
plank lias been stolen froiii Mi-. Casey.
Mr. A. W. Wrigit, who took an active part
in advocating the protection policy, and
in securinîg the trtimphi of the conserva-
tive party, is ta be the standard bearer of
the new party in the a p proaching election
for West Toronto. It iust he adi-itted
that tiie advocates OF fiat mîîonîey have
taken tihe bill by the hans in starting a
candidate for Wrest Toronto. Tihe issue
will be watchied w'ith great interest,
but, althoughi several namnes have been
mentioned as likely ta conitest the seat on
the part of the administration and of the
opposition, Mir. Wright is at present the
only candicdate in the field.

Mr. WIeir hand been requiested by .vmveral
mîîerchanîts ii -Montreal ta endeavour ta
ef'ect, the reioval a the Amuericini silver,
and lie had succeedeild in 1868, w'iti the
c-op-ieraion of Sir Joli-n ose, tIie Minister
of' Finance, in rei-oving ratier moie than

two millions, but thei nuisance iad not
been imnaterially abated. When Sir Francis
lincks became Minister of Finiaiice lie
proposed a plai for eflecting the rei-oval
which hie, Mr. Ryan, iad cordially
supported in the IHouse of Coninions, and
which- Mr. W eir wvas subsequently appoint-
ed to carry ito effect. 'le plan Iwas ta
i-ke tihe A ierican silver a legal tender
at a reduction of 20 per cent., and at the
saime tiie to purchiase it, at ai increasing
discount sa as ta induce the holders ta
realize without delay. Thi-e plani w-as in
ti-e higiest degree successful, and in a
very short tiiiie the silver wuas entirely
reioved. He proceeded ta read soine
letters, aiong others froin lon. P. Gar.
iieau, of Quebec, and Hon. Isaac Buch-
anan, of Hamilton, regretting their in-
ability ta attend, and ackiniowledging Mr.
Weir's services. Sir Francis Hlincks iad
also addressed a letter ta Mr. Weir, but
as lie vas present he would ask, hii ta
address the i-meeting. Sir Francis 1-i-cs
said tiat he iad not been in Caiada whien
the suspension of specie piynients took
place in the United States, but there w'as
a principle popularly knowin as Gresiai's
la-v whici %ias invariable in its operation.
It vas tht ain inferior currency alvays
drove a superior currency out of circula-
tion ; and when the Unîited States began
ta use a fractional inconvertible paper
currency, the silver tokens were
driven ta Canada, and, being of less in-
trinsic valie thai our currency, which Vas
convertible into gold, they took its place.
lie concurred with Mr. Ryan as ta the
ieavy loss sustained by the working

classes, as well as others i and yet it ivas
im-ost extraorduinary that at this very tiie
efforts were being made to persuade the
w'o-king cliszes that they would be
h-elited by tie adoption of an incon-
vertible cuirrency, Soon after his accept.

'ie chairni-ii tien rad the address and

p-i-"eented tihe service of plate, after which
Mri-. Weir -poke at i-oe leigthi, stating
tIie q'-uantity of specie received by the
ierent hanleand giving al, ihistory of

his -peraiions. lfe referred in veiry coin-
im-en y termis to the incasures

adoAptei by Sir Francis iUncks, and ta bis
Oai (.iilling, e.s ta ls selected us the
recipient of a testimonial inistead or hini.
ie wias hiere initerrupted by Sir Francis
lfiiiks, who stid that wvhat he iad dloue
wa- in tii d1ischarge of his duty as a paid
servnt of the îonC, but that Mr. Weir
lia comnîe for--'ward as a volunteer to pro-
uti a work wbich was for the benelit of

tIhe whole couirnunity. After the close of
Mr. Weir's address Mr. Henry Lyman
spoke briefly ta the effect that he had
felt it a duty ta cone to the meeting ta
express bis high sense of Mr. Weir's
services. After a fiw remarks from Mr.
So-lev,whîo said that, as Mayor ofIngersoll,
lie had hald the pleasure of sending an
address of thanks froi that town ta Sir
Francis Hincks for his services in remov-
ing the Anierican silver, Sir Francis
lincks proposed a vote of thanks ta Mr.

iion. The 'Professoi has just Ilad iil his

owi locality ample proof of tle correct-
ness of our position. Notwithstanding
what lie calls the '' two machines " (the
terni I machine " being the Professor's

peculiar nanie fori a political party), a
new party lias been organized in Toronto
as the " National Unirn," whicli lias

selected a stanclard bearer in deliance of'

the machines who intends te appeal to
the ballot. 'le Professor has not ex-
plaiied why the advocates or I Commîier-
cial Union '" cannot take the saine course.
But the Professoei concludes his renarks
on the subject by the important achnission
that at the last general election

thousands of the people went across
" the party lines te vote for the N.
" P.," adding, I we shall sec whether
"aet the next general election they will
"l do anything ot' the sane k'ind." What
will the learned Professor advise them te
do ? Ve know that lie did advise them
last election to do just vehat they did.
If they change their ourse next election,
there can be little doubt that, it will be
said for theni that they liad found by ex-

perience that the Professoi laid given
them bad advice, and that they will take
care not ta trust him in future.

