REFERENDUM AND VETO.
Recent movements on the British po­

litical field indicate that the Unionists 
have not yet composed' their 
differences. About the only point 
fectiy dear 1» the determination of 
dominant party in thé houe* of lords 
to remain In control under its reformed 
Constitution. Lord Lansdowne. during 
the debate on the referendum hill, in­
troduced by Lord Balfour of Burleigh, 
even took occasion to intimate bis ob­
jection to that one of its provisions 
* hich gave a minority in the house of 
common* the right to call for Its appli­
cation. In hi» opinion the referendum 
ehtiuld be limited to occasions of 
tlonal' importance, where the 
and the peers were at variance.

When the fact became clear 
that the rise at Liverpool meant chiefly 
a feeling of buoyancy, due to having 
escaped all but a small part of the heavy 
world shipments, prices here receded!

! Quickly from an opening advance. 
Mention then turned almost wholly to 
what might be contained in the Wash­
ington report. Forecasts had it that the 
winter crop would be put at 86 per cent, 
of normal or better, and suggest a yield 
of nearly 625.000,000 bushels. The actual 
figures on condition, 83.3, were therefore 
regarded as distinctly in favor of the 
bulls. Conflicting estimates of the 
amount that might be reaped held Back 
the market for a while, but were thrown 
aside, and prices went up with a rush. 
The close was unmistakably strong. High 
and low limits reached were 88%c a-nd 
SCÎtc, with last sales lUe to l*4c Up. at 
88* c to 8S%c.
