The accident occurred in the channel
niear Mary Island, opposite Captain
Curtis’ house, which has been turned
into a ‘morgue and hospital. Captain
Curtis put off in his launch and saved
a number of lives. - George and Clif-
for Brethour of Sydney also put out
launches and did good rescue work.
Many Indians also put out in' canoes:
Passengers Struggle for Their Lives.
When the Iroquols foundered part
of the upper works were left above
water and people ashoré could see’ the
survivors clinging to this portion of
the wreck. The swirl of the water
soon tore off the housework, the
scene being covered with wreckage and
people struggling for their lives.
the bodles which drifted ashore many
were equipped with life belts. A num-
ber of launches put off for the scene,
but were unabie to get mear the wréck.
The first of the survivors to be landed
was - Captain' Sears. of the wrecked
boat, who with the mate, Isbister, and
two Indians belonging to' the crew,
were towed ashore. The boat is believ-
ed to have foundered in comparative-
ly shallow 'water, her boilers blowing
up and pant of her housework remain-

{ ing unsubmerged.

Captain’ Sears said :

“We left dook at Sydney at the re-
gular hour this morning with a heavy
load of general freight, Inchuding con-
slderable hay,sertilizer. and iron. .. ..

<The wind was blowing stsrong from
the southeast, bt we have gone out
in far worse stomns than that of this
morning. When we 'were -abofxt. to
make the entrance to«Canoe Chan-
nel, the wind strack s on: the: beam,
apd the ground with the seas which
gave the vessel a.slight list. The cargo
then shifted to lee side, and when an
officer informed me of this, T sent the
first mate, with deck hands belovt to
try and right her. . 2

Could Not:Right Herseif,

«While they were below I put her to
the wind, but scon it was: found that
she would not right herself. I immed-
jately headed her. for . Robert’s Bay,
with the hope. that we  might reach:
shore before she went down. We had
not gone far, however, before she com-
menced to settle rapidly. When I saw
that it was impossible’ to make shore,
I ordered one of the life-boats launch-
ed, and into this I put the three ladies
who were aboard, and six of the men
passengers. They, however, seemed to
hé unable to manage the craft, and as
she. swung into the trough' of the sea
she swamped.

“Most of those who were aboard of
her were able to/regain a'hold on the
hoat. As the Iroquois settled her up-
per deck broke away,: and many -of
the passengers got.on this, as well as
on other pleces of wreckage which
were floating in the immediate vicini-
ty.
‘“The other lifehoat came to the sur-
face about 25 feet/from where I was n
the upper deck.” We soon secured it
but 1 discovered a considerable portion
of it had been stove in. I then called
for volunteers to leave the upper deck
of the ship, which was almost laden
with people, and in response the chief
engineer and three Indians came with
me in the badly smashed lifeboat.

Attempt to Make Shore.

“I did not leave the wreckage until
25 minutes after the vessel sank, and I
decided that I would attempt to make
shore and seek assistance for those
who were imperilled in the icy waters
of the gulf. Our small craft was well

filled with water and it was necessary |

to keep bailing it out in order to keep
it afioat.
~ “When I left in the boat there was

a large number of passengers on she |

upper deck, but most of them had on
life belts, and I did not think that they
were in any immediate danger.. 1 told

them they would be as safe on the |

wreckage as we would be, and that is
the reason that I called for volunteers

tda man the boat and go ashore for as- |

sistance. I did not know at that timg
whether the news of our foundering
had been received in Sydney, and was,
therefore, very anxious to get help.
When I was nearing the shore, how-
ever, I noticed that preparations had
been made and tltat they were de-
spatching a vessel to our assistance.”

Saw Her Disappear.

“A squally southeast wind wasg blow-
ing,” said Neeves, “and the sea, while
choppy, was not rough. About twelve

We watched her for several minutes
when she suddenly disappeared.

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ELECTRIC POWER SITUATION.

Toronté has nevér béfore had such-a
situation to face as the creation of a
great eléctric mérger presents. If the
citiz€fiy could be quite sure of tie loy-
alty of thé council to the city's inter-
ests thére would be no occasjon for
alarm, but the hesitation to appoint Mr.
Ellis last week to the city's electric
commission indicates 4 lack of percep-
tion of the gravity of the gondition }hat
exists, and a willingness to jeopardize a
huge enterprise for the sake of gome
small personal antagoniem or tactical
advantage. Such a spirit in the eity
council is not only fatal to real pro-
gress, but would make success impos-
#ible for city electricity. if permitted
to interfere in the management of the
businéss. '

Toronto must be prepared for an at-
tempt all along the line of electric ac-
tivities to hold up the city fér extend-
el franchises, fot fuller measures of
street occupation, for radial raillway
encroachments, for a determined all-
round attack on the principles of pub-
lic ownership with the object ,of mak-
ing its application impossible. Bir
Henry Pellatt, g0 far from wishing to
sell his plant to the ¢ity, has
the sanguine expectation of
making a bid for the clty's
electrie- plant within a few vears.
This is the spirit in which the contest
i8 to be carrled on. S8ir James Whitney
refused to belleve it two yéars ago, and
declined to allow the city to expro-
priate the Bleétric Light Company.
The ¢ity may yét have to expropriate
the whole $19,000,000 merger which is
now threaténed.

