Fire Chief Corbett Never - Saw
More Deliberate Attempt to
Burn a Building.

Other cans with gasoline had
exploded and caused the flames to
spread thru the rooms of the house,
but the firemen succeeded in stopping
the fire.

The damage done to the house was
cnly $1500, but the fact that the fire-
men arrived on the scene so quickly
probably saved an entire block of
houses.

“Pure water is essential to the good
health of any community. I believe every
person who values good health should
drink ample water. InsSomuch as the To-
ronto supply is so unpalatable, it is posi-
tively ‘a2 menace to the health of the
troops, who should drink plenty of water
and find themselves unable t swg}low

ay-
be the extra doses of chlorine added to
the water lately have been necessary to
make it harmless; certainly the extra
amount of chlorine has made it almost
undrinkable.”

“We never add more chlorine to the
water than is required to safeguard the

ublic,” said Dr. Fred Adams of the city
ealth department, “and the extra tur-
bidity of the fluld just now is due to the
fact that the rivers are in flood, and we
alrle dealing with flood water, That's
all.”

“WHEN LAST SPAN WENT

People on Bloor Street Bridge
- When It Crashed Into the
Humber.

TWO BOYS CARRIED DOWN

Succeeded in Catching Over-
hanging Trees and Getting
Away From Danger.

At 6.30 last night, or within 24 hours
almost to a minute after the collapse
of the east and west span of the Bloor
street bridge, the centre and remain-
ing span went out with a crash, and
was swept down the Humber for a
short distance, grounding on a big floe
at a point farther east and south. Be-
tween 15 and 20 people who had made
their way across the ice from the
westerly bank were on the span when
it began to move out, and a wild rush
was made for the opposite bank and
safety. ~ All escaped over the ice but
two lads, who were making the cross-
ing below the site of the ruined bridge.
They were carried down for the best
part of a quarter of a mile, and finally
succeeded in catching hold of the limbs
of overhanging trees and making their
way over the hummocks to the ecast
bank of the river.

Hundreds of people walked from the
end of the Bloor street car line and up
Jane street from the lake front to see
in the Humber Valley what is said to
be the sight of a lifetime. In many
places along the bed of the river the
ice is piled up.anywhere from 15 to 20

2| feet, and the whole valley is literally

buried under millions of tons of it.

Further up stream, at Woodbridge,
the lower part of the town was re-
ported last night as being still under
water, the cellars being flooded, and
some of the streets covered with
water, Dynamite was used to clear one
of the bridges from the masses of ice.

Warden Knowles, Reeve Griffith of
York Township, Deputy-Reeve George
Padget of Markham, and Assistant
Engineer Gaul, all county men, were
at the bridge last night when the third
span went' out,

“I do not know what action we, as
county commissioners, will take in the
matter,” said Reeve Griffith to The
World last night, “but nothing can be
done for the present at least.”

After being comparatively quiet all
day, the Don River last night rose
somewhat rapidly for a short time,
filling - the banks, and overflowing at

might enlist be sent to the board
with a recommendation that leave be
granted on the understanding that
they would not get the difference be-
tween their war pay and their pay as
teachers, but that their positions
would be open for them upon their
return, . i
The committee, however, thought'
that this would be unfair until a de-
finite policy had been decided upon
by the board, and sent the names on
under the usnal conditions: that they
‘be dilowed the ' difference between
their war pay and pay as teachers,
this amendment being moved by
Trustee Hopkins.

Chairman Houston - declared that
the war was rapidly rushing to a
crisis ,and that the more force the
empire threw .into these last days
would bring about the greatest vic-
tory in history. He was against any
slacking up at this time.

Talks of Mistakes.

Trustee Shaw: *“Bectuse we made
a mistake and put a premium on the
young men -leaving this service over
ordinary young men is no reason why
‘we - should perpetuate that mistake,

) and that is the reason why I move

Col. Hagarty.

Chairman G. A. Warburton of the
Committee of One Hundred told the On-
tario Alliance convention yesterday
afternoon why his organization had
entered the provincial temperance arena
and organized a prohibition campaign.
His speech was diplomatic in matter
and whole-hearte in tone, but definite
regarding plan, :

Mr. Warburton credited the Ontario
Alliance -and other temperance  societies
with creating the public sentiment and
rendering the success of the Committee
of One Hundred possible, His reason
for the organization of the .committee
was theg.it ‘‘could apprehend the gques-
tion from a different viewpoint” and
“without- suspicion of political partisan-
ship.”” ' The committée recognized - the

new social situation facing Ontario, and
conditions . the '

in ’meeting - .the new
alligtice could play an important part,
but with respect to the vote on the pro-
bibition issue, when called for, the Com-
mittee of One Hundred was committed
to conducting that.

