I.—OF THE CONSTITUTION. £ ^

1. The Association shall be called the Ontario Curling 
_ isocfâtion. _ .

" jz ■—X ~ **
2. Its object shall be to promote the Game of Curling 

in Canada, and mainly in the Province of Ontario ; to 
unite all the curling clubs in the Province in one organ­
ization ; to hold fraternal intercourse with other neigh­
boring curling associations ; and to maintain connection 
with the Royal Caledonian Curling Club, as a corres­
ponding association.

3. Its membership shall consist of the members, 
regular and occasional, of all curling clubs which may 
be received into the Association, and conform to the 
rules thereof, as adopted.

4. The affairs'of the Association shall be managed by 
a Representative Committee, composed of one repre­
sentative appointed by each affiliated club, as hereinafter 
provided, which shall have power to elect the office­
bearers of the Association, and to appoint committees 
for the transaction of the business thereof.

5. An Annual General Meeting of the members of 
the Association shall be held in Toronto, on the Second 
Tuesday in April of each year, to receive the Annual 
Report of th > Representative Committee, and take action

upon the same ; and to transact such other business as 
may be necessary.

6. No new law shall be enacted, and no existing law 
shal! be altered or repealed, until approved of by at least 
two-thirds of the members present at the Annual General 
Meeting of the Association, and unless notice of such 
alteration or addition shall have been previously given at 
the preceding Semi-Annual Meeting of the Representa­
tive Committee in October.

5. No person can be a member regular of more than 
one affiliated club at one and the same time ; and the 
lists of members sent in by the secretaries of local clubs 
to the Secretary of the Association for publication in'the 
Annual for the season, shall determine the membership 
of each person and club for that season. The status of 
new members received into a local club, after publication 
of Annual, can only be established by the certificate of 
the Secretary of the Association, that their names have 
been added to the roll of the local club and dues paid. 
Should the name of any person be returned in ihe list of 
more than one club, such person shall be disqualified in 
all of them, until the General Secretary shall be notified 
by him that his name has been withdrawn from every 
list except the one to which he properly belongs. Per-

who, from change of residence or other sufficient 
reason, find it desirable, may withdraw from one club 
and may be received into another during the curling 
season ; but the change, before coming into effect, must 
be assented to by both clubs, and be approved of by the 
Executive Committee ; but no such change or any other 

shall make it lawful for any curler tp play in any 
one season, for or on behalf of more than one club, for 
prizes allocated by the Association, or given under its 
auspices. Any club playing an Association Prize Match 
with one or more curlers in its ranks not properly quali­
fied as members, shall forfeit all right to the prize if it 
shall have been successful in the contest.

6. If any person becomes, or is a member of more than 
club, he shall not play in any match against the club

of which he is a regular member.

7. Clubs may classify their members in any way they 
deem suitable, as Honorary, Regular, and Occasional. 
Entrance Fee and Annual Dues shall be payable for each

i. The Representative Committee, composed of a 
representative from each affiliated club (see Chap.

2. At the meeting in October, the Representative 
Committee shall elect their office-bearers for the year 
ensuing, who shall also be the office-bearers of the As­
sociation, and shall come into office immediately upon 
their election, and continue until their successors are 
appointed.

a: The duties of the President shall be to preside and 
maintain order at all meetings of the Association, of the 
Representative Committee, and of the Executive Com­
mittee • and he shall sign the minutes of such meetings 
after t ey have been confirmed, and all official docu- 
ments. The chairman at all meetings shall have a casting 
vote in case of a tie, as well as a deliberative vote.

b. The First Vice-President shall take the place and 
discharge the duties of the President when he is absent ; 
and the Second Vice-President shall have the same 
authority in the absence of the President and the First 
Vice-President ; and should all of them be absent from 
any regular or special meeting, it shall be competent 
for the meeting assembled to elect a chairman, who shall 
have, pro tem., all the rights and powers of the President.

c. The Secretary-Treasurer shall keep full and correct 
minutes of all the meetings of the Association, the Re­
presentative Committee, and the Executive Committee, 
and shall conduct all correspondence arising out of the 
same, and generally carry out the work of the Association. 
He shall levy and collect all dues and fees, and pay all 
accounts, and shall keep regular and correct accounts of 
all moneys collected, and bills paid. His books and 
accounts shall at all times be open to the inspection of 
the office bearers, and shall be balanced on the first of 
April of each year.

d. The Executive Committee shall constitute the 
board of management, and shall conduct the business of 
the Association.

e. The Committee on Complaints and Appeals shall 
receive from the Secretary and adjudicate upon all com­
plaints and appeals from clubs in regard to their curling 
intercourse with each other, and especially with reference 
to competitions for prizes played for under the auspices 
of the Association, and shall report to the Executive 
Committee. Their decisions shall always be communi­
cated to the contending parties in writing, and will be 
held to be accepted and acquiesced in, unless they are 
notified to the contrary within ten days after their decision 
shall have been mailed to the said contending parties, 
and the reasons for non-acquiescence set forth in said 
notification.

/. The Committee on the Annual shall be charged with 
the publication of the Annual of the Association, which 
shall be issued every year about 30th November, and 
shall contain a list of the office-bearers of the Royal

Caledonian Curling Club, and of this Association, along 
with lists of the oEce-bearers and members of the clubs 
in connection therewith, the rules and regulations of the 
Association, the minutes of Annual General Meetings, 
and of meetings of the Representative Committee, the 
financial condition of the Association from year to year, 
reports of competitions for prizes allocated by the Asso­
ciation, along with records of other matters affecting 
curling, and calculated to promote the game in Canada.

g. The Committee of Auditors shall examine and 
certify the Treasurer’s accounts from year toyear.

3- No complaint or appeal will be received unless sent 
in to the Secretary of the Association in writing, within 
one week from the date on which occurred the matter of 
the said complaint or appeal ; and no complaint or appeal 
shall be decided until all parties thereto shall have been 
given an opportunity to state their case ; and any party 
failing or neglecting to show cause within one week, after 
being notified to do so by the Committee, shall thereby 
be held to have departed from their claim, and to have 
forfeited all rights to any further hearing.

4. At the semi-annual meetings of the Representative 
Committee the order of business shall be as follows, 
viz. :

X. Distribution of prizes.

At other meetings no business shall be transacted 
other than that for which the meeting was convened, 
and which had been clearly set forth in the circular 
calling the meeting. The President, the Secretary, or 
any five members of the Executive Committee, may 
convene a special meeting of the Representative Com­
mittee at any time.

IV.—OF ENTRANCE AND ANNUAL FEES.

i. The fees payable by clubs shall be an entrance 
fee, and annual dues.

2. The entrance fee shall be payable on admission, 
and according to the following scale, viz. :—

$Clubs of 8 members and under 20..........
Clubs of 20 members and under 50.... 
Clubs of 1)0 members and under 100. 
Clubs of 100 members and over.......

3 The annual dues shall be payable in advance, the 
first annual payment to be made, with entrance fee, on 
admission, and at the following rate, viz. A club rate 
of two dollars from each club, and an additional sum of 
fifteen cents in respect of each member, regular and 
occasional, of the club. The membership rate shall be 
doubled for names of members sent in after Annual is 
made up.

4. From these sources shall be formed a common 
fund to be under the control of the Executive Committee, 
and from which shall be defrayed the printing, adverti­
sing, and incidental expenses of the Association, and the 
cost of Medals and other prizes allocated by it.

5. No club in arrears shall be entitled to compete 
for any prize of the Association.

6. If any club shall fall three years in arrear of the 
payment of its annual dues, it shall be struck off the list 
of the Association, and shall not be re-instated except as 
a new club.

V.—OF THE GAM*:.

i. The standard length of the rink for play shall be 
42 yards from hack to tee. If the ice turns out to be 
wet or soft before a game commences, or after it has 
begun, the skips of both sides in the match, with the 
umpire as chairman, shall meet and decide whether the 
rink shall be shortened, and to what extent ; and in no 
case shall it be shortened to less than 33 yards. The 
umpire shall have a deliberative vote, and, in case of a tie, 
a casting vote ; when there is no umpire present the 
skips may call upon any neutral curler to act as umpire, 
who shall exercise all the powers of an umpire in the 
case. No important match shall be commenced if the 
ice be not in a condition fairly to test the curling skill 
of the competing players ; and it shall be stopped and 
declared “ off,” if, after it has begun, the condition of 
the ice, by reason of thaw setting in or snow falling, 
becomes such as not to afford a fair test of the curling 
skill of the competing players ; or darkness comes on 
sufficient to prevent the stones at the tee from being 
distinctly seen from the further hack ; and in all 
of stopped matches the postponed game shall be 
menced de novo. The umpire’s decision, regarding the 
condition of the ice and atmosphere, shall be final in all 
cases.

2. The tees to be made 38 yards apart, and around 
each as a centre shall be described a circle of seven feet 
radius, which shall be called the “ Home,” or “ Ring.” 
To facilitate measurements, intermediate circles may 
also be described around the tee. Every stone within, 
or resting upon the outer ring, shall be entitled to be 
counted in the game ; no stone shall be considered with­
out a circle, unless it is entirely clear of that circle, 
shall a stone be considered over a line unless it has

crossed and entirely cleared it. In every case this is to 
be decided by a square placed upon the ice.

