for England and Wales now claims exclusive jurisdiction over the Dependencies
of the British Crown. The Supreme Council for Scotland disputes that exclusive
right, and claims co-ordinate and co-extensive powers in the British possessions
abroad. This has led to a sharp contention, which has brought on an estrange-
ment between those sister Councils, and the cessation of amicable relations
between them.

The arguments on both sides of this question have been laid

on the subject, but as we are not called on to decide the question, I prefer not
to offer any views of my own about it Happily the dispute has not affected
our position with respect to either of those Councils, and we continue, I rejoice
to say, on the most friendly terms with both.

partly because Rose Croix chapters, which were or assumed to be independent, |
had been established in Ireland before our Supreme Council was formed ; partly

because the Council of Rites had assumed the functions of a Supreme Council,
and thus had thrown into obscurity the Council of the Thirty-third Degree
founded here twenty years before. My own opinion of these matters is that the
Freemasons of Ireland were, in those days, somewhat ignorant of the nature of
the A.. and A.'. S.". Rite.

However that may be, it seems unquestionable that

to prevent our Supreme Council from being able, even if so disposed, to assume
its proper position. The independence of the Rose Croix Degree in Ireland has
caused great surprise elsewhere

And I earnestly recommend this §
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to the convocation of the Rose Croix Degree in June last, and I stated my
individual opinion, in which I am glad to find many others concur, that it would
be possible to make our system accord with that of every other country where the
A..and A.. Rite is practised, by making the Council of Thirty-third the supreme
power of the Rose Croix Degree, yet retaining the Grand Chapter as an admin-
istrative body ; preserving all its really important functions, as well as the dignity
of its officers, and leaving it, of course, the full control over its own funds. But
nothing has been done in that direction, and the Rose Croix Degree, to its own
disadvantage, as well as that of the Supreme Council, still retains its anomalistic
and unrecognized position. I expressed to the Convocation my opinion that the
subject would soon be forced on the attention of the Rose Croix Degree ; and 1
find that since I presented that Report the subject was alluded to in an address
delivered on 17th September last, by the M. . P... Grand Commander of the
Northern Jurisdiction of the United States to his assembled Council. He
expressed his opinion that there is now some danger that the organization of the
Rite in Ireland will become such that Masons of that obedience cannot be recog-
nized in other countries— an opinion for which, so far as the Rose Croix Degree
is concerned, I fear there is some foundation. He adds—* It s certainly very
desirable that our Irish Brethren should make their system conform to that in
other jurisdictions.” Those few words are of much weight, coming as they do
from one so cautious, wise and deliberate ; who is as careful in forming his
opinions as he is eloquent in expressing, and firm in defending them.”

I'he domestic relations of the Supreme Council are in good condition, and
its foreign relations pleasant and harmonious. Referring to the Supreme
Council for Canada, our Illustrious Brother says i—

“We had the pleasure of admitting during the past year, CoL. W, J, Bury
MAcLEOD MOORE, a member of the Supreme Council of Canada as an Honorary
member of this Council, as a token on our part that we had not forgotten the
connection of that estimable gentleman with Ireland and Irish Masonry, and
were anxious to maintain our relations with Canada, which have always been
most cordial, and I trust will continue to be 50"

It may be of interest to append another paragraph from Bro. ", TOWNSHEND's
address to show how rigidly the Supreme Council for Switzerland regards the
matter of communication and exchange of representatives with those Supreme
Councils not in the Lausanne Convention :—

* The Supreme Council for Switzerland, with which we had formerly been on
friendly terms, did me the honor some years since of naming me as its repre-
sentative with you. The Letters of Credence were handed to me by our late
Secretary-General. After his death I found among his official papers a letter in
the French language, relative to that appointment, to which as it seemed to me
no answer had been given, I therefore wrote to the M.:. P.. Br.". Besangon.
whom I believed to be the Commander of the S... C.", for Switzerland, stating
the long illness and death of the late Secretary-General ; our own desire to revive
our amicable correspondence, and excusing, as well as I could, the omission to

AR
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answer the letterof the Swiss Council. I received a very gentlemanlike and
courteous reply from our very highly respected Brother Besangon, stating that he
had ceased to command the Council, but had consulted it respecting my letter ;
and had found that before renewing friendly relations with us, it would require
our adhesion to the Confederation of Lausanne. He added that the Swiss
Council was the executive power (powvoir executif) of that Confederation, and
would be happy to communicate to the other Councils belonging to it our desire
to join it ; but that unless we should express that desire, the S.:. C.". for Switzer-
land could not respond to our intentions.

