ROOSEVELT MAY ISSUE CALL
FOR HAGUE TRIBUNAL MEETING

Washington State ,Department Learns That Matter Will Be
Yaken Up At Once---American Trade in Manchuria After
the War---Departmental Scandals.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Sept, 5. — It
is stated at the state department that the
question of reconvening the Hague tri-
bunal will be bropght up as eoon as the
Russo-Japanese enivoys are eafely started
home. The invitation for another meet-
" ing of the conference was issmed by Pre-
fident Roosevelt last epring, but it was
then explained by several of the signatory
powers that while they would be ready
to meet again at the Hague, it was better
to postpone the gathering till the Russo-
Japancse hostilitics were out of the way.
Secretary Root will soon be back in Wash-
ington and it is thought that as soon as
he arrives President Rocsevelt will take
up the matter with him and a fresh call
for the conference will be issued.

An exceedingly interesting report has
been received trom Consul General Sam-
mons at Newchwang on the subject of
{American trade in Manchuria after the
war. He says that there is a good open-
ing there for American farming machinery
and for many other lines of goods.

Engineeny Hunter was in the city this
morning and in conversation with the
Times he said the damage dome to the
water extension was mot so Dad as was
rumored yesterday. -The main trouble

will be on No. 1 section, where the wiood
stave pipe has been forced out of position
by the flood of water.

On No. 2 section the trouble is mainly
in the trenches which are filled with wa-
ter. The contractors are experiencing
considerable trouble in keeping the men
at work, as every “dey a large number
leave to go on a carousal and do mot re-
turn for two or three days and some do
not come back at all. As an instance of
what the contractors have to contend
with, it might be mentioned that, while
there were about 350 men working on all
sections of the line last week, yesterday
less than 150 reported for duty.. Concerne
ing the statement in one of the papers to
the effect that the city had not yet sup-|
plied the air valves for the wood pipe and
in consequence, the air driven into the
pipe by the rush of water had camsed il
to lift, he said that the tatement was
absurd. Had the valves been on the pipes
the air confined in them would have
caused the water to lift them much more
readily. As it was the pipe was open so
that a certain amount of water could get
in and this was an advantage as it offer-
ed more resistance fo the flood.

The pipe at present is bowed upward

vemedy this it will be necessary to pump
out the water, remove the inud end gravel
that has been washed in under the pipe,
‘then lJoosen the iron bands and force-the
pipe back into position. It is thought
that this can be done in from one to
two weeks if the weather is favorable.

This water is running off to-
day very rapidly, both through the under
drain and the main pipe, the latter carry-
ing away considemable of it., Mr. Hun-
ter said he thought if there was a good
warm day the trench would be dry in
about 24 hours. ;

The water will do more good than harm
to the Dry Lake portion of the work as
it will save: pumping in that muck water.

Mr. Hunter said that the scheme of re-
moving - the muck from the trench across
the lake was succeeding admirably.

On Mooney’s section very little trouble
is encountered. The pumps were kept go-
ing and until about two o’clock Monday
nfternoon they kept'the trench fairly free,
but after that the water gained about two
or three feet, This, however, can be easi-
ly removed.

Although the peace announcement o
Tuceflay met with a half-hearted response,
the havior of the stock market was per-
fectly natural under the circumstances. The
steady rise of the last month more than
discounted the good effects of the peace
news, which was, howevef, scarcely looked
for on the day that the agreement was reach
ed. Except for the temporary rally, which
was more pronounced abroad than here, .the
formal ending of the war. had only passing
effect on the security list. At the moment
when the news came, the markets of Europe
were depressed by the difficulties at Paris,
and the complications that the heavy sugar
losses involved. Our market also had other
influences to reckon with. The local with-
drawals of cash for the West, and the pros-
pects of an altogether extraordinary de-
4mand for crop-moving money immediately
offset the sentimental effects of the peace
declaration. On the theory that the pub-
lec inevitably buys on good news there was
basis for the expectation that the long-look-
&j-for event would cause general rejoicing
which would find vent in heavy purchases
of stocks. Exactly the reverse appened,
for the whole list is materially lower today
than it was before the conclusion was reach
ed.

