STURGEON FISHERY.

Depletion of the St. John Rivet 'aad
. Othier Fishing fids Ailmost Com-
 plete, )
The decline; 6f the, stargeoht fishery
of New Brunswick furnishes an extreme
example of the manneér in whica- this
fishery - throughout the dominion * has
been steadily but surely depleted.
Thirty-five years ago the St. John
river contained an immensely productive
sturgeon fishery, which, ‘ prior to 1880,
was unutilized because.Canadian fisher-
men were not aware of thé real valpe of
the sturgeon. When, iowever, its -com«.
mercial value became known, mainly
through the caviar merchants in New
York city, no time was lost in exploit-
ing the fishery to the maximum,
In’the absence of effective restrictions,
the supply of sturgeon in the .St. John
river was rapidly ‘exhausted. In the two
years 1880 and 1881, the catch in New
Brunswick exceeded the total output of
the province for the following thirty-
two years. In the five-year period ‘1680
to 1884 the average catch exceeded 800,
000 pounds, while during the last five~
year period for which statistics ‘are
available, 1909 to 1918, it was less than
14,000 pounds. What is true of the St.
John river-is true in a lesser degree of
practically all sturgeon fisheries in Cg,n-
da.

During the five years, 1894 to 1898,
the dominion, as a whole, produced an
annual output of more than two and a
half million pounds of sturgeon. For
the years 1909 to 1918 tae average an-
nual catch had fallen to considerably
less than one million pounds. i

How to revivg the sturgeon fishery
is a difficult problem. _Artificial culture
has never proven a success -on this:con-
tinent. The American stargeon fishery
is probably in an even ‘more depleted
condition than that of ‘Canada, and a
total prohibition of sturgeon fishing, for
a period of ten years, has been suggest-
ed as the only solution. Such a drastic
measure should be ‘a last resort, but
would surely be preferable to the com-
plete extinction of a species so valu-
able, commercially, as the sturgeon.—
Conservation.

Napol-
eont’s great victory at Dresden in August
of that year only postponed the great
defeat at Leipsic in October.

During the first month it was natural
to think of Paris as the place where the
war would be decided. Later it was
Calais. Later-it was Russia. Now thal
things are at a standstill in the west
and in Russia, while battles are being
won and lost in the Balkans, it is the
Balkans and Egypt that become the de-
cisive factors.

. No one will venture to say that an
extension of the war to Egypt is alto-
gether impossible. But sober and ex-
pert critics in England and Germany do
not regard such an event as probable. If
the war is to be decided on the field of
battle, instead of by exhaustion, the dec-
cision must fall in what still remains
the crucial point of contact, France and
Belgium. A recent dispatch quotes from
an address of the Kaiser to his troops in
Belgium: “Important results are pend-
ing'in the Balkans, where our troops and
those of our courageous allies are bring-

He is to Keep up Centest For
Custody of Child >

Tokio, Oct. 21—(Correspondence)—
Mrs. Harriet A. Eills of Massachusetts
has. won the first decision in the battle
for the possession of her child, which
has engaged the attention of two con-
tinents. As reported by cable yesterday
the District *Court of Tokio handed
down a judgment against John Eills in
the suit brought by his wife for the
permanent possession of their eight-year-
old daughter, Olga Natalie.

Mr. Eills at once made an appeal to
the Tokio Court of Appeal, announcing
through his lawyer at the same time, that
if the Appeal Court rules against him he
will continue the fight to the Supreme
Court of Japan. It is expected that the
case will require another six months or
a year for definite settlement.

for a temporary order from the court for
the immediate custody of the child pend-
ing the result of the appeal. This tem-
porary possession will probably be op-
posed by the defendant.

The Japanese court reached its decision
without going into the question of the
respective fitness of the parents to act as
the girl’s guardian. The judges refused
to consider this point of the case. They
held that the decision of the court of
Massachusetts, from which Mrs. Eills
had two decrees, giving her the custody
of her daughter, has created a legal stat-
us that ought to be recognized in Japan,
just as the status of marriage perform-
ed abroad is recognized here.

The decision was based largely on con-
sideration of public policy, it being the
attitude of the court that a judgment
against Mrs. Eills would affect the val-
idity of the law of Japan in sintilar cases
in the United States.

Mr. Eills, who is a teacher of English
in the Higher Commercial School, took
his daughter from his wife in 1918 and
came to Japan. An attempt to have him
extradited having failed, Mrs. Eills her-
self came to Japan to begin the fight for
the custody of her-daughter. All at-
