Hits The U. S.

Chicago, Feb. 8—A blast of winter
from the northwest that caused a sud-

den drop of temperazure in the plains
states last night was overspreading the
United States today. It was predicted
that cold wave would embrace the
lower lakes region, the Ohio Valley,
Tennessee and the interior of the east
gulf states not later than tonight,
reaching the Atlantic states from North
Carolina northward by tomorrow.

HAVE ISOLATED
THE “FLU” GERM

Discovery by Two Doctors
.of Rockefeller Institute
-an Jmportant One.

Schenectady, N. Y. Feb, 8—Hopes
of thousands of sufferers from epidemic
influenza for a cure or preventative of
the disease were raised today by an-
nouncement of the discovery of the
cause and the isolation of the germ, by
two doctors of the Rockefeller Institu-
tute of Medical Research.

The isolation will permit experimen-
tation with antidotes and anti-toxins,
So small is the germ that it must be
magnified 1000 times before it is seen
distinctly under the miscroscope. The
germ lodges in the nose and throat dur-
ing the first 86 hours of influenza in-
fection, then attacks the lungs in such
a way as to make them susceptible to
other germs in the nose and thrnoat,
notably those of pneumonia and bron-
chitis,

The report, which contains announce-
ment of the discovery regarding the
“flu” germ issues this warning:—

“Recent reports received from abroad
and from points in the U. S. indicate
that a secondary wave of epidemic in-
fluenza, relatively mild in character is
paissin,g over’ parts of Europe and Am-
erica.

RECORD NEARLY SET

Twenty-three Reported in Toronto
During January. \

Toronto, Feb. 8.—January nearly
set a record for Toronto in the num-
ber of violent deaths or people who
died suddenly when thirty-eight deaths
were recorded.

PRISONER PLEADS
GUILTY T0 SECOND
DEGREE MURDER

William Lipschitz’s Confes-
sion Stops Trial for Mur-
der — Judge Doubts His
Story— Believes He was
Hired to Commit Crime.

New York, Feb. 8—The first degree
murder trial of William Lipschits, a

youthful clothing cutter, for shooting
and killing Benjamin Levinsky in the
hallway of 7156 Broadway on the morn-
ing of Dec. 5 last came to an unex-
pected end when he pleaded guilty to
murder in the second degree, which
carries a penalty of from twenty years
to life imprisonment. Judge Nott re-
manded him to the Tombs for sentence
on Monday.

Lipschitz had been ordered by his
counsel, Sol Tekulsky; to take the wit-
ness stand in his own defense, when
he turned to Tekulsky and said: “Save
my life, I know this jury will send
me to the electric chair.” The lawyer
conferred with Judge Nott and Assist-
ant District Attorney George N. Broth-
ers, and the jury was sent from the
room.

Tekulsky ynsuccessfully tried to get
Mr. Brothers to accept a plea of guilty
to manslaughter in the first degree and
then the slayer announced that he
would plead guilty to murder in the
second degree. “I'll do anything to
avoid going to the electric chair,” he
tremblingly told his counsel.

Lipschitz was then arraigned for
pleading. He admitted that he did the
killing, but denied that he had been
hired to kill Levinsky over trouble be-
tween union and non-union clothing
cutters. Levinsky was a union cutter.
Lipschitz insisted that the killing was
actuated by revenge because Levinsky
had tried to kill him a short time be-
fore. ‘

“Do you know what you are doing
in pleading guilty to murder in the
second degree?”’ asked Judge Nott.

“Yes, sir,” answered Lipschitz, who
clutched the rail for support.

“Are you certain that you won’t say
later that you were ill or  that you
were advised to plead guilty against
your will?” z

“Yes, sir.”

“Now, Lipschitz,” continued Judge
Nott, “it is perfectly evident that if
you did this killing some one got you
to do it.”

“No, sir,” Lipschitz replied. “Nobody,
got me to do it”

“You say that now,” retorted the
court, “but I know differently, You
had no quarrel with this man Levin-
sky. You had better think it over, and
if there is any information . you can
give to the Assistant District Attor-
ney it will be to your advantage.”

Assistant District Attorney Brothers
announced later that he is convinced
that Lipschitz was hired to assassinate
Levinsky and he would endeavor to
induce the slayer to confess before he
is arraigned before Judge Nott on
Monday.

DF VALERA HOLDS
OUT FOR REPUBLIC

Newspaper Man Has Inter-
view After a Roundabout
Ride in Closed Auto.

London, Feb. 8-—Whatever peace
movements may be in progress in Ire-
land Eamorn De Valera has nothing
to do with them and will have nothing
to do with them but maintains the un-
compromising hostility he has already
expressed towards the Free State Gov-
ernment. He insists on a republic and
nothing but a republic, for Ireland,
with complete severance of 'connection
with Great. Britain. This attitude was
avowed with the greatest emphasis by
the Republican leader himself in an tn-
terview with the Dublin correspondent
of the Daily Mail.

