PROTESTS AGAINST PRESENTATION

British Consul-Genmeral Makes it
But Some of The 2000 Teachers

Boston, Oct. 81.—This city is the seat
of the anti-British feeling in New Eng-
land but it remained for Providence yes-
terday to display a sense of littleness that
bears off the palm.

“I protest against the presentation of
any alien flag to our public schools. The
American flag is good enough for me,
and should be good enough for American
school teachers.” ,

“dent of the Ladies’ Atixiliary, A. O. H,
~~spoke these words, standing with the
Stars and Stripes pressed to her bosom,
facing 2,000 teachers of Rhode Island who
bad gathered in Providence Infantry Hall
for an Americanization meeting.

Capt. H. G. Armstrong, British consul
general at Boston, had arisen from his
place on the stage to present to the
Rhode Island normal school a British
flag. From her seat on the lower fleor
Mrs. McCarthy rose and shouted: “How
many red Blooded Americans are there
in this hall who will follow this flag of
Betsy Ross and Francis Scott Key?”

Mrs. McCarthy was followed from the
hall by some taschers and several spec-
tators, who returned, only after the con-
sul had left the buiMing. . '

The representative of His British Ma-
jesty had no easy time. He arose, ob-
viously ill at ease, and started his pre-
sentation speech. Though interrupted by
the noise of scraping chairs as the teach-
ers began to leave the hall,- he had or-

fifiled with hisses, cat-calls and jeers.
' He made reference to the English cele-
bration of the fourth in 1917, when the
stars and Stripes were accorded an hon-
or never before given to the flag of an-
other nation, the American flag floated
over the house of parliament on a level
with the Union Jack. He said severzl
other very kind things about America
and remarked gbout the cordiality shown
in Windsor, Ont., on many a fourth of
July when the United States flag was
carried in the streets by Americans at
an intérnational reunion.

Ottawa, Oct. 81.—The sugar shortage
in Canada promises to become more
acute owing to non-arrival of raw sugar,
consequent upon the ’longshoremen’s
strike at New York.

The Canadian trade commission has
taken a firm stand against further export
of sugar and also advises that as a tem-
porary measure the demand for sugar for
domestic use should be met by the re-
finers before manufacturers of products
containing sugar are supplied.

GERMANY REFUSES TO TAKE
PART IN THE BLOCKADE

London, Oct. 81—A wireless despatch
from Berlin says Germanyv declines to
participate in a blockade of Soviet Rus-
sia, because she does not believe the
blockade would achieve the desired pur-
pose. The despatch adds that Germany
is prepared to assist in any measures
against Bolshevism which are calculated
to obtain the desired end.

Ten Years in

Dorchester

~Is Sentence On Horne

And Declares He

(Special to Times.)

Fredericton, Oct. 31—Werner Horne,
German, who dynamited the C. P. R.
bridge across the St. Croix River be-
tween St. Croix, N. B., and Vanceboro
early on the morning of Feb. 2, was sen-
tenced by His Honor Judge Barry of the
court of king’s bench this morning to
ten years’ imprisonment in the peniten-
tiary at Dorchester, N. B, for his of-
fence. Horne took the sentence calmly,
although he was rather pale. He cleared
his throat twice and then addressed the
court. Judge Barry failed to hear him
and asked him to repeat the remark.
Horne’s English was not so good as it
vsually is and as near as could be as-
certained he said:

“I must protest to my fatherland. I
cannot be punished after the peace treaty
is signéd.”

Judge Barry replied that Horne must
make his own arrangenients regarding
protest.

“The prisoner was removed to the
county jail immediately, He asked the
constables in whaose charge he was what
kind of prison Dorchester was. Con-
stable Charles Barker replied that it was
considered a good institution of the kind,
also that allowance was made for good

 behavior and that a ten year sentence

in that way could ibe redueed to eight.

“l won’t be there seven years,” said
Horne vehemently. Judge Barry read a
lengthy judgment in which he pointed
out that Horne had been convieted of
an offence which he had admitted.

His defence was that he had perform-
ed the act under orders from his own
government. His Honor emphasized the
fact that an alien was amendable to the
laws of the country in which he was and
the offense had been committed in Can-
ada. International law recognized war
as an abnormal condition between states
and governments. . Those under the re-
cognized laws of warfare were officers
and other members of naval and .mili-
tary forces, dnd others ‘'who might be

X racipammstaneeds to  defend
themselves. Any element of compulsion
in the orders of the German government
was exercised at a distance of 3,000 miles.
There was no threat of immediate death
in the event of failure to comply.

