Earthquake Felt
Washington Reports

Washington, March 11.—A “rather
severe’” earthquake about 4,000 miles
from Washington in a southern direc-
tion was recorded early today on the
seismograph at Georgetown Univer-
sity.

The tremors began about 5.51 a. m.
and continued until shortly after 7 a.
m., reaching maximum intensity be-
tween 5.37 and 6.01.

BULLET OVER HEADS
STOPS RUNAWAYS

Six Boys Retaken After a
Night Escape From In-
dustrial Home.

—

The sizzle of a bullet discharged
from a revolver as it pierced the air
over their heads proved far more effec-
tive than moral suasion when County
Policeman H. A. Shortcliffe, was
rounding up six boys, who had es-
caped from the Boys’ Industrial Home,

in East St. John, last night. The boys
had secured a key, and just before
midnight left the building and started
along the March road. Those in the
arty were: Edward Cunningham,
aged 14, Howard Cunningham, aged 12,
Walter Coughlan, aged 14, all of Chat-
ham; Gerald Lnndry, aged 14, of
Moncton and Donald Payne, aged 15,
and Gilbert W. Dixon, aged 15, both
of St. John.

When the boys were missed, word
was sent to County Policeman Short-
liffe, and he immediately started out in
search of them. He secured a taxi and
proceeded along the Marsh road. The
headlights of the car picked up the
boys some distance ahead between
Torryburn and Renforth as they scur-
ried to cover. Realizing that the boys
feared thelr escape had been discovered,
Policeman Shortliffe decided to use
some strategy. He had the car parked
and made a detour through the woods,
coming out ahead of the boys farther
along the road. °

Hearing them approaching along the
railway track, he moved to a point of
vantage and waited. In the meanwhile
the chauffeur had hig instructions to
give him time to get in the lead of the
runaways and then close in from the
Tear. \

Bullet Stops Them. -

The plan was working to perfection
when Shortliffe stepped forth and,
covering the boys with a revolver, or-
dered them to halt. Two, more daring
than the others, made a break for lib-
erty, and, when they refused to stop,
the officer fired a shot over their heads,
This proved effective, and they quickly
came to a halt and returned to the
spot with their hands elevated above
Their companions were
also badly frightened and quickly fol-
lowed their example, and their arms
shot skyward.

Speaking of the incident today,
Policeman Shortliffe confessed he had a
hard time repressing a smile as he
lined them up and marshalled them
back to the taxi. He drove them back
to the institution, and at 4 o’clock the
adventurers were back in their beds.
On awaking this morning there is little
doubt that they considered their esca-
pade a bad nightmare.

A COKING PLANT

The announcement in The Times-
Star yesterday, that a syndicate has
engineers making a survey with the
intention, if reports are satisfactory,
of establishing in St. John & plant for
the production of coke and the by-
rroducts of coal, gives rise to the hope
that this industry may soon be created.
St. John is admirably Jocated for such
a plant, whose products would be sent
through the provinces. Many St. John
people discovered during the past win-
ter that coke was an excellent substi-
tute for American anthracite. There
is also a good market in these provinces
for the by-psodicts of coal. Since it
is possible to establish a plant here
with both rail and water connections,
gnd since there are great deposits of
suitable coal in the Minto fields in ad-
dition to the Nova Scotia supply, the
conditions would seem to be especially
favorable for the industry. The syndi-
cate has evidently been impressed by
these facts. It is said the plant would
cost $2,000,000 or more, and it would
give employment to many people. If
it .should be decided to proceed with
flie work this year, the construction of
the plant would call for much labor.

NEW BRUNSWICK SCHOOLS

M}e schools, more teachers and
more pupils—that is the record of the
public schools of New Brunswick for
the school year 1922-23, as revealed in

the annual report of Dr. W. S. Carter,'w_'

Chief Superintendent.

The total number of pupils in at-
tendance during the year was 78,758. |
This was one in every five or there-
abouts of the population, according to!
the census of 1911. The total expendi-|
ture for the year was $2,674,376.84,

“In the years 1917 to 1918 the supply
of teachers in the province was about
four hundred short. Last year ‘the sup-
ply: was nearly equal to the demand,
and the result-was an increase of 71,500
in the school enrolment. The Normal
School attendance is now a record one, .

