These rules provide that 
the remains of all persons who have died 
of small pox, typhoid fever, diphtheria or 
other contagious diseases, or infectious 
diseases,will not be received for tr 
tation unless in hermetically sealed cases 
the disease of which the person died to 
be plainly stated in writing and fastened 
to tne case. Bodies of the dead enclosed 
in other than hermetic 
tWlTWTBWWÏTKr ïi , 
when accompanied by a certificate,signed 
by a well known and respectable medi­
cal officer, stating that death did not re­
sult from a contagious or infectious dis­
ease. All corpses of persons destined for 
St. John or points east of St. John, will 
be refused, except they are in an her­
metically sealed leaden or metallic coffin, 
and then only when accompanied by cer­
tificate stating the nature of disease that 
occasioned death, and for points east of 
St. John agents are not to sell or bag­
gage masters accept a ticket for a 
corpse beyond St. John; but the party in 
charge of the same is to be instruct­
ed to arrange for transportation be­
yond st John with the agent of the In­
tercolonial railway at that point Owing 
to the stringent rules of the board of 
health of the city of St John, this rule is 
made j £ imperative. Corpses 
all points must be pre-paid 
by a first class unlimited ticket ex­
cepting that to points outside of New 
England—other than those east of St* 
John as above noted—-a first-class limit­
ed ticket may be sold for transportation 
to any point to which through car lines 
are maintained. In both cases corpses are 
to be taken only when in care of accom­
panying adult person.—[Bangor Com­
mercial.

San Francisco,Cal., Oct. 19.—The Mail 
advices from Japan give an account of a 
tidal wave in whicti nearly 1500 persona 
lost UwfT flfGs and âboht 2000 flonses 
were washed away.

On September 11th the same day Yoko­
hama was so severely damaged by a 
typhoon a violent wind and rainstorm 
set in at Hazugan and Aichiken.

By 2 o’clock the sea had risen several 
feet above ordinary high tide, and just 
after nightfall the waves mounted to a 
great height washing away embankments 
and'levellihgjthe buildings near the shore* 
Afterwards a wave 15 feet higher than the 
highest of those that had proceeded it 
rolled in with a great roar, washing away 
the remaining portions of the embank­
ment and carrying with it nearly all the 
houses of various villages along the beach. 
This was done so suddenly and unex­
pectedly that the inhabitants bad not 
time to escape. At Okudo in Oguri 
Slimden, all the houses 23 in number 
were washed away, and out of 60 inhab­
itants 54 lost their lives. At Jitsoroku 
forty houses were washed away and 
about 50 out of a population of 250 
were killed. At lkuta, Mura. 120 
houses were washed away and 
about 20 broken up and 40 of the 
inhabitantas killed. At Yoshida, Mura, 
350 out of 650 houses were washed away 
and 628 of a popu lationof3,260 were killed. 
At Toba Mura, containing 220 houses and 
a population of 1,130, ten houses broken 
up and ten persons perished. In addi­
tion to those already enumerated, 369 
bodies have been found and there are 280 
missing.

This case has affected the minds of the 
people of St John more than any crime 
that has been committed here for the 
past twenty years, for terrible as its con­
sequences were its possibilities were 
much greater than the reality. Instead 
of only one person falling a victim four 
families might have been wiped out 
of existence as a result of this murderous 
plot. The people of St. John will there­
fore look with great impatience on any 
effort to defeat tho ends of justice or to 
shield the guilty person if he is in our 
midst. Nor should it be forgotten by 
those who may have knowledge of the 
crime tl at if they withhold that know­
ledge from the officers of justice they are 
not only morally but legally guilty, in an 
equal degree with the actual murderer, 
as accessories after the fact, and liable to 
indictment and trial as such. We trust 
that the officers of the Crown will bear 
this fact in mind and suffer no guilty 
person to escape, whether the individual 
be one of the principals in the transaction 
or one who has subsequently acquired a 
guilty knowledge of the murder and has 
failed to disclose it

These facts ought to be 
made clear to the Admiralty authorities 
by the Board of Trade.

Geese sold at 80 to 90 cents 
each and turkeys 17 to 18 per lb. Lggs 
and butter were quite scarce, and brought 
high prices, butter selling at 
bv the tub 26 and 27 by the roll, while 
eggs retailed at 27 cents per doz.

Fish Day in Moncton.—Moncton was 
surprised by large numbers of trout one 
or two inches in length, which were re­
ceived yesterday morning with the wat­
er from the reservoir. Some families 
were supplied with two or three quarts 
of the fish. Mr. C. Hams and Mr. 
Lodge, of the water supply company 
when seen said that the reservoir was 
simply aUve with tiny tront; and 
added that the company were consider­
ing the advisability of obtaining a large 
number of pickerel and putting them in 
the reservoir to feed on the trout. There 
was little fear of the pickerel themselves 
becoming a nuisance in turn because 
they would afford good fishing.
