A TIP FOR FARMERS.

A Conmecticut Farmer, Owing to the
Depletion of His Exchequer, Makes
» Discovery Which May Be Quite
Impertant.

Norwics, Conn., July 27. A Walling-
ford farmer has found a substitute for
bay inthe shape of dry leaves. He
stumbled upon his discovery last winter.
His hay mow became depleted] ditto his
treasury, and hissix cows and two horses
teased him for several days for some-
thing he did not have, During a fit of
despondency he fed them leaves which
he had gathered for bedding, and the
poor cattle ate them avidity.

The horses, which were fast becoming
emaciated, picked up and rapidly grew
fat; the cows which had given 12' quarts
of milk and five pounds of butter on a
hay and grain diet, distinguished them-
sslves by yielding 15 quarts of milk and
seven pounds of -butter when fed on
leaves alone. Mr. Sawyer, the discoverer
of this new animal food, was elated. He
was afated becanse he saw his annual
profits’go bounding skyward.

The news of his wonderful discovery
was heéralded thronghout the neighbor-
hood, and the farmers have all decided
to substitute itTor. hay. Butthey are
not ' heglecting their grass crops. On
the contrary, they are assiduously en-

aged preparing: their entire crop

or city consumption, depending them-
selyes upon the woods to furnish a sus-

tenagee for their cattle, In this way
they hope to more than double their
profits. ;

LOUISE OF WALES TO THE
EARL OF FIFE TODAY.

The Prince of Wales gives away the
Bride—Bride and Groom are Cordi-
ally Greeted by theQueen.

Loxpon, July 27.—Her Royal Highness
Princess Louise Victoria Alexanderia
Dagmar, eldest daughter of the Prince of
Wales was married at noon to-day to
Alexander Wm, George, Earl of Fife and
Knight of the Thistle. - The weather was
unpropitious, the rain was falling.

The ceremony took place in the
private chapel of Buckingham Palace.
This was the first marriage that ever
took place in this chapel which is small
and the number of guests was therefore
limited. The bride and groom arrived
privately. The Prince of Wales, the
Crown Prince of Denmark, the King of
Greece, Prince Albert Victor and Prince
George of Wales assembled ‘in the
Bow  library of Buckingham TPalace
at 11.46 o’clock and there awaited the ar-

ilvnl of the "Qtieen from her private

partments.

The Bridal party. consisting of the
Prince of Wales, Princess Louise and
Princesses Victoria and Maud 6f Wales
left Marlborough house 11.40 o’clock for
Buckingham Palace.

Notwithstnading the rain the route. to
the palace was crowded with spectators,
and there was a vast concourse of people
opposite the palace and the Prince of
Wales was enthusiastically cheered.

On the arrival irthe Bow library, ofthe
Queen, accompanied by the Grand Duke
Hesse, the procession to the chapel was
formed.

Tt comprised the Queen, members of the
royal family who had gathered in the li-
brary, he King of Greece, Crown Prince of
Denmark and other guests .and officers
of the royal household. The procession

on ils way to the chapel passed
through  several of Sthe Royal
apartments in which many
of the guests who had found it impos-
sible to enter the chapel were seated.

Upon reaching thechapel the queen
was escorted to a seat prepared for her
while the other Royal Personages {ook
seats on ‘either side of the altar.

The clergymen officiating were the
Archbishop of Canterbury, the Bishop of
London, the Dean of Windsor, the Domes-
tic Chaplain to the Prince of
Wales and Rev. T, Teigmouth Shore.
The Prince of Wales gave
away the bride. The Choral serviees
were sung by the choir of the Chapel
Royal St. James.

THE DARK CONTINENT.

AN AFmAN MISSIONARY EXPLOR-
ER RETURNS HOME.

¥He Reports Many Dead Bodies of Stan-
ley’s Men Seem and Major Bartlett
and MrrJamieson of the Relief Exe
pedition Both Dead.
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZRTTE.

Lima, Ohio, July 27.—Rev. J. H. Camp,
who has been in Central Africa as an ex-
ploring and mechanical missionary for
the American Baptist  Mission-
ary Society has arrived home
after an absence of nearly three years

.Camp arrived at Banana, Africa, on

April 6th 1887, and left for the Interior a
month; later, {ravelling up the Congo
river. On this trip inland bhe
was accompaenied by, five whites
and forty natives. They passed -
through some sections of country
which never before had been visited by
& white man.
““T'he most profound surprise was mani-
fested at their appearance and actios.
The conclusion finally reached by the
natives was that they were
evil and hostile spirits
They were attacked geveral.
times and lost many men. With regard
to Stanley, Camp said he had followed
that explorer’s route about a month be-~
hind him for several hundred miles and
very many bodies of Stanley’s men who
died on the way were found along the
route.

Camp also reports that a relief ex-
pedition under charge of Major Bartlett
and Mr. Jamieson was left at Aruwhimi
by Rtanley with orders to follow him in

year if he was not heard
from, was decimated by disease, and
Bartlett was forced to apply to Tippoo
Tib for assistance in carrying the ;goods
inland.  Bartlett was afterwards
shot by one of Tippoo Tibs .men,

Jamieson, next in command, decided
to return to Aruwhimi and restock the
goods. He started down the river to
Bungala, where he arrived in August
and on the day following = his
arrival he died. It is
from his Diary that the failure of the re-
lief expedition was learned.

