The two shillings with which he buys labor 
for twelve hours are the price of twelve hours 
work. Work is therefore as much a comrood 
ity as sugar, neither more or less, only they

The laborers exchange their own commodity 
with their employers -work for money; and 
this exchange takes place according to a fixed 
proportion. So much monev for so much 
work. For twelve'hours' weaving, two shil­
lings. And do not these two shillings repre­
sent two shillings worth of all other com­
modities ? Thus the laborer has, in fact, ex­
changed his own commodity, work, with all 
kinds of other commodities, and that in a fix­
ed proportion. His employer in giving him 
two shillings has given him so much meat, 
so much clothing, so much fuel, light, and so 
on, in exchange for hie day s work. The two 
•hillings, therefore, express the nroportion in 
which his work is exchanged with other com­
modities—the exchange-value of his work; and 
the exchange-value of any commodity express­
ed in money is called its
