REPORTS OF CONSULS.
Alleged Discrimination Against Am-
erican Shipping—Devastation of
Forests.

-Washington, D. C., March 17—
Steamship discrimination against Am-
erican shipping is reported to the
bureau of manufactures from Singa-
pore by Consul-General Wilber, who
advises that a combination has been
effected between the Barber line, East
Asiatic, and some of the Standard Oil
steamers, all of which -are under the
BEnglish flag and the Hamburg-Ameri-
can line. The freight ratés between
South Asia and America have been
greatly advanced. This is a move on
the part of the European shipping con-
ference to aid English and German
dealers in East Indian products to re-
gain control of the'business which they
have been gradually losing. The con-
believes that what' is needed
throughout the Orient is an American
line of steamers under the American
flag running from New York through
the Suez canal, entirely independent of
any combination.

Consul, Ifft' has reported to the
bureau. of manufactures from Chat-
ham, Canada, 'on the subject of the fu-
ture work of supplying this continent,
bearing specially on devastation of
American forests. He quotes a Cana-
dian authority as saying that the ma-
tured timber of the Dominion amounts
to only 32,000,000,000 feet, which the
United States could use up in eleven
yvears at the present rate of consump-
tion.

The coal supply of Canada-is report-
ed by Consul Shark, of Winnipeg, at

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TWO SCORE PASSENGERS
KILLED IN COLLISION

Report that Operator Was Asleep at
His Post and Failed to Hold
Train.

Pueblo, Colo.,, Manch 16.—Some two
score lives were crushed out early to-
day in a head-on collision of two pas-
senger trains néar Adobe, Colorado, on
thé Denver & Rio Grande railroad, and
more than a score of the victims were
incinerated beyond identification by a
fire that destroyed the wrecked coach-
es. Many others were injured, but all
probably will recover.

The “wreck was due to undelivered
orders, heavy mountain grades, a
blinding snowstorm, a sharp curve and
the-slippery condition of the rails. Only
the locomotives, baggage and day
coaches were wrecked, the sleeping
cars escaping almost unscathed.

Many of the déad Were homeseekers,
bound for the Northwest. The three
crushed locomotives set fire to the
splintered coaches -and it was hours
before all the bodies were recovered,
the flarmes being so hot, the rescuérs
could not approach the debris until
thé fuel had burned out.

it was a stormy night in the moun<
tain canyons whén the two heavy
trains mét. The blindihg storm dark-
éhed the gorges and the speed was not
high. Suddenly the héadlights flash-
éd out, and it was réalized by the en-
ginéers that something was Wronhg.

Aecéording to Fireman J. H. Smith
of the westbound train, Engineer Wal-
ter Cosléette applied thé emergency
brake, but the slippéry rails alléwed
the romenitum of the heavy trdia to
carry it on to the fatal crash. The im-
pact was scareély hoticeablé;, but theé
trains crashed and ground into edch
other.

Fireman Srhith was the énly one of
ihé engine erews tb escape. The bag-
gage car of the westbound train broke
in twoe ahd the three coachés were
squeezed together. The baggage car;
the mail car and a coéach of the east-
bound train buckled.

Cause of Collision.

Denver, March 16.—It is reported
here that an operator’s failure to de-
liver a train order was the cause of
the collision. The first orders given the
two trains were that they should meet
at Adebe. Later, it is understood, the
dispatcher wired Operator S. F. Live-
ly, at Swallows, ten miles east of the
scene of the wreck, to hold the west-
bound train there until the eastbound
train number 16 should pass. When
number 16 reached Florence, its crew
was notified to run on to Swallows.
Meantime number 3, failing to receive
its new orders at Swallows, pushed on
westward. Operator Livély was asl¢ep,
it is said, when number 3 passed Swal-
lows. When asked by the dispatcher
at Pueblo if it had passed, he answer-
ed “No.” A warrant is out for his ar-
rest.

Hardly had the noise of the wreck
ceased when a sheet of fire ran threugh
the shattered cars. In the forward
coach of the westbound train every
seat was occupied by passengers, most
of whom were homeseekers. Many for-
eigners were among- them and in their
terror they succumbed without at-
tempting to reach safety, being roasted
alive. The cooler ones seeing their
danger rushed for the windows and
doors, and with the aid of the passen-
geérs in the rear of the train and those
members of the train erew who were
unhurt, reached the open air. Many
were injured by the rough handling
they received or by flying glass.
~ It is impossible to determine the ex-
act number of deaths on account of
the incineration of many bodies.

The moénetary damage is $600,000.
Much baggage and mail were destroy-
ed.

Thirty-Six Were Killed.

Pueblo, Col,, March 17.—While the
exact number of lives lost in the Adobe
wreek, on the Denver & Rio Grande
railroad, will never be known, it will
undoubtedly take rank among the
great disasters in the history of rail-
roading.

Conservative estimates on the loss of
life place the number of dead at 36.
Sixteen charred and mangled and un-
recognizable bodies lie in the Pueblo
morgue, five other persons are known
to be dead and possibly a score of
bodies were burned to ashes.

There was not a single entire body
recovered from the wreckage, with the
exception of the enginemen, who, al-
though mangled, had not been reached
by the flames that swept through the
wrecked cars.

Bits of charred flesh and piles of
bones were all to indicate holocaust
had occurred, but it was seen that so
far as the search progressed no less
than 36 persons had perished.

Freight Trains Collide.

West Wingham, N. H., March 17.—
Two freight trains on thé Worcester,
Nassau & Portland division of the Bos-
ton & Maine railroad, collided head-on
near the local station early to-day, and
two men were killed and two seriously
injured. The dead are Fireman Mec-
Lean and Brakeman Tarbell. The in-
jured trainmen were taken to a hos-
pital at Lawrence, Mass.

The trains met on the main track. It
was stated that failure te deliver or-
ders to onhe of the trains was the cause
of the accidént.

Operator Responsible.

Denver, Col., March 17.—At the office
of the general manager of the Denver
& Rio Grande railway to-day the an-
nouncement was made officially that
E. A. Lively, night operator at Swal-
lows, was wholly responsible for the
collision at Adobe yesterday. He was
asleep at his post, it is said, when
train No. 3, to which he was to have
delivered an order went by. Latér he
reported to the train dispatcher at
Pueblo that No. 3 had not passed
Swallows.

Stocks Weak on Bérlin Bourse—French
Indisposed to Lend Money.

caused a recurrence of the mild pessi-
mism which was evident on the Bourse
to-day. Imperial threes declined and
the monéy market was slightly affect-
ed as the French are indisposed to lend
money freely until the Moroccan ques-
tion is settled.

No one mentions war as a remote
possibility, but the fihanees of Gor-
many are so closely eonnected with in-
ternational politics that investment
and speculation are affected by the
deadiock at Algéciras, wheéh it is was
believed here that the whole question
was as good as settled.”

Delegates Hopeful.

Algeciras, Spain, March 16.—The dele-
gates of the powers, to the Moroccan
conference are more hopeful, as the
French and Gérmans “after communi-
cating with their governments show
1éss rigidity than they did previous te
so deing.

Sir Arthuf Niéholson, head of the
British mission, is exercising an im-
portant and perhaps decisive influence
towards the conference. In supporting
the French delegates hé maintains that
they should do their share towards
sécuring an adjustmerit, and theréfore,
advises them to aceept a modified form
of the Austfian polite projéct, such as
a modification providing that the in-
spector-general shall fnerely inspect,
but not command the Franco-Spanish
police.

It is pointed out in British quarters
that Germany having cénceded the im-

portant principle of a Franco-Spanish |

policé, Framce should ¢onééde theé de- |
tail of an inspector-generalship with- |

out comimhand. Moréover, it is claimed
thdt a police foree thus organized would
assure French prédoriinance in Mor=
oceo.

