Vienna, March 12,—It is stated here, 
but not authoritatively, that the Aus­
trian government has received Great 
Britain's approval for the appointment 
of a governor for Macedonia for a term 
of years, the governor to be either a 
Christian or a Mohamedan.

San Francisco, March 12.—Machine 
guns operated by the government forces 
of Chill in a great conflict with 
strikers of the Nltro beds of the City 
of Iquique, ’iid 2,500 men low, most of 
whom were killed, according to advices 
received yesterday by the Norwegian 
steamer Christian Bora, which arrived 
direct from Chili.

Business at Iquique which had never 
before been seriously disturbed by any­
thing but earthquakes, was paralysed 
when the great army of workers went 
on strike. Fracas after fracas oc­
curred until the soldiers and strikers 
met in the streets of Iquique, and on 
the outskirts openly defied each other. 
Being ordered to disperse and refusing, 
the soldiers opened Are on the army of 
men. They had little opportunity to 
fight back even had they been armed, 
the assault was so sudden.

This took place on January 1st and a 
week later as though by common agree­
ment, the strikers went back to work 
without tile expected advance in wages. 
It was reported that the mine owners 
would voluntarily increase the pay of 
many of their employees.

BACK, UNASSASSINATED. Washington, March 12.—A vivid de­
scription of atrocities alleged to be 
perpetrated upon the slave laborers on 
plantations on the islands of Frlnci- 
pine and Saint Thomas, Portugese 
West Africa, was given in an address 
on “Children's Lives in Africa,” by 
Gen. Goubert Pinear, of South Africa, 
at last night’s session of the interna­
tional congress on the welfare of child­
ren under the auspices of the Nation­
al Mothers’ congress.

“The atrocities I have witnessed In 
Portugese West Africa have taken 
such a hold upon me,” declared Gen. 
Pinear, “that I cut myself loose from 
all my business, and leaving my family,
I have consecrated my life to the free­
ing of the men and women who are 
daily being done to death and the lit- 
lt^ children I have frequently seen be­
ing beaten up until the blood flowed' to 
the ground.”

The speaker said he formed an as­
sociation with the intention of pet!- • 
tioning the Portugese government on 
behalf of the slaves to establish mis­
sionary settlements to civilize and 
Christianize them, and to act as a 
gnard ever the slave traders and to 
report the atrocities to the associa­
tion. He asked for the support of the 
Mothers' congress in this mission of 
humanity.

After stating that the cruelties meted 
out to these degraded human beings on 
the- mainland were beyond description, 
Sep. Pinear continued: “Children are 
tom- away from the breasts of their 
pi others and sold as staves. Slaves in 
the employ of their taskmasters are 
beaten to death. Men. women and child­
ren are mutilated.”

In her report the national corres­
ponding secretary, Mrs. Edwin C. 
Grice, commenta favorably upon the 
suggestion for the establishment in 
Washington of a mothers’ and child­
ren's building as a permanent memor­
ial to Mr. Theodore Bimey, the found­
er of the congress, to be duplicated in 
playgrounds all over the country by the 
Mothers’ clubs of the various .states.

New York, March 12.—Harry K. 
Thaw was served yesterday with a 
copy of summons and \ compalint in 
the proceedings brought by his wife, 
Evelyn Nesbitt Thaw, to annul the 
marriage. A messenger delivered the 
papei-s to Thaw at the Matteawan in­
sane asylum, and at -the same time 
Mrs. William Thaw, who was ihade a 
co-defendant, was served' at the Hotel 
Lorraine in this city.

Daniel O’Reilly, counsel for Evelyn 
Nesbitt Thaw, explained that though-’ 
Thaw’s mother was made co-defendant 
the law was presuming her son to be 
insane, and therefore legally dead. 
Evelyn Thaw called at O’Reilly’s office 
to-day and attached her Signature to 
the papers in the case. As she left the 
office Mrs. Thaw was asked whether 
she would later, as had been intimated, 
make public the cause of the estrange­
ment that led to the annulment suit. 
She replied; “The public will never 
know.”

The papers yesterday served,, briefly 
recited the fact of the marriage at Pitts­
burg on April 4th, 1905, and set forth 
"that at the time of the marriage of 
the plaintiff ta the defendant, the de­
fendant was a lwiatic and of unsound 
mind, and lyas incapable of making a 
valid- contract of marriage, 
cause for anmiling the marriage, to- 
wit the lunacy of Harry K. Thaw, ex­
isted at the time of said marriage.”

Lawyer O'Reilly said he did not an­
ticipate any trouble in securing from 
the defendant's counsel fees and ali­
mony. A. Russell Peabody, counsel Ipr 
Harry K. Thaw, said: “It will not be 
necessary for Evelyn to go to the courts 
in order to get counsel fees and ali­
mony white the suit is pending. She has 
been getting money frotn me to pay 
her expenses while- Harry is confined, 
and this will be continued during the 
trial of the annulment suit. 1 shall fight 
the case upon instructions from my 
client, and shall represent him person­
ally in the defence.”

The matter of a cash settlement 
upon the-palintiff has not been taken 
up, Mr. Peabody said.

Tokio, March 12.—The demand of the 
press and the public of Japan for ag­
gressive action against China in con­
nection with the Tatsu Maru affair 
is subsiding. The Asahi, one of the 
most influential newspapers, urges the 
government to consider seriously the 
moral side of the case, and not to 
press China to extremes. It thinks 
that Japan should exercise great vigi­
lance concerning the export of arms 
destined for the use of insurgents 
against a friendly government. This 
view is gailiing ground, and it is un­
derstood that the minister of war, Gen. 
Terauchi and Vice Admiral Sato, min­
ister of marine, are opposed to aggres­
sive tactics.

The British minister, Sir Claude Mac­
donald, held a lengthy conference with 
the Foreign Office yesterday. The sen­
timent of the Foreign Office supports 
the suggestion that Great Britain is 
urging an amicable settlement and 
dwelling upon the moral obligation of 
the Japanese towards China. The For­
eign Office asserts that no ultimatum 
has been Issued in the matter but the 
belief is expressed that the negotia­
tions may be protracted,

, In well informed circles it is asserted 
that China will eventually agree to the 
demands of Japan in consideration of 
a pledge upon the part of Japan that 
a closer watch will be kept upon ex­
portation of arms.

The senator's friends at this 
point" interfered and separated the two 
men, who thereupon agreed to meet and 
fight it out with revolvers. Senator 
Kejnp then left and Hyde went into his 
house, nearby and secured a revolver. 
When he came out he shouted to Kemp 
tc wait for him, which the senator did. 
They approached each other and Hyde 
opened fire with two shots, fatally 
wounding the senator, who died within

after in the matter of surplus earnings.

Within a period of five years the com­
pany has floated over 880,000,000 of com­
mon or ordinary stock, and a total of 
nearly 8120,000,000 of bonds preferred 
and common in the same period. De­
spite this large amount of new stock, 
which after all had been a nucleus of 
the system’s increased earning powers, 
there has been rather a strengthening 
than a weakening of - shareholders’ 
equities.

National Crisis Only Would Disturb.
It might be said, without fear of con­

tradiction, that no less than a national 
commercial crisis could reduce the sur­
plus available on the Canadian Pacific’s 
common to below an 8 per cent, basis, 
and that, in the circumstances of Can­
ada’s present unique position in the 
eyes of the old countries, would prob­
ably be Restricted to within a very 
short period. The 8 per cent, earned 
would be ample to. meet the dividend 
requirements, to say nothing of the 
thirty odd millions surplus shown in 
the general balance as at June 30th; 
1907. All things considered, however, it 
is unlikely that the earnings will be so 
materially reduced within at least the 
next few years. The stock is strictly 
at 6 per cent, railway issue, although it 
pays an extra 1 per cent, from the re- 
cepits on account of land sales.

Ottawa. March 2.—The hour of mid­

night on Saturday terminated one of 
the most disgusting examples of petty 
obstruction in the parliamentary his­
tory of the country. From Thursday 
afternoon until time trembled on the 
verge of the Sabbath the opposition de­
layed the business of the land by tac­
tics that astonished onlookers by their 
viciousness and puerility.

ended June 30th, 1907. For that period 
the road earned 818,376,033 for dividends 
on the preferred and common stocks. 
After the full payment on the preferred 
stock there was left a sum of 816,639,- 
806 to meet the dividends on the com­
mon. A six per cent, dividend on the 
outstanding 8121,680,000 of common stock 
amounted to 87,300,800, thus leaving a 
net surplus of 89,339,006, or an excess of 
about seven and one-half per cent, over 
rind above the dividend requirements 
on the common stock.

* rigors of the clliriate, but through, a 
combination of circumstances that 
could not be foreseen. There was car 
congestion of the most aggravated type, 
following an unprecedented cereal yield 
in practically every province in the 
Dominion; and, to make matters worse, 
a coal famine in the prairies, which 
necessitated prompt action by the com­
pany’s own coal from its different coal 
stocks in the West.

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MINING ISSUE.

Rossland, March 9.—It is understood 
that the Province Mining Company has 
placed the 250,000 in bonds, the issue of 
which was authorized at the company’s 
annual meeting, for the purpose of 
sinking to the 1,000-foot level. No par­
ticulars have yet been received, nor as 
to when work will be resumed.

There has been phenomenal develop­
ments in the gross traffic receipts of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
during the last half decade. For the 
complete fiscal year ending June 30th, 
1903, there were gross traffic receipts of 
843,057,373, contrasted with about 840,- 
388,000 for, the six months of the 
rent fiscal year—the half-year ending 
December 31st, 1907. It is not improb­
able that the business of the road will 
continue to Increase at, at least, a sim­
ilar ratio, the recurring arguments of 
vigorous competition to the contrary 
notwithstanding. The large influx’ of 
immigrants and the daily development 
of fresh resources of one description or 
another that are In process throughout 
the length and breadth of the system 
will guarantee to the parent railway 
a steady Increase of traffic Just as long 
as the. Dominion maintains Its present 
ratio of agricultural and manufactur­
ing advances.

