typical highway of commerce is the rail­
roads. Compared to the railroad the or­
dinary rbad for wheeled vehicles and the 
waterways, whether natural or arti­
ficial, have lost all their importance. 
Therefore under this changed system we 
see highways of commerce grow up, each 
of which is controlled by a single corpor­
ation or individual, sometimes several of 
them being controlled in combination by 
corporations or by a few individuals. 
When such is the case, in my judgment it 
is absolutely necessary that the nation 
(for the state cannot possibly do it) 
should assume a supervisory and regula­
tory function over the great corporations 
which practically control the highways 
of commerce.

“As withz-^verything else mundane, 
when you get that supervisory and regu­
latory power on behalf of the nation, you 
will not have cured all the evils that 
existed, and you will not quell the expec­
tations of the amiable but ill-regulated 
enthusiast who thinks that you have 
cured all these evils. A measure of good­
will come, a measure of injustice will 
have been prevented, but we shall be a 
long way from the millenium. Get that 
fact clear in your mind, or you will be 
laying up for yourselves a store of in­
calculable disappointment.

“That is the first thing, now for the 
second.

I tain power, remember that harm and not 
good will come from the giving unless 
you give it with the firm determination 
not only to get justice for yourselves, 
but to do justice to others, then you will 
be as jealous to do justice to the rail­
roads as to exact justice from them.

Berlin, May 9.—The Evangel izch 
Kirchenzeitung prints a detailed report 
of Emperor William’s remarks when 
swearing in the naval recruits at Wil- 
liamshaven, in which, according to the 
very brief part published at the time, he 
cited the Japanese as a luminous ex­
ample of patriotism and soldierly fideli­
ty. The Kirchenzeitung’s resume of the 
speech is as follows:.

“The Emperor referred to the heroic 
deeds of the Japanese, and added that 
they are bom out of Japanese patriotism 
and love for children which in return re­
sulted in splendid discipline in the army 
and navy. One must not, however, draw 
the conclusion from Japanese victories 
of a heathen over a Christian people that 
Buddha is superior to our Lord Christ. 
The Russian defeat, in his opinion, was 
due to the fact that Russian Christianity 
was in a deplorable condition. The Jap­
anese on the other .hand could show 
many Christian virtues. A good Chris­
tian makes a good soldier.

“Among the German people, too, Chris­
tianity is in a had condition, and he 
doubted whether we Germans, in case of 
war, would have the right to pray to Goji 
for victory to force it from Him like 
Jacob wrestling with -the angeL The 
Japanese are the scourge of God,. like 
Attalla and Napoleon. It devolves upoji 
us to take care that God does not chas­
tise us some day with such a scourge.”.

FRENCH STATEMENT
REGARDING NEUTRALITY.

Montreal, May 8.—The city council to­
day settled the question of municipal 
ownership of the gas supply of the city 
by accepting the offer of the Montreal 
Light, Heat & Power Co., by which the 
company gets a fifteen-year extension of 
the present contract, which has still five 
years to run. In return, the company 
for five years gives the city three per 
cent, of the gross earnings, estimated- to 
represent $25,000 per annum to the city, 
and reduces the price of heating gas and 
lighting gas five cents per year until the 
former reaches ninety cents per thousand 
feet and the latter one dollar per thou­
sand- feet. The prices are now at $1 for 
heating and $1.20 for lighting per thou­
sand feet. Some of the aldermen thought 
the reductions should1 be greater, but 
motions to that effect were declared out 
of order. The great argument against 
municipal ownership was that it was im­
possible, for the city only possesses the 
tight to borrow up to fifteen per cent, of 
the valuation. That mark was reached 
long ago,- and so the amount that can be 
borrowed annually for capital account 
only amounts to fifteen per cent, on the 
increase in the valuation of the real 
estate, a matter of perhaps a few hun­
dred thousand dollars per year at the 
very best, While the gas plant would Cost 
several mH-lions. The city retains the 
right to expropriate the plant on twelve 
months’ notice.

