The. egg aonsblm;l a perfect food in |

itself, containing in their proper propor:
tions all the food elements essential to
life. The white is nearly all protein, being
made up of four separate albumens, The
yolk, besides protein, contains 20 per cent.
of fats. Phoshorous and sulphuroccur in
both yolk and white. The egg is easily
digestible as well as nutritious. Old ideas
regarding digestibility of eggs cooked in
wvarfons ways ceem to be pretty well upset
by recent investization. Where the diges-
tive organs are healthy, raw eggs are
digested in about two hours, soft boiled in
three, and hard boiled ino from three
and a half to four hours, It will thus
be seen that eggs in any form are
comparatively easy of digestion, and the
hard boiled egg is as digestiblé as the
soft boiled one if it is thoroughly masti-
cated. An improvement on the old method
of quick boiling of eggs s to drop them
into a large receptacle of boiling water,not
over a fire, and atlow them to stand for ten
minutes. If the taste is for hard boiled,
the eggs should be boiled for -one half or
three quarters of an hour longer when the
white will be found tender and the yoke
dry and gnealy. In all forms, eggs are a
most nourishing and digestible concen-
trated food, and if cheaper might easily
take the place of meat to a very large de.

In reference to the protest made by the
Halifax Board of Trade in connection with
the new contract and Halifax not being
used as a port of call—the place of depar~

He was attached fo
the 8th Regiment and served in the
ranks until about the time of the
Trent Affair, when the regimen', was
under orders to proceed to Canada.
Disappointed when the trip did not
materialize, he bought himself out
and sailed for the new world on his
own account in the year 1862.
Arrived in Oanada he wandered to
the Muskoka district, where for a
number of years he ‘lived a rough-
and-ready life among the « Indians,
trappers and lumbermen. Muskéka
was then in much the same condition
as northern Ontario is to-day, and
there was no railway beyond Barrie.
