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A splendid change.
We had the pleasure of listening to 

Professor Todd’s speech at the North 
British Society’s Banquet on Monday 
night, and besides regarding it at 
effort of finished splendour, we regard it 
M a meat welcome change from the ordl 
nary routine of speeches made on such 
occasions. The did-time double object of 
formal banquets was the saying of funny 
things “an* gettin’ fon an’ nnoo happy,'* 
to use the phrase of Barns. Neither one 
of these was at all laudable, and especially 
the funny sayings which usually consisted 
of white-headed jokes which had done 
yeoman service for centuries. Then 
the typical ‘‘diner-out" was a creature 
of parasitic habits ; a peripatetic sponge, 
bs it were. A series of oratorical 
trifles, no matter bow clever In the super­
ficial sense of the word they might be, 
wherein each man strives to be just a 
little funnier than bis neighbour, soon 
gets wearisome. A better, an immeasur­
ably better method would be to have two 
or three addresses carefully prepared and 
delivered on important subjects, so that 
justice might be done to the speaker and 
the banquettera be made to realize 
that they were not an audience at a vaude­
ville shfiw. There is particularly a tend­
ency at the various “national" gatherings 
to make the programme of speeches torn 
Almost entirely upon the clever jokes which 
the people of the particular nation have 
perpetrated just as if a nation’s jokes 
were the most Important of its 
accomplishments. Professor Todd chose 
a different course and told bis hear­
ers in eloquent yet plain language just 
what the Scottish race has accomplished 
In war, in science, in philosophy, in agri­
culture, in industry, in Invention, In 
poetry and literature generally. Every 
race thinks itself great, but when the re­
quest is made to state definitely and 
categorically just what it has accomplish­
ed to prove Its claim to greatness, the 
answer is not readily forthcoming. If 
anybody entertained any doubts or was 
troubled with any haziness In regard to 
the claims of the Scot to his place In the 
sun. Professor Todd's address must have 
pretty well dispelled them. There was no 
taking refuge In tremendous phantom 
claims of charming Indeflniteness, 
crude declaiming that the North 
Briton was the “greatest thing in the 

/ world" and all that, but in most fit­
ting and definite terms he analyzed 
the Scottish spirit and character, the 
caos«| which moulded the same and 
the du too me of It all In the form 

icrete accomplishment. It was 
dress of a tefcdùc, a tfctakar spd a 
f literary attainment, and similar 

addresses should be made one of the fea­
tures of similar gatherings, where it Is 
possible. Let such banquets be flows of 
the s^nl, bat let them be feasts of reason 
at the same time, so that educated, cul­
tured men may enjoy them equally 
well ^with those whose advantages have 
been4ess and whose tsetse are not on the 
same plane. Professor Todd’s address was 
a literary masterpiece and shows that 
Dalhousie In procuring a teacher of 
Political Economy has drawn a first class 
literary prize also in this young man of 
wide culture.

A protest against tag-day.
The words of the Rev. A. L. Murray, 

rector of a Chicago church, when requested 
to send the names of young women in his 
pariah who would be available as tag-day 
workers for some charitable institution, 
will hear reprinting. “No woman of this 
parish would have my approval to work 
as a tag-day solicitor ; that such a tag-day 
for our charitable institutions was bad 
ethics, as the usual barriers of protective 
restraint were thrown down ; that It was 
bad sociology, as it undermines the social 
Ideals while trying to build up social Well 
being; and that it was bad economics. As 
higher values were Ignored, some moral 
And spiritual losses of last tag-day never 
could be compensated for by money; 
that. it Is bad psychology, and
that the effect of tag-day work 
upon the personality and mental self-con­
sciousness and finer sensibilities of the 
Average person involved, whether aâ soli­
citor or solicited, was not conducive to the 
best Influences ; that it was bad religion 
And contrary to the Christian ideal, the 
personal life and teaching of Jeans, and 
contrary to the precepts of Christianity, 
which admonish ns ‘to abstain from all 
appearances of evil.’ The women of this 
church can stand as strongly for virtue, 
parity of Ideal and right, and withstand 
aubtle temptation, as firmly ah any 
women, but no one of them can afford to 
count only herself In this problem. 
Other women, the public generally, and 
the honor of our Christ and Christianity 
must be considered. The day is coming 
when the children of light, walking in a 
more perfect belief In the light of the 
world, shfll remember tag days as one of 
the shames of the memory of this present 
age."

DEATH DUB TO FIRST INJURY. 
“ASoidaatal death" was the verdict re* 

turned at' the coronerV Inquest oo the 
remains of Peter Ogdên, the victoria, R.

