William Hannabury has made a com­
plete confession, revealing even more 
extensive thefts than had at first been 
supposed. After he had been remand­
ed this morning Hannabury asked to 
see the officers, and was turned over 
to special agent Williams, of the I. C. 
R., Detective Dunn, of Halifax, and 
Detective Johnson of the C. P. R., and 
to them he told the story of his thefts, 
but they were so extensive that he 
could not remember all of them. He 
promised to do everything he could to 
assist the officers in tracing the stolen 
goods. Almost hourly telegrams have 
been received by I. C. R. detectives 
here asking for information about 
goods found in Hannabury’s home. 
This morning a porter on the 
Maritime Express identified a pair of 
cuff buttons and a silver pencil found 
on the prisoner, as having been stolen 
from him, although Hannaberry had 
persisted from the first that they were 
his own property. When told of 
porter’s story he admitted the theft. 
Hannaberry was captured while mak­
ing his last trip on the intercolonial 
and was going into the service of the

The Britons passed a bill forbid­
ding the construction of the tunnel, but 
not until from each side a mile of un­
der-ground tube had been bored.

Nearly a quarter of a century has 
elapsed since the last bill was rejected 
by a select committee of Lords and 
Commons, and now a new bill is about 
to be introduced in the hope that the 
increased friendship of the two coun­
tries, the advance of science, and the 
reliability of the modern explosive, 
which would enable the tunnel to be 
blocked instantly in case of emergency, 
will completely do away with the old 
objections.

The proposed tunnel is to be 30 miles 
in length, running from Shakespeare 
Cliff, near Dover, to Sangatte, near 
Calais, in France. It is figured that the 
cost will be about $50,000,000. The im­
mense advantage of this dry-land link 
cannot be overestimated, for it is reck­
oned that a saving of at least five shil­
lings in the ton would be effected on 
merchandise, and for passengers the 
knowledge that it was possible to get 
from London to all parts of the Contin­
ent without the discomfors of a chan­
nel crossing and the risk of mal-de-mer 
would be quite sufficient inducement 
to more than double the passenger 
traffic in both directions.

One of the tunnels will be for out­
ward traffic, which would then run di­
rect from London to all the countries 
of Europe, and the other tunnel for the 
incoming trains by the “Chemin de 
Fer du Nord.”

The great drawback to the difficult 
operation of piercing a long tunnel, as 
demonstrated by the Simplon, is that

capital of the State, there are no riv- 

few natural supplies of surface 
water and the rainfall is light, 
vital importance of overcoming this 
difficulty was recognized by the State, 
and some idea of the magnitude of the 
undertaking may be formed by 
cost of the construction, which 
more than $15,000,000. In 1896 the Pre­
mier of the State obtained the appro­
val of the Legislature to an expendi- — 
ture of $12,500,000 for the provisions of 
a supply of 5.000,000 gallons of water a 
day. The work was energetically push­
ed and brought to successful competi­
tion in 1903. The supply, which is now 
regarded as adequate to the demands 
of the gold fields, is pumped 351 miles.

Fully 18,000 men are engaged in min­
ing, and the wages paid are sufficiently 
high to induce first class miners to 
remain permanently employed. In the 
gold fields the value of mining machin­
ery in use amounts to approximately 
$20,000,000, and there have been erected 
about 4,000 stamps. These figures show

The process by which this tur­
pentine Is obtained have ail been pat­
ented and aftei- the Installation of the 
proper machinery the turpentine can be 
obtained from the waste In large 
quantities.

In all pulp mills there is a great deal 
of waste In the cooking of. the wood from 
which the pulp Is made. In all pulp 
mills spruce is the wood most largely 
used for the manufacture of pulp. The 
spruce wood has to be cooked so that 
all the sap and other useless matter Is 
taken out of It and the fibre left clean 
and free from everything that would 
lower the quality, of the paper made 
from It.

Spruce wood of course - contains a 
great deal of pitch and a large part 
of the waste matter from the Eastern 
Manufacturing Company’s mill has con­
sisted of the pitch cooked out of the 
spruce. Mr. Ularke conceived the idea 
of saving this pitch and turning it to 
account, so after long study and ex­
periment he devised the process which 
has already proved highly practical and 
a great money saver.

AWARD III THE WAGES 
DISPUTE IN HAMILTON.ITALY HAS A SURPLUS.'

HAMILTON, Dec. 6.—Members of the 
Railway Board have made public their 
award in the wages dispute between 
the Street Railway employes and the 
company this afternoon. The award 
leaves the men practically in the same 
position that they were before the 
strike,the wages scheduled being prac- 
lcally the same as that drawn up by 
the first arbitrators. The award gives 
motormen and conductors 16 cents an 
hour for the first year, 18 for the se­
cond and 20 for the third.

TWINS TOGETHER IN DEATH
ROME, Dec. 6,— Signor Majorana, 

minister of the treasury, today present­
ed the financial programme of the gov­
ernment to the Chamber of deputies. 
He said the budget for 1905-1906 gave a 
net surplus of nearly $13,000,000 and 
predicted that the budget for 1906-1907 
would result in a surplus of $6,000,000, 
and that of 1907-1908 In a surplus of 
$11,000,000, which, however, would be 
reduced $4,000,000 owing to the expenses 
to be incurred in Improving the pub­
lic services, which was the main policy 
of the cabinet.

About $5,000,000 additional would be 
spent on the postal, telegraphic and 
telephone service and $6,000,000 on pub­
lic works. Besides increases In the ex­
penditures for public instruction, the 
museums and excavations, $800,000 ex­
tra was appropriated for the army, 
$488,000 for the navy, and $220,000 for 
the carbineers. For the railroads alone 
the government asked for an appropri­
ation of $182,000,000, which would be ob­
tained through a loan at 3 1-2 per cent, 
the railways paying the interest and 
redeeming the loan within forty years. 
The treasury minister also announced 
the preesentation of bills providing for 
fiscal reforms.

the Discus Like Old GreeksSchoolboys to Throw lodging-house.
“There are in various parts of London common iodg- 

ing-houses for-women solely, but only in one or two in-

The thrower stands upon a pedestal or dirt box when
f starting to launch the weight through the air. Any one 

can construct a pedestal by obtaining a rough deal box, 
30 inches long, 27 inches wide, 8 inches lilgli behind and 2 
inches high in front.

When this is filled with cinders mixed with yellow 
clay, and then wet and pounded, the user finds a pedestal 
that is hard and springy. This box may be moved from 
place to place about the grounds, and for that reason Із 
preferred by many to a stationary one.