MARITIrE BANK OF ST. Jonx, N.B.
-MIr. Justice Iuff lias in ai elaborate
judgment dissolved the injunction granted
against the Bank of Moitreal, Mr. E. J.
Barbeau, attorney for that bank and the
Maritime Bank, which injunction was
granted prior te the last meeting. It is
not in our power te enter into the cese
to-day, but the Judge seens te be of
opinion that the Bye-law fixiiig the ieet-
ing is illegal, having been passed by the
directors instead of the shareliolders.
Had the injunction been asked for on this
ground alone it seems probable that it
might have been sustained, but, by attack-
ing the Bank of Montreal's riglit te vote,
the bill was rendered multifarious, and
this chiefly caused the dissolution of the

injunction. The costs were te be con-
sidcered on another day.

-VILE Afan BAN.--Te imeeting of the
shareliolders of this bank was heli on the
2nd inst., for the puipose of appointing
liquidators and winding up its aflhiis. A
motion witl this object was defeated by a
large mnajority, and the batik vill, it is ex.
pected, resutne business with a rediced
capital. The liabilities, including 8000,000
capital, are about $880,000. The assets
are B,462 in B Ril eceivable and $100,.
000 in reli estate. It is iuderstood that
aîn application will be made foir the reduc-
tioi of' the capital se as to enable the
bank te pay dividends.

BARDAC & C0MPANY.
Sonie three years ago tiere caime to thils city

aI yoinîg nîii, witi little waste mniterial about
iiii, naimied E. Il. lardialc, wlio, on ilie streligili

of one or two wealtly relatives in Paris,
France, (said, lowever, to have ignorit limt
because of ai aillegei maeailliaic'') and witIi the
assistance of' a keen Oriental intellecti mainliageîl
to ingratiate hiiself' with somte respectable
French Canadian people in this city, and to
start business as coansigneLe for somei tiree or
four lieuses in Paris and Bordeaux. The new
firai was kinown as 3l. E. Danserean & Co., Mr.
Bairdie being the ' Co." Tie gouds prineilmily
dealt in were wines, brandies, books, iisical

instrumî ents, &c., and efloris were imiadeto el) il
books on the instalmient plan, w'liichlî w'as ais
sucessful proItably as well could be as regards
books in the French language aind of a generally
expensive class. The fitm had bit little ieans
fromî thie omiîset, and were aihvays mole or less
slow in paying even smaîîîll accounis. Tiey
were as full of promises as a cabinet iniiister
of Ile goodt old tiles, espueciailly the
Parisian, who spoke Eiglisa quite well, ind
collectors for soine city concerns with
whon they hai tiini îg transactions
based their repitation largely upoli thîe degree
ofe success whiici attenled tieir persistent iuni-
ning whenever at length they mîanaged to ob-
tainl a cheque for part of he ficamount dIated
several days forward. Last ftll a dissolution
took place, and Nr. Bardae contineIId te busi-
oess, being enipowered to liquidate for Mr. Dan-
sereau. lhe latter claimiîed thait ic estate wvas
theni worth 95 cents in the dollar. The business
appeared te go oni as usual, but collections were

more diflicilt tllan ever. WIien brouglit te bay,
however, Mr. Bardac gave his cecque on the
Union Bank of Lower Canada, wiere tais balance
'cas seldon large enougli te pay for one of his

"Don Qiixotes." On1e of these clieques, diated
Dec. 19, 1879, is still in the hands of a creditor.
When pressed li said lie gave tlese cheques as
ackniowledgmîent of the ebt. It is said fthat
litile or no business has been done since the
dissolution.

The man vho
depends for business for iiev employers uîpon
the cleverness Ivith whici lie can attack or
abuse lis laie friends is not licely te succeed in
iny degree. There are fev men in business vio

are net acquainted with the force and applica-
tion of Dr Johnson's remark, that no ee
tlirowvs stoies at a barren tree ; and merchants
are nut, as a rule, inclitied te rate very highly
sceh services as largely depend for tihcir suc-
cess upon abuse of a competitor in trade ; they
doî not know how soon their own turn imay
come.