Sir Jameés may have to take a hand
in Straightening out the tangle which

bis refusal to permit expropriation has |

brougiit about. Meanwhile he can help
tife situation by refusing to counten-
ance theé stoek-watering operations
that usually accompany merger me-
thods.

REFERENDUM AND VETO.

Recent movements on the British po-
litleal field indleate that the Unionists
have not yet composed their internal
differences. About the only point per-
féctly clear is the determination of the
dominant party in the louse of lords
to rémaln in contro! under its reformed
constitution. Lord Lansdowne. during
the debate on the referendum bill, in-

troduced by Lord Balfour of Burleigh, |

even took occaslon to Intimate hls ob-
Jection to that one of its provisions
WhHich gave a minority in the housé of
commons the right to call for its appli-
cation. In his opinjon the referendum
shiould be limited to oceasions of excep-
tional importance, where the commons
and the peers were at variance. This,
of course, simply means that a Conser-
vative government would be able to
pass any legislation it favored, while a
Liberal administration would continue
to suffer from the grievances which
creéated the present crisis.

No permanent solution of the diff-
culty can be reached if it is to stéreo-
type the clalm of the Conservative
Party to control the legislation and
policy of the United Kingdom, whether
in or out of office. This is not an attri-
hution of opinion, but the distinct affir-
mation of responsible leaders of that
party: The project of a limited refer-
e¢ndum would simply give to his claim
legal recognition and effect to make
the last eondition of the Liberals
WwWorsé than the first. It was strongly

[ ernment supporters of the veto bill that
under the present system and under
Lord Lansdowne's modified referendum
scheme, that during a Conservative re.

TO BOOM BOSTON INDUSTRIES.

It creates a
corporation without capital stock for
a period of ten years for the purpose
of assisting filnanclally or otherwise
new and existing industries. The cor-

notes of persons and business firms

quire and sell real estate, but may not
hold more than $500,000 worth at any
one time. As explained by the
chamber of commerce the purpose of
the company is to furnish financial
ald to industrial enterprises séeking lo-
cation in or near Boston, and is not
organized to make money. Its crea-
tion is intended to provide a method
by which the chamber's committee on
manufactures -can do effective comn-
structlve work in ald of industrial da-
velopment.

HEATING 70 BE PROBED

Jm{ge Winchester Will Inquire
Into Plumbing Contract Work
in_ City Schools.

“Yes, it will be thoroly examined into,
along with the coal contracts, as it

‘comes under the terms of the couneil’s

resolution,” declared Judge Winchester
last night, in reply to a query of The
World, referring to statements in an
evening paper asserting large short-
ages In contracting in four ecity
schools. '

The article de¢lares that in the Queen
Alexandra, Brown, Kent and Frank-
iand schools, the heating surfaces are
greatly under the amount specified in
the contracts. The deficiencies alleged
are very large, amounting to 183,442
&quare, feet, and making an apparent
loss of over $3000, based on .the con-
tract. prices. The deficiencles are as
follows: ;

WALL-STREET TRADING

NEW YORK, April 10.—Stocks jogged
along with few changes thru a spirit-

less day, in spite of favorable reports
Wwhich at other times might have stim-
ulated trading. The course of the

market to-day emphasized the pro-.

nounced disposition of the street to do
nothing until present uncertainties are
cleared up. Chief among these uncer-
tainties are the forthcoming decisions
of the supreme court in the anti-trust
Cases, and as this was the court’s “‘de-
cislon day,” trading virtually stopped,
after the slight amotint of accumulated
business had been attended to at the
opening, until word came from Wash-
ington that the decisions were not to
be announced to-day. Then there was
an attempt to bid up prices, but it
met with so little success that it was
soon abandoned and the market . tefl

off slowly, the net result being a num- ;

ber of trifling declines.

The Hill stocks and St. Paul were
strong up to the late afternoon. Their
strength was the only feature of the
market since te decislon by the state
courts Saturday afternoon in favoe of
the railroads in the Minnesota rate
case. Those who have kept in touch
with theé progress of the case, stated
their bellef to-day that the principles
enunciated by the court were of prim-
ary importance to the railroads, and if
sustained by the United States supreme
court,would have a marked affect upon
the future course of railroad legislation
by states. It is sald that in several
states in the west and south proposed
legislation of a kind similar to that
enacted in Minnesota was being held
in abeyance while the Minnesota vase
was being adjudicated. There was
some buying of standard railroad
stocke on account of the decision, but
the movement was not of sufficlent
size to counteract the drugging tend-
ency of the market.

The first definite information as to
the condition of the winter wheat was
recelved to-day tin the government
report indicating a yield of abouf 77,-
000,000 bushels more than in 1910. The
report was recelved favorably altpe it
was not a factor in speculation in the
stock market where it was realized that
it is still too early to base hope of an
improvement in industrial conditions
upon prospects for crops. :

The U. S. Steel Corporatiorf monthly
report of unfilled tonnage, showing an
increase ower the preceding month of
less than 50,000 tons, threw no new light
upon the situation in that industry, be-
ing in lMine with expectations. Latest
advices from Pittsburg indicate some
falling off in new business.

Missouri Pacific continued its down-
ward course to-day, droppmg nearly
two points to the lowest price since
the middle of January. The weakness

of this stock is attributed largely to
the prolonged uncertainty as to the