The committee had enjoyed a remark-
able experience. The movement had not
been opposed up to the time of presenting
the petition by the editor of a single daily
newspaper in the province. The public
men of Ontario had every one of them
played fair, and there had been ho
trickery on the part of any of the poli-
ticians on either side. The committee
had aneagonized no one, even refusing
to’ accept a cartoon against the liguor
trade. They had been supported by the
greatest clvic army ever organized in any
province or state on the North American
Continent, 36,000
volunteers, :

President Gibson assured’ Mr. War-
burton of the co-operation of the alliance
in future efforts.

The support and
co-operation of the Alliance and Commit-
tee of One Hundred were pledged to the
government to make the law effective.

On a bieycle, he will make about 100
calls a day, if he works his territory
systematically, and he will always be
neat and clean.

The cost
of his machine is very low as compared
with either the motorcycle or motor
car. The cost of upkeep of the bicycle,
including repairs, will also be very
small indced.

Letters of collection, including sta-
tionery and stamps, cost nearly 10c
cach on an average, and sometimes
more than that, so that the saving by
means of the bicycle is at once appa-
rent.

The advantage of a high-grade bicy-
cle for this purpose is that it will be
on the job month after month, and year
after year, giving good satisfaction,
and not held up much of the time in
the repair shop. Another advantage is
the easy riding qualities of the high-
grade machine, as compared with
cheaper wheels.

The disclosures at Ottawa in regard
to the shell committee have startled
the country. There may be an ex-
planation of the transactions of J. Wes-
ley Allison and associates, but we can
imagine none; and Sir Sam Hughes
in his speeches in parliament went out
of his way to couple himself up with
Allison; the two, therefore, must go
together in the conclusions reached by
the public. Nor will the people take

In the meantime Sir Robert Borden
can save the people a lot of suspense
by making a quick investigation of the
charges himself, and thereupon acting
on his own responsibility.

Air Warfare

From what has transpired in the
British House of €ommons it is clear
that some kind of a zeppelin raid oc-
curred on March 19, in England. No-
thing was heard about it at the time,
for which the censorship is respon-
sible. Nor did the Germans say any-
thing about it, which leads to the con-
clusion that there was nothing to say
which would be creditable to them.
They do'not like to tell their own peo-
ple of the evil things that befall them,
and our wise old rulers indulge them
in this whim, but for entirely differ-
ent reasons. They get no satisfaction
about the fate of the missing units.
The uncertainty gets on the nerves
of the men who are expected to go out
on the next raid. The  suspense wor-
ries the staff. The people have to put
up with the absence of news as best
they can.

There is one curious feature about
the suppression of the news of the raid.
It consists in the fact that a few days
later a British raid was instituted on
British lines against the German zep-
pelin head-quarters in Schleswig, be-
hind the Island of Sylt. It is impos-
sible not to form the impression that
the knowledge of the existence of this
zeppelin depot was obtained in some
way connected with or as the result
of the zeppelin raid of the few days
previously. If zeppelins were brought
down and captured, and if informa-
tlon was gained from them or from
prisoners then taken, which the British
Government had not previously in its
possession, then we may surmise that
the raid on Sylt was the result of a
quick decision made after this dis-
covery.

It is pleasant to think that Britain
plays the game in all these raids, and
is not tempted into breaking the rules,
)kmwm'm' dirtily the Germans behave.
Attacks are not directed against civil-
ian towns and houses. Only fortified
places or camps or such structures as
are given over to the shelter of military
materials or flying machines are as-
salled. The Greeks have had a taste
of the German policy in the raid on
Saloniki, when a large number of in-
nocent civilians were killed by the in-
discriminate method in which the Ger-
mans distribute their bombs.

If Britain had a sufficient air equip-
ment, both as to men and machines,
this feature of the warfare now going
on -would be more zatisfactory for the
allies. It should not be fofgotten in
Canada that the most effective assist-
ance we can give to the allies at the
present time is by the training of air-
men and the building of aeroplanes., It
is the more remarkable and the more
regrettable that the government con-
tinues to act as tho the war were be-
Ing conducted on the lines of the Boer
campaign of 1899.

GERMAN TRADE AFTER THE WAR.

Editor World: The British Empire,
deceived by false protestations of
friendliness, was caught unprepared
for war, and profiting by the knowledge
we have gained since the outbreak of
hostilities as revealed in the many ex-
hibitions of the true character of the
Teuton, let us at least be prepared
for peace, and spare no effort to pre-
vent the revival of German commerce
to the exclusion of increased trading
within the empire,

EDITORIAL COMMENT
ON THE KYTE CHARGES

BEFOULING CANADA'’S GOOD NAME.