3. From, and in exact alignment with both tees, a 
line, called the centre line, shall be drawn to a point 
four yards behind each tee ; at this point a line shall be 
drawn, at a right angle to the centre line, on which the 
hack shall be cut. The hack shall not exceed six inches 
in length, nor shall the inner edge thereof be more than 
three inches from the centre line, so that all stones shall 
be delivered with their centre upon the centre line.

4. Other lines, called the Middle Score, the Hog 
Score, the Sweeping Score and Back Score, shall 
also be drawn on the ice at right angles to the centre 
line. The Middle Score shall be drawn at midway 
between the two tees, to point out the place at which 
sweeping may ordinarily be commenced. The Hog 
Score shall be drawn at a distance from each tee of 
one-sixth of the length from hack to further tee ; and 
shall indicate the point, which if a played stone fails to 
pass, it shall be counted a hog, and removed from the 
ice, unless it has been prevented fr. m passing by strik­
ing another played stone resting inside said hog 
The Sweeping Score shall be drawn across the tees, 
for the guidance of the skips in sweeping. The Back 
Score shall be drawn just outside and behind the 14 
feet circle around the tee (the home) ; all stones having 
passed this score must be removed from the ice.

KS" For method of laying out rink, see diagram.
5. All matches to be the majority of shots won after 

playing a certain number of heads, or definite period of 
time, to be agreed on by the competing clubs before 
beginning to play. In the event of both parties being 
equal at the conclusion of the match, play shall be con­
tinued, under the direction of the umpire, by all the 
rinks engaged, for another head, or for such additional 
number of heads as may be necessary to decide the 
match.

6. Every rink to be composed of four players a side,

each using two stones, and playing one stone alternately 
with his opponent, and the rotation of players observed 
in the first head shall not be changed during the match.

7. The two skips opposing each other shall settle by 
lot, or in any other way they may agree upon, which 
party shall lead in the first head, after which the winning 
party shall lead.

8. The skips shall have the exclusive management 
and direction of the game for their respective parties, 
and may play last or in any part of the game they 
please, but are not entitled to change their places when 
once fixed. When their turn to play comes, they shall 
each appoint one of their players to act in their places 
as skips of the game, and must take the position of 
ordinary players, until they have played and returned 
to tV- tee-head as skips.

<, 'layers, during the course of each end, shall be 
arra».6ed along the sides, but well off the rink, as their 
skips may direct ; and no party, except when sweeping 
according to rule, shall go upon the middle of the rink. 
Skips alone to stand within the 14 feet circle, or home ; 
the skip of the party playing to have the choice of place, 
and must not be obstructed by the other in front of the 
tee, while behind it the privileges of both as regards 
sweeping shall be equal.

10. Every player to be ready to play when his turn 
comes, and shall not take more than a reasonable time 
to play. Should he play a stone belonging to another 
player, any of the players may stop it while running ; N 
but if not stopped till at rest, the stone which should 
have been played shall be put in its place, to the 
satisfaction of the opposing skip.

11. If a player should play out of turn, the stone 
so played may be stopped in its course and returned to 
the player ; should the mistake not be discovered till the 
stone be at rest, or has struck another stone, the opposing 
skip shall add one to his score, and have the option of 
allowing the game to proceed, or of declaring the end

/

null and void. But if another stone be played before the 
mistake has been noticed, the end must be finished as if 
it had been played properly from the beginning.

12. If any player engaged, or belonging to either of 
the competing clubs, shall speak to, taunt, or otherwise 
interrupt any other player, not of his own party, while 
preparing to play his stone, and so as to disconcert him, 
one shot shall be added to the score of the party so 
interrupted, for each interruption, and the play proceed.

13. If in sweeping, or otherwise, a running stone be 
marred by any of the party to which it belongs, it shall 
be put off the ice, and the opposing skip shall have the 
option to add one to his score and allow the game to 
proceed ; or to call the end null and void ; but if marred 
bv any of the adverse party, it shall be placed wherever

. the skip of the party to which it belongs may direct. If 
marred by any other means the player shall replay the 
stone. Should any played stone be displaced by any of 
the players before the head is reckoned, it shall be 
placed as near as possible where it lay, to the satisfaction 
of or by the skip opposed to the party displacing. If 
displaced by any neutral party, both skips to agree upon 
the position to which it is to be returned, and if they 
fail to agree the umpire shall decide.

14. The sweeping shall be under the direction and 
control of the skips. Except when snow is falling 
upon or drifting over the rink, a stone shall not be 
swept until it has crossed the Middle Score, and 
may be swept by the party to whose side it belongs, 
until it comes to the Sweeping Score ; but all stones 
when they have passed the sweeping score may be swept 
by either skip only. Skips will have liberty to 
sweep behind the tee at all times, except when a player 
is receiving directions to play from his skip. All sweep­
ing shall be across the rink, and the sweeper must be in 
front of the stone being swept, and at one side thereof; and 
no sweepings shall either be moved forward, or left in 
front of a running stone, or of a stone “ at rest.” It 
shall not be allowable for the party to whom a running

stone belongs to place their brooms before it, or behind 
it to screen it from the wind, unless with consent of both 
skips; and the use of a broom or any other instrumentas 
a fan, either to promote or retard the running of a stone, 
is strictly forbidden, and is to be dealt with as “a 
running stone” marred by the party to which it belongs. 
See sec. 13.

15. All stones shall be of a circular shape. No stone, 
including handle, shall be of a greater weight than fifty 
pounds, or of a greater circumference than thirty-six 
inches, or of less height than one-eighth part of its * 
greatest circumference.

16. No stone or side of a stone shall be changed after 
a match has been begun, unless with the consent of the 
opposing skip. Should a stone happen to be broken 
during a game the largest fragment shall be considered 
in the game for that end, and the player shall be entitled 
to use another stone or another pair during the remainder 
of the game.

17. Should a played stone roll over, or stop on its 
edge or top, it shall be put off the ice. Should the handle 
quit the stone in delivery, the player will not be entitled 
to replay the stone unless he retains his hold of the handle.

18. No measuring of shots allowable previous to the 
termination of the end. Disputed shots to be determined 
by the vice-skips, or, if they disagree, by the umpire ; or, 
if there is no umpire, by some neutral person chosen by 
the skips. All measurements to be taken from the centre 
of tee to nearest point of stone, after removing stones 
intervening.

19. If any of the competing rinks are not ready to 
begin play at the hour named for a match, one end shall 
be counted as played for every ten minutes’ delay ; and 
the opposing rink, if ready to play, shall count one point 
in the game for each such period of time it is kept wait­
ing.

VI.-OF ICE RINKS.
\i. All District Medal matches and general compe­

titions at the Points’ Game must be played on new or 
virgin ice, or on neutral ice ; and all important matches 
should be played on the same.

Ice for Curling shall be deemed Nero or Virgin Ice

a. When it has not previously been played on.

b. When, since last played on, it shall have been 
flooded so completely, as that the water shall have come 
to its natural level, over the entire ice surface, before 
freezing.

c. If, after being last used for curling, the ice shall 
have been refaced by sprinkling with water, and the tees 
changed, either at least two feet sideways or ten feet 
lengthwajs, so as to get rid of grooves or channels 
formed in the course of play.

d. Shaving off nodules or protuberances from the 
surface of the ice, or the application of any other me­
chanical operations, having for their object the bringing 
of the ice to a true and correct level, shall not be held 
as degrading ice otherwise entitled to be called new or 
virgin ice ; but such operations must be carried out under 
the direction of the umpire ; and in no case shall any 
special prepaiation of the ice be made, intended, or 
calculated, or having for its object to facilitate the mak­
ing of any particular shot, or to otherwise perveit the ice 
surface from the true and correct level.

e. It is desirable that artificial single rinks should be 
constructed not less than 18 feet in width by 152 tcet in 
length, so as to admit of changing the tees both sideways 
and lengthways.

VIL—OF MEDAL COMPETITIONS.

1. To promote curling intercourse and friendly rivalry 
between clubs comprised in the Association, Medals, 
to be called Royal Canadian District Medals, shall be 
allocated annually for competition, according to the rules 
of the game, between each two clubs which did not win 
one in either of the two preceding seasons.

2. Medals to be competed for by the individual 
members of the club, at the Points’ Game, shall be allo­
cated to such clubs as are thought too far distant from 
other clubs to compete with them, and to any club left 
out in making the distribution of the clubs into pairs.

3. The Representative Committee shall have the sole 
power of disposing the clubs into pairs, and of appointing 
umpires to superintend Medal competitions ; and in doing 
so they shall take into account distance, facilities for 
meeting, and all specialties, including the relative number 
of regular members in the clubs. The arrangement of 
the clubs for Medal competitions, and appointment of 
umpires to superintend them, shall be made at the meet­
ing of the Representative Committee to be held in 
October in each year.

4. The umpire appointed lo superintend a District 
Medal Competition shall correspond with both clubs, 
and emleavour to get them to agree upon the time and 
place for the contest ; if they cannot be brought to a 
mutual agreement, he shall, in his discretion, appoint 
both time and place for the competition, making his 
decision so that it will be fair and equitable to both 
parties, and shall give notice to both in writing, allowing 
reasonable time for them to comply with the appoint­
ment.

5. Should either club fail to appear on the ice, agree­
ably to appointment, the Medal shall be awarded off­
hand to the club putting in an appearance, provided the 
umpire be satisfied of its having complied with the regu­
lations. Should neither club appear on the ice, the 
allocation shall lapse and become void ; and no club,

*
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making default in playing for a District Medal, shall be 
placed on the list of clubs entitled to compete for Medals 
in the season following, unless excuse, sufficient to justify 
such default, be submitted to the Executive Committee, 
at least two weeks before Annual Meeting in April, and 
receive their approval.