‘1 replied that we were an independent Council ; that we sought no favor
from any other, and did not mean to make any submission whatever, however
pleased we should have been had our well-meant offer met a different reception ;
and since we have not joined the Confederation of Lausanne, and have no inten-
tion of doing so, we must remain as we are with regard to the Council for
Switzerland.”

The Illustrious Brother consoles himself with the reflection that * our cor-
respondence is of the most friendly and fraternal character with the five great
“ English speaking Councils of the world.”

The ‘‘ organization” of the Rite in Ireland differs from its organization in
the other countries in which it prevails. The number of members of the Supreme
Council is limited to nine, and of the Thirty-second Grade to sixteen. There

appears to be separate bodies of the 2g9th, 3oth and 3rst degrees. The Rose

Croix is not under the immediate jurisdiction of the Supreme Council as will be
seen by the extract given above. In regard to the 329 the Sov.". Grand Com-
mander recommends that, although the members of that grade prefer to be under
the Supreme Council rather than to have a separate Consistory, a distinct set of
officers should be appointed for the degree, and **that the members should be
regularly invited each year to attend our January meeting, which might, when

its peculiar business was attended to, resolve itself into a Consistory of the 32°,

s as to allow the Brethren to be present at the reading of the Report of the
Commander.”

The Sovereign Grand Commander of the Council in a Circular letter

addressed to the bodies of its obedience and to its Foreign Representatives—
a copy of which has been sent your Committee by Ill.‘. Bro... DOMVILLE,
33% announces the death of Ill.*. Bro... WILLIAM FETHERSTONHAUGH, 33°,
(an active member of the Supreme Council), and pays an eloquent tribute to
his Masonic virtues.

BELGIUM.