This disappointing response does not, how
ever, diminish the importance of the peace
agreement, or the beneficial effect that it is
sure to have on investment conditions.
With two great nations at war, an enormous
expense account piling up, and little immed-
fate prospect of. any decisive contest, the
outlook has been anything but encourag-
ing. These barriers have not only now been
removed, but Russia emerges from the con-
ference without a huge indemnity to pro-
vide, as all the great markets were figuring

on her having to do. This in itself is of no
small importance, for notwithstanding the

heavy loans that have still to be brought
out, the burden of financing a large indem-
nity might have tied up the great Europe-
an markets for months to come, Russia, how
ever, will probably have to pay well for
what accommodation she secures, since for-
eign bankers are apparently disinclined to
bring out another issue at terms yielding

but unless the situation shifts in the mean-
time no better bids, according to European
advices, will be obtained. As our London
correspondent points out in his special fin-
ancial cable today, Europe is counting on
providing for the loan without the aid of
this market, unless an international flota-
tion is decided upon at terms sufficiently
high to insure general response.

The forthcoming loans will make heavy
inroads in Europe’'s supply of floating cap-
ital and force, perhaps the postponement of
other issues that would be a¥ ersely affect-
ed by the competition. In spite of the dis-
turbed situation at Paris, the French bank-
ers will be glad enough to provide Russia
with sufficient funds to facilitate the read-
justment of its credits and the resumption
by its people of their peaceful pursuits. The
war has been attended by so ma hard-
ships upon French investors, and has been
80 long an overshadowing factor of disturb-
ance at Paris that relief under any condi-
tions will be welcomed. To secure the best
fruits of the settlement and restore order
out of the chaotic conditions that have so
long distressed Russia’s creditors, fresh ad-
vances will be therefore willingly made.
Just how these demands will be financed,
and to what extent they will deplete Eu-
rope's gold supply, is the problem for the
autumn markets to reckon with. Any large
withdrawals of gold from London would,
no doubt, be immediately reflected here, and
force a quick readjustment of the credits
secured by our bankers on the other side.

Although the Japanese loan may be post-
poned for a time, a fresh issue will undoubt
edly be announced before the year is out.
This will no doubt find ready acceptance
here and abroad, even Paris offering sup-
port if the prejudice of that market is by
that time allayed. While these prospective
demands were scarcely effective in forcing
the fractional advance in money here this
week, the hardening of rates was natural in
view of the heavy drain of currency of the
interior. The September outflow bids fair
to break all records of recent years, and
may reach proportions that will make it

WALL STREET AFFAIRS

(New York Herald, Monday.)

So far as the fundamentals of the situa-
tion are concerned nothing of a really un-
favorable nature developed during the week
in Wall sireet. Prices underwent a sharp
reaction and signs were not wanting at the
close of the week that declines might go
still further, but this process would be

. ther in the nature of a rectification of a
&t'imon which was disturbing.
sappointment over the meagre response
fhade by the public to the RussoJapanese
peace agreement and fears of - monetary
stringency were the causes which profession-
al Wall street assigned for the slump in
prices. No one will be inclined to seriously
dispute the fact that these features may
déhave served to open the eyes of speculators
to certain existing conditions which render-
ed enthusiastic upbidding of pdices undesir-
able, if not impossible. They did not create
the situation, however, which influenced the
sdccline,

Had the Portsmouth conference broken up
without an agreement the same results
would in all probability have followed. Per-
haps the reaction would have been a trifle
more severe, but no one can proonounce upon
that point. In cther words, the stock mar-
ket contained within itself the seeds of its
own undoing. Prices had reached the high-
est level in the history of the country and
the banking position had weakened as a Te-
sult of the unprecedented loan expansion,
reared upon diminished cash holdings and
protected by the smallest cash reserve in
many years. An important rclement in the
market had little or no confidence in the
permanence of these high prices, while ex-
perienced brokers had already become ap-
prehensive of the monetary osition.