“The interview was held at De Val-
era’s hiding place,” the location of
which the correspondent says he is un-
able to give as he was taken there af-
ter the appointment had been made for
his visit in a closed automobile by a
roundabout way under the personal
conduct of a young woman. He says,
however, that it cannot be far from
the heart of Dublin, as the ride octu-
pied barely a half hour. He was re-
ceived by De Valera in the drawing
room of a furnished house.

DFST FUNDING
ARRANGEMENTS
ARE COMPLETED

Principal Owing to U. S. by
Great Britain Totals $4,-
604,128.05—Extinguish it
in 62 Years.

Washington, Feb. 8—The plan for
funding Britain’s war time debt to the
U. S. was completed late yesterday 'by
final action of the U. S. Debt Funding
Commission in conference with Sir
Auvckliand Geddes, the British Ambas-
sador. draft will be sent to Presi-
dent ing with recommendations
that it viven executive approval and
trans’ to Congress.

The plan contemplates final extin-
guishment of the debt in sixty-two
years with interest rates fixed at three
per cent for the first ten years from
December 15, 1922, and three and one
half per cent thereafter, together VYlth
a fixed schedule of annual amortiza-
tion payment approximating an aver-
age of one-half of one per cent of the

rincipal.

- Thepanrmal installments are schedul-
ed to begin with a paymen't'of $23,-
000,000 this year but the British Gov-
ernment is given the right to make
the annual payments in three year per-
fods instead of every twelve months.
The amount of the annual paypxents
will progressively increase until, in the
sixty-second year, ‘the payment will
be $175,000,000 and tbe total of all the
payments will aggregate the total prin-
cipal of the debt. -

The right is reserved to Britain to
retire any bonds additional to the an-
nual amounts as her position permits,
provided notice of ninety days is given
the U. S. As a further liberalizing pro-
vision the U. S. grants to Britain the
right to defer payment of one half of
the interest payments during t!)e ﬁfst
five years and to consolidgte it with
the principal.

The principal of the debt when the
funding arrangement becomes opera-
tive, will be $4,604,128,085.74. :

Indications today were that Presi-
dent Harding would recommend the
agreement to Congress.

Lithuania Will Bar Poles

Paris, Feb, 8 A threat of war and
a menace of blockade were unexpected
features of this morning’s session of the
oouncil of the League of Nations.

The Lithuanian minister to Germany,
M. Sidzikauskas, declared the Lithuan-
ians ‘'would not accept the decision of
the league to allow the Poles to occupy
a part of the neutral zone. He said
they would use force to prevent it.

M, Viviani, of France, said that in
such case the Lithuanian action would
involve the imposition of a blockade

The Poles, it was announced by the
Polish delegation, would proceed to oc-
cupy their part of the zone with troops.

The belief was expressed in league
circles that the Lithuanians were be-
ing encouraged in their resistance by
the Russians.

The British ‘delegation announced at
at the conclusion of the meeting that
“4hings are not yet settled.”

It was added that the reported Turk-
ish suggestion that the Mosul dispute
be submitted to some other authority
than the League of Nations for arbitra-
tion, to the President of the U. S. for
example, had not been officially sub-
mitted to the British by the Turks.

Paris, Feb, 8-—The commission has
tramsmitted to Germany
for a postal steamer which Germany
is under obligation to lay down for
France, The commission likewise drew
Chancellor  Cuno’s attention to the in-
démnity paid by Germany to German
ship owners under the arbitration
award at Hamburg, without informing
the commission of' the payments. The
commission set forth that it considered
this a contravention of its rulings.

THE SOVIET NAVY

Moscow, Feb. 8—The workers of
Boviet Russia have pledged themselves
to bring the navy to a state of efficien-
cy equal to that of the army and in
some cases they have agreed to fur-
nish funds for ship construction. An-
other result of the week’s campaign in
bebalf of the Russian navy has been
the énlistment of more than 2,000 men
for the naval service.

New York, Feb. 3—Great Britain
will support the U. S. in regard to its
foreign policy, Sir Newton' James
Moore, parliamentary member for
North London and former premier of
West Australia, declared yesterday as
he arrived on the liner Mauretania.

Recently returned from  the Ruhr
lieved the French had seized the re-
gion for its rich coal fields, needed to
develop their steel and iron trade.

ber of the board controlling the govern-
ment system from the Province of
Quebec. -

Debate on the address continued by
Robert Forks, Progressive leader. He
déplored the increase in the national
debt last year and urged the govern-
ment to formulate a plan whereby
something concrete might be done for
the reduction of the debt. He de-
manded further reductions in the tarifl
on necessaries of life, suggested a
change in the basis' of taxation, de-

‘clared his opposition to patronage in

the civil service, and advocated re-
vising the bank- act, from the people’s
rather than the banker’s standpoint. He
said that Sir Henry Thornton should
be given a fair chance in his new posi-
tion, and that government business
should be carried over government
lines.