His Honor c¢ohcluded as follows:—
“You have not qualified as a belligerent
under international law so as to avoid
yourself of its protection. Although you
did on two or three oceasions produce
a small flag, you do not seem to have
been commanded by any one responsible
for your acts. You wore no fixed dis-
tinctive emblem recognizable at a dis-
tance. You did not carry arms openly,
and I don’t think it can be said you
conducted 7your operations upon the
bridge in accordance with the laws and
customs of war.

“Had you qualified as a belligerent ac-
cording to the law of nations, had you
worn a fixed distinctive emblem show--
ing what you were recognizable at a
distance, or had you borne arms nly,
the explosion on the bridge would most

‘ | probably have been prevented, and you

yourself arrested. There only remains
for me to impose the sentence which the
lIaw demands for a crime of this char-
acter. That the law regards it as a ser-
ious one is shown by the measure of
punishment it provides. The maximum
punishment for such a crime is imprison-
ment for life, but there is left in the
hands of the trial judge a wide dis-
cretion in regard to the punishment. In
considering the penalty which I should
impose, I have not lost sight of the fact
that it has been disclosed in evidence
that before plowing up the bridge, you
waited until one o’clock in the morning,
so that the railway would be free from
travel and the life of none of the travel-
ing public placed in jeopardy. That
fact stands to your credit. I must,
however, in the discharge of the sworn
duty which I owe to the state, impose
what you may regard as a severe sen-
tence. The sentence of the court is that
you, Werner Horne, for the offense of
which you have been indicted, tried and
convicted, be imprisoned in the penitenti-
ary at Dorchester in this province for
the term of ten years.”

Difficulty in Getting Good Water
-—What is Being Done

Four wells, two contaminated and
condemned by the board of health, ene
in which the pump is out of commis-
sion, and one in which the water is said
to be too hard for use—this is a sy-
nopsis of the conditions at Millidgeville
in connection with the supply of good
water. What relief can be afforded the
people there is a question that is now
being grappled with by the beard of
health and the water and sewerage de-
partment.

Commissioner Jones said this morning
that the extension of a water main to
Millidgeville is out of the question, It
means the laying of nearly two miles of
pipe to supply about fifteen families in
the winter time and possibly double that
number in summer. The commisisoner
has under consideration the laying of a
three or four inch pipe from the junc-
tion of the Lime Kiln and Millidgeville
roads, but this could be done only if a
right of way was given the city by prop-
erty owners.

Commissioners Fisher and Thornton
visited the place this week. A resident
said this morning that there was a
spring in the vicinity which might be
utilized if a pump were installed. In the
opinion of board of health officials the
well which serves the yacht club and in
which the pump is now out of order
would be satisfactory, but they would
have to test the water first. They are
unable to do so now on account of the
condition of the pump.

It is possible that the question will
be taken up at the next meeting of the
board of health.

LLOYD GEORGE ON
DEFENCE, SPEAKS
IN PARLIAMENT

London, Oct. 31 — Premier Lloyd
George, defending the government ex-
penditure in military matters in the
House of Commons yesterday, contended
that it was true economy that enabled
England to have sufficient divisions in
reserve to put Marshal Foch in a posi-
tion to prepare for a march on Berlin, if
necessary, and thereby force Germany to
sign peace.

“It was a very drastic treaty,” said
the premier. “Would the Germans have
signed it unless they knew we were in
a position to compel them? Without that
treaty we should have substituted a de-
feat for a deficit, and the government
would have deserved impeachment.”

There was no justification, the pre-
mier declared, in assuming that Ger-
many would pay nothing, and in his
opinion in the financial situation England
need fear comparison with no other
country in the world.

Lloyd George said it was a crime to
distort the situation in order to destroy
the country’s credit. It was necessary,
he added, to have great confidence, and
Great Britain would weather this as she
had weathered other storms.

MANY CUT OFF
FROM VESSELS
N BIG BLOW

Only Some of 16 Missing From
One Schooner Heard From

THREE FRCM  ANOTHER

Sixty-Mile Gale Tessed Deories
About and Bearings Were Lost
— Eighty-Mile Row in One
Boat With No Food or Water

Boston, Oct. 31—Vessels fishing out
of this port lost many men when a squall
swept over the fishing grounds on last
Tuesday. Crews returning here yester-
day- told of vessel after vessel from
which men were cut off while hauling
trawls. The schooner Reading reported
that she had lost trace of sixteen of her
men in the squall and fog. Three of
these men rowed eighty miles to safety
at Nantucket and six others were report-
ed picked up by another vessel.