{salary has greatly helped, and it is
noted that some who had left the pro-
fession have retirned to it because
there is a better opportunity to get a
living‘ wage. No local licenses have
been issued this year.

Dr. Carter notes that many of the
high schools are overcrowded, and he
does not recall any year in which more
school houges have been built or
planned. It is nevertheless a regrettable
fact that so small a proportion of
pupils go through the high school
course, Only 8,243 children over fifteen
years were in the public schools in the
first term of last year, and 8,965 in
the second. The problem is to provide
such a course of instruction as will
keep a larger number of pupils who
have passed the common school grades
in attendance for a longer period. M-
viously vocational training is 1A
and especially in the cities and towns.

It is to be noted that the percen:age
of average attendance of pupils al
school has improved. It had failen from
1915 to 1918, being only 67 in the
December term of the latter year, but
in ‘1922 had risen to 74.47. An inter-
esting table compares the enrolment in
cities and towns simce 1918. Taking
the December term in St. John we find
that the enrolment in 1913 was 7,818,
and in 1923 had increased to 9,195.
Selecting these two terms for compari-

ment in ten years, and two show a
loss,

A very. interesting table, and one
which vcxplains why it is not as diffi-
cult to get teachers as it was a few
years ago, is that showing the average
salaries of teachers as compared with
that of ten years ago.

It will not be contended that salaries
are too high. When we consider. the
value of the work the teachers per-
form, and that they get so little prac-
tical assistance from parents or Parent-
‘Teacher Asssoclations, it must be con-
' ceded that they deserve more rather
! than less remuneration. The propor-
| tion of malegteachers is still very small.

Of 2,201 teachers .employed; including
| 99 assistants, 190 were male and 2,101
i females.

There is still a very large proportion
of ungraded ‘schools in the province.
During the first term of 1922-23 there
were 140 graded schools in operation,
and 1,228 ' ungraded schools. The
former, however, had an enrolment
3,687 greater than the latter. In this
connection it is interesting to note the
number of districts having a claim
upon the poor aid for the school year
1924-25. Fhey are as follows:—Albert
County, 12; Carleton, 12; Charlotte,
21; Gloucester, 65; Kent, 57; Kings,
84; Madawaska, 87; Northumberland,
|87; Queens, 41; Restigouche, 13; 8t.
. John County, 7; Sunbury, 16; Victorla,
11; Westmorland, 9; York, 8. This
makes a total of 880. It is explained
that districts having a valuation of
$12,000 and under are rated poor; those
$8,000 and under one-third poor, and
those between $8,000 and $12,000 one
guarter poor. The amount apportioned
from the County Fund to poor dis-
tricts 'last year was $12,989.79.

It is gratifying to note that there
has been an increase .in the number
of pupils taking the high-school course.
In the term ended December 1908-4
there were 1,801 students in high school
ond in the liké term last year 8,315.
This, however, compared with the
total school attendance, is not a satis-
fuctory showing.

Dr. Carter makes & very interesting
comparison of the cost of schools in
the province and in St. John in 1912-18
and 1922-23. The cost to the province
in the former year was $1,000,384, and

schools for the deaf and blind. In St.I
Jchn the anptal expenditure in the
former period was $250,484, and in the
latter $539,282, while the bonded in-|
debtedness for schools increased from
§£69,000 to $1,108,500. To bring it down
to a simple statement, the schools of
St. John cost $2,700 per day.

The annual report from which these
facts and figures have been gleaned
contains much other interesting infor-
mation, which may be made the sub-

ONTARIO'S AIRCRAFT INVEST-
MENT.