Regarding Stanleys intentions for
the future, Camp said “Two
days after Stanley had started io-
land he (“Camp”) was met
by a civilized Arab from Tippoo Tibs
company to whom Stanley explained his
future intentions. Stanley had stated
that Emin Bey would join him and it
would take 8000 loads of ivory and 8000
carriers to transport the effects of its ex-
pedition and that of Emin Bey out of
the country. The route being a caravan
route between Victoria Vyanza and An-
ganyiki and thence East to Zanzibar.

Stanley was notified by his soldiers one
night while in camp that the Arabs were
preparing to attack him the following
day and rob him of his ivory.

It says that although the Short
Line is - now in operation, and
although  cheap excursion trips
have been  provided one In-
ternational steamer in .one trip has
brought as many passengers from Bos-
ton as the railway hasin the whole week
of through passengers from the Western
Provinces of this Dominion. This fact, if
it be a fact, moves it joyfully to say :—

The fact cannot be blanked out of sight
that it is to our American cousins we
look when we wish to fill up our houses
and our streets with visitors from abroad.
Their relations with us of blood and
business; their sympathy with us in the
hour of trouble; their proximity; their
interest in us; our interest in them; the
prevailing spiritof the true democracy in
New Brunswick as in New England, are
all calculated to unite us closer and closer
in friendly bonds.

This insidious language is designed to
estrange us from our fellow subjects of
Western Canada and unite us. more
closely to the hereditary enemies of our
Empire and our flag. It is a fact that we
have a good many American summer
visitors here, and we have no
objections to their coming, provided
they come as yisitors and not as. politi-

Be-
fore Mr. Mercier’s friends in Quebec
spoke of a “French-Canadian nation” the
Globe had in effect declared that this
was not a British country; ithad declars
ed that all the power of the Empire could
not defend Canada from attack by the
United States, and it had in numerous
articles sneered at the rising tide of
national feeling which is'as ~ certain to
overflow this country as that the sun
will shine or the seasons return, Not-
withstanding these = easily removable
stumbling blocks to the career of a great
newspaper, certain associations gather
| around-the Globe which, under prudent
management, will not fail to keep it in &
prominent place among the newspapers
of Canada. It fought the battle of civil
and religious liberty ifithe spirit and
with the courage of the ‘old erusaders; it
counted not the cost. It fought for the
principles of Liberalism when Liberals
disdained alliance with any and all reac-
tionary elements. It was the paper of ‘the
Browns;” and the Browns—George dead,
Gordon, living—were forces in the
Liberal party, the memory of whose
services the public will not readily let
die. The old Liberals, the old Presby-
terians, the old men who fought “John
A,” not so great a national figure as he
has since become, still cling to the Globe
and there is a suspicion that it isthe old
Presbyterian element which led the
Globe to “right about face,” on the jesuit
estate act question. What with the re-
gard and support of old friends, the en-

rison and the Republican leaders in Con-
gress that they are ready to meet us half
way, what is the use of creating a favor-
able public opinion here? Mr, Hitt's
resolution, adopted by the House of Re-
presentatives at the close of the last Con-
gress in March, but defeated in the Sen-
ate, cannot be taken to represent the
views either of the new President or of
the next Congress, which will probably
meet in special session in October.

The
Saturday edition is never less than six-
teen pages, sometimes more, and is at
present without doubt, the best Saturday
paper turned out in Canada, being freely
illustrated with well executed engrav-
ings, and the reading matter exceedingly
entertaining. Its business management
is the great strength of the Globe, and
this I learn from parties outside of the
newspaper offices, but who had excellent
opportunities of information on the sub-
ject. . If the Globe can be killed its advo-
cacy of Commercial Union or Unre-
sticted Reciprocity will kill it, and the
reason is not far to seek, The com-
mereial interests, which are the mainstay
of newspapers, ard the scheme as
thoroughly” revolutionary, as meaning
the overturn of the National Policy which
in the matter of trade has secured Can-
ada for the Canadians.”

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AMONG THE CHURCHES.

RELIGIOUS NOTES AND NEWS GATH-
ERED FROM ALL QUARTERS.

The Presbyterian General Assembly —A
Few Words About the Presbyterian
Church and What It Has Done in the
Past—A Great Work.

The general assembly of the Presby-
terian church meets annually, and is
constituted of clerical and lay represen-
tatives from the various presbyteries in
the United States. These annual sessions
are looked upon with great interest by
the Presbyterians, although the assembly
is not so much occupied with elections as
the general conference of our church.
The moderator of the general assembly
is chosen for one year only, and the offi-
cers of the various boards are elected by
the boards themselves, The vne hundred
and first assembly convened in the
Fourth avenue Presbyterian church,
New York, of which Dr, Howard Cros-
by is pastor, recently.