The French hesitate to agreé to this,
believing that a foreéign inspécior-gen-
eral stationed at Casaolance is a ruse
to secure a basé for future German in-
fluencé and intrigueé.

It is undérstood, howeéver, that Great
Rritain offers to co-opérate with
France against the realization of such
a design and therefore it is believed
that the French and Germans will
agree to' a modification of the inspec=
tor-general’s authority and that this
will be the basis of an agreement.

The delegates hope that the next
session will be decisive and are defer-
ring the meeting wuntil assured that
both sides are prepared to accept the
modified nreject.

Attitude of France.

Paris, March 16.-——Officials here say
there is no chance of runture at Alge-
ciras. While not disposed to accept the
Austrian plan to have an inspector-
general stationed at Casablanca, exer-
cising command over the Franco-Span-
§sh police in Morocto, France is willing
Lo consider a ‘modified vlan by which
the ingpector-general shall confine his
duties to inspection without having
command or control of the police. An
agreement along these lines is consid-
=red prohable.

Await French Proposal.

Berlin, March 16.—Herr Von Rado-
witz and Count Ven Tattenbach, re-
spectively the first and second dele-
gates of the German mission to the
Moroccan conference, are awaiting at
Algeciras as the French delegates
offer a substitute to the Austrian po-
lice project which will be discussed in
a cenciliatory spirit, but the foreign
office says no proposal can be accepted
that does not admit of some sort of
effective intérnational supervision. A
feeling almést of indifference is noticed
with the foreign office where all re-
sponsibility for the failu:jnof the con-
ference to agree is disowned.

STORM IN CALIFORNIA,

River Flooded and Pedple Have Moved
to Places of Safety.

Fresno, March 16.—A storm of unpre-
cedented severity has been raging for
sixty hours, and the region between the
San Joaquin and Kings river is threat-
ened with the worst flood in years. The
fall of snow in the mountains exceeds
all records.

Telephone advices from Pine Ridge,
which is at an altitude of 5,000 feet, say
twelve feet of snow has fallen, and at
the summit of the mountains the depth
is twenty-one feet. Both the Kings and
San Joaquin rivers are above the dan-
ger line.

The residents of the Garfield vineyard
region worked all night in a blinding
but their work
went for nothing wheh a huge overflow
wave went sweeping through that re-
gion this morning. Fancher creek, flow-
ing south of Fresno in canals of the
Fresno Irrigation Canal Company, is
beyond control, and is laying waste
vineyards. Already miles of land are
covered with five feet of water. After
a night of terror the six hundred peo-
ple of Laton, on Xing’s river, this
morning moved in a body to the grade
of the Santa Fe railroad.

The levees about Laton are six feet
high, but they are overflowing. Num-
erous bridges are washing out in the
northern colonies. Both the Santa Fe
and the Southern Pacific report num-
erous washouts and train service de-
moralized.

Reports of Interference of 0fficials Have
Reached Capital—Tryiog to Sup-
press Strike Agitation.

St. Petersburg, March 19.—As the
elections proceed there is more and
more evidence of the virtual exclusion

! from participation of the radical ele-

ments of the population. The prelim-
inary stages of the elections will rob
the national assembly of much of its
national character and its authority to
speak will be absolutely denied by the
proletariat organizations which bore
the brunt of the fight for liberty.

Complaints of interference and du-
ress in .the country districts are in-
creasing. Many . flagrant instances are
cited of the terrorism of local officials
in preéventing a free expression. of the
voice of the peasants and often prac-
tically compelling the selection of
priests and of village elders.

The most serious phase of the situ-
ation, however, is the attitude of the
workmen in the cities, who constitute
rolitically the most developed and most
radical faction of the masses of the
ropulation. In spite. of oppression,
wholesale arrests and frequently the
exile of their leaders since the strike
cdisorders, many workmen are inclined
to respect the advice of the Socialists
to boycott the elections. The authori-

ties instead of taking advantage of the |

gentiment and inducing the workmen
as a class to participate have, with
blindness, openly discouraged their
participation where the radical ele-
ments are in the majority thus delib-
erately playing the game of the boy-
cotters and driving the whole working
classes in revolt.

This was apparent at the workmen’s
election in St. Petersburg yesterday.

In realtiy
the number of workmen participating
was very small. Where the elections
were - ostensibly held only 569 out of
21,780 workmen voted and they almost
invariably chose reactionists.

| THE WAY OF THE AUTOCRATS.

R

The framers of the constitution of
the United States hdve a good deal to
answer for in the gredat day of reckon-
ing which statesmen as well as others
who are not statesmen must eventu-
ally face. The American system of
electing Senators and Congressmen and
all sorts of officials from President
down is a thorn in the flesh of people
whom necessity would compel, if she
could, to comment intelligently on the
ups and downs of political parties
in the republic.c The system is as
complicated as many of the delicate-
ly constructed machines which are sav-
ing men from a great part of the
drudgery which was the bane ‘'of the
lives of their forefathers. We do not
profess to comprehend it, although it
seems to'be a fact that an ignorant
immigrant from Eurepe can in a year
or two master the strings and pull
them with as mlxch advantage to him-
self as one to thé manner born. But
he has the advantage of approaching
the matter with a mind which is a
complete blank politically, and is
therefore in the most faverable mood
for the receipt 6f impressions. That is
one thing he has to thank a parental
home government for. If he had been
permitted to exercise his faculties in
the lJand of his birth, if he had been
accounted a political factor whose
ideas must be considered, he could not
possibly havé entéred upon the cultiva-
tion of the new field which in a few
years yielded him such a bountiful
harvest of honors, and things more
substantial and valuable than honors.

But the most objectionabie feature
of the AAmerican political system from
the newspaper writer’s point of view
is the fact that Russid, which is talk-
ing about introducing a popular peliti-
cal system—but is giving evidence of
an intense determination that it shall
not be popular—is géing to copy the
United States manner of selecting rep-
resentatives. Why Russia should do
that when the simple, direct system
which prevails in Great Britain and in
British countries would be far better
suited to her_purpose and to thé com-
prehensiox} of her people, is something
we cannot understand—unless of course
the Czar finds the President of the
United States to be the nearest ap-
proach to an autocrat that he can dis-
cover, or that some of his statesmen
can discover for him, after a diligent
study of the political systems of the
world. The American system is not re-
sponsive to the will of the people; the

British system is immediately respon-

sive. That is to say, it is in all por-
tions of the empire in which Socialists
cannot step in and in the name of the
popular will defy public opinion for
their own personal purposes.
Nicholas and his advisers evidently
hope to place their fingers upon the
public pulse without committing them-
selves absolutely to any obligation of
official recognition of the popular will.
M. de Witte will grant the people a
constitution of his own making and in
harmony with the will of his master.
But the Russian people are different
from all other peoples if they do not
eventually fix up that constitution to
suit themselves.

Ontarfo, which has not hitherto been
regarded as particularly interested in
the sports of the field, is taking a very
special interest in the matter of game
protection and propagation now, realiz-
ing what an important question it
is from all points of view. We observe
in a Toronto newspaper a report that
on motion of the Premier a new stand-
ing committee of the Legislature will
be appointed, to be known as the
Fish and Game Committee. To this
committee will be referred all the bills
brought in by private members pro-
posing amendments to the Fish and
Game Act, which the government in-
tends, it is said, to amend and revise
in a number of important particulars.
It is also sald that persons interested
in hunting and fishing, the latter in-
cluding amateur and commercial fish-
ermen, will be given an oppeortunity to
appear before the committe to ex-
press their views as to changes and im-
provements in the existing regulations.