That these increases in gross business 
can be maintained may be demonstrat­
ed by the earnings of the last six 
months by contrast with those of the 
corresponding period of 1906. In the 
earlier period there was a total western 
wheat yield of approximately one Hun­
dred million bushels, to say nothing of 
a particularly fine yield of all the coars­
er grains and roots, all of which were 
substantially In excess of any former 
year, yet the returns of that especially 
prosperous period. are shown to be al­
ready much below those of the similar 
period of the present fiscal year, not­
withstanding a late crop movement and 
a serious financial stringency that 
closed down many of the leading west­
ern mining and smelting plants, which 
factors are considerable revenue earn­
ers for the railway system. The west­
ern J8r^*a't yield did not total seventy 
ml? on bushels last year, 1907, and, ow­
ing To tiie adverse climatic conditions, 
the coarser grains suffered correspond­
ingly.

Phoenix Mine Shipped 23,663 
Tons to Smelter in 

Seven Days.
B. C. MINING SHARES

SHOW IMPROVEMENT

Effect of Money Shortage Has 
About Spent Itself in 

Province.

Phoenix. March 9.—Everything seems 
to be propitious nowadays for the 
Granby Consolidated to smash a re­
cord or two, and once or twice a month 
this is done. With plenty of coke, ore 
dumps, power, ore and with two rail­
ways ready and anxious with all kinds 
of rolling stock on hand, the fracturing 
process, as far as records go, moves 
merrily along.

Last week no less than 23,663 tons of 
ore were shipped from the Granby 
mines to the Granby smelter, being the 
largest tonnage ever sent out in seven 
days from Phoenix or any other camp 
In British Columbia by this or any oth­
er company. It should be remembered, 
too, that these figures are in dry tons, 
that is, when the moisture has been 
extracted.

While January was tt. pretty good 
month for shipments from the Granby 
mines, running in excess of 74,000 tons 
of ore, February, although two days 
shorter, shows up with about 6,000 tons 
more of ore shipped than for January. 
The tonnage sent out during the 29 
days in February amounted to 80,166 
tons. The smelter treatment for Feb­
ruary was about 2,000 tons more than 
this. If it continues to increase at this 
rate every month, it will soon be above 
a rate of 100,000 tons per month.

Rossland. March 9.—The restarting of 

the mines and smelters of the Amalga­
mated Co. at Butte, it was thought, 
woulâ stimulate prices in the share 
market, and especially the copper 
shares.

INFORMATION FOR
GUIDANCE OF MARINERS On Thursday afternoon the House 

went into committee to resume the con­
sideration of the estimates of the min­
ister of marine. The particular Item 
before dealt with the expenses of the 
Arctic, but the opposition did not intend 
to confine themselves to this matter.

New Westminster, March 9.—Though 
many years have passed away since the 
first discovery of /gold in the now his­
toric Cariboo district caused what was 
probably one of the greatest stampedes 
the world has ever known, there are 
still men in this city who took part 
in the rush and who can still recall the 
pld “Cariboo Trail,” and the mention 
of Spuzzum will no doubt awaken in 
many minds reminiscences of the old 
wagon road which was then the only 
highway into thè Eldorado of B. C.

The road which was built in 1863-64, 
mainly by the Royal Engineers, started 
from Yale, the head of navigation, and, 
after winding along the bank of the 
Frazer crossed the river at Spuzzum 
about eleven miles higher up, by the 
suspension bridge, and followed alpng 
the bank of the river through one con­
tinuous canon to Boston Bar, and. then 
on to Ashcroft, about 100 miles from 
Spuzzum, from which point the wagon 
road led mainly through a rolling coun­
try to the gold fields. A modern rail­
road now does the work of the pack 
train and mountain wagon, and though 
traces of the old road can yet be seen 
at different points along the route of 
the railway, as well as traces of the 
old Indian trail over which the first 
venturesome spirits made their way in­
to the interior, both have long since 
been abandoned and are now in many 
places impassable even for a foot pas­
senger.

“Tactful? Yes. But more than that.
It suggests the reason why Queen 

■ Victoria's successor Is the most In­
fluential ruler that Great Britain has 
had since Oliver the Great Protector. 
He gives himself no ‘Lord’s anointed' 
airs, but acts to all things às King by 
virtue of an act of Parliament. To him 
the Premier, ’representing the voting 
majority of the nation, is more import­
ant than archbishops and' dukes. Until 
the present reign the Prime Minister, 
though he made peers, had to yield pre­
cedence to them. All that has been 
changed.

“Edward R, I, has been described as 
the best Foreign Minister that England 
ever.had. Nor Is it an exaggeration. 
There Is no hint from Liberals of 
'royal usurpation.’ For It Is known 
that he would not lift a hand If he 
Imagined that" there was the slightest 
Objection on the part'of hie constitu­
tional advisers to his useful activity as 
a peacemaker and peacekeeper.

Isaac Reno, a longshoreman who lived 
at No. 4 Jubilee cabin, testifies thaAhe 
had met the prisoner about three, weeks 
ago at the Jubilee cabins.

When witness went to bed the 
prisoner had not come home. He did 
not see him again until 6 o’clock on 
Monday morning.

crease at a rapid rate. There was a 
time, and that within a few years, 
when during the winter months the 
number of passengers coming to Vic­
toria from these two ports was com­
paratively light. The Charmer could 
easily handle the run between this city 
and Vancouver.

That day has passed away, however, 
and now the Princess Victoria is 
crowded every day.

The need of the new palatial steamer 
which is being built in Êngland to 
alternate with the Princess Victoria is 
such that the new vessel cannot arrive 
any too soon to satisfy the wishes of 
the C. P. R. management. It will not 
likely be ready for service until next 
January, however, and will not he 
available this summer. The placing of 
the Princess Victoria on the triangular 
run among the ports of Victoria, Van­
couver and Seattle, united with the 
extra service which the Charmer can 
give, relieves ^ the situation as far as 
the summer months are concerned.

It is likely that Capt. Troup will 
leave shortly for England to examine 
the work done on the steamer which 
will be launched in a short time.

The conditions prevailing on the coast 
at present are such that Capt. Troup’s 
hands are full, providing for the in­
creased trade which faces his company 
in all directions.

Indefinite Period.

Another sub­
meaning simply is that a country to be 
truly prosperous should have peaceful 
arid prosperous neighbors! That nat­
urally Leads to interdependence, not 
politically, but severally a»nd commer­
cially, and established *he surest guar­
antee of peace to all concerned.

“To-day, five years since the delivery 
of my address just referred to, I do 
not see any reason or the necessity for 
modifying what I said then. The only 
difference you may nave noticed in the 
position of Japan is that, instead of 
forming a race coalition with our 
neighboring countries, as was then sus­
pected in some quarters, Japan has en­
tered into a treaty of political inde­
pendence with a* nation of your kindred 
race, of the same creed. I mean, of 
course, Great Britain, our honored ally. 
But this treaty was created purely and 
simply to serve the peace, and there­
fore the prosperity of the Far East.
It has no ulterior motive against any 
nation, much less against the United 
States, with whom we have thé histori­
cal relations of friendship and sym­
pathy invariably rfiaintained since the 
beginning of our diplomatic* inter­
course. In spite of that, I hear quite 
often some inquiries made in certain 
quarters as to the extent of an appli­
cability of that treaty in case of a con­
flict between the United States and 
Japan. I am, of course, not in a po­
sition to define the scope of that com­
pact. but I can assure you that we 
never had any thought of making even 
mere inquiry on such subjects. We 
were perfectly satisfied with the real 
object of that treaty, which is, as I 
said before, of an entirely pacific na­
ture. I may also ipention to you that 
since its conclusion the general ten­
dency of the world has been to ad­
just by means of agreement questions 
of any importance that were formerly 
considered stumbling blocks In the 
path of friendly intercourse between 
the powers, and to remove the cause 
of dispute lying between them. It is, 
therefore, gratifying to think that the 
desire of peace for the Far East as ex­
pressed by Japan and England by 
means of the said treaty have been for­
warded and strengthened by the sub­
sequent conclusion of agreements by 
different powers in order to promote 
peaceful intercourse betWeen them.”

“Japan has no compact of like na­
ture with the United States,” the am­
bassador added, “but her friendship 
has always been so cordial that some 
jail it the ‘unwritten alliance.' "

He then touched upon the late agi­
tation regarding the immigration ques­
tion, concluding as follows: 
pleased to be able to say that while 
we have to maintain our rights in all 
respects, there are now between the 
United States and Japan no questions 
of any magnitude likely to remain un- __ 
settled much longer. This is at once 
the result of the exertion of friendly 
sentiment between the two govern­
ments, as I have just mentioned, and I 
am firmly convinced that if there are 
any other questions that arise there­
after to occupy the minds of the pub­
lic of the two countries, it will be that 
the sincerity of friendship that will 
exercise these powers to bring about 

satisfactory conclusion.

Vancouver, March 10.—Aid. McSpad- 
den reported to the council meeting 
last night on an inspection he had 
made of the Lord Robert^ and the 
East End school at the request of citi­
zens of the respective districts, 
closing words were as follows: “I con­
sider these schools in a most danger­
ous condition from a fire standpoint.”

At the Lord Roberts school he stat­
ed that in the basement of the old 
building he found the furnace located 
in the centre of the floor. Thirty feet 
of pipe connected the heating' plant, 
the flue and each length of this pipe 
was hung from nails in the joists by 
common wire. The pipes were not 
clean and ould any break occur in 
the suspending wires the result might 
be disastrous since the basement was 
used by the children. The doors in 
the basement opened inward and the 
stairs were dangerous. On the next 
floor the doors opened inward, but 
were now being changed. On the next 
floor absolutely no protection was 
given through the providing of fire es­
capes, and in the attic a classroom 
was fitted up in a wing and an adjoin­
ing room was filled with waste-paper.

In the new section of this school the 
ground floor was well provided with 
exist, but the approach to the upper 
floor was by way of narrow stairways 
with wooden landings. In the assem­
bly-room, capable of accommodating 
an audience of 400, the only emergency 
escape was through a manhole in the 
floor to iron stairs on which only one 
at a time could pass, this leading to a 
wooden landing. The double line of 
stairs ordinarily used in this building 
converged to a single stair before 
reaching the ground floor, rendering 
dangerous congestion probable at the 
point in case of a rush.

The 
committee's wish is to have a perpetu­
ity fund started so that the cemetery 
may never be allowed again to fall into 
what it is at present. Instead of the 
revenue going a,s it now does into the 
general fund of the city corporation, 
the money will go into a separate and 
exclusively a cemetery fund, and in 
time the interest on the money so 
seçured will safeguard the cemetery for 
all time.