The dispatch say» the Russian squad- constructor, 
ron made a four days’ cruise on the high 
sea outside the three-mile limit and then 
returned last Saturday, anchoring at 
Konhai bay (southward of Hongkohe 
bay), coast of Annam, for the purpose of 
taking on provisions and fresh water.
When Admiral Dejonquieres was inform­
ed of the Russians’ return he proceeded 
to Konhai and requested Admiral Ro­
jestvensky immediately to withdraw out­
side territorial waters. The Russian ad­
miral gave Dejonquieres his word that 
he intended to leave his anchorage and 
take to the open sea. He also informed 
Dejonquieres that in his communications 
with the land he had not violated any of 
the neutrality regulation!! and that the 
stops of the Russian squadron along the 
Indo-China coast were for the purpose 
of resting the crews. The Russian ad­
miral said he would depart the following 
day.

The French admiral then returned to 
Konhai to advise the French government 
of the result of the interview. He re­
turned to Konhai yesterday for the pur­
pose of seeing whether Rojestvensky’s 
promise to go to sea had been carried out 
and found the Russian warships still at 
their anchorage, but preparing to depart.
Admiral Rojestvensky assured him that 
the entire squadron would leave during 
the night.

are near-Paris, May 8.—Dr. Motono, the Jap­
anese minister to France, went to the 
foreign office yesterday evening, where 
he had an extended interview with For­
eign Minister Delcasse. The nature of 
tneir conversation was not disclosed, but 
it is understood that Dr. Motono referred 
to Japan’s increasing impatience regard­
ing the alleged breaches of neutrality^ 
Tne feeling prevails here that the situa­
tion is gradually assuming much tension. 
Reports are current that tho positive in­
structions of the French officials here re­
ceived perfunctory execution on the part 
of their subordinates in Cochin-China 
owing to the individual sympathy exist­
ing between the civil and French and 
Russian authorities.

A semi-official note issued this after­
noon says: “Contrary to the allegation 
contained in a dispatch from Hongkong 
to a foreign agency, not only has the 
French government not disregarded the 
rules of neutrality, but after sending its 
civil and military agents' very precise 
instructions for the enforcement of these 
rules, the government has unremittingly 
seen to their execution.

The semi-official Temps to-day in a 
leading article refers to the “disagree­
able attitude of the Japanese press to­
wards France, which now finds a par­
tial echo in the British press,” and says 
that the basis of both criticisms is that 
France ought to apply the British iules 
of neutrality and that the entire subject 
is discussed from the British conception 
of what constitutes neutrality. The pa­
per adds: “It (the British press) virtual­
ly proposed that France abandon the 
neutrality regulations she has always 
followed and adopt those of British, 
•which she has never ceased to repudiate. 
Insular powers having many naval bases 
adopt rigorous neutrality rules, whereas 
continental powers ha ring few points 
of naval support would be at a manifest 
inferiority if they accepted those rules. 
The French government has informed 
parliament that it is fully respecting the 
neutrality of our coasts and waters in 
Indo-China, and it has been fully under­
stood that this means the French neu­
trality regulations, 
always faithful.”

It was estimated at 3 o’clock that 50 
persons were killed and 100 injured, but 
these figures may be too small. It is 
impossible to obtain the exact number of 
fatalities because tne wreckage is still 
ablaze and unapproachable, in which 
many of the passengers and some mem­
bers of the train crews are pinned.

When the first explosions occurred, 
bodies were thrown clear out of the 
berths in the sleeping cars, many land­
ing down the railroad embankment, and 
some even having been hurled into the 
Susequehanna river, which parallels the 
railroad in that city. All of the city phy­
sicians procurable were summoned to 
work with the injured.

A fire alarm sounded and the firemen 
arrived to find themselves practically 
helpless in the work of rescue.