Botton, December 3.—Twenty five men 
were killed in a fire which swept through 
the upper floors of the Arcadia Hotel, 
cheap men’s lodging bouse In the south 
end early to-day. Others are missing and 
scores were taken to hospitals suffering 
from burns and Injuries received In jump­
ing from windows.

Nearly all the bodies were terribly 
burned and mnWiated, making 
identification almost impossible. The 
victims were men In poor circumstances 
who bad resorted to the place for a night’s 
lodging. Many of them were negroes. 
Caught In the crowded banks on the top 
floor of the five story brick building and in 
the small rooms on the 4th floors, they 
were helpless.

When they were aroused the stairways 
were In flames and there was s mad rush 
for the fire escapes at the rear. Practically 
all the men were naked.

Many were rescued by the firemen mud 
police. Others escaped by walking a shaky 
plank stretched to an adjoining building 
or jumping across a five toot alley to neigh­
boring roofs.

The property loss la estimated at $25,000. 
The Arcadia was located at the corner of 
Washington and Laconia streets, running 
from Washington St. to Harvard Avenue,

Nearly all those occupyfng rooms on the 
front of the building perished. The men 
In the rear rooms,-Opening on the fire 
escape, had looked tto doors when they 
went to bed and those" In front were un­
able to reach the fire-eseape.

When the firemen arrived the flames 
were shooting twenty feet In the air from 
the windows on the fourth and fifth floors 
and fire-escapes and-Ahfroof were a mass 
of shrinking, struggling humanity. Des 
pite shouts of assurance from below,three 
men jumped from the rdof. Two were in­
stantly killed. The U^IkL who had wrap 
ped a mattress about himself, escaped 
with a few braises.

Life nets were quickly stretched by the 
firemen and many were rescued In this 
manner.

Why tax eggs ?
A good instance of the injustice of the 

present system of taxing food is furnished 
by the egg market. There is a duty of 
three cents a dosen on eggs, presumably 
to help the Canadian hen to overcome the 
aevere climate that shuts off her winter 
activities. In Montreal, this week, there 
was agitation because strictly freeh eggs 
were hetogaold around fiO-oeats a dozen, 
with the probability they would go to 
75 cents before the winter was over. '

In reply to publie clamor, the leading 
egg brokers took otoek of the position and 
Issued a statement. This showed that 
there were only 31,796 eases of eggs In 
Storage at Montreal ; that the average 
consumption tor Montreal was 7,000 esses, 
a week, and that the first Canadian sup­
plies el eggs eould not be expected until 
March 1st next. That Is, the present sup­
ply will be exhausted under inottnal 
dittoes by the first of January, 
between that date and March 1st, every 
egg eaten In Montreal wlU biave to be 
Imported, probably from the Southern 
States* where the milder climate ei 
unes chean nrodnotion.

On 
the Princess were Capt. Daniel Browne, 
superintendent of lighthouses, and a crew 
of seven men and a boy.

Browne, at the wheel of the Princess 
Louise, endeavored to change her course, 
but the wind and tide were against him, 
and the steamer was carried against a 
square bluff rock and keeled over on her 
aide. Wave» at once swept over her, and 
soon all on deoh^ Including the captain 
and seven others^ were swept off an<*

|SEVEN FEDERAL GENERALS
With officers and 3,000 men 

fled from Chihuahua to 
escape rebels.

Juarez, Mexico. Dec. 3 —Confident that 
the seven Federal Generals who evacuated 
Chihuahua City with their troops intend 
to seek refuge in the United States and 
thus be beyond danger of being taken 
prisoners by the rebels. General Francisco 
Villa to-day sent more troops to attempt 
to intercept them.

The generals, led by General Salvador® 
Mercado, whose desertion of Chihuahua, 
and whose statements that he had no 
money to pay his troops are regarded as a 
virtual breakdown of the Huerta dictator­
ship, so far as the north of Mexico is con­
cerned, are headed for Ojinaga on the 
border. It is thought they will cross the 
river to Presidio.

At Presidio they are expected to be 
arrested by the United States military 
authorities,taken to Marena and thence to 
San Antonio. Their arrest on crossing 
the river would follow as a matter of 
coursé under arallng of Secretary of War 
Garrison.

His campaign for a locaj/govem- 
ment board for Saskatchewan has 
spread to the neighboring province, 
and is meeting with great favor be­
cause the discussion regarding a pro­
vincial supervision of securities arises 
from tlie desire of Canadian muni­
cipalities to borrow cheaply in the 
London market.