Toronto Globe.

The lid is off at Ottawa. Further pre-
tence that the revelations made do hot
warrant an inquiry into the operations
of the shell committee will be received
with indignation by the Canadian people.
The excuse that the committee was re-
sponsible to the iniperial government,
and "that any investigation must be made
by authority of Mr. Lloyd George, can
no longer be advanced without bringing
Sir Robert Borden's ministry into con-
tempt. i ‘

Documents have been produced and
read in the house of commons showing
that one of the most scandalous transac-

tions ever carried out by a group of high
finance bandits was formally endorsed
and ratified in the following terms:

“I, Major-General the Hon.  S. Hughes,
minister of militia and defence of the
Dominion of Canada, in accordance with
authority duly conferred upon me by his
Britannic Majesty’s Government, hereby
ratify and confirm on its behalf the
foregoing agreement between the Ameri-
can Ammunition Company, incorporated,
and the shell committee. Dated at Ot-
tawa, Canada, this 19th day of June,
A.D. 1915.”

What was this agreement so unre-
servedly ratified and confirmed by the
Canadian Minister of Militia and De-
fence? The American Ammunition Co.
was a make-believe company, organized
by dummy directors and officers under
the laws of the State of Virginia three
weeks before the agrcement was made
between it and his Britannic Majesty.
Its authorized capital was a million dol-
lars, but only $1000 was subscribed. "I'his
company, without plant, or factory, or
assets, or any means of carrying on busi-
ness, was awarded a contract by General
Bertram and the shell committee, with
the approval of General Hughes, Ior
1,666,666 graze fuses for projectiles at $4
each, and 833,334 time fuses at $§4.50
each. ;

On this huge contract, involving almost
ten and a half million dollars, a cash
advance of $1,041,000 was made on the
day the contract was signed, and another
cash advance of $520,000 was made four
months afterwards. These sums should
have been ‘sufficient to build and equip
at least four up-to-date fuse factories of
large capacity. There'was the Imost
urgent need of projectiles, for at that
time the Russians were being driven out
of Poland for lack of shells, and Cana-
dian factories were piling up shells that
were useless without fuses., Yet more
than six months after the contract was
made the American Ammunition Co. had
not delivered a singlé one of the 833,334
time fuses it had contracted to supply,
and only 160,000 of the graze fuses.
Under similar circumstances a contract
was entered into with another mush-
room concern, the International Arms &
Fuse Company, and this organization two
weeks ago had delivered only 6000 fuses
out of-a total of 2,500,000 contracted for,
and upon which cash advances of $1,687,-
000 had been made by the shell com-
mittee.

Why this criminal delay? Who was
behind the scenes influencing the shell
committee and securing vast contracts
for irresponsible middlemen without
means to manufacture the articles they
had contracted to supply? The sinister
figure of Col. J. Wesley Allison, the con-
fidential friend of the minister of militia,
is seen in the background. B. F. Yoa-
kum, who secured a rake-off of $475,000
for ‘‘negotiating and effecting the con-

tract with the shell committee,” out of"

a total of a million dollars divided be-
tween the middlemen involved, was a
partner of Col. Wesley Allison, and docu-
ments exist showing that Allison, under
this partnership agreement, was entitled
to receive a portion of the rake-off on
the American Ammunition Company’'s
contract.

Was that commission paid to Allison
and to Yoakum out of the cash advances
made to the company which should have
been spent on the purchase of material
and the equipment of factories for the
manufacture of urgently-required muni-
tions? That question must be answered.
If Sir Robert Borden does not permit an
enquiry by the public accounts committee
or some other competent tribunal, he and
his government should be forced to go
before the electorate to defend their re-
fusal. Canada’s honor is involved in the
disclosures made by Mr. Kyte. A group
of Canadians appointed by Mr. JIloyd
George on the nomination of the Govern-
ment of Canada to manage the manu-
facture of munitions in Canada refused
to take steps looking to the making of
fuses in the Dominion, and, with the ap-
proval of the minister of militia, ad-
vanced over three million dollars . to a
group of American middlemen. to aid in
the speedy turning out of fuses in the
United States. Documentary evidence
appears to point to the division among
these middlemen—one of whom was the
confidential friend of the minister of mi-
litia—of a rake-off amounting to a mil-
lion dollars, before arrangements were
completed for the manufacture of rthe
fuses.