6. When the umpire appointed to superintend a 
Medal Match finds that he will not be able to do so 
personally, he shall appoint another curler, well conver­
sant with the game, to act as his deputy, who shall have 
all the powers of the umpire, but the report of the match 
must be countersigned by the umpire, and all such 
reports must be transmitted to the Secretary of the 
Branch within three days after the match has been 
played, and must contain the names of the players in 
each rink on both sides, the number of heads played, the 
result of the match and of each separate rink, as well as 
the place where, and the time when played, and such 
other information as the schedule may call for.

7. Should the two clubs meet agreeably to appoint­
ment to play the match, and the umpire or his deputy 
not be present, the skips representing the competing 
clubs shall meet and appoint any regular member of any 
associated club as acting umpire for the occasion, who 
shall have all the rights and privileges of the regular 
umpire.

8. All medals not played for, during the season for 
which they are allocated, shall be withdrawn.

9. All District Medals shall be contested for by at 
least eight players a side, and no club shall be compelled 
to play with more than that number unless its member­
ship exceeds twenty ; and, if beyond that number, not 
any more than one rink of four men for each complete 
series of seven regular ordinary members on its list.

to. All competitions for District Medals shall be 
played by twenty-two ends or heads ; unless before be­
ginning to play, some other number of ends shall have 
been agreed upon by the competing skips.
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II. Umpires in all cases are enjoined to hear objec­
tions from the losing party before awarding Medals.

'

VIII.—OF THE POINTS’ GAME.

1. Rinxs shall be laid off in accordance with the dia­
gram given for this game in the last published Annual. 
Withm the 14 feet circle, a circle 8 feet in diameter shall 
be drawn around the tee, and a centre line or score from 
the hack to the hog score ; and the length of the rink 
from hack to tee shall be 42 yards.

2. Lots shall be drawn for the order of playing ; each 
competitor shall change position cne place each point, 
thus : The first player at any of the points to be the last 
m playing at next point, and the second player at any 
point to be the first at the next, and so on. Each com­
petitor shall use two stones, and play them, the one 
immediately after the other, and shall not during the 
competition change the side of a stone, or the stone it­
self, unless it happens to be broken.

3. Every competitor to play four shots at each of the 
nine following points of the game, viz. : Striking, Inwick- 
mg, Drawing, Guarding, Chap and Lie, Wick and Curl 
In, Raising, Drawing through a Port, and Chipping the 
Winner, according to the following definitions, and each 
successful shot shall count as hereinafter provided.

a. Striking.—. on the sweeping 
2 feet from the tee. If

b. Inwicking. One stone being placed on the tee, 
and another with its inner edge 2 feet 6 inches from the 
tee, and its fore-edge on a line drawn from the tee at an

stone strike the latter on the inside to count I ; if it 
perceptibly move both stones to count 2.

c. Drawing.—If the stone played lies within or on the 
14 feet circle to count 1 ; if within or on the 8 feet circle 
to count 2.

d. Guarding.—A stone, to be guarded, placed with 
its fore-edge on the tee. If the stone played rests within 
6 inches of the central line to count 1 ; if on the line to 
count 2. It shall be over the hog, but not touch the 
stone to be guarded.

e. Chap and Lie.—If the stone placed on the sweep­
ing score, with its inner edge one foot from the tee, be 
struck out of the 14 feet circle, and the played stone rest 
within or on the same circle, to count I ; if struck out of 
the 14 feet circle, and the played stone rest within or on 
the 8 feet circle, to count 2.

f. Wick and Curl In.—A stone being placed with 
its inner edge 7 feet distant from the tee, and its fore- 
edge on a line making an angle of forty- five degrees with 
the central line ; if the stone is struck and the played stone 
curls on or within the 14 feet circle to count I ; if struck 
and the played stone rests within the 8 feet circle to 
count 2.

g. Raising.—A stone placed with its centre on the 
central line and its inner edge 8 feet distant from the 
tee ; if struck into or on the 14 feet circle to count 1 ; if 
struck into or on the 8 feet circle to count 2.

A. Drawing Through a Port.—One stone to be placed 
with its inner edge on the central line, 10 feet in front of 
the tee, and another stone placed parallel thereto and 
with its inner edge 2 feet from the central line ; if the 
played stone passes between these two stones, without 
touching either, and rests within or on the 14 feet circle, 
to count I ; if within or on the 8 feet circle to count 2.

*. Chipping the Winner.—A‘stone being placed on 
the tee, and another 10 feet distant, and with its inner 
edge just touching the central line, and half guarding the

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one on the tee, and a third stone being placed 4 feet 
behind the tee, with its inner edge touching the central 
line, but on the opposite side from that on which the 
guard is placed ; if the played stone strikes the stone 
placed behind the tee to count 1 ; if it strikes the stone 
on the tee to count 2.
j. Outwicking.—In the event of two 

petitors gaining the same number of shots they shall play 
4 shots at outwicking ; that is, a stone being placed with 
its inner edge 7 feet distant from the tee, and its centre 

line making an angle of 45 degrees with the central 
line ; if struck within or on the 14 feet circle to count 
if struck within the 8 feet circle to count 2.

4. If the competition cannot be decided by these 
shots, the umpire shall order one or more points to be 
played again by the competitors who are equal.

5’ the Points’Game the rink may be swept as often 
as required during the intervals between the playing of 
stones ; a player may sweep his own stone, and may 
direct where a broom shall be held to guide him in play­
ing.

NOTE.— The above rules and definitions for the Points ’ 
famf tn Chap. VIII. are applicable only to medals given 
by the General Association, and are not intended to super­
sede any regulations made by local clubs, in competing for 
their own private medals.

It will save much time, if in playing for local medals , 
two rinks be prepared lying parallel to each other, the tee 
of the one being at the reverse end of the other rink ; every 
competitor plays both stones up the one rink and immedi­
ately afterwards down the other, finishing thus, 
round, all his chances at that point.

It will also save time if a code of signals be arranged 
between the marker and the players, such as : the marker 
to raise one hand when / is scored, and both hands when

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And it was moved by W. F. Davison, seconded by 
Judge Dartnell, that the Financial Statement now read, 
be received and confirmed, and it was carried.

The general Report was then read as follows :—
In submitting theii General Report for last year, the 

Executive Committee cannot refuse to recognize the 
adverse influence exerted upon our Association by the 
very general depression in business prevailing in the 
Province of Ontario, as in all the other provinces of the 
Dominion, by the La Grippe epidemic, and also by the 
absence of frost and ice until after the ^Jew Year had 
come in.

Since our last Annual Meeting only one club has joined 
the Branch, viz., the Penetanguishene Club; while not 
less than eight clubs failed to organize last season, viz., 
Ancaster, Ayr, Brampton, Cobourg Waverley, Listowel, 
Mount Forest, St. Thomas, and Wroxeter.

The removal, or closing up of industrial works, the 
increased attention required to be given to business, and 
other causes, originating mainly in the “ hardmss of the 
times, ” are given as the reasons for the suspension of 
these clubs, which we feel assured will only be tempor­
ary, and we are confident that with returning industrial 
prosperity, all of these clubs will be revived, and recover 
the eminent position which many of them held in past 
years.

The want of frost and ice for curling in November and 
December also affected clubs very unfavorably ; the best 
constructed rinks had no ice until about the 5th Janu­
ary, and in many there was no curling until about the 
20th of the month, and by that time it was almost im­
possible to excite the necessary enthusiasm in the game, 
which would have been glowing at white heat, had curl­
ing been available before and during the holiday

Several clubs have been started during the past year 
in the Sudbury district ; we are informed that, at the 
least, three of them will seek admission to the Branch 
Club next season; and as there is no lack of ice in that 
part of the Province during winter, we may expect that 
these clubs, perfected by ample practice, will very

soon
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take a leading place among the most prominent clubs in 
the Branch.

The Primary Tankard Competitions were carried out 
with great enthusiasm in fifteen of the sixteen groups 
extending over the Province ; some trouble arose in two 
of these competitions, in one case from the neglect of the 
score-keepers, on one rink, to compare cards regularly 
and often during the progress of the game; and in the 
other, the trouble probably would not have occurred if 
rules governing the competition had been adhered to.

The points at issue were referred to the President,and 
were decided by him, as provided by the regulations.

The match, City of Toronto versus all the rest of the 
Province of Ontario, was passed over last season once 
more, on account of the refusal by the railway companies 
to give what we considered a reasonable rate of fare for 
the occasion ; we are happy to be able to report that the 
railways have now agreed to grant the rate we asked for, 
viz., single fare for round trip; and have set the mini­
mum number to secure that rate, at 300 persons travel­
ling by rail to the match.

We think this minimum quite too high, but would 
recommend the curlers of the Province to carry out the 
match next season, if a minimum of 200 travellers will 
secure the special rate.

>
THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL’S PRIZE.