The Committee have received the Bulletin of the Supreme Council of
Belgium covering its transactions from 1st November, 1877, to 1st November,
1878 ; a complete set of these transactions would be a most valuable addition to
the Library of the Supreme Council if it could be obtained, and the Committee
recommend that our Representative near that Supreme Council, Ill.'. Bro.".
CLuyDTS, be written to upon the subject.
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The Supreme Council is composed of thirty active members, of whom Il -.
Bro.*. Lieut.". General RENARD is Sovereign Grand Commander, and 111 * Bro.%
LeoroLD RICHE, Secretary-General. The oldest member is Brother Jawks
BRIEKMAN, who was created a Thirty-third in 1833. At its sitting, 18th March,
1878, this Supreme Council celebrated the sixty-first anniversary of its foun-
dation, when the Grand Orator delivered a very interesting historical sketch of
the Council, arguing that its past history was an honorable one, and justified the
inference that its future wonld be brilliant. This Supreme Council does a great
deal of work. Its Sessions are held at Brussels. It meets several times a year
as a Supreme Council to transact the administrative business of the Rite, and
at other times to confer the high grades, which it appears to do from the 22° to
the 32°. Tt occupies itself with public questions, such as education, the improve
ment of man, and it aids important undertakings. At its silling, on the 3rd
August, 1878, it voted two hundred and fifty francs to aid in the erection of a
public monument in the village of Ath, tothe memory of F, DEFAcQz, President
of the Court of Cassation, and one of the founders of the Belgium nationality, who
had also been a distinguished and active Brother, At the sitting of 12th October,
the President, in the absence of the Grand Commander, announced that an
event of considerable importance had transpired since the last Session. This
event was the resignation of a Ministry whose tendency he alleged was ultra-
montane and inimical te the Masonic institution The new Ministry, he added,
contained among its number, no less than three members of the Supreme Council :
the Sovereign Grand Commander, Bro.'. RENARD, was Minister of War ; the
Lieutenant Grand Commander, Bro.. VoN HUMBEECK, Minister of Public
Instruction ; and Bro.*. BARA, 32%, had been nominated Minister of Justice. It
was an honor to which the Supreme Council could not be indifferent ; and
therefore at an informal Convocation of the Supreme Council on 30th August, a
deputation had been named to express the fraternal sentiment of their peers in
the Supreme Council to the new Ministers, and to congratulate them upon the
marks of public confidence with which they had been invested. All of the
members of the Supreme Council joined in the deputation. They had waited
upon the new Ministers, presented them with an address, and the Sovereign
Grand Commander on his own behalf and that of his two associates thanked
them for the courtesy and for this mark of their fraternal affection, and, at the
same time, assured them that even though public duties might interfere with his
attendance at Supreme Council, his interest in the work of the Rite would not
cease. In the bodies subject to the Supreme Council, there is a very active
spirit; philosophical, educational, and other matters are discussed. In one
Chapter an essay was read by a Brother on the employment of women in the
mines. Other bodies had interested themselves in the work of succouring the
unhappy people in the countries affected by the Eastern war. Subscriptions were
taken up, concerts organized, and committees formed to send money, medicine,
and clothes to the unhappy sufferers. There is an active philosophic and practi-
cal Masonic spirit at work in Belgium.  The *‘transactions” contain a good
review of Foreign Freemasonry, including the proceedings of our Supreme
Council for 1877, which are courteously noticed.
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The Committee have learned, bya circular dated 1st Aug., 1879 (appendix F),
that II.*. Bro.", RENARD, the Sov.*. Grand Commander of this Supremé Council
died at Brussels, on 3rd July.  This Brother was born in 1804, and had led a very
active life. He joined in the movement for National Independence in 1830, and
ever since that time had occupied a prominent position in the eye of the Belgium
public, having filled several important military and civic functions, and was at the
time of his death a Lieutenant-General in the Army and Minister-of-War. * To
a sound judgment,” say our mourning Brethren of Belgium, ‘‘he united fervency
with moderation. His heart was open to all generous thoughts, and to all those
ideas of progress which appeared to him useful to humanity. By his activity,
and by his labors, he had restored the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite to its
former glory.” The Committee recommend that a letter of condolence be sent
to the Supreme Council of Belgium on the death of its venerable head.

MEXICO.

The Supreme Coluncil for Mexico was established in 1814, and has had
many vicissitudes. It appears always to have serious internal difficulties, chiefly
owing to its control over the Symbolic Lodges. Three communications have
been received from it the present year, one announcing the expulsion from all his
Masonic rights and privileges of General D. Luis M1gr Y TERAN, Govérnor of
the State of Veracruz.

Jurisdiction of the United States ; and the last, the filling of the vacancy caused
by his death by the elevation to the grade of Bro.". ALEJANDRO DEL Paso vy
TrONCOSO. The Committee last year recommended the Supreme Council to
enter into fraternal relations with the Supreme Council of Mexico, and this was
agreed to, but no further action appears to have been taken. In his address the
present year the Sov.'. Grand Commander explains why action has been delayed.
With the action of the Supreme Council of Mexico in expelling Masons who seek
to establish a system of Government for the three Degrees, we can have no
sympathy whatever, and with the Sovereign Grand Commander we heartily
accord that there should be a separate system of Government for those Degrees.
On the other hand it is well to remember that our view is not the view that
generally prevails in the Latin Councils ; that in Mexico the Supreme Council
has had control of all the Degrees ; and that the endeavor of certain Masons of
the Scottish Rite in Mexico to establish Symbolic Lodges without the consent of
the Supreme Council may appear to the Supreme Council an invasion of right
and a violation of the obligation of fidelity ; we may wish it were otherwise ; we
may kindly and cordially express our views on this subject without interfering
further, and possibly the influence of our words and example may have a good
irfluence. The matter is now in the hands of the Sovereign Grand Commander
to a~t whenever he may deem it advisable.

The Commnittee acknowledge the receipt of several numbers of the Bulletin
of the Sov.'. Chap. Temoch, No. 1, an exclusively Masonic journal, published in
the city of Mexico.