" The effort to explain the #decline as due
solely to the bear party is childish, The
market had paved the way for its own
stumble, and when it tripped the great specu-
lative element which had lured it into the
rough places by inordinate manipulation
simply facilitated the declines with a shove.
Then as if to add insult to injury the chief
spokesman of the group makes the cheerful
announcement that the break js healthy and
that the market needs it. That it is a cor-
rective will be admitted, but it can scarcely
be agreeable for those who blindly followed
the speculative leaders on the advance, yet
received no warnings of the danger, to have
their wounds salved with words now that

J4hey have experienced losses. However, the

g ;iorts of the bear party in the direction of

lower prices could not have been successful
unless favored by conditions which rendered
some selling desirable or imperative,

These suaden reversals of form in a specu-
lative market mark awakenings. Even be-
fore the outcome of peace at Portsmouth
there were signs that the community was
awakening to the monetary situation and
was pecoming apprenensive of its future.
Still prices were nigh and apparenuy strong
and the banking element, particularly tha,t
branch of it which works hand in hand
with the speculative party, expressed un-
bounded confidence in the future and was
predicung still higher prices. All the while
probably it was supping out shares. Then
came tne announcement of peace, and with
the efforts made by some security holders to
take profits the discovery was made that the
public was not inclined to buy at the pre-
vailing high range.

FRBIGHTS.

After trying fo charter an American boat
at any price the Southern Pacific Company
announced yesterday that it had leased the
British steamship Prince Arthur from' the
Dominion Atlantic Railway Company, and
will place it in service between New Orleans
and Havana on October 18.

R ber, we refund your money

upon which its future firmness is now pre-
dicted are very largely a set of conditions
which Wall street has regarded as the most

favorable factors for higher prices. To be
sure there has been an excessive burdening
of credit due to the marking up of securities
to unprecedented heights. Still, these were
in many instances justified by bankers and
speculators, by the magnificent crop pros-
pects and by the promise of sustained and
expanding agricultural and commercial ac-
tivity. It takes funds for the farmer to move
his crops to the distributing markets; it re-
quires the abundant use of capital for the
manufacturer and the merchant to purchase
his materials, work them through their pro-
cesses and market them with the consumer.
If anything was more certain than another,
it was that if the country was to reap the
benefit of its great crops and its quickened
commercial life an active employment of
capital would be necessary.

Wall street deals in its speculative ven-
tures only with the surplus funds of the
community. Its own capital could not long
support the enormous volume of credits re-
quired in its business. It has to call for aid
from the accumulations of other persons de-
posited in banks and drawn to this great
centre, When to move his crops or grind
his mills, the real owner of the money de-
mands its return Wall street has to give it
up and look elsewhere for sapital. The spec-
ulator raises his bids for .accommodation,
if he has available assets, or he sells some-
thing to procure it, sometimes willingly,
sometimes perforce. It Is a very simple op-
eration, but sometimes it entails sacrifices
and loss. But in the present situation of
greatly expanded loans and slender reserves,
falling at a time of crop moving demand
and active industry, it was impossible for
banks, without overstepping the bounds of
safety, to furnish the speculator with setill
larger supplies of money.

It is true that the money market has as
yet made no sign of acute stringency, but
unless bank figures are falsified and all ex-
perience fails the situation as disclosed by
the banking returns renders it impossible
for an active and advancing market to con-
tinue coincident with the increasing agricul-
tural and commercial demand for money. To
correct the situation the markets proceed
along the line of least resistance, and that
is liquidation in the security market. Money
is an automatic market, and speedily ad-
justs itself, but in the process of adjust-
ment at times loans have to be called, se-
curities sold or bh}s raised high to command

the funds. In this connection it is true that
the country can . utilize foreign credits and
that it is already doing so. This employ-
ment is ‘thoroughly justified whenever it
benefits the real "business interests of the
country. It has on occasions in the past,
however, been disastrous when employed
purely to sustain a speculative market. That
was demonstrated in 1902 and 1903.

With Russian and Japanece loans and with
conditions altered by the peace the present
and immediate market has little to do. The
matters that it has chiefly ‘to consider are
domestic and immediate. It is well to recall
in: this connection that not a single funda-
mental factor has been changed by the de-
cline in the security market of the week.
The crops are most promising, bank clear-
ances expand, railway earnings are sustain-}
ed. It is not matters such as these which in-
fluenced the market’s decline or which may
force reaction further. It was simply the ex-
cess of speculation, the advance of prices to
too high a level, the overburdening of credit.
In liquidation are safety and the correction
of these errors. The industrial future is
certainly bright.