Labor Man on Immigration.:

J. S. Woodsworth, (Labor, Winnipeg)
said that fundamental changes were
needed if Canada was to solve even her
local problems. He cited evidence to
show that there was a great deal of
unemployment in Canada and de-
preciated the campaign which he said
was being carried on to show the op-
posite. He criticized the bringing of
child immigration to the Dominion,
saying that if the people in Canada
were given an economic chance they
could raise all the children that were

Mr. Woodsworth congratulated the
Premier on his refusal to plunge Canada
into war in the Near East without the
consent, of parliament. Canada must
decide on one of two alternatives.
Either she must become an independent
nation or else she must set up
machinery by which she would have
a voicé in the affairs of the British
Commonwealth. )

J. L. Brown, (Progressive, Lisgar)
advocated a thorough inquiry into all
that pertained to the grain trade in
order to allay dissatisfaction and sus-
picion in the west. He approved the
action of the government in the Near
East situation last September.

Hundred and Twelve Officers of
Russian Imperial Army at Ellis
Island.

New York, Feb. 8—One hundred and
twelve officers, including three generals,
formerly of the Imperial Russian
Army, in faded and patched uniforms,
all the clothing they own, arrived yes-
terday from Constantinople on the
steamer Madonna, which docked in
South Brooklyn. They traveled steer-
age and were sent to Ellis Island for
fumigation and to await orders from
‘Washington.

In the war ridden party were two
major generals, one general, Viadimire
Zarokine, 60, gray and haggard as a re-
sult of an experience which began with
his escape from the Bolsheviki, and
ended when he crossed the border intc
Turkey.

They said Russia is in a deplorable
condition, that in surrounding coun-
tries royalist forces are becoming
stronger and that the Soviet Govern-
ment will fall sooner or later. They
said Gen. Wrangel w,oald be the chiet
military officer then.

There were 137 other Russian refu-
gees on the Madonna. They were plac-
ed on the ship through the efforts of
the U, S. consulate at Constantinople
after representations to Washington. In
their appeal to the consulate they said
that if compelled to return to Soviet
Russia they would be either killed or
imprisoned.

Tuberculosis Society will make a spec-
fal effort o arouse a more general in-
terest in what is being done and may
be done for the benefit of any who may
have contracted the disease or appear
%o be threatened by it. The disease is
preventable, and it is curable. Never-
theless it exists and far too many per-
gons have oontracted it. There are
more than a hundred patients im the
County Hospital and there would be
more if room were available. .The Anti-
Tuberculosis Society seeks to make it
unnecessary for large numbers to go to
the Hospital, and it -does its work with-
out cost to the patient. Anyone having
the symptoms of*the disease’ can get
the best medical advice and assistance
at the Health Centde at certain hours
during four days in the week. It ocosts
nothing to get this medical examina-
tion and advice. It is of the utmost
importance that anyone having symp-

. toms that suggest tuberculosis be ex-

amined, for when the disease reaches
an advanced stage there is the gravest
danger. In the Hospital today are
m:;gy who did not know how serious
their case was, and who had not taken
the trouble to find out. Parents who
have delicate children should especially
be interested in the Health Centre and
what it can do. All who know of the
value of the work should talk of it to
those in peed, in order that the best
results may be achieved.

SHARING THE BENEFITS.

Discussing the secession resolution
proposed to be submitted to a Grain
Growers’ convention in the west the
Toronto Globe agreed that the west had
grievances, and that what was bad for
the west was bad for all Canada, Its
view was that grievances must be’giv-
en sympathetic consideration by the
rest of the country with a view to their
removal, Since then Premier Oliver
has been in Toronto and presented the
case for the province of British Colum-
bia. In an address before the Canadian
Club he charged that there was a dis-

#—erimination in freight rates which was

a direet violation of the Confederation
compact, We quote from the Globe:—

“In the fixing of railway rates, ac-
eording. to Mr, Oliver’s interpretation,
& mile in British Columbia has been
equal to a mile and one-half on the
Prairies.  Under a recent ruling the
comparison is now as oné mile to one
and one-quarter miles, but even this re-
duction has had a powerful effect in
diverting grain shipments from East-
ern to Western routes. The elevators
at Vancouver have been flooded with
grain from Alberta, consigned to Eu-
rcpe via the Panama Canal, qnd it is
necessary to double the handling capa-
city at once. Mr. Oliver declares that
transportation tariffs have been adjust-
ed in the interest of the railways, not
of the public, and have been designed

o send traffic over the longest routes,.
irrespective of economic considerations.

He contrasts the rate of .0022 cents per
mile per ton from Calgary to St. John,
N. B., with 0039 cents from Calgary
to Vancouver. On lumber and lumber
products he asserts that the discrimi-
nation against British Columbia, com-
pared with Ontario und Quebec, ranges
from 45 to 106 per ‘cent. He indicts
also the Customs Department for at-
tempting to neutralize the natural ad-
vanteges to British Columbia of the
Panama Canal, The sum of $3,512 was

" egllected on 550 tons of steel rails

shipped from Sydney, N. S, to Van-
couver by water. The Department’s
plea that the rails had been transhipp-
ed at New York Mr. Oliver regards
as & quibble. Belgian rails colild have
been laid down at $10 a ton cheaper,
but Canadian rails had been preferred
from patriotic. motives, and the pur-
chasers had been. penalized for patron-
izing home industry.”