The Ethel B. Penny came up the har-
bor with her flag at half-mast for three
of the crew who strayed away. The
Athena is reported to have lost one man
and the Flk two men. The latter was
said to have abroad two men who were
cut off from another vessel, and the cap-
tains of two schooners arriving here ex-
pressed hope that many of the other
missing men would be picked up.

Other members of the Reading’s crew
were reported to have been rescued by
the schooner Waltham, but how many of
the sixteen men who were cut off from
their vessel were saved was still in doubt
last night.

The three men from the Reading who
landed at Nantucket came here yester-
day, not entirely recovered after their
thirty hours’ experience in the dory,
which they rowed eighty miles without
food or water. They said the fog shut
in over the south channel fishing grounds
early on Tuesday morning after the
schooners had sent out their dories with
two men each to haul trawls. In the
fog the dorymen strayed far from their
vessels, and when a sixty mile gale came
up they were tossed about and lost their
bearings.

Patrick Morrissey said that three dories
of the Reading held together until one
became unmanageable and the other two
each took off a man from the damaged
boat. They rowed through the night
with the stars as their guide and kept
in touch with each other by shouting.

Then heavier seas set in, the boats
separated and Morrissey and his two
mates pulled for shore alone.

LATER.

Nantucket, Mass., Oct. 31—Two more
of the sixteen fishermen who were cuf
off from the schooner Reading last Tues-
day were brought here today. They had
rowed for fifty hours, sustained only by
scanty rations, when they were picked
up by a vessel thirty miles off Nan-
tucket.

WONAN AND TWO
MEN ARE PLACED
UNDER ARREST

Taken in Massachusetts on Charge
of Being “Red” Agitators; Lowell
Scene of Woman Arrest

(Special to Times.)

Boston, Oct. 81.—Arrests of three al-
leged “Red” agitators took place last
night, marking the beginning of a move-
ment to check and suppress the activities
of revolutionist radicals in this state.
The captures were based on indictments
returned by the Suffolk County grand
jury in special session.

The most important arrest was that
of Mrs. Marian Emerson Sproul, well
known as a leader among the Socialists,
and an advocate of the soviet government.
She was taken in Lowell at midnight by
federal, state and local officers, on a war-
rant charging her with making utteran-
ces against the government. She was
' brought to Boston in an automobile. Her
i husband is a car conductor. ;

Mrs. Sproul is secretary of the com-
munist party and at a meeting in Rox-
bury, on Oct. 19, advocated “the over-
throw of the United States Government
Eand the substitution of a soviet govern-
'ment modeled after Bolshevik Russia.”
She reported that the communist party
i had instituted locals in several sections of
ithe country and the time for “action” was
rapidly approaching.

John R. Chuprina, aged twenty-four,
accused of promoting anarchy, was the
first to be taken into custody. His ar-
rest was closely followed by that of Solo-
.mon Press, aged 48; of Stoughton. The
| Massachusetts anti-anarchy law, chapter
191 of the acts of 1919, which is con-
sidered more drastic in its specific pro-
hibition of hostile and overt acts against
the government than the national sta-
tutes, was invoked for the first time in
the arrests.

ROOSEVELT'S ESTATE

Some of The ltems Which Make
Up $810,667

Colonel Theodore Roosevelt, who died,

at Oyster Bay on Jan. 6, last, left a gross
estate valued at the time of his death
of $810,667.83, according to affidavits filed
Transfer Tax Appraiser James N. Geh-
rig by George Emlen Roosevelt, one of
the executors of the will. From the
gross estate will be deducted $38,898.72
for funeral expenses, counsel fees, and
debts, besides the executors’ fees which
have not yet been computed.
- By the terms of the will the entire
estate goes to his widow, Edith Kermit
Roosevelt, in trust to be disposed of
among the children in any portions she
may decide upon.

A trust fund of $60,000, given to
Colonel Roosevelt by his father, is to be
used by the widow during her lifetime
and after her death is to go to the child-
ren. All silverware is left to the child-
ren, with the exception of Mrs. Long-
worth, who received her share at the
time of her marriage.