(Ottawa Citizen.)
The Ontario Government is evi-
dently impressed with the urgent
necessity of conserving the forest
wealth of this province. It is an-
nounced that 13 aeroplanes have been
purchased for fire patrol work in the
timber areas. They are to be used also
in an extensive forest survey. Timber
concessions are to be checked up and
preliminary information upon which to
base a policy of reforestation is to be
gathered.
The aircraft fleet should prove to be
a profitable investment. Last year, fire
b#rnt over 2,120,000 acres in this prov-
ince, much of it timber land. With a
more efficient fire prevention service,
which a well-organized airctaft patrol
will give, the cost of the aeroplane fleet
should soon. be saved to the province.
Cheaper aeroplanes are being de-
signed and it is possible that some of
the larger timber companies will them-
selves. invest in modern machines so
soon as & standard design is produced.
The Provincial Governmen* might per-
haps have been better advised to build
up the fire patrol fleet gradually, in-
stead of buying so many machines at
once. But the answer is that the need
is urgent. Many large industries are
dependent upon the maintenance of the
province’s forest resources.
s

LEAGUE OF NATIONS.

- (Mail and Empire.)
It is & common criticism of the
League of Nations that, despite its
influence and in some cases’ its strong
endeavors much has happened in
Europe as if the strong hand still pre-
vailed in the settlement of differences
between nations. In her measures to
collect' reparations from Germany,
France has not lived up to the coven-
ant of the League, to which she is a
subscriber. Italy, in her dealings with
Greece, refused to be constrained by
her obligations as a member of the
League. These and other disappoint-
ments tend to make people forgetful of
the very substantial services to the
peace and restoration of Europe that
have been rendered by the League,
notably in the settlement of di.putes
between Germany and Poland, in the
obtaining of financial aid for Austria,
and in the easing of the situation in
Hungary. Surely nobody expected that
the moral authority of the League
would become fully recognized and es-
tablished in a few years. Long time is
required’to build up a formidable mili-
tary' power, and equally long time
must be taken to build up an organiza-
tion of equal potency for peace.
Though some 60 nations now belong to
it, the League does not yet include the
United States. That is a great lack.
Its use for the prevention of war would
be immensely increased were that great
power a member.

1t is not, however, by ‘dding nation
to nation that the League is to be made
the security -against war that it was
designed to be. The energlzing power
of the League must be publie apinion.
When public opinion in the several
constituent countries has been devel-
oped to the anti-war pitch, the League
can then say that its objects have be-
come attainable,

EAVES HUSBAND;
WOMAN 1S JILTED

. .

Asks $150,000 Balm, But
Court Rules Against
Her Suit.

New York, March 11—The story of
a woman left stranded without a hus-
band and deprived of the prospect of a
second husband in the man she says
persuaded her to leave her home, was
unfolded in the pe, filed in the suit
of Mrs. Helen cKinstrey agains
George H. Souther, Jr., for $180,000.
The ironical part of it is that the suit
was dismissed on the motion that Mrs.
Kinstrey’s contract was held prejudi-
cial to the morals of society and there-
fore to present no cause for action.

Mrs. gch!mtre’y, according to her
story, was living happily with her hus-
bend and her daughter, June ,6, in
Hudson, N. Y, in 1922, In the sum-
mer of that year she met George H.
Souther. Souther was married, but
was in the midst of w divorce suit
which he prophesied would end soon
with a decree in his favor,

Mrs. McKinstrey says she at first re-
jected his suggestion that she go to
Reno and divorce her husband so they
could bhe married, but after he con-
tinued his pleas throughout that sum-
mer and fall she was “overcome,” as
she put it, and left for Nevads, In
the meantime, she said, Souther had
introduced her to his lawyer, Leo R.
Brilles, wbo since has died, and he
made arrangements through a lawyer
in Reno for her to get a divorce.

She was nearing the end of the re-
quired six months’ residence in Reno,
according to her story, when ghe was
informed by Souther that his father
objected. to the contemplated marriage
and threatened to disinherit him.

In the meantime, Mrs, McKinstrey
says, she learned that Souther had
withdrawn his divorce suit and an-
nounced that he intended to permit his
wife to bring the suit, which, it ap-
pears from the papers, she did in Ré®k-
land county. Whether Souther and his
wife subsequently were divorced does
not appear.

The upshdt of the arrangement was
that Mrs. McKnstrey found herself
without & husband and with no pros-
pect of mearrying Souther. This, she
says, not only caused her great humili-
ation and anguis™ but the arrangement
appeared to her later in the light of a
“malicious conspiracy” to deprive her
of her husband and her home.