The Presbyterian church is one of the
largest, most benevolent and iniluential
religious bodies in the United States.
This church justly lays claim toa promi-
nent share in the work of founding and
building the republic. The New York
Observer, a leading Presbyterian paper,
says concerning the people it represents:

“They were the leading element in sus-

taining the Revolution, and furnished

from their ministry, schools and colleges

the majority of the statesmen who de-

vised the legislation and shaped the gov-

ernment of the colonies which finally

developed into the government of the |
United States.”

Whatever may be true concerning
their work in fashioning the principles
of our government, the fruit of the la-
bors of the Presbyterian ministers and
people in other directions is manifest.
Their institutions of learning and their
literature have contributed immensely
to the culture and improvement of the
American people. From the beginning
of their operations in this country they
have enpphod an educated and devoted

They have lifted up a stand-
ard against the incursions of skepticism,
and have stood firm for the defense and
preservation and perpetuity of the relig-
ious and civil Sabbath. Their churches
and their institutions have been leavened
with the principlesof a pure and' spirit-
ual Christianity, —Christian Advocate.

Baptist.

The next southern Baptist convention
will be held at Fort Worth, Tex., in May,
1890.

In the number of churches and church

members in its missions the Baptist |-

Union is the largest missionary society
in the world, Inall the missions there
are 279 missionaries, 1 ,818churches, 134,-
413 members, an mcrease of 17'mission-
aries, 20 churches and 7,205 members.

In 1789 the population of the thirteen
states comprising the Union was 8,750,-
000. There were then in the whole coun-
try about 50,000 Baptists, the larger por-
tion being in the south. The states have
increased to forty-two, and the popula-
tion today is estimated to be 65,000,000
The Baptists have 82,900 churches, with
91,420 ministers and 2,997,974 church
members. Baptists have, within a cen-
tury, advanced from 1in 75 to 1 in 23 in
the population, and in the northern and
older western states, from 1in 90to1
in 58.

The American Baptist Home Mission
society heldTts annual meeting in Bos-
ton reeently The report of the execu-

there are now 8,000,000 Baptists in this
country.

Mission Matters.

The editor of a Japanese newspaper
recently collected statistics of growth
from all the Protestant churches of Ja-
pan, showing their increase during the
last three years, From thirty-eight
churches they have grown to 151, and
from 8,700 members to 11,600,

A gentleman in New England hasgiven
$100, 000 and Japanese gentlemen have
subscribed about "0 000, to found a
Christian university in Japan, according
to a ‘plan proposed by the Rev. Joseph
Neesima, of the American board.

Thero are 30,000 communicants in the
Protestants churches of China.

Forty-six student catechists are to be
employed this summer in the varied mis-
sion fields in the maritime provinces of
the Presbyterian church in Canada.

Dr. A. T. Pierson, of Philadelphia, esti-
mates the money annually raised for
carrying on Protestant foreign missions
at about $11,250,000.

Presbyterian.

In Edinburgh presbvtery of the kirk,
the membership during the past year
has been 28,414, an incmsnof sso, the
largest since 1861.

Black Hills, S. D., has now another
Presbyterian churchorganinhon and
urgently needs six or seven more minis-
ters of the right kind.

At the late meeting of the presbytery
of Red River, Henry Lee, a colored man,
was ordained as an evangelist to the
people of his own race.

A Presbyterian church in South Aus-
tralia, that of Millicent, has distinguish-
ed itself by adopting a new method of
paying its debt. Having got the loan
from a inend of sixty acres of good
land, the minister, Rev. T. Cunningh
and about twentyo( his flock plowed
and sowed the ground, and the crop,
which found a purchaser as it stood, re-
alized $775, sufficient to meet the bank
overdraft.

Four new churches will be o
soon in City, Mo. Rev. W.G.
Pollock is at work on two of them, and
the others are staked out.

The Coming Congress,

New York, July 27. Mr. William E.
Curtis, the newly appointed agent of the
state department commissioned by Secre- |
tary Blaine to prepare for the coming
American international congress, arrived
in town from Washington yesterday af-
ternoon, and opened headquarters at the
Fifth Avenue hotel. The congress,
which is held for the purpose of establish-
ing better commercial relations with
Central and South American merchants,
is to open next October.

Mr. Curtis said last night that the de-
partment expected that from 60 to 75 of
the most prominent and wealthy South
American merchants, would meet the
North American delegates to the congress
when it convenes on Oct. 2. The first
task before the state department will be
to show the South Americans and Cen-
tral Americans just what the United
States is commercially and what its re-
resources and institutions are.

To enlighten the strangers, they are to
be taken on a great excursion across the
continent on a palace car,lightning train.
They will be taken to see the mines and
iron mills, the factories, gas wells, cotton
plantations and all other’ wonders of
American enterprise, particular attention
being paid to a full exposition of Ameri-
can agricultural methods. All the latter,
Mr. Curtis said, would be a big novelty
to the strangers,who still use the primitive
farming methods.of centuries ago. After
this tour, the ;delegates are to meet in
Washington and confer about interna-
tional commerce.