On the subject of game protection in
general the Canadian Magazine for
March says:

‘““The presérvation of the fish and
gameé of North America is a work
which is engrossing the attention of
many unselfish sporismen. It I8 a
grand work, teo. This will be a poor
continent when theré are no birds in
the bush and nho fish in the lakes and
rivers. One of the finest pleasures in
which man may indulge will have
vanished and numerous economic dam-
ages will result.

“One of the newest leaders in this
movement to preserve the fur, fin and
feather fauna of the continent is the
Hon. Jean Prevost, Minister of Coloni-
zation, Mines and Fisheries for the
province of Quebec. He called a con-
ference of sportsmen in Montreal last
December, with a view of deciding
what was necessary in the way of lég-
islative requirements and government-
al regulation. Siné¢e then he has been
chosen as the head of the American
Association which met recently in Bos-
ton.

“The selfish smettler and the equally
selfish hunter are to be found every-
where, and it is necessary to put some
restraint upon these classes.: The ne-
cessity is not pleasant in the con-
templation of one who would like to
have faith in his fellows, nevertheless
it exists and must be faced.

A member of the Japanese embassy
in Berlin has been giving his views of
the anti-foreign feeling in China to a
Geérman journalist.

Nowhere in the world, he said, were
merchants’ guilds and associations so
well organized and influential as in
China, and had they leaders capable
of making some sacrifice in a patriotic
cause they would certainly become a
serious danger to European ambitions.
He believed also that the anti-foreign
movement in the Yangtse-kiang prov-
inces and in tH® south generally might
be ascribed partly to the policy of the
Chinese government, which was wun-
favorable to any reform or reorganiza-
tion of the Chinese army, either by
Japamese or by Europeans. The stern
discipline to which the Japanese owed
their successes in the field was not at-
traetive to the Mandarins, and, mere-
over, in othér than military respects,
Japanese influenee encounteréd more

cbhstacles in China than did that off]

Europeans. Not only was there no co-
operation, he declared, between China
and Japan, but antagenism bétween
the views of the two peoplés was very
frequently manifested. Chinese and
sapanese differed from each other as
much as any two European natiens.

WERE BROUGHT TO _
CITY SATURDAY NIGHT

Vessel Will Be Released Probably To-
Morrow—All the Passengers
Have Been Landed.

oo

(From Monday’s Daily.)

All the passengers of the steamer
Tartar at Willam Head quarantine
have been landed. On Saturday even-
ing the-steamer Princess Beatrice was
sent out to the station and brought
back the mails to Victoria. These were

thoroughly disinfected and all, not’
locally addressed, were sent on to the
Sound and to Vancouver. A launch is
now acting as C. P. R. tender on the
Tartar, and is conveying to the ship
the provisions that will be required, as
according to regulation these have al-
ways to be supplied by the owners of
the ship in guarantine.

The Tartar, it is expected, will be re-
leased to-morrow or Wednesday. She
will be fumigated until there can be no
longer a posgibility of a smallpox germ
aboard and turned over to a new crew,
which will probably arrive to-night.
The steamer will then, it is expected,
proceed direct to Vancouver, for, while
she carries in the neighborhood of 100
tons of freight for this port, it is net
customary for her to land any cargo
here, all being taken first to Vancouver
and there transhipped.

There has been no further outbreak
of smallpox among the passengers or
crew of the steamer, and none is fear-
ed, although in such cases the unex-
pected some times happens. The Chi-
nese boy, who was taken sick, was at
once quarantined aboard the steamer,
when he was noticed by the ship’s sur-
geon, and strict measures were adopt-
ed to prevent, as far as possible, the
spread of the disease. He was placed
in the hospital on the deck, and a
watch was kept over this until the time
of the stdamer’s arrival. The patient
is said to have a very light attack of
smallpox.

The passenger list of the Tartar is as
yvet unavailable. Consequently the
names of those under detention cannot
be given. Among the number, however,
is Capt. Thompson, the local pilot; who
boarded the steamer not knowing that
there was smallpox aboard.

On Saturday six men were sent down
to the quarantine statign from Vie-
toria. These will keep guard over the
fence surrounding the grounds of the
staticn to see that no one makes an
escape.

The Tartar had a very rough trip in
crossing the Pacific. She reports that
Yokohama was - severely jolted by
earthquake prior to the steamer’s de-
parture, the shock being the severest
felt im that city for thirteen years.

‘With referenge to the recent riots in
Shanghai the -Mercury of February
19th says: “In reply to the Waiwupu’s
contention that the safety of the for-
eign settlement of Shanghai is guarded
by a foreign police force and no armed
Chinese is allowed into the settlement
and that the losses and damage caused
by the recent riot in Shanghai should
be bhorne by the people who are re-
sponsible for the maintenarice of the
peace and safety of the settlement and
not the Chinese authorities, the British
minister to Pekin has stated that he
has received instructions from the for-
eign office of his home government, and
that though the riot did not oeccur at
the instigation of Chinese authorities
yvet China cannot escape from the re-
sponsibility of having allowed the riot-
ers to come into the settlements from
Pootung, which place is purely under
Chinese control, and thus all the losses
and damage caused to foreigners dur«
ing the riots must be borne by the
Chinese authorities and also that the
Chinese should cause the arrest and
purnishment of all concérned in the riat.

FARMERS’' INSTITUTE.
Successful Meeting Held at Colquitz on
Friday—Discussion on Fruit
Growing.

A well attended meeting of the Vic-
toria District Farmers’ Institute was
held at Colquitz hall on Friday even-
ing.

Mr. Carmichael, -whe was selected as
delegate to the Central Institute re-
cently held in ‘Vietoria, gave his report
of what had been aceomplished, and he
is to be highly commended on his good
work.

Mr. Thompson, of St. Catharines,
Ontario, then gave a very interesting
and valuable talk on the “Gathering
and Marketing of Fruit.” He explain-
ed that while many men were very
successful orchardists, they very fre-
quently did not pay enough attention
to the above mentioned details, and
sent their excellent fruit to market in
a bad condition and in poor packages.
He said that the Eastern growers were
learning a lot from the enterprising
fruit growers of British Columbia, and&
had much to learn yet, principally in
the matter of the western apple box
over the barrel, which is used so ex-
tensively in the East.

AID WILL BE ASKED
FOR A SARITORIUM

Dr. Fagaa Intends Leaving For Ottawa
To-Night For Purpose of Pre-
senting Claims.

Dr. Fagan, secretary of the provin-
cial board of health, will leave this
evening for Ottawa:. His mission is
for the purpose of bringing to the at-
tention of the Canadian government
and parliament now in session the
question of aiding in the building of a
tuberculosis sanitorium in this prov-
ince, B

Dr. Fagan has strong hopes of get-
ting from the Dominion parliament a
substantial vote in aid of this proposed
institution. The provincial govern-
ment has included in the estimates this
year an appropriation of $5,000 towards
the building fund. s PThe doctor is in
hope of receiving from the Dominion a
more liberal grant than this and with
the funds now on hand work will at
once begin.

On his return from the East Dr. Fa-
gan will make a tour of inspection for
the purpose of locating a suitable site
for the provincial sanitorium. That
done the work of construction will be-
gin and the money appropriated will
ho spent as far as it will go in the
building. This will enable a start to
be made in the work of rescuing those
~ho have contracted the dread disease
cf consumption.

That the institution is a positive ne-
cessity is brought to the attention of
the secretary of the board of health
mere and more every day. Persons in
the incipient stages of the disease call
upon the doetor and he is forced to
send them away without being able to
give themn any relef. With the sani-
torium established things would be
changed and there would then bhe a
place where these unfortunate people
could be rescued from the ravages of
the deadly disease.

There is now being commenced a vig-
crous campaign throughout the prov-
ince in an effort to iricrease the dona-
tions te the fund for maintenance
which will be necessary upen the build-
ing of the sanitorium. The work is in
progress in Vancouver and there is a
liberal response to it.