The perpetuity fund system works 
well in eastern cities, e.g,, Winnipeg 
and Hamilton, and in the United States. 
The cemetery committee wish to ex­
plain the matter to "those interested" 
in Victoria with a view to introducing 
the system here.

“This meeting has been called to-day 

in order that we women may all clear­
ly understand the position- which wo­
men householders occupy in our muni­
cipalities since the passing of the 
amendment to the election laws of 
municipalities four days ago by the 
legislature of British Columbia.
- "Four weeks ago the attorney-gen­
eral introduced an amendment. to this 
act by which all women householders 
were disfranchised through his inter­
pretation of the term householder. As 
soon as his amendment was intro­
duced a^committee, representing the 
local council of women and the pro­
vincial and local W. C. T. U., waited 
upon the premier , and attorney-general 
and asked them to reconsider this in­
terpretation and permit the women 
householders of municipalities to have 
the franchise which they for so many 
years had enjoyed, and this request 
was backed by a petition from a thou­
sand women.

"By these gentlemen we were refer­
red to the municipal committee of the 
legislature. To this committee these 
ladies went and pleaded once more 
that the privilege of voting should not 
be taken away fyom them, but alas 
they went in wain. The committee re­
ported favorably on the attorney-gen­
eral’s amendment. Then the • Victoria 
city members were visited, and the 
ladies asked justice of them, but they 
said they must back the government 
and could promise nothing. Then we 
made one final effort, and wrote to the 
premier and the attorney-general ask­
ing that the word householders might 
include women who paid $60 a year 
rental, but after ‘careful consideration’ 
these gentlemen decided that only mên 
householders could vote. Women who 
own property worth $100 can vote and 
those wl\o pay a license, but no other 
women.

"As a result of this amendment two 
questions naturally arise: The first is, 
Why has the franchise been tak^i 
from us by these men? and/ are we 
satisfied that it shall be taken from 
us?

“There is always some reason why 
laws are passed. It is either to protect, 
to develop, or to Restrict some class of 

' persons or some indpstrjr. When a law 
to restrict women voting is passed we 
naturally seek the cause and xask: Is 
it because of the inefficiency or cor­
ruptness of the men elected to control 
the affairs of our city during the last 
two years, since the woman’s vote has 
been so much larger than formerly? Is 
it because some of the men who want­
ed £o be elected were defeated and 
said; ‘It was the woman’s vote that did 
it?* Or is it because women have ask.ed 
for à purer city, for a closed saloon on 
Sunday, for the closing of gambling 
déns, for the suppressing of vice? Is 
it because women will not rest while 
her children have to walk the streets 
of a city which is not pure?”

“Oh^ mothers, are we going to be 
satisfied now that we cannot use our 
vote in helping to decide these ques­
tions—tfyese questions which are so 
vital to our boys and our girls? Since 
we have had a vote we have found 
mayor and aldermen have listened to 
our wishes with respect and considera­
tion, and granted us many concessions. 
Voting side by side with good men we 
have succeeded in placing in the city 
council some God-fearing men who do 
not believe in an open city; who do 
not believe that our children have to be 
lured into gambling dene; who do not 
believe that saloons should be kept 
open day and night; who do not belieye 
in tjie opium 'den or the increase of 
the social evil; but who suppress all 
these vices which are ruining so many 
of the youth rof our land.

“Upon us* rests a great responsibility, 
the responsibility of raising our voice 
in protest against this action of the 
legislature. Shall we let the matter 
rest? Shall we?

New York, March 10.—A Washington, 
special to the Tribune. says; “That 
Venezuela has treated this country 
with grave discourtesy, not to say con­
tempt, will be evident when the cor­
respondence between that country and 
the United States will be made pub­
lic, as it will be, when the department 
of state forwards to the senate the 
papers called for by the Lodge resolu­
tion. The fact is probable that sena­
tors did not realize the extent to which 
they would be embarrassed by the pub­
lication of the facts when they passed 
the Lodge resolution.

who dismrisse*d the case The follow­
ing is the judgment in full:

In the Supreme Court of British 
Columbia. E. & N. Ry. Co., v. Fid­
dick. Judgment of Hunter, C. J.

This is an action brought to deter­
mine the validity of a crown grant 
purporting to have been issued to the 
defendant under the authority of the 
Vancouver^Tsland Settlers’ Rights act, 
1904.

The grant assumes to convey the 
fee simple without any reservation of 
the coal, base minerals or timber 
which belongs to the plaintiff’s claim 
by virtue of their letters patent from 
the government of Canada, dated 21st 
April, 1887, the company not disput­
ing that the defendant is entitled to 
the surface rights.

It was finally decided by the Privy 
Council in the case of E. & N. Ry Co. 
v. McGregor (1907), A. C. 462, that 
the act of 1904 was intra vires of the 
Legislature, and that a samilar grant 
to the defendant McGregor superseded 
the plaintiff’s title under its letters 
patent. With regard to this decision 
it may be proper to point out that 
their Lordships appear to have been 
under a misapprehension as to tha 
ground of the judgment of the Full 
Court. Their Lordships, speaking by 
Sir E. Taschereau, say that we re­
versed the decision of the trial judge, 
"and maintained the action on the ex­
clusive ground that the B. C. act of 
1904 did not authorize the grant of 
the said lot to the appellant and con­
sequently, etc.” With all deference, no 
court could have so decided, as the 
act authorizes the issue of the grant 
in plain and unmistakeable language, 
but the ground of our judgment was 
that the Legislature intended that the 
issue of the grant should not operate 
ipso facto to transfer to the defend­
ant property which hadlbeen adjudged 
by the Sovereign in Council to belong 
to the plaintiffs, but to reopen the 
question in the interest of the settler 
whose rights, if any, were to be main­
tained by the province. Ih this, how­
ever, it appears we wete wrong, as 
their Lordships’ opinion'll clear to the 
effect that the issue of the grant to 
the defendant extinguished eo instant! 
the plaintiff’s rights under the patent.

The grant to the present defendant 
was admittedly issued by the Pro­
vincial government without notice to 
the plaintiffs or without notifying 
them to show cause why it should not 
issue; and therefore Mr. Bodwell con­
tends that it is competent to the Court 
in such a suit as the present to ex­
amine into the proceedings leading up 
to the grant and further, if that prop­
osition is assented to, that it ought to 
be declared that there was no bona 
fide occupation of the land by the 
plaintiff’s predecessor in title or that 
at any rate such occupation occurred 
as to only a small portion of the 169 
acres pre-empted, and that therefore 
the defendant’s grant is valid Only to 
the extent of the occupied area.

It will be convenient to examine the 
first proposition, as \f it is found to^ 
be untenable it will not be, as Mr. Bod-* 
well admitted at the close of the ar­
gument, necessary to consider the 
others.

Philadelphia, March 9.—Two Chinese, 
Jung Jow and Mock Kung, will be 
hanged at' Moyamensing prison here 
to-day for the murder of two fellow- 
countrymen, who were shot during an 
outbreak in the Chinese quarter on the 
night of July 4th, 1906.

Since their conviction the two men 
have embraced Christianity, both be­
coming baptized. They were baptized 
in a bath tub which was brought into 
their cells.

The double hanging, which will be the 
first legal execution in the state of 
Pennsylvania, was originally set for 
May 10th last, but the men were grant­
ed two respites. An effort was made 
to secure another respite from Gover­
nor Stuart yesterday, but it was un- 
aucessful. The condemned were mem­
bers oVthe Hip Sing Tong, and .the 
money for their defence was furnished 
by a levy on the membership of that 
organization.

Both men went to their death loyally. 
Two minutes after they left the prison 
the trap was sprung and x15 minutes 
later, when-cut down, they were both 
found to be dead.

“Whereas, by the recent action of 
the legislature the women householders 
of the province have been disqualified 
and may not in f(rture vote for school 
trustees nor serve on school boards, 
nor vote In municipal elections, and

"Whereas, men, by payment of 33 tax 
direct into the municipal treasury, are 
accorded these privileges,

"Resolved, that this meeting ex­
presses Itself as of the opinion that 
good reasons must exist for this legis­
lation of which the women of this city 
are not aware, and that we ask the 
four gentlemen representing Victoria 
in the legislature to attend a public 
meeting called for the purpose and 
explain the necessity for this legisla­
tion.”

In moving the resolution Mrs. Spof- 
ford spoke of the ease with which they 
had obtained one thousand signatures 
to their petition In two days. After 
reading extracts from a Manitoba pa­
per on the question, Mrs. Spofford said 
that it was now 24 years since the wo­
men of Victoria had the privilege of 
voting for trustees. Later lady house­
holders were allowed to serve on the 
board, and since that time the Victoria 
school hoard had not failed to have at 
least one lady among its members. The 
women had served eo acceptably thàt 
it would now seem a strange thing to 
hold a school board election without a 
woman candidate.

Continuing, she said that notwith­
standing the trend of the present day 
to extend equality of franchise, - the 
legislature of British Columbia had 
gone back 24 years by stating that 
women householders should not vote 
or serve on the board of trustees. A 
man might do either by paying a tax, 
but there was no provision for women.

The attorney-genéral said there was 
no Intention to disfranchise women, 
but only to prevent undesirable women 
from voting. It seemed hard, she said, 
that All the women should be dis­
qualified because of this. She could not 
see that a woman who had accumulat­
ed 1600 worth of property was any more 
Intelligent or a better woman on that 
account.

It could not be laid to the charge of 
women, she continued, that the city 
had been worse since women had vot­
ed. A recent editorial In a local paper 
stated that the city had Improved 
wonderfully within the last ten years. 
This was the time within which the 
women had voted.

"*4 A man by paying $2 had a share In 
regulating the morals as well as the 
finances of the city. Women were re­
fused this. The recent action of the 
government was simply sex legislation. 
She claimed that the four men rep­
resenting Victoria did not represent 
men alone. They represented every 
woman and child as well. She thought 
they should be asked to explain why 
they had voted as they did. She then 
moved the resblutlon given above.

Mrs. Jenkins and Mrs. Clayton also 
took part in the discussion.