A patrol wagon was commissioned as 
an ambulance, and as many of the in­
jured as possible were loaded into 
it on each trip, and taken to the Harris­
burg hospital, the capacity of which 
soon became taxed because of the large 
number brought in. A special train was 
made up and brought the injured and 
dying to the Union station. Many of the 
injured were taken into private houses.

Immediately after the wreck all the 
passengers who could do so ran from 
the scenes of horror to safety from the 
incessant small explosions, 
izing cries of the unfortunates were 
heartrending. The office of the Paxtang 
Light, Heat & Power Company looked 
like a hospital. At an early hour the 
Harrisburg Traction Company ran out a 
number of cars from its south Harrisburg 
barns and used them to bring the injur­
ed to the hospital.

Harrisburg, Pa., May 11—At 8 o’clock 

this morning it was estimated that the 
dead numbered between 26 and 30.

Only three dead have been positively 
identified, so completely were the bodies 
cremated.

The conclusion» ot the 
Japanese government are stated to be a» 
follows:

1— Without questioning the good 
faith of France, Japan-holds that the 
French orders to observe neutrality have 
not been sufficiently executed.

2— France should have taken sufficient 
measures beforehand to prevent viola­
tions of neutrality, -instead of securing 
the observance of neutrality after Japs 
an’s remonstrance.

After presenting the protest to the 
president, Mr, Shea, acting as spokes­
man, said1:

“We are here to present to you a state­
ment, stating onr position in the contro­
versy between- the employers’ associa­
tion and the teamsters’ association-. We 
have understood that they asked' your 
aid in bringing troops to Chicago. We 
want to present our petition to you. It 
will take about ten minutes; perhaps we 
bad better leave it with you.”

river, at Bonnlngton, operated by the West 
Kootenay Power & Light Company, has as­
sumed such definite shape that surveys are 
now being made by F. W. Guernsey and a 
force of men from Rossland to Grand Forks 
end some tlm ethis summer It ie the Inten­
tion to be In shape to deliver at least 1,000 
horse power from the hydro electric works 
at Bonnlngton to the Granby company In 
case there Is a shortage of the present 
power available at Cascade. The present 
line from Bonnlngton to Rossland will be 
used as far as It goes, and then the line 
runs via the Velvet mine on Sophia moun­
tain, to Cascade and Grand Forks. It is 
expected to require about a year to com­
plete the permanent pole line and to In­
stall the necessary machinery at Bonnlng­
ton for the generation of the power that 
will be delivered here for the operation of 
the m'nes and smelters of the Boundary. 
In the meantime shouldathere be a shortage 
of water in the Kettle river, such as occur- 
red#ast fall, and winter, the temporary Une 
will supply the demand to some extent and 
do away with curtailing operations at the 
Boundary plants. Eventually . the new 
double pole line will be extended to Green­
wood and Boundary Falls, a distance of 70 
or 80 miles from Bonnlngton, to supply the 
smelters at those places with, electrical 
energy.

At present there is 
at the lowest estimate $4,000 worth of^ 
ore, net value, in the ore house, and they’ 
cannot ship a pound nor can they haul in 
lumber to build more shelters.

'Further, the operating company is 
working in the finest kind of ore, worth 
at least $120 per ton net, and could, had 
they any means of shipping, keep up 
large and constant shipments. It is only 
too apparent that such a state of things 
cannot be kept up for long, and Mr. Ful­
ler, the principal owner of the Bay, told

Kolchak, however, was able to 
converse a little more freely than the 
others. He told a Times man this morn­
ing that it would be utterly impossible 
to raise any of the ships sunk in Port 
Arthur unless it be the Peresviet, a 
battleship of 12,674 tons, which he 
thinks is less damaged than the others. 
With the latter nothing could ever be 
done. The Bayan, for instance, was one 
of the few ships left in the inner harbor. 
Her stem and bow were blown away, her 
boilers exploded, .her machinery broken 
and her hull so smashed that to salve her 
would be a profitless undertaking. The 
Pobieda, a sister ship of the Peresviet, 
was struck by thirty 11-inch shells from 
Japanese guns, and to complete the work 
of destruction a torpedo was exploded 
under her.