New Zealond's Industry.
A curious and at one time ex­

tremely profitable'and important In­
dustry in New Zealand Is that of 
Kauri gum digging. Kauri gum, 
which is the fossilized resin of the 
kauri pine, is found, only in the ex­
treme north of the North Island, 
and for the manufacture of high- 
class varnish has no equal, with the 
exception perhaps of Zanzibar gum, 
which is, however, much dearer.

It forms one of the greatest assets 
of the Aukland Province. The equip­
ment of the digger consists of a 
thin, long spear, one or two heavy 
spades, and a scraping knife. The 
gum is usually found on poor land, 
and the theory is that the giant 
trees that yielded it have so exhaust­
ed the land that now nothing but 
tea-tree, or “manuka," as it is called 
in the Dominion, will grow on it.

Until about twenty-five years ago 
the gum was entirely produced by 
British labor, and to some small ex­
tent by Maoris. Then a number of 
Austrians made their appearance, 
and are now there in such numbers 
that it is safe to say 75 per cent, of 
all the gum produced is* the result of 
their labors. A new batch of Aus­
trians has recently, arrived from the 
Continent.

Weathermen Shocked.
The weather sharps of the world 

are all upset over a storm that swept 
over the Island of Reunion in March, 
which violated the Indian Ocean 
storm regulations.

The cyclones have been watched 
for fifteen years and have always 
been perfectly reliable. They form 
south of the equator, travel southwest 
until off the coast of Madagascar, and 
then turn southeast They are in the 
form of gigantic whirlwinds, with a 
spot of dead calm In the centre.

But this particular insurgent storm 
upset all theories by appearing to the 
southeast of Reunion, going north­
west over that island and then pass­
ing off toward the northeast—going 
directly opposite to regulations.

Meteorologists wouldn’t have been 
any more shocked and pained if the 
sun had taken a notion to rise in the 
west

Hasty Wedding Service.
A young couple who arrived at Ber-' 

wick on a recent Sunday were mar­
ried after the Scottish fashion in a 
delightfully simple way. They drove 
over the border Into Scotland, and, 
stopping at a spot where two men 
were seated, the young man said that 
he and the lady wished to be mar­
ried, and that they Could not adopt 
the conventional method, as it would 
be stopped directly the banns were 
put up. The couple then formally 
took each other for man and wife be­
fore the two witnesses, and a docu­
ment to that effect was produced and 
signed by the parties and the wit­
nesses.

Too Many Holidays,
There are now 26 days in the year 

recognized as legitimate occasions for 
holidays in most cities of England. 
These are In addition to the weekly 
half-holidays obesrved on Wednes­
days and Saturdays. An effort Is be­
ing made to lessen the number of 
holidays and to bring those retained 
Into more systematic order.

THE INDIANS WEPT.

Death Chai» Marked Funeral of In­
dian Storm Victims.

In matters loi emotion the full- 
blooded Indian is said to be a stoic. 
It has been his creed, banded down 
to him from traditional ancestry, but 
that ancient teaching was not strong 
enough to withstand the emotional 
attack made upon the Indians of the 
reservation near. Sarnia the other 
day by the Rev. Nicholas Plain.

They wept. For Nicholas Plain 
was preaching to thehx the epilogue 
in the lives of two oT théir number, 
.George Smith and Thomas Stone, 
foice wheelsmen of the steamer Mc- 
Ge&n, lost in the storm oirthe great 
lakqe. There were a score or more 
of these Indians who wept, not fur­
tively, but loudly, openly, and that 
is what the older citizens of Sarnia 
say they.;never saw a full-grown In­
dian do bbfdre.

It was tax epoch of sorrow in the 
history of the Chlppewas and the 
Ojibways, and the scene Of ^ strongest 
emotion occurred by the 
two graves. The whole reservation 
was there, all but a few of the older 
squaws who were unable to hobble 
along the muddy roads. Only -tge; 
very youngest of the Wltildren were, 
missing, and the dark oliye downcast 
features of the three hundred In-; 
di&ns who gathered frfifn up and; 
down the river were fixed at the be-* 
ginning of the service, wiQva deter­
mination to be calm.

One service was 
conducted by the Rev. Walter Rigs­
by, Methodist minister on the re­
serve, at the home of Jim Stone, over 
the brother, Thomas; the second be­
ing held by the local Indian minister, 
Nicholas Plain at the house of Thos. 
Jackson, over the second body.