From the ministess confidential friend
to the minister is but a step. No one
has charged Sir Sam Hughes with par-
ticipation in_ this orgy of war contract
graft. But the people of Canada will not
be content with negative exculpation.
They expect General Hughes to take the
stand before a properly constituted court
of enquiry and declare on oath that he
was not a party to Allison’s exploitation
and obtained no advantage from it. They
expect also that he will disavow any
knowledge of the million-dollar rake-off
and of the bogus nature of the companies
which, on a joint capital of $4000, secured
contracts, approved by him, aggregating
twenty-two millions. Only by the most
explicit disclaimers before a tribunal
charged with the investigation of the
whole subject will General Hughes be
able to dissociate himself from the dirty
mess that is befouling Canada’'s good

MR KYTE’S CHARGES.

Mail and Empire.

When Sir Sam Hughes returns to Ot-
tawa, as he ought to do jas speedily as
possible, we hope he will be able to over-
whelm with confusion the members of
the house who bave been linking his
name with certain transactions that
Honorary Colonel J. Wesley Allison is
alleged to have entered into with parties
in the United States. ' Unless Sir Sam’s
duties abroad are of so urgent a char-
acter as to call for his attention before
everything else—which, in such a time,
may well be the case—he ought to take
passage on the first vessel leaving Britain
for a North American port. or the late
shell committee’s handling of the business
for which it was commissioned by the im-
perial government the Dominion Govern-
ment have no responsibility, and had no
authority to call it to account in regard
thereto. It had neither the jurisdiction
nor the information necessary to deal
with charges made against that commit-
tee. ‘It is not more competent to pry
into the committee’s business than it is
to enquire into the manner in which of-
ficers of the British Admiralty have at-
tended to a business they were appoint-
ed to despatch. But when a member of
the Canadian Government is accused of
being in any way associated with agents
of the comniittee in transactions that
are made to appear at least very ques-
tionable, the minister concerned ought
to be on hand to meet the accusations.
The association of his name with the ir-
regularity brings ‘the  matter to the
threshold of the government, and he
is the member of the government who
has ‘the knowledge necessary for an-
swering. The truth must be brought out
tho the heavens fall. Sir Sam Hughes
has always so borne himself as to be
able to face fearlessly and triumphantly
every challenger of his public record and
public character, and from his friends
he can have no better wish than that
he may always be able to do so. Of
one thing tke public may be sure—no-
thing affecting the conduct of the min-
isters will be covered up. Sir Robert"
Borden can be depended. upon in all
cascs to keép the honor of his cabinet
bright. He will flinch fromm nothing his
duty in that behalf requires of him to
do. The British Government can be left
to attend to its duty in the premises. If
it sees fit to take cognizance of the
statements made by Mr. Kyte and other
memtbers of the opposition as to Colonel
Allison’s course in connection with the
late shell committee, or as to any other
matter covered by the speeches of those
members, Sir Robert Borden's govern-
ment can be relied upon to give all the
facilities and all the assistance . in its
power for bringing out the facts.

DEALING.

Toronto Daily News.

According to our despatches there is a
tense situation at Ottawa. For many
weeks there have been disturbing ru-
mors as to the dealings of Col. J. Wesley
Allison with contracts for munitions.
These rumors have had additional signi-
ficance owing to the intimate private re-
lations which exist. between Allison and
the minister of militia.

We hear from Ottawa that the govern-
ment and the Conservative contingent
in parliament will insist upon a full and
satisfactory explanation or upon the re-
signation of Sir Sam Hughes. We do
not desire to pass any premature judg-
ment upon the minister or his associates.
It is impossible, however, not to regard
the charges as disturbing to the last de-
gree and it is significant that Allison
should fail to appear at Ottawa.

Thruout, the Borden Government has
refused to condone corrupt dealing with
public contracts or the public resources.
IL has sacrificed Conservative members
of the house of commons, and it will not
hesitate to sacrifice a minister of the
crown if that is necessary in the public
interest and in order to maintain decent
political conditions. The man, be he pri-
vate citizen or cabinet minister, who uses
this crisis in the fortunes of the empire
for his own advantage or carelessly al-
lows associates to profit by his blindness
or leniency can receive no consideration
from the Canadian people.

SERJOUS CHARGES.