Once again the Governor-General's Prize for stone 
playing clubs has 1 L_ Vs

The conditions require that the two competing clubs 
shall be selected from and by two Central Associations; 
and accordingly the Toronto Granite Club was selected 
by the Branch Club, the Central Association for 
Ontario, and the Virden Club by the Manitoba Branch, 
the Central Association for that Province, to do battle 
for the prize at Ottawa ; but the Virden Club declined 
to undertake the journey, and the prize was withheld. 
We have noted, that, as hitherto, His Excellency’sys ce p ç-5-
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Piize for iron playing clubs was competed for, and on 
this occasion was won by the Ottawa Club, and that 
the competing club was the Montreal Club, both clubs 
belonging to the one Central Association of iron playing 
clubs, which thus had the appointment of two champion 
clubs from its own membership of fourteen clubs, to 

pete for His Excellency’s Prize, while the Ontarie 
Branch with its too clubs, which had duly entered a 
club for the match, and had been notified'lhat a club 
from Manitoba had been appointed as competitor, 
simply shut out from the contest, by the match being 
declared off, and the prize withheld from the Association 
prepared to play, in consequence of the club selected by 
the competing association deciding not to put in an 
appearance nn the.in^i—*—! ~

The International Match with the curlers of the 
United States was a very pleasant event, if not on so 
large a scale as had been expected ; invitations 
sent to the curling clubs in Manitoba, Quebec, and the 
Maritime Provinces to unite with us in Ontario, and 
thus make the Canadian force representative of every 
province in the Dominion ; but Ontario was left to 
maintain the conflict alone, and the event amply justified 
the confidence placed in her prowess by the other 
provinces. We think that on the next similar occasion, 
five years hence, our friends from the south will be better 
organized, and the match will be on a much larger scale 
than that of this year ; they should be well able to turn 
out more than one hundred rinks; they have the players, 
the means, and the enthusiasm, and they get more 
favorable terms for travelling than we have even asked 
for from the Railway Companies, and have had refused 
to us, and as our friends have a virtuous dislike of 
remaining beaten, we may rest assured that they will 
try again, and keep on trying with undying hope.

The keenness of the zest with which they appreciated 
the curling privileges we enjoy in Canada, not only in 
regard to the spacious, admirably equipped and well 
managed rinks found here, but also to the clear and 
crisp atmosphere, and the hard ice, keen and true, which

com
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make curling such a delightful exercise of skill, seemed 
almost to be a rebuke to many of us in Canada, who, 
ignorant or forgetful of the troub’es of the pioneer 
curlers of Ontario, look upon these perfect conditions 
as matters of course, and are ever more ready to 
grumble, and belittle, than thankfully to enjoy the good 
things provided for them.

The Annual of the Branch continues to be well sus­
tained ; we think it an absolute necessity to the well­
being and advancement of the Branch, and of each club 
connected with it, and would be pleased to see not only 
the circulation largely increased, but also a much more 
general and fuller record of club reports ; and would hail 
with delight original contributions to the literature of 
curling ;we beVeve that the ability to produce something 
of enduring value is abundant, and would like to see it 
exerted in adding to curling literature something dis­
tinctively Canadian.

The financial position of the Branch has been improved 
considerably by the generous response made, by many 
clubs, to the request to make voluntary contributions 
towards liquidating the deficit ; but we regret that over 
forty clubs have not sent in their quota to this important 
object, and that the amount of arrears due by clubs is 
nearly double what it was last year. Had all the dubs 
contributed their pro-rata shares towards the deficit, and 
paid up their dues, we would be out of debt now, and we 
recommend that the rate of twenty cents a member be 
urgently asked from all clubs who have not already con­
tributed that rate towards the deficit, and that the arrears 
due by clubs be collected forthwith ; and that greater 
strictness be exercised in having all dues paid in advance, 
as the rules require; and further, that our entire financial 
arrangements be remodelled, so as to make income balance 
expenditure.

In looking forward to next year we anticipate a short­
age on the regular account of not less than one hundred 
and twenty dollars, and we recommend that a finance 
committee be appointed to submit, at the meeting in 
October, a scheme that will make our income meet our 
expenditure.
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The Secretary then read the following summary pre­
pared by the Auditors showing the financial position.

if all arrears are paid, and all clubs contribute their shares 
towards deficit.

The Secretary then read list of contributions received 
on account of deficit ; also a list of the clubs w'hich have 
not as yet sent in their contributions, and a list of clubs 
in arrears, showing the amount due by each.

The somewhat sudden death of Dr. James Ross, who 
not only occupied most efficiently the position of President 
of the Branch in 1883-1884, but has also for many years 
been Chairman of the Committee on Complaints and 
Appeals, has sent a pang of sorrow throughout the whole 
Province, wherever curlers congregate. His fatherly 
presence and wise counsels will be greatly missed at our 
semi-annual Meetings, from which he was rarely absent; 
and the loss by his death to his own club, the Toronto 
Caledonian, and to the other clubs in Toronto, can hard­
ly be estimated. He was ever ready for a game, and 
overflowing with cheerfulness communicated much of his 

genial feeling to those with whom he associated, 
and winning or losing all had a pleasant time. A native 
born Canadian, he did not take to curling until pretty 
well advanced in years, but he became a keen, keen 
curler and a good one. He occupied a distinguished

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position in his profession, was a fine specimen of a 
Christian gentleman, and leaves behind him the record 
of an honorable, successful, and kindly life. Peace to his 
ashes.

Mr. Badenach then presented the silver medal, the 
gift of Vice-President Beaton, to Mr. E. B. Edwards, 
the representative of the Peterboro Club, who made a 
fitting reply, expressing the hope that on an early like 
occasion, he would receive, on behalf of his club, the 
highest honors and awards belonging to this grand 
competition.

NOTES TO REPORT.

The medals now called District Medals, and allocated 
to be played for between two neighboring clubs, at 
intervals of two or three years, are in no sense entitled 
to be called District Medals, and do not entitle their 
winners to claim to be the champion clubs of their various 
districts, because in every district there are more clubs 
than the two which in any one year compete for them, 
and the real championship of each district, which is at 
present determined by the group competition for the 
Ontario Tankard, goes unrecognized except by the honor 
of taking part in the final contest for the Tankard. 
Under the plan now proposed, every club will have the 
opportunity of competing, every year, for the champion­
ship of its own district, and the winners will have

\
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something to show as a souvenir of their success; and 
the clubs entering for the Final Tankard Competition 
will receive an equivalent- for the fee in the District 
Championship Medal which they will receive. Another 
proposal, to increase the members’ annual rate to 
twenty-five cents, and to provide a valuable cup for each 
of four districts into which the whole Province should be 
divided, to be played for as a Challenge Trophy for four 
years, and for “ keeps ” in the fifth year, and a new cup 
to be provided every sixth year, was also considered ard 
met with considerable favor ; but the difficulty of man­
aging a challenge trophy Satisfactorily, was thought to be 
so great as to render the scheme impracticable.

Mr. McCraken moved, seconded by Mr. McIntosh, 
that a hearty vote of thanks be tendered to the propri­
etors of the Walker House for their kindness, continued 
through many years, in granting the Association an ample 
and convenient place of meeting.

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THE COMING SEASON.
The principal matches for the coming season, are,
First.—The Primary Competitions for the Ontario 

Tankard, beginning in the several groups about middle 
of January, and to be finished, and report sent to Sec­
retary before the ioth February.

Second.—*The Final Competition for the Ontario 
Tankard, between the champion clubs of the sixteen 
groups, or Districts ; about the middle of February.

Third.—The Competition for the Governor-General’s 
Annual Prize, between a champion club from each 
stone-playing Association in the Dominion : probably 
about end of February.

Fourth.—The Scottish Counties’ Medal Match. 
This Medal presented by Mr. A. M. Stewart of New 
York, is now held for Lanarkshire by Mr. M. Leggatt 
of Hamilton, who is prepared to uphold, on the ice, 
against eight natives of any other Scottish County, the 
right of Lanarkshire to retain possession of the admired 
token of superior valour and skill in the game of curling.

Fifth.—The Match, the City of Toronto versus all 
the rest of the Province of Ontario ; to take place early 
in January, if fitting arrangements can be made with the 
Railway authorities.

* As the winning club of each group, which follows. up 
its success in the Primary by taking part in the Final 
Tankard Competition, will be presented with a medal 
indicative of having won the District championship ior the 
year, the interest in these competitions will doubtless be 
very greatly increased.

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to “double up ” and curl two or three matches per day, 
in order to allow their various opponents a chance; 
for not only were the Canadians from a distance to be 
considered, but the twenty rinks of Toronto city players, 
who were eager for the fray. So various friendly games 
were arranged for Thursday, and the grand match was 
postponed until 9.30 Friday morning; the city players, 
all but one rink from each club, agreeing to stand aside 
to let their Canadian brethren from a distance have a 
chance.

So the fight began upon the ice of the Victoria, the 
Granite, the Prospect Park, and the Caledonian Clubs of 
Toronto, ice so perfect that it tempted the visitors from 
the South to play as long as they could see or stand. The 
American fighting force of 16 rinks was swelled to 18, 
by the welcome arrival on the Friday of two rinks from 
Detroit. President Peattie of the Grand National 
Club showed a fine example of plucky endurance, 
morning and evening, and mid time o’ day. It seemed 
in his case as in others that they “ jist couldna get eneuch 
o’ fechtin.” The well-known Kellocks, and Ellin of 
Yonkers were on hand, so was a rink of Nutmegs from 
Hartford—Item, McClintock and McMurray. The 
venerable Paterson of New Jersey was there, a welcome 
visitor ; Foulis, of course; and the Connells from the 
Empire City. The Hudson River and Utica sent their 
combatants from wide apart points in New York State, 
and the Detroit men proved trumps, for their cantie auld 
skip of the Williamson rink beat Bruce’s strong four 
of the Toronto Granites in fine style, and also beat 
Southam of Hamilton. The spread-eagle Kirkover, of 
the Buffalo contingent, was not equal to the contest 
with Petrolea or Prospect Park, but the frequent 
Macnoe tied McKechnie of Dundas. Of the New York 
City players, Geordie Grieve’s rink beat Simpson’s, 
while Tom Nicholson got away with Malloch’s of the 
formidable Hamilton Thistles. Grieve was in great 
form : singing “ The Kiltie Lads” in his fine fervid way, 
or toasting the Canucks at night, or lecturing upon 
bowls at all hours, seemed to have no effect upon

his head in the morning, for he was three times a winner, 
and so had better luck than Peattie. The presidents of 
the Canadian and United States players led off the ball, 
the rink of Major Peattie of the Grand National, 
opposing that of Mr. Badenach of the Ontario Branch, 
upon the Granite ice. It was a keen contest, carried on 
from 9.30 to I, and victory perched upon the brooms of. 
the Canadian President, who won by a score of 25 
against 18.