Supreme Councils, there is far more harmony, better government and mor :
satisfactory results than there is in those countries where there is a mixed system, §
or where the Supreme Council controls Symbolic Lodges, or where, as is unfor- .
tunately the case in some instances, the independence of the Supreme Council is §
merged in a ‘‘ Grand Orient.” Bro.*. PIKE’S views show the growth of opinion
in his own mind as to the authority of Supreme Councils over the degrees named,
and are interesting reading. (See appendix G )

And here the Committee beg to say that they cannot advise the Council to a
wiser course than non-interference where the Masons of a country are themselves
divided in allegiance and differing in opinion. The chief basis of recognition
abroad should be unanimity at home. When a newly established Supreme
Council comes before us asking recognition, from a country where before there
was no Supreme Council, it is not difficult to decide as to its regularity, but it is
not easy to decide between the claims of two or three rival bodies ; indeed, it is
not always possible without personal investigation and a consideration of circum-
stances of time, place and events that cannot be taken into account at a distance.
Too often it happens that the differences which have caused the creation of rival
claimants for recognition and for power have their origin in improper ambition, in
vanity, in disappointment. Mutual concession, the exercise of tolerance, the
practice of one of the great tenets of the Masonic profession, brotherly love,
would readily end unseemly strife and vexatious disputation. It should be
distinctly understood by Bodies seeking to establish fraternal relations with this
Supreme Council that if their jurisdiction is disputed, our action will be very slow.

THEODORE G. RoseETTI, formerly
Minister and Councillor of the Court of Cassation, and a Knight of several
eastern orders, is Grand Master Commander, and Supreme Chief of the Order,
while the Supreme Council, “ the power administrative and dogmatic” of the
Orient has a President, Dr. Lubovic Fi1ALA, a Grand Orator, a Chief of Secre-
tarial, and fifteen other members of Supreme Council. The laws of the Grand

Orient make up a book of two hundred pages, and have evidently been prepared §

with the idea that a law can be made for every question that may arise. Your
Committee do not know what relations the Supreme Council bears to the Grand
Orient, or which controls the other; they have no information as to how the new
Supreme Council was formed, or who gave its members the Thirty-third Degree,
or if they have degrees at all. They are not, therefore, in position to recom-
mend any action further than an exchange, informally, of publication with its
Chief of the Secretarial, Mr. BASILE CONSTANDINESCO LIVIANO, Strada Stelei
16, Bucharest.
THE ARGENTINE REPUBLIC.

We have received a communication (appendix L), from a body professing to
be a Supreme Council in the Argentine Republic. So far as your Committee can
understand there is no change in the hostile attitude towards each other of the
Masonic Powers in that Republic, with none of which can your Committee
advise the Supreme Council to enter into fraternal relations.

PERU.

Nothing of importance has been received from the Supreme Council of
Peru. Last year your Committee announced that the Supreme Council had
demanded the dissolution of the Lausanne Confederation. In May of last year

M.. P., ILL., AND VERY DEAR BROTHER :

[ hear with deep regret of the rebellious disturbances which have occurred in
your jurisdiction, where peace, harmony and prosperity seemed to be the fruits of
the wise government of your Supreme Council. We believed that, from the
diffusion by your efforts of the beautiful and sublime teachings of the Ancient and
Accepted Scottish Rite, the greatest benefits would accrue to the Mexican Re-
public ; and we hoped that no feuds would arise to diminish your good influences
and make Masonry powerless, because disunited.

But that which has now occurred among you has again and again occurred
elsewhere, The Supreme Council of Peru has had the same ill-fortune. In that
of Central America the same differences have arisen. In the jurisdiction of Colon
there has been bitter strife between the Supreme Council and the Blue Lodges.
In the Argentine Republic all is turmoil and dissension. In Belgium the Supreme
Council has found it hecessary to consent to the independence of the Blue Lodges,
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The same catises will produce the like results everywhere. The 'BB.:. who
compose the Symbolic Lodges know that in England, Scotland, Ireland, the
United States, Germany, Sweden and Denmark, such Lodges are governed by
Grand Lodges composed of their delegates. They become restive and discon-
tented under a different form of government, denounce it as an aristocracy and
oligarchy, a self-constituted despotism, and at length break out into open revolt,
I think that this is absolutely unavoidable. Sooner or later, Masons become dis
contented with an absolute, self-perpetuating Power, composed of but few persons,
and these not bound to render to any one account of their action. A sufficiently
long experience proves this.