The selection of pictures shown is also
good and sufficiently varied to please ev-
ery taste. Among the special features
last evening were the Hackenschmidt-Jen-
kins’ wrestling amatch, the motor boat
race from Calais to Dover, the Christmas
€arol, the Last of the Mohicans, and the
British army pictures. These were in-
terspersed with many comic representa-
tions. The local pictures were disap-
pointing, the only one shown being that
of newsboys securing papers from a Jlocal
office.

MR. MITCHELL'S PROGRAMME

The recent statement made by Presi-

Workers of America, has aroused much
discussion in the United States and Can-
ada. Mr. Mitchell said:-

“So far as I am concerned, there can
be no lasting peace in the anthracite re-
gion until the miners get an eight-hour
day and the union is recognized by the
operators.”

It is announced from Wilkesbarre, Pa.,
that representatives of the anthracite
miners will meet in November to formu-
Jate their demands, which it is said “will
include recognition of the union, an eight
hour day, the weighing of coal and pay-
ing by weight for a ton of 2,000 pounds in-
stead of the 2,800 pounds which is called
& ton in some of the collieries, a new con-
ciliation board of three members, and
some features of tthe present agreement.”

President Mitchell says these demands
will be presented to the coal operators,
and if they refuse to grant them a strike
and a fight to a finish will result.

Put briefly, the men want a nine-hour
wage for an eight-hour day, and the deni-
al of work to every man who does not
join the union.

The two demands are in no sense re-
lated to each other. To determine wheth-
er a day’s pay shall be given for eight
hours work, the employer has only to
consider whether his business will stan
the relative increase in the cost of pro-
duction. But when he approaches the sec-
ond demand, he must make up his mind
<whether he or his employes shall choose
‘the men whose wages he must pay. ¥or,
while it may be true that he would be
free to choose among the union men, he
would be debarred from selecting any
obhers, and would have to subscribe to
the doctrine that only a man who joins
a union has any right to earn a living.
This is what Mr. ‘Mitchell practically
says. Though an avowed Jabor leader, he
would mnot con himself at all aboat
the rights of a laborer who did mot be-
long to the uniom. And yet such men
have rights. The Roosevelt commission,
appointed during ithe great coal strike in
1992, in its report said:- “Our language is
the language of a free people, and fails to
furnigh any form of speech by which the
i right of 8 citizen to work when he pleases
he pleases and on what terms
he pleases can be successfully denied.”
The same commission declared that the
constitution of the United Mina Workers
was not such as to encourage operators
to enter into contracts with the union,
and recommended amendments, Wwhich
have not been adopted.

“The only thing at all that has happen-

gions, unless the demands for an eight-
hour day and recognition of the union are
granted. If anything is to be said on a
matter so distant, it is that to be fore-
warned is to be forearmed. The coal
operators have abundant time to prepare
for the struggle if one is to come; and it
is on this account a contingency much less
to be dreaded.”

Another journal charges Mr. Mitchell
with intolerance and tyranny, and calls
him the persecutor of anthracite consum-
ere, and the advocate of coercion. = Still
another, - referring to the demand for re-
cognition of the union, says:— |

1904. As regards imports from other
countries, they -have increased at a much |
lower rate, or else show decreases.

The exports during the same periods
were largest for China, which is credit-
ed with $21,032,000 as compared with
$14,953,000 during the first six months of
1904. The United States ranks next
among the countries to which Japanese
products are destined, the figures for the
first six months of 1905 being $20,304,000
as against $19,910,000 for the previous
year. In the third place now stands
Korea, with $5,852,000 as against $3,840,
000 for the same period of 1904. 'The
exports to the other countries are rela- '
tively small, and, moreover, show de- |
cresses. Thus, exports to France, one
of Japan’s large customers of silk, have
fallen from $7,117,000 during the first six
months of 1904 to $5,401,000 during the
first six months of 1905. The exports to
the United Kingdom have likewise de-
creased from $4,343,000 to $3,335,000,
while exports to Germany have fallen
from $1,008,000 in 1904 to $1,045,000 in
1905.