Commenting on these charges the
Globe says that Premier Oliver puts
both the Railway Commission and the
Customs Department on the defensive,
and that if he speaks with authority the
feeling in British Columbia is intense,
calling for impartial and immediate
consideration of the claims made. In
conclusion we find this paragraph:—

“It is a subject of national import-
ance, and, so far as the people of East-
ern Canada are concerned, they have
only a desire that justice shall be done.
Powerful private interests may be op-
posed to any change in the currents of
the export traffic, but the unity of the
Dominion must be paramount, and the
country cannot afford to have any prov-
ince or section feel that it is not get-
ting an equal share of the benefits of
Confederation.”

Just so. What applies to the prarle
provinces and British Columbia applies
even more foreibly to the Maritime
Provinces, which have seen the tide of
immigration and wealth and industry
fiow past their doors without an oppor-
tunity to get “an equal share of the
benefits.” St. John sees steamships ly-
ing in the stream because there are not
berths enough to accommodate them.

Halifax asks in vain for port expansion.
Maritime Province industries cannot
get .into the western markets on such
competitive terms as were promised at
Confederation. If there is to be a
square deal these Provinces must not
be overlooked. 5

The New York Evening Post asserts
that the United States has far more
than an academic interest in the fact
that though conditions in Great Bri-
tain are improving there are still more
than a million men out of em-
ployment, It says:—*“The patient cour-
age with which the English workers are
meeting the ordeal is beyond. praise.
Hundreds of thousands who fought for
what they believed a brighter future
in the war have had to tramp the
streets for months and watch their
wives and children suffer from every
form of want; yet there have been no
riots and only the most ordgrly demon-
strations, That our wicked tariff has
played its part in the situation, direct-
ly by shutting out British goods and
indirectly by checking the reavery of
all Europe, is an evident fact; and
that men living on any unemployment
dole cannot buy meat and bread lavish-
ly should be plain to American farm-
ers. That a stern insistence by the
United States on high interest rates
and other harsh terms for the repay-
ment of the British debt will depress
the British standard of living for de-
cades to come is equally plain. What
are we going to do about it?”

of the Pan-American Union, and sev-
eral other outstanding men, Better
commercial relations as well as the pro-
motion of international peace will be
discussed, and the Congress will un-
doubtedly have far-reaching results.

SIMPLE BUZZER MODULATED TUBE TRANSMITTER.

In order to render the signals, emitted by a vacuum tube transmitter,
of such a form as to be heard on a crystal or simple tube receiver the
radiated waves must be modulated in some manner at an audible fre-
quency. This result may be obtained in a number of ways. For exampie,
an alternating current of audible frequency may be used as a source of
plate potential, the radiated wave may be modulated by super-imposing a
voice wave upon it as in radio telephony or the wave may be modulated
by some form of chopper or buzzer connected in the grid of the tube trans-
mitter circuit. Probably the cheapest and most flexible arrangement for
small powered transmitters is to connect a buzzer in th grid circuit when
calling a station or operating with a station equipped th a crystal detec-
tor and, by throwing a switch, cut out Ithe buzzer when operating straight
continuous wave telegraphy or telephony.

The diagram shows a simple tube trwsmitter of the inductively coup-
led Hartley type which makes use of a single coil for the plate and grid
circuits but requires a separate coil In .inductive relation to the first for
coupling to the antenna circuit. The antenna circuit is tuned by means of
the variable condenser and variations in the number of turns in the antenna
coil. The oscillating circuit is tuned by manipulating the variable condenser
across the plate-grid coil and by varying the position of the three taps on
this cofl which to the plate, grid and fllament. This circuit may be
used for covering short distances by emp.oying receiving tubes or 5 watt
transmitting tubes. When employing receiving tubes the plate potential
may be suppled by blocks of ordinary “B” battery having a voltage of 90
or moye but the drain on batteries of this type when § watt power tubes are
used would be so great as to render such operation too expensive. The plate
supply for power tubes may be a small transformer with a chemical or tube
rectifier connected to the secondary of a small motor generator of suitable
voitage can be used. :

In order to secure modulation of the output of the tube transmitter a
small transformer is connected in the grid circuit of the tube in the man-
ner indicated in the diagram. In the primary circuit of this transformer are
connected a busser, battery and key im series. The buszer shouid be of the
high frequency type, giving a clear tone which is accurately reproduced at
the receiving station, The circuit shown, while lacking in some of the de-
tails which tend to increase the efficiency of a transmitter, requires the pur-
chase of few which are not found around the average experimenters’
table and is therefore suitable for the beginner in radio transmission. By
substituting a microphone transmitter for the {muer and key the same cir-
cuit may be readily adapted to use for radio telephony. Many amateurs em-
ploy a switch for throwing into circuit either a buzzer or microphone.
This arrangement is desirable since greater ranges are covered with the
modulated telegraph transmitter, but local communications can be handied
more expeditiously by means of the telephone.

ANNIVERSARY
-~ OF EXMOUTH
STREET CHURCH

On ' Tuesday of this week the Ex-
mouth street Methodist church com-

leted the sixty-sixth year of its exis-
Fcnce. It was dedicated -on January
80, 1857. Although changes have been
made from time to time, the building
still retains many of its original furn-
ishings and the main part is intact.
More rooms have been added and a
basement has been placed under the
structure. Exmouth street church is
the oldest Methodist church in the city.
Yt came unscathed through the great
fire of 1877. A week of prayer ard
special services has been planned to
celebrate the anniversary.