The Roosevelt home at Oyster Bay,
known as Sagamore Hill, is appraised |
at $185,500. There are corporate bonds,
including interest to the date of Colonel
Roosevelt’s death, which had a total
velue of $393,789.68. In the long list of
bonds the largest item is $30,000 worth
of United States Liberty bonds of the
first issue, which have an estimated
market value of $29,910 with accrued
interest of $61.25; bonds of the Third
and Fourth Loan having a total market
valuation of $24,040 and $19,183.84 re-
spectively, with total accrued interest to
the amount of $501.86; a thousand-dollar
(Canadian Victory Loan bond with a
market value with interest of $1,040.93
The remainder of the bonds are prin-
cipally of railroad corporations. A $3,000
Republic of Mexico bond is listed as
worthless. An explanatory note in the
apprisal records that the executor can
find no value for such Mexican bonds
and that none of the bonds has been
called or paid since 1913.

Stock and stock dividends. declared,
but unpaid, are valued at $188,261.70.
One of the largest items in the list of
stocks is 600 shares of Broadway Im-
provement Cempany stock having an
estimated value of $30,000. There are
eighty shares of the Central Union Trust
Company, valted at $29,565; 440 shares
of Pennslyvania Railroad stock, ap-
praised at $20,020, and 262 shares of
Elkhorn stock that are set down as of
“no value.” Another stock having no
value listed in the inventory is that of
the Federal Club, of which the decedent
held theee shares.

land indirectly,” Mr. Schneider said in
part. “Directly, since its leaders are
'striving at a methodicel  propaganda.
| Their avowed design is to set the world
{ablaze so as to realize their crazy plans,
jand because Bolshevism can prolong its
| existence only by spreading to other
| countries, so Lenine has sent out into
{the world numerous agents well equip-
\ped for their nefarious propaganda. It
|is no exaggeration to state that there ex-
{ists at the present time a Bolshevist
plot, the network of which covers the
whole world. .

“Indirectly, Bolshevism is no less dan-
gerous. Initiated by a few reforming
but powerful minds, it embodies doc-
trines in which there is mostly nothing
but the old instinct of anarchy. To this
latter it lends a semblance of dignity
and idealism and then leads weak minds
astray. It is near enough to us for its
example to attraet and invite the imita-
tion of some; it is far enough away for
the effects of its formidable dictatorship
to remnain shrouded. The physical and
moral disturbance succeeding the armis-
tice has singularly helped it to spread. No
country can boast of not harboring the
poison germ of Bolshevism.”

Cost of Living Increasing.

“Yet the cost of living continues to
increase day by day,” continued Mr.
Sshneider. “It is attributed to the scar-
city of foodstuffs, depreciation of money
and disorganized transportation. But the
reduced production, the increased wages
and, above all. the growing demands of
consumers and the zeneral rapacity of
merchants and dealers, have their share
tsh the crisis. At any rate, the cost of
living spreads dissatisfaction and is the
chief obstacle to the blessings of peace.

The Want
Ad Way
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A CENTRAL BUREAU.

The plan of a central bureau or clear-
ing house for the province for the pro-
motion of social welfare pnd legislation
pertaining thereto will appeal strongly
to the public mind. As Hon. Dr. Rob-
erts pointed out at the meeting of repre-
sentatives of different organizations yes-
terday the government is repeatedly
asked to assist in the promotion of this
or that cause, or secure legislation ' that
is desired by a single organization. Much
greater headway would be made in all
such matters if behind the appeal was
the influence of many organizations, ex-
pressing their views through the medium
of a central bureau which could present
the cade with clearness and force. It is
obvious that governments must pay in-
creasing attention to what may be term-
ed social legislation. Public sentiment
as well as public interest demands greater
attention to this phase of legislative ac-
tivity. It is useless to hope, however,
that governments will initiate legislation
along this line for which there is no or-
ganized public demand. To take one
illustration, this province has disgrace-
fully neglected the care of the feeble-
minded. It is a matter which must be
dealt with by the legislature. An ap-
peal by any one organization would passy
unheeded; but if a central bureau repre-
senting many humanitarian organizations
throughout the province backed up by
the health department, the legislature
would at once givce it-serious considera-
tion.

Dominion Happenings of Other Days

THE FAITHFUL LOYALISTS.

The closipg days of October, 1783,
saw a great movemegt beginning in the
Unfted States of America. On the
September first previous a treaty of peace
lha,d been made between Great Britain
and the rebel American colonies. The
young nation was rejoicing in the suc-
cess of its arms in the struggle with the
overseas nation. But there were thous-
ands living in the colonies to whom the
failure of Britain was a real grief.
These were the Loyalists who, in spite
of all the strain of the struggle, *were
still true to the motherland. They re-
fused stubborniy to strike a blow against
their own race. They refused to throw
in their lot with the rebels. .