For the building fund there is in ad-
dition to the vote of the local legisla-
ture and that which is expected from
the Dominion parliament the promise
ot 35,000 from the C. P. R.

INDIAN MOVEMENT.

Natives of British Celumbia Want to
Be on Equality With Those of
Other Provinces.

—ie
A large meeting of the Indians of the
province is to be held at Kamloops on
the 14th of April, when representations
to the Ottawa government on the mat-
ter of obtaining treaties such as have
been made with Indians of other prov-
inces of the Dominion will be discussed.
A meeting preliminary to this event
was held at Quamichan on Saturday,
which was addressed by Chief Joe Cap-
ilano, of Vancouver. In a most intelli-
gent manner he spoke of the desire of
the Indians to become an independent
people, and the impossibility of becom-
ing such under present government re-
strictions. The meeting was also ad-
dressed by Chief Louis Good, of Na-
naimo, Chief Saheelton, of Quamichan,
Chief George, of Clemclemilits, and a
number of others. A delegation was
elected to confer with the Indians whe
are to meet at Kamloops on the date
mentioned, where a number of in-
fluential men will be designated to

carry out the wishes of the meeting.
The difference between a treaty In-
d!an of this provinc¢e and those of other
provinces is that the government in
some places recognizes the natives as
the owners of land, and gives them
annuity, as for instance in the North-
west, where they receive $50 a year. In
British Columbia the natives have
rancheries set agside for them, but are
self-supporting. Restricticns on their
means of making a livelihood, however,
are increasing year by year with the
enforcemetit of fishing regulations,
game laws, ete., and the natives finding
their freedom being curtiiled on every

In 1905 the Olympian was purchased
from the O. R. & N. Co. by C. L. Di-
mon, who intended placing her in ser-
vice on Long Island Sound. She left
Astoria January 26th under tow of the
tug Dauntless to San Francisco. At
that port she was picked up by the
steamer Zealandia, 'which had been
purchased by the same parties.

One of the largest Chinese funerals wit-
nessed in Victorias in' years was that of
Hong Fock which took place on Saturday
afternoon from the house, 4 Fisguard
street.

This year the natives are
demanding larger ‘pay than they have
ever asked before. They are quite in-
dependent, many being indifferent about
going out at all as they think they can
make more in the fishing business.

They can make more in going to Beh-
ring: Sea, and for this voyage can be
more easily approached. In fact a num-
ber of sealing captains are already on the
Coast arranging for the siwash crews
which their vessels are to carry next fall.

THE NOME TRADE.

It is now a puzzle to many steamship
men where the cargoes are coming from
this season to supply the vessels sched-
uled to enter the Behring Sea trade. Al-
ready eighteen ships carrying from 1,200
to 3,500 tons, are on the list for the sum-
mer trade, and at least three additional
charters are being considered. Included
in the tonnage already in sight are the
four sailing: vessels of the fleet of the
Northwestern Steamship Company, for-
merly used to carry cannery supplies
north. Last season it is estimated that
the vessels running to Nome, St. Michael
and other ports on Behring Sea carried in
the neighborhood of 75,000 tons of freight.
This year there will be vessels sufficient
to take 150,000 tons and it now remains
to be seen where the freight will come
from.

EMPRESS DELAYED.

DISCOVERED YESTERDAY"
I¥ GOODACRE LAKE

Mystery of Six Weeks Ago Cleared Up

. by Finding of Girl’s .
Remains.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The. mystery surrounding the disap-
pearance- of Maud Newberry six weeks
ago has been cleared up. The body of
the unfortunate girl was discovered
yvesterday about noon in Goodacre lake,
Beacon Hill park. An inquest is being
held this: afternoon, but there is little
doubt /in. the minds of the pelice that
the case is one of suicide. That was
the opinion expressed at the time of
the girl’s. disappearance. ' The circum-
stances- connected with the finding of
the body all point in the same direc-
tion.

It will be remembered that the un-
fortunate girl was last seen Saturday,
Februdry 3rd. She left the home of
Mr. Baines, on Yates street, where she
had been employed on . that evening,
about 8.30. There was nothihg unusual
in this, as she was in the hahit of go-
ing to her home on Saturday evenings.
When she did@ not return to the home

| of Mr. Baines inquiry was made, and

the search instituted. Ever since that
time the police have been on the look-
out for something which’ would lend a
clue to the girl’s disappearance,

There were many things which point-
ed to suicide at the time of Miss New-
berry’s. disappearance, and that was
the accepfed solution of the mystery.
The: girl. was about 18 years of age, but
through ill-health her mind seemed at
times. to be somewhat affected. She
evidenced a disposition towards melan-
choliag, and is said to have declared
that at times she heard strange voices
calling her.

Miss Newberry was in the habit of
taking the children of Mr. Baines to
Beacon Hill park very J{requently.
‘When the impulse to do away with her
life seized her she seems to have been
attracted to the place she had so often
visited with the little ones.

Apparently she had jumped from the
middle of the stone bridge which spans
the lake. She had gone down feet first
and sunk in the mud at the bottom of
the lake. Her body thus remained in
an upright position. Usually the water
in the lake at that point is about ten
feet in depth. At the present time it
is very low, which accounted for the
finding of the body yesterday.

Some boys who were in the park dis-
covered the girl’s head only a little be-
low the surface of the water. The
police department was communicated
with, and the patrol wagon with Sergt.
Redgrave and Police Officer Fry
hastened to the spot.® The body was in
a good state of preServation' when
found. The police came to the con-
clusion at onece that the remains were
those of Miss Newberry. Later the
body was identified by friends as that
of the missing girl, and the mystery
was thus cleared up.

PROVINCAL - REWS.

VANCOUVER.

Seymour creek will in all probability
be the source of supply for the water
for the high level system about to be
installed by the city. At the meeting
of the water committee Wednesday
afternoon, E. B. Hermon, of Messrs.
Hermon & Burwell, who are consulting
waterworks engineers: for the city,
stated that Seymour creek was favor-
ed. He pointed out that the crossing
with the pipes at ‘the second narrows
way safer than at the first, and that
in the event of an accident the city
would have an independent source  of
supply. Securing the water from this
source, however, would not Interfere
with the extension of the intake pipe
from the waterworks dam in the
Capilano to the rew peol, nearly a
mile above. In fact,’ this work was
already under way.

Owing to the pecu~
liarities of the formation and the ir-
regularity of the ore shoots, it has
been demonstrated that it is the best
and cheapest method that can be fol-
lowed here in locating ore shoots. The
use of diamond drills, therefore, pro~
mises to increase.

NEW WESTMINSTER.

At a public mesting held Wednesday
night it was decided to organize even~
ing selence classes in this city under
the auspices of the beard of eéducation
of the science and art schools, South
Kensington, London, HEngland. The
work will be carried on under a board
of managers composed of Messrs. T. J.
Trapp, J. Peek, J. W. Creighton, J. H.

The city council has decided that the
street railway, telephone and similar
coxhpanies holding franchises in the
ecity do not contribute enough to. the
civic revenue. It is therefore proposed
to amend the trades license by-law so
that the license fees of such companies
shall be as follows: $200 every  six
months from every telephone company;
$100 every six months from every street
railway, tramway or electric light com-
pany; $25 every six months from every
express company, investment and loan
society.

Word has been received of another
fire at Langley, by which Christian
Hagelstein, a well known farmer living
about a mile from Murray’s Corners,
lost his housz and furniture, nothing
at all being saved. His - wife and
family are being sheltered by neigh-
bors, and Hagelstein intends rebuild-
ing his home as quickly as possible.