Mrs. Gordon Grant then read the fol­
lowing resolution recently passed by 
the Wyoming state legislature :

, %There is no principal better estab­
lished in our law than that in an or­
dinary suit between subjeçts to a pat­
ent from the Crown which is ex facie 
valid cannot be attacked in the ab­
sence of statutory authority on the 
ground of any irregularity, mistake,

“Perhaps we scarcely as yet realize 
what this disfranchisement means to, 
us; but when we get men into office 
who do not frown on but encourage 
the temptation laid for the unwary feet 
of our children, then we will bitterly 
realize the injustice which has been 
done us by this amendment to the 
municipal law. I think the women of 
this province should be organized from 
one end to the other, rise up in a 
mighty power, and show our legislators 
by petition, by letters and by deputa­
tions that we want the mother’s vote 
and will not* rest until we get it. The 
women of the rest of the province will 
be largely influenced by the action of 
the women in Victoria, who, perhaps, 
have been more keenly alive to their 
privileges in this regard. It is ^therefore 
imperative that we start in motion a 
movement which, as it travels, will 
gain so great momentum, so great a 
force, so great an influence, that our 
legislators will be compelled to restore 
to use our rights and privileges. The 
ballot is a saçred trust, and it is a 
duty which every woman owes her 
country and her family to do every- 
ting she can to secure It.

"I heard a woman of intelligence say 
last week: ‘I do not believe in voting.’ 
She had never given the matter a 
serious thought. She did not realize the 
responsibility of the ballot. She thought 
as lightly of it as she might of a toy. 
But, mothers, the ballot in your hands 
means right laws. It means protection, 
and we must not, we dare not, shirk

I went to my window in the 
front of the house in time to see a 
m»n run across the lawn and jump the 
fence. I then hollered for help. The 
man crossed the street before he went 
down Stanley avenue.”

“At this time Mr. and Mrs. Freedman 
were just going down the steps. Be­
fore this I had heard Mrs. Freedman 
holler for help. I went outside and 
asked somebody to help myself and 
Mrs. Freedman to take Freedman into 
the house. There was a gentleman and 
lady coming down the street and they 
helped us to bring him in.

Mr. Freedman was all over blood 
when he was taken into the house. He 
asked Mrs. Freedman to» take his coat 
off. I do hot know whether she did so. 
I went for some hot water.”

“I think that I was in the house 
about ten or fifteen minutes before the 
murder.” ^

Dr. George Hall stated that he had 
made a postmortem examination of the 
body of Charles Freedman. When he 
first saw the body, Freedman had no 
coat on, and his shirt was bloodstained. 
There were a few slight abraisons on 
the head, and a slight abraison on the 
right knee. There was a bullet wound 
on the left breast in the front. The di­
rection of the bullet wound was slight­
ly upwards toward the bullet having 
passed through the left centre of the 
heart to the pericardium. The bullet 
was found lodged in the pericardium. 

The bullet was produced in court. 
The doctor went on to say that all 

the organs of the dead man were in a 
healthy condition. The death occurred 
from the wound, from the hemorrhage 
which occurred in the region of the 
heart, following the effects of the 
shot. It was possible that a person 
might live for some minutes after re­
ceiving a wound of this nature.

One of the most deliberate and cold­

blooded murders which has ever oc­
curred in 'the city of Victoria took place 
lkst night, shortly before midnight, at 
1403 Stanley avenue.

Quickly rushing to 
the spot, he heard Mrs. Freedman 
shouting for someone to telephone for 
a doctor. He returned to his own home 
and telephoned for the doctors. R. S. 
McIntyre was early on the scene also 
and A. B. McNeill, who was returning 
home, also joined in aiding to make the 
victim as comfortable as possible.

A few living on Stanley avenue who 
were awakened by the outcry, looked 
out of their houses in time to see the 
person supposed to have committed the 
crime rush down the street. In nearly 
every case the description furnished by 
them, is not very minute and of little 
advantage to the police.

Earlier in the evening Mrs. Andrews, 
while in her kitchen, heard a noise out­
side her dwelling which she took for 
some one passing around the side of 
the building. She was a little disturb­
ed at the time, but soon forgot it.

As the two houses, that of Mrs. An­
drews and the one occupied by the 
Freedmans are exactly alike, it is pos­
sible that the person may have made a 
mistake and upon discovering it left 
and went to the other house. This is 
on the presumption that the assailant 
was seeking the house of Mr. Freed­
man.

The police arq working assiduously 
on the case. They are proceeding along 
three or four theories so as to preclude 
any possibility of being thrown off tjie 
scent.

The coroner’s inquest into the circum­
stances surrounding the death of 
Charles Freedman, was concluded yes­
terday afternoon shortly after the 
Times went to press. The jury return­
ed a,verdict that the deceased came to 
his .(jjgath by some person., or persons 
unknown, and added a -recommenda­
tion that steps should be taken to in­
crease the police force in tne residential 
portions of the city.

Following the evidence given in yes­
terday’s Times, Mrs. W. F. Andrews 
was the next witness. She said thàt 
she lived at 1405 Stanley avenue, in the 
next house to that in. which the Freed- 
man’s lived. About 10.30 on the even­
ing when the murder was committed 
she went into the pantry. She then 
heard a noise as if somebody was try­
ing the wicket gate. She looked out 
but was unable to see anything. She 
then laid the table and went to bed. 
She had been in bed a little while when 
somebody came down the sidewalk. 
She heard this person go into the house 
of the Freedman’s, and thought that It 
was the Freedmans. She also saw the 
lights turned on, because she could see 
the reflection. She then heard voices 
which were so loud that she raised her­
self in bed, and eventually got out of 
bed. By this time the light in the 
Freedman’s kitchen was full on. Before 
this time she had heard a sound, as if 
a chair had fallen. After hearing loud 
voices she saw the flash of the revolver 
and almost felt as if she had been 
struck herself. For a moment she was 
so dazed that she was almost stunned. 
She then said to her husbând, “There 
has been a murder committed here.”

The next thing that she saw was a 
form jumping out of the window. She 
then heard a noise In (the house and a 
voice saying:

“I am done for. I am done for.”
Another voice said: “You ought to 

have known, dear, that you could not 
do anything,” or something tp that 
effect.

She then heard Mrs. Freedman cry 
out:

PATTERN department op the
TIMES.THE CORONER’S INQUEST.

(From Wednesday’s Dally.)
There have been no "furthèr develop­

ments in connection with the murder 
of Charles Freedman, at least there 
have been no outward manifestations in 
the way of arrests made by the police. 
At the same time the .detective depart­
ment and. the. police as a whole are 
working steadily on the case. There are 
some clews which the police have to 
.work upon which they are not saying 
much about, but which may yet result 
in solving the mystery.

This afternoon the inquest opened 
before the coroner, Dr. Hart, and a 
jury which was composed of the fol­
lowing gentlemen: E. E. Leason, Ed. 
Greenshaw, John H. Freeman, R. C._ 
Grant, C. S. Brown and W. H. Adams.

After the jury had been sowrn in 
they proceeded to the undertaking par­
lors of the B. C. Funeral Furnishing 
Company, and viewed the body of the 
deceased.

The first witness who was called was 
Mrs. Freedman.

She said that she arrived home about 
11.30, and she at once went to the bed­
room after taking off her outer wraps. 
She then went into the dining room 
with Mr. Freedman and Miss Hagen- 
bach. From the dining rodm she went 
into the kitchen for a glass of water. 
She returned Ro the dining room and 
they all had some fruit. Mr: Freedman 
got up and went into the kitchen. She 
heard him holler and ran into the 
kitchen.

Her husband was holding the pantry 
door against the burglar. “Ali I could 
see was his arm outside the door. In 
his hand was the gun.” Mr. Freedman 
told her to telephone for the police. She 
said she couldn’t get! central to answer, 
so I ran outside to the front of the 
house. She shouted for help and then 
#ame back and Mr. Freedman came 
running and said he was shot. He fell 
first at the front door. Then he pick­
ed himself up and walked outside 
again.

Witness said she did not hear any 
Shots. That was all Mrs. Freedman 
said she knew.

The Coroner: “Where was Miss Ha­
genback?”

Witness: “She was upstairs, 
went up before I did."

In reply to a question she said the 
pantry door opened into the kitchen. 
“All I Saw was the man through the 
partially closed ’ door, and I saw him 
running down the street afterwards 
when I was at the front gate, 
reached the sidewalk by jumping over 
the fence, so Miss Hagenback said, and 
reached the road in that way.

In answer to a member of the jury 
witness said: “I had been in the kit­
chen when I first came into the house, 
but'I did not look into the pantry at 
ail.’’

In answer to the chief of police, the 
witness said that she went down town 
at 8:30 with her husband and all the 
doors were locked in the house, but the 
pantry window was open. The door of 
the pantry was locked. The reason 
that the pantry window was left open 
was because she had fish in there apd 
thought that the pantry was close. “I

have come back to the city of Victoria 
Ur, Freedman has followed a sports­
man’s career. Last night Mr. and Mrs. 
Freedman went to the Grand theatre 
and in due course returned home in 
company with a Miss Hagenback, who 
has been living in the house for a little 
over a year. Miss Hagenback went up­
stairs almost as soon as they got into 
the house, and Mr. and Mrs. Freed­
man stayed below for a few moments. 
They were on the point of going to 
rest when Mr. Freedman entered the 
kitchen for the purpose of obtaining a 
glass of water. The electric light was 
turned on in the diningroom and as 
Mr. Freedman went into that room he 
was confronted by a man with a loaded 
revolver. Evidently the murderer was 
no1-stranger to him, for without a sec­
ond's delay he cried out to his wife:

“Phone to the police.”
He then endeavored to shut the door, 

but he was unable to do so. His wife 
rushed to the telephone and almost as 
she took down the receiver, she heard 
a shot. The murderer made a speedy 
escape through the window of the pan­
try and Freedman, although mortally 
wounded through the lungs, started in 
pursuit. He reached the ■ front gate, 
some ten yards from the spot Where he 
had been shot.

Then he fell.
“Marion, I am shot, I am done for,” 

he gasped, as «the blood from his 
wounded lung welled up internally.

There was a slight choking noise, a 
shudder and Charles Freedman was a 
dead man.