Lieut. Kolchak describes the happen­
ings during the last night the Russians 
were in possession at Port Arthur as ter­
rible. There were 12 ships in the harbor, 
in addition to the torpedo craft. They 
had been taken to the outer roadstead 
and sunk in from 12 to 16 fathoms of 
water. To prevent the possibility of the- 
ships ever beiiy raised, all had ■ their 
boilers exploded, the machinery wrecked 
and their hulls riddled. If there hap­
pened to be a gun aboard, it was destroy­
ed for further usefulness, and when all 
this work of destruction had been com­
pleted a torpedo or two was placed under 
the hulls. The ships which cost millions 
then sank to the bottom, nothing more 
than so much scrap iron.

Lieut. Kolchak was reminded of the 
report that the contract had been let to 
an English firm to float a number of the 
ships. He did not discredit this report, 
but persisted in the assertion that no 
vessels other than the Peresviet could 
ever be raised

Lecture in Evening.
Last evening in the hall of St. An­

drew’s church Rev. Dr. Milligan deliv­
ered the lecture on the “Characteristics 
of Preaching.” Rev. Dr. McQueen of 
Edmonton occupied the .chair.

Dr. Milligan said: “The first charac­
teristic of preaching is mandatory—it is 
an ambassadorial message—and this im­
plies its practical purpose, the messages 
not for theory, but for practice. Thus 
the hearer will be patient and humble 
to receive the truth. Conversions are 
the result of long years of formation. It 
is out of works that any theory comes to 
realization—you cannot skate by reading 
boôks on skirting; neither can you be reli­
gious by reading about it—a man must 
work at it. Preachers should be brave 
and not apologize to anybody for deliv­
ering their message. Preachers must ap­
propriate the message for themselves, 
and must exemplify in their own life the 
message preached.

“The second characteristic is that the 
preacher should be didactic. The teacher 
should have first hand knowledge of 
what he teaches. Some preachers adopt 
certain expedients in preaching to the 
people, and gave their own experiences 
in preaching. Modern research should 
make the young preachers far more effi­
cient than formerly.

“The third characteristic of preaching 
should be optimistic, for the final word 
of God is victory.

“The fourth characteristic Of preach­
ing must be redemption. Sin is not good­
ness in the making; men need not to get 
up early in the morning to grow weeds; 
they will grow without aid. God raises 
up great men for great purposes-'-Colum- 
bus, Copernicus, James Watt. In the 
spiritual sphere Jesus Christ bridges the 
conditions.”

The lecturer introduced some humor­
ous witticisms about the acquisitive pow­
ers of the Scotch, which were heartily 
enjoyed.

“Avoid all fads and side issues In 
preaching,” continued the lecturer. “Men 
should see this life in- its eternal aspects, 
and thus will avoid mere externals in re­
ligion. Avoid the little distractions, such 
as millenialism and Angld-Israelitish, or 
single tax. Man should vary his teach­
ing like the farmer who must raise dif­
ferent crops, and beside a man must get 
away from his work for a while and 
have plenty of good books. As to sotne 
features preaching should be comprehen­
sive—sometimes give a man who needs 
it- encouragement and some warning— 
and-it should be various enough to meet 
the conditions of all men. The Greek

fleet was sunk there was general work of 
destruction going on.’ Explosions were oc­
curring at Intervals of almost every min­
ute. Magazines were made away with, and . 
as little as possible was left for those who 
were to replace the Russians In the posses­
sion of the fortress.

Stoessel might have held out for another 
week or two, said Lieut. Kolchak, but no 
longer, and that would have served no good 
purpose. It would have meant only a 
further sacrifice of life. When It was 
learned that Kouropatkin could not come 
to the assistance of the fortress then there 
was no longer hope. There were lots of 
provisions, but ammunition was short.