Then the two cavalcades met in 
the Indian cemetery, a half-mile back 
from the river. It was here that 
custom told. Nicholas Plain took 
ihe service over the two bodies. 
Standing between the graves, with 
bared head and hands outspread, this 
man with the lean, aquiline face, ex­
horted his brothers in the GJibway 
tongue. He began softly and mild, 
at first, smooth as the treacherous 
water which had robbed the tribes 
of two of their best. What he said, 
the few whites, who were grouped 
at the back, could not know. Btft 
they did know that his voice grew 
louder, and that as his big hands 
raised higher there seemed to be a 
queer pleading in his tones. Punc­
tuating this were swift, dramatic 
pauses. Then the Indiana wept.

Shortening Atlantic Time.
Substantial progress has been made 

of late with the scheme which aims 
at establishing an express service be­
tween Great Britain and Australasia 
via Canada.

A strong British company is at 
present In treaty for the purchase of 
about 400,000 acres of land at Cape 
St. Charles on tho southeast coast of 
Labrador. This is an Ice-free port 
1,680 miles from Liverpool, about 
half the distance from Liverpool to 
New York. The harbor is just out­
side the Belle Isle Straits and al­
though there are considerable dan­
gers at this part of the ocean dur­
ing certain times of the year, these 
are not believed to be unsurmount-

From Cape St. Charles it is pro­
posed to construct a transcontinental 
railroad'to the Pacific coast—a char­
ter has already been granted for th»> 
track as far as the eastern boundary 
of Quebec.

It is claimed that the journey fr^qg, 
London to Winnipeg will be perform­
ed in five days — giving only, [two 
nights at sea—with an additional ,16 
days to Sydney, New South “W^Ies, 
and a corresponding acceler&tffm to 
many centres in the west of Canada.

An integral part of the scheme pro­
vides for making Black Sp.d Bay, on 
the west coast of Ireland; the head­
quarters of the service on.the English 
side of the Atlantic. Train ferries 
are also suggested between Ireland, 
England and Scotland.

A New President.
The new president of the Chambre 

dfe Commerce In Montreal Is Mr. Adé­
lard Fortier; who succeeds Lt.-Col. 
A. E.-Labelle. Mr. Fortier was first 
vice-president of this notable body 
for the past year, and is president of 
the Montreal Dairy Co., Ltd. The new 
president was soon convinced that his 
duties are to be no merely official 
function. A report was presented by 
he meeting of which he was himself 
ihairman, concerning the epidemic of 
1res in Montreal, which the commit- 
ceo discovered to be due to three main 
causes, defective construction, care- 
'essness and incendiarism. An edu- 
ational campaign is recommended 
or housekeepers; also that the 
Jhambre de Commerce should Intér­
êt Itself practically In fire-preven­
tive devices In new buildings, and 
move for the passing of a law calling 
for a service of fire inspection.

Inrush of Farm Laborers.
The inrush of farm laborers and 

lomestics into Ontario is greater than 
ever, but the demand is ever grow­
ing keener. There are fifteen hundred* 
agents throughout the British Isles 
stimulating migration to the pro­
vince. In England there are 1,060 of 
these agents. In Scotland thc*e are 
200, and the balance in Ireland. De­
spite the large number of agents it 
has been found that the results ob­
tained in this way, while satisfactory 
to an extent, are not enough, and it 
is being supplemented by an even 
more ambitious plan.

Monument to Heroine.

A monument which will forever 
perpetuate the gallant deed of Made­
leine de Vercheres, who in 1692 de-r 
fended her home for a week against 
the Iroqyoia, has just been unveiled 
at Vercheres, Que. Jt was designed 
by Philippe Hebert, the Canadian 
sculptor, and shows the heroic girl 
awaiting an onslaught of the Indiana, 
gun hand.

SOME SCHOOLBOY HOWLERS.
Interesting Information Given By the 

Students.
Some amazing “howlers*1 are men­

tioned as given In answer to examin­
ation questions In the report just is­
sued on secondary education in Scot­
land. “Mammon" was quite common­
ly confounded with "manna** and also 
with “mammoth,” "Mormon,” "Ma- 
hammed"; Job with Jonah, and “mu­
ses" with “Mutee." One definition 
was, “A worshipper of mammon 
means a bigamist,” another that it 
“means an Israelite, since the people 
of that tribe were M by mammon 
in the wilderness-" l fi

Muses, it was sUted, were oftee 
seen at funerals in the olden days. A 
“Job’s comforter*' was described as 
“a woollen muffler worn round the 
throat," as "a thing to give the baby 
the patience of Job," and as "some­
thing very pleasing, for Job was plac­
ed inside the whale's belly, and it 
was very pleasing for him to get out 
again." There was a tendency to re­
present Isaac as "the fatted calf" who 
was to be killed, or to see In the 
phrase an equivalent to other famil­
iar sayings like "the fat is in the 
fire," or "to kill the goose that laid 
the golden eggs."