Hamiliton Spectator,

It is, of course, unnecessary to say that
the premier and his colleagues were as
much surprised as anyone else at the
allegations made by Mr, George W. Kyte
of Richmond in the house of commons
las. night. Mr. Kyte's story, in brief,
was this: The Hon. Col. J. Wesley Alli-
son, to whom Sir Sam Hughes entrusted
arrangements for the purchase of fuses
in the United States, and in whom he
had unlimited confidence, made contracts
amounting to $22,000,000 with two mush-
room companies in that country, which
had no facilities for the production of
the goods wanted; that out of the pro-
fits of the contracts Col. Allison and
certain confederates arranged for pay-
ments to themselves of at least $1,600,000;
and that an interval or seven months
elapsed before any of the goods were
manufactured and supplied. It will be
remembered that a year ago fuses were
not made in Canada, and it was neces-
sary, in order to complete the shells made
here, -to get fuses from concerns in the
United States. Fuses are now_  being
made in Canada, at prices somewhat un-
der the American figures.

Strictly, Premier Borden and his min-
istry might properly treat these charges
as they have treated all charges in rela-
tion to the doings of the old shell com-
mittee. They might say the matter is
one with which the imperial government
has more to do than the Canadian; that
it is the imperial government that should
take the initiative, and at least request
an _enquiry, and that not until the war
ends will it be possible, without injury to
undertakings immediately in hand,  to
make an extended investigation. We are
inclined to think, however; in view of
the directness and the magnitude of Mr.
Kyte's bombshell, that this attitude can-
not now be maintained, and that techni-
calities must be waived. An exception
might be made of some one outstanding.
matter, such as that in the latest so-
called disclosure.

The government can have no desire to
hush any real scandal or to screen any
real wrongdoer.

FORCED SERVICE STIL
" ERPLENNG PROBLEN

Important Pronouncement De-
ferred Until Return of As-

quith and Others.

FEAR CABINET CRISIS

Premier’s Firm Stand Against
General Conscription May
Cause Deadlock.

(Continued From Page 1.)

Premier Asquith’s emphatic declara-
tion some months ago, that he would
rot remain a member of any govern-
ment which introduced general con-
scription, and in the face of this bind-
ing declaration it would seem that

conscription of married men could only
come about by the disappearance of
Mr. Asquith from the ministry. It may
therefore be assumed that another
obligatory service bill will not be in-
troduced in parliament without a
grave cabinet conflict and erisis, espe-
cially as the conscriptionist party
strongly oppose the accession to the
premiership of David Liloyd George,
who is8 regarded in political circles as
the natural successor of Mr. Asquith.

Limited Resolutions.

When Walter Hume Long, president
o! the local government board, moved
ithe adjournment of the house today to
mnake his recruiting statement in be-
half of the government, it was found
that the ministers had limited their
resolutions to ameliorating, as far as
possible, the hardships to the married
men, seeking by all available steps to
swell the number of single en-
iisted men by abolishing some of the
1ccerved occupations, more extensive
cmployment of women and the imme-
diate calling up. of men between 18
and 19 years of age, who are to be put
in training, but will not be sent abroad.
Many Workers Released.

Mr. Long opened by defending Lord
Derby, the director of recruiting, from
what he called unjust attacks. He
said that Lord Derby’s demands had
,been reasonable and that the gov-
ernment had met nearly all his
‘wishes, while other suggestions he
had made were still under considera-
tion. As the result of the investiga-
tions of a committee appointed for
that purpose, the government
found it possible to reduce greatly
the number of reserved occupations
and to substitute women for men in
munitions factories to an extent pre-
viously believed impossible, by which
means a large number of men had al-
rtieady been released for military ser-
vice.

By May 1, he said, a large number
of occupations connected with the
manufacture of munitions would be
removed altogether from the reserved
list, and steps were being taken to
investigate whether it would be pos-
sible similarly to release more miners
without reducing the coal output.

Two hundred and seventy-five
thousand women had been found for
commercial, clerical and transport
work and another fourteen thousand
for farm work.

Appeal to Married Men.

Mr. Long paid an eloquent tribute
to the loyal sacrifice of the married
men who had Aattested, which the
country gratefully recognized. He
denied that they had been unfairly
treated. He was certain they would
not spoil—their honbra.bl% record be-
cause the exigencies of the war had
resulted in their being called to serve
earlier than expected.

After explaining that the calling up
of the men under 19 years would re-
léase a large number of men for for-
vign service, he proceeded to outline
the government proposals for dealing
with hardships arising thru enlistment
of marrizd men. These included grants
from the pensions committee and pow-
cr extended to the courts to break
leases and other contracts entered into
since as well as before the war.

Mr. Long said that everything that
could justly be done should be done to
get the grecatest number of single men
and reduce the pecuniary and other
burdens of the enlisted married men.
The government regarded it as a sa-
ered duty to do everything in their
rower to support the heroic men at
the front. g

Carson’s Strong Criticism.