The result of the morning and afternoon struggles was 
a total score of 416 for the United States, against 567 for 
Canada, the majority of the latter being thus 151. 
The visitors were complaisant enough to say that this was 
not such a bad beating, “considering;” which means, 
we must suppose, considering that the same men of 
their side had to play so often ; considering the almost 
oppressive warmth of hospitality to which they were 
subjected ; and considering, above all, the fact that they 

not accustomed to playing upon such keen and 
perfect ice. This feature in particular seemed to sur­
prise the Americans, The unaccustomed ones among 
them were greatly struck with the size and appointments 
of the grounds and buildings devoted to curling in 
Canada. Those who had visited Toronto before, in the 

time of the year, and had taken part in “ bowling 
on the green,” were full of delighted recollections of that 
kindred game.

The proposal of the Toronto Granite Club to oppose 
with its own members on its own ice, all the curlers pres- 
entfrom the State of New York, was taken up with much 
enthusiasm by the visitors. Six of the American rinks 

victors and one made a tie, but the majorities of 
the remaining five—there were twelve rinks in all—for 
the Granites, were sufficient to give that club a win, the 
total score being 155 to 137.

Of the too brief convivial resting-times from their 
labors on the ice, of the curlers’ fare that the frugal 
Canadians set before their guests, of the smokes and 
chats and “ snifters,” the tales of former conflicts 
wherein Geordie got from Jamie a Rowland for his
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Oliver, of the appointments made for future days on 
rink or green, who can tell in daylight and in cold 
type ? It was a foregathering that seemed too delight­
ful to end so abruptly—and a five years interval too 
remote to look forward to. The partings of old friend- 
ship, however, equally with the beginnings of new, re­
newed the belief that while “ it’s guid to be merry and 
wise,” it is also practicable and “guid to be honest and 
true.” And the delighted hosts of the Bonspiel of 1892 
could heartily say, as they have said and sung often 
since. “ Here’s a health to them that’s awa.”

128ONTARIO TANKARD COMPETITION.

THE ONTARIO SILVER TANKARD. N
REGULATIONS FOR THE COMPETITION.

1. The Ontario Tankard shall be competed for annu­
ally ; and all clubs connected with the Association, and 
in good standing, will be entitled to take part in the 
competition.

2. The Competition shall be in two parts ; the first 
called the Primary, between the clubs arranged in six­
teen groups, and as nearly as possible an equal number 
of clubs in each group ; and the second, called the Final, 
between the winning clubs in those groups.

3. In the Primary Competition, the clubs in each 
group which notify the umpire of their intention to take 
part in the contest, shall be drawn against each other in 
pairs, and the survivors of each of the matches shall 
continue the competition until one club has become the 
winner. In the Final Competition, the clubs winning 
in the Primary shall meet in Toronto, each with two 
rinks, and carry out the contest in like manner as in the 
Primary, until one has become the victor, and winner 
of the Tankard for the year ; and the club playing the 
last match with the winner shall be recorded as “ the 
last competing club.”

4. At the meeting of the Representative Committee 
in October, the clubs shall be arranged in groups, and a 
club in each group shall be nominated to appoint an

pire, who shall conduct the matches in that group 
The Secretary of the Association shall be the umpire of 
the Final Competition, unless some other person shall be 
appointed to that office by the Representative Committee 
at the October meeting.

5. Chapter VII. of By-Laws and Regulations, etc., 
referring to Medal Competitions, shall govern the Tank­
ard Competitions in all matters, except where otherwise 
provided for by these regulations.

6. In the Primary Competitions the players of any of 
the clubs may be changed for the successive matches ;

<
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but in the Final Competition, and in the Primary when 
the matches are played off at one meeting, the players 
who represent a club in the first contest must remain 
unchanged as long as the club remains in the competition. 
Should any player become, from sickness, unable to 
appear on the ice, the next player before him on that side 
shall play with two pairs of stones ; or the second player 
when it is the first who is absent.

7. That, when the umpire for the group is a member 
of one of the competing clubs, the two clubs shall 
mutually agree upon time and place for the match ; but 
if they fail to do so, then the umpire shall report the

to the Secretary of the Association, and th; Presi­
dent shall decide the matter ; and when the competing 
clubs in a group have been reduced to not more than 
three, the umpire, if a member of one of the surviving 
clubs, shall thereupon immediately appoint a deputy um­
pire from one of the retired clubs, who shall conduct the 
further matches in the competition.

8. In all the Primary Competitions the orders and 
decisions of the umpire must be obeyed and accepted, 
and are subject only to immediate appeal, by the club 
feeling aggrieved, to the President, through the Secre­
tary of the Branch Club.

9. That, in the Final Competition, if a winning club 
be present from more than eight groups, two sets of 
matches shall be played off the first day, so as to leave 
only two sets to be played off on the second day ; and the 
drawing shall be made on the Bagnall-Wyld system, all 
byes being disposed of in the first two drawings, and in 
either competition no club shall have a second bye, 
until each of the others shall have had one bye ; when a 
club gets a bye such club shall be held as having drawn 
the first playing number in the next draw.

10. In all the matches for the Tankard, both Primary 
and Final, if any of the competing rinks are not ready to 
begin play at the hour named for the match, one end 
shall be counted as played for every ten minutes' delay ; 
and the opposing rink, if ready to play, shall count one

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point in the game for each such period of time it is kept 
waiting.

11. As only those clubs which have been reported to 
the Secretary of the Branch Club by the ioth day of 
February, as survivors in the Primary, can take part 
in the Final Competition, the winner in each group 
will take care that the report of their success be duly 
made before that date.

12. The winning club shall have the right to repre 
sent the Association in the Competition for the Governor- 
General’s Prizes.

13. Umpires are enjoined to carry out the Primary 
Competitions at one meeting, whenever practicable.

14. A Silver Medal, emblematic of the District 
Championship for the year, will be presented to each 
Club winning in the Primary, and which also takes part 
in the Final Competition.

15. A fee of eight dollars will be paid by each Club 
entering for the Final Competition, towards defraying 
the expenses.

The competition was thus completed in 15 of the 16 
Groups, and the results were fairly satisfactory, 4 
clubs having fought their way to the Final for the first 
time, while, of the other 11, 7 had won the coveted 
position once or twice previously, and the other 4 
have not often been left out of it in recent years, so that 
the number of neophytes and veterans was exactly alike.

In Group No. 13 a difficulty arose from non-com­
pliance with the latter clause of No. 7 of the Regulations 
governing this competition, which was first enacted in 
1886, to remove what had become even at that date a 
cause of frequent trouble.

claimed a win by one shot, and the other claimed the 
result to be a tie. The Umpire haying heard both 
parties, and being unable to decide which of the score 
cards was correct, ordered the match to be played over, 
and it was played over to a decision, although under 
protest from one of the clubs interested.

In both of these cases appeals were made, agreeably 
to the rules governing the competition, to the President 
of the Branch, who, in the first case took order that the 
competition should be completed according to the 
Regulations, and, in the second, upheld the decision of
the Umpire. , ,

The club appointed to nominate an Umpire in Group 
No. 15, has not made any response to enquiries made by 
the Secretary as to the reason why the competition was 
not carried out in that Group.

The Final Competition took place on the 17th and 
r8th of February, and all the clubs winning in the prim­
ary, except London Forest City, came forward to con­
tend for the crowning victory of winning in the Final of 
this grand contest. The drawing was made on the 
evening preceding the opening of the competition, and 
as the Forest City Club had sent no intimation as to 
whether it would take part in the Final or not, some
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difficulty was found in making the drawing so as to meet 
either contingency of its presence or absence, and it was 
finally decided to put the names of the 15 clubs (includ­
ing the Forest City) into the hat, and to draw 7 against 7, 
and leave 1 bye, so as to have an even 8 clubs in the 
second round ; and that, if the Forest City Club draw 
the bye, and not be present, the last pair drawn shall 
each have a bye, and shall also play against each other 
in the second round, and should the Forest City Club 
be drawn to play and not come, the club drawn against 
it shall play in the second round against the club having 
the bye in the first round.

The drawing for the whole Competition was then 
made, the Toronto Granite Club being drawn against 
London Forest City Club, and Lakefield Club drawing 
the bye ; and as the Forest City Club did not put in an 
appearance, the Toronto Granite and Lakefield Clubs 
had each a bye in the first r.ound, and were matched 
against each other in the second.