Also it proves that, when such revolt has occurred, the resort to measures of
force does not suppress the revolt, remedy the mischief, or restore harmony
Power must always, at last, yield to opinion.

We have, lherci"nrc, in like cases, heretofore advised Supreme Councils in
alliance with us to frankly offer the option, to all Symbolic Lodges of their obed-
ience, of continuing 50, or of withdrawing from that obedience and creating an
independent Symbolic Grand Lodge for the State, Kingdom, Empire or Republic,
between which and the Supreme Council relations of amity should exist, each
recognizing the Lodges under the other as legitimate, and the members of all
entitled to mutual right of visiting.

This is, virtually, what has been done with the happiesl results in Hungary,
Belgium and Switzerland. In England, Scotland, Ireland, the United States and
Canada, the Supreme Councils do not govern Symholic Lodges, and consequently
no dissensions exist.
governed such Lodges, there will no longer be cause for dissension, if the Lodges

In countries where the Sup.'. Councils have created and

are invested with the right to adhere to the Sup.'. Councils, or create Grand
Lodges, at their option.

Men are to be governed by wise use of the motives that influence them.
Men of intellect and force are more actuated by the desire for dignities and offices,
rank, and the possession of power, than by any love of independence for others as
well as themselves. If a barrier is raised between them and the highest places,
they will never rest until they break it down. When an Order becomes great and
its members numerous, there will be many agitators and declaimers against self
constituted Power, as contrary to the genius of Masonry ; and these soon concen:
trate an opinion which no such Power can long resist.

Therefore, we would not, if we could, create and govern Symbolic Lodges
We know that each would soon become a centre of discontent ; and that the end
would be our own surrender of sovereignity, and their independenee.

You have asked my advice, and I give it frankly, hoping that if your Supreme
Council follows it, it will find an ample field for its labors in the Degrees above
the third, and in governing such Lodges as shall elect to adhere to it.
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Extracts from comments of the Grand Commander of the
Supreme Council for the Southern Jurisdiction, U, S. A., on
letter of Bro.". VICTORY Y. SAUREZ.

It is undeniable that the government of Symbolic Lodges by Sup.:. Councils
has almost everywhere been productive of discontents, schisms, and disasters.
When Masons of any Degrees, and Bodies composed of them, become numerous,
they will not long submit to be governed by a small body of men not elected by
themselves, and whose title to govern is the possession of a higher Degree. Nor
will a large Masonic people long consent to be governed by a body of men small
in number, who hold their offices for life and fill vacancies in their own number.

Nor, when the Masons of the Scottish Rite become numerous in any country,
will it be a thing to be regretted if they compel the Supreme Council to change
the Constitutions, abolish the life-tenure, and constitute the governing body of
representatives of the Subordinate Bodies elected by them for short terms.
Indeed, such a change, at the proper time, would be indispensable to the welfare
of the Order.

I'he change, when it does come, will go further than that. A Body composed
of delegates of Bodies of different degrees could not legislate for the various
Jodies. A Master Mason cannot lawfully, or properly, or Masonically, have
nything at all to do with making laws for, or governing, Bodies, working in
Degrees of which he knows nothing, and the consequence of a radical change
would be, at last, the creation of separate and independent Powers to administer
the Degrees worked by the different bodies.

Invariably, when a Supreme Council has had a hand in making that anoma-
lous and ridiculous organization, a Grand Orient. and has become a fraction of it,
it has still insisted on being supreme over the Degrees above the third, and exer-
cising a controlling influence in the Grand Orient. The Symbolic Grand Lodge
has always striven to lessen and restrict the powers of the Supreme Council, en-
roaching upon them contrary to the Constitutions if necessary ; and the end has

ilways been wrangling and dissension.