The leading position of the United
States in Japanese foreign commerce is
seen from the fact that this country fur-
nished 22.4 per cent. of the total imports
during the first six months of 1905 as
compared with 14.7 per cent. of the total |
imports during the same period of 1904:,l

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REV. MR. ROSS ON
SOUTH AFRICA

Clergyman Talks Entertalning-
ly of Conditions Since the
War---Business Is Not Brisk.

Rev, Francls A, Ross, from Cape 'Town,
fouth Africa, who preached in Bt. An-
drew’s church on Sunday last, thinks that
many people have wromg impressions of
the Dutch people, and feels that in some
respects, at least, they have been ma-
ligned. Rev. Mr. Ross was chaplain to
the Royal Scots and Scots Guards during
the South African war, and tells of hav-
ing met many of the people of that coun-
try, to whom he refers as both Christian
and oultured. True, some are dirty and
careless, but this condition exists in all
countries.

Many of them have splendid stock
!favms, whilst others are engaged in min-
| ing, which in many districts is very re-
munerative. The Dutch, he says, make
good citizens, and are andent supporters
of the Dutch church.

He pointed out a peculiarity which is
not always moticeable to any extent in
our own country, viz., if a young man is
| desirous of wooing a Dutch maiden he
will be totally ignored unless he is a
member of the church.

He believes that the Dutch and Presby-
terian bodies will in time be largely in the
majority and deplores the fact that high
churchmen (Anglican) have gained a foot-
hold there.

Referring again to the conditions of the
country he said that the last reports he
{ had neceived were to the effect that busi-
ness was not very brisk. He believes,
however, that there is a very .bright
future: in store for Africa, but this must
depend on the wisdom with which the
country is governed. There is same dis-
content with regard to the government,
and the people want to control themselwves,

| king but thus far a satisfactory reply had
not been received. :

Rev. Mr. Ross thinks it is a pity that
Chinese were imported into Africa to be
employed in the mines as riots had re-
sulted. The question, he said, was not the

were offered. The natives will work but
they must be paid for it.

He thinks there is little use going to
Africa unless one has money or else a
position, as living is high. Speaking of

the war, he seemed to think that Rhodes,

Jameson and Chamberlain were largely to
blame.

ferred to them as brutes and useless. This,

| he said, was wrong, as in Basutoland they

Important Changes at Atlantic
City Convention --- instaiment
System and Term Policy As-
sured Under New Rules.

The following article 18 clipped from an
Elizabeth, N. J., paper with regard to the
recent meeting of the Supreme Court of
the Independent Order of Foresters, held
in Atlantic City, N. J.:—

«While the legislation enagted by the Su-
preme Court was limited, it was quite im-

tant.
gt the surplus funds of the Order had in-
creased. nearly four million dollars since the
Supreme Court session in California three
0, and that they now amounted to
over mnine million dollars, settled at once all
rumors as to an increase in rates.

“Among the changes made was the re-
duction of the age limit to 16 years in place
of 18 '%s it has been.  This change |
Was made in view of the fact that the death |
rate for the ages of 16 and 17 years is less:
than four a thousand.

“‘Another important change was the ad-
dition of two new forms of insurance, name-
1y, the instalment system and the term pol-
icy. the former a member can arrange
to have the face value of his policy paid to
his beneficiary in 10 years instalments in-
stead of one payment. By the term policy
a member can carry insurence for a term
of either five, ten, fifteen or twenty years,
The rates for these two plans are consider-*
ably lower than for the regular ilite plan
now in force. For instance, while a mem-
ber 30 years of age pays a monthly premium
of $1.14 for $1,000 insurance, payable in one
payment, he can carry an instalment policy
for $L.04, and for a term policy he will pay
72 cents for five years; 78 for 10, 80 cents
for 15, and 86 cents for 20. These policies
which are optional, can all be carried by
the members if they so decide.

“It was also decided to issue a special
policq of $250, for the exclusive benefit of the
companion or women courts .of the Order.
The male members will not be permitted to
take out a policy for less than $500.