The church has an interesting his-
tory. The site was deeded to Alexan-
der McLeod, John Ferguson and Wil-
liam Till by James Simonds in 1820 to
be held in trust by them for the Wes-
deyan Methodist conference for the
exection of a place of worship. It was

in 1855 that Rev. Charles Stewart, D.

D.,' was appointed to St. John and
under his guidance the work of build-
ing was begun. The cornér stone was
laid on June 12, 1856, the ceremgny* be-
ing performed by Rev. Dr. Richey,
with Rev, J. G. Hennigar, Rev. Charles
Stewart and Rev. R. Knight assisting.
Dr. Richey officiated at the dedication
service in the following year. A Sun-
day school was opened at the Marsh
bridge in 1859, and later, in 1862, a
schoolroom was built in Brussels street.
This Sunday school has been success-
fully carried on and is now the Glad
Tidings hall. The first superintendent
of the school was William Warwick,
and the first year’s expenses of £29, 3s.,
5d. were donated to the school by Mr.
Warwick- The total receipts were £19,
14s., 5d. In 1864, chiefly through the
efforts of the late Aaron Eaton, the
present parsonage was built at a cost
of $2,558.26 by Michael Hennigar. The
church became a separate circuit in
1867. A

PROTESTANTS:
PLAN T0 OPEN
CHURCH SCHOOLS

400 Clergymen Meet to Take
Steps to Give Religious
Instruction to Children
Now Without Training.

(New York Tribune)

More than 400 Protestant clergymen
of the city discussed methods of giving
religious instruction to children of their
faith yesterday at a meeting called for
the purpose in the Park Avenue Bap-
tist Church.

Judge Thomas C. T. Crain, of Gen-
eral Sessions, one of the speakers, said
there were 500,000 Protestant children
in the city entirely without religious
instruction and suggested an interde-
nominational board to plan courses of
study for them.

Resoiutions were adopted advocating
the establishment of week-day schools
under a plan of community responsi-
bility. It was suggested that the dis-
trict leagues, subsidiary to the Fed-
eration of Churches, assume responsi-
bility for such schools in their several
districts, but that children, so far as
possible, should attend their own
church schools.

To Work With Others,

It was voted to work in co-operation
with the Protestant Sunday School As-
sociation, the Protestant Teachers’ As-

sociation and other bodies through the|.

medium of a general committee of the
Federation of Churches. It was also
voted to appoint a committee of the
Federation of Churches to canvass the
situation among the varieus parishes
and report its findings, so that com-
munity needs may be met by group
action.

Judge Crain announced that the 6,000
members of the Protestant Teachers’
‘Association has, consented to go, after
their own school hours, to the schools
to be established and teach the chil-
dren. -

Stephen F. Bayne, president of the
teachers’ association, offered co-opera-
tion of the members of his organiza-
tion, with the understanding that the
control and direction must be in the
hands of the ministers, and that they
must furnish the curriculum, if they
could agree upon one. He said the
Catholic teachers had already organized
to teach the children of the parochiax
schools before the Protestants formed
their association.

Some Centres Now Open,

Mr, Bayne said that the Protestant
association offered early in this' month,
in Brooklyn, to provide teachers in
\week-day schools for religious instruc-
tion and that requests to open twenty-
six centres came in the first week. He
said they have opened a few centres
and are preparing to open others as
rapidly as possible. The interest of
the teachers, Mr, Bayne said had been
aroused particularly for the unchurched
children of Protestant inheritance, but
that they are helping and are willing
to help to the extent of their ability
the church schools wherever their serv-
ices are desired. He said for good rea-
sens they could not work through the
public schools.

A committee on recommendations
was appoifited by the Rev, Dr. Avson P.
Atterbury, president of the New York
Federation of Churches, consisting of
the following ministers: ‘Ralph W.
Stockman, chairman; Henry E. Cobb,
Louis T. Reid, T, F. Savage, Ernest M.
Stires, Cornelius Woelfkin, Percy T.
Edrop and G. U. Wenner.

The committee rejected Judge Crain’s
suggestion for acentral board of religi-
cus instruction and favored the plan
for community responsibility. As for
curriculum the committee recommend-
ed that the courses be left to denomin-
ational boards co-operating through the
sectional leagues.

And it is little use
to take it up at all unless there is the
determination to carry on year after
year. That 'has been the policy of
Maine which attracts tens of thousands
of upper Canadians who have no con-|
ception of the Maritimes.

Capt. Jo;s» Bernard Projects
Nome-to-Newfound-
land Trip,

Might Winter There — A
Wooden Leg Made lry Es-
kimos Among His Latest
Collection of Relics.