As a result, when the colonies were
successful they looked askance at the
men who had refused to aid them’ in
the war years. Their property was con-
fiscated and in many ways they were
made to feel that they were undesirables.
Everywhere they suffered great priva-
tions and while some of them were per-
mitted to remain in the United States it
was years before they felt at home. The
vast majority were either driven out or
they left to avoid the diScomforts of
the situation. Twenty-eight thousand
isettled in Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
i wick; the rest found new homes in On-
tario and Quebe¢. In the first three
years after the war 4,478 settlers came
into what is now Ontario, ,a second band
of “Pilgrim Fathers.”
ment was in the fall of 1783, the little
party making their mew homes near
| Kingston. i

Haldimand, whd was governor of the
country, treated the new comers with
great generosity. Tracts of land, large
enough to make a living upon, were
given to each family. A few years later
the government gave each son and
daughter of the Loyalists 200 acres of
land and in each province the United
Empire Loyalists became a colony of
great: strength and industry.

Opinions on Political Situatien in
Canada

The Advent of The Farmers as a
Strong Force in Public Affairs
—Chance of Compromise in the

West Was Peassed Up

(Correspondence of Times,)
Ottawa, Oct: 23—The result of the
polling in Ontario has assumed a good
deal more than provincial significance.

t was watched at Ottawa with the
eenest interest, and all political proph-
ets have been completely confounded. At
a private dinner held last week at which
several members of the dominion cabinet
were present, some small pools were
made on the result; and the man who\
made about the worst guessing in the;
lot was one who is usually considered
the keenest judge of political events in
Canada. The man who came nearest to
the actual result 'was a western member
not usually credited with any abnormal
prescience in such matters. He appar-
ently realized fully what everyone is
now ready to admit: that the day of the
farmer is coming in politics, and he will
have the opportunity of putting in prac-
tice some of those theories he has been
advocating.

The issues which seem to have ruled
in Ontario were almost entirely federal;
and most prominent of all was the one
of conscription, indicating that when
the federal elections are held this issue
will again bulk Jarge in Ontario. The
farmers feel that they were deceivid
and unfairly treated on that issue, and
they are out for revenge gg.-Some one.
The fact that Hearst was the first fig-
ure in the road accounts for what they
did to him, and indicates what will
probably happen when they have the
chance to express themselves at a fed-
eral election.

Agrarian Theories,

The general feeling' among politicians
here is that it will not be a bad thing
tq have some of the agrarian theories
tried out in the provincial arena. It
looks as though i would be up to the
farmers in the Ontario house to form
a government. They are numerically
the largest party; and unless they shrink
from the issue and form a combination
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in support of one of the two old line
parties, they must assume the respon-
sibility themselves.

While they have a well defined plat-
form on federal issues, which is, if any-
thing, even more radical than the plat-
form of the western farmers, there has
been no indication that they have pre-
pared or thought of a provincial plat-
form. There is not, so far as is known,
any one man of outstanding ability
among them; and the experiment they
may make to form a government and
carry on the affairs of the province will
certainly be watched with interest.

There does not seem to have been
much regret over the defeat of Sir
Adam Beck. He is reported as having
said that, if defeated, he would perman-
ently retire from politics. In Room 16,
the government headquarters in the
house, there seemed to be general satis-
faction over his defeat. He has not been
particularly loved in government circles,
having tried more than once to assume
his characteristic attitude of czarism in
his dealings with the government.

The result in Ontario will probably
have the effect of strengthening ihe
chances of the farmer candidates at the
federal by-elections to be held next
week. By the time a general election is
held the farmers of Canada will have
been much strengthened in their organ-
ization, and the result in Ontario will
increase their confidence, a quality in
which they are not now lacking. It
would not be at all surprising to see the
farmers hold the balance of power, if
not an actual majority, in the next par-
liament.

Their representation in the present
house has not shown any conspicuous
ability; but they say that they have not
been in a position to fight. The ablest
man they have is Mr. Crerar, who made
a rather good speech, indicating the pos-
session of some original ,if radical ideas,
on the railroad question when he gave a
somewhat reserved support to the Grand
Trunk measure. But Mr, Crerar can
hardly be said to be of leadership calibre.
He is very immature as a politician,
though certainly both honest and like-
able; and apt to be lead away by the
latest political or economic theorist who
comes his way; and there are a go
many such who make their headquarters
here.