Reports from country districts ofloss
sustained during the recent high winds
grow more and more numerous. Many
homes have been destroyed by fire, and
in several instances the inmates only
escaped with difficulty. Loss of stock,
poultry and domestic animals also re-
sulted from some fires, while several
families whose homes were destroyed
lost everything, even their clothing,
and are now dependent upon the kind-
ness of neighbors for many necessaries
of life.

VALENCIA AFTEXMATH.,

Commissioner’s Report Will Be Public-
ly Submitted To-Morrow—Recom-
mendations of Masters,

A session .of the commission appoint-
ed by the Dominion government to in-
quire into the Valencia wreck will: be
held to-morrow morning, commencing
at 10 o’'cleck, when the complete report
will be publicly submitted, The finding
is an analysis) of the 1,026 pages: of
typewritten evidence given before the
commission by a large number of wit-
nesses. It contains the verdict of the
commissioners as to the causes which
led to the disaster, and also a. number
of recommendations suggested for the
betterment of aids to navigation, for
the prevention of shipwreck and out-
lines necessities for life-saving in, the
event of the recurrence of similar
catastrophies.

In a recent issue of the Seattle Post-
Intelligencer is published a series of
recommendations for the improvement
in the lighthouse and signal service be-
tween Puget Sound  and-. San Diego
complied by the fleet captains of -the
Pacifie Coast Steamship Company.
They were made at the instance of the:
department of commerce and labor,; and
will be considered in connection with
other suggestions made by the special
board ef inquriy named by President
Roosevelt and the different commercial
bodies and individuals incerested in the
better protection of the:coast from: the
standpoint of the navigator.

Appended is a summary of the
master’s repaort:

“A stronger fog signal on Tatoosh
Island, to be sounded at the slightest
gsign of fog, rain or snow; an electric
signal light throwing a. perpendicular
ray to be installed at Tatoosh Island;

Review of Measures Which ‘Were Put
Through the Legislature at
Last - Sitting.

The session of the legislature lately
élosed promised on opening to be one
of the most uneventful in the history
of the province. The government it-

gelf did not look forward to anything
but a short session. Business was ap-
parently intended to be kept well in
hand by the government in the hope
that there would be little opposition
stirred up. and the way might be
paved for an appeal to _the country
without such monstrous acts to answer
for.as would have been the case in pre-
vious sessions since this government
assumed power.

The unexpected happened, however,
and the session proved one of the most
disastrous, as far as the government
was concerned, in the life of the pres-
ent administration.

The Kaien Island question, which had
been kept secret in large part by the
premier and his colleagues until very
recently, came up for investigation by
the inquisitive opposition. The result
of that inquiry has been to show the
government up in anything but an en-
viable light. The full effects of this
wil not be felt until the administra-
tion makes an appeal to the electorate.
Ample justice will then be meted out
to the McBride government.

‘While the premier at the opening of
the session announced that he was not
going to bring down a railway policy,
the government ran up against serious
trouble on two railway bills. These
were the Columbia & Western and the
Midway & Vernon bills. The govern-
ment put the former of these off until
near the cloge of the session. It was
only as an extreme case that the sup-
porters of the government could be
brought to lend their aid to passing
this bill, which was regarded as some-
thing which they should never have
been asked to support.

This bill, which called for the hand-
ing over of a land grant of about 803,-
872 acres to the company, proved the
final straw which led to the resigna-
tion of the attorney-general. The ir-
regularity of this grant to the C. P. R.
could not be endorsed by Hon. Chas:
Wilson, and rather than make a scene
in the House he resigned and left the
ecity. The time had expired for the
grant of land. The government by this
bill revived the grant the C. P. R,
having been pressing for it for some
time.’

In the Midway & Vernon bill there
was a different ‘situation presented-en-
tirelyr~ This bill was not- introdficed bY
the ‘government, but, ‘on the contrary,
the premier and his finance ministexn
had very pronounced views in opposi-
tion to it. - The bill was introduced by
Price Ellison, a government -supporter,
who, however, would not give his sup-
port to the policy which the premier
was pursuing in the matter of rafl-
ways. While the government proposed
to revive a land grant which had by
law lapsed in the case of the Columbia
& Western road, owned by the C..P.
R., it refused to accede to the appli-
cation of the Midway & Vernon upon
the latter beginning construction for
the cash subsidy granted by a former
parliament. The government took the
ground that it would not hand over the
subsidy unless the cempany establish-
ed its right to it in the courts.

LOGGING AT SAN JUAN.

L. B. Joseph’s Party Vigorously at
Work—Iindians Missing.

1. B. Joseph, the West Coast timber
man, - is at the Dominion, having ar-
rived on the Queen City on Friday.
He recently took a party ol men to
San Juan, the scene of the extensive
logging operations which he has been
carrying on, and they are now busily
at work. At the present rate of pro-
gress Mr. Joseph expects to make a
clean sweep. in about two years. The
new enactments regarding the expor-
tation of logs, he thinks, will have a
tendency to make the local market
dull towards the end of this year. Last
year one hundred million feet of lum-
ber was exported to the other side,
which he thinks will be impossible un-
der the amendments passed at the re-
cent session.

Mr. Joseph reports fair weather gen-
erally along the coast, although there
have been several heavy off-shore
gales. In one of these it is feared four
Indians from Clo-o6se, who left there
last Monday for the halibut banks on
the southwest, were lost. They had
not been heard of when he left, and the
Indians while hoping for the best, ap-
prehended disaster to them.

ZAPORA SAFE.

Captain of the New England Reports
Having Sighted Fishing Steamer.

Capt. Freeman, master of the New
English Fish Company’s steamer New
England, states that the Tacoma fish-
ing steamer Zapora has not been lost,
as might be supposed from the finding
of two of her dorles and one of her
lifebuoys on the Queén Charlotte Isl-
and coast recently. Captain Freeman
gighted the Zapora northbound when
the New  England was on her @&own
trip to Vancouver. The New England
arrived from the Dixon Entrance fish-
ing banks on Monday night.

According to Capt. Freeman, the Za-
pora lost her dories, lifebuoy and some
othér movable material from her deck
péveral weeks ago during a heavy gale
whith swept the fishing banks.

The above: resolution was passed at a
special meeting of: the board of' sehool
trustees: held Thursday- afternoon to in-
quifé into the circumstances surround-
ing the unfortunate incident related.to
George Jay presided, and there were
present Trustees: Mrs. Jenkins, Lewis
and Dr. Ernest Hall. There: were also
in- attendanee  Mr. and Mrs: Brown,
mother and stepfather of the seven-
year-old: child, Ray Burton;, the: little
fellow who  had been  wrongfully sus-
pected of stealing: the wateh, and J. S.
Yates, counsel for the parents:

George Deane, formerly of the South
Park school; and new principal of the
Victoria: West: school, had given his
side of the story at a' previous: meeting
of the board, and Miss Pope was yes-
terday asked to tell what she kKnew of
the matter. She said she had missed
her watch on' Monday. In the after-
noon she could' find  no trace of it. At
first' she was surprised. Then she insti-
gated  a- careful search. DLater Mr.
Deane happened into her room, and
she informed him-'that she had lost her
wdteh. A further search was made;
but in vain. Mr. Deane asked that the
children be sent into: his room. They

were ordered in two at a time and |

quesfioned, but -without finding any
watch., When the boys came in from
fire' drill Ray looked' down and' acted
suspicious. He had been aceused by
other children of taking the time-piece.