The murderer leaped over the fence 
and disappeared into the darkness, 
making towards Spring Ridge. Miss 
Hagenback watched his progress from 
one of the upstairs windows, but was 
naturally helpless to arrest his course. 
Very shortly after the murder had been 
committed the police arrived at the 
house, and a little later Dr. Frank Hall 
and Dr. Ernest Hall made an examina­
tion of the dead man. It did not take 
medical aid more than a few moments 
to discover that' life was extinct. Ac­
cording to the statement of Miss 
Hagenback the assassin, was dressed m 
a dark-overcoat and cap and was thick 
set. Blood was sprinkled on the floor 
of .the diningroom and a dark stain of 
blood by the front gate shows where 
Freedman fell.

The motive of the murderer and his 
Identity are both matters of surmise at 
the time of writing. The theory of 
burglary has been advanced, and 
while it may have been the motive, 
those wh<4 are conversant with the 
facts of the case seem inclined, to the 
opinion that there was perhaps some 
standing grudge which was sought to 
be satisfied by the murder. The de­
liberation shown helped to bear out 
this theory.

The police are watching every person 
who leaves the island and are satisfied 
that no one who even remotely resem­
bles the description of the murderer 
left for Seattle on the Princess Royal 
this morning. The chief of police and 
other officers made a very minute ex­
amination of the house and of the gar­
den to-day and carried some clods of 
turf upon which were footprints. Mrs. 
Freedman and Miss Hagenback stayed 
at one of the hotels in the city last 
night, but returned to the house about 
10 o'clock this morning, when the hearts

Bricklayer Will Go to Court

Woman Who Was Molested by 
Intruders Took Occasion to 

Defend Herself.

A romantic story, the scene of which 

is laid In Victoria, has come before the 
police authorities ! Within the past few 
days. It is a story which contains 
within itself throe of the most import­
ant factors whtch are to . be found in 
human existence. There is levé In It, 
there Is war lii It and the strong arm 
of law Intervenes In the course of the 
narrative. So you will perceive that 
it contains the elements which make 
for human interest.

Many years ago a widow with erne 
son married a second husband and 
came to Victoria. All went happily for 
a. time, according to the lady’s story, 
and then the husband’s course no 
longer found favor with hie wife. Abdet 
six years ago a separation followed. 
Both sides seemed to be satisfied to live 
apart and all went Well for a time.

As years went on the husband Wish­
ed to return to his old love, but the 
wife could not see things in this light, 
and she refused to have him In the 
house or In the garden, or In any place 
over which she had any control.

This annoyed the husband Immense­
ly, and forsaking his usual avocation 
he began te practise as the “polite let­
ter writer."

“I will come and bum your house,’’ 
he wrote on one Occasion, On another 
hq wrote "One of these days you will 
be killed. I will also kill your sob,"

This sort of thing went on for some 
time, and the récipient of these levs 
missives, although a good deal fright­
ened, did not take any steps.

During the whole of last week three 
men were hanging about her house 
from the early hours of the evening un­
til almost midnight. The woman tele­
phoned to the police and asked that a 
constable should be sent to the house. 
This was done, and a tall thin constable 
arrived with great celerity, according 
to the story told by the woman.

"There are three men who have been 
hanging about the house for the pfist 
few days,” said she. "It Is quite pos­
sible that you will And them either un­
der the house or lurking In the yard." -

The constable looked thoughtful. He 
looked at the dark and murky sky. He 
gqzed up to where the moon should be, 
but the moon was not there. He turned 
to consult the stars, hut not a star was 
on duty. -

It was a dark night, a very dark 
night.

Then the constable delivered himself 
of this remark

"1 do not see any use In going In 
there," he said. "Beside I might get 
shot.”

And he said good night politely and 
disappeared into the darkness.

"It did not seem to matter,” said she, 
“whether I got shot or not as long as 
he did not."

But last Saturday the affâir culmin­
ated in what would have been a trag­
edy if the woman had been able to 
shoot straight.

The men came again. There were 
three of them. One was about 6 feet 1 
inch in height, with a big red face and 
a black moustache and a stiff black 
hat. The second was not quite so tall, 
and was wearing a long coat and a 
cap. The third was about 6 feet ».

"About the same size as myself,” ex­
plained the woman. "The small man Is 
about the build of my husband. I sat* 
the man again to-day at the corner of 
Tates and Government1 streets."

The big man came to the door and 
knocked. The woman picked up a small 
revolver and shot at him. At the sound 
of the shot the other two men who 
were outside of the gate ran away.

“God God," cried the big man, "t am 
shot.”

"It you do not go,” she replied, "you 
will get another one.”

The big man vanished.
So frightened Is the woman that she 

has changed her house and Still ex­
pects to receive further visits of a. 
similar nature.

It is only fair to state that on one 
occasion the police patrol wagon visit­
ed the scene of the shooting, but they 
were not able to make any arrests.

SUPREME ASSET OF
NATIONAL LIFE

Roosevelt Talks of Mothers 
' and Duties Nation Owes 

to Children.

Washington, March 11.—The White 
House was the scene yesterday of the 
formal opening of the first interna­
tional congress for the welfare of chil­
dren, which is being held under the 
auspices of the International Mothers’ 
congress. The two hundred delegates, 
representing all the states and terri­
tories, and a dosen or more of the lead­
ing countries of the world were re­
ceived at the White Houee this after­
noon, when President Roosevelt de­
livered an address.

The president said in part: “I re­
ceive many societies in the White 
House, many organizations of good men 
and women striving to do all tlwt lies 
In them for the betterment of our so­
cial and civic conditions, but there 
Is no other society that I am quite as 
glad to receive as thla This is the 
only one that I put even ahead of the 
veterans of the Civil War, because 
when all is said, It is the mother, and 
the mother only, who Is a better citi­
zen even than the soldier.

“The mother Is the one supreme as­
set Of national life. She is more Im­
portant by far than the successful 
statesman or business man or artist or 
scientist I.abhor and condemn the 
man who Is brutal,- thoughtless, care­
less, selflih with women, and especial­
ly with the women of his own house­
hold. The birth pangs make all.men 
the debtors of all women. But the 
woman xfho shirks her duty is Just as 
heartily to be condemned as we de­
spise the soldier who flinches In battle. 
The good woman who does full duty is 
sacred In our eyes, exactly as the 
brave and patriotic soldier is to be 
honored above all men. With the 
girls It Is a matter of mirth that the 
girl who goes to college comes out un­
prepared to do any of the ordinary du­
ties of womanhood.

"No school is a good school If It has 
not a good playground. Help the 
children to play, and remember that 
yo(u can often help them most by leav­
ing them entirely alone.

“Wherever the national government 
can reach It should do away with _$he 
evils of child labor, but much must 
be done by the states legislatures, and 
do each of you In your several states 
do all that you can to secure the en­
actment, and tlien the enforcement of 
laws that shall put a stop to the em- ■ 
ployment of children of tender age In 
doing what only grown people should 
do.”

forethought. Patience Where existing 
conditions and relationships are con­
cerned; wide-eyed forethought and un­
derstanding regarding the possibilities 
which lie In the lap of the future.

Crml-.g down from Ottawa In the 
train yesterday, I fell Into conversation 
with a good Canadian who discussed 
Canada’s future and the Mother Coun­
try with me. It is, «I suppose, a part 
of Canada’s virile young nationhood, 
that almost every man one meets here 
should evince a thoughtful and reason­
ing readiness to discuss ' national mat­
ters. A street car driver in Canada Is 
generally as well posted, and more In­
terested, tn the progress of this coun­
try, than many a leading citizen in the 
old world. Well, my fellow-traveller 
described to me the utter disgust he ex­
perienced In England some years ago. 
When he found the bulk of the people 
opposed to the policy of preference, and 
fearful even of the mildest kind of tax­
ation of imports to benefit the Empire’s 
overseas states, in spite of the fact that 
employment Was rife and wages low, as 
the result of markets swept by German 
competition. Well, gentlemen, my fel­
low-traveller’s disgust was very com­
prehensible to me, but, as I tried to ex­
plain to him, It showed real want of pa­
tience, and Mr. Cobden was a person 
of great persuasive powers, but It took 
seven years to convert England to his 
cut-throat">reed. The common sense 
policy of preference of the flacal sup­
port of one's kinsman oversea has bare­
ly been half that time before the bottle 
public in a practical shape. And in an 
old and crowded land, where the mover 
of any new proposition finds himself 
face Ao face with a brazen wan of vest­
ed Interests—the established order — 
progress ig far more difficult of accom­
plishment than In a new land where It 
generally means simply advance; and 
not an advance across the painfully de­
molished fabric of the old order. I want 
to tell you, gentlemen, that I sometimes 
think thé hardest-worked pioneers of 
empire—harder "VOrked even than the 
men who carry Canadian enterprise 
forward so magnificently in your new 
lands—are doing their job—not on the 
outposts, but across the water there in 
the Empire’s ancient capital, where the 
abbey Is, that makes us "We.”. One has 
a tough row to hoe there, I can assure 
you, In the education tb a wider over­
sea vision, of millions of men and wo­
men whose noses are held mighty close 
to the parochial grindstone by the mere 
struggle. for life. That row is being 
hoed pretty well, gentlemen, and Just 
as fast, I do assure you, as its density 
permits; indeed, the pace astonishes 
the workers sometimes; as in recent 
bye-eiectlong, for example; which have 
been fought on a straight-out Issue be­
tween Cobdentem and preference, In old 
Cobden strongholds; and resulted in 
Overwhelming victories for preference.

Please don’t do me the Injustice Of 
thinking that I want to talk party poli­
tics; this great question of preference 
is above that. It Is at the root of the 
broad bond which enables me to claim 
your good-fellowship as a fellow-citizen 
and, by the way, your indulgence as a 
writer who certainly 
public speaking, 
very generous, but So far, it has stop­
ped short of endowing me with your 
national"Canadian gift of eloquence.

As one who Is doing his small best In 
that pioneer Work of Empire unity, 
across the water there, I ask two things 
of Canada: patience and thought to 
spare for the future. That Ig what I 
would ask of Canada, If, for the mo­
ment, I might venture to speak for the 
steadily growing section of the thinking 
men at home,- who see Infinitely more 
im'portance In the interests of Greater 
Britain than in those of Great Britain.