As early as October the Japanese held the 
Russians fast, having taken all the Import­
ant forts over an area of four kilometres. 
They were in- a position to force an entry 
into the fortress at any moment, and with 
a heart full of grief Stoessel was obliged to 
surrender Port Arthur, since in any case 
the enemy would have taken It at the first 
assault. The Japanese did not win Port 
Arthur without paying for it. General 
Nogl admitted to Stoessel that he had sus­
tained very great losses. The Russian^ had 
317 officers killed out of 680, and all were 
wounded, some as many as eight tlpaes. 
Out of 17,000 men, only 4,000, including the 
wounded, were left. The fleet was useless. 
Some ships perished beneath the rain of 
11-in. shells after the capture of High Hill. 
The Russians always hoped, for relief. The 
last dispatch from the Commander-In-Chief, 
received on October 30th, promised that 
help was coming, and Chinese scouts an­
nounced the approach of the Russians. But 
the Japanese disillusioned the Russians by 
telling them that Admiral Rojestvensky’s 
fleet was still off Madagascar and that Gen­
eral Kouropatkin’s troops were near Muk­
den.

The North China Daily News of March 
28th published the following account of the 
excellent service recently rendered by the 
Lienshing in destroying floating mines: Out 
of three endeavors, those on board that 
steamer have succeeded in blowing up two 
of these dangerous instruments of war. 
The only failure was due to the mine being 
a “tipping” one, and the impetus of bullets 
being unable to throw the explosive over to 
the right angle, or penetrate the tough 
shell to sink It. These are really the most 
dangerous mines. When a spiked mine 
comes Into view there is a sure thing on to 
explode It if the marksmen are there to hit 
one of the many projections. Instantaneous 
with the snapping off of a spike a terrific 
report follows and the air is alive with the 
shattered shell. .

It Is related, states the Japan Mail, that

O. H. Lugrin, who is interested in the 
syndicate which owns the hematite 
mines, says that if the sale is completed 
it is" highly probable that works will be 
established somewhere on Vancouver 
Island for the treatment of the ore. Mr. 
Piggott and Mr. Moore have that in 
view. They are prepared to co-operate 
with Canadian capital in carrying out 
such a scheme, and their intention is not 
to carry the ore to the United1 States for 
treatment.

The economic proximity of the iron 
ore, coal, limstone and all other neces­
sary supplies for a smelter on this Island 
offers a ready inducement for locating 
on the Canadian side of the line.

This 
has been prepared in triplicate, one copy 
being sent to the secretary of state for 
the colonies, another to the British con­
sul at Tonga, and the third direct to His 
Majesty King Edward VII., accom­
panied by a covering letter in the hand­
writing of King George. It gives par­
ticulars in detail of the whole trouble, 
and concludes with a series of questions 
from the King of Tonga, who asks if he 
and his council are free without inter­
ference from Great Britain, but subject 
only to thé Constitution and laws of 
Tonga, to appoint and remove hi? own 
ministers and his cabinet, and to do the 
same with his country’s officials; also 
whether Great Britain threatened his 
country with annexation if they exer­
cised any of the powers mentioned with­
out the prior consent of the high com­
missioner or the British agent in Tonga; 
and, finally, were the treaties of 1879 
and 1900, as amended by the treaty of 
1901, still binding between the two coun­
tries?

Sentence.qso:The Dominion fisheries steamer Kes­
trel, Capt. Newcomb, arrived from the 
West Coast Wednesday after a cruise 
around Vancouver Island, on which voy­
age nil the different importait' places en 
route were visited. The steamer was on 
patrol duty, and the trip was’ made es­
pecially for the purpose of apprehending 
any poachers which might hippen to be 
along the coast. Only one 'vessel was 
sighted. She was the sehobper Myrtle, 
of SeAttle, which was in Ba 
When seen this vessel was cruising about 
the Sound, but her business there was 
not apparent. Her captain stated that 
she had put to there through stress of 
weather, hut as the atmospheric condi­
tions were fine at the time, _Çapt. New­
comb gave the stranger orders to clear 
out without delay, which she did. __
. Capt. Newcomb says that a number <3 
such vessels not only engage in poach­
ing, but smuggle goods in to the island 
as well. Off shore a number of sealers 
were sighted. The Indians reported that 
one of these schooners was a-Japanese 
vessel, and the other, they thought, was 
a Victoria sealer. Had either been 
caught within the three-mile limit it 
would have been seized.