But the acme of absurdity. It is de­
clared, was surely reached by the 
candidate who stated that "Vanity 
Fair was a fair held In thé time of 
Moses, where all the people gathered 
together and sold their good»— 
'Moses at the fair*."

The paraphrase of Gray’s well- 
known "ode on the death of a favor­
ite cat” proved rather subtle, and 
girls as a rule did St better than 
boys. In widely separated schools 
the odd mistake occurred of describ­
ing the "hapless nymph" as "a gold­
fish with no clothes on." In an essay 
on flowers the word “nature" was 
sadly abused — "All nature dies to 
the autumn," or worse stfll, "AH na­
ture leaves us when winter comee."

Of the pairs of characters In poetry 
proposed for comparison, Macbeth 
and Milton’s Satan were first favor­
ites. There was a strong tendency to 
treat Satan, not as a fallen angel, 
but as an erring mortal. "He re­
sembles Macbeth," said one candi­
date, "because both were misled by 
their wives." "Placed in another walk 
of life," said a candidate, "Satan 
would have been a good man.”

Some interesting blunders were 
found in the history papers. George 
Washington was confused with 
George Stephenson, Mr. Gladstone 
with David Livingstone, and Fran­
chise with Franco-Scottish. One boy, 
after reference to the Boer War, sol­
emnly stated that "Lord Roberts died 
last year at a good oil age, and was 
head of the Salvation Army.”

Two noteworthy definitions of fran­
chise were given — "Franchies le a 
kind of cotton imported in bake,” 
and "Franchise was the gold and sti­
ver treasure which the Spaniards to 
days of old got at the Isthmus of 
Panama.*’ The event most often mis­
dated was the-foundation, of the 
House of Commons; some regarded if 
as simultaneous with the passing of 
the Parliament Act! It js remarked 
as extraordinary that many children 
defined Presbyterianism as govern­
ment by priests or tty bishops.

Youth Should Be Mle.

R. L. Stevenson Is one of the few 
writers of distinction who have been 
bold enough to enter a plea for lazi­
ness. "It-is surely beyond a doubt," 
he wrote, "that people should be a 
good deal idle in youth. For though 
here and there a Lord Macaulay may 
escape from school honors with all hie 
wits about him, most boys pay so 
dear for their medals that they never 
afterward have a shot In their locker, 
and begin the world bankrupt. And 
the same holds true during ill the 
time a lad is educating himself, or 
suffering others to educate %im .... 
If you look back on your own educa­
tion, I am sure it will net be the full, 
vivid, instructive hours of truantry 
that you regret; you would rather 
cancel some lack-lustre periods be­
tween sleep and waking to the class." 
—London Chronicle.

Takes Place of "lines."
The idea of instituting some form 

of compulsory exercise in place of the 
old-time "lines’’ in school has found 
favor in England as well as in 
France. At one boys' school It Is 
customary for the penalty for breach­
es of rules to be paid In so many 
dandelion roots, whilst In another the 
task resolves itself into the more ar­
duous one of digging up thistles from 
the playing fields. At a, large girls' 
school In Yorkshire one of the pun­
ishments for having thing» unmarked 
is to have to take a walk round the 
grounds solemnly holding the offend­
ing article—be It boot, bag or glove 
—in one hand.

Centre Door In Oar.
A certain number of cars, on one of 

the London underground roads have 
been fitted with a centre door opening 
inward. These doors are completely 
under the control of the conductor 
from his platform and can be either 
bolted or unbolted by merely press­
ing a small lever. Each doorway Is 
connected with electric lights on the 
conductor’s platform.and in the driv­
er’s cab, which light or go out, as- 
cbrdfng as the doors éfm bolted or uà- 
botted. No train is, therefore, started 
until the light by the driver’s side 
assures him that all the doors are 
Closed.

Wonderful fletmon Maker.

A wonderful sermon-maker was 
C. H. Spurgeon. He had no need to 
repeat himself, for his powers seemed 
inexhaustible, and moreover, he 
made repetition impossible by pub­
lishing his sermons week by week. 
The weekly issue began in 1861, and 
though the great preacher died In 
1891, he left behind so much mater­
ial that the publication has contin­
ued till this day and is likely to go on 
fo- at least another dozen years. No 
other published sermons ever attain­
ed such popularity as Spurgeon's. Of 
one sermon alone more than 800 000 
copies were sold.