Sir Edward Carson, the former at-
torney-general, followed with a strong
eriticism of the goverhment’s propo-
sals. He said that the question of
recruiting had never been grapplel
with in any proper or reasonable spir-
it. Lord Derby’'s scheme was a mis-
take. Before very long circumstances
would compel resort to general com-
pulsion as the only way to bring about
<quality or justice to all classes. The
present piecemeal method would only
augment the dissatisfaction of the
married men

Sir Edwarcd warned the government
that the public were taking up the
question and would not accept the
present situation.

After Sir Edward Carson had spoken
the debate lost interest. Several mem-
bers spoke for or against obligatory
service, showing a strong conflict of

cpinion on the subject.

The French carried out a spirited
attack against the positions of the
Germans in the wood of Avocourt
after preparing the way with an in-
tense fire and captured an important
work called Avocourt redoubt, which
the Germans had strongly fortified.

MORAN 1S COUNTING
ON GREAT ALEXANDER

Phillies Will Be in Good Shape to
Start — Expect to
Repeat.

TAMPA, Fla., March 29.—The Phillies
refuse to be counted out of the 1916 Na-
tional League race without a struggle.
Pat Moran and his men are more op-
timistic over their chances for the com-
ing season than they were last vear by
far, and it does not look at the present
time as if they had much argument on
their side. The fact that Grover Alex-
ander will be able to take his place on
the slab in as good shape as he ever was
in in his life is one big argument in
favor of the champions and another one
is that Catcher Bill Killifer is also shap-
ing up in good enough style to warrant
the belief that he will be in the game as
strong as he was in 1914,

This star battery was thought to be out
of %t last fall by many of the best base-
ball judges in the country. Alexander’s
arm was bad during the world's series
last fall. This was one of the alibis for
the defeat of the National Leaguers in
the big series. Killifer was unable to
work during the last half of the season
and was not in a single game of world’s
series. He was out of the game iorever,
acscording to some reports, but this has
been disproved at the spring camp of the
Phillies in St. Petersburg this year.

Alexander is whizzing tfe ball over
with as much speed as he ever had, and
the few times that he has tried to use
his curves they have worked well. Alex
himself is giving the reports no thought
at all, for he knows that he is right
again. Moran has not asked him to do
any of_the early pitching in the spring
games because he did not want to Iforce
the prize arm too fast. He has not even
insisted on Alex pitching any in batting
practice for the Phillies, but has allowed
him to go along just as he has wanted
to in the preparatory work. Killifer has
been treated in much the same manner.

The catcher has not been allowed to
use his right arm in throwing to the
bases, but he has worked out with the
pitchers right along so that he is satis-
fied that he can peg when it comes time
to do so. The return of Killifer to the
game this year is going to be a big asset
for Moran. Last year he was somewhat
handicapped by the loss of the star back-
atop, but Burmms was able to come thru
almost as well as Killifer could have
done. In case of an accident to Burns,
tho, the Phillies would have been in bad
_shape for a backstop. Adams is coming
thru in good shape this spring, and he
will likely be the regular second-string
catcher in case Killifer does return.
Burns and Killifer will likely divide up
the work, because -Moran will not want
to work Killifer too hard on the start if
his arm does come thru as well as it is
cxpected to do at present.

With the return of Killifer and the
addition of Bender to the pitching staff,
the Phillies believe that they have
strengthened as much as any team In
the league and are willing to stand their
ground without further effort to add to
their fighting force.

OTTANA WILL ORGANZE

Application Has Been Made to
Montreal for Franchise and
Playing Dates.

; OTTAWA, March 29.—Tho nothing of-
ficial has yet been announced, it 1Is
understood that there is every probability
of Ottawa placing a club in the National
Lacrosse Union during the coming sum-
mer. . Hundreds of local citizens, in view
of the decision of the Canadian Base-
ball League to suspend, are clamoring
for a lacrosse reviva: and some of Ot-
tawa’'s leading sportsmen are sald to

have been approached. There will be a
meeting next week for the purpose ot
discussing the prospects.

At yesterday's meeting of the board ot
control, Allan Baxter, president of the
City Lacrosse League, made application
for the use of the athletic field at Lans-
downe Park for ten dates during tihe
coming summer, adding that it was ihe
intention of .the City lLeague to co-
operate with the new senior club, if the
latter materializes. It is understood that
the City Leaguers will play their games
as curtain-raisers to the senior matches,
thus paving the way, by encouraging the
younger generation, for a return of the
old-time enthusiasm. The board refer-
red the matter to Controller Kent, him-
self an old’lacrosse star, and it was inti-
mated that the baseball and lacrosse
clubs would be asked to divide the dates.
This step to secure the grounds was evi-
dently a forerunner to the organization
of the new Ottawa Lacrosse Club.