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It is worthy of being noted that the Hamilton Thistle 
and Toronto Prospect Park Clubs, which played the 
closing match last year, were both defeated in the first 
round this season. For the first round the Victoria, 
Granite, and Prospect Park Rinks were used ; for the 
second, the Granite and Prospect Park Rinks; and the 
third, and the last were played upon the Victoria Rink, 
and thus none of the City Clubs, in any of the matches, 
played upon their own ice.

match; the Umpire called the two competing clubs 
together, read over to them Rule 1 of Chap. V and 
asked from them an expression of opinion as to whether 
they desired the match should be played forthwith, or 
be postponed ; both clubs expressed themselves very 
decidedly in favor of proceeding with the match at once, 
and the Deputy Umpire having tried two stones 
the ice, and pronounced it fairly good, the match was 
orlered to be played.

During the first three rounds, the playing was excel­
lent, and many of the matches afforded as fine ar. 
exhibition of curling as could be imagined; the skips 
were thoroughly conversant with the possible combina­
tions of the game, were quick to protect any point of 
vantage they had obtained, and to demolish those of their 
opponents left unprotected ; and not unfrequently when 
every way seemed barred to get at the opposing winner

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Toronto Granite Club thus winning the match. The following 
is the detail of score of last game
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they would discover some inwick, or outwick, or 
double or triple raise, that, taken at the proper angle, 
would remove the objectionable stone, or, that being 
impossible, would push one of their own a trifle nearer 
the tee than that of the enemy ; and such was the skill 
of most of the players, that, in almost every case, the 
shot ordered was made “ to a hair," and, accomplishing 
the end desired, approved the judgment of the wily skip;

wonderful draws were also made “ on to the very 
button " when badly required ; and perhaps in a few 
instances, when every avenue was barred, and every 
counting stone doubly guarded, and “things could not 
possibly be worse, ” a strong shot, sent at random, was 
tried with varying issue, sometimes deplorable and at 
other times surprisingly fortunate.

The excitement ran high during the last match, and 
the successful shots made by either party were duly 
and impartially applauded by the numerous onlookers ; 
after the match ended, an adjournment was made to the 
spacious rooms of the Victoria Club, where the Umpire 
declared the result, and the trophy was presented to 
Dr. Adam Wright, President of the Granite Club, amid 

congratulations from President Badenach, Mr. 
Wright, President of the Toronto Club, and many 
others, after which, with rousing cheers for the winners, 
the gallant last competing club, and the grand old game 
of curling, another Tankard competition was brought 
to a satisfactory termination.

Dr. Beaton moved, seconded by Mr. Shepard, that 
the report be received and adopted, and it was carried.

act as Skip or Skips. The Secretary-Treasurer shall 
from day to day, as received by him, post up in the

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DUTIES OF PRESIDENT.
io. The President of the Club shall take the chair a 

all meetings of the Club, and in the absence of the 
Chairman of Committee, at all meetings of the Com­
mittee of Management, and of Skips. It shall be his 
duty to see that the Rules and Regulations of the Club 
are strictly adhered to, and that the affairs of the Club 
are properly conducted, and he shall ex-offido be 
guardian cf all trophies belonging to the Club.

VISITING MEMBERS.
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16. Subject to the approval of the Committee of 
Management, any person may be temporarily admitted 
to the curling privileges of the Club.

POSTING MEMBERS.
17. The name of every member failing to pay his 

annual fees before the first day of January, after the 
time fixed for payment by Rule 9, shall be posted in the 
Club; and if such fees are not paid within one month 
therefrom, he shall pay an additional sum of $1.00 for 
each month or portion thereof he is so in default, unless 
the non-payment be explained to the satisfaction of the 
Committee of Management.
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VACANCIES.
18. The Committee of Management are empowered 

to fill up any vacancies that may occur during the year 
in their own number or in the office of the Representa­
tive Member or Secretary -Treasurer. Should a vacancy 
occur in the office of President, the Vice-President shall 
immediately become President for the remainder of the 
year, and the Committee may thereupon elect a Vice- 
President. Should vacancies occur in the offices of 
both President and Vice-President, a special meeting of 
the Club shall be called for the election of officers to fill 
such vacancies.

ABSENTEES.
19. Should any member of the Committee of Man­

agement be absent for three consecutive regular meet­
ings of that body, without an excuse satisfactory to a 
majority of the other members, he shall cease to hold 
office and his place shall be filled in the manner pro­
vided by Rule 18.

ASSISTANT SECRETARY-TREASURER.
20. The Committee of Management may appoint an 

Assistant Secretary-Treasurer of the Club, who shall, 
under the direction of the Secretary-Treasurer and the 
Committee, perform such duties as may be assigned to 
him by the Committee from time to time. But such 
Assistant Secretary-Treasurer need not be a member of 
the Committee.

22. A day shall be fixed by the Committee of Man­
agement for a meeting of the Skips for the selection of 
the Regular Club Rinks for the season, and for other 
business. At least three days’ notice of such meeting 
shall be given by posting the same in the Club, and by 
circular addressed to each Skip. The Club Rinks shall 
be made up in following manner :—Prior to, or at this 
meeting, and before the drawing commences, each Skip 
having by private arrangement selected his own Vice-

the Skip drawing the lowest number having first choice, 
and they shall then proceed in order to the party draw­
ing the highest number, who shall have last choice ;

The Skips and their players then chosen shall constitute 
the Rinks of the Club for the season, and be entered as 
such in numerical order on the minutes of the Club, the 
President’s Rink being No. I, the Vice-President’s No.
2, the Secretary-Treasurer’s No. 3, that of the Chairman 
of the Committee of Management No. 4, and those of 
the others, from 5 up, in alphabetical order. As new 
members join the Club they may be assigned by the 
Committee of Management to one or other of the Rinks. 
Members may, with the consent of both skips interested 
and the Committee of Management, exchange from one 
Rink to another. The Committee may for good cause
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a at the request of any member transfer such member from 
the Rink upon which he has been placed to any other 
Rink.s TROPHY MATCHES.

23. In matches with other Clubs for trophies of any 
kind, the Skips for each match shall be chosen by the 
Skips of the Club at the meetings provided for by Rule 
22, or at a special meeting duly called for that purpose.

REPEALS.
24. The former Constitution of the Club is hereby 

repealed and all former Rules and Regulations are here­
by rescinded ; no addition or amendments shall be made 
hereto except upon a two-thirds vote at an annual meet­
ing or at a special meeting duly called for that purpose, 
and unless notice thereof in writing specifying the pro­
posed change shall be posted up in the Club, and be 
given to the Secretary-Treasurer at least one month 
before the meeting.

TO CURLERS.

The attention of members is especially invited to the Ice Rules, 
and to the Curling Rules as found in chap. V. of Annual.

Much of the pleasure of the game depends upon the observance 
by players of the regulations which experience has shown to be 

One of the rules of curling most constantly violated isnecessary.
that which prescribes the positions of placers during a match. 
None but skips should stand within the rings; and the place of 
sweepers is somewhere between the two hog scores, but off the 
middle ice, when not engaged in sweeping a stone. The ice rules 
and the rules of the Ontario Curling Association are deserving 
of every attention by those who wish to curl properly.

z
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1. The order of proceedings at each meeting of the 
Club or Committee shall be as follows :—

(1) Reading of minutes of preceding meeting, which, 
after approval, shall be signed by the Chairman.

(2) Receiving and reading of correspondence.

(3) Business arising out of the minutes.

(4) Receiving and considering reports of committees 
or sub-committees.

(5) Business remaining over from preceding meeting.

(6) New business.

2. At the annual meeting of the club new business 
may be disposed of in the following order :—

(1) Reading nominations made pursuant to Rule 5.

(2) Election of President.

(3) Election of Vice-President.

(4) Election of Honorary Secretary-Treasurer.

(5) Election of Representative Members.

(6) Election of Committee of Management,

(7) Resolution fixing number of Skips for the year,

(8) Election of Skips.
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The first meeting of the Committee of Management 
shall be called by the President, and the first order ot 
business at such meeting shall be the election of a 
Chairman.

3. All motions and notices of motion must be in 
writing, bear the names of the mover and seconder, and 
must be read aloud by the presiding officer before being 
discussed.

4. Reports of Committees must be in writing and 
bear the signature of the Chairman.

5. No member shall speak on any subject more than 
once, except the introducer of the subjects under dis­
cussion, who shall be entitled to one reply. Every 
member, however, shall have the right to explain him­
self, having first obtained the leave of the meeting, and 
subject to the direction of the chair.

6. No member shall speak on any subject which has 
not been committed to writing, and moved and seconded, 
and which he does not intend to make the subject of a 
motion.

7. If two or more members rise to speak at the same 
time, the Chairman shall decide who is entitled to the 
floor, and his decision shall not be questioned.

8. After the question has been submitted by the 
Chairman, no member shall be entitled to speak.

9. A motion to adjourn shall be in order at any time.

10. In all cases not specially provided for, the Order 
of Procedure and Rules of Order shall be the same as in 
the Ontario Legislative Assembly.

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ICE RULES.
1. A member of the Committee will be present each 

evening to draw for ice and have general charge of the 
Rink. Members desiring to play are requested to apply 
to him.

2. Ice will be drawn for the Skips who are pres­
ent at 7 45 P-m*i sharp, each evening. Preference 
will be given (i) to Skips present prepared to play Club 
matches, and (2) to those who have their own Rinks.