['he whole scheme, in all its varieties and forms and devices, for governing
Bodies of different Degrees, sometimes even of different Rites, by a Body com-
posed of Representatives of such Bodies, or by a Grand Orient composed of the
everal Powers that govern them, is at war with the fundamental principles of
Masonry.

A Supreme Council is nothing if not supreme. A Grand Orient is an incon-
jruous monster. A Grand Lodge, subordinate to any other Body, is a Grand
odge emasculated.

The Grand Constitutions make no provision Jor the government of Symébolic
-odyes by the Supreme Councils. When they were enacted there were Grand
l.odges everywhere ; and it certainly was not supposed that the Grand Lodges of
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Prussia would surrender their powers of government to a Supreme Council, Until
recently we believed that the Supreme Councils had the right to create and govern
Symbolic Lodges from the beginning, and that where they did not exercise it,
they simply refrained for the sake of harmony ; but being called upon carefully to
consider the question, we are of the clear opinion that upon the face of the Grand
Constitutions, these give no such power.

The Sup.*. Co.". of Colon is the only one which, by means of its Representa-
tives at the Congress at Lausanne, has attempted to dispute the right of this
Republic to have a Sup.-. Co.., pretending that Masonry in this country depends
on that Sup.*. Co.". because it has been constituted, it says, for the Island of Cuba
and the West Indies. However, it forgets—ist. That amongst these Islands that
of San Domingo cannot figure, because it is divided into two independent Repub-
lics, that of Hayti since the beginning of the century, and that of Dominica since
the year 1844. 2nd. That both are recognized and in relation with all the Nations
of the world, whilst the Island of Cuba still remains a Spanish Colony. 3rd. That
in the Republic of Hayti, a Supreme Council was founded on the 25th January,
1836, by virtue of the powers and instructions delegated by the S.:. C.-. of France
on the gth October of the previous year, 1835, whilst the Sup... Co.". of Colon
was constituted on the 27th November, 1859. 4th. That in order to establish
Symbolic Masonry in this part of the Island, in the year 1859 a Grand National
Lodge was created and installed with independence of all other foreign authority,
which was recognized by many Masonic Powers. 5th. That the Superior Bodies
up to the 32° or Consistory degree were installed by order and authority of the
S... C.*. for the Southern Jurisdiction of the U. S. A., and never of the Sup.-.
Co.". of Colon ; and finally that the said Sup.*. Co.". has never exercised jurisdic-
tion over Masonry in this country. On the contrary, it entered into fraternal
relations with the Grand Dominican Orient, that which composed it up to April,
1876, the Res.*. Gr.". Symb.*. Lodge, the Sov.*. Gr.. Chap.-., the Sov... Gr.'.

Supreme authority, as more conformable to the Rite it exercises

With the object of not allowing the least diminution of its inalienable right,
the Sup.*. Co.". of the Dominican Republic addressed itself to the Grand Congress
re-united at Lausanne, by memorial of the 1oth August, 1875, presenting it a
circumstantial history of Masonry in this country from the beginning of the century
to the time that it protested solemnly against all measures that might be taken by
that Grand Congress against the rights which, as a free and independent Nation,
belonged to it,

If the former reasons did not suffice by themselves alone to give to the Sup.-.
Co.*. over which I preside sufficient title to be considered a regular Masonic Power,
there would come to its aid the fact of continued possession for more than 18 years,
in the full exercise of its authority, without having had to lament the scandal of
the least schism, or the bodies depending on it having committed any irregularity,
which remain in fraternal relation with the Foreign Gr... Orients. And also by
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ancient practice the Supreme Councils always establish a certain time in which to
investigate the origina! irregularity of a new Masonic Power ; the time elapsed
since this Sup.*. Co.". installed itself is more than sufficient not only to cause this
state of investigation respecting the Sup.. Co.*. of the Dominican Republic to
cease, but also to have it recognized asa regular Masonic Power. On that account,
all its actions have already acquired, by prescription, a legitimate title to be in-
scribed on the Grand Roll of the Regular Sup.* Councils of the world—and pre-
scription, according to the announced opinion of Bro.. Burke, is the chiefl of all
titles.