““After a discussion on the subject it was
concluded to support the Orphass’ Home by
a .monthly contribution of one eent from
each member. This will aggregate abdout |
$27,000 a year.

PEACE WAS SEALED BY
FRIENDLY HANDSHAKE

After the Treaty of Portsmouth Was Signed, Witte Extended
the Palm of Friendship to Komura---Felicitous Speeches
Followed---Signing of Treaty Was Not At All Spectacular.

Portsmouth, N. H., Sept. 5.—The treaty
of Portsmounth was signed a little before
4 o’clock this afternoon in the conference
room of the navy general store at the
navy yard. The firing of a national salute
of 21 guns was the signal which told the
people of Portsmouth, Kittery and New-
castle that the peace of Portsmouth was
an accomplished fact and the church bells
in the three towns were soon pealing forth
a joyful refrain.

For forty-seven minutes those outside the
opnfemnce room anxiously awaited th”
signal. Suddenly an orderly dashed to the
entrance of the peace building and waved
his hand to the gunner a few feet away
and the opening shot of the salute rang
out on the clear air of the soft September
afternoon proclaiming peace between Rus-
sia and Japan.

Three o’clock was the hour set for the
final eession of the conference. An hour
pefore that a heavy thunder showers was
in. progress but as Mr. Witte and Baron
Rosen left the hotel for the navy yard the
rain had stopped. When Baron Komura
and Mr. Takahira entered their automobile
twenty minutes later the sun suddenly
shone out which called forth the remark
from Baron Komura: “It is a good omen
for peace.” This remark was cheered by
the crowd.

The Russian plenipotentaries reached the
yard at 2.45 and received an ambassadorial
salute of nineteen. guns. The yard pre-
sented a lively scene as the automobile
bearing Mr. Witte and Baron Rosen dash-
ed up. To ome side in special full dress
were two compani€s of marines who ren-
dered the prescribed honors as Mr. Witte
and Baron Roeen passed. Grouped in front
of the conference hall were correspondents
admitted to the mavy yard at the special
request of Mr. Witte and they gave him a
hearty cheer. He was greeted by Mr.
Peirce, the third secretary of state; Ad-
miral Mead, commandant of the yard, and
Commander Cameron McR. Winslow,
commanding the Mayflower, and the five
midshipmen ordered here for duty in con-
nection with the peace conference.

The Russians went at once to their
private offices to await the Japanese, who
did mot reach the navy yard until 3
o’clock. Baron Komura and Mr. Takahira
were also saluted with 19 guns as they
entered the yard. They were ushered at
once to the Japanese offices. Then the
Ruseian secretaries immediately came over
and began the comparative reading of the
Russian and Japanese copies which re-
quired about twenty minutes. Upon the
completion of this task they then' pre-
pared the two copies of the protocol of
the final sitting, leaving only the exact
hour to be filled in.

tiaries entered the conference room. They
merely bowed to each other and took their
accustomed seats. Instead of the eecre-
taries sitting mext the plenipotentaries,
however, these chairs were occupied by the
remaining delegates, Mr, Witte sat at the
center of the table facing the window.
On his right was Baron Rosen and Cap-
tain Rouesine, the latter occupying the
seat of Mr. Martens who was retained at
his home by indisposition. -On Mr, Witte’s
left sat Mr. Pokotiloff and General Fer-
maloff. ‘Directly opposite Mr. Witte was
Baron Komura with Mr. Takahira and
Mr. Sato on his right and Mr. Dennison
and Mr. Yamaza on his left. At one end
of the table sat Mr. Placon with the Rus-
sian originals of the treaty in French and
English and the final protocol. Grouped
around the table were the other members
of the two missions and the invited wit-
neeses, Mr. Peirce, as the pemsonal rep-
resentative of the president; Admiral
Mead, commander of the navy yard; Cap-
tain Winslow, commanding the Mayflaw-
er, the governor of New Hampshire, and
the mayor of Ponrtemouth.