New York, Reb. 1—A Nome-to-New-
foundland trip through the Arctic will
be made this year if his plans go
through‘, according to Capta’n Joe Ber-
nard of the Teddy Bear, whio is in this
city on a trip East to ara hge for the
eaLibition of relics of Sir Jphn Frank-
lin’s ill-fated Arctic expeditfon and ar-
cieological material from prehistoric
Eskimo graves in Victoria Land and
in North Siberia. Johm B. Burnham,
President of the American Ciame Pro-
tective Association, is agsisting in the
effort to organize a west-to-east expe-

_dition through the Arctic,

One of the relics of .Sir John Frank-
lin’s expedition consists of parts of a
copper boom from one of his ships
which was found in posscssion” of an
Eskimo: on Adelaide Peninsula, which
fs at a point abput three-gquarters ot
the journey from Bering Strait, on the
Pecific side, to Baffin Bay, on the At-
lantic. ‘Another relic is a wooden ar-
row box made by Eskimos from wpod
from a ship in a relief expedition sent
after Franklin, who perished in 1848.
Another strange relic of early British
expeditions reported by Captain Ber-
nard was a bit of applied science. It
was a wopden leg rvanufactured rough-
ly for himself by an Eskimo on Ade-
laide Peninsula, his ancestors having
learned the trick from members of the
expedition of Sir James C. Ross, who
explored in the Arctic in 1828,

A Veteran Arctic Trader,

Captain~ Bernard has been trading
and making archeological and anthropo-
logical collections among the 1®skimos
for twenty seasons. He is said to have
covered more mileage in the Arctic
than any man living. His greatest col-
Jection, numbering 3,000 pieces, is in the
museum of the University of Pennsyl-
venia. Other eollections made by him
are in this city at the Museum of the
American Indian, Heye Foundation; at
the Loyela College at Ottawa and else-
where, Edward Arnold of Montreal
has a large private collection contain-
jug many Arctic treasures bartered
from natives or excavated by Captain
Bernard, who is by a wide margin the
greatest individual hunter of material
of this kind in the North.

His most interesting recent ¢ollection
contains weapons and utensils from an-
cient graves on Victoria Land in the
Arctic. These are believed to prove
that the early Victoria Land Indians
belonged to the Chuckche tribe of Si-
beria, who also bury their dead in stone
lined graves with heads pointing east.

Captain Bernard hopes to make up &
party of three or four sportsmen and
one motion picture man for the pro-
posed Nome-to-Newfoundland trip. The
west-to-east passage of the Arctic aas
never been accomplished. In the cther
direction the passage has been mude by
one man—Amundsen. The water route
through the Arctic north of Canada
was discovered by Sir John Franklin,
but he perished on the trip.

Two Alternating Trips.

‘I'ne Arctic pilot said that he was
ready to attempt the trip in either one
of two ways—a quick dash with the
purpose of completing’the« trip in one
summer, or a more leisurely journey,
wintering on Victoria Land or some
other part of the Arctic, hunting polar
bear while the light lasts, taking mo-

“If conditions are favorable, it would
be possible to leave Nome on July 15
to reach Newfoundland in the latter
part of September or early in October,”
he said, “If we started intending to
make the trip in one summer, I think
we would have about an even chance
of getting through. If ice conditions
were bad, as they were last summer, it
would be necessary to go into winter
quarters, The expense of the short
trip would be about $15,000. If we
stayed over all winter and made our
way out the following summer, the cost
would be ol of $20,000.

“I would take one native on the trip
and the passengers could not number
more than three or four, *They would
have to act as the crew and do their
share of the work.” °

The party would have to live largely
on the country., The diet would vary,
according to the position where they:
located. Fat reindeér-is the best meat
in the north and thin reindeer about
the poorest, according to Captain Ber-
nerd. Next to fat reindeer the highest
living in the Arctic, he said, was wolf,
whose meat was lean streaked with fat,
having the flavor of fine lamb. Varied
fare of this kind would be possible if
the party camped on the coast of the
centinent; whereas polar bear would be
the mainstay if they wintered on Mel-
ville Island.

Relics Sent éo\ Ottawa,

The brass gooseneck boom with the
“H. M.” remaining as the fraction of
the lettering and the wooden box have
been sent to Loyola College, Ottawa,
where Captain Bernard is preparing for
the exhibition. The most extraordinary
memento of the early expeditions, how-
ever, is the wooden leg, which was cited
by the explorer as one of the best evi-
dences of the accuracy of Eskimo tra-
ditions, because it shows an exact pres-
ervation of information which came to

the tribe originally at Adelaide Penin=|™

sula nearly a century ago.

“The leg was most ingeniously made,”
he said, “It . consisted of more than
twenty pieces of wood. There is no
timber from which a solid - piece could
be obtained in that partof the world,
and the Eskimo had to rely on drifts
wood. [Each small piece was wpierced.
Strips of seal rawhid® were put through
the holes and-they were all lashed to-
gether, A piece of wood which pro-
jected forward, as a substitute for the
ball of the foot, was tied on the bottom.
There was not a nail in the whole
thing. The leg was off below the knee.
It was lashed on above the knee, about

“I asked the Eskimo how he had
learned to do this. He said his father
had told him, The father told how he |
bad learned by word of mouth from the
elder of the tribe of the tim itn
white men visited this puw:

“When I returned to civilization I
locked up the account of the Ross ex-
pedition and there this incident, which
occurred in 1828, is described in detail.
The names of the Englishman and of
the Eskimo are both given. The name
of the Eskimo was precisely that given
to me by the father of the one-legged
man.”