What is very evident is that the farm-
ers are coming, and coming strong.
Unless ' they make a hopeless mess of
things in Ontario—assuming that they
accept the responsibilities of office in
that province—they will bulk large in
framing the future policies of Canada.
If they attempt to put their platform in
practice—and there is no reason to ex-
pect that they will shrink from doing
so, for they are undeniably honest in
their beliefs—what will happen in busi-
ness in Canada will be no less than a
revolution, for their theories are revolu-
tionary in their extremeness.

Meanwhile, political leaders here are
asking for copies of the farmers’ plat-
form, which they realize they must be-
gin to study, in order to appreciate just
what the country is liable to be con-
fronted with.

Under such circumstances it would
seem to be advisable for the business men
of Canada to take thought to the future
immediately. That things have come
to the present pass is largely due to the
attitude which the business world has
hitherto adopted towards the farmer. It
is undeniable that business has hitberto
had the principal voice in dictating the
affairs of the country. On the whole, the
impartial observer, would say that they
could be in no better hands; but their
counsels have not always been those of
wisdom. They have been too often intol-
erant of interests which seemed to be
immediately in conflict with their own.

The farmers of this country believe
that this influence has been exerted on
“the good old rule, the simple plan, that
they should take who have the power
and they should keep who can.” The
strength of those who keep seems to be
waning; and those who would take are
about to have their day.

That, I believe, without glossing over
the situation or pallicting the faults or
weakness of either party, is about the
position of affairs in Canada today.
Where the sympathy of the common peo-
ple, who are neither farmers nor business
men lies, is easily judged. Primarily, they
are thinking of their own welfare; and
it seems probable that the majority of
them believe /it would lie with the farm-
ers, who also are usually classed with the
common people.

Some Possibilities.

Many things may happen in the neat
future. One is, for example, that the
farmers and labor party of Ontario may
unite and choose Sir Adam Beck as their
Jeader. Disgusted though he may be at
present, he is well known to be avid for
power, and if the premiership of Ontario
were offered him he would be hardly
likely to refuse it. Unless he, or some
other man of outstanding ability and
political acumen can be found to lead
the rising party in Ontario, it seems in-

od | evitable that they will make & mess of

things, and probably give a killing blow
to, the farmers’ movement all over Can-
ada.

The immediate effect of their triumph
in Ontario will likely lead to a more
complete organization in the maritime
provinces than they now have. The farm-
ers, in short, are “feeling their oats” all
over Canada. It may be only a political
brainstorm, and may suffer the fate of
former agrarian political movements.
The old line politicians, and, no doubt,
the business men also, are probably hop-
ing it will be; but it would be foolish to
disregard the strength of the movement
any longer.

Bisiness men might as well make up[
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their minds to the fact that the tarift
has got to be revised and lowered. Had
the farmers of the west been met more
in the spirit of compromise some time
ago, the present movement would never
have gained the strength it has. There
is a good deal more than what its critics
would call mere economic madness about
this movement. The farmer is irascible
from other causes. He feels that he has
been ignored or treated contemptuously.
He has frequently made advances in the
past at a time when his ideals were
much less radical than they now are. If
he had been met in the spirit of com-
promise at that time the movement
would never have gained the strength it
now shows; he might have been edu-
cated along less radical lines, and things
would be better for all concerned.

It seems inevitable that we shall ex-
perience in Canada sooner or later a per-
jod of what are known as “hard times.”
It looks as though that period might
come about the time when the farmers
are in the saddle. With every respect to
their theories—and some of them are per-
fectly respectable—we should probably
be in for what can be described only as
an awful mess in Canadian affairs, and
some of Mr. Crerr’s theories would cer-
tainly go by the board when the wreck-
age tangling the ship of state was clear—
ed away. It would be a drastic process,
‘but perhaps it would be the cheapest in
the end.

Meanwhile the only way of avoiding
it would seem to be, if possible, that the
two interests should meet on a common
ground, if there is any such between
them. Whichever party undertakes to
govern the affairs of this country in the
near future has an immensely difficult
task on its hands. We are loaded up
with a fabulous debt, and some publie
undertakings which are big with possi-
bilities for the increase of that debt-
It would seem to be the worst pessible
time for swapping policies and trying out
new theories. If the farmers should get
tn the saddle, the enormous nature of
their responsibilities might frighten and
sober them, but ot present they possess
an absolute confidence in themselves
which argues otherwise.