Miss Pope also told of' the teachers
getting together in her room and decid-
ing not to let' the matter drop and of
the deiective being notified: of the oc-
currence by Principal Deane at her re-
quest. When the detective came-to her
room, however, she felt as though the
matter had gone beyond her.® She had
no intention of seeing the boy arrest-
ed. 'She was: present at the interview
which the detective had with the boy.
She had told the officer when he asked
her if she suspected anyone, what the
children had stated regarding Ray, and
of the story that he was seen with a

[ silver. watch. on_him. This was why

Ray had been asked for by the officer.
What the boy had, however; turned

' out to be the case of a different time-

piece; and Ray was found to be inno-
cent.

Some time afterwards a little girl ad-
mitted taking the watch, and returned
it. When the mistake was discovered
that Ray had not taken the wach, the
announcement was made in each room
in the school, and later at the request
of the parents of the little girl who took
it. the school was informed of who was
the guilty person. Miss Pope, how-
ever, regretted that this had been done,
and a number of the trustees also con-
sidered it was a very unwise course to
have taken.

Mr. Tates explained that the parents
ha@ taken this action on the result of
the action of calling in the detective,
whieh: he thought should not have been
done until the whole matter had been
more thoroughly gone into. The boy
had sustained a shock to his nervous
system which: would take some time
and. very kind treatment to get over it.

Trustee Dr. Hall said that he consid-
ered that the teachers had used good
judgment thyoughout, and it was
pointed: out by another of the board
that as a result of the detective going
to the school the watch was found.

Mr. Brown asked that the board
make Mr. Deane apologise. If this was
done this was all the satisfaction he
wished.

It might be explained here that Mr.
Deane had declined to do this in the
manner sought, which was by signing
a letter. The first three paragraphs
from this read as follows:

“Referring to the incident of your son
Ray being accused by me of stealing
a watch on 14th inst., the property of
Miss Pope, teacher in Vietoria West
school.

“¥ hereby regret having been the
cause of placing your son in the posi-
tion of a thief and giving him in to the
hands ef the police for a short time.

“After a diligent search and investi-
gation I found your son Ray knew
nothing of the crime of which I had
him accused.”

Mr. Deane declined to sign the let-
ter principally for the reason that he
would not admit that he accused the
boy of stealing the watch. Miss Pope
had signed the letter, but had after-
wards wrote to the parents wishing to
have her name withdrawn as she had
attached it hurriedly and without con-
sideration.

With regard to the action of the de-
tective in interrogating the child De-
tective Sergeant Palmer wrote as fol-
lows:

F. H. Eaton, Esq., School Superintendent:

Dear Sir:—Referring to the reported loss
of watch from desk at the scheeol, Vie-
toria West. This matter was investigat-
ed by Detective J. C. Macdonald, who
says he merely interrogated the boy re-
ferred to in the usual way with a view
to the recovery of the watch; the reason
this boy in particular was selected was
on account of information being received
that he had been seen showing a watch
to a boy named James at Lampson street,
which upon investigation proved to be an
old watch case, having no bearing what-
ever upon the subject; the boy was not
arrested nor detained, and, according to
Detective Maedonald’s description of the
proceedings, nothing irregular occurred.

What' an' Authority Has to Say as:to
This Industry on Pacific:Coast.

Last summer Victofia was«visited by
George Bain, editor of the: Nairnshire
Telegraph, Seotland; whese mission: to
this country was to .inguire into its
fisheries.. Mpr. Bain. spent some time
on the: Atlantic coast before. coming
west, and while: here told of the sue-
{ cessfui experiments then being: con-
| docted om- the: Atlantic cpast by Johm
Cowie; who was invited to this country
by the Dominion government to de-
monstrate the Scotch method of her-
ring curing. In a very interesting let-
ter appearing in the Banffshire Jour-
‘hal, Mr. Bain tells of his. visit to Can-
ada and describes the conditions of
fishing as he found them here. Speak-
ing of the herring run on the Pacifie
coast and the prospects: of building up
a big' industry in that line, Mr. Bain
says:

“I think there is every probability of
a remunerative herring fishing being
established there. I was informed on
every hand that the coast of British
Cotumbia, frem November till March,
simply teems with herrings, at times
filling every bay and inlét, and often
left rotting in ridges on the beach,
where : they- were stranded. Those
caught at Vaneouver ‘and’ Nanaimo
are; however; small'in size; and so oily
that thex are 'difffcult to eure # kept
any timeé.

“I had a conversation with a Nairh
fisherman engaged in thé'-halibut in-
dustry, and’ he told nie that they had
frequently come across vast shoals of
kerring of a large size near Charlotte’s
Sound, and he was satisfied that these
could be cured and made marketable.
As to the abundance of herring, I think
there can be no doubt. At the same
time, it must be borne in mind that
there is no organized trade in herrings.
A firm sends a consignment or two to
\ Australia, but the great markets. in: the
[ far east have not been opened up. If
| the herrings caught at Vancouver can
be cured, or if a better description of
herring can be found further north,
there is every reason to believe that a
large export trade could: be established,
but to do so will require: as at home,
the combination of the fishcurer, fish-
buyer, and fisherman—in short, the
trade must be put on a proper commer-
cial basis. If the mattetr is gone into
on a business footing,
| doubt bift. the Canadian government
| would" assist as it is always ready to
do to any new enterprise for the benefit
of Canada. It would certainly be ‘an
indueement to Scottish. fishermen to ga
out there if they were offered free
grants of land in thé meighborhood of
the fishing station. As the expenses of
the class of boats suited to the require-
ments: of the Pacific coast is beyond
the: means of the generality of fisher-
men, it would be well also to have a
scheme for making advances of -a cer-
tain proportion of the: cost' of the ves-
sel, to be repaid within a fixed period
of time. In this way 4 better class of
cé#lonists than mere hired hands would
be introduced and settled with their
families on the coast.’: It would give
the spring: necessary to‘ ‘sustained indi-
vidual effort and efiterrise.

“British - Columbia,*78@ds’ Mr. Bain,
“gppears to have put-all its strength
' into the salmon fisheries. One does not
wonder at it when one sees the won-
derful run of these fish. This was. the
year of the big run—it comes aonce
every four years. I was at Steveston,
at the mouth of the Fraser river, the
day after one of the biggest runs on
record. The boats had been restricted
to 200 fish each, but the average catch
per boat was 400. The canneries could
not take them, and half the catch had
therefore to be thrown into the sea.”

As to climate; Mr. Bain says: “The
fishing industry is carried on wunder
ideal conditions—in summer a warm,
sunny climate, with' the water unbro-
ken by even a ripple for hundreds of
miles—not until you have sailed north
as far as Charlotte’s Sound do you
meet: with broken water or tidal waves.
In winter, there is a rainy season, but
little or no snow falls, and the tem-
perature is very mild. The coast, both
on the Mainland and Island is deeply
indented with inlets’ from the sea,
forming natural harbors.”

Since Mr. Bain wrote on the subject,
Mr. Cowie and his staff have spent
some time at Nanaimo demonstrating
the Scotch system of herring curing,
and with very satisfactory results.
The methods recommended by him are
those now in operation 'at Nanaimo.

THE BRITANNIA MINES.

Working Force at Howe Sound Proper-
ties Is Being Increased.

“That the increased development
scheme for the Britannia mines, announc-
ed some weeks ago by George H. Rebin-
son, managing director, i\ss,b%ing rapidly
put into effect, is evidenced by the fact
that the working force gt the big Houowe
Sound properties is being steadily in-
creased;”’ says the Vancouver Provinze.

“At present the output of Britanaia
averages about seven thousand tons rer
month. Mr. Robinson declared in ihis
city not long ago that by the end of .axt
August he would be shipping from the
mine to the concentrator and to ihe
smelter not less than twenty-five thou-
sand tons per month. In order to get this
amount of ore out, the workings at Brit-
annia will have to undergo considerable
development, more compressors and
drills will have to be installed, and the
working force largely increased.