I believe it is fair to say that In five 
years the Interest taken In Canada by 
the general public at home, has been 
more than doubled. Much, very much, 
remains to be done; but, gentlemen, 
what has been done justifies the claim 
upon Canada for patience. As I under­
stand, Canada’s' preference to the 
Mother Country, it is an expression of 
Canada's desire to strengthen all the 
ties that unite us. As I understand 
your preferential negotiations with oth­
er oversea states of the Empire, they 
are an expression qf Canada’s frank 
recognition of her great responsibilities 
as the Empire's elder son. Speaking, 
it I may venture so to do, for those 
whose work lies in spreading 
Standing of these things in the United 
Kingdom, I ask for Canada's trust and 
patience. The work goes forward 
steadily and well. "The tree has come 
to blossom that ripens for fruit." Per­
haps I may be permitted, very briefly, 
to tell you of one of the blossoms.

I left your shores at the end -of last 
August under promise that, within 
twelve months I would find some means 
of giving tangible and permanent shape 
lo the deep Impression which Canada 
had made upon ,-me; that I would find 
some definite way of adding to the Old 
Country’s knowledge of the Dominion 
and its affairs. Apart from the articles 
I meant to publish, I am here now in 
connection with jthe maktttg good of 
that promisé, with some three months 
to spare. Empire Day will be celebrat­
ed this year on Saturday, May 23rd. 
On the eve of that day the first issue 
will appear of a ne w7 weekly journal— 
The Standard of Empire. This journal 
has been brought Into existence solely 
in the Interests of Greater Britain; it 
will exist solely to serve those Interests. 
It will be your own drgan for the rep­
resentation in Great Britain of Greater 
Britain’s views and Interests. Blit un­
like any other,, journal having the same 
objects, it Will reach not merely those 
people at home, who already have a 
stake and an interest In your develop­
ment, but also Very many aipong the 
huge majority, who as yet, are not con­
scious of any such stake, who have yet 
to be given that Interest. Its aim. will 
be to supply the Interest; to bring ac­
tual realization, tangible shape to th« 
stake which every Briton has, In the 
great self-governing states which Can­
ada heads and lead sc And the hold 
this Journal will have Is that It will go 
to every single reader of the Dally 
Standard each Friday morning, with­
out being asked for, or paid for. And It 
will' have the Whole' weight of that 
Journal's backing. In this, Canada sup­
plied the inspiration, the determination, 
and Canada, will, as I verily believe, 
lead the way In supporting this effort. 
It Is one of the blossoms that are com­
ing to fruit; It is a part of the big ed­
ucational movement—an Important part 
at I hope—which, by strengthening and 
Widening the bond between Great and 
Greater Britain, is’ to carry Canada one 
step nearer to the full realization of its 
splendid destiny as guide and leader

of the great new nations as base and 
centre of the British Empire

Canada’s destiny In any case must be 
a great one. But, gentlemen, I would 
ask you to consider that In no other 
possible way can the mature fullness 
of that destiny be realized than as the 
leading nation of the future centre of 
that greater overseas Britain, which, 
preserving within Its world-wide fron­
tiers, place for the islands which have 
cradled our race, marches forward In 
advance of the crowded old land In the 
direction of practical workaday union 
resting upon the broad preferential 
basis, the kindly human’ basis, of treat­
ing one's own kith and kin, In all 
things a little better than the stranger.

The great predominant need in the 
old land Is the further education-of our 
people In knowledge of Canada and the 
other oversea states. In the supplying 
of that need which Is the truest service 
alike of Canada, the Mother Country 
and the Empire, you, on this side, can 
be of the very greatest "assistance. We 
need your assistance and we need your 
patience; In Canada’s own interest, and 
In the interest of our race the world 
over. It is the object of my life and 
work as It Is of my chief at home, at 
it is of the project I am just now en­
gaged upon. It Is the object which 
Canada can and shoufd serve for Can­
ada’s own sake, and for the sake of the 
bond that gives our race Its power for 
good In the world; the crown and mon­
ument of a thousand years of strenu­
ous living and fighting. As I see It, her 
future calls chiefly for these two things 
from Cana<a: her enduring patience 
and her clear-eyed recognition of the 
full greatness of her career among the 
nations; Its duties and responsibilities 
as well as Its rare privileges, .and rich 
rewards. The Canadian Is not alone 
building a great nation, but a great 
leader of nations; the great central 
fabric of the British Empire, the keeper 
of the world's peace.

“Gentlemen, I am grateful to you for 
three things—for the patience with 
which you have listened to one whose 
work is no training for speech ; for your 
kindly hospitality to-day; and for the 
privilege you have accorded me, of ad­
dressing the Canadian Club in Mon­
treal. I can assure you I am not likely 
to forget any of these things.

Marks v. Marks, Argued in 
B. C., Now Before Supreme

The contingent was In charge of Ad­
jutant McRae, who Joined them on the 
prairies. Lieutenant Col. Howell, of To­
ronto having charge of the whole 
tarty. The latter officer is expected 
to arrive here on Thursday,-along with 
the new officers, who are to have charge 
of this station. ;

Captain Travlss who was’to have left 
the city for Nanaimo on Wednesday, 
Is asking to be allowed to’ remain a few 
days longer until the Immigrants are 
all placed.

Hon. W. Templeman Gives No­
tice of Bill in Dominion 

House.
(Special to The Times.)

Ottawa, March 10.—Hon. W. Temple- 
man has given notice of a bill to pro­
vide for the regulation of the sale of 
patent and proprietary medicines. The 
bill is considerably less drastic than 
the government measure introduced 
last year and held over at the end of 
last session.

The principal objection raised by re­
tail druggists to the last bill was as 
to the stamp tax on each bottle, and In 
the new bill this Is omitted, the de­
partment requiring only the registra­
tion tax.

Regulations are embodied requiring 
an'analysls of each formula submit­
ted being made before any proprietary 
medicine can be placed on sale, and 
also modified to meet the objection 
that an unnecessary delay would be 
caused manufacturers pending an 
analysis by a large number of prepar- 
allons that would be required to be 
analyzed by a comparatively small staff 
in the Inland revenue department.

—A number of ratepayers seem to be 
unaware of the procedure to follow 
when they wish to have certain munici­
pal work done in the locality where 
they reside. In last week's report to 
the city council made by the streets, 
bridges and sewers committee there 
are no fewer than six applications to 
which the departmental reply is as fol­
lows: "Recommended—provided a ma­
jority of the property owners on said 
street petition the council so to do.”

HER NATIONHOOD

FOUNDATION OF EMPIRE’S 
FUTURE GREATNESS

What A. J. Dawson, English 
Journalist, Thinks of Can­

ada’s Destiny.

Montreal, March 4. — The following 
speech was delivered here to-day by A. 
J. Dawson before ^he Canadian 

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen :
Friday, March 21st, I ate toy breakfast 
in London—In London No, 2. I should 
say — since a Toronto friend of miné 
tells me that "the" London Is situated 
in the province of Ontario. On the fol­
lowing Friday I breakfasted on Canad­
ian soil. I had some porridge and grid­
dle cake» and maple syrup as well— 
but It waa on Canadian soil. On the 
following day I lunched in Montreal 
and dined in the House of Commons in 
Ottawa. This may sound to you like 
a mere gastronomical record ; a sort of 
diary of digestion or indigestion, but I 
would ask you to consider that it really 
has more serious significance.

House of Parliament at a given time, 
and be In the mother of Greater Brit­
ain's Houses of Parliament a week 
later. I do not know whether or not 
there ye other ways of covering the 
same Journey In the same time, but I 
do know that Canada herself, by means 
of her magnificent passenger lines and 
railways, enables one to do this to-dayj 
and I venture to say that this Import­
ant material fact Is typical pf other 
even more important, If less material, 
ways In which the ties uniting the 
Mother Country with this magnificent 
elder son of the Emp)#e have been and 
are being drawn closer and closer with 
each passing year. It Is among many 
of the elder son’s claims, not alone to 
rank first among the great oversea 
states of the Empire, but In every sense 
to lead them. These two physical facts 
of geographical position and area must 
needs count for much. Physical facts 
always do count for much but not 
everything.

Perhaps some of you gentlemen may 
remember that a number of Old Coun­
try newspaper men Went through the 
Dominion last year as the guests of Alt’ 
Thomas Shaughneesy. I was privileged 
to be one of them, I was often asked 
after my return to England what had 
Impressed me most on this side. It 
m cmed to be expected of one to say that 
the bigness of this Land of Hope and 
ttchlevement had impressed one most 
it all, and, of course, any human crea­
tine who was not hopelessly blinded 
by some wort of insularity, some kind 
of city bred Ishmaetlsm, would be 
1 i-titly impressed both by the vastness 
of ihlgneduntry; and the' sheer pltfck 
ami energy of those responsible for its 
,vr -.derful development. But I could 

.icvcr say truthfully that this ranked 
elite first among the Impressions which 
'tv nda branded deep Into me.

7-Tc, the thing which came absolutely 
-n with me was the sturdy solidity of 
i.irnda’s nationhood, the strength of 

national spirit, the personality of 
: -cdi. It happens that I did not take 

first look at Canada through purely 
"ngllsh glasses. At an. age which sees 

-<t boys at school, I was fighting for 
my own bread as a stranger- in a 
r'range land, Australia; and for more 
t’ltn a dozen years afterwards I work­
ed for my living in that country. In 
New Zealand, India, Africa, and in oth­
er outlying parts of Greater Britain. 
Therefore, the life of \young countries 
was not strange to me. But the na­
tional «ptr$8 which fills Canada from 
Atlantic to Pacific was new to me: 
and it was from this—and It seized and 
held me—that the conviction took root' 
In my mind, that right here In Canada 
was the true base and foundation of 
the British Empire’s future greatness; 
that Canada was hi reality far more 
than simply the great Dominion of 
Canada; tfiat this British North Amer­
ica was In very truth the elder sen aqd 
heir of our home, from which, in due 
course,— the natural succession being 
established,—the British Empire would 
be ruled and guided. Canada’s bosom 
Is a broad one; and, as I see It, It has 
need be broad, to support the weight of 
the Dominion's destiny,

I have been asked again and again 
as to Canada's loyalty, ahd again and 
again In the press and by word of 
mouth, I have said that the question 
argues Ignorance of Canada. No coun­
try, no people In this world, can have 
anything to,teach Canada and the Can­
adians in the matter of loyalty to the 
British Empire, and to the common cit­
izenship which makes us all one family, 
Canada's loyalty to herself should be 
clear to the meanest Intelligence, in 
that very spirit of nationhood which so 
deeply impressed me during my stay 
here last summer.