From having stopped at a number of 
ports on the upper coast, and from con­
versations which he had with several 
old-time Indians, Capt. Newcomb is of 
the opinion that the report circulated re­
garding the discovery of a mysterious 
cave on Quatsino Sound was a fairy 
tale. Several Indians had gone to search 
of the cave, and had hunted along the 
coast for the last month, but never found 
any trace of the underground cavern.

At Eucluelet the Indians were having 
a big Celebration over the capture of a 
whale, huge pieces of which had fougd 
their way all along the coast. Each of 
the tribes had a section of the large 
carcass, and in turn were feasting and 
enjoying themselves.

The only mine working on the coast at 
any of the places visited was that at 
Cypress Bay. Others had seemingly not 
stirted as yet the season’s operations.

From Victoria the Kestral will pro­
ceed to Vancouver, where she will be 
overhauled before leaving again for the 
North.

The beacons are composed of 'three 
piles braced together at the head and are 
painted red.

the present time iron ore deposits in 
Eastern Canada, no matter how rich and 
abundant, have been of no value. But 
if Ontario and Quebec have no coal they 
have, abundant and widely distributed 
water powers. Magnetite ores are found 
in many places, and in close proximity 
to waterfalls. Dr. Haaeel proposes to 
demonstrate that these fraterfalls 
be utilized to generate electrical heat, in 
substitution for the heat produçed- from 
coal, and that the magnetic rocks ad­
jacent can be transmuted into pig iron, 
better and cheaper than can be done by 
the blast furnace now everywhere in use. 
It is a question of water power against 
coal, and as all central Canada is with­
out coal, but is rich in water power and 
magnetic ores, the enormous importance 
of the project will at once be apparent.

Once pig iron is produced economical­
ly’by the electric process, the enlarge­

Former Irish Secretary Makes An Ex­
planation in the House of 

Commons.

From The -post, Thorold, Out

OLondon, May 9.—George Wyndham, 
who has been absent owing to illness 
since his resignation of the chief 
retaryship for Ireland, returned to the 
House of Commons to-day and made a 
personal explanation of the reasons for 
his resignation.

He said he had insisted on retiring 
from the cabinet because political and 
personal reasons had convinced him that 
he could better serve the government as 
an unofficial member. His views had not 
changed in the smallest degree in rfeggrd 
to the Irish administration. Union must 
be the fundamental principle of any 
sound Irish policy. The situation in 
both Ireland and England had become 
complicated by a personal misunder* 
standing, for which he himself was part­
ly to blame. He had never contemplat­
ed any delegation of legislative powers 
from the House of Commons, other than 
the power of dealing with purely private 
hills. Consequently he had paid no at­
tention as yet, as he ought to have done, 
to the earlier proceedings of the Reform 
Association. Sir Anthony Macdonneil, 
under secretary to the lord lieutenant of 
Ireland, erroneously believed that- he 
(Mr. Wyndham) would approve of the 
proposals of the revolutionists, but as 
soon as he saw those proposals Mr. 
Wyndham, had strong objections to them. 
Therefore, he had concluded that his 
power in Ireland was ended.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, the 
Liberal leader, then moved his resolu­
tion, which amounted to a vote of cen­
sure of the policy and proceedings of the 
Irish government connected with, and

wide expression of views by botii sides 
and all factions. William, O’BrieO, who 
took his seat for the first time since his 
election, said he would not vote either 
way.