Application for a new franchise in the
National Lacrosse Union has already been
made and the Montreal clubs are known
to be favorable., The Shamrocks, Na-
tionals, Cornwall and Montreal A.A.A.
composed the N.L.U, last summer and
the return of Ottawa to the fold would
likely mean the restoration of the pros-
perous conditions that existed before the
N.L.U. made the mistake of admitting
Toronto clubs and boosting traveling ex-
penses so high that the gate receipts
were soon absorbed by the cost of opera-
tion. The N.L.U. ran on a semi-pro basis
last year. The Montreal and Shamrock
clubs did not pay a cent in salaries, while
Nationals and Cornwall handed out little,
They' all made money. At some of ‘the
games in Montreal there were as many
as 8000 people in attendance.

HIGH FIGURE FOR HOGS

Receipts Were Larger Yesterday,
But Value Was Not De-
creased.

Receipts of live stock at the Union
Stock Yards on Wednesday were 64 cars,
790 cattle, 1654 hogs, 164 sheep and
lambs, 162 calves and one horse.

There would be not more than 700
cattle on sale offered as fat. The per-
centage of good to choice was small, the
bulk being common and medium. There
was an excellent demand for all of good
and choice quality, which were readily
taken; in fact, cattle with any flesh and
a little fat sold without much trouble
at good prices, fully as firm as on Tues-
day.

The high price was $8.75, paid for nine
steers and one heifer bought by the
Swift Canadian Company; the hnext
highest was for six cattle bought by
the Harris Abattoir Co. at $8.60 ,and
this company also paid $8.560, which was
the highest price pald for a load; $3.26
was paid for two straight loads by the
Swift Canadian Company.

| WHEAT RISE WIPED OUT

" BY SNGLE FEL BLOW

Reports of Storage of Canadian
Surplus in United States
Send Prices Flying.

LIVERPOOL ALSO LOWER

Effect of Submarine Scare Passes
Off With Large Arrivals
Continuing.

R

CHICAGO, March 29.—Reports that
1000 cars of Canadian wheat were head-
ed for Duluth for storage had a good deal
to do today with wiping out price gain
which had been scored in the marke
here. The result was an unsettled close
at the same as yesterday, to 3c to %c
lower. Corn finished 3%c¢ to 3¢ down,
oats 3jc off to %c up, and provisions at
& decline of 12%c to 27%ec.

News of the big shipments of wheat
from Canada to pbe piled up in ware-
houses in the United States came before
the end of the first hour of trading,
when bull leaders here were questioning
whether an advance of 6l%c a bushel
since Monday had not been too rapid,
despite severe injury to the domestic
winter crop. Knowledge of wholesale
imports from Canada seemed to decide
many holders to realize, and also brought
about aggressive selling pressure from
the bears. At the same time, predictions
were current that Kansas would yield
100,008,000 bushels, and there were op-
timistic crop advices from Nebraska,
contradicting earlier reports of damage.
Thruout the remainder of the day, ex-
cept just before the close of the market,
was on the down-grade, with losses not
entirely overcome by spasmodic upturns
at the finish.

Lower quotations from Liverpool,
where supplies were said to be increas-
ing, regardless of Germany's submarine
campaign, had a bearish effect on the
w};eat market here, especially at the out-
set.

A year ago the total silver in sight
under ground and in the dumps was es-
timated at %60,000 ounces. During the
vear the production amounted to 1,135,000
ounces., ‘T'he only high-grade ore in sight
at present is a small amount contained
in pillars in the La Rose mine; but in the
extraction of this ore and in the general
cleaning up of the mine, it is probable
that other small bodies will be discover-

ed.

The mill ore, of which there was 44,000
tons at the beginning of the year, has
been reduced to about 10,000 tons. In
addition to this, there are certain por-
tions of the dumps which, while lower
grade, may yield a small profit.

The net profit of $230.662 for 1915 year
is considerably better than was antici-
pated a year ago. On a smaller produc-
tion the profit was larger than in the
previous year. and the cost per ounce
wasg less, This larger proportion of pro-
fit was because of less money spent in
exploration.

The price of silver went as low as
461 cents per ounce, and the average
reccived during -the year was only 50.88
cents—the lowest record in the com-
pany’'s history.