3. Saturday Afternoon Ice.—Skips
titled to ice in rotation according to schedule on the 
blackboard. Ice will be drawn for by the Secretary at 
2 o’clock and 4 o’clock, sharp. Skips who are scheduled 
to begin play at 2, may, if they desire, commence play 
at 1.30, and they shall be entitled to ice until 4. Skips 
who are scheduled to begin play at 4 shall be entitled to 
ice during the remainder of the afternoon. A Vice-Skip 
being present with three other members of his Rink, 
shall, in the absence of his Skip, be entitled to all his 
privileges.

4. In practice matches, Skips are expected to play five 
a side, if necessary, in order to give play to all members 
present.

5. No member shall use curling stones belonging to 
another without the owner’s consent.

6. Throwing burnt matches, tobacco, or any other 
substance upon the ice is positively forbidden.

7. No cap, handkerchief or other article, except 
broom, shall be placed on the ice when giving direction 
or during play.

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166TRAVELLING FACILITIES

TRAVELLING FACILITIES
The Grand Trunk and the Canadian Pacific 

Railways have granted to Curling Clubs, associated 
with the Ontario Curling Association, special rates of fare 
when travelling, in bodies of not less than eight persons, 
to and from curling matches.

These rates are a single trip fare of two cents a mile 
from station to station, and a return tiip fare at the rate 
of one and one-third the ordinary single fare, and in­
clude the handling and carriage of stones and brooms.

For the Grand Trunk Railway, rate orders, enti­
tling clubs to the above named reduced fares for the 
season, can be obtained upon application to the Gene­
ral Passenger Agent of the G. T. R. at Montreal.

For the Canadian Pacific Railway, applications 
may be addressed to General Passenger Agent, 
C. P. R., Montreal, or to District Passenger Agent, 
C. P. R., Toronto.

Secretaries of clubs will please take notice that these 
orders should be procured early in the season, before curling 
begins, and applications for them should not be put off 
until going away to a match. And they must be shown 
to local agents when applying for tickets.

Curlers when travelling are requested to have their 
curling stones, etc., forward at the railway station at least 
fifteen minutes before time of starting, and to depute one 
of their number to procure the necessary tickets in one 
lot. To encourage large bonspiels, the railway authorities 
offer to grant round trips at one single fare, when not less 
than three hundred persons travel by rail to a 
match.

While making enquiry about curling in the Town­
ship of Scar boro’, preparatory to taking notice in the 
Annual of the sudden death of Wattie Glendinning, who 
had been for several years the bright particular star in 
the curling galaxy of that district, we came upon certain 
records of “ye olden time” which we think will be in- 
teresting to many of the readers of the Annual.

The first settler in the Township was David Thompson, 
a stone-mason by trade, and a native of Wester-Kirk, 
Dumfries-shire, Scotland, who took up his abode in the 
uninhabited wild-wood then called Glasgow, in 1796 • 
he was followed at intervals by members of the same and 
other families, largely from the same Scotch parish, 
during the succeeding ten or twelve years. And from 1816 
to 1830, a very considerable addition was made to the 
population by Scottish immigrants, mainly from Dum- 
fries-shire and Lanarkshire, and among the former 
Archie Glendinning, the father of Walter.

All who have read the “ History of Curling ” pub­
lished as the Jubilee Record of the Royal Caledonian 
Curling Club, will remember that, at the close of the last 
century, Dumfries and Lanark were, par excellence, the 
leading curling counties or shires in Scotland, and 
we are therefore more pleased than surprised to find that 
m 1834 a curling match was played between the Curlers 
of the Back Road and the Curlers of the Front Road of the 
Township of Scarboro’, with eight men a side, each man 
playing one stone, as was the early custom in Scotland.

The stones used on the occasion were not wooden or 
iron makeshifts, but genuine granites, hammered and 
ground by the players themselves, out of the hardheads 
which had been providentially distributed throughout 
the district in the remote glacial period, in anticipation 
and for the use of the coming curlers ; and although they 
might not have had the elegant contour, the brilliant 
polish, or the double soles of the curling stones of to-day,
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THE CURLERS OF SCARBOROUGH

and'although a natural wooden crook firmly wedged into 
the stone represented the primaeval type of the silver- 
plated, goose necked dandy handles of this year of grace, 
the game was the same then as it is now, and called forth 
all the qualities of eye and hand and nerve for which it 
is so famous ; and the exultant joy of the victors and the 
quiet chagrin of the vanquished were as recognizable then 
as they are now. William Purdie, one of the players on the 
occasion, still survives, and gives the names of the players 
of the Front Road party in their playing order as, 
Abraham Torrance, John Torrance, Thomas Brown, 
Robert Scott, William Purdie, James Findlay, William 
Findlay, and Andrew Fleming, skip ; while the Back 
Road party included Archy Glendinning, skip, with the 
Clarks, the Gibsons, the Patersons, and the Crawfords; 
most of these names are “ familiar as household words ” 
among the curlers of to-day, being borne by the sons and 
grandsons of those worthy sires.

These curling clusters coalesced in 1839, into the 
Scarboro’ Club, and it still continues after these 50 years 
and more, a vigorous and powerful organization, and the 
fruitful parent of two worthy children, viz. : the Scar­
boro’ Heather Club sent forth in 1862, and the Scarboro’ 
Maple Leaf Club in 1874.

Although numerous traditions indicate that frequent 
and keenly contested curling matches took place at an 
early date between the Seaiboro’ Club and the Toronto 
Club, and that these clubs had a well earned respect for 
each other, we have been unable to find any reliable 
records other than that given above, until we come down 
the stream of time to 1859, and as the municipal records 
of the township, now extant, do not go beyond 1848, we 
can only come to the conclusion that the worthy men of 
the earlier times were makers rather than writers of his­
tory, and the thought is suggested that we of this later 
time might be more fitly employed in doing the work of 
our own day, than in building the sepulchres of the 
prophets of the day gone past ; but if the study of the 
lives of the “brave men of old” stimulates those of to-day 
to higher efforts, the preservation of the record of their 
deeds will not be unuseful.

162 ONTARIO CURLING ANNUAL.

If our gentle reader will turn up the Toronto Globe of 
29th January, 1859, he will find on the second page an 
interesting account of a curling match between the 
“ Veteran Curlers of Scarboro’ ” and the Toronto Curl­
ing Club, on the bay near the foot of Scott Street, with 
four rinks a side. The names of the Scarboro* players, 
include, besides those engaged in the Scarboro’ match 
of 1834, a Malcolm, a Stobo, a Green and two Youngs. 
The article bears ample evidence of being from the 
scholarly pen of the Rev. Dr. Barclay, and is very inter­
esting, and was evidently intended to draw attention to 
the game of curling as a desirable recreation, engaged in 
heartily by the leading men of the Mother Country of 
every rank, class and condition ; obliterating for the time 
ordinary social distinctions, and establishing a new order 
of rank, a real distinction, viz. : the order of superior 
merit on the ice, and for that and other reasons peculiar­
ly suitable for Canadians.

In ihe same year, the Scarboro’ Club contributed five 
rinks of four men each, to the great Bonspiel of East 
versus West, played on the 9th February on Toronto Bay, 
near the Don Station.

On 17th January, i860, a match was played with the 
Toronto Club on Toronto Bay, with four rinks a side, 
and the result was a tie ; the Scarboro’ skips were 
Andrew Fleming, Andrew Young, Archie Glendinning 
and John Gibson. One singular feature of this match 
was the presence among the Scarboro’ players of three 
pairs of father and son of the same name, viz. : Andrew 
Fleming, senior and junior, Arch. Glendinning, senior 
and junior, and William Clark, senior and junior ; a nota­
ble illustration of following the sacred maxim to train up 
a child in the way he should go.

A week later, the same curlers on both sides, met on 
the bay near the Don to decide the even match, and 
“ after the contest had continued for about an hour, the 
rinks became so flooded with water that the curlers were 
obliged to terminate the game, and the victory was de­
clared in favor of Toronto.”

On the 2nd February, a third match was played be­
tween the same players at Scarboro’, when Scarboro’
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came out winner by the decisive majority of 25 shots; 
and on the 8th February the same undaunted warriors 
met for the fourth time, and had a capital game on the 
Don river, Toronto winning by 16 shots.

Next season, on the 18th January, 1861, Scarboro’ 
and Toronto Clubs resumed their friendly hostilities ; 
now with five rinks a side, and on the Bay, near 
Yonge Street Wharf, victory fell to Scarboro' by 7 shots, 
and the veracious reporter, evidently by way of soothing 
the susceptibilities of the defeated club, attributes the 
unwelcome result to the intrusion of a snow-storm, and 
to a peculiar condition of the ice which he denominates 
“ frush,” and which, he adds, “combined with the snow 
rendered it very difficult to judge distances.” The addit­
ional Scarboro Rink was skipped by Robert Thompson, 
and in it we find for the first time, the name of Robert 
Crawford.

Four days later, the return match was played on the 
Bay, near the Queen’s Wharf, again with five rinks 
a side, and once more Scarboro’ was victorious, and again 
by seven shots. On this occasion, no palliative for the 
defeat was suggested in the press other than gentle 
praise to both clubs, for it is said “ the ice was keen, 
and the play on both sides was excellent.”