The Sup.*. Co.". of the Dominican Republic trusts that that over which you
so worthily preside will comprehend the justice that aids it, and will no longer
delay entering into fraternal relations by means of respective Representatives who

M... P.. AND DEAR BROTHER,—

I had the honor to receive the deliverance of your Council with reference to
the Supreme Council of Egypt, and also a letter on the same subject from the
Sovereign Grand Commander of the Supreme Council of Ireland. I am directed
to express to you the entire concurrence of the Supreme Council of Scotland on
the views you express. We hope the result may be that the Supreme Council of
Egypt, in consequence of the representations which have been made to it, will
declare the Charter and Diplomas issued by it to be cancelled. As the parties
holding these documents will not likely return them, this is all that can be asked,
and if it declare them cancelled, whatever effect that might have, I believe this
Council would be quite satisfied with such a declaration.

With reference to a suggestion by the Sovereign Grand Commander of Ire-
land, that an attempt be made to heal the so-called Council of New Zealand, I am
directed by the Sovereign Grand Commander to say that he would not be prepared
to advise this Council to accede to any such proposal. Before it could be even
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entertained it would be necessary that Sister Councils were satisfied that the parties
forming the spurious Council were in all respects fitted to establish a legitimate
one. But even were this admitted, this Council entertains a very decided opinion
that, under the Constitutions of the Order, it is incompetent to create Councils in
Colonies. The Colonies are really a part of the parent country ; and if there be a
Council there, it would seem irregular to create more. Once let this principle be
departed from, and in connection with Great Britain alone, we may suddenly have
twenty or thirty Councils added to the roll. If we admit the right of New Zealand
to have a Council, then why should not each Province in the Australian Continent,
Victoria, Queensland, Sydney, d&c., each have one? Then all the Provinces of
India have an equal right. So has each West Indian Island, Malta, Gibraltar,
may put in a claim, and perhaps even Cyprus. You will see the importance of
the question when viewed in this way.

No doubt it will be said that regularly or irregularly a Council of some sort
has been established in New Zealand, and that it is better to legalize it than have
a spurious one working. This, however, appears to us a very dangerous argu-
ment to use. It is really offering a premium to Members of the Masonic Craft for
violating all rules of the Order ; and if it come to be thought that to get a regular
Council established it is only necessary to establish an irregular one, the evil
resulting from such a course would be great. If no countenance be given to this
spurious body in New Zealand, it will soon die a natural death, and this result will
be accelerated if the Egyptian Council cancels the Charter. This Council trusts,
thereflore, you will use your influence with Egypt to bring about so desirable a

FRANCE.

Since the close of the Session of the Supreme Council, information has been
received of the death of the Illustrious Lieutenant Grand Commander of the
Supreme Council for France, BARON TAYLOR, who died at Paris, on 6th Sep-
tember, and who was distinguished alike for his Masonic zeal, and for his interest
in the arts, and in all that tends to elevate and dignify human character.

Information has also been received that nine Lodges of the obedience of the
Grand Lodge Central of the Supreme Council of Frante, headed by Lodge Fustice,
have set up an authority which they call a Symbolic Grand Lodge Independent.
They declare that they do not desire to separate themselves from the Scottish
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Freemasonry, but only to possess themselves of rights which are accorded to
Symbolic Lodges'in almost every part of the world. Nevertheless, their act can-

not be regarded as anything less than an act of rebellion against legitimate auth. §

ority. They have put themselves outside the pale of recognition by seeking to
secure by rebellion what they should have striven to gain by lawful discussion, and
by the action of the Grand Body to which their allegiance is due.

ENGLAND.

Since the close of the sitting of this Supreme Council, the Supreme Council
for England, Wales, &c., has informed this Council that, in answer to the application
of the Supreme Council of Egypt for a recognition, it will offer no further objection
to its recognition on its making formal application to the Supreme Council for
Switzerland, the executive Power of the Councils forming the Lausanne Confeder-
ation.

The above answer having been received, all obstacles to the recognition of the
Supreme Council of Egypt by this Council are now removed.