As soon as the delegates had taken their
seate Mr. Sato went to Mr. Witte’s side
with the Japanese copies of the treaty,
which he placed before him. At the same
time Mr. Plancon placed the Russian
copies before Baron Komura. Almost at
the same moment the two seelected pens
and signed their names first to the French
and then to the English text. The copies
were then signed by Baron Rosen and Mr.
Takahira. Mr. Sato returned the Jap-
anese copies for the signatures of Baron
Komura and Mr. Takahira. Mr. Witte
and Baron Rosen affixed their signatures
to the Russian, copies and the treaty of
Portemouth was signed, the ceremony be-
ing complete at 3.50.

To this moment no word had broken
the silence of the conference room.
Throwing his pen aside Mr. Witte, with-
out a word, reached across the table and
grasped Baron Komura’s hand. His con-
ferees followed and the Russian and Jap-
anese delegates remained for a moment
in bilence, their right hands tightly clasp-
ed across the conference table. The war
was over, Russia and Japan were once
more friends.

There &vas nothing stagey about this
simple ceremony: it rang true and deep-
ly impressed the attaches and secretaries
of the two missions, who with the invit-
ed witnesses had formed a large circle
around the delegates sitting at the table.

Baron Rosen was the first to break the
gilence, Rising from his seat, the ambas-
sador looking Baroh Komura and Mr
Takahira straight in the eye, said a few
words, which one had only to hear to

It is mot for us active partici-
pants in the conclusion of this treaty to
pass judgment on its import and signifi-
cance. As negotiators on behalf of the
Empire of Russia, as well as of the Em-
pire of Japan, we may with tranquil con-
science say that we have donme all that
was in our power in order to bring about
the peace for which the whole civilized
world was longing. As plenipotentiaries
of Russia we fulfil a most agreeable duty
in acknowledging that in negotiating with
our hitherto adversaries, and from this
hour our friends, we have been dealing
with true and thorough gentlemen to
whom we are happy to express our high
esteem and personal regard. We earnest-
ly hope that friendly relations between
the two empires will henceforth be firmly
established, and we trust that his excel-
lency, Baron Komura, as minister of
foreign affairs and one of the leading
statesmen of his country, will apply to
the strengthening of these relations the
wide experience and wise statesmanship
he so conspicuously displayed during these
negotiations which have now been so au-
spiciously concluded.”

Baron Komura replied that he shared
entirely the views of Baron Rosen. The
treaty of peace was in the interest of
humanity and ecivilization and he was
happy to believe that it would bring
about a firm and lasting peace between
neighboring empires. He added that it

,would always be pleasant for him to re-

call that throughout the long and serious
negotiations which ~they have now left
behind them, he and his colleague had
invariably received from the Russian plen-
ipotentiaries the highest courtesy and con-
sideration, 4nd finally he begged to as-
sure the Russian plenipotentiaries that it
would be his duty as well as his great
pleasure to do everything in his power

TERRORIZED
_ BY TARTARS

They Are Overrunning the
Whole of the Seutheast
Caucasus.

e——

St. Petersburg, Sept. 5—A despatch from
Tiflis received today says:

“The whole of the southeast Caucasus is
now terrorized by Tartars.

“Refugees are pouring in here from
Baku, Elizabethpol and Shusha.

“Details from Shusha show that several
engagements were fought between Tartars
and Anmenians behind regular positions
and that a considerable part of the town
was soon in flames.

“According to an official estimate over
200 houses were destroyed.”

Baku, Sept. 5—Troops under the direc-
tion of the governor are acting with the
utmost vigor but they have not stcceeded
in restoring order, although there is rather
less firing.

Armed rioters today attacked the oil
works in the suburb of Balakhan and
after a hot fight set fire to them.

Tartar bands are scouring the country,
murdering and pillaging.

The country is in a state of wild panic
and country houses and farms are being
abandoned.

The famine in many parts of the coun-
try venders the situation more terrible.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 5—Fighting con-
tinues between Armenians and Tartars
and the troops at Baku, Caucasia. Many
of the oil fields are in flames. Reinforce-
ments have been sent from Tiflis. Official
despatches state that the workmen’s quar-
ters at Baku were burning last night.

Elizabethpol,  Caucasus, Sept. 5.—San-
guinary fighting has occurred between Tar-
tars and Armenians in the village of Khan-
kend.