Captain Barnard said that if ice con-
ditions were normal tiis summer, the
party organized by Stefansson which
raised the British flag. on Wranglell
Island, might be rescued. He: said
that experienced Arctic men could eas-
ily live thé year round.on the island,
having polar bear as the chief article
of diet, and that there was no reason to
be pessimistic about the fate of the
party. .

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MINIMUM WAGE FOR
MEN WITH FAMILIES

Rev. Peter Bryce Advocates |
Spcial Reforms for Better-
ment of Home Life.

A minimum wage: écale for married
men with dependents, community pro-
vision for better housing conditions
and the training of schoolgirls in the
duties of wifehood and motherhood
were provisions advocated by the Rev.
Peter Bryce, of Toronto, in the course

of a lecture on “The Family as Main
Street Sees It delivered in Strath-
cona Hall Tuesday evening bgfore Me-
Gill University students of social sci-
ence and social service. Mr. Bryce told
of the results of various measures
adopted in Ontario for the conserva-
tion and betterment of family life, and
said that with continued progress
along this line Canada might some day
set an example to the world in its gen-
eral standard of living. As an illustra-
tion of what has already been accomp-
lished by the provision of proper med-
ical and nursing care for mothers and
infants, he said that Toronto’s infant
mortality rate had been ‘reduced from
178 per 1,000 in 1812, to 72 per 1,000
in 1922,

Mr. Bryce eaid that physically-
handicapped wage-earners were an ob-
stacle to the maintenance of an ade-
quate standard of living, and remarked
that employers seemed increasingly ré-
luctant to give employment to men
with physical edisabilities. Crippled
clildren, of whom there were 850.000
in the United States alone, also consti-
tuted a serious problem, and in this
connection the lecturer praised the
work of the Rotarians andl Shriners,
the latter of whom are maintaining
hospitals for crippled children in many
large centres. He advocated better com-
munity provision for expectant moth-
ers. Adequate housing, with plenty of
sunshine, light and air, was of the first
importance to wives and mothers, he
continued.

The lecturer said that the Mothers’
Allowance Commission of Ontario, of
which he is chairman, makes monthly
allowances to over 8,700 mothers with
nearly 11,000 children, and has been
the means of preserving home life in
thousands of cases.

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JOAN OF ARG BEST
NEW YORK STATUE

Miss Hyatt’s Equestrian Fig-
ure on Drive Wins Critics’
Praise.

(New York Tribune.)

Whatever may be the individual vir-
tues or vices of the public statues in
New York City, taken together they
constitute ‘a rather - mediocre artistic
ensemble, according to “Statues of
New York,® a volume recently com-
plled by J. Sanford Saltus and Walter
E. Tisne. There are some exceedingly
spirited and delicately ‘wrought pieces,
such as the Joan of Arc on Riverside
Drive. There have also been a num-
ber of artistic sculptural atrocities

lerected 4n the course of the city’s his-

tory, some of which, fortunately, have
been removed.

Next to the Joan of Arc monument,
the John Quincy Adams Ward -statue
of Shakespeare in. Central Park re-
celves the highest commendation‘in the
terse commentaries that accompany
the full-page illustrations. of the vol-
ume.

“The sculptor has been particularly
happy in the spiritual look which he
has immobilized in the mask of his
subject,” the book says. “One feels in
looking at this statue that therehas
been extracted from the model all the
beauty that it could yield.”

The Joan of Arc, at Riverside Drive
and Ninety-third “Street, overlooking
the Hudson . River, is classified as
among the most noteworthy of the
city’s art obfects. The figure is the
work of Miss Anna Vaughn Hyatt,
and is believed to be the first eques-
trian statue, occupying a public site,
fashioned by an American woman. In
recognition of her work Miss Hyatt has
since made a Chevalier of the Legion
of Honor by,the French Government.
Check on “Atrocities.” e

The organization of the Municipal
Art Commission in 1898, the book ex-
plains, has been instrumental in keep-
ing “artistic atrocities” at a minimum,
but new statues seldom rise above the
general level of mediocrity. Prior to
the establishment of the commission
there were no rules providing for the
regulation of memorials, and public
spirited citizens were allowed to “grace
or disgrace” the city in many instances
at their own discretion. Surviving from
this period are many statues of ordin-
ary merit and of ordinary people, dis-

posed of in utterly inappropriate sites,
such as the statue of Samuel Sullivan
Cox, whose sole claim to fame rests in
'his having been instrumental in the
' raising of the pay of letter carriers
_throughout the country. He stands at
{a congested corner in Astor Place, and
. his upraised arm has frequently drawn
comparison with that of the traffic po-
liceman on duty in the street below.
Memoralization of medlocrity, how-
ever, in the opinion of the authors,
is an unhappy aftermath of many sys-
tems of popular government. The
“Chamber of Horrors” in the rotunda
of the Capitol in Washington is cited
as ample evidence of this and also to
bear out the statement that “if it is
drizzling here it is pouring elsewhere.”
“The difficulty of refusing gifts from
citizens whom it is to our interest to
propitjate has caused the acceptance
by the City of New York of a great
many statues of doubtful appropriate-
ness. It is not easy, and it is even less
polite, to say ‘No’ to 50,000 letter car-
riers when all they ask is a few square
feet of ground on which to plant a

bronze gentleman in frock coat and
trousers.