“Reports from the mines indicate that
the ore being taken out of the Mammoth
Bluff, on the Jane claim, is in value far
exceeding any estimates ever made con-
cerning it. Some of the richest ore 6f the
property is coming from that bluff, and
very little taken from there has even a
passing acquairtance with the concen-
trater at Britannia Beach. Hvery bit of
ore running 5 per cent. copper and over
is shipped direct to the Britannia smelt-
er at Osborne Bay, Vancouver Island.”

Election of Officers: For. Ensuing Year—

Organization.

The annual meeting of the British
and: Foreign Bible Society was held in
the Centennial Methodist church
Thursday night, and was largely at-
tended. Noali Shakespeare presided;
and several short but stirring addresses:
were made eulogistie of the good werk
being done. Heretofore, this province
was under the control of the Upper
Canada Bible: Soeifety; but ‘has’ been
lately reorganized, and with: Alberta;
now forms a. branch of the Canadian
Bible ' Society. This change does not
affect- the affiliation with the British
Foreign Bible Soeiety.

Previous to the public meeting, there
was a meeting of thHe executive com=-
mittee; at which a: great deal of reutine-
business was transacted.

Mr. Shakespeare in calling. the: pub-
lic meeting to order, extended a wel~
come to all, and haoped that there
would be no lack of enthusiasm on: the.
part of friends. There was muech work
for a Bible society to do in this new
and rapidly increasing western coun-
try, and no effort should be spared in
placing The Word in the hands of
everyone.

A. Lee, secretary, read the annual
report, which was as follows: A

“Mr. President, Ladies and Gent]e-"

men:—Never before in human histery

were so many millions. of Bibles circu~ |

lated as in recent years. Last year
5,857,000 complete or portions, were des~
seminated by the British and: Foreign
Bible Society. In 390 different langu-
ages or form of speech the society has
produced and sent forth the Word of
Life to mankind. Seven out of every
ten human beings in the world may
now have it in their own tongue., Yet
some 450,000,000 of our fellow men have

no portion of the Bible in any language |

they can understand. Scores of trans-
laters, revisors, and native assistants
are working upon fresh versions.
Twelve new names of languages were
added to the society’s list of transla-
tions during the past year. The Church
of England draws upon the Bible so-
ciety for most of the translations. It
uses in missionary work: The Church
Missionary Society, 90; the Society For
Propagation of the Gospel, 60; the
Presbyterians obtained, 60; Methodist,
50; Congregationalist and Baptists and
other reformed churches nearly all the
seriptures necessary for_their foreign
missions. The hooks cost practically
nothing to the several churches, but
much to our; society. Nine hundred and

fifty colporteurs of the society, in 27}

different countries, sold last year two
and a quarter million copies of scrip-
ture. About . 350,000 copies of Russian
and Japanese scriptures were distri-
buted among troops on their way to
the front, among sick and wounded in
hospitals and among prisoners of war,
bringing many testimonies of gaod re-
ceived. Seven hundred Christian Bible
women, working under different church
missions in the KEast, are maintained
by the society. For the blind in their
own types, for city missions, homes
and refuge, police courts, haospitals,
barraeks, sailors’ rests, and all man-
ner of philanthropic institutions, grants
of scriptures are made by the society.
This world wide work costs the parent
society $1,270,000. Over 144,000 people
entered Canadian territory from across
the sea, and the line during the past
year. One-half of these were British.
What a comopolitan multitude the
other half! Galicians form one-twelfth
part of the population of the North-
west. Over 60,000 are said te have set-
tled there, and chiefly beside the Sas-
katchewan. The Bible society has
translations of scripture in the mother
tongue of all races in Canada. Col-
portzus are at work, but in altogether
inadequate numbers. More of these
Bible messengers must be sent out
among the tens of thousands in lumb-
ering, logging and mining camps in our
own province, the Ottawa and Mari-
time Provinces, to the homesteads on
the prairies, Roman Cathbolics of Que-
bec province, to seafaring men on the
Atlantic and Pacific coasts.

“The Canadian Bibie Society auxil-
jary to the British and Foreign Bible
Society is the new federation of all the
auxiliaries throughout Canada, which
is divided into five districts, British
Columbia. and Alberta, being the fifth
district, each with a district secretary
appointed to organize the work in
every city and village, and among all
Christian communions. This branch is
greatly indebted to the auxiliary in
Toronto for the financial assistance in
maintaining a colporteur in this field.
During the time he was at work, we
received from them over and above
what we raised here an average of $700.
a year. We have on hand in the de-
pository with the firm of T. N. Hibben
& Co. a stock of Bibles, Testaments
and portions of scripture valued at
$900, all of which can be purchased at
cost price.”

Rev. T. W. Gladstone moved the
adoption of the report. The motion
read:

“That the report be received and
adopted, and that while we regret more
has not been accomplished during the
year, we are buoyed up with the hope
that under the new regime, stimulus
may be imparted to the work in the
western district, and that the ensuing
year may be crowned with showers of
blessing to. the glory of God by the eir-
culation of His holy Word: And that
the officers and representatives of the
various congregations named in the re-
port be the executive for the ensuing
year.”

In moving the resolution, the rever-
end gentleman regretted, as set forth,
that more had not béen accomplished,
but hoped that greater interest would
be displayed now that they were a. sep-
arate branch.

The motion was seeonded by J. D.
Netherby, and was carried with ac-
clamation.

VESSEL BAS BEEN
HELD AT QUARANTINE

Chinese Boy, One of Ship’s Crew, Taken
Down With Disease on 8th
Inst,

When the C. P. R. steamship Tartar
arrived at William Head quarantine
station from points in the Orient this
morning Dr. Watt, Dominion quaran-
tine officer, discovered a case of small-
pox aboard. It was the first to come
under his attention for a year or more,
and he took prompt measures te pre-
vent the spread of the disease, accerd-
ing to the ragulations laid down in the
quarantine law. No one on the steam-

er was allowed to land and ordérs were

at amce issued to make everything in

readiness for the accommedation .of the:

crew and passengers on shore. The
patient, a. Chinese hoy, a member -of
the ‘crew so far as could be learned by
telephone this meorning. He was taken
down with the disease on the 8th inst.

What was done to isolate him aboard '

could not be ascertained up to the time
of writing, there being little communi-
eation with shore up till noon. Dr.
Watt himself is still aboard. He has

sent to the city for a number of guards
who will keep watch about the -quaran- |

tine station in order to prevent the pos-
sible escape of anyone from the station
and until these reach quarantine no
one from the steamer will be allowed
to land.

The Tartar carries 50 saloon passen-
gers and 175 in the steerage, composed
largely, it is presumed, of Chinese and
Japanese. The steamer sheuld -also
have aboard between
eighty of a crew. It is probabie that
all these will be detained the full
period of incubation, which is 18 days
in Canada. They will be vaccinated
and will live ashore in the quarters

seventy and |

pravided for such emergencies at Wil-'

liam Head. As for the steamer, she
will be held until thoroughly fumigated
and may then be allowed to depart
with a new crew. She has a full cargo
of general merchandise, of which 100
tons is destined for this city.

The mails will also be fumigated, but
after they have been so treated ‘it is
thought they will be allowed to pass
quarantine. i

The Tartar is one of the C. P. R
steamers regularly operated between
British Columbia and the Orient. She,
as also the entire fleet of the company,
are very carefully guarded against any
possible outbreak of smallpox such as
has now occurred. In fact every pre-
caution is taken at the Japanese ports
where she calls to prevent any smal-
pox germs being carried across the
ocean, and the present instance may
be taken as wholly unavoéidable.