But there Is another kind of loyalty 
which I think might be called—para­
doxical though it may sound—loyalty, 
not to the past or present, but to the 
future, to- our nation's destiny. And In 
Canada's case, I believe the essence of 
that order of serious patriotism to be

lia. The amount of legislation during 
this period of seven years has been very 
large, but every new enactment, wheth­
er of a general or a technical character, 
whether to embody advanced ideas of 
social organization, or to create the 
necessary machinery to make Federa­
tion effective, has Conferred some boon 
on the péople, and gone some way to­
wards satisfying those impatient minds 
who would like to see their dreams rea­
lised, not by careful and gradual legis­
lation, but by a magican’g wand.

One has only to take up a copy of the 
Commonwealth Constitution to realize 
how much yet remains to be done in 
this great task of making a nation. And 
It is here, amid the things that so far 
have been left undone, that we discover 
whatever causes there are of dissatis­
faction and the spasmodic agitation of 
certain minorities tojr Secession. One or 
two of the States have real grievances.
The people of Western Australia are 
undoubtedly entitled to demand a rail­
way connecting them- with the East­
ern States, and it is not altogether 
creditable that after seven years a start 
has not yet been made even to survey 
the proposed route between Kalgoorlie 
and Port Augusta. South Australia also 
wants a transcontinental railway from 
north to south. This is to be built with 
the taking over from that State of the 
Northern Territory, another large un­
dertaking for the Commonwealth, of 
even more importance than taking* 
over the administration of British New 
Guinea from the Imperial Government.
Tasmania has a financial grievance, for 
under the arrangement whereby three- 
fourths of the Customs return is handed 
back to the States, that State has suf­
fered a decrease in revenue. Finally, we 
get the grievance of the Mother State,
New South Wales. The Constitution 
says the Federal capital must be with­
in that -ate, but outside a radius of a 
hundred miles from Sydney. The Com­
monwealth Parliament has chosen Dal- 
gety, but the New South Wales Gov­
ernment refuses to move in the matter 
of handing over territory for a Federal 
capital unless It Is allowed to nominate 
the site it prefers. It is a very discredit­
able dispute, and has given rise to most 
of the antl-Federal and Secessionist el­
oquence In which Sydney polit leans ex­
pound the wrongs done to their State.
Meanwhile, Melbourne remains the 
temporary capital, and as such seems 
likely to continue for an' indefinite 
period.

* When the Federal Parliament meets 
again this year a formidable business 
paper will be put before members.
Apart from legislation to make uni­
form state laws on such subjects as 
companies, bankruptcy, possibly mar­
riage and divorce, and other non- 
party matters, most of the questlbns 
likely to arise will be in connection 
with trade and industry, and, with the 
tariff disposed of, we shall probably 
see the coalescence of the aitti-Labor 
groups irrespective of fiscal opinion In 
an attempt to break the power of the 
Labor party. But whatever may result 
from these struggles between Social­
ism and its opponents, the Australian 
Parliament has still a great deal to do 
to complete the Federal machine. A 
Commonwealth Judiciary has been pet 
up, and is gradually finding its footing 
as a court of appeal, but an almost 
equally important body provided for 
by the Commonwealth, the Inter- 
State Commission, has not yet been 
dealth with. Then, again, If the two 
transcontinental railways are to be 
built, as indeed they must be, the ques­
tion of federalleing the State railways 
will surely arise, and since the States 
do not seem inclned to hand over their 
lines, we shall certainly hear a good 
deal of talk about the failure of Fed­
eration. The Commonwealth has al­
ready pledged itself to deal with im­
migration, and that will inevitably in­
volve land settlement, another bone of 
contention between the central and lo­
cal Governments. Indeed, we are prom­
ised some very exciting times before 
the Commonwealth Government is 
completely established as the Nation­
al Government of Australia, but so 
far, in looking back over seven years' 
work, we cannot but feel that Federa­
tion has been a great success, and that 
solid progress has been made towards 
consolidating one of the Colonial na­
tions, the ulnty of which has the fur­
ther effect of helping forward the larg­
er and even more necessary unity of4 
an' Empire whose greatest danger is 
disintegration.

balance wheel of commerce and finance. 
By its means and through the conflict 
of opinion between buyers and sellers 
real values are established by simpler 
and more reliable means than by any 
other known methods. No government 
investigation will ever ascertain the 
real value of our railroads so well as 
the higgling and bargaining between 
buyers and sellers, which is alike the 
moving spirit of commerce and the ar­
biter of values on all stock exchanges 
the world over. Speculation is liable to 
be carried to excess, and abuses in 
speculative methods undoubtedly exist;

There is a flood 
of nonsense in this campaign agairst 
speculation, anti-option, etc., which 
does not find believers here but may 
in other parts of the country. It con­
sists very largely of political humbug, 
and is nothing more than one of the 
usual methods by which crafty poli­
ticians play upon the ignorance and 
prejudice of the masses for their own 
advantage. After the elections this 
mania will probably pass away, to be 
then recognized as one of the psycho­
logical features usually following a 
panic. Previous instances of this sort 
of agitation were the granger and pop­
ulist movement, which exhibited many 
of the present symptoms of political In­
sanity.
may do serious harm, and Its fallacies 
should be fearlessly exposed In order to 
prevent the people from being deceived 
and misled. Even now this agitation, 
especially as manifacted in hostile 
state legislatures, Is seriously interfer­
ing with that restoration of confidence 
that is absolutely necessary to business 
recovery.

Capital is proverbially 
timid, and until such attacks cease en­
terprise is sure to be more or less re­
pressed. Of course there are abuses 
that deed rectifying, but it is folly to 
carry restraint to the point of extinc­
tion.

Yet that is precisely the policy of many 
of the reformers of tha present day.

Federation, I have said, is like mar­

riage, because those who know better, 
or thinik they do, regard it as a folly 
in which people blindly rush. But, after 
seven years, Australia is discovering 
that, with all its faults, Federation is 
Infinitely better than disunion, and 
though we are every now and then 
treated to the spectacle of some little 
tiff, the family of colonies is settling 
down to its new life with every feeling 
of satisfaction. The Australian people 
Is beginning to realise the meaning of 
a federal system, which, it is to be 
feared, was far from being completely 
understood seven years ago. Those who 
have watched the Federal movement 
at first hand know that many people 
voted at the referendum for Federation 
believing that the new system was to 
be unification. The first disillusionment 
came when it was discovered that, al­
though there was to be a Common­
wealth Government, with its own Leg­
islature, the six States still retained 
their constitutions and all the machin­
ery of administration and legislation. 
Then arose the cries of extravagance, 
and that a country of four million in­
habitants was being monstrously over- 
governed. Seeing that the Common­
wealth was now an established fact, 
nearly all the States wisely set to work 
to reducç the cost of their respective 
parliaments, all of whose members in 
the lower houses were paid by re­
ducing their number, in some cases by 
nearly a third.

Turning to the Commonwealth it­
self, we find that many Australians ex­
pected that on the day of proclamation, 
seven years ago, a full-fledged Federa­
tion existed on paper, no machinery 
had yet been created to put the new 
constitution into effect, and that a long 
and tedious process would have to be 
gone, through in federallsing the in­
stitutions and laws of six separate 
States, each at a different stage of de­
velopment, and each working according 
to ideas of its owti. Even the formation 
of the first Commonwealth Cabinet was 
a ticklish job. The Marquis of Linlith­
gow (then the Earl of Hopetoun) ar­
rived on the eve of the inauguration 
with the task of choosing: a Prime Min­
ister, unaided by any recommendation, 
such as can be made by an outgoing 
Premier. Ex nihilo nihil may be a good 
phrase, but Lord Hopetoun had to cre­
ate something out of nothing, and he 
did his best by choosing Sir William 
Lyne, as the then Premier of the senior 
State, New South Wales. Sir William 
recognised that he would never, in 
those days at all events, be acceptable 
for one moment as Prime Minister, 
and he did the right thing by giving up 
the attempt to form a Ministry, and re­
commending Sir Edmund (then Mr.) 
Barton, the hero of the Federal move­
ment, and the acknowledged leader of 
the nation. The story of this one epi­
sode, the arrival of the first Governor- 
General, undertaking, without advisors, 

task of extreme delicacy, illustrates 
the difficulty of what, though in this 
case a step towards harmony and un­
ion, we may call a revolution.

Since Federation we have had all 
kinds of difficulties to contend with, 
arising from the need of making uni­
form those departments for which Fed­
eration was primarily called into exis­
tence. The fédéralisation of the Cus­
toms administration and the passing of 
a uniform tariff constituted an im­
portant undertaking, when we remem­
ber that Victoria had high Protection, 
and New South Wales was a Free 
Trade country. The New South Wales

It is quite Im­
possible and thoroughly stupid to try to 
eliminate speculation, for it is an es­
sential element in all business transac­
tions, except those for cash. If busi­
ness were reduced to the latter basis, 
it would soon become injuriously re­
stricted and more exposed to corners 
and violent fluctuations than ever.

As to legitimate or illegitimate specu­
lation, who is to decide between the 
two, and where is the line to be drawn? 
If the Investor bu£s securities in ad­
vance of his income, excepting to com­
plete the purchase later on, is that 
legitimate? 
compel him to change his mind and sell 
before his original purchase Is com­
pleted, is that legitimate? And in what 
respect does such a transaction differ 
from the ordinary marginal contract? 
It may, perhaps, differ in intent; for 
the speculator usually buys with a view 
to taking advantage of temporary fluc­
tuations. Yet, who would be bold 
enough to investigate the Intentions of 
buyers or sellers? Only the most dras­
tic kind of force could compel divul­
ge ace of such secrets, and is it Impos­
sible to establish any such system of 
espoinage in this country?

Speculation, as often stated in these 
advices, when confined to reasonable

of Glencoe and the feuds of the High­
land clans, the family vendettas of 
Corsica, or cite the still lingering prac­
tices of “bad men” and desperadoes 
in the mining camps of the “Wild 
West” to find a parallel to the Ken­
tucky murder era, possibly just end­
ed.