Unionist members uncompromisingly de­
manded the retirement of Under Secre­
tary Macdonneil.

Premier Balfour,- at considerable 
length, reviewed the situation. He de­
nied that the Earl of Dudley, lord lieu­
tenant of Ireland,- had any leanings to­
ward Home Rule. The Premier defend­
ed Mr. Wyndham, saying-it was natural 
that he should seek to find some solu­
tion of the Irish question. Mr. Wynd­
ham had failed, but there had been 
many failures before. Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman’s resolution in re­
ality was intended as an attack upon Mr.' 
Wyndham and himself, which was ab­
solutely unjustifiable.

H. H. Asquith (Liberal) in closing 
the debate, maintained that there was 
no reason for Mr;. Wyndham’* resigna­
tion, which did not logically involve the 
necessity for the resignation of the 
whole cabinet. •

J. A. Mara thought that more infor­
mation ought to be obtained on the sub­
ject. What was to prevent James'J. Hill 
switching off and going to Everett. Vic­
toria had been often charged with going 
off at half cock, and it was just as well 
on this occasion, to go carefully. Seattle 
had been built up by Klondike trade, 
and Spokane by the trade of the Koote­
nay country, just because of superior 
transportation facilities those cities had.

Mr. Paterson said that there was no 
doubt Mr. Hill intended running through 
to Princeton this year. Assuming Mr. 
Mara’s remarks correct,

mation? The bill was now before the 
house. There was the report from Ot­
tawa that it was intended .to run the rail­
way through to the. coast in four years;

Mr. Mara said that no man on earth 
ever believed that Hill will extend his 
line from Anarchist over Hope mountain 
to New Westminster bridge. He will 
simply extend the road to a point where 
he will divert the trade of the Boundary 
line to Everett. Mr. Hill had no interest 
in Victoria. All his interests were in 
the United States, and what he wanted 
was a charter, without which they could 
not build, and they wanted this hoard of 
trade to support it.

Mr. Paterson said that just as sure as 
the sun shines the C. P. R. will not give 
the Great Northern a monopoly in the 
Similkameen country. Jüst as soon as 
Hill commits himself, the construction 
work will start on the Spencer bridge 
road within three months, for the C. P. 
R. would not be beaten. Then there 
would be two roads instead of one.

T. Oliver urged that the board’s action 
he unanimous, and moved an amend­
ment as follows:

Whereas legislation Is now being asked 
from -the Dominion government to assist in 
the building of a line of railway from 
Kootenay to the Coast;

Be It resolved, That this board unanimous­
ly support said hill providing that binding 
guarantees be exacted that the railway Is 
built from Princeton to the British Colum­
bia coast through Canadian territory, and 
that a dally freight and passenger service 
'be given Victoria within the next four 
years.

Mr. Wilson said he would like to 
have stipulated a provision _ allowing for 
terminal railways.

Mr. Paterson thought that if the tele­
grams were doubted there should be no 
action taken. He had no objection to 
any amendment being made to the reso­
lution, but some consideration should be 
allowed for the possible effect on the bill 
before the House.

Mr. MacGregor was of the opinion that 
there were to many technicalities, Vic­
toria had its representative in Ottawa, 
and there was no doubt the interests of 
the province would he protected.

Mr. Mara believed Senator Temple- 
man was perfectly sincere, but the citi­
zens ought to profit by past experience.

The resolution as amended was carried 
unanimously.

Indian at Vernon Tried, to connect Another 

With the Crime. Tyee Copper Cg., Ltdme mum The Indian accused of murdering another 
native at Vernon has been committed for 
trial. The Vernon News gives the following 
account of the preliminary hearing:

On Saturday and Monday last, Aleck 
Chewilena, alias Wild. Aleck, was given a 
preliminary hearing before S. M. Norris on 
the charge of murdering Hopkin, à siwash, 
on the night of the 13th ult. The evidence 
of Long Pierre, his wife Rosahne, and 
Aleck’s wife, Anne, confirmed the story 
previously given out, adding some unimport­
ant details. Constable Simmons gave evi­
dence as to the finding of two whiskey bot­
tles, gambling sticks and a walking stick at 
the scene of the murder, the blood stains on 
the ground and on the fence, and the marks 
of ai heavy body having been dragged to the 
lake.