" Sprouting Oats for Hens

HERE are several methods of
sprouting oats. One: of the least
difficult is this: Fill or partly fill

‘a padl, tub, box or half barrel, accord-

ing to the amount of green feed like-
1y to be needed, with well-selected oats.
Over them pour sufficient warm water
to cover them completely. The oats
will rise in the container and float on
top of the water, To settle the oats
at the bottom mix them well with the
hands and press down. The oats should
be left to soak for not less than twelve
hours. When
should be lifted out with the hands
or a dipper and spread evenly over
the trays. Freshly filled trays should
always be placed at the top of the
tray holder. The temperature of the
room should be about sixty degrees
Fahrenheit, . it .

The oats in the trays or boxes should
be stirred twice daily, either with the
bhands or with a wooden-toothed rake.

thoroly soaked they

This stirirng should mix the ovats
thoroly. When the sprouts have made
a growth of half an inch they should
not be stirred, or the sprouts will be
broken off and the germs will die.

‘Oats should be placed in the trays
about two inches deep. After twelve
hours the wats must be watered
morning and evening. The water used
shyuld be neither cold nor hot, but
lukewarm—that is, about seventy de-
grees, Watering should be continued
until the sprouted oats are ready for
feeding. Sufficiént water should be
used each time to' soak them thru.
After the fourth day the wdter used
for sprinkling should be ceooler, until
cold water from the well or faucet is
used. The coler water will prevent
the oats from heating and quickening
their growth,

Oats may be sprouted outdoors on
the ground during spring and summer
months, A sufficient space should be

There are a few flowers that should
be started in the séed pans; but [
hesitate to name them, being not sure
of where they would go in the garden.
One is salvia, or scarlet sage. It is such
a daring color that it must be planted
with exceedingly good judgment—not
prominently, for it will make itself
seen in whatever distance or conceal-
ment it is placed—and not close to the
porch of a red brick house, a mistake,
which is so frequently made, but it
should be near blending or well-con~
trasting colors. Salvia is one of the
last flowerg to bloom in the fall, but
it is slow wing, and the seed must
be started at once.

Verbenas are free-blooming and
generally satisfactory, but they must
be chosen carefully with regard to
colors. Avoid the scarlet and othér

:| shades of red and purple, unless you

know exactly where they are to be put,
and are sure that they will not clagh’
with other things. The white is
lovely in a small garden where there -
are already flowers of many colors. '+

It will please you later if yom sqQw
one pan of salpiglosis and any of .the
varieties with gold. The flowers are so
beautifully veined they should ke
popular. 2

You should have snap-dragon or
antirrhinum in the soft rose shades or
yellows. Snap-dragon seedlings must
be transplanted into another pan as
soon as they can be handled, and
watered cautiqusly, as they have a fa-
tal habit of “damping off”—that is, the
¢tem rots close to the ground.

A few seeds of cabaea scandens, the
cup-and-saucer vine, may be started in
a three or four-inch pot, and t&u
strongest plant left to grow until it J8
time to plant gut of doors. S

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MISCELLANEOUS SUGGESTIONS
REGARDING GARDEN WORK.

O NOT put any seed into the
ground until it is warm, and you
are reasonably sure that all dan-

ger from frost is over. Seed down in a

cold, wet soil often fails to germinate,

Even if it grows, you will get no earlicr
results from: your seedlings than you

will from later sowing, as tender plants

cannot be expected ta make healthy
development under such discouraging
conditions.

“Haste -makes waste,” is an old
saying that has a good deal of truth
in it, and seed that is sown in a desire
to get the start of your neighbors with
esrly plants often disappoints the
sower and makes it necessary to buy
o new supply of seed. Therefore, don’t
be in too great a hurry to get your
garden started.

Provide yourself with some good
garden tools. You should have a hoe—
« V-shaped one, if you can get it—and
a spade, an iron-toothed rake, and a
wheelbarrow. Also a weeding hook—

5

a tool that will cost you only 10 &r
15 cents, and which you will find one
of the most labor saving utensils ever
made for use in the garden. With its
little claw-shaped fingers more weeds
can be torn up in an hour than you
could pull by hand in a day.

It leaves the ground about the planis
in fine condition, thus making the use
of the hoe unnecessary at weeding
time, If I could have but one tool for
garden use, it should be a weed hook.
You will find use for it every day dug-
ing the entire season. 4

Begin weeding as soon as it s pos-
sible to tell the difference between
weeds and the plants you have at-
tempted to grow, Be thoro in this phase
of garden work. Root up every weed
before it has a chance to make use of
the plant food, which should be held in
reserve for your vegetables. If you are
wise, you will not allow a single weed
to ripen seed, for one plant will fur-
:lush enough to supply your entire gar-

en.

If seedlings are too thick, thin them
out promptly. Crowded plants will
never develop satisfactorily.