A month later, three rinks went out from Toronto and 
met a like number of Scarboro’ curlers on Badgerow’s 
Pond, and gained a victory by sixteen shots ; it is added 
“ the weather was very favorable, but the ice in­
different.” Some of the older members of the Toronto 
Club will recall the late Duncan Forbes’ account of the 
condition of the ice, on this occasion. “Man,” he would 
say, “ oot on Badgerow’s Pond in Scarboro’, we did'na 
“ play for the tee at a’ ; we played for an auld stump

away out in the pond, and the stones gaed up to the
stump, and then slid right down to the tee.”
In 1862, and on the 18th January, on the Don, the 

next engagement between the Toronto and Scarboro’ 
Clubs took place, with four rinks a side. In thisfmatch 
an old and famous Scarboro’ curler, John Torrance, Sr., 
skipped a rink, with his son John Jr. playing second, 
and Alex. Muir leading, and Toronto .wonb y 6 shots ; the
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return match was played at Scarboro’ on the 28th Tan- 
uary, same number of rinks, and again Toronto won, but 
by the small majority of two shots : another pair of Scar- 
boro’curlers, father and son, were engaged in this match, 
viz. : Wm. Purdy, Sr. and Jr. At this, as at all other 
matches, the visiting club was hospitably entertained by 
the club at home ; and the most friendly feeling was al­
ways manifested, and was sometimes shared by the female 
friends of the curlers. On this occasion, among the 
Toronto curlers, there was a fine young fellow named 
William Vassie, in his golden prime, fresh from Scot­
land ; while the curlers were assembling in the inn, after 
the match, and the dinner was being placed on the
table, the landlady, Mrs. M----- , a splendid specimen of
womanly beauty in form and face, made a sudden rush 
to where Vassie was seated, sat down on his knee, 
threw her arms about his neck and imprinted a resound­
ing kiss upon his not inaopreciative lips, exclaiming 
“ Man Wullie Vessie! but ye’ are a bonnie laddie !”

The third match of the season between these clubs 
was played on the Don, with four rinks a side, and 
Toronto won by 3 shots.

Coming to 1863, we find a new candidate for curling 
honors in the well-known Scarboro’ Heather Club, 
which was organized on the last day of 1862, and with 
the impetuosity of outh issued the first challenge of 
the season to the ever ready ” Toronto Club : the 
match was played on the 31st January, and on the Don 
River, and resulted in the defeat of the young club by 
21 shots. The “Heather” skips were, A Paterson, 
Andrew Young. John Gibson, and Hugh Clark. We 
can conceive that^the “ Old ” Scarboro Club was not 
sorry that their old opponents had given “ the boys” 
a setting-down, but if it was so, their satisfaction was not 
destined to be long lived, for on the 3rd February, just 
four days later, they met the Toronto Club on the now 
famous Don, and were defeated by 34 shots. The well 
satisfied reporter adds “ the ice was in beautiful con­
dition.”

The “ Heather ” Club tried a second bout with the 
Toronto Club, am^it was played in the covered rink of
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the latter club, on the 25th February, and the “ Heather” 
won by 20 shots. The Heather skips were the same as 
in the former match, with one exception, viz. : Archy 
Glendinmng took Paterson’s place as skip, and Paterson 
was vice-skip of same rink.

In the Fall of this year, 1863, the Heather Club 
erected a covered Curling Rink, 150 x 40 feet, which 
remained in use for curling until a lew years ago, and 
wa* Probably the first “ permanent ” Curling Rink put
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U was not until 1st March in 1864, that the “Scarboro

pond, and the “ Heather ” was defeated by the laree
3KSh0tAJ f.w° day* later the Toronto and the 

Old Scarboro Clubs had their annual engagement 
which resulted in a tie, and although it was agreed 
to play oft the tie on an early day, it does n t appear to 
have been done, probably from want of ice the skips of 
heScarboro Club on this occasion were, W. Burton 

R. Thompson, John Torrance, Sr., and Andrew Flemi ’
ng.

In 1865, the “Old” Scarboro’ Club had one rink 
at the International Match at Buffalo, and lost by 
shot to a rink of the Thistle Club of New York 
On the 31st January of that year they lost by 36 shots 
in a four-rink match with the Toronto Club : on the 21st 
of the same month the “ Heather ” lost by three shots in 
a match with the Toronto, and in the 
the 24th they won by 18 shots.

In 1866, the “ Heather ” defeated “Toronto ” by 17 
shots in a four-rink match played on the bay upon the 
27th January, and on the 28th February the “ Old Scar­
boro lost by 5 shots in a four rink match with its old 
opponents of the Toronto Club. In this year the 
leather won a handsome trophy presented by Mr. Thos 
Todd, of Markham, for competition between the two 
Scarboro Curling Clubs.

In 1867, the “ Heather ” lost to “Toronto” by n 
shots on 26th January, and the •• Old Scarboro’ ” on

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22nd February lost by 91 shots to their old competitors 
of the Toronto Club, both being matches of four rinks a 
side.

In 1670 the “ Heather ” defeated Cobourg Waver ley 
Club for a Royal Caledonian District Medal; the match 
was with three rinks a side, and the Heather’s majority 
was 25.

In 1871, the ‘'Heather” won a four-rink match 
against the Toronto by 2 shots, the Scarboro’ skips 
being J. Gibson, Arch. Glendinning, Hugh Clark, and 
Robert Crawford.

In 1872, the “ Heather ” was defeated by the 
Toronto Club in a four-rink match for a Royal Caledon­
ian Medil by 49 shots. The Heather skips same as 
in 1871.

In 1873, the “ Heather ” won a Royal Caledonian 
Medal in a three-rink match with West Flamboro’ 
Club by 8 shots.

And in 1875, the “ Heather ” Club defeated the 
Hamilton Thistle Club in a match for a Royal Caledon­
ian Medal played with three rinks a side.

The opinion held by the old skips that they occupied 
their honorable position by a sort of 11 divine right,” and 
that it was the blackest treason, and rank blasphemy, 
and utter folly, as well, to propose to put younger 
players in their places, and which caused the separation 
of the Heather Club from the old Scarboro’ Club in 
1862, seems in course of time to have developed itself 
in the Heather Club, and led to the formation of the 
Scarboro’ Maple Leaf Club in 1874, by a number of 
capable and ambitious younger members of both of the 
old clubs ; and just as the Heather Club after a time 
outshone the old Scarboro’, so in turn its lustre paled 
before the brightness of the newer Maple Leaf Club, 
which for some years has been by far the most active 
of the three, and occupies as high a rank among cotem­
porary clubs as the others did when they flourished the 
most.

These imperfect records bring down the story of the 
curlers of Scarboro’ until the formation of the Ontario 
Branch of the Royal Caledonian Curling Club ; and

?
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the winnings and losings of the three Scarboro’ Clubs 
since that time in their more important matches will be 
found in the successive Annuals of the Branch Club, 
and they afford conclusive evidence that all of the Clubs 
in Scarboro’ were entitled to rank with the best Clubs 
in the Province, having met and divided honors with 
such Clubs as the Cobourg Waverley, the Port Hope, 
Bowmanville, Brampton, Toronto, Toronto Caledonian, 
Hamilton Thistle, Hamilton Mechanics, and others of 
equal reputation.

In the City of Toronto the game of Curling has 
developed very remarkably during the last twenty 
years; it is the curling centre of the continent, and its 
numerous and magnificent buildings for the practice of 
the game, eclipse everything of the kind found any­
where else ; out when we consider that the curlers of 
Toronto amounting to the goodly number of about Joo, 
represent one curler to each 300 inhabitants, and that 
the curlers of Scarboro’ numbering between 60 and 70 are 
in the ratio of one curler to every 65 of the population, 
we must give the palm to Scarboro’ as the banner 
curling community of Canada. They were, if not the 
first, among the first to start the game in Ontario, and 
have maintained it during these many years with steady 

. enthusiasm, and have kept up the traditional character of 
the game for all that is fair, honorable, and manly; gene­
ration has succeeded generation since the first match in 
1834, but the high qualities of intelligence,industry integ­
rity, indomitable pluck and love of the game of curling 
and other manly sports which distinguished the pioneer 
settlers continue to be characteristic of the people and 
especially of the curlers of Scarboro’.

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CURLERS’ SIGNAL CODE
Specially recommended for use in large covered 

rinks, when several matches are going 
on simultaneously.

For In Turn—The right arm to be held close to the body.
For Ont Tnrn—The arm to be extended horizontally.
For Striking—The broom to be held vertically, and passed 

rapidly backwards over stone to be struck.
F or Inwicklng—The broom to be waved “off and on” the inside 

of the stone to be inwicked off, showing the place on which the 
strike should be made.

For Drawing—The broom to be held vertically at the place 
where it is desired the stone should come to “ at rest.”

For Guarding—The broom to be held transversely on the ice, 
at the place where the stone should rest.

F or Chap and Me—The broom to be held vertically, and moved 
up and down over the stone to be struck.

For Wick and Curl In—Show place as in Drawing where 
it is desired that the stone should rest, then as in Inwicking.

For liaising—The broom to be held vertically and slowly passed 
over the stone crosswise of the rink, and the length of the 
raising to be indicated by the space between the two hands 
holding the broom horizontally.

For Drawing Through a Port—As in Drawing.

For Chipping the Winner—As in Inwicking.

For Ontwlcklng—As in Inwicking, only indicating the outside 
of stone to be struck.

After indicating, as above directed, the character of the shot to 
be made, the corn end of the broom should be held on the ice to 
show the poin at which the player should take aim in order to 
reach the desired position, and the hand on handle of broom should 
be placed as near as possible to the point which the played stone 
is expected to reach ; the space between is called in curling ph 
ology “ the borrow.” rase-