“That the bronze gentlemsn is meant
to represent an obscure Congressman,
and that his attitude is that of a floor-
walker beckoning an approaching cus-
tomer, is neither here nor there. The
important thing is to please the letter
carriers.”

But the policy of the city should be
rather to accept a good statue of-.a
mediocre individual than a-bad statue
of a celebrity, the authors believe.
«Better by far a statue of John Doe
by Michelangelo than one of Caesar or
Napoleon by a left-handed Quarry-
man.”

The importance of sites for statues
has received careful consideration by
the Art Commission since its incep-
tion, the book says. This is of prime
importance, especially as many good
works of art in the city have lost value
through unfortunate backgrounds.

AGED MAN RESCUES SIX

83 Years Old, he Succumbs to Smoke
and is Carried to Street.

New York, Feb, 2—Through clouds
of smoke in a dark stairway, Joseph
Miller, jaintor of a four-story brick
tenement house at 645 Willoughby
avenue, Brooklyn, carried Hyman
Rooder, 88 years old, to safety. The
old man had collapsed from fumes
from_a fire in the dumb waiter shaft.
Forty people in the building were
thrown into a panic and ran to the
street in night attire, after they had
been aroused at 1 a.m. by the janitor.
The blaze was confined principally to
the shaft and the cellar, Little dam-
age was done.

Rooder lives with his son-in-law and
daughter, Mr, and Mrs, Samuel Ab-
rams, and their fivechildren on the top
foor of the building. He was awaken-
ed by the smell of smoke, which he
traced to the dumb waiter. He threw
open the door and a cloud of smoke
and flames came through. The old
man closed the door and awakened the
children, covering them with coats and
&uding them forth with their mother.
He then collapsed.

ANALYSIS OF
INCREASE IN
CANADA’S TRADE

(Bank of Commerce Circular)

December exports of Canadian pro-
duets were valued at $110,873,425, as
compared with $86,304,168 in the cor-
responding month of 1921, the increase
being $24,569,262. Imports amounted to
$70,204,888, an increase of $10,154,722
over the figures of December, 1921.
The United Kingdom’s proportion of
our exports in December was' $56,523,~
028, and that of the United States $36,~
204, 744, To all other countries the ex«
ports for December totalled $18,145,653,
On the other hand, the United States
sold to Canada in the same month
goods to the value of $49,809,720;" which
cumpares with purchases l:l\ade by Can-
ade in the United Kingdom of $11,750,-
825. From all other countries were
valued at $9,144,843. A substantial
proportion of the increase in imports
from the United Stated during Novem-
ber and December was due to not only
a large volume, but.also the higher cost
of coal.” December figures are not avail-
able, but in November 1,919,008 tons
were imported at a value of §10,781,224,
In value the increase was $4,200,000 for
that one month alone.

Great Britain continues to be Can-

ada’s best customer, having purchased
Cenadian products in 1922 to the value
of $374,751,894, as compared with pur-
chases by the United States of $340,-
156,247, The increase in the value of
goodg purchased by the United King-
dom in 1922 over those of 1921 was
$60,888,046, and purchases by the Unit-
ed States exceeded those of the pre-
cetll‘:g year by $14,504.865. Goods ex-
pu to all countries in 1928, including
tl.ose mentioned, were valued at $684,-
862,88, an increase of $1,062,763 over
‘the previous calendar year.
' Canada’s purchases from the United
States during 1922 showed & marked
decrease as compared with those of
1921, amounting to $500,828,760, as
comg:nd with $555,091,000, the falling
off being $45,267,240.

EUROPE IN AMERICAN
MARKET FOR STEEL

The weekly reviews of the steel trade
continue to tell of strengthening prices,
and of a domestic demand for steel
which the mills are hard pressed to
meet. For the first time, the French
occupation of the Ruhr seems to have
had a definite effect on our markets.
The Iron Age speaks of “the flood of
offers of export business that have
come in upon steel producers in the
last week.” Germany has long been in
default on deliveries of steel to various
countries, and the decrease in produc-
tion as a result of the French invasion
of the German steel making centres has
put greatly increased demands on Eng-
lish and American steel makers. This
week’s shutdown of the Lorraine and
Luxembtirg fron and steel works has
accentuated this situation. Holland is
in the market for 10,000 tons of ship
plates, but British plate and sheet mills
are filled up for three months ahead.

States are still running 80 to 85 per

cent, of capacity on the average, with|

This man, the
officers said, felt aggrieved because the
organization had not furnished the sum
of $300 necessary to cover his fine and
get him free, and in a desire for re-
venge, divulged many details of the
bootlegging systend.

Foss is said to be a leading citizen
of Morrisville, where he conducts an
extensive real estate business, in addi-
tion to his pulp wood operations. He
is married and has two eons.