Chris. Spencer Interviewed on Experiences
in Great Britain—The: Recent
Elections,

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

After an absence of four months,
during which: time he’ visited most. of
the large commercial centres of.the
United States, Great Britain and
France, Chris Spencer, of Spencer’s
Arcade, has returned. - Although “Mr.
Spencer spent the: greater part-of his
time vigiting factories and making pur-
chases for the augmentation of the
stocks of the Victoria and Vancouver
stores he was much interested, while'in
England, in the elections, seizing’ every
cpportunity to attend meetings and
thoroughly -enjoying the ‘excitéthent
displayed by the contesting parties.

Among other places Mr. ‘Spenger ¥is-
ited TLondon, ‘Manchester, 'Bradford,
‘Leeds, Nottingham, Glasgow, BeHast
and Paris. In conversation “with * a
representative of the Times this morn-
ing he stated that he had-laid'in the
largest supply in*all ‘Mnes 'that had
ever been obtained for ene-season by
kis firm. ‘His investigations had @e-
monstrated conclusively ‘that all” raw
ccmmodities were on ‘the upward in-
cline and that the manufacturéd arti-
cles, though they don’t yet Show:&ny
rarked inclination in that ‘way, st
soon follow the'same course. 'This-was
particularly the case with sétton; wool,
leather ‘and silk. “He'couldn’t say" de-
finitely -what was ‘the cause ‘of the
gradual and rather alarming alteration
in the condition of the markéts; but, of
course, had ‘heard-zll Kinds of ‘reasons
expressed during ‘the progress “of his
journey. :

Cotton, “it “was “said, “was “becoming
dearer ‘'because of the “speculation
throughout the ‘United 'States. 'The
practice was becoming ‘too!general-and
baving  a ‘damaging effect 0pon ‘trade.
Others claimed that the short cropsac-
ccurited for the ‘difference. Probably,
Mr. Spencer addeéd, a combination” of
the two solutions to the ‘problem had
Lrought dbout the result ‘meéntioned.
Those ‘dealing in wool "were “existing
“from hand to motth,” so to speak.
The stocks were never smaller or more
uncertain of being replerished than-at
the present time. In that line the con-
dition was really serious and the efféct
would be felt if there wasn’t an ‘im-
provement in the very mnear future.
With regard to leather, Mr, "Spéricéer
contended that it was being put to too
many uses. ‘The increased popilarity
of motoring and the consegquent de-
mand ‘for leather caps, leather coats,
leather upholstery, etc., etc., naturally
made a large hole in the supply of rdw
hides. He had heard a rather interest-
ing theory advanced, entirely discoun-
tenancing his opinion. The vegétarians
were ‘becoming $o numerous, it was
said, that comparatively féw ¢attle
were killed, and, 'therefore, the hides
available were steadily 'becoming less
numerous. It should be explained, in
cagse anyone may be inclined to take
this seriously, that Mr. Spencer related
it with the accompaniment of a broad
skeptical smile.

It has already been stated that while
in ‘England Mr. Spencer took an active
part in the election campaign. He at-
tended—as . many rallies as the ‘most
radical Conservative or Liberal, -and
took much more pleasure out of the ex-
treme enthusiasm -attending these
gatherings:as the majority of confirm-
ed politicians. One of the first meet-
ings at which he was present was that
f1n _Albert Hall, London, when Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman gave the
first jpublic pronouncement of his, po-
licy. While there he saw many of the
leading public men, ameng whom was
John Burns, the labor advoéate, of
whom so much has been heéard since
the return of the Liberal party -some
months ago. During the proceedings
Mr. Burns was called upon, according
to Mr. Spencer, but did not respond.
Another bit of excitement was :pro-
vided by the uproar created by a num-
ber of woman suffrage advocates.
Quite a, crowd had collected, Mr.
@pencer says, and managed ‘to inter-
rupt the progress of the programme
very effectively by energetically wav-
ing flags and banners, shouting and
singing. Finally -they had to be for-
eibly removed. Such distractions as
these rendered the campaign exceed-
ingly lively and the outcome, the re-
turned Victorian stated, caused a tre-
mendous sensation throughout the old
land, it being one of the most pro-
nounced upheavals in history.

The annual meeting of the friends of
the Protestant Orphans’ Home was
held at the city hall on Friday. Chas.
Hayward presided,

The president’s report was presented
and received. This report, which was
the 33rd ‘annual statement, congratu-
lated the society upon the continued
Prosperity of the institution.

“ft 1s difficult to tairly estimate
what has been achieved,” says the re-
port. ‘It should be comsidered in two
aspects, 'and not only take into ac-
count the number of children main-
tained, educated and by early example
and association forming in them habits
of life and character that will enable
them to become useful citizens and an
influence for good, but also to ponder
upon what the result would have heen
if these little ones had remained neg-
lected and uncared for, growing up ex-
posed to teachings and examples dan-
gerous both to their moral and physi-
cal well-being and almost certain to
become in other ways a burden to the
community, hesides being
agents in disseminating evil.

“It has been well said ‘that a pure
home, clothing and education are the
rightful inheritance of childhood, and
it is a sacred obligation upon society
to see that these rights are protected.’

“We are greatly encouraged by the
firm conviction that our home has been
successful in discharging its share of
this obligation and in seeing that as
far as possible these rights are safe-
guarded and protected.”

The work of the ladies’ committee is
praised in high terms. Special praise
was bestowed upon Mrs. W. Wilson for
her efforts in collecting for the funds
of the institution.

The treasurer, E. Crow Baker, and
the auditor, A. B. Fraser, sr., are given
credit for their work.

Mrs. McTavish, for the ladies’ come
mittee, also reported on the work of
the year, and gave great credit to the
matron, Mrs. Kay. The wooden wash-
tubs have been replaced by more sani-
tary earthware ones. The floor of the
hall has also been covered with lin-
oleum.

The report says: “A more than gen-
erous response was received in an-
swer to the circular letter sent to
friends in the outlying districts for
fruit and vegetables, principally pota-
toes, the latter, as we all know, with
good bread and butter, holding an im-
portant position on the menu of such
institutions. Here it may be of some
interest to know that it requires on an
average a sack of flour a day for
bread, ten pounds of porridge consti-
tute part of the morning meal, and a
sack of potatoes being sufficient for
three days’ consumption.

“The deep thanks of this institution
were given to the kind donors, and we
again repeat our gratitude. The cow
purchased from Mr. Bishop has proved
to be a veritable dairy, not only sup-
rlying all the milk, but almost afford-
ing sufficient butter to be made for the
use of the home. Whilst this institu-
tion has fortunately a large stock of
poultry, which keeps the home well
supplied with eggs, it may be stated
that the matron was enabled to pre-
serve 70 dozen eggs for winter use.

“The annual pound party was, we
think, a greater success than ever, not
so much in the number of those pres-
ent, but in the auantity of pounds do-
nated, thus replenishing the pantries
and thereby relieving the treasury,
and in this way contributing in no
small degree to the support and main-
tenance of the orphanage.

“Although during the past year there
has been a great deal of sickness in

the home, we are thankful to say that |

under the carsful medical attention of
Dr. Carter, always gratuitously and
cheerfully given, and the good nursing
received, all passed safely through the
trying ordeal.

“The 9th day of August last will long
be remembered by the children as a
red-letter day in their lives, when their
kind hostess, Mrs. Newton, of Oak
Bay, provided special cars to convey
them to and from that favorite resort,
there to enjoy to their hearts’ content
a long, happy day on the beach.

“It was with reluctance and regret
that the resignation of Mrs. McCulloch
as president of this committee, which
she had served faithfully and satis-
factorily for several years, was accept-
ed. By request Mrs. G. A. McTavish
kindly relieved her of her duties - for
the remainder of the year, she, how-
ever, still continuing to be one of the
committee.

“Mrs. Hutcheson and Mrs. W. W.
Wilson, two valuable members of this
committee, have been greatly missed
at the past meetings, both having been