In the remote mountain districts of 
Eastern Kentucky, Hargis, judge ol 
the court of Breathill county, was for 
twenty years the political boss of his 
section of the state, the richest man 
in his locality, practically unassailable 
by law. Jackson, where he lived, is 
a little ill-built town on a sandhill, 
half encircled by the Kentucky river.
The court house and Judge Hargis’ 
country store, headquarters for all 
the Hargis clan, with his home in the 
rear, iron sheathed, and scarred by 
the hundreds of bullets fired into it, 
made twin citadels for about as ruth­
less a gang as ever dominated the wild 
counties of Kentucky or any other 
lawless region of America.

The county is isolated and thinly 
populated, the town at the end of a 
branch railway. Wagons are seldom 
passable. Riders generally make theii 
way to it on mules, stumbling over the 
boulders up Hell-for-Sartin creek.
Hargis established a censorship over 
the railroad and on the telegraph of­
fice. His armed men watched the trains 
three stations away. The trainmen 
went in daily fear of their lives. From 
his store* and court house Judge Har­
gis exercised absolute power. A single 
year in Jackson county yielded thirty 
murders, twenty of which were attrib­
uted in popular estimation to Hargis’ 
orders. Directly or indirectly they were 
connected with the hereditary feud of 
the Hargises and the Card well-Cock- 
rills. These families are the descend­
ants of the original Kentucky pioneers 
who followed Daniel Boone into the 
wilderness a century ago.

Backwoods Savagery.
The Kentucky and Tennessee pio­

neer families have sent out their best 
blood and brains across the prairies 
to the Western States and 'the Pacific 
Slope. Everywhere their children are 
to be found in the vanguard, with 
hereditary traits of big frames, mus­
cle and energy, if anything developed 
by new environment But stagnation 
in the secluded nooks of Kentucky 
has proved the undoing of the orig­
inal stek that has remained in its 
first settlements. Inter-marriage has 
weakened the blood. The qualities of 
the backswoodsmen have degenerated 
into a brutal savagery at utter va­
riance with the decent civilization 
surrounding them, and several dark 
spots in the Eastern 
States have thus bepojne the breeding- 
places of crime and lawlessness.

Big, strong, indomitable, Judge Har­
gis fought as his forefathers had 
against Indians and white rivals in 
ambush and darkness. The family 
feud grew out of lawsuits over farm 
lands on the Kentucky river, of which 
th,e more fortunate Hargises dispos­
sessed the Cardwells. The principals 
removed to Jackson, and since the 
Civil war, during the pursuit of the 
vendetta, twenty-three homes and 
many business places were burnt and 
sixty murders done in street fights or 
from ambush in the political cam­
paigns, while many innocent persons 
become involved and suffered in the 
vindictive struggle carried on by the 
clans, for party offices in the neighbor­
hood. Hargis, by procuring his elec- was» 
tion as county judge and that of his 
bosom friend, Callahan as sheriff, 
since 1901, had things pretty much 
his own way. He was sufficiently 
susceptible to public opinion to deny 
his responsibility for several minor 
shooting affairs, but the confession of 
the actual criminals left no doubt of 
his being the instigator of three par­
ticularly brutal murders.

A Disputed Inheritance.
The Cockrills entered the feud 

through marriage with the Cardwells. 
Appointed guardian of the Cockritl 
boys, a Jackson resident, Dr. Cox, en­
countered the antagonism of Hargis 
over a disputed inheritance of his 
wards. He was warned he must move 
or die. Big and fearless, he went to 
the Hargis store and let it be known 
that he was not going to move, and 
that, as he never carried arms, if Jim 
Hargis wanted to kill him he could 
do It safely. That night he was rid­
dled with bullets as he retruned home 
after attending a patient.

Jim Cockrill was city marshal. One 
of Cox’s murderers, hearing that the 
marshal wanted him, opened fire on 
him as he sat at lunch in the town’s 
hotel. Cockrill retaliated, and the 
“Wild Cat of the Mountains” disap­
peared, but two days later, seeing 
Cockrill passing down the street in the 
bright sunlight, shot him from an up­
per window of the court house.

A lawyer named Marcum, close 
friend of Dr. Cox, took up the case, 
and was the third victim. For three 
months he lived in momentary danger 
of death, but refused to heed repeated 
warnings. His wife accompanied him 
to his office and saw every caller first.
One day, thinking the danger passed,- 
he went alone. He was shot down by 
the same assassin, and his widow 
cried aloud for vengeance. The mur­
derer confessed, and was sentenced 
for life. He threw all the blame on 
Hargis, but, with a powerful political 
ring at his back, Hargis could defy the 
law. When charged with the murder 
of Marcum, he managed to have the 
hearing transferred to another inac­
cessible little town. The roads were 
patrolled by his men. Not a witness for 
the prosecution dared appear, and he 
was discharged. Mrs. Marcum, un­
daunted, sued Hargis for damages for 
the loss of her husband before a jury 
outside tjie mountain zone, and recov­
ered against him a large sum in dam­
ages, which he paid only a week or 
tvfo ago, five years after the murder. 
Hargis seems to have had a premoni­
tion that he would perish in the same 
violent way as the other victims of the 
fued. A month ago he chose and

LUMBER TIED UP.
(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The R. M. S. Moana, Captain Mor- 
risby, of the Canadian-Auetralian line, 
arrived last evening from Sydney, Aus­
tralia, after one of the fastest of her 
twenty-five voyages to this port. The 
Moana had a total passenger list of 
195 persons, 166 of whom boarded the 
steamer at Australian points.

The new provincial immigration of­
ficer, Alexander Monteith, met the 
steamer, but as all the 11 Hindus on 
board were booked to Vancouver the 
opportunity to apply the educational 
test of the provincial Natal act was 
not presented. This test will be ap­
plied In Vancouver on the arrival, the 
result of which will be a test case in 
the Vancouver courts. It is probable 
that the Dominion immigration officials 
will also refuse the landing of the 
Hindus on the plea that they have not 
come direct from the land of their 
birth, having boarded the Moana at 
Suva.

The passengers will be disposed of 
as follows: For Vancouver, 14 saloon, 
31 second and 25 steerage; for overland 
points, 16 saloon, 8 second, 5 steerage; 
for United States and San Francisco 
6 saloons, 21 second and 20 steerage.

The Moana debarked several saloon 
passengers here including H. Wlckins 
and Mr. and Mrs. Skinner as well as 
26 second and 26 steerage passengers. 
8. Baxter, the provincial government 
inspector- of boilers, was amongst the 
passengers after having spent a holi­
day in New Zealand.

G. A. M. Buckley, a well known re­
tired British army officer, was amonst 
the skloon passengers bound for the 
Old Country. Mr. Buckley was one of 
the largest subscribers to the Nimrod- 
Antarctic expetition which was under 
the direction of Lieutenant Shackleton 
and Captain England and was greatly 
shocked at the news cabled here re­
cently that the Nimrod had returned 
to Christchurch, N. Z„ owing to dis- 
sentions between Captain England, the 
master of the vessel, and Lieutentnt 
Shackleton, the officer in charge of the 
expedition. Mr, Buckley will again 
cross Canada in the fall on his return 
to the Antipodes.

The purser’s report was as follows: 
The Moana left Sydney February 

17th and arrived at Brisbane two days 
later, leaving February 19th at 18:30 
P„* m. for Suva, and reaching the Fi­
jian port February 24th. Honolulu 
called at March 3rd, the steamer leav­
ing the same day for Victoria. The 
vessel experienced fresh northeast 
winds and moderate sea to Brisbane, 
thence light ip fresh easterly winds 
with modérât^, sea and fine weather to 
Suva. Froirf there light' to moderate 
southeast and northeast winds With 
moderate sea yvére had until Honolulu 
was reached*'* from where fresh to 
strong southw'est and southeast winds, 
with rain squall' and moderate èea, with 
dull weather and fog. was encountered 
until arrival at Cape Flattery yester­
day.

The cargo foir Victoria was a very 
small one and only amoigited to 30 
tons. The Moana had an average cargo 
for other points including a shipment 
of raw sugar for the British Co­
lumbia Sugar Refinery of Vancouver, 
frozen mutton, wool, rabbits, etc. 
The cargo landed at this port was 25 
cases rabbits, 315 cases onions, 60 bags 
coffee, 100 cases milk, 12 barrels cocoa- 
nut oil, 723 pieces timber and cun dries.

March 10.—King Alfonsa, 
who left Madrid last night, arrived in 
this city this morning. He has taken 
up his residence at the home of Gen­
eral Linares, captain-general of Cata­
lonia, where h d wifi stay during his 
visit here. He was given a warm wel­
come by /the people of the city. There 
was no disturbance of any kind.

The royal train drew into the station 
at 9 o’clock. Its arrival was an­
nounced by the firing of salutes from 
the Austrian and Spanish warships in 
the harbor. The big square outside the 
railroad, station was lined with troops 
and the civil guards and the men had 
difficulty in keeping back the surging 
crowds.

As the King emerged from the sta­
tion accompanied by General Linares 
and the members of his personal suite 
in brilliant uniforms he was warmly ' 
greeted.

. Smiling his acknowledgements to the 
plaudits of the people His Majesty en­
tered the royal carriage in waiting and 
escorted by a squadron of cavalry was 
driven rapidly to the church of La 
Merced, where a Te Deam was cele­
brated. After the services the King 
repaired to the residence of the cap­
tain-general which adjoins the church. 
This afternoon at 4 o’clock he will hold 
a reception at the home of General 
Linares at which the officers of the 
Austrian squadron now in the harbor 
will be present.

I$arceIonla was gaily decorated In 
honor of the royal visitors. The tiers 
of.balconies along the route traversed 
by His Majesty were hung with bunt­
ing and flags and thronged with women 
wearing the black mantillas for which 
the beauties of.. Spain, are famed.

The young King had a day of bright 
sunshine for his visit to this ancient 
citÿ. The only discordant note in' the 
general brilliancy of the decorations 
were the flags of mourning flying from 
the Carlist clubs ^n^piemory of the men 
who lost their liyes ftwjje Carlist wars.

Thè carriage In which King Alfonso 
and Premier Maura rode was drawn by 
four horses, and followed by a number 
of army and navy officers in handsome 
uniforms. As the King left the railroad 
station a number of royalist ‘ students 
cheered wildly and attempted to make 
their way to the royal carriage with 
the idea of unharnessing the horses 
and dragging it themselves, but they 
were driven back by the civil guards.

Political Amnesty. ,
Madrid, March 10.—It is semi-official-