The prisoner made some attempt to better 
his case by cross-examining the witnesses, 
but only succeeded in getting renewed and 
stronger accusations against himself. He 
finally made a statement in which he con­
tradicted the story of the witnesses, affirm­
ing that there had been no card playing on 
the night of the 13tn. Pierre had been 
asleep, and on being awakened by Hopkin, 
jumped up and seized the latter by the 
coat, struggling with him, and accidentally 
allowing the pistol to go off. The old man 
•then fell down, and Aleck ran away, after­
wards returning and hearing from Pierre 
that Hopkin was dead. The magistrate 
committed the accused for trial.

The search for the body has been going 
on actively during the past week, but so 
far with no results, and it is now feared 
that it may be impossible to recover it.

Bodies of Two Indians Have Been 
Found in a Well.

Tacoma, May 8.—The dead bodies of 
Joe Moxley and a young boy, Indians, 
who mysteriously disappeared1 from their 
home on the Nisqually reservation' near 
Roy last summer, and were supposed to 
have been drowned1, have been found in 
a well on the ranch owned' by Moxley 
and within a stone’s throw of the cabin 
in which he lived.

The bodies were found by Indians who 
formed a searching party.

The story was carried from the reser­
vation to a visiting priest at Roy, and, 
while details were not to be secured yes- 
terday, the story of the finding of the 
bodies was verified from Roy, where the 
story is generally known.

Moxley was a well-known character 
about the reservation, and in his capa­
city of chief of prayer and minister was 
popular among the Indians of the Nis- 
qualiy tribe. He is said: to have repri­
manded one of the men of the tribe for 
spying attention to the wife of another 
Indian, and this is said to have so anger­
ed1 the buck who was reprimanded that 
■he sought revenge in Moxley’s death. 
The story as told to the priest, and as it 
is known in Roy, is that the Indian was 
afraid to attempt the old man’s life him­
self, knowing his popularity with the 
tribe and with the neighboring white 
farmers, so he employed a Yakima In­
dian to do tlie work. An Indian from» 
the Yakima tribe was on the reservation 
at that time, but went away soon after 
the disappearance of the old man and 
the boy.

The Indian who carried the news to 
Roy stated that a number of Indians on 
the reservation had know’n about the 
murder from the time it was commit­
ted1, but it had been kept a secret among 
them until a few days ago, when two of 
them quarreled and the story was made 
public.

Some discussion followed, after which 
a motion to the effect that the proceeds 
of the forthcoming tuberculosis concert, 
to be held on the evening of the 17th of 
May, be devoted to meeting .this ex­
pense, any possible shortage to be met 
by special subscription, carried. This 
was done so as to avoid the neçessity of 
drawing from the fund raised for the 
mainfainence of the proposed institution.

Rev. Baugh Allen pointed out that the 
sustentation fund had practically been 
raised. He, therefore, moved that steps 
be taken immediately to collect a build­
ing fund. It was important that some­
thing be done to rouse the people to 
realize that they have to cope with a dis­
ease far more dangerous than smallpox.

A. J, Galletly, manager of the Bank" of 
Montreal, seconded the motion.

Gentlemen :—We, your special railway 
committee, beg leave to report asufollows:

P. C. MacGregor moved the adoption 
of the report. It was quite in order to 
stand by any transcontinental road, for­
eign or otherwise, that would be built 
without subsidy.

Col. Prior asked what would be the 
result of the building of such a railway? 
Would it mean a diversion of Canadian 
trade to the American side?

Mr. Paterson could not see why the 
building of the road would divert Can­
adian trade to the American side.
